Baird on the deliberations of Presi-
dents of student activities together
with factulty representatives witn
the object of attaining a higher
standdard for activities conducted in
the Lady Beaverbrook Gymnasium.
The action taken by S.R.C. towards
better control and limitation of
guests to the University communily
was recoognized asz a constructive
step in this direction.

It was announced by the Presi-
dent that plans for next academic
year had reuched the stage where
it could be announced that nicom-
ing Freshmen next fall would be re-
quired to take classes at Alexander
and labs on the Hill and that Sen-
iors, Juniors and Sophomores wculd
do all their work on the Hill. He
ailso stated that new students next
Fail will be required to arrive and
registear on Friday, 19 September,
and that all students now in attend-
ance will register on Monday, 22
September with all classes starting
Tuesday, 23 September,

After this year's short hockey
season liere “Bud” was taken over
by his hometown team, the St. An-
drew’s Senatcrs and helped carry
themn to the New Brunswick [nter-
mediate championship. He scored
from one to five goals in eack of the
seven games he played for them.

His exceptional feat of collecting
three goals in 50 seconds against
Edmundston Reds in 1945 was his
greatest thrill. On this same trip
“Bud” collected 18 points in three
games against the best team on the
North Shore.

The ensuing report on the Mari-
time Interceilegiate Athletic Union
annual! meeting which wwas held in
Halifax on April 11th and 12th will
serve two purposes. Firstly, it will
enlighten the students on the ath-
letic policy and set-up fcr the com-
ing year of sports at U. N. 3, and
secondly, it will serve as a guide
to future delegates to M. I. A. U.
annual meetings.

The first session of the M. I. A, U.
was held in the Y. M. C. A. building
at 10 o'clock on Friday morning,
April 10th. Represented at this
meeting were delegates from Dal-
housie, Acadia, Nova Scotia Tech-
nical College, St. Marys, St. F. X,
St. Thomas, St. Dunstan’s, Mt. A,
and U. N. B,

The business discusged at the
special meeting was now consider-
ed. The question of differentiat-
ing between major and minor sports
and colleges was discussed at some
length. It was agreed that Basket-
ball, Football, Hockey, Boxing and
Track and ¥ield were the major
sports, while such sportg as Tennis
and Swimming would be classed a3
minor sports, The 'question of
major and minor colleges was evad-
ed as far as a definite ruling was
concerned. It was noted that St
Thomas played ‘A’ hockey and ‘B’
football and basketball. Some were
of the opinion that S, D. U. was
classed as a minor college despite
the fact that they won the Maritime
Intercollegiate Hockey Title. It
was the opinion of some present
that each college should declare at
the annual meeting what sporis
they would be playing, and in what
division (‘A’ or ‘B'} they would be
playing. The reasoning here wasg
that some colleges had in the past
waited until play in a particular
sport had started and then declared
their intention of participating in
that sport. This is very undesirable
for ohvious reasons. It was finally
decided that colleges would declare
their athletic intentions at the sec-
tional meetings in the fall.

The next issue on general poiicy
nf the M. I. A. U, was of the great-
est importance to U. N. B. This
dealt with the eligibility question.
Many views were expressed pro
and con. It would be impossible
here to prosent all the different
views expressed. The M. I.7A. U,
with the exception of U. N. B, up-
held the speciai meetings derision
that after a man has played four
vears of intercollegiate sport he
shall be ineligible to compete for
any college in further competition.
The main point here ig that the M.
1. A, U. recognizes the war years as
intercollegiate years, even though
hoth Mt. A, and U. N. B. used other-
wise ineligible pilayers. U. N. B.s
main attack here wasz:—"How can
you punish a student for something
which was legal when he did it, by a
retroactive law”.

The meeting approved the REuby
Leagve Football Rules for the com-
ing vear and passed on recommen-
dations to those concerned about
roughness, “high tackle” rule, etc.
it was moved, seconded and passed
that a commission be set up te¢ ap-
noint all officials for intercollegiate
games. This commisgion would be
headed by a person not directly con-
nected to any University and will
vonsist of all the officials whao

otfice for a period of one year.
They must be full time faculty
members of a college.

