The "see of New York was erected
by the Pope on April 8, 1808, and
it is the desire of Archbishop Far-
ley to celebrate the centenary of this
event next year by the consecration
of St. Patrick’s Cathedral, prelimin-
ary preparations for which are now
under way. The interior of the
great gothic edifice of Fifth avenue
is’ to be remodelled and with the
splendid new altars and other gifts
which are being made, half a mil-
lion dollars will have been expended
before the transformation will be
complete. The Lady Chapel, given
by the Kelly family, cost moge than
$800,000. The altar for this chapel,
Wwhich is being made in Italy, is
expected to arrive soon, and there
will Dbe no finer example of ecclesi-
astical art in this country. Its cost
is given as $90,000.

At the left hand side of the Lady
Chapel is being erected an altar to
Bt. Michael by M. C. Bouvier and his
family. John D. Crimmins is to
build an altar to St. Joseph on the
right side of the chapel. It is un-
derstood these memorials are being
erected at a cost of $50,000 each.

Spaces between the columns of the
church - through which worshipers
now go from nave to nave to the
Lady Chapel are to be enclosed with
great screens of bronze which are
to be tweénty feet in height. Their
cost will be about $100,000.

One of the most important changes
to be made in the edifice will be a
marble floor which will take the
place of the wooden one which 'was
put down temporarily when the
cathedral was built.

The present pews, which have be-
gun Lo look rather forlorn, are to
be removed and new ones of approv-
ed design will replace them. There
will bé a resulting economy of space
which will add a third to the seat-
ing capacity of the auditorium. All
the marble in the interior of the
edifice is to be thoroughly cleansed,
8o that it will match the exquisitely
cut stones which compose the Lady
Chapel. It is the hope that the
task can be completed in a year.

St. Patrick’s Cathedral enjoys the
diBtinction of being the finest speci-
men of ecclesiastical architecture in
the New -World. The building is an
example of the decorated or geometric
style of gothic architecture which
prevailed in Europe from 1275 to
1400 and of which-the Cathedrals of
Rheims,. Amiens and Cologne, on the
continent of Europe, and the nave of
York, Minster, Exeter and Westmin-
ster, are among the most advanced

types. The cornerstone was laid
by the late Archbishop Hughes on
Sunday, August 15, 1858, in the
presence of one of the largest as-

semblages ever gathered in the city.
The Cathedral is built upon practi-

¢ally a solid rock, the site being
high and rocky, the stone in some
places extending twinty fect below
the surface level, and at others
coming nearly to the surface. The
marble of the exterior came from

the quarries at Pleasantville, N.Y.,
and I#, Mass., and is of the finest
quality. The ground plan is that
of a Latin cross, with nave, choir,
or sanctuary and transepts, each
being divided into a central isle
with a clerestory and two side
aisles, by thirty-two magnificent,
and perhaps unequalled, clustered
columns of white marble, from which
spring the arches that support the
walls of the clerestory.

The interior of the building is 800
feet long, 120 feet across the nave
including the chapels. The center
aisle is 48 feet wide and 108 . feet
high.

So much has been written in  the
past two years of the fascinating
personality of the popular prelate
Cardinal Merry del Val, that it is
well to consider exactly in what con-/
sists the functions appertaining  to
the lofty office he has occupied dur-
ing one of the most momentous - cri-
ses of the Catholic Church.

The Papal Secretaryship of State,
as now constituted, was created in
the fifteenth century, and came into
being as the result of the change of
solitico-religious situation arising
from various schisms. Previously
the government of the Church had
been theological *or canonical, poli-
tical negotiations had been unknown
since the Holy See only commanded
and affirmed, and never discussed.
The growth of Papal states natural-
ly gave rise to political exigencies re-
quiring the creation of a new office.
The importance of the great post,
which really entailed all the energies
and attention of the occupant, won
for its holder the title of Cardinsle
Padrone, or Master-Cardinal, a pres-
tige which still attaches to it: He
is above every‘other Cardinal in of-
ficial importance and dignity.
