They clearly under |
atood .Jesns as speaking literally. Did
He correct them ? No, He insisted on |
what e said.

He was consistent. We could reason- |
ably believe Jesus Christ to be super-
eminently consistent. We know from
the Seriptures that every time Jesus
spoke figuratively and was understood
literally He corrected, but whenever
le spoke literally and was so under-
stood He insisted. Again, whenever |
the Jews spoke fignratively of eatirg a |
man's flesh or drinking his blood, it |
was meant to calumniate him or tnl
villify him, and nothing was so cfiens
ive to the Jews as cating human liesh 1
or drinking human blood, so Christ |
would not usa so offensive a figure. He |
also piomised blessings to those w«m!
ate His Body and drank His Bicod, and, l

according to the Jewish figure, this
would have meant that He would richly
reward those who wounld
and villify Him.

How was it possible? He answered
that by referring to Ilis coming ascen-
sion, showing how by Iis own power i1a
would ascend to heaven. Father Reilly
said that in the catacombs we would
find altars testifying to a sacrifice, and
that the symbols used indicated a belief
in the Real Presence. Ior instance,
pelicans, which feed their young with
their own blood. Again, we find that
amongst the charges made against the
early Christians wis one that they ate
fiesh and drank blood and they were
accused of eating little children, be
canse the discipline of the secret, to
keep the sacred mysteries from pro
fanation leaked out and was thus inter
preted.

The priest at this altar to day can
trace his orders back to Jesus Christ, |

truly here as at Bethlehem, at Calvary
or in heaven. If He could so veil [lim-
gelf as to be unknown to the Apostles
at Emmans, so can He here in the sac
rament of the altar. As Mary saw her
God in the Babe at Bethlehem, so we
gsoo Him in the Host changed by and
through His omnipotent power. Granted
that the sacrifice has grown in cere
mony and in ritual, yet it is the same
identical act of worship. We do not
lose our identity simply becauvse we
have taken on a larger form than in
infancy. 1t is the same with ritual.

Turning to the altar, the speaker
gaid : ** Here is the force which vital-
izes the Church of Jesus Christ. Here
is what makes this temple not a mere
meeting house, but the inner court of
the King of Kings, where ilis children
come to speak to their Lord.

| WHAT A BISHOP'S IMPRIMATUR

18

The Most Rev. William Walsh, D. D.,
Archbishop of Dublin, Ire., has warned
the faithiv! of his jarisdiction of leaflets
containing prayers or recommending
special devotions, and havirg what
passes with simple people for the Arch-
bishop's Imprimatur, thouzh without
the name and address ol any printer or
publisher.

Writes the Archbishop : The Canon
Law, by which all matters relating to
the publication of prayers or forms of
devotion are regulated, expressly for-
bids the printing of any hook to which
an Imprimatur is attached, without the
pame of the publisher, and without a
statement also of the place where the
hook was prioted, and of the year of
issue.

I may take this opportunity of point
ing ount that in advertisements and
other notices of books, a very mislead-
ing use is not infrequently made of the
fact that the book in question bears an
Imprimatur—the lmprimatur being re-
ferred to a¢ showing that the Bishop
who has given it has formed a favorable
opinion of the book, and hay expressed
that opinion in oflicial form. Some-
times, t0o, it isadded that the Imprima-
tur has been given by a particular
Bishop whose recommendation of the
book may be regarded as having some
speecial weight.

Now, an (mprimatur is not a recom-
mendation o! the book to which it is at-
tached. It conveys no sort of approval
of the work. A Bishop for whoso Im
primatir a work is submitted may per-
haps disapprove of the views expressed
He may even re-
gret that the anthor should have thought
of publishing the work at all. Bat this
will not jostify bim in withholding his
Imprimatur, or ollicial License tor tho
publication of the work, it it isfound to
be free from error in the matter of faith
or morals.

