The English reformer, Cranmer, was
the outraged innocent that said “This
hand hath offended.” He was the great
Protestant martyr! Luther, Melanc-
thon, Zwingle, Calvin, even Knox, and
other worthies of the Reform, had braved
with impunity the remorseless fury of
the Catholicas ; but the eainted Cranmer
sealed his faith with his death! Fox,
whom no one believes, has given us a
flaming picture of England’s great
reformer burning at the stake, Sure
enough it was a cruel death ; but it any
man ever deserved to be burnt, that man
was Crapmer, The Lutherans, who
called the Marian martyrs “The Devil’s
Martyrs,” gave him & place. The par-
ticulars of his life show that he was
practically a common pimp, a_per)_ured
ecclesiastic, a dissimulator of his faith, a
bloody persecutor, a pliant tool for any-
one that could command him, and &
treasonable subject. Macaulay, in his
review of Hallam’s C. H., says all that is
necessary to know Crapmer, I can give
only a few extracts : “Cranmer rose into
favor by serving Henry in & disgraceful
affair of his first divorce. He promoted
the marriage of Anne Boleyn with
the king. On a frivolous pretence he
pronounced it null and void, On a
pretense, if possible, still more frivol .
ous, he dissolved the ties which
bound the shameless tyrant to Anne of
Cleves, He attached himself to Crom.
well, while the fortunes of Cromwell
flourished, He voted for cutting off his
head without a trial when the tide of
royal favor turned, He conformed back-
wards and forwards as the king changed
his mind. While Henry lived, he assisted
in condemning to the flames those who
denied the doctrine of Transubstantia
{ion. When Henry died, he found out
that the doctrine was false. He was,
however, not at a loes for people to burn,
The aathority of his station and of his
gray hairs was employed to overcome
the disgust with which an intelligent
and virtuous child regarded persecution.
« .+ . Equally false to political and to
religious obligations, he was first the tool
of Somersot, and then the tool of Nor-
thumberland. When the former wished
to put his own brother to death, with
out even the form of a trial, he found a
ready instrument in Cranmer. . . When

Somerset had been in his turn destroyed,
his destroyer received the support of
Cranmer in his attempt to change the
course of the succession, . . Ifhe had
shewn half as much firmness when
Edward requested him to commit
treason as he before shewn
when Edward requested him not
to commit murder, he might have
saved the country from one of the great-
est misfortunes (Marian persecution)
thatit ever underwent. . . . . But
his martyrdom, it is said, redeemed
everything. Itis extraordinary that eo
much ignorance should exist on this
subject, The fact is, that if a martyr be
a man who ohoose to die rather than to
renounce his opinions, Oranmer was no
more & marytr thao Dr. Dodd. I;e died
solely because he could not help it. He
never retracted his recantation, till he
found he had made itin vain, . . .
If Mary had suffered him to live, we
suspect that he would have heard mass
and received absolution, like a good
Catholio, till the accession of Elizabeth;
and that he would then have purchased,
by another apostasy, the power of burn,-,
ing men better and braver than himselt.

If it were nothing
more than an indication of the enormous
influence of the Irish Home Rule question
upon English politics, this Local Govern
ment Bill would be a splendidly encourag-
ing symptom. But it is something more,
It is the precursor of Home Rule, The
Government can never go beck from this
Bill a similar measure to which they
promised at the beginning of their term
of office to introduce simultaneously for
Ireland. They must go forward from it
or clear out of the way, and let other
men face the duty. So much for the ex
traordinary measure of which Mr, Ritchie
sketched the outlines for the House on
Mondsy. For immediate import to the
Irish people, however, for its effect upon
the Government, and even for sensational
interest, to day’s debate throws Mr,
Ritchie's Bill in the :h:de.

Eviction notices under the new
Land Act he asserted were falllng all over
Ireland with the softness of an April
shower, but they would blossom into a
November hurricane of eviction, For
these notices he held himself in a sense
responsible, because he had trusted to
the forbearance of the Irisb
landlorde when he supported that sec-
tion of the Land Act last eession, but he
would not be caught trusting again, The
consequence of these impending evic
tions would be ruin to the landlord, ruin
to the peace of Ireland, and ruin to the
union between two countries. In his
opinion scarcely one of the evictions
now pending (inasmuch as they were
nearly all for arrears of rent) rested on
a moral baeis, They were flanked and
buttressed by injuetice. His view was
that it was the burning rafters and the
ruined rooftrees of Bogyke that lost to
the union the elections of Northwich,
Spalding, Coventry, and Burnley, He
bad battled hard against the Plan of
Campaign, he confessed.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS.

