Now, this
is not the time nor the place in which to enter at
full length into the principles and the conse-
q of Rationalism, but we ask what con-
cern, then, is it to the Bible Society ? Simply
this, it is a notiece to quit. If that book be true
we have no business here. If the Word of God
be not the record of inspiration—i! it speak not
the mind of a Divine Author fairly, amply, fully,
if it be not the Word of God himself, I say the
Bible Society are standing here to circulate a
grand imposition. We are circulating a book
which we tell every one to receive and obey as
the record of heaven, as the written Word of
God himself,—when, if that other book be true,
we are circulating that only which is a gross im-
position, which is an imposition perfectly in-
tolerable, the more intolerable becanse it pro-
fesses to come from heaven, when it is, in fact,
very littie more, or nothing more, than the la-
bours and production of uninspired and fallible
men. And again, I maintain that, even if we ad-
mit the interpretation that they would put upon

in circulating the Scriptures. 1 maintain that if
their principles of interpretation be true, the
Bible is not the book for the poor man, the Bible
is not the book for general and universal circula-
tion. If it be true that the Bible can be com-
prehended only be the learned, only after long
and profound thought, by much meditation, by
great masses of acquisition in classical and an-
cient knowledge, if that be true, do you not at
once, by that admission, shut out the light be-
cause you shut out the possibility of private
judgment > You shut it out from the great mass
of mankind. You shut it out from all but those
who may be possessed of inexhaustible stores of
learning, and you establish an intellectual des-
potism more dangerous, more glaring, more un-
righteous than the worst despotism that ever
was established by the Church of Rome in her
most barbarous times and in her most detestable
periods. Now, we protest against that work.—
The bishops—I thank God for it—have de-
nounced the work ; but that is not enough. The
laity must take it in hand. The laity of the
kingdom must back up the bishops. The bishops
with the laity will be all-powerful. The bishops
must not be left in the lurch. We heartily ap-
we will approve it not only by our words, but al-
s0 by our actions. The laity must take it into
their own hands, and must determine to what
schools, colleges, and universities they will send

approval. We cannot doubt that this is a very
important crisis, and that if there ever was a
time when the work of this Society was needed,
it is the present. With regard to the state of
matters at home, I am distinctly of opinion that
the best way to meet dangerous opinions in this
or any other country is to put forth the simple
Word of God. I believe this is a sort of rea-
soning which there is no meeting. 1 believe that
the volume of the Word of God does commend
| itseif to man’s heart and conscience, and that
many an argument of infidelity, or of unwise
philosophy, has been met by the simple force of
some text appealing to the heart.

But I trust that, by God’s blessing,
those in whom great responsibilities are placed
in this country will be enabled calmly to con-

Death of Thomas Farmer, Esq.
Thomas Farmer has tranquilly changed hi
life of peace below for one of blessedness above.
These tidings will call forth more sighs, and
those sighs will be followed ih more instances by
a smile, than is often the case with even celebra-
ted and excellent men. The sigh will be for the
loss to good works ; the smile, for joy to think
of a useful life, not closed but crowned with
endless reward. To men in the high walks of
politics, or literature, or other sphere noisy with
the world's celebrities, the name of Thomas Far-
mer is little known; yet men love it in the
farthest regions where our language is spoken,
and it will re-appear in tln(,'hiuh-n-hfl
many a people now emerging ~ut of heathen-
ism, in the history of many a beneficent enter-
prise now only rising into vigour, but destined
yet to fill the world with its fruite. His death
will be lamented where many of the world's
proudest ones have never been heard of, and his
memory will be fresh when theirs is forgotten.
The fame of the good is meeker in life, but
mightier in death, and more truly immortal, even
as men c¢ount immortality, than that which is
earned by the service of the world. It sounds
like rhetoric, but it is sober fact, thut from Poly-
nesia to Canada, from China to England, men
whose regard any one might value, will feel that
in losing him they have lost a bevefactor. A
Sierra Leone Negro some years ago, having
pronounced his name so as not to be understood,
expressed his surprise that it should not be re-
cognized at once, *“ Why, our General Treasur-
er!” and that exclamation told how familiarly
the good folks there considered him ay their
treasurer, and was but the echo of a feeling cher-
ished by multitudes on many different shores.
How was this great influence won? Not by
extraordinary talents, not by ambitious efforts,
not by startling projects or novelties, or singu-
larity ; but by a long course of steedy, pure and
beuntiful goodness. Mr. Farmer began life with
affluence, and being blessed with sound business
talents, and with a prospering smile from Pro-
vidence, his career was one of solid success, and
his home relations were singularly happy. He
always seemed to dwell on three things as the
foundations of the rich enjoyments he felt crown-
ing his latter days—an early conversion, a Lap-
py marriage, and his adopting at the outset of
life the principle of consecrating to God the first
fruits of all his increase, and that in a definite
proportion. He was une of the earliest and lived
to be the oldest member of the Committee of the
British and Foreign Bible Society. In the ser-
vice of Missions he began his work by accom-
panying Dr. Coke from door to door collecting
subscriptions, and how he ended it all men inter-
ested in Christian Missions know. These were
the two labours which had most of his love, but
in bebalf of schools, both Day and Sunday-
schools, of the Evangelical Alliance, the Strangers’
Friend Society, and of every other good work, he
was ever ready to give and toil. For be was not
of those superb benefactors who cast forth their
gold, but will not bend their head or furrow their
brow for the cause they patronise. No Committes
man was more regular, or more minute in look-
ing into business than he ; and if there was a
fault it lay in doing what in London it is hard
to avoid, taking part in so many Committees
that be could not fully attend to each. But, for
many years, he statedly devoted the largest part
of his time to these sacred duties, sparing com-
paratively little for his own business. And,
moreover, we believe that the general impres-
sion is correct, that for a long period all that
his business yielded was given away. His
munificence is 100 well known to be dwelt upon ;
but neither our pen nor that of any-one will ever
tell how great has been its influenca upon others,
in different Denominations, but especially in his

Vice-President of the Bible Society, some
those people who ean do right if assured that
others did it before, raised & doubt whether there
was a precedent for conferring that honour on s
non-titled gentleman. A member of the Com-
mittee reckoned up that in s given time, Mr,
FARMER and his family had contributed more to
the Society than all its titled patrons put together.

His benevolence was not coufined to some few |

pet schemes : like all men who “devise” liberal
things for themselves, and do not wait for others
to devise and dun them, he had his favourite
objects; but his aid, in one degree or other,
awaited every Fund of his éwn Church, and
every effort of the Church Catholic. Andin this |
general support of good things lay one secret qf
‘his general influence; yet it may be doubted
whether by more concentrating his gifts on some
great reproductive works ofl the Church, he
would not have made a more permanent im-
pression. We may take for granted that the
more a man is known to be rich and benevolent
the more applicants he must disappoint; and
this being the case, the wonder is that, consider-
ing the greatness of Mr. Farmer's reputation in
this respect, the complainants were so few. (Had
all the plans which worthy people formed for
using his hundreds and thousands been carried
into effect, his neighbour Rothschild must have
come to his aid, and the Bank jof England have
rallied to the sur.nort of both.’

His great git.s were never held by him as a
title to dictate, and override his less wealthy
fellow-lsbourers. He would advance and main-
tain his own views with energy, but was never
impatient of opposition, and when the majority
went against him their act was adopted as his
own, and his hand and purse were ready to carry
it out. He did not give nobly and spend mean-
ly; baut, in his style of living, took his place be-
