His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor w'as pleased to open the
session with the following

SPEECH:

JIr. P'resident, and Hoinorable Gentlemcen of tihe Legislativc Council

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlenen of the House of Assembly

I am happy again to meet you, and to have recourse to your assistance and advice.
In accordauce with the notice given by the Government of the United States, the Reci-

procity Treaty between that power and Great Britain lias terminated. It will be for you to
consider what measures should be adopted in regard to such commercial interests as are af-
fected by the abrogation of this Treaty.

At the suggestion of 1-er Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs, a council
was sumnioned by the Governor-General for the purpose of furnishing an opinion to the Im-
perial Goveranientin the negociation of commercial treaties. A delegate was sent to represent
the interests of this Island at this council. The report of its proceedings will be laid before
you.

It was also deemed expedient that this Island should be represented on the mission which
bas been sent to the West Indies, Brazil, and Mexico. The object of this mission is to as-
certain in what manner the trade of the British North American '.Provinces with these coun-
tries can be extended. I have not yet learned the result of this mission.

The gencral prosperity of the past year has been marred by the civil disturbances which
took place in several parts of this colony. Misied by ignorant or designing men, tenants
were induced to fori themselves into an association with the avowed intention of withholding
payment of their rents, unless their landlords consented to sell their lands on such terms as
this association chose to dictate.

The law was openly and systematically set at defiance, and it becanie necessary to use extra-
ordinary measures to enforce it. A requisition was, therefore, made 'for a detachment of
Her Majesty's Troops, to aid the Civil Power, and the authority of the law has been firmly
and impartially maintained.

Papers on these subje ts will be laid before you.
In the preamble of the act under which the barracks in this city were sold you pledged

the colony to provide suitable accommodations for any troops that might be stationed here.
New barracks have, therefore, been erected, and you will be asked to. concur in a measure
for appropriating the money arising fron the sale of the old barracks towards the expend-
iture incurred in building those at present occupied by the troops.

I have recently concluded the purchase of another estate from one of the proprietors. It
is my intention to continue to buy out the rights of the landowners, whenever .I am enabled to
do so on reasonable terms.

3fr. ,S'pea ker, and Gentlemen of the Bouse of ,Assembly:

I have given directions that the public accounts for the past year be laid before you.
The revenue is the largest which has ever been collected in this Island, and would have been

more than sufficient to meet the expenditure, had it not been for the extraordinary outlay
which was caused by the measures necessary for the suppression of the disturbances occa-
sioned by the lawless association to which I have alluded.

The estimates for the present year will also be laid before you. They have been framed
with due regard to economy.

MVr. President, and Honorable Gentlen of the Legislative Council:

Ir. Spcaker, and Gentlemen of the Hiouse of Assembly:
You will, I am sure, have observed, with just pride, the loyalty and the spirit which your fel-

low-subjects in the neighboring Provinces have displayed, when threatened by piratical attacks
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at the hands of lawless men. I know that, should -au emergency ever unfortunately occur in
this Island, I could rely with confidence on a like spirit in -its irihabitants of every creed and
station. But I niust seriously urge upon you the necessity ofdoibg-allin yourpower towards
naking due preparation for such an emergency, by giving your carnest consideration to the

laws which at present regulate the militia and the volunteer force.
I am glad to inform you that the stoc¥purchased in' England for the inodel farni, arrived in

a very satisfactory condition. I am confident that -you will:eheerfully give your. concurrence
to such a grant as may be deemed necessary for the support of an insiitution so well caleu-
lated to advance the agricultural interests of the colony.

I now commit to you the business of the session, with the fervent prayer that your deliber-
ations mnay, under the Divine blessing, conduée to the wclfare and prosperity of this Island.

the law, and have not offered any organized resistanc* to the civil authorities during the year
referred to in your Excellency's Address."

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXGELLENCY:

We, the menbers of the Legislative Conneil, at present convened inu General Assembly,
offer Your Exceliency our thanks for your Speech, with which Your Excellency opened the
present Session, as well as our congratulations on again meeting you after Your Excellency's
absence of some duration in Great Britain.

We feel it an important part of our duty to consider what menans it will be best th adopt
in regard to the commercial interests of this colony as likely to be affected by the recent terni-
nation of the Reciprocity. Treaty between the United States and Great Britain.

We will proceed to give due consideration to tho proceedings of the Council suimmoned by
the Governor General on the subject and consideration of commercial trenties, and to whieh a
delegate was sent from this Island. so soon as we receive the report of such proceedings, which
Your Excelleacy intends to lay before us.

We hope this colony will not fail to participate in any adynntagethat may be produced by
an extension of its trade with the West Indies, Brazil, and Mexico, should the mission sent
from this Island on that subject be attended with any favorable results.

It is much to be deplored that the civil disturbances which took place in several parts:of
this Colony has-so greatly injured the general prosperity of the past year; and:. that. tenants
holding lands were so far misled by ignorant or designing men, as to form themselves into an
association for the purpose of withholding payment of their rents. in order-to compel their
landlords to sell their lands on such termns as the association should dictate. The law having
beeà set at defiance; itis; very gratifying to perceive-that'its authority has been firnly and
impartially maintainedby the presence of Her Majesty's troopsi which it became necessary to
introduce into the Colony in aid of the Civil Powers.

Consisten tly with the pledge in the preamble of the -Act under which the Barracks in this
City were sold we shall be prepared to concur inany mensare for appropriating, thie nxney
arising from the sale of the old Barracks towards:the expense6ineurredinbuiding-the n6r
Barracks, which Your Excellency has informed us have been erected, and are at. present.QCeu-
pied by the troops.

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We are happy to learn that Your Excellency lias concluded the purchase of another estate
fron. one of the proprictors, and that it is Your Excellency's intention to continue to buy out
the rights of the land owners whenever it can be donc on reasonable terms, as we are convinced
that the prosperity of the colony and th conte ntment of the people much depend upon. con-
verting the leaschold system into freehold, and th ereby giving the occupiers of the zoil the sole
right in the land.

We cannot fail to admire the loynlty and spirit whicl our fellow-subjects in the neighboring
Provinces have disl->ayed, when threatened by piratical attacks at the hands of lawless men.
Your Excellency bas well anticipated what wc conceive to be the sentiments of the people of
this Colony, when you say that, should an cimergencv of this nature ever unfortunately occur
in this Island, you could rely with confidence on a like spirit in its inhabit.ntts of every creed
and station; and with the objeet of preparing for sneh an emergcney, we will be ready to give
our best èonsideration and support to such alterations in or modification of the laws regulating
the Militia and the Volunteer force as the necessity of the case mray denand.

We arc glad1 to bc inforned that the stockz purchaso1 in England for the Model Farm arrived
in a satisfactory condition, and we have every confidence that the judicious selection of stcek
made under the direction of the Committee of the Model Farm vill be thë mieans of vastly
imuproving the stock of the Colony. And Your Excellency m-y rely that we will cleerfully
concur in any grant that may be deemned necessary fur the sapport of the Model Farni, an
Institution, we feel assured. admnirably caleulated, when judiciously mnaged, to promote and
extend the agricultural interests of the Colony.

We cordially unite with Your Exccllency in the fervent prayer that the blessing of Alnighty
God may attend our deliberations, and conduce to the welfare and prosperity of the Island.

Rcsclced, That tlis Legislative Council regrets its inability to discover in the said Corre,
spondence any sufficient reason to induce it to depart from or modify the spirit of the Resolu-
tion unannnously adopted by this House on the Third day of April, 1865, and of the Joint
Addlress to Her Majesty, also adopted by this House on the same day, on the subjeet of Con,
lederation.

the people Of Canada.

Re'solved, That to make suitablie provision for the vast publie works now contemplated bY
the Government of Canada, the Tariff of the United Provinces must necessarily be greatlY
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augmented, and the burdens of the people proportionately increased: That this Colony, if in-

crica being, in the opinion of this Legislative Couneil, extremely insiguificant and unimportant.

ResolVcd, That this House is not insensible to the obligation which rests upon this Colony
to contribute its fair share towards defraying the expense of resisting foreign invasion or ag-
gression ; and this Legislative Council is most anxious that a liberal provision should be made,
during the present Session, both as respects men and means, for the purposes of defence, and
will hecerfully sanction the placing of the entire resources of the Colony at the disposal of the
Government for the attainment of so desirable an object.

Resolved, That this Legislative Council relies with the utmost confidence on the wisdom
and justice of Her Most Gracions Majesty in the present erisis, believing, as it does, that the
necessities of Canada and the importunities of its Government will not be deemed by Her
Majesty of sufficient importance to warrant a change in the Constitution and form of Govern-
ment of this Colony opposed to the wishes and hostile to the feelings of its inhabitants, -a
change which, it is believed, must prove subversive of their liberties and highly detrimental
to their best interests.

Resolved, That the consideration of the various other subjects enibraced in the Despatches
and other Documents referred to this Committee, and not heretofore disposed of by the legis-
?ative proceedings of this Session, be deferred until the next session of the Legislature.

Resolved, That an humble Address based on the foregoing Resolutions be prepared and for-
warded to fIer Majesty the Queen, praying that Her Majesty may be graciously pleased to
withhold her sanction from any measure calculated to deprive Prince Edward Island of the
Constitution which it now happily enjoys, and more especially from any measure intended to
affect a Union of Prince Edward Island with Canada and the othier Provinces of British
North America.

TO THE QUEEN'S MIOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.
MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN:

We, your Majesty's loyal and faithful subjects, the Leaislative Council of P. E. Island, hav-
ing had under our consideration a copy of a despatch -from the Right Honorable Edward
Cardwell, your Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonial Department, addressed
to lis Excellency George Dundas, Esquire, Lieutenant Governor of this Island, bearing date
the Twenty-fourth day of June last, accompanied by a copy of a Correspondence between the
Colonial Minister and His Excellency the Right Honorable Viscount Monck, Governor Gen-
eral of Canada, -on the affairs of British North America, including the subject of the proposed
Union of the British North American Colonies, in which Despatch His Excellency Lieutenant
Governor Dundas is directed by the said Colonial Minister to communicate the said Corre-
spondence to the Legislature of this Island at its then next Session, and at the same time to
express the strong and deliberate opinion of your Majesty's Governiment, that it is an object
nuch to be desired that all the British North American Colonies should agree to unite in one
Government; and having given the·said Documents that patient and respectful consideratiou
to which ail eommunications emanating from so exalted a source, and having reference to a

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subject of vital importance to all the Maritime Colonies and Provinces, are entitled, we humbly
beg leave to approach your Majesty's Throne for tie purpose of conveying to your August
Majestv the result of our renewed deliberations upon the great question again brought under
our notice by your Majesty's Colonial Minister.

First,-We regret our inability to discover, in the Correspondence above alladed to, any
sufficient reason to induce us to depart fron or nodify the spirit of the Joint Addrcss to your
Majesty unanimously adopted by the Legislative Council of this Island on the Third day of
April, 1865. and subsequently transmitted by His Excelleney Governor Dundas to your Majes-
ty's Colonial Minister, for the purpose of being laid at the foot of the Throne.

Secondly,-We do not deem it inconsistent with the most devoted and loyal attachment to
your Maiesty's Person and Goverrnent to declare our fiim conviction, that in deliberating
upon a question so seriously affecting the liberty, happiness, and prosperity of the inhabitants
of this Colony, we ought to be guided nainly by the " well understood wishes of the people "
whom we represcut, even should their wishcs, unfortunately, confdiet, as in the present instance,
with the declared 'policy" of your Majesty's Government for the time bein ,-the inhabitants
of this Colony being, in our opinion, fully competent to decide upon so vital a question as the
Constitution of the country in which their lot has been cast, and the means best adapted to
promote and perpetuate the stability and prosperity of that country.

Thirdly,-Pregnant with advantages to the Province of Canada as the proposed Union may
appear, and fraught with corresponding benefits as such Union may be-under certain inodifi-
cations of the "Quebee Sehenie "-to one or more of the Maritime Provinces, we regret our
inability to suggest any modification of that " Scheme " which could with safety be adapted to
the peculiar position and circunistances of this Island, and which would, at the. same time,
prove acceptable to the people of Canada.

Fourthly,-To make suitable provision for the vast Public Works now contemplated by the
Government of Canada, the Tariff of the Provinces, if united as proposed, must necessarily be
greatly augmented, and the burdeus of the people proportionaly increased. That this Colo-
ny, if included in the proposed Union, would be subject to that Tariff, is certain; but th at its
people would participate, in an equal ratio with the other Provinces, in the benefits anticipated
as the result of this excessive taxation, is by no means probable. believing as we do that al-
though the trade, commerce. and manufactures of the Continental Provinces would be greatly
stimulated by new and extended railways, new and improved canals. and the opening and working
of valuable mines, the trade, commerce, and manufactures of this Island would not, to any
appreciable extent, be beneficially affected thereby.

Ffthly,-Since the year 1851, when your Majesty was most.graciously pleased to concede to

America being, in our opinion, extremely insignificant and unimportant.

Sixthly,-We are not insensible to the obligation resting upon this Colony to contribute its'.
fair share towards defraying the expense of resisting foreign invasion or aggression, and have
cheerfully sanctioned the placing of the entire resources of' the Colony at the disposal of the
Goveranient for the attainment of this desirable object.

Seventhly,--We rely with the utmost confidence on the wisdom and justice of your Majesty
in the present crisis, believing as we do that the necessities of Canada and the importunities of
its Goveranent will not be deemed by your Majesty of sufficient importance to- warrant a
change in the Constitution and forni of Government of this Colony opposed to the wishes and
hostile to the feelings of its inhabitants.-a change which, it is generally believed, must prove
subversive of our liberties and highly detrimental to our best interests.

May it therefore pleasc your Majesty graciously to withhold your Royal sanetion.from any
measure calculated to deprive Prince Edward Island of the Constitution which it now happily
enjoys, and morre especially froin any imieasure intended to cffiet a union cf Prince IEdward
Island with Canada and the other Provinces of British North Anmerica.

And the said Address being again read by the Clerk, was unanimously
agreed to by,the House.

REPORT OT THE MEDICAL SUPERINTENDENT
OF THE LUNATIC ASYLJUM.

JO.ALOTTETOWN, January 31, 1866.

GENTEMEN

In compliance with the requirements of my annual duties, I have the honor to furnish
your Board with this my Sixteenth Annual Report, exhibiting a statistical view of our op-
crations in the Asylum for the Insane, for the year ending January 31st, 1866.

By directing your attention to the accompanying Chart, you will observe that the num-
ber of patients remaining in Hospital amounts to 30,-viz.: 21 males and 9 females.

There -have been admitted, during the past year, 16 new patients, viz.: 9 males and 7
females.

The number discharged has been 11, viz.: 6 males and 5 fenmales.
During the-year, one death only bas occurred, in a female aged 66, who was cut off by

scirrhus or cancer in the stomach.
The unimproved cases amount to 7; 12 have improved; 13 mnch improved; and 8

have recovered their reason; while 30 yet remain under treatment.
I may here remark, that of the total number admitted during the last twelve months,

,one half have already recovered, making a percentage of fifty per cent. during the year.
Two others in a state of improvement were removed by friends after two imonths and

thrce months respectively, thus cnrtailing our efforts by these Iimited periods, and risking
the chance of a fatal permanency of the disease.

The paupers amount only to four-they are all infirm old men, whose united ages am-
ount to 305 years.

Among the recent add' ions to the comfort of the patients, the new yard for the females
(nearly finished) will be fc and a most dsirable accommodation for their quiet exercise,
beng situated at a distance from that of the men.

The applications for admission are steadily on the increase, and the new cases present-
ing are more of a recent standing than formerly, which nay in some measure account for
the greater success in their treatment.

The severity of the present winter has been but slightly felt in the apartments of the
Institution, owing to the ample supply of heat furnished by the new hot-air stoves;
thr >ughout the whole building, halls, and dormitories, an equable and agreeable tempera-
turc can bc obtained both night and day.

As the Institution continues to progress, as a natural consequence, the number of chronie
incurable cases must accumulate as in similar Hospitals, for the number admitted is always
greater than the cases dischargcd, particularly of pauper lunatics.

On no previous occasion have I had to report so great a number of patients admitted
and cured in one ycar; and two apparent causes imay account for the circumstance, viz.:
the amount of success in our treatment of the insane, and the belief gaining ground that
the prompt admission of patients is the most likely means of insuring a speedy recovery.

Of the disadvantages of treating the insane in this Province, not the least is the long
and severe winter, which obliges us to confine the greater proportion of the patients for
half the ycar in their respective halls, without adequate amusement, exercise, or means of
abstracting their minds from their morbid propensities and illusions,-a difficulty which we
have not as yet been enabled to surmount.

The absence of bodily labor is a great evil; for one of the most powerful means in the
treatment of the insane is daily occupation. This not only tends to prevent the mind from
dwelling on its delusions, and thereby to lessen their intensity, but frequently puts an end
to that restlessness both of mind and body which attends many forms of the disease. Of
all modes of employing patients so affected, bodily labor in the most advantageous, inas-
much as it not only produces the beneficial effects now adverted to, but contributes to
bring the system into that state of health which is necessary for the due performance of al
mental operations.

In other respects, since the recent improvements and enlarged accommodations in the
building have been brought to bear on the comfort of the patients, they have greatly facil-
itated their niedical treatment, the test of which is best evinced by the number of re-
coveries.

