Fighting in Belfast Begun

COLLINS TO ARMAGH

Sinn Fein Army Chief Will

BELFAST, Aug. 30—Street
nghting which has been in pro-
gress since yesterday became
particularly: violent after one
o’clock today, the dinner hour
at ninety factories in the side
streets radiating from Duncairn
Gardens and Ni “Queens St.
One laborer was shot dead and
iSeveral other persons were
wounded including one army
sergeant. Citizens placed sand
-bags in the middle of the streets
and maintained heavy firing
against the police and military
who were forced to abandon
the streets. Armored cars were
summoned. Af one time the
patter of bullets resembled a
hail storm.
Rioting Continued through-
out the afternoon and remlted
in the death of two mo
ons. William Kennedy was shot
dead in Earl Street and Annie

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STOPPING CAMPERS
VERYONE must bave been struck
with the large number of bush
fires which have occurred this year
all over the country, and there is
good reason to believe that many of
them were due: -to downright ‘sheer
carelessness. That is 'the view
which the New Brunswick Govern-
ment takes of the disastrous bugh
fires 'which have occurred in that
province this summer, and it is con-
sidering whether it shall not stop
campers from using certain areas.
In that provmce,f ag in the others, it
seems 'that' campers, = fishermen,
hunters and other people pay 1little
or no heed to the repeated waraings
made as to the danger . of leaving
emouldering - fires, the throwing
about of 1it matches, and of lighted
butts of cigars and cigarettes.

It -has been said: that bush fires
rave caused monetary  losses which
would equal or surpass, probably the
lgtter, all the war loans issued. Of
course all these losses have not been
caused by such carelessness as we
have mentioned, but a large propor-
tion of them have. Nature does not
do muech in the way of destruction
by lightning, and the  railways are
taking greater precautions than ever
ia. preventing sparks setting light to
the bush. *The wuse of airplanes,
though serviceable, has not had the
effeet of diminishing the fires.

Therefore, it may become neces-
sary for the other Provincial Govern-
raents,to_censider. the’pfoposed plah
of the New Brunswick 'govemment'
to close the happy hunting grounds
to campers and others against them,
The present drastic fire regulations
in Ontario do not seem to have had
much effect. So far  as we know,
there has been but one prosecution,
followed by punishment for careless-
ness, under them. It is up to the
campers and others to see that the
deprivation of their camps and g0 on
is' not- made necessary.

" DIRIGIBLES A FAILURE

THAT not for some time at any rate

can the dirigible airghip be con-
sidered safe and practicable tqr pur-
poses of commercial aviation is am-
ply evident from the disaster which
befel the ZR-2, the monster dirig-
ible, which was built in England for
the Nnited States, and which was
wrecked in the Humber River, with
a loss of over 40 lives among its
crew, on the ‘eve of its proposed de-
parture for America.

Dirigibles were found none too ef-
fective in the war, either, but to-
wards the end of the-campaign es-
pecially they were generally: discred-
ited as effective instruments of war.
A press despatch from Wash-
ington a few days ago,  recorded
views expressed by Ameriean Con-
gressmen, following upon thé“disas-
ter to the ZR-2, that the dirigible
would be of little use in possible
future wars. It is suggested, how-
ever, that with helium subsituted for
hydrogen, for inflation and lighting
purposes, the danger of disaster
would be greatly overcome. It was
the explosion of the hydrogen, cre-
ated by the breaking of one of the
great steel girders, that apparently
was responsible for the heavy ldss of
life in the tragic fate of the ZR-2.
Helium i8 not inflammable
hydrogen is.

where
Helium, too, is found
to have almost ds much, if not as
much, lifting power as hydrogen. In
connection with the possible use of
helium for dirigible uses in future,
u_ is interesting to recall that Pro-
fessor J. C. McLenan, of the Univer-
sity of Toronto, a former Stratford-
ite, while gerving as technical advis-

TAXING THE UNMARRIED

HE Georgia House of Representa-

tives, composed perhaps of hap-
pily: married men, has passed an act
t": levy a tax of $6 a year on every
-pefson in the state who is past the
age of 30 and unmarried. A bill to
make the rate $100 a year for bach-
elors and spinsters, and one for a tax
of $6500 a year on all couples married
three years and ciﬂldless, were con-
sidered as going a bit too far.

A tax of $6 a year is not likely to
have an appreciahle effect upon the
number of marriages; the legislat-
ors probably adopted it 'as a good
way to bring in revenue, while at
the same time expressing their views
on the desﬁabﬂity of marriage. Such
plans for stimulating the birth- rate
have been suggested 6ccasionally, but
heretofore have not been taken ser-
iously by many. .

