Premier Kerensky issued an

Ottawa, Sept. 12.—The War-Time
Elections Act will be given the third
reading TFriday or early Saturday
morning. Unless the Opposition agree
to a reasonable diseussion * without
cbstruction the vote will be brought
on then by the application of closure
at every remaining stage. This wus
the polite ultimatum given by Sir

vesterday morning. The Prime Min-
ister’s statement was drawn forth by
a protest from F. B# Carvell, nf
Carleton, against “railroading” the
bill. Sir Robert asured the Opposi-
tion that the Government had no d=-
sire to shut off discussion, but it was
necessary to get the bill through
this week. The session was drawing
to a close, and the Senate had yet to
deal with it. Sir Robert pointedly
referred to the organized obstruc-
tion of Saturdav, and™provoked Mr.
Carvell into a warm repudiation of
responsibility for that spectacle.

Before the House adjournel notice
of closure was given, but it will not
be put into effect to-day if an agree-
ment is reached to give the bill third
reading this week.

The House put in the day discuss-
ing the various details of the meas-
ure., It was expected that Liberal
members would combine in a bitter
attack upon the Governmént's pro-
posals, but, while there was . criti-
cism of a kind it was couched in res-
trained language. The discussion
hinged chiefly upon the clause ex-
tending vote to women relatives of
soldiers, and led to a vote upon two
amendments, one by Dr. Neely, ‘sug-
gesting the adoption of the provineial
franchise entirely, thereby givinz
the vote in the coming election to all
women who have the provincial fran-
chise. The other, by Mr. McCraney.
of Saskatoon, proposing to give the
vote to all females, natural-boern
British subjects.

General Enfranchisement

Sir Robert Borden, in explaining
the position of the Government, de-
clared that he had not changed his
opinion that general enfranchise-
ment of women was desirable. De-
fore that counld be accomplissed,
however, it was necessary to have a
new natum]iz.minn law that would
deal with the ‘status of women.

“l wish to say, ‘‘added Mr. Ma-
grath, “‘that I have every confidence
in the desire of the coal dealers of
Canada to deal fairly with their cus-
tomers, and particularly those of
small means.”

Ordinary prices of coal advance in
winter time when the consumer
who cannot afford to purchase
in advance lays in his supply.

Mr. Magrath proposes to protect as
far as possible the small consumer
from r‘unnecessary advances, hence
the warning he is now issuing and
his determination to act drastically
if action is necessary.

“l recognize the' fact,” continued
Mr. Magrath, that selling coal is a
perfectly legitimate business and
that men engaged in that business
have in the great majority of cases
'been conducting it in an absolutelyle-
gitimate way. My policy as fuel con-
troller ‘has been to interfere as lit-
tle as possible with the business of
the coal dealer beyond encouraging
them in every possible way to get
in a sufficient quantity of coal to
meet the needs of their particular
localities. I am . confident
most of them are as fully alive as the
rest of us as to the duty of mutual
helpfulness ‘in these abnormal times
and have no thought of charging
prices that will yield them more
than a fair profit.

“I wish to appeal however, par-
ticularly to the dealers in our towns
and cities where large quantities of
coal are handled in small lots to
deal in a generous manner with the
smaller users of coal and'add as little
as possible to the heavy burdens they
are now carrying. I feel that these
people should get their eoal -at the
lowest possible rate consistent with
a very moderate profit to the dealer
and I have no reason to doubt that

would open the {this Will be a policy of the dealers.

The householder must have the coal
jand advantage should not be taken
jof his necessity. On the other hand
the householder should co-operate in
laying in his supply as soon as pos-
sible. Coal is something for which
he has to find the money.”

“I expect our fuel dealers to put
me in a position—without my hav-
ing to force the issue,—to say pub-
licly after this abnormal situation
passes away that no section of busi-
ness orgnization met their respon-
sibilities in more generous and pa-
triotic spirit than those engaged in
looking after the country’s fuel sup-
ply.

HSIN'S REVOL

Soldiers on Both Sides Fired
Into Air—Only About 50
Casualties.

Peking, Sept. 12.—Although fully
10,000 Republican soldiers partici-
pated in the bombardment of the
headquarters of Gen. Chang Hsumn,
the monarchical leader, in Peking,
3,000 of Gen. Chang’s troops resist-
the onslaught for about ten hours,
fewer tHan fifty persons were killed
and injured ih the fighting. Military
officerg stationed at the legations in
Peking are at a loss to explain the
small number of casualties in the
fighting on July 12th. Stray bul-
lets fell practically all over the cit¥,
and many small shells and shrapnel
were exchanged by the contending
armies. It is estimated that not less
than a milljon shots were fired in
all. The few casuakties among the
great number of pefsons exposed to
the random firing is undoubtedly due
to the fact that both sides were
shooting into the air without thought
of killing. ; .
Many féreigners who saw the virt-
ually bloodless battle, which resulted
in the overthrow of Gen, Chang
Hsun, say that the monarchial troops
and the republican forces had their
rifles against their hips and shot in-
to the air.

