One hundred years ago Monday, at
10.20 a.m., the sainted John Wesley
died. At that'time he had 180,000
follewers, but Methodism to-day num-
bers a host of between 25,000,000 and
80,000,000, building churches at the
rate of four every day in the year, and
establishing colleges and schools
everywhere. In the American re-
public “the Methodist church leads
the forces of truth, with a membership
of 5,000,000 communicants, and over
15,000,000 additional adherents.
