Asa
board we desire to thank you for your
upiform courtesy to each and all
of us, for your interest in all
matters pertaining to our progress,
either financial or spiritual, for the
kindly snd sympathetic spirit you
have shown on all occasions, and for
the encouragment you have giyen us,
and in parting we wish to assure yon
that you are leaving friends whose in-
terest will not cease with separation,
but will follow you with kindly interest
wherever God may lead you, and we
trust and pray that He may abundant
ly bless and prosper you.

In concludiug, Mr. Knowlton moved
that the sentiments he had expressed
be conveyed to Mr. Hughes as voicing
the regret the board felt at parting and
their appreciation of the very satisfac-
tory way in which he had discharged
his duties. ’

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

Some r¢markable contrasts are fouqd
in the chapter from which our lesson is
taken, These contrasts, applied to the
effects of intemperance and temperance,
are:

1. Darkness, light (vs. 11, 13). The
intemperate love the darkness because
their deeds are evil (John 3. 19), and
their works are “works of darkness”
(v. 11). They seek the might for the
drunken revelry, the darkness to cover
their shame. Those who tempt or aid the
intemperate until they fall to the low-
est depths or meet an awful death, are
workers of darkness as well as those led
astray. John G. Woolley says: “A boy
is found dead at the foot of a stairway
or below a bridge, with a letter from
his mother, and a stained photograph of
a sweet, patient looking face in his poe-
ket. He is known to have been alive
and well, and drunk at midnight. “‘Who
killed this boy?’ cries the coroner,and we
from the thick cover, pipe like a quail,
‘Bob White, Bob White, Bob White is
the saloon-keeper; and when accused
he says and truly. ‘The Mayor gave me
leave;’ and we pipe up the mayor, who
defends himself by saying, ‘The legisla-
ture, which answers, and truly, ‘I am
the voice of the people crying jn the gov-
ernment: Prepare ye the way of the
liquor traffic; make its path straight
and respectable—or expensive, which is
the same thing’ So the coroner, the
judge. the legislature, and the voter
play blind man’s buff with murderers,
and Christian men are trying to draw
the ark of God in government, with a
license and an indictment, driven tan-
dem. For licenses for liquor sellers and
indictments for liquor murder, run alike
—‘in the name of the people, and of the
commonwealth’—and, for the purpose of
liquor trials, a criminal court, instead of
being a place where justice is Jjudiciously
dispensed, is become a place where jus-
tice is judiciously dispensed with.”
“Whatsoever doth make manifest is
light” (v. 13). The temperate are among
the “children of light” (1 Thess. 5. 5),
Christ is “the light.” Sober living has
no need of darkness to cover its deeds,
All is “clear as the sun” (S. of S. 6; 10)
to those who are to inherit that holy
city whose light is “clear as crystal.” =

II. Asleep, awake (v. 14.) Old Testa-
ment wisdom describes the drunkard as
one who “licth down in the midst of the
sea, or as he that lieth upon the top of
a mast” (Prov. 23; 34.) A seaman wide
awake does not find it easy to hold on
to the mast head in a gale; but to at-
tempt to sleep there is sure suicide.
Many a young man has put himself un-
der the delusive sorcery of strong drink
dreaming that he could take it or leave
it alone as he chose, only “to be swiftly
hurled into the drunkard’s hell. The
drunkard shuts his eyes to his peril; he
is asleep in the place of danger. He is
insensible to the sinfulness of sin, to the
precepts, or promizes or providences of
God. to the hope of heaven or the fear
of hell. He dreams that life's fleeting
pleasures are lasting, and that there is
no everlasting punishment. Or he dreams
of a future repentance, and forgets that
this night his sorl may be required of |
him (Luke 12; 20.) Oneo when the |
boiler of a steamship rxploded in  the |
night, one of the survivors was hurled |
into the air while asleop.  His sensation |
was that of being tranaported swiftly
and delizhtfully throveh the air, He |
awoke to find himself sinking in  the
waves, The drmnkard will one day
swaken from the illnsidn that he is fly-
ing toward heaven. to find that he is
sinking into hell.  Awake, O sleeper, be-
fore it is too late. Brlieve on the Lord
Jesus Christ (Aets 16; 31.)  Begin to
live (John v; 24.)

Even when the oven is quite right and
the pastry has been made moderately
rich, a woman will feel dissatisfied at
the appearance of a pie, ¥ because she
misses the rich brown gloss that she has
seen on pastry made by practical cooks.

