“ Wo rxoueo no one ol our Irixli 

countrymen who attempted, il any one 
did attempt, to interrupt the infamous 
Orange procession on Wednesday, July 
12. Tlimio whom that proceiotiun wan 
intended to iiiNull, and to provoke to 
breuk tho peac e, aliouM have staid away, 
aa most of them we believe did. and re 
trained from appearing in tho Mtreet*, 
either aimply to *ee or to Interrupt the 
procession. And yet it cannot l»o denied 
that Irish Catholic* had a* good n right, 
if it come* to that, to throng the streets, 
a* the Orangemen, and a* much right to 
hoot and hisa the procession, ns the 
Orangemen had to outrage Irish Catho­
lics by playing insulting tunes. A pro 
ceeflidii outplaying Dam era and playing 
time* insulting, and intending to insult, 
a considerable class of peaceful citizens, 
and to provoke them to a public distur­
bance, lias no moral or legal right to 
parade the streets of a city. They are 
tho real disturbers of the peace, and as 
such arc answerable to the police.

" Wo do not agree at all with our 
brethern of tho city press. To talk of 
the rights of tho OrangtMiien to parade 
the streets, and to pretend the authori­
ties were bound to protect them, is non­
sense. No class of citizens have the 
right to form processions and march 
through tho streets for the very purpose 
of insulting another class, and provoking 
a public disturbance. That seek was 
tho aim ami intention of the Orange pro­
cession no man in his senses vnu doubt 
The procession had no other end than to 
insult the Catholic Irish and to provoke 
a riot. So far were the pqlicc from being 
bound to protect them in their disorderly
UT UJ0*p#«W,T JjafthtWl H» “"pî mTV*lmL
and it waa Governor Huffman’* duty, 
instead of revoking Superintendent 
Kelso’s order, to have sustained it with 
the whole force at his command if neces­
sary. Tho police authorities look the 
legal and common sense x icw of the 
case, and wo regret the order was not 
carried out.

"If our own friends were to propose to 
furm a procession and inarch through 
the streets for the purpose of insulting 
any other class of citizens, and creating, 
or likely to create, a disturbance, the 
police would be bound, not to protect 
them in doing wrong, but to prevent 
their carrying their purpose into effect, 
and prohibit the procession. The police 
would not interlcrc with the liberty of 
the citizen in so doing, for no citizen has 
the right to do anything of the sort. No 
man has the right to do, in order to grali- 
ify his own feelings, anything that lie in­

Tiro Uoutcmuit Governor has not failed 
to give his most attentive contidcration to 
the Memorial in which you request him to 
withhold his signature from tiro Railway 
Contract* now a Iront to he entered U]ron, 
and to summon a *|wa ial Session of Parlia­
ment, in order that the Tenders for tiro con­
struction of the lLiVwuy may In* suhmiUvd 
to the la<-gislaturv, and that tiro Iscgitiature 
may have an early opportunity of coimider- 
tngttmsn |*onfon*'or tfio Tn*ai> of W*tiiiit£- 
ton which affect the interest* of this Colony.

2. Tlie Lieutenant Governor has come to 
the conclusion that ho cannot with proprie­
ty comply with your request.

S. The Act authorizing the construction 
of tiro Railway was passed in tlie legisla­
tive Council hy a majority of 8 to 4, and in 
the House of Assembly by a majority of 18 
to 11 ; nnd by your own showing, judging, 
that is to say, from the signatures attached 
to the Memorial, tho present Government 
sill command majorities in Iroth braneliei 
of the Isî^islature. Moreover, were Parlia­
ment at till* moment In Session, tiro respon­
sibility of dealing with the Tenders and 
Contracts would rest, according to tiio Act, 
with tiro Executive Government, and not 
with tiro Legislature. This being so, and 
having regard to tho circumstance, that no 
Contract can lie entered into by Govern­
ment for the construction of tlie’ Railway, 
conditioned for tho payment of any greater 
sum than that authorized by tiro Legislature, 
tiro Lieutenant Governor does not consider 
that there exists any sufficient necessity for 
inviting the Legislature to amend the Act— 
the only means by which tho contracts 
could be brought under its control—and as­
sume functions which tiro Executive Govern­
ment have 1>ccb called upon, by law, and 
are now nlrout to jrorforiu.

4. Tlie Lieutenant Governor entirely con­
curs with von in thinking it most advisable 
that this Colony should lw enabled to avail 
itself at once, and during the present fishing 
season, of tiro advantages which are propos­
ed to l>c conferred tvjron it by the Treaty of 
Washington. But for this, a s|icciul Session 
of the legislature will not he required, for 
the Lieutenant Governor has much satisfac­
tion in informing vou that arrangements 
have been made between Her Majesty's 
Government and that of the I’nited States, 
in which tho Government of this Colony 
have already concurred, which will have 
the effect of securing the very desirable re­
sult which you advocate in the present Me­
morial.

