Venerable brethren, beloved child­
ren, health and the apoetclio 
benediction,

Frequently in the course of 
our Pontificate, moved by the sac­
red duties of Our ApoeTolio Min­
istry, We have had to complain of 
and protest against acts de'rimental 
to the Ohnroh and religion oom-

has become so profound and exten­
sive through economic depressions 
in Italy. These things We have 
recommended several times, especi 
ally in two Letters which we ad­
dressed to the Roman people on the 
15th of October, 1890, and the 8.h 
of December, 1892.

It pleases (Ja to be able to state 
here that Onr exhortitants fell upon 
fertile ground. Through your gen 
erous efforts, venerable brethren, 
and those of the clergy and faithful 
entrusted to you, satisfactory a,a
salutary effects were obtained, from 

aaitted by those who, owing to well- whioh.it war -easy to
known changes, are at the head of 
public affaire in Italy. We regret ne*r 
having to do this again for a most 
serious cans'-, which fills Our soul 
with profound sadness, We speak 
>f the recently decreed suppres-ion 
>f so many Catholic institutions in 
various parts of the peninnela. This 
undeserved and unjust measure has 
lioited the condemnation of every 

honourable person, and in it we see, 
lo Our great griqf, a compendium 
and renewal of the (Hals endured in 
former years. Although it is a 
matter well known to^you, vener­
able brethren. We think it oppor­
tune to recall the origin atd neces­
sity of these institutions, the fruit of 
Onr solicitude and yonr loving care, 
in order that all may understand 
the thought that inspired them, and 
the religions, moral and charitable 
design to which they were directed.
After.the rain of the temporal 
power of the Pope, the Ohnroh’s 
elements of life and action, its 
natural and secular influence in 
public and social arrangements, were 
gradually taken away, jly progres­
sive steps which were systemized 
they closed monasteries and con­
vents j by the confiscation of ec­
clesiastical goods they dissipated 
the greatest part of the patrimony 
of the Church ; they imposed mili­
tary service op clerics j'they fetter 
the liberty of the ecclesiastical 
ministry by arbitrary and unjust ar­
rangements ; by preserving efforts 
they sought to remove the r- jigions 
end Christian impress from all the 
public institutions; they favoured 

worship,
and whilst the most ample freeddm 
was granted to the Masonic sect, 
odious intolerance an:l vexations 
were reserved for that religion alone 
which has ajwaya been the glory, 
protection, and strength of the 
Italians,

We did not fail to raise QUr voice 
againat these serions and repeated 
attacks. We complained of them 
on epoount of Qur holy religion ex­
posed to the greatest dangers ; We 
complained of them also—and We 
say this with all the einoerity of 
Our heart—on account of Our conn 
try, because religion is the source of 
prosperity and greltness for the 
nation, and the principal foundation 
of every well-regulated society 
And, in fact, when the religions 
sentiment which elevates and en. 
nobles ihe soul and deeply impresses 
upm it the ideas of jnstioe and 
honour, ia weakened, man declines 
and abandons himself to savage in­
stincts and ma’erial interests; 
whence follow, as a logical result, 
rancours, divisions, depravity, oon 
flints, and disturbance of order, for 
whtoh evils sure and sufficient rente 
dies are not to be found either in 
the severity of the laws or the harsh­
ness of the tribunals, or the use of 
armed force itself. To this natural 
and intrinsic oonnpotion between 
religions decadence and the develop­
ment "of insurrection and disorder 
we have often called the attention 
of those with whom reels the 
formidable responsibility of poWer, 
pointing out in public documents, 
addressed to the ItaVan people, the 
progress of socialism end anarchy 
and the endless evils to which they 
exposed the nation. Bat We wqte 
not listened to. Wretched sectarian 
prejudice blinded the inti l'igenoe, 
»nd the war against religion was 
continued with the same intensity. 
Not only was no safeguard pro­
vided, but in books, newspapers- 
schools, collegiate chaire, associa, 
tiona and theatres, they went on, 
spreading far and wide the germs 
of irréligion and immorality sapping 
the principles by which the strong 
and honourable customs of a people 
are formed, and diffusing maxims 
from which inevitably follow the 
perversion of the intellect and the 
corruption of the heart. We ^hen, 
venerable brethren, seeing the future 
of Oar country dark and full ot 
perils, believed that the moment 
had oome to raise Qur voice, and 
We said to the Italian Catholioo : 
Religion and society are in danger ; 
it is time to exert all your activity, 
raising * .barrier against the en- 
reaching evils by means cf woids, 
works, associations, committees, the 
press, . congresses, institutions for 
pharity and prayer, in fine, -afi the 
peaceful and legal means which are 
adopted to maintain the religious 
sentiment and to rem ive that un­
happy counsellor, misery, which

