The enthusiasm of Sicilians about
Aectoa is quite intelligible alter coe
has seen Aetna and the positicn it
occupies in Sicily. The mountain
really fills the whole eastern part of
the island, not so much by what it
occupies as by what it dominates. It
iz 10 850 feet high, the highest burn-
ing mountain in the world. If covers
a surface area ol 465 square miles,
sittiog on a base which in shape {s al-
most a perfect circle and measures
nioety miles in circumference.

Actoa has the form of a truncated
cone, the regular and graduallly slop-
ing sides of which sfford admirable
opportunities for agriculture fo the
lower altitudes. These slopes are
broken by but one immense gash in
the mountain side towards the east,
which is called the “Valley ol the
Ox."” Suobsidiary cones arlse in its
upper regions to the number of two
hundred, It is, therefore, far greater
as well as more terrible than Mount
Vesuvius, Its size, bowever, removes
the crater to a greater distance from
the cifies below.

ALWAYS A RAGCiG VoLOANO.

From the old Latlo authors we
koow that Vesuvius was harmless
even in the time of Augustus; and
that cattle were then grazidg wihin
its extinct crater, Not so Aetna
which has been a raging volcano as
far back as history has any records
To the imagination of the ancient
Greeks it was the forge of Valcan,
the god of fire. In the nineteenth
century there were nineteen eruptions,
an average of one every five years.
Ooe of great violeace took place only
two years £go.

It can easlly be imagined, there-
fore, how Aetoa never allows the
Sicilians to beoome forgetful of its
existence. What a Siollian fellow-
traveller said about its climate is lit-
erally true. Some Arctic snow can be
always found on its summit, and at
its base the roses bloom in January.
