These are large sums for a
population of 9,000,000, and sug-
gest rather sharply that we can
not well go much farther in that
direction. - That, view m accentu-
ated when “customs, mumcnpal
and other forms of “direct and
indirect taxation are added to the
reckoning.

It will be seen at a glance that
the agrarians, or farmers, got off
very lightly. With an average
of $36.74 for those who paid at
all, and contributing but 1.45 per
cent. of the total, they must be
compared with the mext lowest
class, employes, who bhad an aver-
age of $101.25 and made up 26.74
per cent. of the whole amount of
the tax.- In a fact of that nature
we see, not so- much the relative
ubility to pay, as the.difficulty of
reaching a class’ which avoids
book-keeping - for the mpst - part
and bas a method all_its own
when it makes any attempt at
accounting at all. When a farmer
is permitted to set up his own
capital acconut, and charge him-
self with income only after he has
deducted seven per cent. from his
earnings for interest on invest-
ment, a liberal allowance for de-
preciation, & further sum for re-
fertilization, and a tidy amount
for his own labor, it should not
be surprising that few of them
show a credit balance over and
above the $2,000 exempted.

With the professional class, as
with the large class defined as
‘ employes,” who are for the most
part men on salaries or commis-
sions, it is different. Their income
is ascertainable to a penny, and
they are taxed accordingly. The
same thing is true of merchants
and_manufacturers, who keep ae-
counts after approved methods.
They: therefore pay on all over
the preseribed exemption. Assfor
thosa who do not keep bocks, the
tax collector must trust to -their
conscience, and is would seem as
if he does so very largely in vain.
At all events, ng one could assume
for a moment that. only 194,257
persons out of a total population
of nine millions earn over $2,000
ayear. If it be taken for granted
that there are 2,000,000 earners
in the Dominion, it "would follow
that not quite one’in a hundred
rise to that status. It cannot be
true. So that we see a premium
put ou concealment and a penalty
on-frankness. Yet such a result
is probably inseparable, in some
degree at least, from any scheme
of assessent which' could be
devised.

In view of what is happen-
ing just now.in the political
realm, the foregoing facts with
vespect to the income tax are
highly suggestive.
