'THE COMET.

Editor. Eyening Telegram.

Mr. Editor,—A notice appeated. in
some of the local papers which con-
ta}ns some errors calculated to lead
persons astray who may be searching
for the comet.

1st—The Comet will not “hit the
earth.” It will pass at the trifing dis-
tance of fifteen millions of miles from
us. It is likely that the tail may
sweep through our atmosphere, but it
will do no harm. There may be a
shower of meteors, nothing more, ex-
cept.an unwonted illumination of our
atmosphere on May 18th.

Until May 18th it is useless to look
“in the western sky” for the comet.
The comet will appear about the 13th
of this month, but in the south east
and .low down towards the horizon
and only for about an hour before
dawn. After sunrise it will be lost
to view, until the 18th May, when it
passes between the earth and the
sun. After that it will be an evening
star and may be visible in the “west-
ern sky.” We here shall not see it
passing the sun as it will pass it after
sun set. It will be so seen in the
Pacific Ocean, as it will pass the sun's
dise when it is daylight in that section
of the world. H.
