LONDON. March 31.

Although a week must elapse be­
fore many collieries will be reopened, 
even if the miners’ decision jp favor­
able to a termination of the strike, 
indications’ are Afforded by the bal= 
lots thus far taken that a large major­
ity of men will vote for a resumption 
of work. This enables the country 
to face with comparative equanimity 
the prospect of contiffuance for anoth­
er week of the industrial dislocation. 
With hardlV any exception the lead­
ers of the miners are counselling men. 
to vote for resumption, although in 
some countries the balloting is going 
contrary to this advice. The figures 
so far received show a great prepon­
derance in favor of settlement. The 
balloting in North Wales was com­
pleted this evening, and although the 
figures are withheld, it is known that 
an overwhelming majority is desir­
ous of returning to work. The miners 
of the Forest of Dean district have 
adopted a resolution to return to 
work on April 1st. The ranks of 
non-union workers in Scotland have 
received large accessions. From sev­
eral colleries which have reopened a 
number of steamer^ on the Firth cf 
Forth have succeeded in obtaining 
coal enough to leave port with car­
goes, but elsewhere many vessels are 
lying idle. At Cardiff, Barry and 
Penarth there are more than 2(9 
steamers laid up.

What’s in the Air?
On the order paper of the House 

of Assembly to-day we find the fol­
lowing

NOTICE OF MOTION.
Hon. Minister of Justice—“To ask

leave to introduce a Bill to amend 
"The Election Act 1889.’ ”

This is a strange course of action 
on the part of the Government. It is 
remarkable on account of the time at 
which the leave is being asked, viz., 
at the close of the session.

In ordinary course one would ex­
pect that the /decision to amend the 
Election Act, if any amendment was 
necessary, would have been taken 
before the Legislature was called to­
gether, and that an announceme'nt of 
that intention would have been made 
in the Speech with which the Gov­
ernor opened the Legislature.

But for some cause that course was 
not pursued, and although the House 
has now been in session for nearly 

'Seven weeks, no intimation was given 
to the House until on the eve of the 
close of the session.

One may reasonably ask what is be­
hind these dark doings? Sir Robert 
Bond, the Leader of the Opposition 
pointed out when the Estimates came 
up for discussion that no provision 
had been made for the Elections; that 
it would be necessary to provide for 
the taking of the Voters' List this 
summer^and that the Government was 
asking for no money to do so.

On March 16th we commented on 
these matters m part as follows:

"The Premier, Sir Edward Morris 
however, declared that i* w-.s not the 
intention of the Government to have 
a Revision of the Voters’ Lists this 
summer and that there was no need 
to make provision for it this session

This announcement puts the Pre­
mier and his colleagues of the Execu­
tive Council in an extraordinary posi­
tion. Is the Premier a dictator who 
Is above the law? Do the members of 
the Executive Council constitute a 
political oligarchy, which can disre­
gard a statute laid down for their 
guidance? The last Revision of Vot­
ers' Lists was held in the summer of 
1908.

Now, section 9 of the Election Act, 
1889, sets forth that—

V'At the Courts of General'or Quar­
ter Sessions of the Peafce, to be held 
In the several districts of this Island 
at such times and places as the Gov­
ernor shall, by bis Proclamation ap­
point, the Justices at such Sessions 
shall, once in every four years, make 
out lists of all the inhabited places 
within their Respective districts, and 
shall assign to each of such Justices 
within such district a particular di­
vision thereof, within which such Jus­
tices shall act in procuring and revis­
ing the lists required by this chapter; 
and such Justices shall give orders 
or instructions in writing to Such per­
sons asy they may appoint to make 
out alphabetical lists, according to the 
form of schedule A to this chapter, of 
all persons entitled to vote at any 
election of a member of the House of 
Assembly, who reside at such places 
or within such limits as such Justices 
may, by such orders or instructions 
assign to such persons respectively, 
and of all persons who shall claim to 
be Inserted In such lists. Every per­
sons as they may appoint to make 
on such duties, Shall be sworn faith­
fully to perforrm the same before any 
Justice of tha^geace.”

It will be observed that a duty is 
imposed upon the Governor person­
ally of issuing a Proclamation for 
making and revising Voters’ Lists 
once in every four years.

Under the Statute the Governor 
mugt issue a Proclamation shortly 

-for the making and revision of Vot­
ers' Lists this summer. But his Min­
isters, speaking through the Prime 
Minister, decline to bring in the vote 
of supply to enable the Governor to 
carry out his statutory duty in regard 
to the electors of tha country, and 
decline, too, even after this obligation 
has been pointed out to them by the 
Leader of the Opposition.”

These are features of the situation 
1 to-day. What the amendments pro­

posed may be, we know not. But we 
should not be surprised if it is the in­
tention of the Government to try and 
alter the law to get them out of their 
difficulty, as the Government party 
fear to face the electorate this fall.