3. The incoming executive shall
appoint 8 vermanent gecretary-
treasurer who shall hold office from
year to year.

4. The annual meeting of the M.
I. A. U. shall be held in Sackville in
the spring. Sectioral wmeetings
shall be held before this annual
meeting.

5. The semi-annual meeting ahall
be held in Truro on the 4th Thurs-
day in September.

6. M.I A, U. fees shall be $10.00
and must be paid by October 30th.
If not paid by then a fine of $15.00
plus the regular fee must be paid
hy Janunary 15th. Failing to do this,
the particular college concerned
shall lose its membership in the M.
1.8 U,

7. A student holding a university
degree may compete for a college
if he is registered there and provid-
ing he has not already played Four
Yearas of intercollegiate play. This
arrangement shall be in effect for
the coming year.

8. In the case of ties in any lea-
gue, the executive of the M. I. A, U.
shall deeide how the playoffs shall
he carried out.

These are actually all the major
constitution changes. However,
changes in rulings and general pol-
icy were also made and will be
dealt with now.

1. Tt was moved, seconded, and
carried that in the high jump avent,
the jump shall be considered legal
if the participant takes off from
one foot.

2. It was passed that any man or
woman who is a King's student,
proceeding toward a degree at
Kings, shall be ineligible to play
for Daihousie. (Daihousie protest-
ed on this point quite strongly).

3. The piayoffs for Maritime In-
tercollegiate Championships in
Baskethall and Hockey will be a
home-and-home series unless sud-
den-death games are agreed to by
both teams.

4. Playotfs in Football will be a
suden-death game unless the par-
ticipating teams agree to a home-
and-home series. (Weather is the
limiting factor here).

At this poirt I would like to say
that in a private conversation with
Prof. MacLaughlin of Mt. A, we
learned that Ed Cameron, captain
of the Mt. A. basketball team, had
sent his contraversial letter to the
Monecton Times without the knowl-
edge of either the Mt. A, A. A, A, or
the Mt. A. faculty.

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Dr. Andrae Dis;:usses

His Research on
Diseased Potatoes

“‘Scopoletin’ may be the clue that

will lead to better potatoes,” said Dr.
Andre in discussing his research on
diseased potates. He told of isolat-
ing this compound from virus infect-
ed potatoes and suggested that it
may provide a means of detecting
virus infection in seed potatoes. Dr.
Andre’s talk to the Scientific So-
ciety on March 19th was entitled
“Brochemical Changes in Virus In-
fected Potatoes."”

At this meeting also officers for
next year were elected. Professor
Kennedy was chosen president.
Others elected were: Professor
Smith, vice-president; Dr. Gregg,
Chairman of the Programme Com-
mittee, and Donald Duer, secretary.

Dr. Andre is a graduate of Mec-
Donald College. He also attended
MeGill University and carried on
medical research for the National
Research Council. At present he is
doing research work at the Univer-
sity of New Brunswick for the De-
partment of Agriculture.

‘“The present method of testing
the seed potatoes for the disease is
to cut out one eye of the tuber and
plant and grow it in a green house
to see if the plant develops the dis-
ease. If one eye is good it is assum-
ed that the rest of the eyes of the
potatoes are good. In winter time
the test ig carried out in Florida
where the plants grow faster. This
method, however, is slow and ted-
fous.”

“A new method,” the speaker con-
tinued,” i8 to chserve the fluores-
cence of a cut section of the potato
under ulira-violet !ight. This meth-
od is still experimental but has been
satisfactory so far. The fluorescent

ing Allan Ladd. It depicted the
growth of the aluminum industry
from the time aluminum was a rare
and costly metal in the days of Na-
poleon III. to the discovery of the
process of obtaining it by electro-| .
lysis and so up to the present day.
Mr. Johnson discovered the chem-
ical and physical properties of alum-
inum, the processes !nvolved in its
manufacture and the uses to which
the metal is put. ‘“Among these
uses,” he explained, “is the process
of making impact extrusions. By
this process a special hammer hits
a disk of the cold metal which
rushes up the sides of the hammer
to form such things as tooth paste
tubes and cocktail shakers. Mr.
Johnson had a number of exhibits
to illustrate the uses to which alum-
inum can be put.