The Imprimatar is simply an official
statement from the Bishop that the re-
quirements of ecclesiastical law have
complied with ; that the book has been
examined by some duly appointed Cen-
sor, who has certified to him ¢hat it
contains nothing at variance with faith
or morals ; and that, in these circum-
stances, he gives the formal permission
for the publication of it, without which
the publication wounld be a violation of
ecclesiastical law,

An Imprimatur, in itself, conveys
nothing more than this. Asa rule, the
book to which it is attached is not even
seen by the Bishop. His responsibility
in the matter begins and ends with the
gelection of one or more ecclesiastics,
sufliciently learned, prudent, and pains-
taking, to beo entrusted with the im-
portant duty ot the censorship of certain
classes of works, published in his
diocese.—The Pilot, Jan, 11.

On page 24 Mr. Lansing says that the
Pope governs the Church * with abso-
lute authority.”

This statement is not so wild and
worthless as mest of his propositions
concerning the Catnolic Chureh, It is
true, the Pope does govern the Chureh
without being restrained by a repre-
sentative assembly. The plenitude of
legislative, as well as of adminigtrative
jarisdiction, is ve gted in him ; and this
is what we oommonly mean by ** abso-
lute government.'’

“Yet ‘*‘absolute’ and ‘ constitu-
tional '’ are rather vague terms. For
fnstance, William 11, and Kdward VIIL.
are both ** constitutional "' sover. digns.
Yet the nephew's authority grazes the
very horder of absolatiem, while the
uncle’s com »» nowhere near it.

From law, as involved in the nature
of Man, God can not dispense, for
Min's essential constitution, with the
rolations implied in it, expresses God's
unchangeable thought and plan con
earning hin. ** God is not a man, that
He should lie, neither the Son of Man
that e should repent.”” He has made
man for society, for government, for
chastity, for uprightness, for veracity,

There
you see what is meant by Learned
Sciolism. A man, we see, may be

erammed and running over with knowl
edge of Catholic history and theology,
received, moreover, into an acute and
vigorous mind, yet never have laid hold
of the constitutive principles of the
Catholic system.

Mr. Lea's Jearned sciolism, in a less
important matter, as we re member, has
been pointed out by the Nation, with
all respect for his learning and ability,
In his History of the Inquisition he
treats it as a grievance against the
Catholie Church that, while she used
to summon Christian heretics before
her courts, she always relused to sum-
mon Jews or Saracens, although their
errors were so much greater, for ex-
ample, than those of the Waldenses.
The Nation reminds him, with all
goatleness, that the (Catholic Chureh
has never pretended to authority over
the uubaptized,

It is well to consider next how far
the limitation of the Pope’s authority
by the Jus Divinum restriets his power
within that claimed by temporal gov-

THE FIRST AMERICAN SAINT.

ST. PHILID OF JESUS —FEAST, FEBRUARY D.

Boesides Venerable Bishop Neumang,
who belongs to Philadelphia, there are
four American saints on the calendar.
These are St. Puilip of Jesus, patron ol
Mexico ; St. Rose of Lima, St. larri
bius and St. Francis Solano. Of the
five only St. Rose and St. Philip were
patives of the New World.

St. Philip of Jesus was born in the
City of Mexico. Ilis lather, a noble
Spanish-Mexican, Alonzo de las Oasas,
sont his son to the Philippine Islands,
where he entered the Franciscan Con-
vent of Oar Lady of the Angels at
Manila. His biographer says : "' The
richest cargo that he could have sent
to Mexico would not have grabt
pious tather so muca as the tidings the
Philip was a professed Friar. Alon
de las Casas obtained from the commis
sary of the order directions that Pnilip
should besent to Mexico.”

The young Francisean, with other
Friars irom the Philippines, embarked
on a vessel which was driven by storms
to the coast of Japan and wrecked in
port. Philip, with two of his brother
Franciscans, went to the Mikado, by
permission, to continue the jrurney t)
his natiye land, where he hoped to be-
come a missionary among the Tudians.
His hopes were frustrated. The pagan
I nperor not only refused an audience
to the brothers, but from a well-founded
fear, lest even during their brief stay
they might make converts to Christian-

seize all the missionaries.

Sentence of death was passed upon
the heroic band, and in mockery of
their religion they were executed upon
crosses.