One of the most noteworthy events of
the discussion on Mr. Parnell’s Arrears’
Bill, was the position taken by Mr. T.
W. Russell, who has hitherto been & most
gervile supporter of the Coercionist
Government. In the debate on M,
Parnell’s Arrears’ Bill, he displayed a
sudden and unexpected independence,
declaring himself utterly disgusted with
the Coercion policy, and advocating Mr,
Parnell’s Bill with unlooked-for vehe
mence, Ulster had, without Mr, Russel,
a maijority of one in the house favorable
to the Nationalist cause, but Mr. Russel’s
attitude indicates ihat Protestant Ulster
is fast openiug its eyea to the fact that
Ireland’s cause is not the cause of Cath-
olicity agsinst Protestantism, but that
of a people kept in abject poverty and
suftering by an oppressive landlordism,
independently of the religious tenets of
the oppressed.

Mr. Russell told the House that he
would vote against the Government on
Mr. Parnell’s bill, and that he would
entirely forget his own party, (the
Liberal Unionists,) with whom he had

The malodorous Juetin D. Falton e
prosecuting his antiCatholic  lecture
course in Toronto, To the credit of the
Toronto press, it must be sald, that, know-
ing as they did the man’s antecedents,
they gave him, on the whole, that cool
reception which he deserves. Even the
Mail, though, perbaps, at first, willing to
glve him some encouragement, grew dls

He then asked the ladies who had been
present the previous evening to hold up
their hands if they considered his remarks
as unfit for publication. Of couree, he
knew well that any ladies capable of
appreciating what is fit to be listened to,
and who might have been present hearing
such remarks, at the former, would not be
at the eucceeding lecture, so that he ‘was
perfectly safe in making this appeal. No
bands were held up to condemn him, and
this, forsooth, Is regarded by him as a glori-
ous vindication!

The Mail of the 5th inst. had an editorial
1n reply to Dr. Falton’s abuse of the pre.a.
This article says significantly: Dr. Fulton
“asserts that the papers are afraid of the
influence of the Roman Catholic Church.
It would, perhaps, be more correct to say
that they are afraid of the moral influence
of his lectures wpon their readers.” Coming
from the Mail this is indeed an unkind
cut, As to the subject on which Dr.
Fulton spoke, and the manner In which
he maintained his position, the Mail adds :
“So far as we can see, he confines himself
mainly to hurling charges of immorality
against priests and nuns, That sort of
fuvective serves mo good purpose, It
lacks the essential element of falr play.”

that there was always in the Christian
Roman mind a reason for uniting the two
in one veneration, which did not exist in
the case of other saluts, unless they were
closely united in the same work, in life
and death, This tradition is confirmed
by the Roman Martyrology which relates
the martyrdom of both in Rome on 20th
of June, A, D, 66, It is, therefore, diffi-
cult to understand why Dr. Kellogg
should agree with the tradition and his.

This testimony of itself is most
conclusive, owing to the mnearnes

of St. Irenaus to the Apostles themselves
and the comsequent authenticity of the
information possessed by this great Bishop,
saint and scholar, Salnts Epiphanius and
Chryeostom glve equally forcible testi-
mony, as also Leo I, Theodoret, the
Emperor Theodoslus and Paul Oroslus.
Eueeblus, the father of Church History,
says: “Nero sought the death of the
Apostles first, as the leaders and standard -
bearers of God’s people. Paul he con-
demned to be beheaded, and Peter to be
crucified. I Ider it ur y to
seek for testimonies to these facts, for their
attestation s to be seen to this day in the
remarkable and resplendent monuments
which attest them,” (Ch. Hist.)

We hear it said, sometimes, and Dr,
Kellogg states this as a serious objection
to St. Peter’s having been in Rome, that
the Scripture doea not speak of his pres-
ence there. If thls were the case, the
objection would have very little weight,
for the Scripture nowhere professes to
glve a full history of S:i. Peter: though
much of St. Paul’s career s given by his
companion St. Luke in the Acts of the
Apostles, as well as in his own Eplatles.
However, there are two very clear
references to St. Peter’s belng in Rome
found in Holy Scripture, .