With these brief remarks I herewith submit to the consideration of your honorable Board
this my Sixteenth Annual Report. I have the honor to be, Gentlemen,

SiR ;-I have the honor to transmit to you the copy of a correspondence
between Viscount Monck and myself on the affairs of British North
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America, which have lately formed thë subject of Conferences between
Her Majesty's Government and a Deputation from the Canadian Govern-
ment.

This correspondence having been presented to both. louses of the
Imperial Parliament, by comnand of Her Majesty, I have to direct you to
communicate it also to the Legislature of Prince Edward Island at its
next meeting. You will, at the same time, express the strong and de-
liberate opinion of Her Majesty's Government, that it is an object much
to be desired that all the British North American Colonies should agrec
to unite in one Government. In the territorial extent of Canada and in
the maritime and commercial enterprise of the Lower Provinces, Her
Majesty's Government see the elements of power which only require to
be combined in order to secure for the Province which shall possess thei
all a place among the most considerable coimmunities of the world. In
the spirit of loyalty to the British Crown. of attachment to British con-
nection, and of love for British institutions by vhich all the Provinces arc
animated alike, Her Majesty's Governiment recognize the bond by which
all may be combined under one Government. Such a Union secms to
Her Majesty's Government to recomnend itself to the Provinces on many
grounds of moral and material advantage, as giving a well-founded pros-
pect of improved administration and increased prosperity. But there is..
one consideration which Her Majésty's Governinent feel it more especially
their duty to press upon the Legislature of Prince Edward Island. Look-
ing to the determination which this country has ever exhibited to regard

COPY OF A DESPATCH FROM THE IR.IGHT HONovUÉaiBLÉbDWARD CÂRDWELL,
M. P., TO GoVE&NOR GENERAL VIsCOUNT MONK.

(No. 95.) DoWKiNG STREET, 17th Juie '1865.
My LORD ;-I have the honour to inform your Lordshi that several

conferences have been held between the four Canadian Iinisters who
were deputed, under the Minute of your Executive Council of March
24th, to proceed to England to confer witli Her Majesty's Government,
on the part of Canada, and the Duke of Somerset, the Earl De Grey,
Mr. Gladstone. and myself, on the part of Her Majesty's Government.

On the first subject referred to in the Minute, that of the: Cpnfede ra-
tion of the British North Ainericàn Provincès, we repeated on the part of
the Cabinet the assurances which had already been given of the determi-
nation of Her Majesty's Government to use every proper means ofinfluénce
to carry into effect without delay the proposed Confederation.

On the second point, we entered into a full considèration of the im-
portant subject of the defence of Canada, not with. any apprehension on
either side that the friendly relations now happily subsisting between this
country and. the U1nited States -are likëly to be disturbed, but iipressed
with the conviction that the safety of the Empire from possible attaçk
ought to depend upon its own strength and the due application of its o-wn
resources. We reminded the Canadian Ministers that on the part of tlie
Imperial Government we had obtained a vote of inoney for improving the
fortifications of Quebec. We assured them that so soon as, that vote had
been obtained the neîéésarf instruàtions had. beën sént out. for the im-
mediate execution. of the' works, vicli would be prosecuted with de-
spato-; an& were mindéd thé-m of thê suggestion Her Majesty's Govern-
mnt hâ made faëho hemo roceed it tthe. fortifications of Montrëal

'T'he Cwaiau Miiste-sin rely é xpressunreservedy the esire of
Canaa devote her whole resources>hth. ien and money, for the
maùténau f eonectiònvith thre Mother Country; and their full
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belief in the readiness of the Canadian Parliament to make known that
determination in tho most authentic iiainer: They said they had increased
the expenditure for their Militia from 30O,000 to 1,000,000 dollars, and
would agree to train that force to the satisfaction of the Secretary of State
for War, provided the cost did not exceed the last-mentioned sun annual-
ly, while the question of confedetation is *pending. They said they werc
unwilling to separate the qustionof the works at Montreal froin the'
question of the ivorks west of that place, and froi the question of a naval
armament on Lake Ontario; that the execution of the whole of these
works would render it necessary for them to have recourse to a loan,
which could only be raised with the guaranty of the Imperial Parliament.
They were ready to propose to..their.. Legislature on their return a
measure for this purpose, provided that the guaranty of the Imperial
Parliament were given now, and that they were authorized to communi-
cate to the Parliament of Canada the assurance that, the occasion arising,
England will have prepared an adequate naval force for Lake Ontario.
They thoughtthat if the guaranty were not obtained n6w, it was proba-
ble that the Canadian Government and Parliament would think it desira-
bic that the question of defensive works should axait the decision of the
Government and Legislature of the United Provinces.

On the part of Her Majesty's Government we assented to the reasona-
bleness of the proposal that if the Province undertook the primary liability
for the works of defence mentioned in the letter of Lieutenant Colonel
Jervois, and shoved a sufficient security, Her Majesty's Government
should apply to Parliament for a guaranty for the amount required-
and we said that Her Majesty's Government would furnislit the
arnaments for the works. But we said that the desire and decision
of the Provincial Legislature ought to be pronounced before any
application was made to the Imperial Parliament. On the subject of
a Naval Force for Lake Ontario, we said that, apart froni any question of
expediency, the convention subsisting between this country and the United
States rendered it impossiblé for. either nation tô place more than the
specified nûmber of armed vessels on the lakes in time of peace. In case
of war it would, as a matter of course, be the duty of any Governaent in
this coûntry to apply its means of naval defence according to thé judgment
it-mightformupon the exigencies of each particular time, and the Canadian
Ministers might be assured that Her Majestys Government' would not
permititself to be found- in such a position as to be unable to diéharge
its duty in this respect' This was the only assurance the eanagian
Ministers'could expect,-'or we could give.

Upon a review of thé whole inatter, the Canadian« Ministers reverted
to the proposal which has been mentioned above, that priorityin point of
time should be given to the Confederation of the Provinces. T'.T this we,
on the part of Her Majesty's Govèrnment, assented. In conformity,.
however, with a wish strbngly expiressed by the Canadian Ministers, we
further said, that if, upon futûre consideration; the Canadian·Government
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should desire to anticipate the Confederation, and to propose that Canadà
should execute the vo-ks, theyýwould do.nbtless communicate to Her
Mlajesty's Governinent that.decision ; and we trusted that after what had
passed in these conferences .they would feel assured that any such..com-
munication wouklbe received by us in the most friendly spirit.

On the third point, the Reciprocity Treaty, the Canadian Ministers ré-
presented the great importance to Canada of the renewal of that treaty,
and requested that Sir F. Bruce might be put in communication witlhthe
Government of Lord Monck upon the subject. We replied that. Sir F.
Bruce had already received instructions to negotiate for a renewal of the
treaty, and to act in concert with tbe Government of Canada.

On the fourth point, theý subject of the North-western Territory,. the
Canadian Ministers desired that that territory should be made-over to
Canada, and undertook to negotiate with the Hudson's Bay Company. for
the termination of their. rights, on condition.that the indemnity, if any,
should be paid by a loan to be raised by Canada under the Imperial
guaranty. With the sanction of the Cabinet, we assented to this propo-
sal, undertaking that if the negotiation should be successful we on the
part of the Crown being satisfied that the amount of, the indemnity was
reasonable, and the security sufficient, would apply to the Imperial Parlia-
ment to sanction the arrangement and to guarantee the amount.

On the last point,. it seenied sufficient that Rer Majesty's Government
should accept the assurances given by. theCanadian Ministers on the part
of Canada, that that Province is ready to devote all her resources both in
men and money to the maintenance of her connexion with the Mother
Country, and should assure them in return that the Imperial Government
fully acknowledged the reciprocal obligation.of defending every portion of -
the Empire' with all the resources at its command.

The Canadian Ministers in conclusion said, that they hoped it would be
understood that the presènt communications did not in any way affect or-
alter'the correspondence which had already. passed between the Inperial
Government and the Governments of the British North American Pro-
vinces on the subject of the Intercolonial Railway. To thi we entirelv
agreed.

No. 23. GOVERNMENT H-ousE, 28rd March, 1865.

1. I deem it right to direct your attention to an expression in the
concluding paragraph of your predecessor's Despatch, No. 45, of 2dJanuary, 1861, on the subject of the Commission appointed to settle the
Land Question. The Secretary of State remarked:



"I trust you will impress upon the Commissioners (if requisite) the
necessity of avoiding as far as possible any steps calculated to excite
unreasonable expectations, or to stimulate agitation. On the other hand,
while assuring the proprietorb that the awar'd of fhe-3ommissioners will
not be enforced .by Her Majesty's Government against any persons who
have not, either personally or by their representatives, consented to refer
thcir claims to arbitration, I should .wish you also to observe to them,
that their refusal to concur frankly in a measure which was intended to
compose existing differences, and which, so far as it has yet proceeded,
bas been assented to by a large portion of their body, may materially in-
fluence the conduct of Hër Majesty's Government, if calied upon hereafter
to support them in any future disputes with their tenants."

2. In several parts of this Island, persons have formed themselves into
a league, with the avowed intention of withholding payment of rentsuntil
the Proprietors consent to sell their estates on such terms as this league
nay deem just; and during last week, a constable who attempted to take

a iman from a procession of this league was prevented from executipg his
duty.

3. I ama given to understand that the paragraph I have quoted is used
on the Estates of the Proprietors who did not consent to the Commission
of 1860, in order to induce the Tenants to believe that if they combine in
sufficient force, they may take the law into their own hands, because (it
is argued) intimation is plainly given in that paragraph that external
assistance will not be brought in, if required, to maintain that law.

4. From my experience of the people of this Island, I have formed too
high au opinion of their good sense to lead me to suppose that I shall
have any serious difficulty in maintaining the law; but you will, I am
sure, concur with ime in the opinion, that any idea of the uncertainty of
its supremacy should be at once removed.

5. I have, with the advice of my Counicil, issued a Proclamation.-copy
of which is enclosed. And I now bring the paragraph, to which I have
referred under your notice, in order that, if you think fit, any chance of
misconstruction to which its rneaning is perhaps open, may be removed
by the authority from which the paragraph emanated.

W HEREAS it appears that divers persons in certain parts of this
Island. have associated or leagued together. for the purpose of

counselling, aldingr, and assisting one another in resisting the payment of
certain, Rents, which they became legally bound to pay, as Tenants, on
certain Townships in this Island.

And whereas it has been bronght to my notice that an Officer of the
Law has recently been violently obstructed and prevented fron dis-
charging his duty by persons who have so combined as aforesaid: Nv
I have thought fit to issue this my Proclamation, warning ail partiescon-
cerned in such unlawful combination that, in attempting to carry out sucèh
purposes, they (o oppose themselves to Her Majesty and the Laws.

And I do command and enjoin all such persons immediately to abstain
froni all such unlawful associations. . : .

And I do further command and enjoin allMagistrates, Sheriffs, and other
Ministers of the Law, and all Constables and Peace Oflicers, and all other
loyal subjects of Her Majesty, to discourage, by every means in their
power, sucli unlawful combination, and to give their prompt aid and
assistance, when lawfully required. in opposing, preventin. and resisting
all persons whomsoever who shall take part in any sucli unlawful coim-
bination, and in ,arresting and bringing to justice any süch persons offend-
ing, or having offended as aforesaid.

And I do further solemnly varn all persons that it is ny duty to see
that the Law shall take.its course, and that 1 shall cause it lo be obeyed
and respected throughout the Island.

S1R;-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your 'Despatch,
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No. 23,,of the 23rd March, in whicli you request to be informéd of the
coistruçtion which should be given to a paragraph in the Duke of
Ne:wcastle's Despatcli, No. 45, of the 2nd of January, 1 861, on the subject
of the enquiry into the Land Question in Prince Edward Island.

The duty of enforcing the law in the Island against those who defy it.
rests with the Local Government, and for that reason, if for no other, it is
impossible to suppose that the Duke of Newcastle could have intended
to imply by the passage to which you refer that the, Proprietors .who,
refused to compromise their rights would be left without the protection
of the law.

Th'lie meaning.of His Grace evidently was, that the Home Goveranment
would not advise the Queen to exert Her Majesty's Prerogative.by. 4is-
allowing Acts of the Legislature of Prince Edward Island in defence of
those who refused reasonable terms of accoimodation where òffered to
themn.

No. 62. GOVERNMENT HoUsE, 2d August, 1865.

SIR ;-Lieutenant Governor Dundas, in a Despatch dated 23rd Mardi
last, informed you that in several parts of this Island persons had formed
thenselves into a League, with the avowed intention of withholding päy-
ment of rents until the..Proprietors consent to sell their Estates on suchf
terms as the league may deemjust, and that he had issued a Proclamation
warning all parties concerned in such unlawful combination that in at-
tempting to carry out such purposes they oppose themselves to Her
Majesty and the Laws.

Lieutenant Goveruor Dundas, in the samo Despatch, expressed his
opinión that he co!ild not suppose there would be any serious difficulty in
mnaintaiing the law.

2. I regret that this opinion has proved erroneous.
3. Three days before Lieut. Governor Dundas left the Colony, au

assemblage of people, chiefly, it is believed, inhabitants of Township No.
23 and 24, situate wvithin 17 miles of Charlottetowvn, intercepted the
Deputy Sheriff of Queen's County within six miles of the capital with
carriages and horses, barricaded the highway, and violently assaulted him
and his Bailiffs, and rescued from them property which the ~Deputy
Sherif had taken under an execution issued from the Supreme Court.

4. One of the most violent of this assemblage, a tenant named Charles
Dickieson, was secured by the Sheriff's party, brought to Charlottetown,
and committed to the Jail of Queen's County.
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5. The Sherif promptly caused the Governiment to be made acquaiit6ted
with the circumstances of the riot, assault, and rescue, laid before it
affidavits of the Deputy Sheriff and one of bis assistants, and represented'
the state of the country to be sucli as rendered it inipossible for theïn to
execute H. M's. writs.

6. Copies -of these affBdavits, together with a ~copy oflthe cornmunièationf
addressed by -the Sheriff to the Colonial Secretary, I have the honor to
enclose. I have also the honor to enclose copy of a communication ad-
dressed to the Presideit of the Council by Theophilus DesBrisày, Esq.,
the Justice of the Peace wio had issued Warrants for the apprehensioir
of persons concerned in the riot, assatât, anld rescüe,stating his inability
to procure the execution of these Warrants unlessÉ rovided-with n -pecia7
force for the purpose.

One of my first acts on assuming theadministratiôn of the Gôvernment
was to bring under the notice of the Executive Council the disturbed*
state of the Colony. Aftef mature consideration of the communications
received from Mr. Dodxthe Sheriff, and from Mr. IDesBrisay the Magis-
trate, it Nwas resolved that these officers should be atahriztd to emplov
special constaIes at the expense of the Government. I ha*ve fthehonor
to enclose copies of the replies sent to those gentlernentespecitiveIl

7. On or about the 22rid day of July, a constabulary force proceeded?
to the dwelling house of the persont for whose apprehension warrants
lad been issued, and they there ascertainiéd that the persons of whonfthef
were in searcli were absent. On its becoming known that the constables
were in the settlement, numbers of persons carrying withx them tii
trumpets assembled and surrounded them, blew their truiipets and for-
lowed the constables within a few miles of the citv.

S. On the 26ti Juily, Dickieson vas in course of law to be brought for,
ex.amination before the Justice of the Peace, Mr. DesBrisay. Tih, it would
appear, was known soie days previously throughout the country, and at
an early hour numbers of persons known to Ie connected with the Tenant
League were observed to enter the city. As the day advanced, large
numbers had asembled in the vicini'ty of flte Jail, and in iie streets
Icading thence to th0City Hall. apparently aiaitiIg ixte bringing up of
the prisoner.

9. The Sheriff seeing so large an assemblage becane apprehensive that
they lad congregated for the purpose of rescuing Dickieson; le had,
the day previousy been 'informed that it was probable that a rescue
would be attemptel. The Shciff, th'eirfbre, addressed to the Colonial-
Secretary a requisition for A±ns to be supplied to a force of Special
Constables which he inténd'ed to organize. A copy of the Sheriff's com-
muiiication I have the honor to énclose'

10. 'It'was absolutely hecessary, in orderto preet Dickieson fron
being brought up by'Wiit of Habes Corpuà and inmediately discharged,
that lie should be taken before fhe IMagisttate onthe 26fth July. I con-
sidered it my (uty, under these circumstances, to order compliarree- witir
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the Sheriff's request; at the same time, I directed tlie Colonial Secretarr-
to enisel the exercise of the utmost forbearance on the Sheriff and the
SþeciaI Constables. I have the honor to enclose a copy of the letter ad-
dì-essed by the Colonial Secretary to the Sheriff in answer to his requisi-
tion.

11. The prisoner, Dickiesou, w'as safely conducted from the Jail to the
City Hall, escorted by the Sheriff and about twenty-five Special Constables,
each armed with a cavalry pistol loaded with ball cartridge. The charge
against Dickieson was duly investigated, and he gave bail for bis appear-
ance at the next terni of the Supreine Court. On perfecting Bail.
Dickieson was, as a matter of course, discharged by the Magistrate ; lie

a ho«ever, detained by the Sheriff, having previously been charged in
execution under a judge's order for debt at the suit of his landlord. The
Sherit, aided by the. constabulary force, proceeded from the City
Hall witi Dickieson, in order to recoùýrnit himu to Jail. On leaving the
City. Hall, the Sheriff and his Assistants were immediately surrounded
and pressed upon by an excited moi.b of upwards of 1000 persons, ap-
parently-dètermined to rescue the prisoWer. Stones were thrown and
several of the constables were struck by thenf.