It will be interesting to note how
the courts look upon this discrimina-
tion. A similar principle is a part
of the Federal and some state in-
come tax laws, since addttional ex-
emptions are granted to married per-
sons and to parents. This is on the
assumption that the married require
greater incomes, and the 'Georgia
measure might. be defended on the
same grounds,

KING GEORGE'S PROPERTY

(London Daily Express.)

The King's estates, which belong
to the Duchy of Lancaster, are scat-
tered over twenty-two English and
Welsh counties. The most valuable
portion, however, is that in the Counn-
ty of London, which has belonged to
the Royal Family ' ever since 1260,
when Queen Eleanor bought the Hos-
pital of the Savoy from the monks
and gaye it to her second son Ed-
mund, Earl of Lancaster.

Is there anything about that descrip-
tion "that puzzles you? It puzzled
‘countless readers, when it first. ap-
peared, and called forth a flood of
At last, we are’told by Albert
Bigelow Paine in his biography of
{Mark Twain, the letters grew so im-
posing in number, and were writ-
ten by such an intelligent class of
readers, that Mark Twain felt com-
pelled to' give the joke away. A
college professor wrote: ;
" *But what in hell is an oesopha-
gus? 1 Keep one myself but it nev-

", Jer sleeps in the “air or anywhere.

My profession is to deal with words,
and oseophagus interested me the
moment I lighted on it. But, as a
companion of my youth used to say:
“I'Il be enternally so-entefnally cus-
sed” if.I can make it out. Is it a
joke or am T an ignoramus?

In giving the joke away, Mark
Twain wrote “in reply to a Spring-
field Inquirer,” after quoting the let-
ter:

“Between you and me I was al-
most ashamed of having fooled that
man, but for pride’s sake I was not
going to say so., T wrote and told
him it was a joke.”

But the osophagus is not the only
joke in that famous paragraph.
There are several others. ;

This i8 only a sample of the de-
licious public “fooling” in which his
“yictims” as well ag Mark Twain de-
lighted. Another instance was the
request for ante-mortem obituaries
of himself, which appeared in Har-
per’s Magazine. He offered a prize
for the best—a portrgit of himself
drawn by his own hand.

As was to be expected, a flood of
Tesponses were received.

But there were two which gave
Mark Twain the greatest delight.
One wag: “Got up; washed; went to
bed.” This was sent in by a woman
and with it came a charming littls
esgay on the appropriateness of it,
citing all the possibilities the six
words hold.

The other was: “Mark Twain was
the only man who ever lived, so far
as we knew, whose lies were so in-
nocent, apd withal so helpful, as to
make th worth more than a Iot
of fossilized, eternal truths.”

His Greatest Work Work Was as the

Chairman of Toronto Har-
hor Board

TORONTO, Aug. Aug. 29.—His Honor
Lionel H. Clarke, Lieutenant:Governor
of Ontario, died shortly after 3 p.m,
today following a long illness.

He was appointed to the position
in November, 1919. Mrs. Clarke sur-
vives, also one daughter, Miss Diana.

An only son was killed in the war.

The appointment of Lionel Herb-
ert Clarke. to the Lieutenant-Govern-
orship of Ontario was a departure
from at least one. precs_glent The post
nad traditionally been regarded as a
place of honorable retirement for vet-
erans of the political arema. It had
crowned the political careers of such
men -as Sir Oliver Mowat, Sir Johnd.
Gibson, and most of the eleven men’
who had served in that position. Mr.
Clarke was  neither a declining
statesman mor even a politician. As
a young man in 1891 he stood as a
conservative candidate in North Wel~
lington for the House of Commons
against the late Senator James Mec-
Mullen and again in 1896 but he suf-
fered defeat on” both occasions. These
weére his only ventures into politics,
and a quarter of a eentury must hnve
all but wiped out the memory or
them. He was a buSiness man Wwho
had ' amassed a considerable fortune
while still quite young and at the
time of his appointment to Govern-
ment House (November, 1919) the
reason of his selection was not entire-
ly apparent. Mr. Clarke, however,
had qualities . of: heart and mind
which eminently fitted him for the
position. :

Born in Guelph, Ontario, on July
20, 1859, the son of Dr. William and
Clara  Pigott Clarke; Lionel Herbert
Clarke was educated privately and
at Trinity College School, Port Hope.
When: still a ‘young man he ‘started
up at Palmerston, in the grain snd
malt business but soon began to
look for larger fields, When about
thirty years of age he arrived .in
Toronto and launched out in a big-
ger ‘way, the business he had .estab-
lished in the smaller town. He or-
ganized the Canadian Malting Co.,
concern was as-
sociated with the ‘late 'W. D. Mat-
thews.~ These two men wére as-
sociated for many years in extensive
grain operations and both becate
wealthy. : ;

Mr. Clarke always took &n active
part in work of & public character.