The firing began at 4.30 in the
morning on July 12, Chang Hsun had
his headquarters at his home in the
Imperial City about one mile direcily
north of the American legation.
Chang Hsun’s troops were scalterei
about his headquarters, and outside
the main gate a machine gun was
placed in a great pagoda command-
ing the gate. A large detachment of
Chan Hsun’s tropps also took re-
fuge in the Temple of Heaven, about
one mile south of the main city gate.

Perhaps
William had in mind.something more
than a top palace dedicated to Uly-
sses and Achilles, and that the old
Trojan heroes revived dreams of uni«
versal conguest.

The palace is of whate marble,
squarely and solidly built after the
Greek classical design, 'with the
suggestion that a German hand ‘had
modernized the old classical lines.
Along the middle front, facing the
sea, runs a deep wide marble gallery
or porch, and similar wide gallerizs
are at the eastern end where the en-
trance is located. The building is
three stories high, with a frontage
of about five hundred feet, and has
about one hundred rooms. including
ball rooms, state dining roms, a rov-
al chapel, and the suites of imperial
chambers. The marble columns nf
the galleries, the window cornices
and friezes along the front, are all
essentially Greek, and the whoie
nlace has the massiveness and ma-
jesty of a Greek temple.

Paintings by Vandal Hand
Entering the main hall it was not
clear whether one was in a palace or
temple or a museum. Immediately
to the right was the royal chapel,

“Christ Before Pilate” back of th2
altar. By an ingenious electrical

turndd onto the central figures cf
the fresco, giving them a sort of
Tuminous living effect, almost as in
a cinema, though it seemed a queer
contrivance for a chapel. One could
hear a murmur of ‘Boche’” run
among the visitors, indicating their
view that a vandal hand had put to-
gether this mass of fresco and ef-
fect.

Elaborate frescoes and mirrors
covered the ceilings and side walls
of the state dining-room. The sub-
jects were always drawn from Greek
antiquity, but the figures of dancinzg
nymphs and fawns looked rather
heavy, as though they were the big-
limbed people of the north, instead
of the fine and delicate creatures of
legendary Greece.

The grand stairway was of marble,
with black iron balustrade wrought
into curious shapes, showing the
German imperial eagles. This grand
stairway runs up three stories,
through garish yellow walls covered
with strange frescoes and painted
mirrors were. pointed out by some
of the visitors as an anachronism of
art.

The huge painting of the *“Tri-
ump of Achilles” occupies the post of
honor at the top of the grand stair-
case . It ig one of those striking pic-
tures, full of life and movement, like
Gari Melcher’'s “War” in the
Congressional library at Washing-
‘ton, and showing the same straining
thorses and men pushing forward to
the combat. Achilles is shown 'in
full panoply of war, driving his char-
iot-and dragging along the blondy,
prostrate body of his foe, chained to
the chariot wheel, with the rabble
howling at the spectacle.

Embargo on f'CmitiQ&l’Veget-
ables Does No ‘Extend to
This Compound.

The latest ediet ‘of the food cen-
troller that prevents-the sdle or pur-
chase of canmed vegetables betw-=2p
+he retailer.-and the consumer is caus-
ing considerable miunderstanding as
to the correct interpretation-‘of- the
megdsure.

The local grocers are clear as -io
the attitude of the controller to-
wards canned corn, peas, tomatoes
and string beans; but whether or npt
pork and beans'is included in the list
has caused some uneasiness. Omne lo-
cal whoeale house had informed’its
clients that pork and beans may re
sold if mixed ‘with ecatsup, tomat)
rauce or some other .like ingredient.
but that if beans alone constitute the
contents of the can, it must nof 'be
sold. As no special mention is made
in the decree regarding pork and
beans, other grocers of the city have
continued to sell them as-of yore. !

In Hamilton there has been quiic
a controversary im this regard:. The
groeers wrote to the Food Coniroller
and received a reply that they.con-
Isidered entitled them to econtinus
selling pork.and beans. The Chief of
- Police, however, being evidently very
enthusiastic, about the conservation
of canned .good, stated that he would
prosécute any merchant caught bell
ing baked beans.