’ Crop For the Farmer :

As was predicted a yeur ago, there hs
been a decided stortage of clover ue;
this spring. A little crop in Kurope, th
United States and Oanada caused the
stocks for this spring’s trade to be ab-
normally low, and this resulted in unus-
ually high prices for seed. :

At present the indications are that the
foreign exporting countries will not pro-
duce more than an average crop of clov-
er seed, and the Ontario supply is likely
to be short. In gome sections of Ontario
the clover was unoulx affected
bydnughtm n, and the amount
available this year for seed prodyction
may be limited. Much the same condi-
tions prevail over a considerable portion
of the clover seed p: area of the
United States; so that the yield
from the areas which were not seriousl
affected by the adverse weather -
tions last season is y heavy,
a shortage  of seed for next spring’s
trade is more than 3

In view of the conditions eited, the
advisability of w every available
clean field, or part of field, for clover
seed purposes is “Mud "

industry. Hence the necessity of taking
every possible precaution the

The first step in the

clover and grass

e cleanest possible seed. If this is
used on clean land and is followed by a
tho: system of weeding in the field,
the product will be clean. The field
weeding is of prime importance, al-
though it is often overlooked. When we
remember that every wﬁrowl weed, if
allowed to mature, 1 ce from
10,000 to 50,000 seeds, it will be readily
understood that the removal of these
plants must make a great difference in
the market value of the seed.

With red clover the best results are
obtained by turing or cu the
first crop early. This allows a stronger
second growth for the geed crop and also
lessens the danger of damage from the
clover seed midge. If the clover is pas-
tured, the stock should be turned off
early in the season and the field mowed,
in order to cut down the weeds and pro-
duce an even second growth.

Alsike and red clover may be harvest-
ed with a reaper or a. mower, with or
without a table attachment. If no table
attachment is used and the clover is
well ripened, it should be cut and rak-
ed when the dew is on, in order to pre-
vent shelling.

The cloveg huller is the best machine
for threshing alsike and red clover, but
the ordinary grain separator. will do the
work fairly well, if properly regulated.
The grain separator _will not hull the
seed as thoroughly, and. in conseqiiénce
there is more waste of good seed. unless
the straw be threshed a second time.
But the fact that there is no clover hull-
er available ‘should not deter farmers
from seving at least sufficlent seed for

thelr ewn use.

MURDER OF THE SEAL.

The Way the Animals Are Slaughtered
by the Hunters.

The ice echoes no footfalls, so the
murder of the seal is a stealthy act
Yes, it seems like murder. On the pan
lies a whitecoat alone. Up to it hur
ries one of the hunters, Lifting his
bat above his head, he measures the
distance; then, swinging downward the
fron shod point, he strikes the skull of
the seal such a blow that it is crushed
in as if of pasteboard. Tossing aside
the bat and whipping out the scalping
knife, while the creature is still quiver-
ing, with a swift undercut and two or
three side strokes the keen blade has
severed the hide and the layers of fat
beneath so they can be rolled into a
pelt, the hide holding the fat in its
folds. The next whitecoat is with its
parents. Their hide is coarser, but
worth having, so the gunner takes a
quick aim, lodging a charge of shot in
the head of the growling mate just at
the base of the brain. Here the skull
is thinnest. One of the batters stands
guard over the blowhole to prevent
the mother from escaping, while an-
other bats the cub. Then the female,
who would desert her offspring to save
her own life, is clubbed on the héad.
A few strokes of the knives and three
more bloody carcasses crimson the ice.
The pelt of the first seal is piled with
the other three in a pan. The flagman
sticks a flag by its side, and the hunt-
ers hurry forward, leaving the pelts to
be towed back to the ship when the
hunt is ended.

Thus the slaughter continues hour
after hour until nightfall only ends the
stroke of the bat and thrust of the
knife. If it began at daybreak the
field may be strewn with thousands of
dead seals, for if the pan of ice is
thronged with them, as is sometimes
the case, a hundred men will kill ten
times their number in a day, since most
of the seals are harps, which seldom
try to protect their young, and are
slain without attempting to defend
themselves.—Day Allen Willey in Met-
ropolitan.

A New Empire.
(Chicago Sunday Tribune.)