The persons who are about to be evicted 
Wo the Mullagh tenants, and the land 
lords who are abont to dispossess them 
We two brothers named Kcena. relatives 
Y>f an eminent ecclesiastic of tho Catholic 
^Church, who, I need acarccly say. is 
Nlceply gained by tlic procccdi .g. It is 
not the usuifcl case of eviction—needy 
tenante unable to pay their rents, and 
inexorable landlords, who must have 
'Them. The Mullagh tenants are admit­
tedly respectable, solvent and industri­
ous ; able and willing to pay their rents.
Why then eject them, is the natural ques­
tion T For the purpose simply of taking 
up their lands arid consolidating them 
into a vast pasturage farm. The spirit 
of farm consolidation has been working 
«o long and so effectually in the County 
•of Meath that for miles no human habita­
tion is to bo seen, and scarcely a culti­
vated field—nothing but well led cattle 
grazing on tho fat postures around. 1 
walked four miles here jester Jay, through 
the heart of tho County, and 1 did not 
nee a pleasant cottage on the whole 
route. Those who composed tho de­
monstration on the hill came chiefly from 
other portions of the Count)' of Meath, 
for, as ono of the Rev. Speakers observ­
ed, * there is little or no population in 
the immediate locality of Mullffgh Hill, 
where there is nothing to l»c seen but 
vattlo roaming about ainf fattening on 
the land intended for God Almighty’s 
people.’ There were two musical bands 
on the ground, and th-.ugh the weather 
Was most inclement, a vast multitude 
gathered around the platform which was 
r reeled on the summit of the hill. The 
Chairman of the meeting was the Rev.
John Duncan, P. I\, Tiiin, and the plat 
form was occupied by a host of Catholic 
Clergymen, the Protestant Rectors of 
two districts in tho County, arid large 
iiumbers ol respectable farmers. Hap­
pening to get into conversation with one 
«I the Catholic Clergymen, 1 observed 
to him Lliat, under the recent I,and Act, 
the eviction of the Mullagh tenants 
would bo a very expensive proceeding,
<is all the parties should receive compen­
sation for disturbance, and his reply 
was, that it could be done for an expen­
diture of about £ 1.000, and as in this 
case tho landloid is wealthy and desires 
to got the land, expense is no considera­
tion. NVc all thought that after the 
passing ol the L ind Act we would see 
lio more evictions from caprice, ur to

rmuisli tenants lor voting against the 
andlord, or with tho object of consul! 
dating a number of small farms. The 

case of the Mullagh tenantry, however, 
shows that we were too sanguine in this 
direction. RnaoUitum* wero at
the meeting, declaring that the tenants 
of Ireland do not enjoy anything lika. 
adequate protection Irom capricious 
eviction, under the much vaunted Tenant 
Hill of Mr.Gladstone ; and denying the 
rightof any proprietor to evict capricious­
ly, from their old homes, industrious and 
solvent tenants. It was also resolved 
to establish a “Tenant Protection Asso­
ciation.” Amongst the Speakers were 
Mr John Martin, M. P. fur Westmeath, 
uud Mr. P. J. Smythc, M. P. for Meath.

•* The question of Homo Government 
for Ireland is advancing steadily, as 1 
Fomo time ago prophesied it would.
Not only are tho English newspapers 
writing about it (contrary of course) but 
the English Parliament is talking about 
it, and here at homo the subject is grow­
ing wonderfully. The first annual meet­
ing of tho “Home Government Associa­
tion,11 which was held on Monday even­
ing in this week, showed uninistakeable 
pvogease.

FRANCE

The Dublin Freeman received by the 
lost mail says : The result of the 
French elections is of u character which 
must bring consternation to both Fiohs- 
dorf and Uliislcburst.

J tho Republic of prudence, which M.

while around dynasties and kingdoms 
and empires were passing away. In 
the ideal Republic which M. Thiers 
hopes to found, there would bo freedom 
without license,order without despotism, 
and authority without a king. It is ns 
far removed from tho mad anarchy of 
the Commune as from the gilded but 
soul crushing despotism of the Second 
Empire. It is for this Republic that at 
the îeccnt elections Franco declared, 
with no faltering voice. It may be that 
her choice was directed not so much by 
a pcr.chant for this creation of the fertile 
mind of the wonderful old man who for 
half a century has played so great a part 
in French history, as the dislike enter­
tained fur the various pretenders fo the 
throne. Defeat would, indeed, have 
wrought a strange revolution In the 
lionpfKly spirit of France if ehe would 
willingly ic stoic the sceptre to the ruler 
so intimately associated with her great 
disgraces sml disasters, to the runagate 
of Spichcrcn, tho captive of Sedan. 
Then, the Princes of the House of Or­
leans have to a great extent forfeited 
their popularity by consenting to post­
pone their claims to those of a Prince 
of whom little is known save that his oc­
casional manifestoes give strong evi­
dence that he has not relinquished those 
despotic principles which cost his grand­
uncle his head and his grandfather a 
throne. The République Sage, then, 
alone remains as a rallying ground for 
all Frenchmen of moderato and calm 
views. If M. Thiers and his friends can 
carry out their bold idea, if they can re­
concile liberty and order, two long dis 

ned in France, if they can still the 
cry of faction and bring peace to their 
suffering fatherland, they will have 
earned the gratitude and sympathy of 
the world.