greater reeèUa would follow in the 
future. Hundreds of associa­

tions and committees arose in var­
ious parts of Italy, and to their un­
wearied zeal were to be traced rural 
bank-, economic kitchens, economic 
booses of rust, institnliors for 
popular entertfim mente, soeitiee for 
catechetical instruction, for the as­
sistance of the sick,. the care of 
widows and orphans, and ao 
many other beneficent establish­
ments, which called forth the 
gratitude and blessings of the 
people, and often received' well- 
merited praise from men who differ 
fiom Us. And the Catholics, ac­
cording to their custom, in display­
ing this laudable Ohristian zeal, 
having nothing to conceal, acted in 
the light of open day, and always 
kept within the law. But then 
took place the painful oocurr.moe* 
Which accompanied by tumults and 
the shedding of citizens’ blood, 
brought disaster to several districts 
in Italy, No one suffered more in 
mind or wag more disturbed than 
Vye at this sad sight We thought, 
however, th-t at the beginning of 
these outbreaks and struggles be­
tween brethren, those who have the 
direction ot public affairs woull re­
cognize the unhappy but natural 
fruit of the evil seed scattered ao 
widely and for such a long time 
scattered with impunity throughout 
the whole peninsula ; We thought 
tba’, going back from the ejects to 
the causes, and profiting by the 
bitter lessons received, they would 
return to the Christian standards ol 
social order by aphjob nations are 
restored, if they are not to ba al­
lowed to perish, and that therefore 
they would hold in honour the prin­
ciples of justice, probity and re­
ligion, to which are to be mainly at­
tributed even the material welfare 
of the people, We thought at least 
that, in 1 >oking for the authors and 
accomplices of these outbreaks, they 
would seek them amongst those who 
oppose Catholic teaching, and, 
through naturalism, and scientific 
and political materialism, stir up 
every kind of inordinate cupidity 
amongst those who, under cover of 
sectarian gatherings^ conceal evil 
designs, and take np arms against 
order and the security of society. 
And indeed there were hot wanting 
even in the can/p of the enemy some 
elevated and impartial minds who 
understood, and had the praise­
worthy courage to proclaim publicly 
the true causes of the lamentable 
disorders.

B, vii ne of 
thee principles and standaids it is 
1 iwful for Catholics, like all other 
citizens, to enjoy freedom of com 
bination for the promotion of the 
moral and material welfare of ibeir 
n ighbora and for the practice of 
i.iety and religion. It was then ao 
arbitrary procedure to diesel?o so 
many beneficent Catholic institu­
tions, which exist peacefully, and 
are held in respect in other oour.

Nor must we omit to eay how 
pernicious these measures are to the 
interests of the multitude, the pre­
servation of society, and the welfare 
of Italy. Through the suppression 
of these eocietiee the moral and ma­
terial misery of the people, which 
they sought by every possible means 
to alleviate, has been inorea’ed, and 
the body politic is deprived of a 
powerful conservative force, for their 
organisation itself and the diffusion 
of their principles formed a barrier 
against the subversive theories of 
socialism and anarchy ; lastly, the 
religious conflict has been greatly 
inflamed, a ooefliot which all men 
free from aeotarian passion know to 
be supremely disastrous to Italy, 
whose strength, power and unity it 
breaks up. We are not unaware that 
the Catholic societies are accused of 
endenoies opposed to the existing 

political regime in Italy, and are 
therefore regarded subversive. This 
mputa'ion is founded on a misun­

derstanding pqr^oeely created and 
maintained by the enemies of the 
Church and of religion, lo make it
appear to the public that there is 
groqnd feuytheir unjustifiable oatra designs to" make Tt moie^iffloïk and