Price of Coal 
-Will Advance.

Local coal dealers who have been 
in Sydney recently and who have had 
communication with the owners of the 
big collieries there, say that the price 
of “black diamonds" have gone up 26 
cents the ton at Sydney, and that a 
far greater advance will be recorded 
In the near future. The coal com­
panies have withdrawn their prices 
and have not Issued any new ones yet. 
Freight* for coal shipments will soar 
this spring and summerand tonnage 
for the trade will cost 50 per cent, 
more than last year, with a corre­
sponding advance in freight and 
handling, etc. The N. 8. people have 
chartered the s.s. Beatrice for the sea­
son to replace the Kamfjord, but the 
ship Is frozen up in Pictoti and will 
not be available before May next. The 
Waels has been chartered by the D. I. 
& S. Co. to bring a few cargoes to 
Halifax and Yarmouth, and it is too 
early yet for her to come this way. 
There are now 70,000 tons of coal 
booked In Sydney and the demands at 
points up the St. Lawrence will be 
abnormal this year owing to the 
strike in England and some of the 
United States coal belts. Coal in New­
foundland for this summer and next 
fall and winter will be a dear Item for 
unfortunate householders.

My greatest happiness 
is in my work, and I enjoy myself 
most of all looking after my custom­
ers In the market. Once I retired 
front business, and I lost three stone 
in weight fn nine months. Holidays 
do not appeal to me, but last year I 
went for trip to America with my 
daughters on the Carmanla. and came 
back on the Lusitania. I was hungry 
to get back to the market, and tired 
of looking at the sea and listening to 
people’s silly talk. Women have just 
as good a chance as men in the mar­
ket if they will put the necessary work 
into the business."

The ivory market of the world is tc 

be found in Ixmdon—in Mincing lane 
in fact—and there you will find storet. 
all the ivory that enters London 
from time to time. Sales are held 
periodically, and prior to a sale the 
ivory is placed on view for the bene­
fit of prospective buyers.

The elephant, for the most part, 
supplies our ivory, and each year, il 
s stated, some 50.000 elephants have 

to be secured. The fact is, however 
that the gerat quantity of ivory is tak­
en from dead elephants—animals that 
have died naturally and have not 
fallen before the hunter's gun.

When large herds of elephants 
roam a district you may be quite sure 
that an elephant's cemetery is to be 
found somewhere in the locality. Tc 
this cemetery all ailing elephatns re­
pair, and very often there they die.

It is a greatystroke of luck to dis­
cover an elephants cemetary,-. for £ 
fine haul of ivory is certain to be se 
cured. But ivory is found lying in the 
forests from time to time. The ani­
mals shed tusks nodL and again and 
of course these tusks lie as they fall, 
raedy to be picked up.
' At the present time there is a great 
shortage of ivory all over the world 
The demand is always greater than 
the supply. But there are big stores 
of ivory in the universe for all that.

In several parts of Africa the chief­
tains of savage races have big stocks 
on hand., but these chiefs quite under­
stand the commercial value of ivefry 
and never at any time do they put a 
large quantity on the market. It is 
doled out in small parcels, so to 
speak: so evidently these chiefs have 
a goo^ idea of what a “corner" means 
in the commercial sense.

Ivory is white in color, but its his 
tory is red. It has an evil past, most 
particularly the ivory that emanates 
from the storehouses of savage chief­
tains. These chiefs have often come 
by their ivory in no recognized com­
mercial wa£7 Usually each piece of 
ivory added to the store means the 
loss of human life. These chiefs wil! 
ccmmitt murder incold blood In or­
der to secure a tusk!

Those in the ivory trade will tell 
you that ivory, or .rather, the gaining 
of Ivory, has cost more human lives 
than war, and that is saying a good 
deal.

The Coal Strike! 
Whose Fault ?

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I have come across some 

particulars concerning the last great 
coal strike (some years ago) and 
should like to give them to your 
readers, so that they will not In haste 
blame the innocent for the present 
continued struggle and the conse­
quent high prices.

In the year before the strike I re­
fer to, 300,000 miners were paid £15,- 
000,000, and in the same time : 6,000,- 
000 were paid in royalties. It was 
estimated that the coal owners’ pro­
fits for the same year were £11,000,- 
000. This latter sum, with the royal­
ties, made £17.000,000 taken "by roy­
alty owners and mine owners out of 
the coal trade in one year. So that 
there are other items In the price of 
coal besides the wages of the colliers. 
They may be put down as follows:

1. Rent.
2. Royalties.
3. Coal masters' profits.
4. Profits of railways as carriers.
6. Wages of railway servants.

\6. Profits of merchants and other 
middlemen.