From Acts xxviil, 15, we learn that
when St, Paul went to Rome to preach
the Gospel the brethren who were already
in Kome came forth to meet him, and he
thanked God for their affectionate recep-
tion of him,which gave him great courage,’’
In 8t. Paul’s Epistle to the Romans, 1. 8,
the flouriching state of religion in Rome
is spoken of by that Apostle in the most
eulogistic style. Who, then, preached the
Gospel in Rome, before St, Paul, if not
8t. Peter, whom all Tradition points out
a3 the first to have done so? To the testi-
monies already glven, concerning this
fact, we msy add that of Paplas, who
being & disciple of the Apostles, and a
priest of Rome, was certainly cognizant
of facts of which he was an eye and ear
witness, Eusebius takes from the writings
of Papias the statement that “Peter in his
first Eplstle, which was written from
Rome, mentlone Mark, and that he calls
Rome Babylon, saying “the church that is
at Babylon saluteth you, and so doth
Marcus my eon,” 1 Pet. v, 13,

Other early fathers give similar
testimony. 8t. Jerome expressly states
that the Babylon here spoken of is Rome,
that is, Pagan Rome, just as St. John in
the Apocalypse speaks of Pagan Rome
under the same name Babylon, This
passage of St, Peter is, therefore, the third
passage of Holy Writ in which St. Peter’s
presence in Rome is attested, and not
obacurely, Dr. Kellogg is therefore in
this guilty of the same distortion of
the sense of scripture for which he
80 strongly censures others.

The manna was agreeable to
taste, having in it all that is delicious and the
sweetness of every taste, Brethren, you who
aave frequently received Holy Com-
munion, can realize how this heavenly
manna only figured the sweetness of the
Bread of Angels, of which the Royal
Prophet sung: “How beautiful are Thy
tabernacles, O Lord of Hosts! My soul
longeth and fainteth for the courts of the
Lord. My heart and my flesh bave re.
_joiced in the Living God,” The manna
did not guarantee immunity from death,
but the Holy Eucharist is the pledge of
immortality. The manna ceased to fall
when the Israelites had crossed the
desert and took possession of the Prom.
ised Land, The Holy Eucharist will
cease when we have crossed the desert
of life and entered into the unveiled
presence of Him whom we now receive
under the appearance of Bread.

In the beginning of the twelfth chapter
of Exodus we have an explanation of the
manner of preparing and eating the Pas-
chal Lamb, another striking figure of the
Holy Eucharist. God commanded Moses
and Aaron in the land of Egypt to tell
the children of Israel that on a certain
day every man ehould take a lamb with-
out blemish and sactifice itin the evening.
After marking the side-posts and upper
door-posts of their houses with its blood
they were to eat the lamb. “And I will
pacs through the land of Egypt that night
aud will kill every first-born ; the blood
shall be unto you for a sign in the houses
where you shall be, and Ishall see the
blood and zhall pass over you, and the
plague shall not be upon you to destroy
you when I shall strike the land of
Egypt.” Let us note a few points of
resemblance between the figure and the
reality. The Paschal Lamb was sacrificed
on the fourteenth day of the moon of
March; the Holy Eucharlst was iustituted
and the Sacrifice of Calvary offered about
that time, The Paschal Lamb eshould be

artaken of in great haste; the Holy

ucharist should be received with a
lively faith, a faith that breaks out essily
into good works and seeks expression in
meritorlous action, The Paschal Lamb
was to be taken with unleavened bread
and bitter lettuce; the Holy Euchar-
{st should be recelved with purity of heart
and sorrow for past eine. Moses and
Aaron, commanded by God, ordered the

eople to sacrifice and eat the Lamb at the
g‘nchnl time, Holy Church commands
us to receive Holy Communion at Easter,
The eating of the Paschal Lamb was to the

Iseaclitee a sign of their approaching
deliverance from bondege. For you, dear
people, who will receive your Paschal
Communion, it will be to you a sign of
salvation and the seal of your deliverance
from the siavery oi your passivne, Sowe
of the Hebrews were satlsfied to remain in
Egypt and had forgotten the Promised
Land., They signed not their door-posts
and ate not the Paschal Lamb, These
the destroying angel spared not. Some
Catholics are forgetful of their promised
land—heaven. They heed not the com-
mand of Boly Church to recelve Com-
munion at Easter time, The dunoylns
angel, death, will soon visit them, an
strike them unprepared in their stupid
indifference. The wail of sorrow that
went up after the destroying angel visited
Egypt 1s as naught compared to their
eternal wail in hell, Brethren, hearken
in time to the Church’s loving volce:

There sre many other figures of the
Holy Eucharist in the Old Testament,
such as the Tree of Life, the Sacrifices of
Abel and Melchisedech, and the Proposi-
tion Loaves.