12. To the cirumstance of the constables being arned, and to their
firmness, is attributable the safe keeping of Dickieson and his recommittal
to Jail. The courhge and great forbeai-ânée exhibited by the Sheriff and
tlie Special Consfaibles under very tryinig circtimstances caiot be too

13. On the niglht of the 26th July, I caused gu.ards to be placed on the
blifildi- cont'aiing the rifles and arms loaned by -Her Majesty's Govern-
nient to the colony, and in charge of the magazine which is situate ut a
distance of a half mile from the city; I also eau sed a gtfard to be stationed
in the Jail for its better security.

14. The guard lias been withîdrawn from the Jail. . The armory and
nmà-gazine still remain guarded.

1: Thé numûber of persons associafed f1r the pt rpose of resisting pay-
nient of rent, I have no means of ascertaining. The Tenant Union is
sûpposed to comprise -several ihousands, and there is too much reason to
fèar that those of the population who symp«thisè with them are still more
nimerous.

16: in Queen's County the Sheriff hs decQrddhis inability to execute
the process of the Supreme Court in consequence of the opposition of the
Tenant organization.

17. It lias been reported to me that inîmnediately a Sleriff's officer is
observed to en*ter a settlement, tin trumpets are blown in all directions,
nany of the inhabitants assemble, surround the officers, blow trumpets in

their facés, and insult and defy theim. In-March last, the Deputy Sheriff
was waylaid and prevented from entering a settlement sonie -ten or
twelve miles-from Charlottetown. It was known that the object of his:
visit was the service of writs upon defailting Tenants. In the same month
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the streets of the capital were paraded by several hundreds of..persons
headed by a band of music, and carryng colors on whicli were painted
various mottoes, such as " Frec Lands," Tenants' Rihits," &.&c.A
man in the procession was arrested by the Deputy Sheriff, the officer was
knocked dlown and hi prisoré-t rescued fron him within a few yards. of
the Police Station. lThe rescue is mentionecd ii Lieutenant Governor..
)unidas's Despatch. to you, dated 23rd March, 1865. On or about the

27th May last, one of the Propriciors of Township No. 36, succeeded in
scrvincg several writs upon his Tenants. A few days after, his barns were
destroved by fire. the affidavits placed before the Executive Goverunient,
on which a. Proclamation was issued oflering a reward of £500 for the
discovery of the incendiaries, ascribed the destroying of the barns to the
service of the Writs. 'iaking inito consideration t.esç and the more
recent occurrences of wlich I have informed you, I an con~strairied -tW
admit that in Queen's Couty tihe Sheritf, unless attended by an armed
force, cannot witl iafety tô himself and Lis oflicers attempt to discharge
the duties of(his othice.

18. There is, as You are awvare, no regular military force inihtlis Island.
Thie Act by which the Voluiteer Force of' the colony is regulated yill
not justify the employment af Voluntecrs for the purpose of' rcprcssing
civil commotion. The objections Io calling out the -Militia in aid of ,the
civil poweri under circumstances such as exist ii thiis colony will readily
present themselves tu you. To arm one p of, a commni.nity against
another, is, at all tiies, in my humble opinion, a procedure of question-
able propriety.

19. To uphold.thc autlority of Her Majesty in tis Island by vindica-
ting the supremacy of lier laws, and maintaining in the cnjoyment of their
legal rights all her subjects, I consider my paramount duty. The authority
of the law being openly and systcnatical.ly set at defiaence by'ailarge
iumber of ie inhabitants, there being no regular force at mv command,
and the Militia of the colony not being, in rny opinion, available, I con-
sidered it my duty to submit to the Meuibers of the Executive Council
the necessity which I believed to exist of giving notice to the Lieutenant
Governor of Nova Scotia of the disturbed state ofthe Island, and to request
a detachnent of Troops from the garrison of Halifax.

20. At a full meeting of the Executive Council, convened yesterday,
the subject-matter of this Despatch was fuilly discussed, and I have the
ionor to acquaint you that with the unanimous consent and approval of
the members of the Government I have forwarded to Sir Richard G.;
MacDonnell a requisitioin for two companies of Troops, to be without delay
dispatched to this Island. I bave the honor to enclose a copy of the-
requisition addressed to Sir R. G. MacDonnell.

I need hardly assure you that in taking this extreme course I have
acted with much hesitation and reluctance, and under the conviction that
I should be wanting in my duty to ny sovereign anid the people of this
Island did -I hesitate to do o.
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The Despatch of one of youir predecessors, Earl Grey. dlated Downing
Si'eet, 12th February, 1851, and addressed to Sir Alexander Bannerman,
then Lieutenant Gove .r ofCIhis Island, indicated the course which Her
Majesty's Imperial Government desired should be pursued by the Adri-
nistrator )f the Govern ment of this Island in the event of any attempts
being made to resist the laws which secure the landed proprietors of the
*Island in their rights. In the Despatch to w1iich I have referréd, after
alinV to the subject of the Landedc1 Tentures of this Island, Earl Grey
states. " The subsisting rights of partics cannot therefore bc altered in anv
other manner than by that of eqtuitable adjustment ; aud while the law
continues, as at present, it is your duty to enforce obedience to it by the
firn exercise of the authority entrusted to you, and by the employnient,
if necessary, of the military force at your co and.' ·Should any extrêmc
cause occur, you may even apply to Sir John Harvey for an additional
force to put down any attempt at resistance to the law."

In the year 1851, a company of Troops was stationed in Charlottetown,
and i 1854 the troops were pernanently withdrawn from the colony.
Subsecucntly to Earl Grey's Despatch, of 12th February, 1851, the Right
Hon. lenry Labouchere addressed to Sir Dominick Daly, Lieutenant
Governor of this Island, a Despatch dated Gth Deceinber, 1855, in reply
to communication having reference to the unprotected state of the colony,
and the probability of resistance by the Tenantry to the laws.

This Despatcli is marked " confidential," and contains the following:
"I arm not aware of any sufficiont grounds for anticipating a disturbance
of public tranquillity ; but if I a. to undcerstand your language as expressive
of any such appréhension on your part, I wish to-remind you 'that it is in
your power at any time to gi'e notice to the Lieutenant Go ernorof
Nova Scotia and to request the presence of a detaehrnêiit of soldiers fi01m
the garrison of I-Ialifax."

I amn hàppy to be able to inforn you, that in my opinion-the presence
of a regular military force in this Island vill, in itself, have the effect of
preventing further resistance to the laws, and that I have no reasoû to
-.apprehend thàt there xyiwl be any necessity for bringing the Troops into
conflict with the people.

I trust that the course pursued by me under the trying circumstances
in which I have been placed will meet your approval

,Si;-I beg leave to lay before you and the other Menbers of the

Govèrnment, and ask your attention to the following
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Iaving reccived t-wo executions issued out of the Supreine Court, at
the suit of Robert Rinnie, Esquire, zgainst two men, Proctor and
Dickieson, I placed them in the bands of my Deputy (James Curtis) for
execution. He, after having levied on Proctor's goods and brouglit then
witlhin a fèw miles of town, was attacked and badly beaten by overpower-
4 îg»,tmbers, and the goods levied upon by him rescued. I am, therefore,
conhpletely powerless to execute any writs placed in my hands. This
case is one of such a serious nature that no time ought to be lost iii
taking the matter into vour serious consideration.

QUEEN's CoUNrr, to wit: James Curtis of Charlottetown, in the said
C(ounty and Island, Under or Deputy Sheriff of tbe said County, maketh
oath and saith that this desponent received Fi Fa and Ca Sa executions
,against Charles Dickieson and James Proctor of New Glasgow, at the
suit of Robert Rennie, administrator of David Stewart Rennie, 'deceased,
on Monday the seventh day of July, instant. That this deponent employed
Jonathan Collings, Henry Chowan, and Henry Swan, bailiffs, to assist him
in the execution of his duty. That deponent left his dwelling-house on
Tuesday morning, between the hours of eight and nine o'clock, accon-
panied by his said bailiffs, and went towards James Proctor's, upon whoe
gLroods and chattels he intended levying. That w.hen betyeen Bagnall's
and the said Proctor's house, they were net-by o'ne John MLéàn, who
reconied this deponent. When McLean had passed them for a short
distaince, lie turned and followed them and commenced blowing a tin
trumpet; that déponent, knoving that an association had been forme'd

.by tbe people in and about New Glasgow tooppose and resist any attempt
to enforce the law, at once suspected that McLean was giving s'o.me
signal, and this suspicion-was conffried by hearing the signal answered
from farm to farm; that deponent and his bailiffs passed on quickly to
Proctor's house, änd when a short distance therefrom, this deponent and
the said Henry Swan wentup to Proctor's house, leaving the said Collings
and Chowan behind. That this deponent found that Proctor was from
home, but upon his wife promising to send for him, lie waited for a
length of time; that finding- that Pioctor did not make his appearance,
deponent, under and by virtue of the Fi Pa lie held against him, levied
upon a horsei wagon, harness, and saddl', -and drove off, accompanied by
lis 'said bailiffs ; that as soon ,ás thèy reached New Glasgôw Bridg,.
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about twenty men were collected on horseback and in wagons, blowing
tin trumpets, and fresh arrivals were coming in and joining them every
moment. That the most violent of all, and the ringleader, -who seemed to
be issuing instructions to thiem, vas one Charles Dickieson, against whom
this deponent held a Ca Sa, at the suit of the said Robert Rennie. That
as soon as Dickieson recognized the said Jonathan Collings, he began to
swear at and abuse the said Collings, but that deponent at once charged
the said Collings to make no answer or reply, as he was most anxious to
avoid any altercation. That the said Charles Dickieson, and his com-
panions, followed this deponent and his bailiffs as they proceeded on their
way to Wheatley River Bridge, the said Dickieson cursing and swearing
at deponent, and encouraging the people who followed him to rescue the
property of Proctor. And this. deponent further saith, that the said James
Proctor, whom deponent had not seen before, came up to him and asked
deponent to release his said property, which deponent expressed his
willingness to do, and would have done, had sufficient security been given.
That the said James Proctor offered the said Charles Dickieson as lis
security, but that deponent not conceiving him a sufficient security, refused
to accept him. That the said James Proctor then offered one MeMillan,
whom deponent agreed to accept, and it was arranged that the said James
Proctor should come to deponents house the next day with McMillan, and
upon a Bond being executed, the property was to be given up. With
this the said James Proctor seemed perfectly satisfied, and asked deponent
to give him up the saddle, which deponent did; and as soon as he received
it he turned his horse anil rode off in the opposite direction. And this
deponent further saith, that as soon as the said Charles Dickieson saw
that deponent appeared unwilling to act harshly, and had promised to give
up Proctor's property, that le became more abusive and excited, and re-
peatedly urged upon the people to rescue the horse and waggon. And
depenent further saith, that at the Old Rustico Road, the said Charles
Dickieson and his companions left from following deponent; but as soon
as depenent reached Milton, he found that they had gone round another
way and Lad stationed themselves on the bridge a short distance below
Milton Church, that they placed a horse and cart across the said bridge,
and another in the waterat the side of the bridge, and ranged their horses
in such a manner as made it utterly impossible for even a foot passenger
to pass; that when they had arrived at the bridge, deponent said,
" Gentlemen, allow me to pass," but that no attempt was made to permit
deponent to pass. That deponent then got out of the waggon, when a
rush was immediately made upon deponent, and deponent was struck
several times upon the head and body with large sticks or longers which
had been pulled from the fences by the said Charles Dickieson and his
companions. That deponent was half stunned by the blows he received;
but that deponent, owing to the confusion, is unable to state positively
who struck deponent. But deponent most positively swears that he clearly
and distinctly saw the said Charles Dickieson throw a stone at deponent,
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which struck deponent on the head; and iimimediately deponent's face was
covered with blood from the wound caused by the blow from the stone.
That deponent was partially stunned and blinded with the blood, and
unable tû offer mucli resistance; that a rush was made, and the horse and
wagon vas carried off by the people. That deponent saw Dickieson in
Collings's custody, and heard Colling's say if they attacked him again he
would shoot the first man came'near him. That this deponent furtber
saith, that he caeni to town and committed the said Charles Dickieson to
Queen's County Jail.

That deponent left Charlotte-
town, aforesaid, yesterday morning at six o'clock, to joiû the said James
Curtis, at his, the said Curtis's dwelling bouse, which is about four miles
from town. That deponent left the dwelling bouse of the said James
Curtis, in company with the said Deputy SherifF, one Henry Chowan, and
also another Bailiff, whose name deponent is unacquainted with. That
tbey proceeded to New Glasgow, to the dwelling bouse of one James
Proctor, against whom, or wbose chattels, deponent understood that the
said James Curtis held an execution. That deponent, knowing of thc.
organization which existed to prevent the execution of Her Majesty'
Writs, was particularly careful to observe any notice or intimation whic
might be given of their approach. That when between Bagnall's an<
the said James Proctor's, deponent observed that they were met by a
man on horseback who closely scrutinized the.m, and after he seemed tc
recognize them drew back some distance behind them and blew a horn
or tin truinpet which was answered from farjm to farm. That the said
James Curtis, accompaniied by the said Bailiff, went up to the said James
Proctor's house, leaving this deponent and the said Henry Chowan out-
side. That observing that ieither the said James Curtis nor the said
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Bailiff came out of Proctor's house, deponent left the said Henry Chowan
in charge of the horses, and went after the said James Curtis, whom this
deponent found waiting for the said James Proctor. That after remain-
ing for some time, and the said James Proctor not having made his ap-
pearance, the said James Curtis levied upon a horse, waggon, harness, and
saddle, belonging to the said James Proctor. That the said James Curtis,
together with this deponent, the said Henry Chowan, and the said Bailiff,
left Proctor's house, the said James Curtis driving the horse and wagon
that had been levied upon; that as soon as they reached New Glasgow
Bridge, about twenty men were collected there on horseback, blowing tin
trumpets, and were joined by fresh arrivals. That the most violent
amongst them all was one Charles Dickieson, who seemed to be tle ring-
leader. That the said Charles Dickieson, as soon as he recognized depo-
nent, commenced to swear at and abuse deponent; but that the said
James Curtis charged this deponent to make no reply, as he was most
anxious to avoid anything which might in any manner tend to excite the
people. That they then proceeded on their way towards Wheatley River
Bridge, still followed by the people, who hooted and yelled after them, the
numbers encreasing as they proceeded. That the said James Proctor,
whom deponent had not previously seen, overtook them and asked the
said James Curtis if he would take security for the forthcoming of the
property which had been levied upon. That the said James Curtis ex-
pressed his willingness to release the property, if sufficient security was
given, provided the said James Proctor came to the said James Curtis'
house for that purpose the next day. That the said James Proctor offer-
ed the said Charles Dickieson as his security, but that the said James
Curtis replied that he would not accept him as such security. That the
said James Proctor then offered one McMillan, of Wheatly River Bridge,
but as McMillan was not present, it was agreed that the said James
Proctor should come to Charlottetown the next day with McMillan, and
that a Bond being thereupon executed, his property should be restored
to him. With this Proctor seemed perfectly satisfied, and turning his
horse rode off in an opposite direction. And this deponent further saith,
that as soon as the said Charles Dickieson heard that the property of the
said James Proctor was to be released as soon as sufficient security was
given for its fortlicoming, and when he saw that the said James Curtis
appeared willing to act as willingly and leniently as he could, the more
abusive and excited he became, swearing at the said James Curtis and
this deponent. And this deponent further saith, that at the Old Rustico
Road the people left from following deponent, turning off to the New
Glasgow Road. That the said James Curtis, accompanied by this de-
ponent, the said Henry Chowan and the said Bailiff, proceeded on until
they came to Milton Church, when they were again met by the said
Charles Dickieson, accompanied by the same people. That the said
Charles Dickieson and bis said companions. halted upon the Bridge im-
mediately below the residence of Owen Curtis, Esquire, and completely
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obstructed the way by placing a horse and cart across the said Bridge
aid another in the stream, and ranging their horses across the said Bridge
iii such a manner as made it utterly impossible even for a foot passenger
to pass. That as soon as the said James Curtis reached the said Bridge,
lie rcquested thei to allow him to pass, saying, " Gentlemen, plcase allow
me to pass." As they made no attempt to move, he rot out of his wagon,
wen a murderous attack was made upon him. Deponent saw the said
James Curtis struck on the head and body three or four times with large
sticks or longers which they had pulled from the fence by the road-side;
but deponent, owing to the confusion, is unable positively to swear who
struck the blows. But deponent most positively swears that he distinctly
saw the said Charles Dickieson throw a large stone which he held in his
band, with all bis force, at the said James Curtis; that the stone struck
Curtis in the head, and bis face was imimediately covered with blood.
That deponent ran at Dickieson and seized him by the bair of his head
and held him, at the same time deponent drew a pocket pistol and said
lie would fire. That some one of thein (but whom deponent does not
know) came fbrward evidently with the intention of rescuing Dickieson;
that deponent told himi to keep back, and that he paid no attention, and
prepared to attack deponent; whereupon, as soon as he came within
striking distance, deponent struck him in the face with the pistol, and laid
open one side of his check. And deponent further saith, that after the
said James Curtis had been struck on the head by the stone thrown by
Dickieson, a rush was made and Proctor's horse and wagon which had
been levied upon vas carried off in the direction of New Glasgow, the
people yelling and howling. That this deponent still held hold of.Dickieson,
and with the assistance of Chowan placed him in Curtis' waggon, That
as soon as the people perceived that Dickieson had been arrested, they
drew back a short distance, and prepared to make a rush for the purpose
ofrescuing him; but that deponent stood on the Bridge, and cocking the
pistol, told then that he would shoot the first man who came near him.
That this seemed to frighten them, and in a short time they withdrew.
That deponent then bound up Curtis's arim, which hung helpless at his side,
and they proceeded to town and deposited Dickieson in the County a.