Mr. Clarke’s greatest work of a
public nature wag probably his part
in giving Toronte a harbor worthy
of a great commereial ¢ity. The
waterfront plan on which between
fifteen and twenty million dollars

have alteady been expended was his'

idea, conceived it is said at a time
Wwhen, as an official of the Board of
Trade he found a ship loaded with
iron trying vainly zo find a place to
dock. He lived to see his plan d&-
veloped almost to maturity and re-
mained chairman of the ' ‘Harbor
Board from 1912 to the day of ais
death. He was also for eonsiderable
time, a member of the Toronto and
York Highways Commission.

For all these various activities in
the public interest, Mr. Clarke nev-

er accepted any salary. On one com-.v

mission on which he served, he was
entitled to railway fare, but he in-
sisted on paying for transportation
out of his own pocket.

“He was a fine man, one of the
real gentlemen cof the country,” said
Col. W. N. Ponton this afternoon
when told of te death of Lieut.-Gov.
Clarke, “I knew him . rather well
and was in England with him at one
time. I'm very sorry to hear of his
death.”

LONDON’S BIG FIRE.
Editor Ontario:

Sir,—In your issue of Aug. 24th
you reproduced an illustration of
London’s big fire and state: - ““One
of the biggest fires London has seen
for many years took place when
5,000 unemployed fired the lumber
yard of Messrs. J. Cliksten & Sons,
Ltd. The yard covers 21 acres and
was the largest lmmber. yard in ‘the
United Kingdom.” ;

If ‘it were true that 5,000 unem-
ployed fired this lumber yard, it
would be a serious ‘event indeed. But
the report of the same event in*“The
Christian World,” .publised in Lon-
don, Eng., August 11, is as follows,

If the selling price
of gold were increased, say to $40
per ounce, low grade mines in wvari-
ous ports of the world could operate,
and would operate at'a profit and
the security behind paper money in
the various parts of the. Empire
would experience a substantial re-
bound..

Mr. Sutherland spent more than a
year in England, and in view of the
negotiations he was carrying on for
the financing of the Davidson Con-
solidated Gold Mines, he had reason
to study even ‘He said that out-
siders had no conception of the se-
vere: manner in which finance and
commerce had suffered in the Old
Country.

LINDSAY, Aug. 26—A mourning
nation paid it highest henor and his
native ' town its last tribute to
one of Canada’s greatest sons when
the late Sir Sam Hughes was laid to
rest with full military ceremony here
today. /Never before had the town
given itself so freely to grief ‘over
the death of a citizen and the meas-
ured tread of the  troops and the
muffled drum symbolized the emo-
tions of the people. "

The entire town was in mourning,
business having been suspended by
order of Mayor O'Reilly and the de-
sire of all to pay the last farewell to
the ex-Minister of Militia.

Service at the Home

At the home of the late General
on Glenelg street, service was con+
ducted at 11.15 today by the Rev:
Dr. S. J. Shorey, of Napamee, and
Rev. Kennedy Palmer of- Ottawa,
representing the Orange Order. The
remains were then taken to the ar-
mouries on Kent street, where they
lay in state until twp o’clock. Thous-
ands passed by the' casket surround-
ed by a.weath of flowers, the tri-
butes of the government apd official
bodies and of private citizens, who
mourned the paqsmg_of a-true friend,.
and gazed for the last time over the
well-known features. -

From mid-day until after the fun-
eral the armouries were the centre
of a vast throng. The troops of the
45th Victoria and Haliburton regi-
ment of Lindsay, a town which made
such a noble record of service in the
late war, and of whom the late Gen-
eral was so proud, were given the
post of honor. Infantry detach-
ments ‘from the 46th Durham and
Northumberland Regiment of Co-
bourg and Port Hope, at one time
commanded by Sir Sam, four squad-
rons of Cavalry, a batter of 18-pr.
guns, military bands from Lindsay
and Kingston and officers and men
in uniform and in mufti represented
Canada, which had defended ecivil-
ization at Ypres and a hundrefl other
battlefields of France and Flanders.

Veterans. Join Mourners

Veterans of the South Africa cam-
paign and of the Northwest Rebel-
lion joined "in.the demonstration of
grief at the decease of the warrior.