The new world of the twentieth cen-
tury is Canada’s fertile northland on
the Arctic slope. The Canadian prairie
Provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Alberta have nearly reached the
100,000,000 bushel mark of annual wheat
production, and there is also being pro-
duced nearly a million bushels of other
grains annually. The tract of country
from which this enormous yield of grain
is being produced is practically confined
to what has been known in past years as
the fertile belt. The limit of produc-
tion in this area-is far from being reach-
ed, In the country north of this is a
great clay Delt estimated to contain at
least 10,000 square miles, where all the
ordinary vegetables and hardier grains
can be grown. There are other sources
of wealth here. About eleven years ago
there was bored on the Athabaska, 170
miles north of Edmonton, a prospect
hole looking for natural gas. The gas
came in such force as to stop the opera-
tions, and this gas weli, the largest
known_in the world, has been burning
continuously ever since. Up and down
the Athabaska, above and below this
point, are remarkable deposits of tar
sands, as they are called, which, if util-
ized, would furnish paving material in
abundance, Moreover, there is imlispul‘,—
able evidence of enormous wealth 1
petroleum, which is oozing out as it has
done through centuries has caused these
strange deposits. In the vicinity of the
tar sands, along the Athabaska, also
are extensive deposits of salt, where it
ean be taken from the surface in great
masses, pure white. Along the banks
of the lower Mackenzie for many miles
are great areas of burning coal. When
the giscoverer of this river, Sir Alexan-
der Mackenzie, passed down about 1789

the same coal was burning, and it never
has stopped since. 'The country is so
large and so little known that mo one

To Clean Files.

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World’s Deepest Bore Hole.

The deepest bore hole in existence,
we are told by Prof. Louis, of Lond:n,
is at Paruschowits, in Upger Silesi,
and is 6,573 feet deep; it began witn
a diameter of 12.6 inches and finishe I
at 2.7 inches. It is easy to imagine
the difficulty of boring 80 small a hole
to the depth of one and a quarter
miles. The engineers could not have
reached the depth, so it is stated,
without usi annesmann . weldless
steel tubes for boring rods, which
shows ths dependence of mining ypon
the allied arts. The writer goes on:

“Bore holes such as these are now
always made by means o* the well
known diamond ‘drill, which brings up
a core of the rocks passed through,
and thus affords positive information
respecting them. Unfortunately, the
only kind of diamonds suitable for
this purpose, the dark opaque stones,
sho! no distinct cleavage, known
in the trade as ‘carbons,’ are scarce
and proportionately dear, so that
diamond drilling is now a costly oper-
ation; I have, however, good grounds
for saying that we are within meas-
urable distance of seeing such ‘éar-
boas,” or at any rate ‘boot,’ produced
artificially. or rocks of moderate
hardness these diamonds have of late
Keuﬁ been replaced to some extent

“At the request of Governor Hughes,
and under the instructions of the
united New York delegation, I move
that the nomination of William H. Taft
for the Presidency now be made unami-
mous.”

Senator Penrose, of Pennsylvania,
Senator Beveridge, of Indiana, and
William 0. Emery. of Georgia, the
colored delegate who seconded the
nomination of Foraker, also seconded
the nomination of Secretary Taft. The
nemination was made unanimous. The
convention then adjourned to 10 a. m.
to-morrow, when a candidate for Vice-
President will be nominated.

As tired and fretful as most of the
delegates were, they wanted to go on
and nominate the candidate for Vice-
President, so they could start for their
homes to-night. But the managers of
the convention decreed otherwise.

The distinctive features of the ses-
sion to-day were two uproarious ef-
forts te stampede the convention for
Roosevelt, and the oversight by which
QGovernor Hughes’ name was not for-
mally presented in nominatiom.

The storm to stampede the conven-
tion for Roosevelt came from the gal-
leries. The 980 delegates sat as if
nailed. B

Great is Uncle Joe.