Hut great was Our surprise and 
grief when We learned that under 
an absurd pretext, ill disguised by 
artifice, they had the anflaoity, in 
order to deceive public opinion and 
to scarry out a premeditated par. 
pose, to make against Catholics the 
ridiculous accusation that they were 
disturbers of pufilio order, and to 
oast upon them the blame and the 
harm consequent on the seditious 
risings of whieh several districts in 
Italy sfere the theatre. And Qm 
grief increased when arbitrary and 
violent acts followed, and we 
saw many of the principal and 
ablest Catholic journal* suspended 
or suppressed, paroohia! and diooeean 
committee* proscribed, meetings 
with regard to ooogreeees dispersed, 
some institutions rendered useless 
and others threatened, amongst 
thee* those which bad solely for 
tSelr object the increase of piety 
amidst the faithful or public and 
private benefiienoe j and when We 
saw liariqlesi and well-deserving 
societies dissolved in great numbers, 
and thus destroyed in a few Stormy 
hours the patient, charitable, modest 
Uboqr of many years, of many 
noble intellects, and of many gen. 
erous hands. But these heinous 
aud hateful measures absolutely 
contradicted its previous declare, 
liana. For it had long represented 
the population of the Peninsula as 
of the «âme disposition, and al­
together at one with it in its révolu, 
tionary and anti-Papil work, but 
now all at once it gives itself the 
lie by having recourse to extraordin­
ary expedients, in order to suppress 
ao immense number of associations 
scattered throughout Italy, and this 
for no other reason tbaq heoaqse 
they ahovfefl thenqselves well dis­
posed and devoted to the Ohqrob 
and the cause of the Holy See. But 
these m -asures were opposed, abuve 
all, t) the principles of justice and 
the very standards laid down by

by men above suspicion, who have 
ipenly declared that it ia a^rave 

mistake to provoke a conflict with 
that preat institution which God 
established in Italy, and which waa 
and will always remain her chief and 
incomparable source of pride, a won­
derful institution which dominates 
the whole course of history, and 
through which Italy became the 
fruitful educator of people, the 
head and the heart df Christian civ­
ilization. Of what fault, then, are 
the Catholics guilty when they yearn 
for the end of the long quarrel which 
is the cause of the greatest evils to 
Italy in the social, moral and politi­
cal order ; when they ask that the 
paterna' voice of their Supreme Head 
should be listened to—that ydroo 
whioh-has so often claimed the '"re­
paration that is due and which has 
shown the incalculable good that 
would result therefrom to Italy ? 
The veal enemies of Italy must be 
sought elsewhere. They must be 
sought amongst those who, moved 
by an Irreligious and sectarian spirit, 
close their hearts in presence of the 
evils and dangers that weigh upon 
their country, reject every true and 
effective solution of the Roman prob­
lem, and endeavor by their heinous

oism of these eocietiee. We desire 
that thie misunderstanding should 
bê removed once for all. The Italian 
Catholiee, by virtue of the immu­
able and well-known principles of 

their religion, eschew all conspiracy 
and rebellion against the. public 
authorities, to which they render 
dne tribute. Their conduct in the 
past, to which all impartial men can 
render hqnorable testimony, is a 
guarantee of their oondnot in the 
future, and this ought to be sufficient 
to a«sure to them the justice and 
liberty to which all peaceful citizens 
have a right. Move than this, being, 
owing to the doctrine they profess, 
the strongest supporters ot order, 
they are entitled to respect, and if 
virtue and mepit were adequately 
appreciated they would also have a 
right to the regard and gratitude of 
thoee at the head of public affairs. 
But the Italian Catholics, exactly 
because they are Oatholios, cannot 
renounce the deeire' that their Su­
preme Head should be restored to 
his necessary independence and hie 
entire liberty in » fall and effective 
manner, this being an indispensable 
condition for the freedom of the 
Cathofio Church. Upon-- this point 
they will change their opinions 
neither for threats nor for. violence 
They will hear with the existing 
state of affairs, but ae long as this 
wiB aim at the downfall of the 
Papacy through a. conspiracy of all 
the anti-religious and soo'arian ele­
ments they can never, without vio* 
luting their most sacred duties 
agree to uphold it by their adhesion 