7. Profits of retailers.
8. Wages of agents and salesmen.
9. Wages of the colliers.
While the Actuations of price may 

effect the wages and profits of coal 
masters and merchants, it causes very 
little fluctuation hi rent, and none In 
royalties. The colliers perform near­
ly all the work of production; their 
wages are lower than those of any 
of the other classes engaged Id the 
coal trade; they work harder; they 
work longer hours; they run more 
risk to life and limb than any other 
class in the trade, and yet!— And 
yet the only means of reducing the 
price of coal is said to be a reduction 
In the collier’s wage! Don’t you think, 
sir, that the collier's ^wage is the last 
thing we should^reduce Î You see 
that the whole sum of the wages of 
the colliers was only £15,000,000. 
while the royalty owners and coal 
owners took £17,000,000. And to-day 
the men are refused $1.20 per-stav ! 

| Are we living In Christian times? Is 
■ there no equity? It is not almsgiving 
| we want to-day but justice.

I cannot believe that the Almighty 
' has put coal and other products of 

His bounty in His earth that a few 
men may use them to enrich them 
selves, and in the process degrade 
gqd oppress thousands of their fel 
low-creatures.

Demanding
Gold!

A Bask Is Net Forced to Psjr !■ Yel­
low Metal.

It is told of a Canadian lady that 
she presented a ten dollar note of a 
certain bank at one of its branches 
located in a country town and asked 
for a gold piece of the same denomi­
nation in exchange. The manager of 
the branch Informed her that he had 
no gold on hand at the moment, but 
that he would send for a coin If she 
wished him to do so. The coin was 
sent ter; and in delivering it to the 
customer, the bank charged ten cents 
to cover cost of transporting the 
money. About this charge a difference 
of opinion exists. The bank officials 
considered it right and proper; other­
wise it would not have been made. 
The customer and others consider that 
the bank should have made no charge. 
They base their opinion on the- belief 
that the bank should stand ready to 
pay gold for its notes when gold is 
demanded. This belief, by the way, 
is widely held. Many people consider 
that according to Canadian law the 
banks are under obligation to redeem 
their notes in gold. But this is entirely 
wrong, says H. M. P. Eckhardt, in an 
interesting article in Saturday Night.

A bank note, while in circulation, 
represent a debt of the bank. The 
bank is the debtor; the holder of the 
note is the creditor. Now, the law 
has designated certain forms of mon­
ey as “legal tinder." It says dis­
tinctly, that if any debtor tenders 
payment of his debt at its maturity 
in any of these forme of legal tender 
his creditor is bound to accept the 
payment and discharge the debt. A 
debtor may offer payment of his debt 
as follows: in the copper or bronze 
coins of the Dominion of Canada—up 
to twenty-five cents: in the silver — 
coins of the Dominion of Canada— 
up to ten dollars; in Dominion notes— 
up to an unlimited amount; in Brit­
ish gold coins—up to an unlimited 
amount; and in the United States gold 
coins —up to an unlimited amount. A 
bank has the same right or privilege 
as another debtor. When a creditor 
presents its notes at a place where 
they are payable, it can tender pay­
ment in any of the above forms of 
legal tender, viz., in silver, up to ten 
dollars; In Dominion notes, British 
gold coins or United States gold coins, 
to an unlimited amount So it is 
clear that even if the law required a 
Canadian chartered bank to redeem 
its notes at all of its branches the 
bank need not pay in gold.

But the law does not require a bank 
to redeem its notes at all branches. 
A section of the bank Act reads as 
follows:

"The bank shall make such arrange­
ments as are necessary to ensure the 
circulation at par, in any and every 
part of Canada of all notes issued or 
re-issued by it and intended for cir­
culation; and towards this purpose 
the bank shall establish agencies for 
the redemption and payment of its 
notes at Toronto, Montreal, Halifax. 
St. John, Winnipeg, Victoria, Char­
lottetown, and at such other places as 
are from time to time designated by 
the Treasury Board." Manifestly, it 
would not do to compel the banks to 
give legal tender at all or any 
branches for any quantity of notes 
that might be presented. If that were 
the law an enemy of the bank might 
throw it into insolvency through col­
lecting a large quantity of its notes 
and presenting them at a small, out- 
of-the-way branch with a demand for 
legal tender. It would not do to have 
the "whole note issue of the bank pay­
able at a every small office established 
by it. So, it is clear that the manager 
of the branch bank referred to at the 
beginning of this article was under 
no obligation to pay gold on demand 
for a ten dollar note of the bank.

If a person desires to force a pay­
ment of gold he could present the 
obligation of a bank at one of its 
branches where such obligation was 
payable and demqnd legal tender. He 
might get gold in the first Instance. 
If he was paid in Dominion notes he 
could present these at an office of the 
Receiver-General and demand gold.— 
Ex.