When far away from Paris I was
led to believe, on the faith of news-
per accounts, that the great city was
E.ko the crater of Mount Xtna, always
seething and fuming and threatening to
pour a flood of liquid lava down on the
vine.clad slopes beneath, But just now
one may sleep soundly and work in
perfeot security on the edge of the Paris-
ian crater.
While the Communists and Anarchists
were busy celebrating, night after night,
the victory of the Commune in 1871, and
while alarmists ':“la expoc;‘ing"h an up.
rising ot the ¢ de la revanc e anti.
German mrmy. in favor of f}oulu;er.
another spectacle was oftered to the
most serious minded among the Paris-
ians, such as the present generation had
never beheld—a spectacle well fitted to
make good men of all classes entertain
the conviction that all Paris had not yet
gone over to materialism and unbelief,
This was the solemn triduum, or three
days of solemn prayer and thankegiving,
hefd in the magnificent Church of St,
Sulpice, the most spacious in Paris, in
honor of John Baptiste de 1a Salle, the
founder of the Christian Brothers, lately
beatified by Leo XIII. A few weeks
ago, on the occasion of his beatification,
1 sent to the Sun a brief sketch of the
life of this great and good man, one of
the aposties of Christian education in
modern times,
Daring the whole of the three days—
13th, 14th, and 156th of March—from be
fore 6 o'clock in the morning till 10
o'clock at night, the vast and splendid
church edifice never ceased to be filled
to overflowing with mixed congregations
of Parisians, of all ranks and proteesions,
of all ages and sexes, whose ardent piety
and living faith no one could question,
who assisted at these soul stirring mani-
festations. The great church was hung
in gold and purple from roof to pave-
ment, The high altar and sanctuary
were draped and ornamented with ex-
quisite taste, But the object which
drew most the attention of the crowd
was & beautiful statue of the devoted
benefactor of children. It was lifelike,
a masterpiece of the sculptor Cabuchet,
placed beneath a golden palm tree, sur
rounded with verdure and heaps of
golden sheaves, the emblem of the
millions of young souls trained to Chris
tian life by De la Salle and his family of
brothers, now numbering some 13,000,
and scattered over both hemispheres,
'I'he statue represents him clad in the
poor, coarse, but much-loved dress of
his order, with his arms crossed on
his chest in an attitude of
fervent prayer, and the eyes bent in sup-
plication on the adjoining altar, The
attitude is most eloquent of the man’s
‘whole life, which was one of perpetual
toil and trial supported and sanctified
by prayer and unfailiog trust in God.

I bad expected, before I came to Paris
and saw things with my own eyes, to find
the schools of the Christian Brothers
closed, themselves expelled from their
principal residences, and their great
work nlmost entirely obliterated. That
there still uvxists ono single community
of them in Paris, and that they are able
to teach in & single school within the
limits of the city’s juriediction, are not to
be attributed to the good will or tolera
tion of the municipality or of the pre.
ceding Government. What I am going
to state is solely due to the noble gener
osity of Christian Paris, as distinguished
from the half-pagan Paris created by
Voltaire and the anti-Christian revolu-
tionary sects, In March, 1880, only thirty
schools had been laicised (that is de-
christianised) 1n the city ot Paris. In
March, 1888, every single Government
and municipal school, high and low, has
been laicised. Before 1850, the teaching
congregations of men and women had
134 schools with 43 000 pupils, At the
present t the religi schools,
independent of municipality and Govern:
ment, number 193, with 76 000 scholars,
For their support a yearly sum ot $480,
000 is required, Ot this sum $80,000
come from the weekly contributions of
the pupils or their poor parents, The
remaining §400,000 are made up from
charity collections, and this is collected
from the people of Paris alone.

This statement will tell your readers
that religion is not yet dead, in the
beautiful and pleasure.loving capital;
that the resolve of parents to give their
sons and daughters a religicus training
is not confined to a feeble minority, and
that there is still magnificent hope for
the future.

Come with me now to Saint Sulpice
and judee for yourself, It is Tuesday
morning, March 13, The mass for gen.
eral communion was celebrated at half
past 6 o’clock. The church was full long
before that. The living waves of the
people, ever flowing, ever ebbing, have
kept it filled in every nook and corner
since that hour., It is now half past

And within what & sight! It was one
living, densely packed mass of worship-
pers, n{:,' worshipping without paying
the slighest attention to who is coming

in or going out, The children in the
middle are all dressed in their holi-
day attire, They are pouring forth their

whole souls in alternate song and
rayer, without turning their young
eads to the right or to the left
Presently, the mass over, the Cure of
Saint Boc‘u, the eloquent Abbe Millaud,
addresses this multitude of children in
words which fascinate them, enchain
their attention, and fill them with some
of the sacred fire that glows in his own,
And then the little army moves out of
the church in the most perfect order,
only to be succeeded by another expect-
ant host of worshippers,