S1 ;-I regret to inforn you of the existence in the Island of an
extensive organization of the inhabitants, known as the Tenant League.

The avowed purpose of this organization is to resist all attenpts of the
Landed Proprietors to enforce payments of rents froi their Tenants.
This illegal Union has extended its influence throughout the greater
portion of Queen's County, and the Sheriff has reported to me his utter
inability to execute the Process of the Suprene Court. 1. this day,
brought the subjcct of the disturbed state of the Island before my
Executive Council, and,with their unanimous consent and approval, I have
to request that you will be pleased to forward to the Island, as soon as
possible, two companies of soldiers from the garrison of Ialithx.

I beg to inform you that, owing to this colony having been unused to
military occupation for several years, no Quarternaster's or Ordinance
Stores are available. That in consequeuce of there not being at present.
any buildings which ean be appropriated as temporary Barracks, all~camp

quipage must be brought with the Detachment. Should the occupation
be protracted beyond the fair weather season, means for securing winter
quarter.s çan be adopted.

The necessity fbr Troops in this Island arises out of the disputes between
the landed Proprietors and their Tenants. In the year 1851, Earl Grey,
ina Despatcl dated 12th February,andaddressed to Sir Alex.Banneriman,
in referring to the subject of the.se .disputes, observed :" The subsisting
rights of parties cannot therefore be altered in any other manner than by
that of equitable adjustnent; and while the law continues, as at present,
it is your duty to enforce obedience to it by tihe fir exercise of the
authority entrusted to you, and by the employment, if necessary, of the
Military Force at your command. Should ajy extensive case occur, you.
rmay even .apply to Sir John Harvey, for an additional Force to put down
any attempt at resistance to the Law."

Subsequently, the Right Hon. Henry Labouchere, in a Despatch to
Sir D. Daly, then Lieutenant Governorofthis Islaind,dated 6th December,
1855, addressed His Excellency on the saie subject in the following
terns: " I am not aware of any sufficient ground for anticipating a dis-



turbance of public tranquility ; but if I an to understand your language
as expressive of any sucli apprehension on your part, I wish to remind
vou that it is in your power, at any time, to give notice to the Lieutenant
Governor of Nova Scotia, and to request the presence of a Detachnent of
Soldiers from the garrison of Halifax."

I presume your Excellency will consider the Despatches fron. which
these extracts arc taken as authority for complying with the request.

This Despatch will bc handed to you by the Colonial Secretary, the
Hon. W. H. Pope, who is fully acquainted with the views of the Govern-
ment, and authorized to further, by his assistance, the immediate trans-
mission of the Troops.

SiR;--Witi reference to my Despatch, No. 38, of the 18th of August,

conveying to you a general approval of your conduct and proceedings on
the occasion of the recent disturbances in Prince Edward Island, I desire
to place you in possession of the views of Her Majesty's Government on
one important point.

I refer to the requisition, which, on the ad-vice of your Council, you
made to the Lieutenant Governor of Nova Scotia for two companies from
the garrison of Halifax.
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I have already explained my opinion, that to maintain the supremacy
of the Ilaw is the first d1 uty of the Local Government, and. I readily admit
that iii the present emergency, and in the absence of any regular imilitary
force, no other course vas open to you thal the one you adopted. But
Her Majesty's Government must adhere in this instance to the principle
on which they have elsewhere hitherto acted, and I therefore wish to im-
press upon you that civil disturbaRces should, be met by an effective civil
force, and that Her Majesty's Troops cannot be placed at the disposal of
the Côlonial Government at the expense of this country for the purpose
of supplying the want of a Colonial Police.

Whether the presence of a military force is required for the supptession
of riots between different factions of the population, or to aid the civil
power in the due execution of the law, the saie principle applies, and the
expense of the transport of such force from a ncighborimg garrison, and
also the cost of their maintenance in the colony in which their presence
is required, must be defrayed by that colony, and cannot become a charge
on the Imperial Exchequer.

EXTnACT .FROM MINUTES OP THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.

GOvERNMENT HoUSE; 17th October, 1865.

The Executive Council, in Committee, having had under their consi-
deration the Despatches of the Right Honorable Edward Cardwell, Her
Majesty's Secretary of State for the Colonies, to lis Honor the Adminis-
trator of the Government of this Colony, of the respective dates of 23rd
of August and 16th September, 1865, with regard to the expense of the
transport from Halithx of the Troops now stationed in this Island, and
also the cost of their maintenance whilst in the Colony, I beg to submit:

That they acquiesce in the propriety of the intimation conveyed by the
Colonial Minister in the Despatches referred to,-that the Colony should
be liable for all expenses incurred, directly or indirectly, for the move-
ment of these Troops. But when they look at the fact, that Her Majesty's
Troops stationed respectively in Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick,
are rationed and maintained at the cost of the Imperial Government, they
cannot concur in the justice of the rule that would place Prince Edward
Island under a different system in regard to the maintenance of the
Troops stationed within it,

That whilst the undersigned sincerely deprecate the existence of such
an illegal organization as that known as the Tenant League or Union in
this Island, and ae aware that the developncnt of that organization has
been the inunediate cause of Troops being now placed in the colony, they
cannot shut their eyes to the fact, that the feeling of discontent on the
part of the Tenantry, owes its origin to the Imnperial error originally coin-
initted in granting the whole soil of the colony, in large tracts, to indi-
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viduals; an error which necessarily gave rise to an extensive Leasehold
system, aud engendered that strife and ill-feeling between Landlord and
Tenant, which, from the earliest settlement of the colony, have cùntinued
without internission down to the pre.sent time.

The local Government have, at a cost of a large sum of moneÀ over
and above that realized from the sale of the old Barrack ground, erècted
and provided commodious and permanent Barracks and accommodation
for an adequate Military force, and have used every means in their.power
to prevent desertion by the soldiers., and are still willing to fulfil every
obligation that Her Majesty's Government can reasonably demand at the
hands of the colony. But that whilst they will most willingly pay for
the transport of the Troops from Halifax, and all expenses incurred,
whether for maintenance or otherwise, when they are sent into. the
country Districts to assist the Sheriff and his officers in maintaining the
supremacy of the Law, they must, for the reasons stated, most respect-
fully remonstrate with Her Majesty's Governnent against the hardship
of paying the expense of the maintenance of the Troops whilst stationed

SR ;-I bave the honor to acquaint you that in compliance with th(
requisition to His Excellency Sir Richard Graves MacDonnell, Lieutenant
Governor of Nova Scotia, a copy of which accompanied my Despatch to
you, No. 62, 2d August, 1865, two Companies of the 2-16th Regiment,
consisting of 8 officers and 130 men under a Field Officer, were landed
in Charlottetown, froi the Steamer Merlin, on the morning of the 6th
August, instant.

'2. The*Military Barracks,--wooden buildings, erected in Charlottetown
upwards of a half century ago, and occupied by Her Majesty's Troops
until 1854,-have been sold, together with the site they occupied, under
.tlhe authority of the local A'ct, 26th, Vic., Cap. VIII.; no buildings suitable
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for the accommodation of Troops being available, the Detachment pitched
their tents in a field in the vicinity of Charlottetown.

3. The embarkation of this Detachment from the garrison of Halifax,
-was signified to me by Colonel Franklyn, Comnanding the Troops ii
Nova Scotia, in a Despatch dated Halifax, 4tlh August, 1865, a copy of
which I have the honor to enclose.

4. You will observe that Colonel Franklyn alleges that the requisition
for military aid, and directed by me to the Lieutenant Governor of Nova
Scotia, should have been addressed to the Oflicer Commanding ler
Majesty's Forces in that Province; aind also that Colonel Franklyn requests
me to address to him, direct, a requisition similar to that forwarded tO Sir
R. Graves Macl)onnell.

In compliance with Colonel Franklyn's reqiest, I forwarded to that
oflicer, direct, a requisition addressed to Colonel Franklyi, Comnanding
Troops, Halifax, N. S., but in every other respect similar to the requisition
which I had previously addressed to Sir Richard Graves MacDonnell;
andi I have the honor to enclose a copy of my Despatch to Col. Franklyn,
in reply to that offlicer's communication of the 4th August, instant.

G. The presence in the Island of a regular military force vill, in niy
opinion, sceure the supremacy of the law. The bringing that force into
the colonv has, however, deeply irritated those also, who, but for its
ýirescnce, would with comparative inpunity array theinselves against the
authoritV of the law.

7. To withdraw the troops from the colony, so long as the exist-
ing agrarian agilation shall continue in anything approaching its present
proportion, would afford the ieinbers of the Tenant Union ample oppor-
tunity to carry out the pledgce of their organization, and to subvert the
laws.

8. The agitation which now so unbappily disturbs the peace of Prince
Edward Island, arises out of the Leasehold systeim, and is alnost co-eval
with the setticiment of the Colonv; from its character it is impossible to
fbrm eve an opinion as to whnc it vill so far subside as to permit the
withdrawal of the Troops.

9. Several thousands of tenants, a large proportion of tlem inhabiting
the weaithier settlcments of the colol, have associated for the purpose of
rsisting aill atteipts of their Landilord to enforce paymnent of rent until
the Landlords shall agree to seil to the tenants the fèe-simple of their
faris, at prices which the latter may consider fair ain 1casonable.

10. The Tenant Union originated about the commencement of the year
1864. In April of that year, te following notice appeared in a news-
paper published in Charlottetown, and reputed the organ of the Unioii

"DELEGATION MEETING.

The undersigned noninatcd and deputed Delegates on behat of the oppæs cl
and suffering Tenantry on Townships numbers 48, 49, 50, 35 and 36, and thi.t of the

''-nerally, mof resonetHIy request that all Teiiant Organizations vho have un-

tyrannie propositions of resident and absentee Proprictors, and consequently intend
withholding the further liquidation of rent and arrears of Rent, until a compromise bcinàg
effected upon compatible, honorable, equitable and satisfactory principles, to appoint
and depute three discreet Delegates for the representation of each Township throughout
this disaffected, rent-ridden and slave-holding Colony, to meet at the North Americain
Hotel, in Charlottetown, on Thursday the 19th day of May next, at 11 o'clock,.a. m.,
precisely, for the purpose of taking into consideration and deliberating u pon ominously
important and efficient measures in connection with the respective Tenant Organizations
in progress in this Island.

11. About tlie month of May, 1864, the fhllowing Tenants'Pledge was

piblishied, as, I believe, with the sanction of the Leaders of the Tcnant
Union.

RrsoLVED, That-we the tenantry of , individually and collectively, virtually
and solemnly, pledge our honor and fidelity to cach other, to withhold the fuirther liqui-
dation of reit and arrears of rent; and thus voluntarily enroll our respective names .as
a tenant organization, to resist the destraint, coercion, ejection, seizure and sale forrent
and arreans of rent, until a compromisc be effected in conformity with resolutions pro-

posed and carried by the meetings in Lots 48, 49 and 50, ad further .understood that
each.signature hereto annexed bear a proportional share of expenses in connection with
this organlization.

12. A Central Conmmittec, I have understood, meets regu larly in Char-
lottetown, and reccives the reports froni branch societies, which fron t ime
to timne are organized il different parts of the Island.

13, The following report of a Tenant Union meeting held on Township
No. 31, a vadable property within seven miles of Charlottetown, wili
make you acquainted with the mode of action prescribed by the members
of the Tenant League:

A meeting was held on Wednesday,h.le 7th inst., near Mr. Fowle's sawminill,;Lot
31, for the purpose of forming abranch of the Tenant Union in that locality. Mr. John
McKaig was unanimously elected chairman. The meeting was addressed by sevWra'
members of the Central Committee from Lot 49, and also by other persons. The Con-
stitution and Tenant's Pledge were read, after which the following resolutions were
submitted and passed almost unanimously,: the only exception being the objection of one'
individual to one of the resolutions:

"1. RESOLVED, That thé repeated failure of the different Governments to settle the
Land Question, prove that they are either unable or unwilling to do so, and. that it now
becomes the duty of the people to do for themselves wha. their representatives in Parlia-
ment have failed to effect.
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.iMoved hy Mr. Win. Clarke, seconded by Mr. Richard Bowman,

2. RESOLVED, That it is our duty to unite, as tenants, for mutual protection and
sympathy, in order to put an end to the leasehold system, by offering to purchase in
accordance vith the report of the Land Commission and the action of our own Legis-
lature.

"3Moyed by Mr. Char!es Kitson, seconded by Mr. Thomas Godfrey,

"3. RzsoI.VED, That this meeting cordially approve of the principles of the Tenant
Union, arnd thiat we forin a branci of the saine in this locality.

"Moved by Mr. William Large, seconded by Mr. John Deacon,

"4. REsoLVED, That we will not traflic withi any person who does not cordially
sympathise with the Tenant Union, even thougli we should suffer loss thereby, except in
cases where it is absolutely unavoidable.

Moved by Mr. John Molyneaux, seconded by Mr. Johti Scott,

' 5. RESoLVED, That cvery inember of the Union tako " Ross's Weekly " in pre-
ference to any otier paper, as it is the only medium through which we can get correct
information with regard 4o the working of the Union iii other placés.

'Moved by Mir. John Cunîning, seconded by Mr. Martin Devereux,

ý.c REso.irED, That every nyember' provide ligîself wvith a bugle, te sound the note of
alarm on the approach of rent-lecches.

"A large nunber of both tenants and freehiolders then caine forward to sign the pledge
and subscribe to the funds. The subscriptions ranged as high as five pounds, and the
people are willing to pay the saine amount ten .imes over if required. rather than let the
Tenant Union fail for want of funds. Rent-paying lias ceased in Lot 31, and I would
take this opportunity of letting. any person know, who might be disposed Io come after
any, that they need not ta4ke the trouble, for they wil1 not get any rent.

14. Any organization comprising thousands of persons associated for
the purpose of carrying out* the principles enumerated in the tenant
pledge, and in the foregoing resolutions, in my opinion, cannot in the
absence of a military Çorce be successfully opposcd by the civil authorities
of the colony.

15. To withdraw the troops on the approach of winter vould leave the
Island for a period of five months at the mercy of the Tenant Union,
and practically divert the Supreme Court of the power to enforce its
authority,·for, as you are. aware, from Decenbcr until May, this colony,
>eperated as it is fron the continent by the Straits of Northumberland,
cannot be approached by vessels in consequence of ice, and the introduc-
tion of troops during these five months would therefbre be all but im-
possible.

16. I have the honor to inform you of the capture, by the Sheriff of
Queen's County, of one of the persons engaged in the riot, assault, and
rescue, nentioned in my Despatch, No. 62, 2d August, instant, under the
circumstances detailed in the letter pf the Sheriff, dated 16th August,
instant, a copy of which I enclose,
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17. Believing that IIer Majesty's Imperial Government will maintain a
militarv force in this colonv, so long as the presence of such a force is iii-
dispensable to the maintenance of law and order; and that the period
when the occasion for the presenco of troops in this Island will cease is
uncertain, and, in all probability, distant; and knowing that the duty of
providing Barrack accommodation for soldiers sent to the Island devolves
upon the local governmnent, and that the Detachmentnîow here should not
remain under canvas after the middle of October: on Monday last, I
submitted the subject of Barrack accommodation for the consideration of
my Executive Council, and I have now the bonor to report that my gov-
ernment have unanimously resolved at once to purchase a few acres of
land in a healthy position near the capital, and thercon crect Barracks
capable of accommodating 150 men and the requisite proportion of
officers.

18. The Executive Government proposes to submit to the Legislature,
at its next Session, an Act authorizing the appropriation of so much of the
principal noneys arising from the sale of the site of the old Military
Barracks as may b necessary to defray the expense about to be incurred
in providing new Barracks.

19. The local government would most gladly have represented to you
the absence of Barracks in this Island, and reccived your commands as to
the accommodation necessary to be provided for the troops now in the
colony before commencing the erection of Barracks, but the nature of the
climate is such as would not admit of any delay. Your reply to a Des-
patch from this Island could not reasonably be expected in less time than
six weeks from the date of the departure of the next mail fromi Halifax,
and at the expiration of that time it would be impracticable to erect
buildings available for the accommodation of men during the coming
winter; under these circumstances, and influenced by the consideration
that due regard for health and comfort of the troops will require their
removal from tents by the middle of October, my advisers unanimously
agree with nie in the opinion that it was incumbent upon the colony,
without delay, to commence the erection of Barracks.

20. The proceedings of the government in this particular, will, I trust,
meet your approval.

21. With a view to the prevention of desertion, the Executive Govern-
ment have resolved to offer £8, sterling, to be paid fron the public
treasury of the colony, as a reward for the apprebension of any deserter,
and also to cause the exercise of the utmost vigilance on the part of magis-
trates and constables, in order to check, and, if possible, entirely prevent
the loss which Detachments have so often suflred in this colony fron
desertion.