At two o’clock the public service
began and at the close the casket,
covered with- the Union Jack was
borne by six stalwart soldiers to the
gun carriage on which it was placed.
The cortege was formed and moved
off slowly on the two mile long jour-
ney of the General to his final rest-
ing place at Riverside cemetery.
Thousands lined the streets with the
funeral mareh and the muffled druom
beat and #he drill, monotonous
tread of the troops and mourners,
the last tribute was pair. On every
hand was evidence of the universal
sorrow and esteem. ‘The - whole
scene resembled in its pageantry the
honors paid to the ‘warriors of old.
It was, however, paid to. him who
throughout had sturdily fought the
fight and passed through: the last
great conflict of all to the warrior’s
rest.

Orange Order Represemted

Orangemen were prominent in the
cortege. Many hundreds paying the
last respects to their esteemed
brothez.

As the cortege reached Riverside
cemetery along the Scugog a salute
of fifteen guns boomed and infantry
fired a salute over the Open grave.
The Orange ritnal was takem by
Grand Master Hocken.

Riverside cemetery is one of those
placid spots, 80 fitted by nature to
be the last resting place of a man
whose days were ‘80 full of energy.
Interment was made in the Hughes’
family plot.

He states
that ‘the qualification of electofs as
set out in Section 29 of  the Act
makes it a general rule that every
person in Canada, male or female,
is qualified to vote and. should be
ineluded in the list of voters for the
polling division in which he or she
resided, if he op she:

() Is a British subject, and

Solidity Sacriﬂced foi Speed

HULL, Eng., Ang. 28.—Workmen
engaged in salvaging the wreckage of
‘he ill-fated ZR-2 from the turbid wa-
ters of Hull where it fell with its
human freight on Wednesday even-

ing, employed powerfal cmnes today

to lift the skeleton of the alrship It

was believed that as soon as the
tangled frame-work of the dirigible
was raised it would be possible to
sécover the bodies of many of the
men who died when the dreadnaught
of the air collapsed and caught fire.

Sacrificed Soliditry for Speed

Structural fragility was the cause
of the destruction of the giant dirig-
ible ZR-2. This is the concensus of
opinion of the British experts.

It was pointed out that the air-
ship was designed for speed as a
fighting cruiser, and that too great
a strain was put on it by the severe
rudder tests® mecessary to prove the
vessel capable ‘of manoeuvring the
Atlantic air‘currents. 3

The fire and explosions are held
as a natural cofsequence to the
snapping of -the girders. The de-
signers, it was said, had sacrificed
unquestioned solidity to obt&in light-
ness for speed.

The British Air Ministry. has de-
clined to venture an official theory
for the disaster, but says the wreck-
age will be submitted to microscopic
examination by a court of inguiry.
This will begin in Hull immediately,
with Major-General Breck Popham
presiding.

The tital number of missing in the
wreck of the ZR-2 has been increas-
ed to 43 with the announcement that
the crew numbered 51. Including
the three bodies so far taken 4asnore,
the total of the death roll is 46. Ta2
wreckage is being remorselessly drag-
ged beneath the - treacherous guick-
sands of the Humber estuary.

Girder Gave Way.

The cause of the disaster to the
ZR-2, according to the, best informy-
tion obt,amabfe here in Howden, the|
base of the destroyed dirigible, was
the breaking of a longitudinal gir-
der amidships, made of an alumiaum
alloy, cutting the airship in halves.

An explosion of either hydrozen or

Yet this house is unique among
all the houses ift: the world—-it has
no rival-——because for 200 years his-
tory and many of history’s import-
ant decisions have been made there,
and. it will continue to be made
there. . This house is. No. 10 Down-
ing street. L
And. there would have been no
Downing street had it not been for
the second named graduate in Har-
vard’s first list of graduates in 1642
——Geo. Downing, No. 10 Downing
street was once his property a.nd he
gave it his name.
American: or not by inference, the
importance of 10 Downing street is
incontestable. -It is the official resi-
dence of the premier of the time be-
ing. The brasg plate on the doer
announces “The first ' lord of the
‘treasury.” It has done so since Sir
Robert Walpole first entered No. 10
F__4g that official—Nov. 10, -1735.
‘When first it was offered. to Walpole
as a residence ‘he 'was afraid to
accept it, thinking ‘it would be the
price of his allegiance, and he stip-
ulated it should always be the of-
ficial residence of the first lord of
the treasury. The premier may not
be that, he may hold other minister-
ial office, bnt 10 Downing street is
his ‘official residence, The present

the colonial office, the war depart-
ment and the admiralty are all with-
in ten minutes’ walk, and the houses
of parliament the same. Scotland
Yard 8 just around' the cormer of
Whitehall ‘and: Westminster *Abbey
faces the housés of parliament.