Probably no convention hall in the
world was hotter than this one when,
at 12.45 p. m., Henry Sherman Boutell,
of the Ninth District of Illinois, clamb-
-ered aboard the platform to nominate
Uncle Joe, otherwise the Hom Joseph
G. Cannon, Speaker of the House of
Representatives, for President. That
great audience, numbering to-day
nearly 20,000 persons, was in a grand
swelter. The lean people enjoyed it,
and the fat folks swore under their
breath. The average delegate and th
averagee visitor, man or woman, used
up hardkerchiefs by the score. Little
Mr. Boutell, Uncle Joe’s glorifier, is
small enough to put in  your pocket.
He is of the lean kind. Tn speaking of
the capabilities and availabilities of Un-
cle Joe, Mr. Boutell did not turn a hair.
His collar and linen were as matchless as
the virtues which he declared Uncle Joe
possessed: In Mr. Boutell’s glowing
words Uncle Joe was almost too good
for earth, and yet not quite good en-
ough for heaven,

Boutell mentioned all the renowned
Republicans of that party, ending with
President Roosvelt. At the mention
of the President’s name there were
wild howls from the gallery, which
turned into continuous applause from
nearly all parts of the convention. It
made the Taft people nervous, so much
go that ex-Governor Myron Herrick]
of Ohio, sitting at the head of the dele-
gation, ten feet awav from Boutell,
erfed: “Go on, Boutell, go on.” And Mr.
Boute!l resumed his speech, which had
been interrupted by the Roosevelt dem-
onstration.

The Nomination of Taft.

Fairbanks and Hughes were succes-
sively nominated. Then followed Ohio,
the Buckeye State’s turn to bring.for-
ward Secretary Taft, and when Molloy
called the name of the State there was
a burst of cheers that could have been
heard a block away. It was spontane-
ous and voluminows. It was direct,
crashing and thunderous.

When Theodore Burton came forward,
he had to stand on the platform three
and a half minutes before he could be-
gin his speech for Taft. The delegates
created the tremendous scene for the
War Secretary. The galleries were
quiet. The delegates, in their howls and
vells, and cries of all kinds, gave the
first enthusiastic demonstration for Taft

" that has been witnessed here,

When Burton ended there was a scene
that lasted 24 minutes.. Texas floated
a standard, to which was tacked a pair
of trousere, with a huge girth, with this
legend: “As pants the hart for cooling
stieam, so Texas pants for Taft.” The
Ohio men were upen their chairs wav-
ing flags and a great blue silk banner,
labeled “Our Candidate.” The band far
dewn the convention hall began to play,
but its tones were like whispers, be-
cause of the din. The New. Yorkers
were all up and cheering for Taft. The
galleries remained silent.

Then came a march of the standards.
Arkansas led off. Grasping the stand-
ard of the State, an Arkansas delegate
began the march around the enclosure
where the delegates were seated. Mis-
souri followed, and then in quick suc-
cession came Oklahoma and North Caro-
lima. and then Governor Herrick, grasp-
ing 'the Ohio standard, joined the par-
4de, and behind him came Virginia, Min-
nesota, Kansas, Conmnecticut, Washing-
ton, Alabama and Towa, South Carolina
joined in, so did West Virginia, Tennes-
see, the Philipl)ines, Mississippi, Porto
Rico, Idaho, Arizona, Hawaii, Wyoming,
Nebraska, Nevada and there was an in-
describable medley of shouts, cheers and
ol tnows

piaudits. As the merch of erwest.

the standards proceded, the uwellingl
cries became a rhythmical unison of
“Taft, Taft, Big Bill Taft.” - Great
bunches of pink peonies were thrust into
the arms of the marchers. They waved
the standards aloft, and swung the
peonies above their heads, and contin-
ved to refrain “Taft, Taft, Big Bill
Taft.”

The band, high up4n the loft, began
to play Julia.Ward ‘Howe’s “The Battle
Hymn of the Republic,” and a great
swelling chorus took up the patriotic
hymn. Enthusiastic admirers. of Taft
brought in a pieture, a tremendous one,
and so big was it that Senator Lodge
ordered it to be taken out again. It en-
cumbered the scene. It was grotesque
to a certain extent in a scene which,:
while volcanie, was still brilliant in
color, =

There were cries of “Sit down, sit
down,” but it was impossible to end the

! scene. The band switched to’'“Marching

Through Georgia,” and other patriotic
airs, and the tumult was even louder.
All this went on for 24 minutes.

The tumult dying away from exhaus-
tion, and because of the gavel str.okes
of Chairman Lodge, George A. Knight,
of California, big voiced, big framed, in
one of his spread eagle speeches which
have been heard from California to
Maine, seconded the nomination of Taft.

Attempted Roosevelt Stampede.