support. To demand front the 
Oatholios a positive co-operation in 
maiutnining the present state of 
affairs would be unreasonable and 
absurd, since It would then be no 
longer lawful for then»., to obey the 
teachings and precepts of this Apos­
tolic Bee, and they would have to act 
in opposition to it and pursue a dif­
ferent line of oopdqot from that fol­
lowed by Catholics of all other na 
tiona. lienee it ia that in the pre­
sent condition of affaire the action of 
the Italian Church, keeping a;art 
from politics, concentrates itself on 
the fieli of social and religious ac­
tivity, and shake to improve the 
moral tone of the people, to make 
them obedient to the Church and ita 
Head, to remove them from the 
dangers of socialism and anarchy, to 
instil-into them respect for the prin­
ciples of authority, and lastly, to re­
lieve their wants by numerous woi ke 
of Christian charity. How, then 
rao the Catholics be called enemies 
of the country, and be confounded 
with the parties tha1 assail the order 
and security of the Stcte^

Such calumnies fall to the ground 
when viewed in the light of common 
sense. They are based on this ide> 
alone; that the fate, nnity end pr 
pority of the ration consis's i t • 
deeds done to the detriment of lb. 
Holy See—-deeds which aredepl tied

more troublesome. To theee, and 
no others, should be attributed the , 
rigorous measures whieh have been 
adopted towards so many Catholic 
associations ; measures which grieve 
us deeply for a higher reason which 
regards not only the Italian Cath­
olics, but thoee of the entire world. 
They bring out more clearly the 
painful, precarious and intolerable 
position to which we have been re­
duced. If some incidents in which 
the Catholics had no part have been 
sufficient to cause the suppression of 
thousands of harmless and bénéfi­
ciant works despite the guarantee 
aff >rded by the fundamental laws of 
the State, every impartial man and 
every man of common sense will un­
derstand what ia the value of the 
assurances given by the public auth­
orities for the freedom and indepen­
dence of Qur Apostolic ministry. 
What, in truth, ia Our liberty when, 
after having been despoiled of the 
greater part of thi ancient moral 
and material resources with which 
the Christian ages had enriched the 
Apostolic See and the Church of 
Italy, We are now deprived even of 
those means of religions and social 
action which Our solicitude and the 
admirable zeal of the Bishops, clergy, 
and faithful had brought together 
for the protection of religion and the 
benefit of the Italian people ? What 
can be the pretended liberty afforded 
Ua .when another occasion, another 
pretext for going etill further the 
way of violence and arbitrary deal­
ing, and for inflicting new and 
deeper wounds on the Church and 
religion 7 We oàll this Attention of 
Our Italian children and thoee of 
other nations to this state of affaire. 
To both, however, We would say 
that if Our sorrow Is great not less 
great is our courage and Our oonfl. 
dence in that Providence that gov­
erns the world and watohee eon. 
etanily and lovingly over the Church 
which is identified with the Papacy,

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The results of Grit rule cor­
rectly summarized by the Brant­
ford Courier as f<51 lows : “ Grit 
organs are boasting that the Do­
minion Government will have a 
surplus for the last fiscal year of 
$1,500,000.

The above figures show the 
largest revenue on record and the 
greatest total expenditure since 
the old C. P. R days.”

On the 15th, Rear Admiral 
Gerard Noel, commander of the 
British naval forces in Cretan 
waters, issued an ultimatum to 
Edhem Pasha, thq Turkish Mill 
tary Governor of Crete, demand 
ing that within 48 hours he should 
deliver up the ring leaders in the 
recent outbreak, surrender the 
fort and ramparts commanding 
the town, and disarm Mussulman 
troops. On the following day an 
aide-de-camp of Djouad Pasha 
boarded the British flagship and 
informed the Admiral that thirty- 
nine houses from which the Brit-, 
ish troops had been fired on had 
been demolished, and one hundred 
and thirteen ringleaders of the 
disturbance had been arrested. 
A later account said that fifty- 
three of the ring leaders who had 
been arrested had been delivered 
to the British Admiral. The lat­
est indications were that the 
whole ultimatum of the British 
Admiral would be complied with 
The British Military detachment 
occupied the entrance to the forts 
and were likely to occupy the 
town.