At 10 o'clock the Bishop of Versailles
celebrates Pontifical high mass, The
Seminary of Foreign Missions, the great
nursery of aposties and martyrs for
China and Tonquin fill the sanctuary.
The Chbristian Brothers’ oentral school
at Passy furnishes the music snd the
singers; the music in & mass composed
expressly for the occasion by Brother
Lionce, one of the teachers, and the
orchestra and singers are his own pupils.
And how they do play and sing, these
ohildren of Jean Baptiste de la Salle, as
if his spirit were on them, and they
beheld him through the opened gates
triumphant in Heaven!

At half past I comes a second batallion
ot the schools of Paris; 20 numerous are
they that they have to come in detach.
ments curing these three days of solemn
festavity,

They belong to the Third, Fourth,
Twelfth, Thirteenth, Fifteenth, and Six.
teenth districts (arvondissements) of Paris,
Again Brother Leonce’s inspired music is
heard in the beautiful hymns which fill
the glorious temple. And there is another
short, pregnant, thrilling discourse by
the cure of Vangisard,

No sooner have this division of school
children passed out of the church than it
is filled by the waiting thousands on the
square, who are coming to solemn ves.
pers and to hear Mgr. Germain’s panegy-
ric of the new saint, For Mgr. G:rmain
is one of the most eloquent prelates in
Europe, No one who has heard him on
Tuesday last is likely ever to forget his
most truthful and most stirring picture
of De la Salle’s heroic career, It was in
the parish of Saint Sulpice that the
apostle of educaiion first labored in Paris,
From the noble priests of the seminary
he received a steady support and en-
lightened direction. The discourse was
full of continual allusion to persons and
scenes well known to all present. The
needs of the seventeenth century in
Christian France, as well as its political
supremacy, were vividly contrasted with
the religious and social conditions of
the country at the present day, Oar
ried away by his own sentiments as a
Bishop and a patriot, the orator re.
minded one of a powerful musical instru-
ment that caused the chords of every
other instrument around it to vibrate in
unison with the notes it gave out. I
believe had the people dared to shout
out their assentiment in the house of
God they would again and again have
risen up like one man to do so during
this memorable exhibition of Christian
oratory. And how often, as he detailed
the trials, sufferings, humiliations of the
man of God, in whoese honor they had
met, was the vast audience convulsed
with uncontrollable emotion !

It was G o’clock when the vesper ser.
vice was over. At 8 p. m. the church
was filled again by the members of the
various conterences of St. Vincent of
Paul, by the kindred societies of St.
Francis Xavier and Blessed John Bap-
tist de la Salle, These are the men who
minister to all the various charities in
Paris—men of blameless lives and un
tiring benevolence. And with them was
a multitude of the laboring folk of Paris,
benefited by the pious examples and
generous help of these sodalities.

Such was the first day.

On the second Wednesday, 14th, the
movement grew apace, It was such a
day as the great church had never before
witnessed,

But the next and last day of the
Triduum seemed to throw the two pre-
ceding altogether into the shade, The
entire morning every altar in the edifice
was occupied in succession by priests
who had come from all parts to share in
the celebration, At ten o’clock the
Archbishop ot Paris, the saintly, modest,
learned, devoted Mgr. Richard, pontifi.
oated at high maes, assisted by all the
priests and pupils of the seminary of St.
Sulpice, The Nuncio, Mgr Rotelli, pre
sided at solemn vespers. There was uot
standing room in any one part of the
church, and hundreds—some say thou
sands—vainly endeavored to obtain en-
trance. The very confessionals wete
occupied by the eager pilgrims,

Another most eloquent panegyricof De
la Selle was pronounced by the Bishop
of Montpellier. It was different in plan
and conception from that of Mgr. Ger-
main, But in its way it was no less
effective, This time fifteen of the
sodalities of young workingmen founded
all over Paris by the Christian Brothers
bad filled the great central nave, each
bearing & beautilul emblasoned banner,
which during the divine service was
placed against the railing of the sano-
tuary, The Te Deum was intoned by the
Nuncio and sung by the entire ow‘n1

Men wept as they listened, and pon-
dered over the significance ot the scene.
They wept with joy at the thought that
the religion of their forefathers was still

in Paris, in France, a living power—a

mighty and growing power for Eood.