I take, however, the opportunity of explaining to yout Honor that the
requisition in question should have been addrcssed to the Officer Com-
nanding Her Majesty's Forces in these Provinces. The Lieut. Governor
bas no 1)ower to order Detachrents out of his own Province; nor an I
clpowere(l to act upon any requisition for military aid, other than one
procecding to me direct from the Officer Administering the Government
of the colony wherc their presence is required. I this case, as expedition
was essential, I gave way on points of form ; but I have to request that a
communication, similar to that addrcssecd to Sir R. MacDonnell, may bc
sent to -me direct, as my authority fbr making the Dctachment, in1 my
official Report to the Home authorities.

SIR ;-I have the honor to acknowledge the recept of your Despatch,
dated 4th August, instant, wherein you acquaint me that on that day you
embarked a Detachment of the 16th Reginient, of 8 officers and 130 men,
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ùnder a field officer, in compliance with a requisition contained in a De-
spatch addressed by me to His Excellency Sir R. G. MacDonnell, Lieut.
Governor of Nova Scotia, dated the lst August, instant, .and by His Ex-
cellency forwarded to you.

In your Despatch you further acquaint me that the Requisition i
question should have been addressed to the officer commranding H. M.
Forces in the Provinces; that the Lieut. Governor of Nova Scotia las
no power to order Detachments out of his Province; and that you are
not empowered to act upon any requisition for nilitary aid, other than
one proceeding to you direct from the officer administering the Govcrn-
ment of the Colony where their presence is required.

You further inform me that in this case, as expedition was essential,
you gave way in point of formi, and request that a communication similar
to that addressed to Sir R. G. MacDonnell may be sent to you direct, as
.your authority for making the detachment, in your official report to tlie
Home authorities.

I have the honor to acquaint you, that in addressing the Requisition
for military aid to His Excellency the Lieut. Governor of Nova Scotia, I
vas influenced by the instructions conveyed by the Right Lon.l Henry

Labouchere, 11er Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies,
to Sir Dominick Daly, dated 6th September, 1855. In the Despatch
referred to, the Secretary. of State wrote to Sir Dominick as follows: "I
am not aware of any sufficient grounds for anticipating a disturbance of
public tranquillity ; but if I am to understand your language as expressive
of any such appreliension on your part, I wish to remind you that it is in
your power at any time to give notice to the Lieut. Governor of Nova
Scotia, and to request the presence of a detachnent of soldiers from the
garrison of Halifax."

The course adopted by me, I considered, was that indicated to Sir
Dominick Daly by the Secretary of State for the Colonies as proper. to
be pursued under circumstances similar to those in which I was placed.
In order that you may be in possession of what you consider an authority
for making the detachment, and in compliance with your request, I now
beg to forward to you a communication similar to that addressed to Sir
Richard Gràves MacDonnell.

In reply to your observation relative to the withdrawal of the Troops,
and your request to be informed of the earliest period at which I can
dispense vith them, I beg to remark that the nature of the circumstan-
ces which induced me to apply for a detachment from the garrison of
Halifax are in their nature such as preclude me from forming even an
opinion as to the period when the occasion for the services of the Troops
will have ceased.

The disturbance of public tranquillity which bas already occurred here
had its origin in an attempt of the Sheriff to enforce the Judgment of
the Supreme Court against a tenant, at the suit of his landlord,

The members of the organization of tenants, pledged to resist the
A19
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enforcement of payment of rent, arc numerous; they are found in many
parts of the Island, and are sufliciently powerful to set the officers of the
law at defiance; and I have every reason to believe that the presence of
Regular Troops in this Island will be nccessary for some time to come.
in order to prevent open, systematic defiance of the laws. The removal
of the troops would invite resistance to the Queen's authority in the ad-
ministration of ber laws: the dlisaffected being aware that in the absence
of Troops there exists in this Colony no force competent to compel obe-
dience to those laws.

SIRz: I have to report to you, for the information of 1is Ilonor the
Administrator of the Government, that I succeeded this morning in ar-
resting one of the principal rioters, who took a leading part in the affray
of the 18th ult., w-lhen several of the Tfenant League rescued the property
which my Deputy had levied upon.

On Monday the 14th inst., I received a communication from Theophilus
DesBrisay, Esq., enclosing me a Warrant whiclh he had issued in his ca-
pacity as a Justice of the Peace, against Fabian Doucette,for a riot, as-
sault, and rescue. As Doucette resides upon Lot 24, a distance of 14
miles from the capital, and knowing that, in case of resistance, I could
not depcnd upon any assistance from those who lived near himi, I took
with me nine men, weli armed, under the hope that, by leaving Charlotte-
town during the night and arriving at Doucette's bouse very early in the
imorning, I might be ablc to take him before a large numnber of people
could assemble to rescue him.

We arrived at Doucette's slortlv after daylight this morning, and pro-
cceded cautiously to his house, althougli men hai been stationed by Dou-
cette in his outhouses to watch for and give notice of the approacli of any
force which miglit be sent to take hlim. It seems, upon this occasion,
that they had gone to sleep at their posts, and we were thus enabled to
surrounCI tle bouse before w e Cliscovered.

The moment we were discovered, the men in the outhouses at :once
began to blow their trumpets ; and although we silenced them as soon as
we possibly could, it was not before this signal had been heard and au-
swered from flrmn to farm.
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We at once turned our attention to the dwelling house, through the
window of which we saw the man ágainst whom I held the Warrant.
As they refused us admittance, I ordered the door to be broken open;
and when we entered, we found that Doucette had retreated up stairs,
and, with a number of men armed, with large sticks, prevented our getting
after him. Several times the attempt was made by my men, but the
opening of the stairs was so narrow that they were unable to defend
tliemselves, and froni the heavy and repeated blows showered upon them,
wcre knocked down several times and received severe bruises.

I then ordered an entrance to be made through an end window; but
as soon as it had been forced open and one of' my men was in the act of
entering, he received a severe blow on the head, which felled him to the
ground.

During ail this time, trumpets were blown by some of Doucette's ac-
complices, and were answered from farm to farm; and I found that such
a number of men vould soon collect as could rescue Doucette even if we
succeeded in taking him.

We at last succeoded in forcing our way partly up-stairs, but not before
all my men had been struck, and some of them severely bruised; one of
them seized Doucette by the hair of his head, and dragged him down
and we secured him.

.Owing to the number of men we saw collecting, I did not think it ju-
s}icio.us to endeavor to make any other prisoners; and the information I
subsequently received confirms the opinion I then formed, for we had not
left the place more than a few minutes before (I have been since in-
fbrmed) 10Q iieg had collected for the purpose of rescuing any prisoners
we arrest.ed, or property we had levied upon.

I would state, in conclusion, that the great difficulty I experience in
executing the writs placed in my hands, arises from the active sympathy
shown by all the tenants for each other. Their ingenious device of giving
warning to each other by means of blowing their trumpets upon the ap-
proach of any of ny officers, effectually prevents a levy being made before
a large number of men are collected; while their system of terrorism, by
which they intimidate the well-disposed, under threats of burning their
premises and taking their lives, is so complete that it is utterly impossible
to look for any assistance outside of the town; and I attribute the cap-
ture of Doucette wholly to the fact that he and his accomplices saw the
fire-arms which. I had placed in the hands of my constables.

SIR: I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch of
the 22d August, instant, in which you transmit to me a paragraph from
the Charlottetowvn Examiner, and express the desire that I will inform
you whether the statements contained in this extract from the Examiner
are correct, namely, that the Troops sent from this station (Halifax) have
not yet been employed in any way in aid of the civil power.

You further desire to be informed whether it is my intention to at-
.tempt to enforce the law in those cases for which, as you seer, to consider,
phe services of the Troops were required; and conclude by informing me
that if such be not the case, in consequence of the numerous desertions
which have already taken place from the ranks,-and which you state are
well Lnown to be aided by the people themselves,-you will have no al-
ternative left, bût to recall the Detachment from Prince Edward Island,
your orders on that head being imperative.

To the query whether the statement contained in the paragraph from
the Charlottetopwn Examiner is correct, namely, that the Troops sent
from Halifax have not yet been employed in aid of the civil power, I beg
to reply-rthat the Troops sent hither fromi Halifax have not yet been
actively enployed in any way in aid of the civil power.

In reference to your second query, whether it is my intention to at-
tempt to enforce the law in those cases for which the services of the troops
were, as you appear to consider, required: I would desire to direct your
attention to my communication of the lst August, instant, addressed to
Col. Francklyn, requesting.that a detachment of Troops from the Gar-
ison of Halifax might be sent to this Island. In this communication you

will observe that 1 did not require the presence of Tropps to enforce the

law in any specific cas.es, but rather because I had reason to apprehend
tliat, should the Colonv be longer kept without a military force, the su-
prealiacy of the law would be certainly subverted by the members of an
extensiv'e organization, having for its object resistance to the laws. The
prescuce ii the Colony of the military force which is now here, evidences
the power of ier Majesty to cause the laws to be respected, and prevent
those serious disturbances of public trancquillity which would inevitably
flblow the withdrawal of the Troops.

To initiate legal proceedings, or to prosecute them to a final issue, is
the province of the suitor in ier Majesty's courts of justice. The duty
of the Adininistrator of the Government, in the event of his having rea-
son to apprehend resistance to the execution of tlie laws, and disturbance
o)f the public tranquillity, is, in ny opinion, to sec that the law shall take
its course, and be respected an olbeyed,-the means for doing which, he
lias the assurance of the Imperial Governnent, shall never be wanting.

It is ipt, I presuime, my province to enploy a miitary force to seek
after an absconding tenant or to follow goods and chattels which a tenant
rmay have removed beyond the reach of the officers of the courts. Should
any attempt be made to rescue the person or property of any tenant or
other person from the custody of the proper officer, or should it be at-
teinpted by force to prevent the law taking its course, I sho;uld then
deen it iny duty to surnmon the nilitary to their aid.

I was not aware that it is well known that desertions which have al-
ready taken place here were aided by the people. That among those of
the inhabitanits who have associated with the avowed intention to resist
the execution of the laws there should be found many persons disp.osed
to aid desertion from a military force brouglit hither to maintain the su-
premacy of the law cannot, however, be a matter of surprise. The .mem-
bers of the Tenant Union of this Island, and those who sympathize with
themi, may have conceived that by inducing the soldiers to desert they
would procure the withdrawal of the Detachmnent; and, consequently,
they may possibly have aided iii the desertions which have already taken
place.

The state of the Colony, in my opinion, imperatively imposed uapon me
the duty of requiring the presence of a detachment of Troops. The con-
siderations which rendered their presence necessary, equally necessitate
their continuance in the Colony. * That desertions froin the ranks should
have taken place and that any portion of the inhabitants should have aid-
ed these desertions, are much'to be regretted. As, however, the main-
tenance of public tranquillity demands the presence of a military force, I
may be permitted to observe, that in my opinion neither the circunstance
of evil-disposed persons aiding and assisting the soldiers to desert nor the
loss thereby occasioned to Her Majesty's service would justify the with-
drawal of such force.

Sin: In ny Despatch, No. 67, dated lGth August, instant, I had the
honor to inform you of the intention of the local Governnment witliout
delay to erect pernanent barracks for the accommodation of the troops
now bere. I have nov the honor to inform yon that in pursuance of this
intention a contract was yesterday entered into for the crection of suitable
barracks, adapted for the accommodation of two companies.

The cost of the buildings already contracted for will exceed £3,500
étirrency. To this sum must be added £400 paid for the land on which
they are bcing built. This site is healthv, and comprises an arca of uip-
wards of 3 acres and 1 of an acre. Several hundred pounds in addition
will be required to erect fences, offices, etc. Tie entire cost about to be
incurred by thé Colony in providing accommodation for troops wvill be
little shôrt of £4000 sterling.

The barracks, by the terms of the contract, arc to be ready for occu-
pation on or before the 15th October next.

I have the honor to enclose a copy of a communication received by me
from Major Tydd, commanding the Detachment now here, in which vou
vill perceive that by order of the Major - General commanding, Major

Tydd requested that the arrangements for the erection of barracks might
bie suspended.

The reasons stated in my Despatch, No. G7, of the 16th August, iiist.,
ns having influenced the local Governinent to undertake the crection of
buildings suitable for the accommodation of the troops now here, without
first submitting to you the expediency of erecting them, prevented me
from complying with the request of Major Tydd; I therefore simply
acknowledged the reccipt of his communication.

Mr Sulivan, on this Island,-on the 3d October, instant.

Mr. Justice Peters, who, while on his way from Charlottetown to hold
the Supreme Court at St. Eleanor's, was a spectator of the riotous con-
duct of the:people referred to in the Sheriff's letter, addressed to me a
communication on the subject.

I have the honor to enclose extracts from the letter received by me
from Judge Peters.

On the information of the Sheriff's officers, Warrants were issued for
the apprehension of such of the rioters as could be identified; and, ac-
companied by detachments of 2 officers and 25 men, the Sheriff of the
County, Mr. William Swabey-a Justice of the Peace, and a number of
constables, proceeded on Saturday last to Township No. 22, where suit-
able quarters had been provided for the soldiers.

This military force is now employed in attending the civil officers and
protecting them while in the discharge of their duty.

Several rioters have been arrested and others have surrendered and
been held to bail for their appearance at the Supreme Court.

.I do not fear any forcible opposition to the troops or to the Sheriff's
officers while supported by them, and confidently hope that the employ-
ment of a military force will have the effect of causing the misguided
tenantry to believe and to know that there exists a determination to en-
force the laws, and lead to the restoration of peace and good order in the
Colony.

The informations against thé tenantry on Lot 65, whose conduct formed
the subject of my Despatch, No. 77, of the 27th September, have not yet
been completed, owing to the absence of the Attorney General at the
Supreme Court at St. Eleanor's.

In the course of a few days troops will most probably accompany the
Sheriff and his officers to Lot 65.

Stm: It is with regret that I feel obliged again to address your Honor
on the" subject of the resistance offered to my Deputy and his bailiffs in
their endeavors to execute and serve writs issued out of the Supreme
Court of this Island.
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On Monday, the. 3d instant, Deputy Sherif. Curtis, accompanied by
three bailiffs, proceeded to Township No. 22 for the purpose of executing
and serving writs issued against severa1 parties resident in said Township.
On their arrival in the neighborhood, an alarm was given, and in a short
time a large assemblage of persons collected with sticks and other offen-
sive weapons; they soon increased to the number of 200 and upwards.
Their conduct towards Mr. Curtis and his party was of such a violent and
riotous character that that officer, with his assistants, was obliged to re-
treat without affecting service of any of the docuxments entrusted to them.
This case, together with others of an equally Turb4lent and threatening
character which have recently occurred, coupled with my ipability to pro-
cure such a civil force as will enable me to have the. duties o fiy respon-
sible office properly discharged, compels me to state that it is my decide
opinion, that unless I receive the aid of the military force now statior
in this Colony, writs and processes against tenants, for the recover·
rents, will remain unexecuted.

ST. ELEANoR's, 3d October, 1865.

I think it ny duty to call your attention to a great disturbance of the
public p.cace which I witnessed yesterday on my way to hold the Court
.at this place. On descending the hill at Bagnall's, I found some .200
persons assembled on fo.ot.and horsebac-,,--the road was completely oc-
cupied by them. As I drove up, I heard one of them call ont to Il clear
the way and let the man pass in peace, as this was not Curtis ;" the way
was cleared at once, but they lined thé w eaysid and commenced blowing
tin trumpets, (which each appeared to have,) making such a Poise that
any traveller whose horse were not very stea.dy Would have been much
endangered. 1 drew up and told them that' their conduet was most ille-
gal,-that they had no right to make such a disturbance .and conduct
themselves in that disorderly manner in the highway. Curtis, the Dep-uty Sheriff, then came up to my carriage and said he had taken their
names. I told him to do so, and to take care that he did *t 'so that he
could identify them. They became perfectly quiet while I was speaking
to them; but I had not proceeded twenty yards when a tremendois 'noise
of trumpets againa, took place; and for a mile along the road I net parties
on horseback, blowing trumpets and riding furiously toward 'Bagnall's,
which appeared to be the rendezvous. I understood t e .bject. of. titumultuous assembly was to prevcit the Sheriff seing writ from the
Suprem3e Court.
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I must remark, that if such riotous proceedings are *permitted, no one
can feel secure in travelling through the country; and, from what I saw,
Iam satisfied that it is impossible for the Sheriff, by ordinary meanis, to
do his duty. You have the means of enforcing the law. If the Sherif
is not supported by a sufficient force while in the execution of his duty,
each successful resistance will encourage others, and the lawless spirit
which appears at present confined to certain districts will soon extend
througlh the whole country, then only to be suppressed by a loss of life
which makes me shudder to contemplate. Mercy, therefore, to those
misguided men and others who by their success may be encouraged to
follow their example, should induce youri, Government to use the means
at their command with the energy and promptness which the case
requires.

T feel it would lave been a dereliction of duty had I witnessed such
serious disturbances of the public peace without reporting it to you; and
1 think I need no apology for the suggestions with which- I have accom-
panied it, as from what I observed of the attitude of the people, I am
certain they are worthy of your most serious consideration.