The call of States for nominations
over, there was a real effort to
stampede for Roosevelt. It was start-
ed by John A, Seibert, of Springfield,
1ll. Fastened to the handle of an um-
«brella was a picture of Roosevelt, which
Seibert raised aloft. He was imme-
diately behind Senator Lodge on the
platform. He was in a splendid posi-
tion to face that great assemblage. As
he waved the picture of Roosevelt
slowly up and down, just as Mrs. Car-
son Lake waved her sunshade in the
effort to stampede for Blaine in the
Minneapolis convention in 1892, there
were cries all over the convention for
Roosevelt. The refrain, “Four, four,
four years more” was taken up and
swelled and resounded until a great
American flag bearing the picture of
Roosevelt was brought in the gallery
just behind Senator Lodge. This awak-
ened more shouts, more yells, more
cries for Roosevelt. It was pandemon-
ium let loose. But the delegates sat
there ao if they were nailed to their
chairs, The Wisconsin men were ‘he
only exception. Senator Crane and ex-
Governor Herrick, as the din rose in
volume, climbed upon the platform and
begged Senator Lodge to stop the de-
monstration, if possible. John Molloy,
the bassoon-voiced secretary of the con-
vention, attempted to start4he roll call.
He could not be heard ten feet from the
platform. The volume of sound was tre-
mendous.  The President, through the
audiphones, could hear it away off in
Washington. At times the demonstration
sounded like the boom of crashing
breakers ou the oceanside. But it was
lasting too long for the comfort of many
in the convention. Senator Lodge, arasp-
inf his gavel firmly and pounding it with
all his might, declared “The call of
States for nominations has been ended.
The States will now vote on the
various' candidates.” He was not heard
five féet from where he spoke. Molloy,
grabbing a megaphone, rushed out to
the edge of the platform and roared
through it: “Alabama.” You could
‘not hear what Alabama said; you
couldn’t hear what anybody said.
Senator Lodge rushed out to where
Mollow was and cried: “Keep it up;
keep it up. This has got to stop.” So
Molloy roared through the megaphone
again for Alabama to answek, But
Alabama ‘eould not be heard, and the
chairman of the delegation had to go
to the platform and announce the vote
of the State for Taft. At this Molloy
announced through the megaphone
Alabama’s vote, and the Ohio delegates
began to shout. They howled for “Taft,
Taft, Taft,” and Herrick cried: “Give it
to ’em. Give them some of their own
medicine.”

Powell Clayton, for Arkansas, had
to go to the platform and announce the
vote of the State for Taft and Molloy
roaved the vote through his megaphone.
The Ohioans repeated the tacties and
as the megaphone  business was re-
peated for California and Delaware and
down to Georgia, the chairman of the
delegations being compelled to go to
the platform to announce the votes of
those States, the delegates had got in-
to swinging cheera and these rolling
plaudits had a quieting effect on  the
Roosevelt stampeders in the gallery. By
the time Idaho was reached the Ohio
tactics in sending volley against volley
had practically quelled the Roosevelt tu-
mult. But it broke out again instantly
and all told lasted 24 minutes. :

BALLOON RACE

Under War Conditions Great Suceess
In Germany.

Bochum, Prussia, June 22.—The long
distance balloon race, under conditions
of war, has resulted very succegsfully.

The confession was
repeated by the last witness called for
the Crown at the preliminary heari
before Police Magistrate Hare this af-
ternoon, and it was -sprung upon a
crowded court room with dramatic sud-
denness. Up to that point the hearing
had proceeded without anything more
definite being adduced against the ac-
cused than that he had been heard to
say on more than one occasion that he
would get even with John Mero, the
proprietor of the Queen’s Hotel,' and
that Mero stated he saw the accused
in the hall of the hotel after the alarm
of fire had been given. That evidence
was probably enough to necessitate the
commitment of the prisoner for trial,
but when Chas. Crossitt, bailiff of the
district Division Court, made his drama-
tic statement there could be no doubt
as to what action the Magistrate would
be compelled to take. *

Crossitt in his evidence told how he
happened to pass along the street while
the hotel was still burning. Naturally
he was interested and stopped to watech
what was doing. Chance placed him
next to Buckborough, now a prisoner,
charged with a crime, which, if he ecom-
mitted it, is one of the most dastardly
in the dark history of crime. Crossitt
related his brief conversation with Buck-
borough. He said: “I said to Buckbor-
ough, ‘It’s a pretty sad thing,’ and he
said ‘I done it. I told him' (this with
an oath), that I'd get even with him."”