But all this can be, and, indeed, 
ought to be, overlooked in the pre 
sence of the fact that Mr. Mulock has 
benevolently cut down the rate on 
English letters and is going to pay 
the difference himself I ” 'Upon 
this the Halifax Herald renSedtf as 
follows : If “I William Mulock,” 
were really paying the cost of the re­
duction out of his own pocket, bis 
puffery bureau could hardly indulge 
in more besloberment over him than 
it does. But as a matter of fact, it 
is the newspapers that will have to 
pay the cost of the reduction in post­
age to Great Britain. At Christmas, 
the postage on letters to Great Brit­
ain will be reduced ; and on New 
Year’s day the postage on Canadian 
newspapers will go into effect. So 
that Mr. Mulock is simply robbing 
Peter to pay Paul. He is trying to 
work up a great boom for himself be­
cause he has cut down "somewhat the 
postage between Canada and Great 
Britain, but never mentions the rath­
er important fact that the whole cost 
of that reduction is taken out of the 
pockets of the newspapers of Canada 
and their readers.

The Dreyfus Case Again

Advices from Paris plainly in 
dicate that the excitement con­
sequent upon the Dreyfus affair 
has not only not subsided, but 
that it has not yet reached its 
height Nay more, it is not im­
possible that a crisis in the affairs 
of France may be the final result 
Saturday last, it was rumored that 
the Cabinet, with the exception 
of General Znriingen, and possibly 
one other member, were convinced 
of the absolute necessity of-a re­
vision of the Dreyfus case. On 
the heels of this came the intelli­
gence that President Faure caused 
it to be rumored that be would 
resign if such revision 
granted. This has been 
preted to mean a desperate expe­
dient on the part of France’s 
President to get rid of Brisson’s 
cabinet and, at the same time, of 

' revision. Bat such action on the 
part of the President in directly 
interfering with reponsibility in 
the Cabinet would be unconstitu­
tional, and if successful would be 
the act of a dictator. This would 
probably lead to grave results. 
In any case, it seems evident that 
President Faure has made himself 
the champion of the army, who 
are willing to place arbitray 
power in hie hands to avoid any 
exposure that a revision of the 
Dreyfus case would entail. A 
military coop d’etat would be one 
way of suppressing revision, but 
it would be a very unfair and

arbitrary method. Another stage 
in this complicated affair was 
reached at a Cabinet council held 
on Saturday, at which the Presi­
dent presided. No intimation is 
given that President Faure, as 
previously rumored, spoke of 
resigning ; bat it was decided to 
submit the defence in the Dreyfus 
case to a commission to be selected 
by the Minister of Justice. The 
Minister of war, and the Minister 
of Public Works left before the 
council adjourned. This was inter­
preted to mean that they did not 
agree with their colleagues in the 
matter and intended to resign. 
Later on General Zuriingen sent 
his resignation to Premier Bisson, 
in the following words : “ I have 
the honor to beg you to receive 
my resignation as minister of war. 
An exhaustive study of the papers 
in the Dreyfus case has convinced 
me too fully of his guilt for me to 
accept, as the head of the army, 
any other solution than that of 
the maintenance of the judgment 
in its entirety.” General Chanoine 
has been appointed minister of 
war in succession to Zurlinden. 
It will thus be seen that whatever 
the final result, there has been- 
a sufficient number of charges in 
the ministry of war. Right on 
the heels of this comes the rumor 
from London, whether true or 
false, that Ester hazy has escaped 
from France and is hiding in 
London. This rumor further says 
that Esterh&zy admits a number 
of the documents against Dreyfus 
were forged. Another sensational 
report is to the effect that Dreyfus 
has escaped from his prison on 
Devil’s Island and is in hiding in 
South America, awaiting a fav- 
orible opportunity to return to 
France. There is no confirmation 
of these reports. To crown all, 
and to add to the confusion and 
excitement, the Duc D’ Orleans 
has issued a manifesto, de­
nouncing the partizans of Dreyfus. 
He accuses the ministry of seek­
ing a revision of the case while 
convinced that Dreyfus is guilty, 
under pretext of calming the pub­
lic for their own profit He con­
cludes his manifesto, in these 
words : “ Frenchmen, we are
masters in our own country. 
Your servants, subject to occult 
and pernicious powers, presume 
to impose upon you the will to 
which they submit under pretext