2. The troops were placed under the direction of William Swabey,
Esq., a Justice of the Peace for the County,-the same gentleman who
had charge of then on two like occasions.

3. They were absent ten days, .during which period, the Sheriff in-
forms me, lie succeeded in serving a large portion of the writs in his
hands.

4. Nothing beyond a passive resistance was offered, save the destruc-
tion of three small wooden bridges, which the Sheriffs party had twice
to replace.

5. I am inclinedto believe that this and the previous demonstrations
have had. a good eflect, and that although the animosity of +he tenantry
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on the rent question bas not subsided, the dread of incurring heavy costs
has induced many to corne forward and endeavor to effect a settlenent of
their arrears.

6. I deem it but just to Mr. Swabey and tie Sheriff, to state that on
this,' as well as the former occasions of the same nature, they have per-
formed onerous, responsible, and disagreeable dudes in a manner highly
creditable to themselves and beneficial to the public service.

EXTRACT FROM MINUTES 01-1 TiHE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

CouScIL CHAMBER,
5th February, 1866.

His Excellency having ieferred to the Executive Council in Committee
the Despatch from the Right Honorable Mr. Cardwell, Her Majesty's
Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies, of the 23d December last,
with respect to a claim made by the Director of the Transport Service
for the expense of conveying from Prince Edward Island to Halifax, ifr
October last, of the Detachment of the 2d Battalion, 16th Regiment, pre-
viously stationed in this Island: the undersigned would respectfully sub-
mit, for the consideration of Her Majesty's Government; the peculiar
liardship that will be imposed upon this Colony if the local Government
should be required to pay the charges referred to in the Despatch in
question.

The Council, vhile willingly submitting to the cost of the original
transport of such Detachment to the Colony, and that of the movements
of the Troops while actually employed within the Colony, did not conceive



that Her Majesty's Government would, under any circumstances, expect
that the Colony should be called upon to meet the expenditure conse-
quent upon repeated movements of troops to and from. this Island within
the period of one year; and the Council trust when Her Majeýsty's Gov-
ernment consider the peculiar position Qf. this Colony, under the griev-
ance of its land tenures, and the evils which these tenures have inflicted
upon the inhabitants of this Colony under a system created by the Brit-
ish Government itself, and the great expense to which the local revenues
of the Colony are now subjected in the efforts of the Colonial Govern-
ment to preserve the maintenance of the law and the peace of the Colony
under the excited state of putbic feeling upon the subject of the griev-
ance referred to, the Council entertain the hope that the claim now made
under the Despatch in question will be waived.

In addition to the request now respectfully made upon the justice and
generosity of the Imperial Government, the Council trust that the cost
atteniding the conveyance of the Detachment of the 15th Regiment from
Shediac, in New Brunswick, to this Island, consequent upon the removal
of that of the 16th Regiment referred to, and the other expenses connec-
ted with such conveyance, (amounting in -the aggregate to the sum of
£157 8s. id. sterling), which the local Government has in the meantime
disbursed, will be repaid to it out of the Imperial Exchequer.

The Council conceive that if any Colony be justly chargeable with the
cost or a portion of the cost of removing the Detachment of 'troops from
this.Colony in October last, that Colony should be the one for the benefit
of which the troops were intended to be employed.

Joint Resolution providing for the Termination of the Reciprocity Treaty
of June 5, 1854, between Great Britain and the United States.

Whereas it is provided in the Reciprocity Treaty concluded at Wash-
ington, the 5th of June, 1854, between the United States of the one part,
and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland of the other part,
that this Treaty "shall remain in force for ten years from the date at
which it may come into operation: and further, until the expiration of
twelvemonths after either of the high contracting parties shall give notice
to the other of its wish to terminate the same;" and whereas, it appears
by a Proclamation of the President of the United States, bearing date
16th March, 1855, that the Treaty came into operation on that day; and

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States ofAmerica in Congress assembled, That notice be given of the
termination of the Reciprocity Treaty, according to the provision therein

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ted States is hereby charged with the commnication of such notice to
the Governinent of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland.

The Committee have had before them a Memorandum, dated this dar,
from the Honorable the Minister of Finance, submitting for the consider-
ation> of your Excellency in Council,-That by the Despatch from the
Riglit Honorable the Secretary of State for the Colonies, dated 1 7th
June, 1865, it appears that the British Minister at Washington has been
instructed to negotiate for a renewal of the Reciprocity Treaty, and to
act in concert with the Government of Canada in reference thereto.

That as it is advisable that no time should be lost in reference to this
important subject, he recommends that a Committee consisting of two
members of the Provincial Governnient should proceed to Washington
for the purpose of conferring with Sir Frederick Bruce, and of determin-
ing, in concert with him, on the steps it may appear most expedient to
adopt.

The Committee concur in the above recommendation, and advise that
the Hon. the Minister of FinanceandPostmaster General be deputed to
proceed to Washington on the mission referred to.

Copy of a Report of a Co2mittee of the Honorable the Eiecutive Council,
approved by His Excellency the Administrator of the Govern-

ment, on the 22d December, 1865.

The Committee have had under consideration the Memôrandum dated
18th December, 1865, from the Honorable the Minister of Finance, sub-
mitting for the consideration of Your Excellency in Council, that it ap-
pears from the Report to Congress of the Secretary of the Treasury of
the United States, as well as by information obtained by him, the Minis-
ter of Finance, in recent conversations had at Washington with the Sec-
retary of State, and the Secretary of the Treasury of the United States,
that the American Go'vernment are not disposed to subrmit to Congress
any proposal for a renewal of the Reciprocity Treaty, but consider that
the commercial relations between the United States and the British
North American Provinces should form the. subject of concerted legis-
lation.

That under these circumstances he submits that inasmuch as the
Treaty will expire on the 17th March next, there is no reasonable proba-
bility that the Congress of the United States will, before that date, decide
in any way upon their policy in this respect, while it is manifest that no
corresponding legislation could possibly take place in èach of the British
Provinces ; that it is therefore evident that unless some understanding
be arrived at .with the Amerlican Government for a temporary contin-
ance of existing arrangements, the trade between the two countries ust
be subject to serions disturbance by 'the expiry of the Treaty on the
17th March.

That the proposal of the Secretary of the Treasury to substitute legis-
lation in lieu of the Treaty, can only apply to those portions of the Treaty
which refer to commercial subjects. That the national rights involved in
the engagements relative to the Fisheries and to the Navigation of the
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Great Lakes and the St. Lawrence, cannot, lie believes, be dealt with
otherwise than by Treaty or Convention between Great Britain and the
United States.

That the subjects embraced iii the Reciprocity Treaty are two-fold.
That those relating to Trade and Commerce can, if it be so determined,
be reserved for the action of the respective Legislatures-each Country
pursuing the policy that is most in accordance with its own interests,
while those relating to International engagements must either be contin-
ued by Treaty or each nation will revert to its position prior to the exe-
cution of the Reciprocity Treaty.

That as the latter class of subjects lias not been referred to by the
Secretary of the Treasury, it is possible it has not received full attention
in the decision that would appear to have been arrived at for the abroga-
tion of the Treaty, as it can scarcely be supposed that the United States
desire to reproduce the state of things which was,,happily put an end to
by the execution of the Treaty.

That the concessions which were considered to be made by Great
Britain in relation to the Fisheries question were, however, so intimately
blended with the commercial advantages alleged to have been granted by
the United States, that it does not, at this moment, appear possible to
consent to the concessions by Great Britain being continued and made
permanent in favor of the United States by a new Treaty while the lat-
ter country determines to retain within its own control all the subjects
by which equivalents were considered to have been given to the British
Provinces.

That if the objections by the United States to a renewal of the Com-
mercial Treaty rest upon its being au uncoustitutional act on their part,
it no longer becomes a subject of discussion, and some other course must
be devised for the division of the subject, dealing with national rights by
treaty and with commercial relations by legislation; and he offers as his
opinion that no insuperable difficulty need be apprehended in this course,
if the subject be approached in a spirit of mutual desire to perfect and
perpetuate the friendly intercourse and trade between the two countries,
but that it is manifestly impracticable within the time limited for the
termination of the Treaty to give the required consideration to the
subject and to settle all the various details connected with it, and that it
it is therefore very much to be apprehended that the whole engagements
of the Treaty will end on the 17th March, unless the Government of the
United States acquiesce in their temporary continuance with a view to
negociations. But in case it should ultimately be found necessary to deal
with the question of Trade by legislation, it must be apparent to the
United States Government that extreme difficulty must be experienced
in bringing into harmony the views of so many different Legislatures, and
much tIme will be required for the purpose. That in view, therefore, of
the proposed Confederation of the British North American Provinces
probably taking place at an early day, it would appear most desirable to
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refer, if possible, any legislative arrangements wi.th the United States t
the Legislature of the Confederated Provinces, especially as the earliest
duty of that body will be to revise and assimilate the existing separate
systems of finance and trade now 'existing in each,-tlus affording the
most favorable opportunity for the consideration of any proposaLs of the
American Government relating to Trade and Revenue.

He, the Minister of Finance, therefore recommends that communica-
tion be had with Her Majesty's Representative at Washington, for the
purpose of submitting to the Government of the United States a proposal
for the continuance of the existing Treaty for such period as may be
agreed upon, for the purpose of negotiation, and that two members of the
Council be instructed to put themselves in communication with His Ex-
cellency and (subject to his concurrence) with the authorities at Wash.,
ington, on this subject.

The Minister of Finance further recommends that the action proposed
to be taken for the purpose of obtaining delay in the abrogation of the
Treaty be communicated by your Excellency to the Lieutenant Gover-
nors of the Maritime Provinces, and that they be requested to inform
their respective Governments that it is not the intention of the. Canadian
Governmeut to depart. from the course proposed by theConfederate
Council on Commercial Treaties, or act in any manner separately or dis-
tinctly from the other Provinces in the ultimate discussion and decision
of the various questions involved, but solely, in view of the vast interests
ig Canada affected by the possible termination of the Treaty, to use every
exertion, in. the meantime, to obtain delay, ivith the intention, hereafter,
of considering, in connection with the Sister Provinces, any suggestions
that may be made on the part of the United States, in relation to the fu-
ture commercial intercouise between the two countries; and that the
Maritime Provinces be invited to send representatives to Washington, foi-
the same purpose, and be informed that it is proposed to hold a meeting
of the Confederate Cojancil on Commercial Treaties at Ottawa, so soon as
the position of the question would warrant it, founded upon the informa-
tion to be received from Washingtoni as to the probable extension or final
abrogation of the Reciprocity Treaty.

In a Memorandum, dated 23d September, 1865, from the Honorable
the Minister of Finance, submitting that it is most important steps should
he taken for the further development of the trade between the British
North American Provinces and the British West Indies.

That the products of the Maritime Provinces, consisting of lumber,
breadstuff, and fish, can be most advantageously exchanged for the sugar,
coffee, molasses, and other productions of the Tropical Colonies, and that
a trade which is now almost wholly engrossed by the United States
ought, he believes, be carried on direct to the advantage of Brtish com-
merce.

That for the purpose of ascertaining how far it may be possible to prQ-
mote this most desirable object by mutual coipmercial concessions, and
by corresponding changes in the tariffs of the severAl Colonies and De-
pendencies referred to, the Minister of Finance recommends that a Com-
mission be named to visit the several British West Indian Islands and
Deinerara. And lie further suggests that your Excellency will be

SIR : I have postponed any remarks on the subject of the Militia.until

after the termination of the session of the Provincial Legislaturein order
that I might be enabled to inform you of the changes. which, might be
iade in the Militia laws, and to report to you the sum whicI might ,e

appropriated for that service for the current year..
2. I am glad to observe that the Legislature,, in ite address to, Her

Majesty on the subject of Confederation, recognises it to be the duty of
the Colony to use every means to the extent. of its linaited resources, to
aid in its self-defence.

3. It is, however, unquestionably in time of peace that a community
ought to take those measures of preservation by which its independence
against foreign aggression can be secured. I have therefore to express
my regret that the measures which my ministers have thought proper: to
propose, and which the Legislature bas sanctioned, are iot more ni
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accordance with the sentiments which the Legislature bas expressed in
its Address.

4. I have the honor to enclose copy of an Act in âmendment of the
Militia Laws, to which I thi;s day signified my assent.

5. While I am willing to admit that the Legislature, in passing this
Act, bas complied with the strict letter of the suggestions which you made
in your Despatch, No, 24, of 15th October, 1864, it has, I fear, ignored
the spirit of those suggestions which contemplated more than the mere
revival of obsolete laws, ill-suited, in my opinion, to the present time.

6. I enclose copies of the Act vich this measure repeals, and also of
the Acts which it revives. From these you will perceive that I gm now
empowered to cal out the Militia once in the year,

7. The Grant for military purposes bas been increased from £266 13s.
4d. (£400 currency) to £666 13s. 4d. (£1000 currency).

8. Besides this there is a small amount available for military purposes,
arising from the interest on the sum realized by the sale of certain ground
formerly reserved by the Imperial Government for barracks, and sold
under the local Act, 26 Vic., Cap. VIII.

9. Until a late periad of the season just ended, I was under the im-
pression that my Government would have proposed to the Legislature an
Act calculated to effect a systematic organization of the local forces, and
would have asked a grant more suitable 'o the financial condition of the
Colony.

10. It was, therefore with regret that I received from my Ministers
the announcement that after deliberate consultation with their supporters
in the Legislaturre, they were unable during the session to do more than
repeal the Act 14 Vic,, Cap. VI., and that they were not prepared to ask
a larger grant than 9666 13s. 4d.

11. I did not fail to represent to them, in language as forcible as I
could use, the regret I felt at the determination at which they had arrived,
and my opinion that the measure and the sum they proposed were entire-
ly inadequate ta the occasion.

12. To attempt any satisfaotory organization of the Militia with the
sum placed at my disposal, and under the present Militia Law, is, of
course, out of the qqestion. I shal, however, be enabled, by giving sone
additional encouragement ta the Volunteer Force, to promote the excel-
lent spirit by which that Force is animated.

I an glad that you did not fail to represent to your Ministers, in lan-
guage as forcible as you could use, your regret at the determination at
which they had arrived, and your opinion that the measures and the sum
they proposed were quite inadequate to the occasion.

It seems to me somewhat singular that this Despatch (No. 28) should
nimediately follow that (No. 27) which conveys an Address of the

Legislature to ler Majcsty, objecting to the proposed Confederation of the
British North American Provinces,-speaking with satisfaction of the
steadily increasing revenue of Prince Edward Island, its low tarif, andt the lightness of its taxation generally, and recognizing it a. a duty to pro-
vide a reasonable contribution towards the defence of the Colony, and to
place the Militia service upon a sounder and safer footing.

Your Legislature expresses a hope, which is certainly well-founded,
that so long as they remain a loyal and a'tached Colony of Great Britain,
the powerful aid of the Mother Country will continue as heretofore to be
extended to them.

But they evince in their Address a consciousness of obligation incum-
bent upon themselves which, I must say plainly and with regret, they
have not showrn any sufficient disposition to fulfil in the measures which
you have reported to me, coupled with the rejection of a scheme approved
by Her Miajesty7's G.overnment for this, amongst other reasons, that it was
intended to provide for the easier and more effectual defeuce of the-Brit-
ish North American Provinces.

You will bring this Despath uider the consideration cf your respon-
sible advisers.

SiR: I have the honor to enclose copy of an Act passed during the late
session of the local Legislature, " to assist Leaseholders in the purchase
of the Fee Simple of their Farms."
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The local Governent is authorized by this Act to issue Debenturcs
to the amount of £50,000 currency, and to advance the sum to be raised
by these Debentures as a loan to tenant who may enter into an agree-
ment with their landlords for the purchase of their farms, provided that
the purchase money does not exceed 16s. Bd. currency per acre.

The advance to the tenants is not in any case to exceed one half the
purchase money, and is to be repaid by ten annual instalments.

Under the Act 27th Vic., Cap. II, tenants on severàl estates have the
right to purchase at fifteen years' purchase of the reserved rent. Thé
the rent reserved in leases is usually 1s. sterling per acre; but under the
Act 17th Vic., Cap. VI., sterling money; in the case of leases entered into
before the passing of that Act, is converted into currency by the additition
of one minute part of such sterling noney. Igs, 8d. currenicy (11: 1d.)
per acre is therefore generally equivalent to -.fteen years' purchase.

Sr: I am directed. by the Board of Trade to acknowledge the receipt

of your letter of the 14th instant, forwarding the transcript of an Act
passed by the Legislature of Prince Edward Island, entitled "An Act to
compel Masters of vessels to exhibit a Light while in Harbor in the
night time."

With refer.nce thereto, I am to observe that by the 1st Section of the
enclosed Act it is provided that "every vessel, foreign or otherwise, shah,
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-hile at anchor or under weigh in any harbor, roadstead or fairway in
the Island, exhibit between sunset and sunrise a bright light."

If this enactment is applicable exclusively to boats, barges, and river
craft,-i. e., to vessels belonging to the Island other than sea-going ves-
sels,--then the Board of Trade would have no objection to offer; but as
it is intended to be applied to sea-going vessels, this Board wish to call
the attention of Mr. Secretary Cardwell to the terms of the Imperial and
International Regulations for preventing collisions.