Advice» were received in London on 
the 16th saying that a terrible hurri­
cane has swept over Barbadoee, in the 
Windward group of the Leeeer Antilles.
Two hundred persons were killed and 
40,000 rendered homeless. According 
to the latest reports from St- Lacis, the 
storm which broke upon the island 
Sunday night, the 11th, developed al­
most unprecedented violence, being ac­
companied by a tidal wave and tremen­
dous rains. Numerous landslides were 
caused and many houses, bridges and 
cocoa estates have been destroyed. At 
least twelve lives have been lost.
Guadeloupe, the French island in the 
Leeward group, has experienced very 
heavy weather. Nineteen deaths are 
reported and there have been destruc­
tive landslides. A boat from the island 
of St. Vincent, a hundred miles weat of 
Barbadoes, arrived at the island of 
Granada, and reports that St. Vincent 
has experienced the most violent and 
destructive cyclone ever known there.
Kingston, the capital of St. Vincent, is 
totally destroyed. It is estimated that 
300 lives have been lost in that island 
and that 20,000 people are homeless 
The bodies of the dead are being buried 
in trenches. Thousands are starving 
or being fed at the public .expense. The 
amount of property destroyed in St.
Vincent cannot yet be estimated. Every

A Menace to Canada-

E. L. Godkin, editor of the New 
York Post, possibly the only 
really high-class metropolitan 
daily in the United .States to-day, 
rather deprecates the idea of an 
Anglo-American alliance being of 
a lasting character. The sudden­
ness of the bidffi of the idea makes 
many thougblfnl men consider 
that its end may be equally as 
unexpected. Mr. Godkin admits 
that there is good reason for this 
suspicion. He says :

To my knowledge, one of the 
members of the commission ap­
pointed by President McKinley to 
arrange terms of peace with Spain 
at the time of our dispute with 
England over the Venezuelan 
boundary said he was in favor of 
pacifying Great fjritain for the 
time being. “ Let ns take two 
years,” he said, “ and then declare 
war without giving our reasons.” 
This remark was made with de­
liberation and forethought.

Meanwhile the Americans are 
taking advantage of Britain’s 
guileless confidence to secure 
through the Quebec commission a 
revocation of the clause of the 
Ashburton treaty limiting the 
number of war vessels on the 
upper lakes to two gunboats. 
This clause has been one of the 
greatest safeguards that Canada 
has possessed. As long as Canada 
could control the lakes in war 
time she was comparatively safe 
from invasion as far as Ontario 
and the eastern provinces were 
concerned, while the fact that 
Britain could, on the breaking 
out of hostilities, send a fleet of 
light draft gunboats, torpedo de­
stroying and torpedo boats all the 
way np to Duluth and Chicago

The governor of Barbados has renewed 
his appeal to the old country for aid 
He cabled that three-quarters ofj the 
population are without shelter and food 
and that they are crowding into the 
populous centres which, he explains, 
will not acoomodate their own inhabi­
tants. Qprgoes of food have been 
ordered t« supply the immediate wants 
of the sufferers, but the relief most be 
continuons and moat be kept np for a 
long fige to come.

Tee British ship Loanga, of 1,447 
tons, Captain Dodge, from Rio JzZZlTC, 
and t£e American bark Grace Lyn­
wood, of 692 tons, Captain Gilley, from 
New York for Port of Spain, both lying 
at Barbados when the recent hurricane 
arose, were blown ont to sea and have 
not been heard of since. Farther losses 
have been sustained, principally to 
coasters.