These Regulations apply to sea-going ships belonging to the countries
named in the List prefixed to the Regulations so long as those ships are
at sea, and to all sea-going ships, whatever their nationality, when within
the limits.of any country or place under British jurisdiction. Sea-going
vessels of whatever nationality, when at anchor or under weigh in the
harbors, roadsteads, and fairvays of Prince Edward Island, must therefore
be bound by the Imperial Regulations, and cannot be required to comply
with the terras of the enclosed Act, Which is in contravention of those
Regulations.

Under these circurnstances I am to suggest to Mr. Secretary Cardwell
that before the e'.losed A.ct is submitted for I4er Xajesty's sanction it
should be so altered as to confine its provisions within legitimate limits,
viz., to vessels belonging to the Island that never go to sea.

Sm: I have the honer to enclose. a copy of the Colonial Naval Defence
Act, which has recently received, the Royal Assent, and to request that
you will bring it under the consideration of your Council.

I enclose also a copy of the Regulations at present in force for the
Royal Naval Reserve in this country, and a copy of a Letter addressed to
this Office, by desire of the Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty, indi-
cating generally what their Lordships will require as to Colonial ships of
war.

You will observe that the Imperial Parliament has not made the adop-
tion, by every Colony, of precisely the same regulations as those in use in
this country a necessary condition of obtaining for men raised in the Col-
ony the advantages of the reserve, but has left it to the Authorities of
each Colony to submiu for the approval of Her Majesty in Council, such
regulations as may seem to them expedient. It will, of course,be neces-
sary in every case, that the regulations should be such as to secure the
end in view, viz., the training in time of peace of men who may bc relied
on for service in time of emergency ; and it will doubtl"ess be convenient
to you to know what regulations have been found, in practice, "Most con-
venient for that purpose in this country.

I am sure I need not enlarge upon the importance of the objet which
Parliament has had in vie' in passing this enactment, and I trust that
your advisers will fully appreciate the advantages which will result from
its adoption .by the Colony under your government.

Sm: In your Despatch, No. 28, of 23d May, 1865, you informed me
that for certain reasons you had not felt at "iberty to- advise Her Majësty
to bring into operation, "An Act to carry into effect eertain tñexecuted
Agreements made by the late John Hodges Winsloe, Esquire, déeeased;
for the sale and leasing of certain parts of his- Estate in this Colony.

With the advice of the Law Officers of the local Governmënt, I re-
served this Act for the reason that it appeared to come under the cIause
in the Instructions which directs the Lieut. Governor te reserve for the
signification of Her Majesty's pleasure any Act of importale by which
the rights and property of Her Majesty's subjects not residing in the
Colony might, be prejudiced.

The Legal Authorities in Prince Edward. Island.never saw any objec-
tion to this Act, which was merely intended to avoid lengthy proceedings
in the Court of Chancery; but they concurred in its being reserved, be-
cause it might affect certain persous resident in England who had not
time between the introduction of the Act into the Legislature and its
being laid before me for my assent, to make any protest against it, had
they been inclined to do so.

As no objection has at any time been raised in Prince Edward Island
to the passing of this Act, and as sufficient time has now elapsed to allow
any person interested in it, and resident in England, to make representa--
tions against it, I venture to bring this Act again under your consideration,
as one which I consider yon may safely advise Her Majesty to bring into
operation.

SiR: In my Despatch, No. 49, of the 4th N ovember last, I informed
you that I should submit for Her Majesty's sanction an Act entitled "An
Act to carry into effect certain unexecuted Agreements made by the late
John Hodges Winsloe, Esquire, deceased, for the Sale and Leasing of
certain parts oflhis Estate in this Colony."

As, how ever, I find that this mode of proceeding by reservation is not
authorized by usage in Prince Edward Island, and as it appears by an
opinion of the Law Officers of the Crown,-of which I annex a copy,-
that the Governor is at liberty to assent to a Bill of this kind after the
expiration of the session in wbich it was passed, I consider it, on re-
consideration of the matter, the safest and best mode of proceeding, that
you should yourself assent to the Bill, which will thereupon become ef-
fectual fôr its purpose.

Sin: We are honored with your commands, signified in Sir F. Rogers'

letter of the 20th Marcb, ultimo, stating that he was directed by you to
request that we would take into consideration the following circumstances:

A doubt has arisen in Vancouver Island whether the Governor can
give his assent to a Bill passed by the Legislative Council and Assembly,
after the expiration of the legislative session.

That the present Legislature of Vancouver Island was constituted
under Letter Patent of 16th May 1851, being the Commission of the then
Governor, now Sir Jaies Douglas, modified in certain respects by other
Letters Patent of Sth October, 1862. That in the revocation of these
Letters Patent, provisions to same effect were included in the Commis-
sion of the present Governor, Capt. Kennedy, of which a copy was en-
closed. That that Commission provides for the constitution of a Legisla-
tive Council and the convening of a Legislative Assembly, and empowers
the Governor, with their consent, to make laws for the peace, etc.

That similar legislative bodies are established in other Colonies, some-
times by Letters Patent, sometimes by Act of Parliament or local Law.

But neither in the Letters Patent constituting the Council of Vancou-
ver Island nor (it is believed) in the instructions establishing any other
Colonial Legislature is any express provision made for limiting the time
within which the Governor may assent, on behalf of Her Majesty, to a
Bill passed by the Legislature.

That in some small colonies legislation is effected not by a single annu-
al session, but by summoning the Legislature pro re rata as laws are
wianted.

Sir Frederick Rogers was further pleased to state that undër these
circumstances you desired to be informed whether in Vancouver Island
and other colonies possessing representative legislatures the assent of the
Governor to any bill passed by such a legislature must, in the absence of
any express legislative provision, be given before the expiration of the
session within which such bill was passed, and in case the necessity. does
not exist, whether there is any limit to the period within which such as-
sent must be given.

In obedience to your commands, we have taken this matter into con-
sideration and have the honor to report,-

That we do not think it is necessary that the assent of the Governor
to any bill passed by such a legislature as is supposed by the question
should be given before the expiration of the session within which such
bill was passed. If, indeed, it werè provided by the constitution of any
such legislature that the law and custom- of the British Parliament should,
as far as practicable, be observed therein, the point miglit admit of more
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question; but we conceive it to be certain that when bills passed by such
colonial legislatures are reserved for the signification of Her Majesty's
pleasure thereon, the Royal assent need not be given. and generally is not
given, during the session in which the bill is passed, so that the usage in
such cases is generally different from that of the British Parliament.

We are not aware of any limit within which the Governor's assent
must necessarily be given to a law passed by such a colonial legislature,
and not revoked or altered by any subsequent legislation.

28. 23d May, 1865. the. margin, I have the honor to enclose a Minute of the

Executive Council of this Island, to the effect that it is,49. 4th Nov., 1865. in the opinion of the Council, inexpedient to introduce
55. lst Dec., 1865. the procedure recommended in your Despatch, No. 55,

of lst December, 1865, viz., that I should give my assent,
during the'recess of the Legislature, to the Winsloe Act,which I reserved
during*last session for the signification of Her Majesty's pleasure. .

The Council suggests that either this Act should be specially confirmed
by Her Majesty or that the Act should be reintroduced during the next
session of the Legislature.

As it is now so near the time of its meeting, it is not of so much im-
portance which course. be adopted in the present case.

But as bills of a nature which require to be reserved for the significa-
tion of Her Majesty's pleasure may from time to time be presented to'me
for my assent, it will be well that no doubt should exist as to the course
which will be pursued respecting them.

Previous to 1861, the Governor General, and in bis absence the officer
administering the Government, was directed by bis instructions not to
give his' assent to such bills unless they contained a clause suspending
their operation until Her Majesty's pleasure was made knôwn.

Lord Monck's instructions, of date 2d Nov., 1861, were different from
those of bis predecessors. His Lordship-and in bis absence the oflicer
administering the Government--was instructed to reserve certain bills for
the signification of Her Majesty's pleasure.
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In consequence of this, the Legislature has, I understand, now discon-
tinucd to inscrt what is called "a suspciding clause," deeming it.the in-
tention of Her Majesty's Governinent that it should be left to Her
Majesty's R epresentative to defer the operation of Acts of this cliaracter.

I an of opinion that if you consider the objection raised on the part of
the Imperiail Government to be insurmountable, and if the local Govern-
ment presses its objection to the assent being given during the recess,
there would be no diffBculty in inducing the Legislature to revert to the old
method of inserting suspending clauses, if it were known that such a
sourse is recommended by you.

SiR: I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch,
No. 19, of the 24th of February last, enclosing a Minute of the Executive
Council on the subject of the confirmation of the Act "to carry into effect
certain unexecuted Agreements made by the late John Hodges Winsloe."

As your Council are adverse to my recommendation that you should
assent to this Bill, the right course will be to re-enact it,-no suspending
clause will be necessary or proper.

The clause in Lord Monck's Instructions which refers to the reserva-
tion of bills must, I think, have been founded on some misapprehension.

The reservation of bills passed by Colonial legislatures is as process
peculiar to those Colonies in which such reservation is especially provi-
ded for by some Imperial or local Act. Where no such provision exists,
any Act which is of such a nature that it cannot be brought into opera-
tion without the concurrence of the Home Government, should contain a
suspending clause, and in that shape should receive the Governor's assent
and be sent home for Her Majesty's approval.

REPORT OF À-DJUTANT GENERAL OF MILITIA,
FOR THE YEAR 1865.

ADitTANT GENERAL'S OFIÓE,
18th April, 1866.

SIR: I bave the honor to submit a Report of the local Forces, 1865.
Militia.-The Act of 1858 was repealed, but no steps were taken to-

wards the organization of this Force.
-Vlunteer Brigade.-The numbers, present at the annual Inspection (of

which'a'Return is annexed) were 742,-an increase of 104 On those
present at the Inspection of the preceding year.

During the summer the Arms of the Queen's County Regiment were
brdered to Head Quarters.

I have to report that I found considerable difficulty, in some cases, in
collecting these Arms, etc.; and I would suggest, as an amendment of the
present law, some provision for dealing in a more sumtnary way with
volanteers who refuse or neglect to deliver up, on demand by our author-
ity, any property issued to them.

Finances.-TPhe Accounts are annexed, and also an Abstract of those
Accounts, showing under general heads the disbursements of the year.
The Accounts are made up to 16th April, 1866.

The largest item is the care and repair of arms,-£312. The greater
number of the arms of the Queen's County Regiment required browning.
This has beeñ done and the whole thoroughly' repaired under the super-
intendence of the Armorer Sergeant, 2-17th Regiment, sent fromi Halifax
for the purpose. These arms, together with those previously in store,-
in all 1078 stand,-are reported by the Armorer to be now in a serviceable
condition.

The sum Of £2-87 has been paid for Military Stores, etc. a large por-
tion of these are yet in store.

The sum of £113 has been.paid as allowance to companies. The sum
of £20 in addition has been withheld for varibus articles issued to com-
panies which are not forthcoming.

State of Arms.-The arms of the Prince County Regimtent have been
ordered immediately-to Head Qaarters, to be browned and repaired, after
which those of the King's dounty Regiment will be similarly treated.
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Of the Rifles loaned to the Colony by the Imnperial Goverinment, four
havc been condemned by the Ariorer as unserviceable; three are mis-
sinr; onie was accidentally destroyed by fire in the house of the Volun-
teer in whosc possession it was; and one has been altered by a Volunteer,
for which he is readv to pay the value.

The remainder of the 1400 are forthcoming, with the exception of five
which have alrcady benc accounted for to the Imperial- Government, and
two which:Captain Carson has neglected to return, for which he is held
accountable.

CIRCULAR.

DOwNING STREET,
10th November, 1865.

SIR: I have the honor to transmit to you, for your information and
guidance, the enclosed copy of a letter from the Lords of .the Committee
of Council on Education, on the subject of the representation of the
British Colonies in the Paris Universal Exhibition of 1867. Annexed to
the letter are printed Regulations in French and English. In the assign-
ment of space, their Lordships have been guided by the spaces occupied
in the Exhibitions of 1855, at Paris, and 1862, at London. The space
allotted to the Colony under your government is 250 feet.

It is on every account to be desired that Her Majesty's Colonies may
be well represented in the approaching Exhibition;' and I wish you at
once to take such measures as appear to you nost calculated to further
this object. You will observe that the first step will be to appoint a
Committee of Superintendence and a Special Executive Commissioner
to conduct the correspondence with this country.

that, in making known the space offered, it should be distinctly understood
that the proposed allotment in cach case is net space, exclusive of passage
room, for which ample provision lias been inade, and consequently the
entire space may be filled with goods.

My Lords suggest that each Colony should form a Committee having
sufficient experience, and investcd with authority, to secure a due repre-
sentation of the industry and resources of the Colony; and that it should
place one special Executive Conmissioner in direct communication with
the Science and Art Department at South Kensington.

Ir is desirable that each Colony should infbrm the Lords of the Com-
mittee of Council on Education. with as little delay:as possible, if it will
wAdertake, to fillthe space offered ; and if not, to state what, dimiition
i.u ithe space may be made.

The Iinperial Commissioners having d:ecided uponi a particular mede of
arrangement into classes and groups, which is set forth iii the regulations,.
the same principle of arrangement will be adopted by Great Britain, and
it will be necessary that the Colonies also conforM to it. My- Lor4s di
rect me to request, therefore, that the Executive Commissioner from such.
Colony should transmit, before the Ist August, 1866, to the Science and
Art Department, South Keusington, the space which the Colony poposes
to occulpy, divided into the respective ten groups, (which several: divisionsi
will be taken as the bases for the final arrangement in the Exhibition
»ailding and Park,) together with a list of the names and addresses -f
the exhibitors in each class.

EASTERN SECTION.

To lthe Board of Educati'on.

MR. CIAIRMAN AND GENTLEMEN i
I respectfully subnit my Annual Report of the District Schools in the

Eastern Section. The synopsis of statistics appended was prepared on a
plan assimilated to the School Registers. As no material alterations had
occurred, after due consideration I decided to describe the condition of
the schools in the aggregate, which is now the custom in other Colonies.

Li reference to the City Schools, as no important change of system or
method has been introduced within the period eibraced by this Report,
I have only to reiterate on this occasion what I have repeatedly submit-
ted for your consideration.

Mr. Archibald McNeill resigned the mastership of the Hillsborough
School, which he successfully conducted for many years under embarrass-
ments caused by inadequato accommodations. He was succeeded by Mr.
Monroe, who is painstaking and energetic.

The Rochfort School was closed fbr several weeks.-Mr. George Cor-
bett succeeded to Mr. Gunn, who was appointed master of the Grammar
School in Georgétowii; and fron the frequent changes and interruptions
in the management of the school, some of the scholars removed to other
schuols, and a few entered the Grammar School, so that Mr. C. had not,
during the first quarter a large attendance; but. by diligence and punctu-
ality, his prospects bave since assumed a more encouraging aspect. His
evening classes for apprentices and others have been well attended.

Bad health obliged Miss Davis-a superior teacher-to resign her
charge. -Miss Lawsoih, ber successor, is atteùtive and ambitious to sus-
tain the reputation of the Kent Female School.

Coimnodious and comfortable accommodations, with suitable appurten-
ances, are " essential to a good school:" The deficiencies in indispensable



requisites, especially in the Rochfort and Hillsborougli Districts, have
been for years too glaring and grievous. Although in thc Pownal Dis-
trict both departments are furnished with large rooms supplied with fur-
niture, besides having other conveniences, yet improvements are much
needed.

No arguments are necessary to induce the conviction that the places in
which children are forming their character and preparing for the after
requirements of life,.should be refining in their associations. Many who
have attained distinction and elevated positions in this Island, as well as
in other countries, have received all their educatiou in dingy log school-
houses; but from this fact it should not be intrred that good schoolhouses
with appropriate furniture and equipments are not desirable auxiliaries in
eliciting the talents and ingenuity of youth. Reason and observation
conspire to inculcate the propriety of providing neat schoolhouses, attrac-
tively adorned within and without, which, with approved books and
teachers, will certainly be a creditable and profitable investment to com-
munities that make laudable efforts to procure them.

Another of the greatest wants of our City schools is a systeinatic grad-
ation. In former Reports I urged the advantages of such a classification
whenever practicable. In our schools, as at present organized, there are
pupils of every diversity of age and attainments,-the classes are neces-
sarily so numerous that one teacher cannot give thorough instruction in
every branch.

If this important improvement would be introduced, a specified phin
of Instruction adapted to the several grades should be prescribed, and it
could be successfully pursued. The charge of the schools should be en-
trusted to one set of officers: such an arrangement would promote hari
mony and economy in their management.

[I regret to report that the dispute between the Trustees of the West-
ern Royalty School and some parties assessed to defray a portion of the
expense of erecting a new schoolhouse, bas injuriously affected the inter-
ests of the teacher and the scholars. The condition of the school is as
satisfactory as it could be under the pressure of embarrassments.

The inhabitants of the Central Royalty School maintain it with credit-
able liberality. The bouse is neat and comfortable,*-furnished with fix-
tures neatjy afranged. The method of management is efficient and the
attendance regular. But the astablishment of this school has been seri-
ously detrimental to that iû the Eastern section. As several children
who formerly attended the latter are now enrolled in the new school, the
average in the old is much lower than usual. The Trustees say that the
Commissioners who recommended the alteration assured them " that as
the ebange would of course reduce the attendance, a corresponding aver-
age would securie the Government allowance." In other respects the
-school is in "fair condition."