The hurricane which swept the 
Windward Islands was encountered by 
the Norwegian steamship Avons, which 
arrived at Philadelphia on the 16th. 
Captain Froetsd, the g aster qf the 
Avons, states that there were baro­
meter indications before the storm 
struck tbeveeael, and he was, there- 
ftkemotr Unprepared to meet it, hot it 

to heave the vessel to to 
avoid 'befioue consequences. The seas 
struck heK.from the southeast, after­
wards there WM an intergieeion of a 
dead calm lasting for six hours. After 
this the hurricane raged with renewed 
vigor. Captain Froetsd believes that 
many vessels foundered and will never 
be heard from.

The Norwegian ship America, Captain 
Dahl, from Quebec for Qreeuock, Scot­
land, with a large cargo of lumber, was 
wrecked in mid ocean by a hurricane, 
oo September 4th, her crew of 18 men 
being rescued by the British steamer 
Marengo and landed in Boston on the 
14th. The America left Quebec on the 
19th and had good weather until Sep­
tember 3rd, when a gale from the east­
ward sprang up and by night was blow­
ing a hurricane. The ship labored hard 
until some of her stays parted and her 
main and tnizzan topmast crashed over 
the side. The crew "of 18 men were 
saved.

The British bark Buteshire, of St. 
John, N. B., was totally wrecked on the 
14th, on the soqth coast of Chandelonr 
Island, near Mobile, Alabama. Captain 
Curtis and crew were saved. The ves­
sel was bound from Buenos Ayres to 
Ship Island god was Insured.

The fiftieth anniversary of the Sis­
ter Superior Marie de la Oroix was 
lat:ly celebrated in the prison at^nt- 
werp. Every member of the admin­
istrative force was present, as weil as 
all the prisoners. M. le procurer du 
toi, in his address, complimented the 
Sister on her half century of devoted 
and unwearying service. “In your 
difficult and ungrateful mission," he 
said, “ you have never allowed your­
self to be dejected for a moment, 
bringing to your work the most per 
feet tact, charity and love of God and 
your fellow-men. On your breast 
shines the cross of the Order of Leo­
pold, the civic cross, the gold medal. 
The Government can do no more for 
yon. But I realize that no earthly re­
ward can affect an angel of goodness 
like you. It is from your conscience 
and your faith that you derive your 
admirable unselfishness and abnega­
tion."

In order that the poor of Rome 
might have some cause, 'however 
slight, to remember his feast day, Leo 
XIII. directed that 18,000 francs be 
distributed to the poor—5,000 francs 
to poor priests and 13,000 to the poor 
people. The sum is small, but the 
means of the Pontiff are very restrict 
ed aod he himself may be said to live 
on the alms of the Catholic world.

Important Items-
Cardinal Sembratovicz, Archbishop 

of Lemberg, whose death wes record­
ed some weeks sgo, was the hundred 
and twenty-third wearer of the red 
hat removed by death during Leo 
Kill’s papacy. Of the hundred and 
seventeen Cardinals created by the 
present Pontiff only fifty survive.

The old female prison of St. Laz­
are, Paris, now disused, is not to dis­
appear in its entirety, like its male 
colleague of Mazas. It would have 
been a jiity indeed, for the building is 
a historic one with many memories 
connecting it with the religious his­
tory of France in the first part of 
the seventeenth century. It was form­
erly a Lazirist convent, and in it can 
still be seen the cell of St. Vincent de 
Paul, where the great apostle of char­
ity passed the last twenty-eight years 
of his life and died in 1660. It has 
been tranformed into a chapel and is 
religiously kept by the Sisters of Mary 
and Joseph, who had charge, of the 
prison. Not far from the cef is al 
so the bell which King Louis XIII. 
presented to the saint. This bell 
is still tolled daily for the convent of 
the nuns, which is bard by, and used 
also to be tolled for the exercise of 
the prisoners when St. Lizare 
still a jail.