I deem it proper in this connection to remind you of my suggestions,
submitted in January last, recommending a revision. of the course of
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studies and ietliods of instruction in the Normal School, anticipating
that exercises in practical siill would be in future in this, as in other
countrics " an element " in the examinations by the Board. I was grati-
Jied that the proposal was favorably received.

I submitted that " when the Normal School was inaugarated the Iiter-
ary acquirements of candidates for admission were very moderate. They
requircd to be instructed in the eleinentary branches; consequently the
examinations for inatriculation pertained more to mental attainments than
to the qualifications necessary to bCcome useful teachers..'

But now, as our District Schools are chiefly taught by graduates of the
Normal School, their scholars should be qualified to commence training
in the teaching art, which is the real object of that Institution. And in
addition to daily practice in teaching the alphabet and spelling, reading
and writing, the analysisof arithmetic, the principles of book-keeping, and
cleientary exercises in English composition, should be embraced in the
cou rse.

It is one thing to be possessed of knowledge and quite another thing
to be possessed of the skill and ability of imparting knowledge to others.
Oi best teachers are "self made ;" they had a natural aptitude and an
ardent ambition to attain distinction in the profession.

Several teachers have urged me to ascertain if the Board would patron-
ize Teacher's Associations, organized for nutual improvement and en-
couragement.

Sucli societies are not only beneficial to teachers, whether experienced
or inexperienced, but have been, in other countries, important means of
influencing public sentiment in favor of educational interests. The pow-
ers of the Board of Education are definite and limited, but it is reasonable
to expect that it will initiate such improvements as may be deemed ex-
pedient. The patronage asked implied a recommendation of a legislative
grant in aid of Teachers' Institutes. In my opinion, occasional meetings
in central localities, for the familiar discussion of educational topics 'and
the exposition, by experienced veterans in the profession, of their method
and discipline, would afford important means of improvement to young
teachers.

Iow the District Schools are to be maintained and adequate salaries
provided for the teachers, are questions that have been for some time
generally discussed. The change in the Act, of which teachers complain,
was an experiment adopted as the most feasible scheme by which.a gen-
erous public spirit could be aroused that 'vould elevate the condition: of
the schools and also ameliorate the circumstances of the teachers, As-
suredly the Government duly appreciated the wants and interests of the
whole country in the preparation of the measure. Innovations common-
ly raise agitation and discontent. Education cannot be advanced by legis-
lative provisions alone : the voluntary agency of the community lis abso-
lutely necessary. We cannot have good schools without competènt
:teachers, who must be adequately compensated. Children mut hé edu-



cated. Must the expenses of their education be entirely defrayed by the
Government ? The pressure for the Normal School, and the competition
for vacant schools are notorious.

It is to be regretted that some licensed to teach have assumed the pro-
fession for some ulterior purpose; and that the people, often supposing
the licentiates equally qualified, engage the "lowest bidder" for employ-
ment.

It lias been truthfully said, "A good system of public instruction is ône
which secures and retains the services of the best teachers." The con-
dition. of our schools cannot be effectually improved without a corps of
earnest, skilful teachers, who make teaching a business.

New school houses have been erected in several Districts that were
represented in my last Report " without suitable accommodations." The
inhabitants of Hemlock Grove, New Perth, and Brackley, have bailt
commodious heoses, which are to be finished and furnished in a creditable
manner.

The West River School, Lot 47, was closed by the order of the Board
uînti1 a good schoolhouse would be provided; and I have reason to expect.
---from the preparation aready made-that they will erect a nodel school
house:

The-Belfast Grammar School is in a rented building. This seminarv.
which enjoys the fostering care of the Rev. A. MeLean, will prove a bles-
sing to the youth in the adjacent Districts,

The Georgetown Grammar School is neither finished nor furnished as
it should be. Being the County Principal School, the trustees have not
the powcr to raise by assessment the means. required to complete the
rooms intended for the male or female departments.

Grammar Schools are needed in Souris and Valleyfield, and Englis1
High Sthoois could be well maintained in Orwell, Mount Stewart, and
Fbrt Auguitus, if the adjacent Districts would unite for that purpose.

I have received applications to recommend the establishment of minor
schools in Corradale, Lot 46, Middleton, Lot 58, and near Ferguson's
Mills, Lot 48.

The formation or alteration of Schooî Districts is a serious matter.
The multipIication of Districts will increase the expenditure of the Rev-
enue and create small schools that cannot be efficiently maintained by the
inhabitants. Several new settlements petitioned the Executive for aid
to build their schoolhouses, and the sum allowed by law was granted. to
each of them.

In xeference to the progress of Education, I may safely affirm, there is
a sure and steady advance year by year. The more intelligent the pa-
rents are, the more rapid is the progress in each District. As -the gene-
ral intelligence advances, education will be more and more prized and
fostered ; better schoolhouses will adorn our country; the teachers will
be respected, and their valuable services better rerunerated. It will be
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-bund no difficult matter to raise the'necessary supplement where an in-
-elligent people meet with a competent teacher.

Herewith I append full statistics of all the schools in my section, to-
gether with a general surninary of the whole number receiving education,
and also the numbers acquiring each particular branch.

DEAR SIR : I have submitted Special Reports detailing concisely the
results of enquiries, in compliance with the orders of the Board, to inves-
tigate the disputes in the West River and the Goose River Districts, and
I now supplement niy statistical sheets with a few general remarks,

As usual there is mnuch of an encouraging as well as of a discouraging
nature to communicate on school matters. I have pleasure in being able
to report that in New Perth, Hemlock Grove, and a few other Districts,
commodious, comfortable schoolhouses have lately been built. A Gram-
mar School has been established at Pinette, Belfast. There is decided
improvement in the Reading and Writing departments in many schools,
so that, upon the whole, the prospects .of progressive prosperity are en,
couraging.

The Government have sanctioned the organization of new Districts,
given aid to build suitable schoolhouses, and in several localities pre-
-viously destitute of the means of educating youth, due encouragement has
been given.

I believe our School Act was enacted as a tentative expedient; but as
the income of teachers is more precarious than under the former code,
some teachers relinquished not only their schools, but their profession.
Notwithstanding.-if the attendance of students in the Normal School,or
the candidat.e for licence by the Board of Education be a correct cri-
terion,-the profession of teacher is not now less attractive than it former-
ly was I regret to say that, in my opinion, salaries have fallen, owing to
the number of young men in the field as candidates,-there being for
every vacancy generally half a dozen applicants.

WESTERN SECTION.

To lie Bocird of Edtcation /Or the Island of Prin ce Edward.

GENTLEMEN; The past Quarter affords but little on.which I can re-
port. *The roads in the Northern and Western part of the Island were
unfit for travelling, owing to the wet season, in the early part of the
spring; andl the samie cause, delaying the operations of the farmers, has
led to a thin attendance at many of the schools. I have made twenty-one
visilis, the details of which vill be found in the subjoined schedule.

New School-houses have been built at DeSable, Nail Pond, West, and
the new district oF Howelfs Brook, of all of which I can speak very favor-
ably. There are many in my section of the Island still very defective,
and some stringent regulation on this subject-is urgently necessary. The
provision as to repairs on new buildings, where necessary,should, I suggest,
be embodied with the other regulations of the Board, and-as I have before
proposed-a printed copy should be transmitted to each School District.

The preliminary steps for building a School-house have been taken in
the new district of Alberton, as near as possible tò the site reconimeuded
by the Commissioners.

Charlottetowii, 4th July, 1865.

During the past Quarter I have miade 117 visits to the several Schools
iii my district, a full report of which will be found in the · annexed
Schedule. f

I regret that most of the Schoolhouses in Lot 15 are unoccupied. The
population in. this Township is almost entirely French origin, and there
appears to be anong them a greater apathy with regard to Education
than in any other of the French districts. There are six or seven vacant
Schools in this neighborhood, and in only one instance did I hear any de-
sire expressed for a teacher. On the other hand, the trustees in the
Franco Rustico District (Lot 24) are anxious to procure one if they have
not already done so, and the French inhabitants of Wheatley (Lot 24) are
building a Schoolhouse which will form a striking contrast to the wretch-
ed house at present tenanted by the English school.

There are new schoolhouses at Webster's Creek and Franco Rustico,
-besides which, those at DeSable and St. Ignatius, Cavendish Road, are
now completed; but there is still too little attention paid to these build-
ings throughout the country. Many of them are too .low and much too
smiall for the number of children now attending thern. That at St. Ann's
(Lot 21) is very unfit for use in the winter; but I was told that a frame
for a new one is prepared though the building will not be fit for use du-
ring the present summer.

The inhabitants of the Cavendish District are desirous of forming a
union with the Englisb school on the Cavendish Road, and thus entitling
themselves to a Grammar School. I think this. might be done without
material inconvenience to eihher of the parties. The Cavendisb Road
School is but a small one, and there is a very good French School close
to it, and, I believe,central as regards the district. Some of the families
at its southern extremity might well be transferred to the New Glasgow
school, and the present Master (Mr. Miller) is well qualified to instruct
a superior class of scholars.

September 27, 1865.

The Autumnal Quarter affords but little to report with regard to the
progress of the schools.

The .harvest and the potato digging necessarily o'ccupy so many of the
children that the attendance is in somne cases little more than nominal.
I have visited thirteen schools (nearly completing my first half yearly in-
spection, and making one hundred and fifty-one visits since niy last yearly
Report), and four only on my second or winter circuit. The continual
changes in the children attending the schools prevent me from formuing
any actual estimate of the progress. made in any particular school; but, on
the whole, the education of the rising generation is going on favorably in
the Western Section of the Island. That it is capable of improverment
.cannot be doubted; but the teachers are ge-eally willing and zealous,
and many individual instances of diligence and aptitude for learning among
the scholars have cone under my notice. The greatest drawback to im-
iprovement is the irregular attendance of the pupils, and this is occasioned
in a great measure, by the apathy and indiflèrence of the .parent,-an,
ndifference which cannot be too strongly reprobated. It is true that at
certain seasons of the~year the labor ol the children is indispensable; but
it too often. happens that at other times some slight excuse or the avoid-
ing some trifling inconvenience is considered sufficient to justify an ab-
sence from school; and this temporary absence not only throws back
the individual child, but retards the progress of the class to which he be-
longs and embarrasses the teacher. I regret that in very many distiricts
the trustees are'negligent in performing their duty; and this, in fime,
causes an indifference on the part of the parents, and may induce an
apathy on the of the teacher. I believe that many of the teachers have
great reason to'complain of the way in which the portion of their stipend
to be paid by the inbabitant, is collected by the trustees. In many dis-
tricts it is left to the teacher to collect, or perhaps not collected at all.
This is too often the case; but I am happy to say that there are some
exceptions, in which the trustees have co-operated with the.-teacher and
the visitor. I have before mentioned the want of a. sufficient supply of
books. In sone districts, this exists to such a degree as to paralyze the
exertions of the most active and diligent teacher.

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The clauses in the Act of Assembly requiring the action of two-thirds
.o[ the resident householders is found very inconvenient. '1his has re-
tarded the erection of Scboolhouses in three or four new districts, not so
much from unw*llingness as froi neglect in attending the meetings. It
would surely be sufficient to require the co-operation of a nmjority attend-
ing a meeting dudy called.

The early age at which the children arc taken from school, especiàlly
the boys,. often causes the instruction they may have received to be. for-
gotten, and therefore of little use ii after life. This miight be obviated,
and at the same time instruction given to hnany young persons who. from
want of opportunity, bave received little education, by the establishment
of Everting Siools for boys. Ii this country there are few youths of
14 years of age and upwards who could not afford a small weekly pay-
ment to any teacher -who might be willing to receive them for three or
four evenings in a week.- Should the Board apjrove of the suggestion,
it will be for. them to devise the best mode of carrying it into effect.

WTherever female teachers are emloyed, it would be beneficial if tbev
wvere permitted, if not enjoined, to instruct the gidls in plain needlework
on one or two afternoons in the week.

I submit for the consideration of the Board that the formation of the
Model Farm near Charlottetoyvn affords an epportunity of giving instruc-
tion in Scientific Agriculture to a few of the youig ien of the Island,
by establishing three Scholaiships (one for each Cou nty) in that institu-
tion. The expense to the Government would be trifling, as-of corse-
the youths would be employed iii ca.:rying on the faining operations, and
the benefit, especially to the renoter ldistricts,. would be obvious. The
new schoolhouse at Alberton is nearly completed, Sir Edward Cunard
having very liberally givei the fee simple, and one of the Members for
the District, G W. WHoývlan, Esquire, having relinquished bis claim to a
lease of an acre of land on the spot recommended by the Commissioners.
I ought also to notice a new schoolhouse in the Franco Rustico District,
and another ncarly completed in that of Wheatley; also in Rustico, which
last affords a striking contrast to the miserable, dilapidated log building
used as a, schoolhouse by. the English and Scoteh. inhabitants of that
district.

There are ma.ny schoolhcuses still reqiring improvenent 7or rebuild-
ing, partly from their being out of repair and partly from their being too
small and confined for the present number of scholars.

The statistical details of one hundred and two. schools, visifed in"the
oast quarter, will be fòund· iri the annexed Seduilc, w.iich, with one
,undred and fifty-eight 'in the previous quaiters, will inake two hundYed
nd sixty viists paid since my last Aniual Report, to which should e
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added twelve in a supplementary Report of April last, forwarded too late
to be laid before the Legislature.

.Four new Districts have been laid out on the Western Road during
the past summer; but I regret to say that but little progress has been
made with the several schoolhouses. I have not been able to visit these
localities to ascertai-n the causes of the delay, bµt it is mainly attributable
to the difficulties alluded to in. my last Report., under the.58th .Section of
the Act, 24th Vie., Chap. 36.

The state of education at Summerside has called for the.special atten-
tion of the Board ; and in obedience to your insteuctions, I have paid
four several visité to that place.. During the summer the District School
was closed, owing to the unwillingness of the inhabitants to make any
payment to the teacher; but Mr. McKay has lately re opened it,.and has
now forty-four scholars on his Journal. The Grammar School bas twen-
ty-two pupils; and I shall transmit a special Report on thyir progress,
which bas been quite satisîa '-rv. There are two private schools, num-
bering .respectively forty-five an .. '-tv-two; but as the children in the.
town between the ages of five and s ixteen are estimated at three -hun-
dred, it will be evident that the provision -is very inadequate. The only
remedy appears to 'be, the formation of a second School District; but
from a large portion :of tbe population being of a transitory nature, some
special legislative provision seems to*e required. Of this, a large por-
tion of the inhabitants are fully aware, and a petition praying for a special
enactment, is now in course of signature. The existing schoolhouse re-
quires considerable repair, and its position is objectionable. An. active,
energetid set of trustees might effect a great imprövement in. many re-
spects; but I have to regret that here, as in many other places, no little
apathy prevails in educational m*atters.

The schoolhouse -at Albertop is so 'far completed that the school will
shortly be opened. The new school at Pleasant Valley.(Lot 67) is in
operation, and the schoolhouses at St. Ann's and ihe South Wiltshire
Road are both in progress, antdwill probably be. completed in the sum-
mer.

Should any Bill be introduced in to the House of Assembly relative to
Summersid, it .may afford an opportunity of making some few general
and experimental alterations. Iahould recomrnend the dispensing with
the average for the autumnal or harvest quarter, if it were kept up duting
the other three quarters. I suggest also that it would be advisable to
increase the Government allowance by an addition of five pounds to
second class teachers, and to those of the first class who have taught
without interruption for five years, naking a proportionate increase also
to females. I shall endeavour to present at the fbot of the Schedule, a
:summary showing, as near as may be, the number of children receiving
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educan.on in the WÇVeste: n Section of the Island, and- comprising those
schools wiiich I have been unable to visit during my western circuit.

Alberton, March 24, 1866.

The Grammar School for Prince County; located at Summerside, lias
increased its numbers during tbe first year from seventeen to twenty-two,
and I have twice examiied its scholars since the date of. my last Report
in Ma 'ch, 1865. On the first occasion, I was assisted by the Rev. Mr.
Forsyth, and the examinatioa p"incipally einbiaced the mathematical
studies of the popils. The seoior classes acquitted themselves very sat-
isfac'orily and the juniors were respectively well âdvanced in the more
elementary braocbes.

On thé 12;h ult., I again visited the school, and had the pleasure of
fnding considerable improvenent in all the pupils. One of them, Albert
McLennan, cnstrued and parsed an ode of Horace and some passages
from " Greek Extracts" verycorrectly. Five otbeis were examined. in
Cesar's Commeotar'ics aod the Latin Gramnmar, aad sbowed themselves
fairly grounded in that language. The workings in arithmetic were vecy
correctly doae. The mental calculations and the examinations in Geo-
graphy wer*e equally satisfàctory. In French,-four pupils tcanslated pas-
sages from Volaire's C harles the 14h with grcat ease and fluency.

I was, however, somewhat so rprised at filding the schdol quite desti-
tute oî naps. In addition to those'of the World and of P-nce Edward
Iland (which aie expected 10 be supplied by the tiustees of every Dis-
trict Sehool), it would not be too nuch for a Gram mnar Scbool to pôssess
mips of the several Continents, Great Britain and I-eland, the British
North American Provinces, and the United States.

I h-rink that a junior class, not instructed in the Classics,.might be in-
trduced into this school at a lower charge, and this would assist in pio-

-!ding the means of education at Summerside, tbe destitution of which in
tzis respect is already under the consideration of the Board.