As yet only echoes reach us of 
what the members of the twenty-sixth 
national pilgrimage to Loudres Lave 
been doing by the banks of the Gave 
during the last few days, says a Paris 
correspondent. The contingent of 
sick borne thither this year was i,soo. 
The “ white train ” had its three hun­
dred. Numbers of Parisians who 
will never have the privilege or per­
haps the wish to go to Loudres have 
been able, nevertheless, by personal 
observation to understand something 
of the marvellous episode of the na 
tional pilgrimages. Crowds were at 
the Gare d'Orléans watching the pil­
grims off, seeing the moving hospital 
as it rolled away bearing with it every 
variety of human suffering. There 
was no discordant note, no scoffing 
at religion. The point was particu­
larly noticed by representatives of the 
Catholic press. The mind was div­
ided in arVniration between the faith 
of the sick pilgrims and the heroic 
abnegation »f those who waited on 
them. The Little Sisters of the As­
sumption, beneath a broiling 
sun and in an atmostphere charged 
with hospital odors, were to be 
seen gay and calm, flitting hither and 
thither, thinking of everything, and at 
last taking their places in the crowd­
ed compartments wwktresses of the 
situation. Some had bee din quest 
of milk, others of piHows, and others 
of delicacies for the most necessitous 
of their patients. Not less admirable 
was the conduct of the ‘ brancardiers’ 
and of ladies doing the work of the 
Sisters of Charity in lay attire. Some 
of the 1 brancardiers ’ uê men of the 
highest position. Here and there at 
the Gare d’Orleans they were to be 
seen setting the litters and bearing in 
their strong arms to the train some 
frail piece of humanity who seemed to 
have but a breath of life. Among 
these men intent ou alleviating hu­
man suffering was M- Rolland-Gosse- 
lin, whose young wife was burnt to 
death at the charity bazaar last year 
Among the “ Dames Hospitalières " 
may be mentioned the Countess de 
La Croix-Laval, Mdlle. Calls and the 
Comtesse de Jumilhac. A woman 
on a litter, unable to move and wait­
ing to be put in the train, struck the 
eye of a Catholic journalist, M. Le 
Roy. He raid to her; “Courage, 
my poor woman ; you are going to be 
cured." “ I know it, was the reply, 
calm and confident. As one of the 
trains rolled nut of the station the 
first strophe of the Credo ” burst 
from thousands of voices. “ I did 
not know there was so much faith in 
France," said a Spanish journalist in 
reference to the national pilgrims 
at Lourdes.

Insurance and Finance Chronicle, 
published in Montreal, has the follow 
iog: Without knowing aught of the 
Lord Mayor of Belfast, it would be 
safe to say he realizes how great is 
the danger to any one engaged in the 
rescue of the drowning. From some 
of the ghastly stories told by the su- 
vivors of the French steamship La 
Bourgogne, may be-obuined a faint 
idea of the strength of the grip of a 
drowning dying man or woman, Tis 
worse than the clutch of poverty, aud 
more difficult to shake off. But Pat­
rick Morris, a Belfast printer, living in 
London, is one of the many plucky 
Irishmen who in the effort to preserve 
life thinks nothing of tbp possible 
peril to himself. He was present at 
the disastrous launch of the battleship 
Albion, in company with a number ol 
merry-making Londoners. When the 
terrible accident occurred and the 
Thames claimed dozens of victims 
from the spectators of the launch, 
this brave Irish printer furnished those 
present with an instance of the hero­
ism and self-sacrifice which when dis­
played eo the battlefield gains fgr its 
exponent the coveted Victoria Cross. 
Patrick Morris plunged again and 
again into the river, filled as it was 
with the poor drowning London holi­
day-makers, ready in their fight for 
life to clutch, cling to, and possibly 
strangle a rescuer, aod each time he 
saved a life. Testimony to bis brav­
ery came from those who know that, 
although any substance will swim 
whose specific gravity is less than that 
of the fluid in which it is immersed, 
there is slim chance of the swimmer 
when seized by a drowning person. 
The members of several swimming 
clubs subscribed for a gold watch, aod 
the same was presented to Morris, of 
Belfast, by the Lord Mayor of that 
city, who very justly remarked that the 
cross so much coveted by soldiers bad 
often been presented for actions less 
heroic than those of this Irish printer, 
at the launch of the battleship Albion.
