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-Aid of Germany.

London, Jan. 19.—Isaac Rose, wide-
ly known along Broadway and to the
theatrical profession in New York,
was. taken off the steamship Rotter-
dam by the British authorities .to-
day, with a mass of German war lit-
erature in his trunk.

He is being detained, and. accord-
ing to British officers, had three Am-
erican passports in his possession.
He will be questioned as to why he
had his trunks full of German propa-
ganda literature. This is in ‘English,
German, French, Spanish and Portu-
guese, and evidently was intended for
distribution in North and South Am-
erica and the West Indies.

There were several large packets
addressed to M. B. Claussen, No. 390
East Forty-second Street, New York.
formerly connected with the Ham-
burg-American Steamship Company
as its publicity manager in New York
City.

According to the authorities, -of
Rose’s three passports one was out
of date; a second had been issued in
the Dutch East Indies, on May 30,
1915, and the third was new.

The passports have been sent to the
American Embassy, and unless -nis
further detention is requested, Rose
probably will be permitted to return

to the United States on 1the next
steamer.
Ike Rose, as he is called along

Broadway and in the theatrical dis-
trict, came originally from Brooklyn
and was known in his youth as Isaac
‘Rosenstamm. It was under this
name, too, that he married Saharet,
the dancer, from whom he was di-
vorced in London in 1912. He was
known also in the music halls of Lon-
don, Paris, Berlin, Vienna and St
Petersburg.

During the exposure of the German
propaganda in The World last sum-
mer it was shown that M. B. Claus-
sen, to whom several of the packages
in Rose’s trunk were addressed, was
involved. B
Until the outbreak of the European
war Claussen was the Publicity Man-
ager of the Hamburg-American Line
in this city. Since the beéginning of
the war he has had offices at No. 3
East Forty-second Street, which is
the headquarters for the Austrian
war pictures.

He is a brother of Mrs. Ida Von
Clalfssen, who, on her release from
the State asylum at Middletown, mar-
ried and went to Atlantic City, where
she is now living.

Claussen told a World reporter last
night that the conﬁsc"xtion of the al-
leged propaganda material by fthe
English authorities probably was the
result of ignorance on their part ai
to the real object and use of the ma-
terial. o

“From what I can gather,” said
Mr. Claussen, “the stuff consists of
photos and news articles addressed to
me from Berlin. I don’t know Mr.
Rose, or how he came by it. Since
the war started, I have been receiv-
ing photos and news of the war from
Berlin and selling the matter to our
newspapers here. Tt comes, usually,
in five languages.” C e

Senate Reveals Flaws
In Navy.

Washington, Jan. 19.—Stripped of
its military secrets, the annual report
of Admiral Fletcher, commander in
chief of the Atlantic fleet, was made
public to-day by the Senate. It says
that, on June 30 last, the fleet was
better balanced and doing better
shooting than ‘ever before in its his-
tory, but, lists fifteen specific recom-
mendations as to conditions which
should be remedied. These recom-
mendations range from shortage of
men and lack of swift scout cruisers
and aircraft to elimination of the com-
pulsory feature of the navy’'s educa-
tional system.

With the Admiral’s report was a
letter of transmittal from Secretary
Daniels stating that many of the con-
ditions referred to already had been
remedied and that steps Lad been
taken fe carry out- other recommen-
dations. The Secretary also pointed
out that Admiral Fletcher said most
of the weaknesses were of long stand
ing and that he had omitted discus-
sion-of “the many satisfactory fea-
tures of the fleet in the intérest oi
brevity.”

The report was sent to the Senatse,
in compliance with a resolution offer-
ed by Senator Lodge, but was held to
be confidential, at the Senator’s re-
quest. To-&ay Chairman Tillman, of
the Naval Committee, asked that the
document be made public, as it had
been censored by the Navy Depart-
ment of military information deemed
wise to withhold, and Senator Lodge
agreed.

The fifteen specific complaints of
Admiral Fletcher are summarized by
Secretary Daniels as follows:

Shortage of officers.

Shortage of men.

Lack of fast armorell cruisers and
fast light cruisers.

Limitations of mobility and
going qualities of submarines.

Lack of aircraft.

Lack of radio direction finders.

Too frequient overhaul of battle-
ships.

Necessity of maintaining full com-
plements in active ships of the fleet.

Need of additional mining and
sweeping vessels.

Desirability of mobilizing ships in
réeserve annually with dctive fleet.

Neceéssity of increased facilities at
fleet rendezvous. :

Need of battle target practice at
long ranges.

Provision for division commanders
for mining and auxiliary divisions.

Provision for more speed in design
of fighting craft intended (o operate
with the fleet.

Need of anti-air¢raft guns.

“During the last year,” says tkLe
report, “the number of units assigned
to the fleet has been increased 15 per
cent., ‘resulting in a better balanced
fleet, as was shown by the manoeu-
vres in August. There are now in
the Atladtic fléet 118 vessels of vari-
ous types, manned by a force of more
than 27,000 men.”

to save the mills and the
town from destruction by the big fire
which sprung up in the billet piles,
which supply -the mills. To those
who have not seen the great piles of
billet, which are like ranges of hills,
it is difficult to realize the formidable
task which was before them. Al-
though a fire break has been made
and the fire is now under control,
great care will have to be exercised
in seeing that it does not spring up
again with renewed fury. In the
underparts of the heaps -the billets
will be largely carbonized from the
heat in the absence of air and there
will be immense quantities of chLar-
coal formed which™ will consume
slowly just as the middle 'ml lower
layers of anthracite in a slow ecom-
bustion stove. It is, however, a mat-
ter of sincere thankfulness that the
fire has been got under control and
that the danger to the immense rulp
and paper works and electric plant
and the town has been averted. New-
foundland could ill afford- to bhave
had this town and plant destroyed.
It ‘would have meant an. immense
loss not only to the Company, but to
thousands of people who are depend-
ent on it.,- It would have been a se-
vere blow also to the future develop-
ment of Newfoundland if this immense
plant had been destroyed before it
had been proved that such a big plant
could be made into a dividend paying
concern. Newfoundland prospects in
future developments in this direction
would have been put back for a gen-
eration or more. It is therefore with
sincere thankfulness we congratulate
the people of Grand - Falls, and not
forgetting. the women, on the fight
they put up to save an industry on
which so much depends.

BIG FIRE]

At Ottawa

Parliament Building Al-
most Destroyed.

Two Women Dead—Some Members In-
jured by Fire—Others Made Hasty
Exit Through Dense Smoke.

OTTAWA, To-Day.

The fire of unknown origin which
broke out in the reading room of the
Houses of Parliament just after the
resumption of the sitting last night
caused the legislators to make a hasty
exit through the windows and by lad-
ders and seek safety in the bitter
cold night without hats or overcoats.
So rapidly did the dense smoke spread
that many of them had difficulty in
finding their way through the corri-
dors. Hon. Martin Burrell, Minister
of Agriculture, was severely burned
about the head and face. Dr. Michael
Clark, M. P. of Red Deer, was burned
about the hands. Fire Chief' Trem-
blay, with a company of firemen in
charge of one steamer motor hose
waggon left Montreal for Ottawa about
11 o’clock last night in a special Grand
Trunk train to assist fighting the fire.
The bodies of two women have been
taken out of the Commons gallery
dead. From the reading room situ-
ated in the northeastern corner of the
Commons {Chamber, dense waves of
smoke immediately caused members
to evacuate the House. Part of the
roof over the reading room chamber
has fallen in. Women who jumped
from a second story building were
badly injured. Several other persons
were overcome with smoke and have
been taken to the hospitals. Sir Rob-
ert Borden got out safely. Sir Wil-
fred Laurier was not in the House. °

OTTAWA, To-day.

The fire which broke out in the
reading room adjacent Chamber Com-
mons, main building Parliament
houses rapidly spread and at midnight
was still beyond control of firemen,
spreading towards Senate side of
building; two lives are known to have
been lost, while scores of people were
overcome by dense smoke, others
were injured. The damage cannot
yet be estimated. Members of the
Commons in the €hamber and various
Parliamentary officers had to fight
their way to safety. The people in
the upper stories of the building had
a narrow escape, scores having been
taken out by ladders.

MAYOR MARTIN’S STORY.

Mayor Martin, of Montreal, first al-
armed the members ‘of the Chamber
on his way to his room which is near
the library when he heard the exple-
sion which may or may not be caused
by spontaneous combustion among
newspapers. He immediately rushed
to the Chamber and shouted fire, and
despite the efforts of firemen the fire
rapidly spread through the' great cor-
ridors of the main building quickly
eating its way through the Commons
Chamber rocf which fell in. The
Speaker’s Chambers is destroyed with
their many valuable paintings and
costly furnishings. There were a num-
ber of persons in the galleries of the
Commons and they had great diffculty
in fighting their way down the narrow
stairways to safety. Several soldiers
assisted the people in making respira-
tors of their clothing and aided many
to battle their way out. Two soldiers
were taken to hospital badly cut with
falling glass. Mayor Mederic Martin,
of Montreal, told his story to the East-
ern Press shortly after his arrival at
Chateau. Laurier escaped uninjured,
but was mourning the loss of his fur
coat and cap and other wearing ap-
parel. “I was on my way from the
Chamber to my room which is near
the library, said Mayor Martin, and
had gone through the door on the east
side of thc Commons’ Chamber, when
I heard an explosion and instantane-
ously flames shot out from the reading
room. I realized that there was a
blaze. My first thought was the fire
extinguisher which was nearby, but
the policeman were then endeavouring
to press it into service. I turned,
running into the Chamber of Deputy
Speaker Rhodes who was in the chair
and everything was tranquil until I
dashed through the door and shouted
fire and a big one. I turned toward
my room again, but by that time the
corridor was filled with smoke and the
flames were beginning to shoot toward
the Chamber., I then cried .for mem-
bers to gect out. ran around by room
16 giving the alarm, and there escap-
ing into the open air. I saw them help-
ing one Minister, I think it was Bur-
rell, out of his room, and later saw
Dr. Clark, who had been burned about
the face and hands. I put in an order
for the Montreal Fire Brigade. I
notified Chief Tremblay to send as
many men as possible. The flames
swept along the corridor at an awful
rate, it seemed just a few minutes un-
til the whole place was black with
smoke, making it impossible to see.
There was not much confusion on the
floor of the House, and to this many
members probably owe their escape.

The Grand Falls Fire

SOME PARTICULARS.

We have gathered some particulars
of the big fire at Grand Falls from
passengers who came te the city by
last night’'s express. The fire, which
was due to the overturning of a stove
in a’ “bunk house”, was first seen by
Mr. Harrison, who is one of the su-
perintendants at the A. N. D. Co’s.
works. He saw a volume of smoke
coming from the sides and roof of the
“bunk house” and at once spread the
alarm. It was found, however, that
the fire must have been burning for
some time as the blaze had consider-
ably worked back to where over 100,-
000 cords of wood were piled, and as
there was a heavy N. W. wind pre-
vailing at the time the fire was quick-
ly fanned into greater force. When
last night’s expressed passed through
Grand Falls yesterday morning the
whole vicinity was dense with smoke,
and thaere were then six streams of
water playing on the blaze. The R. N.
Co. received a wire this a.m. saying
that all danger was past as the fire
was got under control during the
night. The roof of the Penstock was
burned. As this and the wood piles
which have been partly consumed
were insured, the total loss will not
be as heavy as at first thought. The
A. N. D. Co. hold big insurances in
England.

The Connaughts
Fine Record.

Stern and (isllant Work in Gallipoli.

The following is an_account of the
work of one of the youngest battal-
ions of the Connaught Rangers in Gal-
lipoli: —

The battalion landed on the penin-
sula at the beginning of August and
the same night was moved up to the
extreme right: of ;he Anzac position.
There the various companies behaved
with the greatest gallantry, fortify-
ing a new position and burying the
dead under a heavy fire.

On August 10, after being in actual
contact with the enemy for the last
twenty-four hours, the battalion was
ordered to move to the left of the
Anzac |position up the Aghyl Dere,
when two companies were sent for-
ward up the steep and wooded slopes
of the Chunak Bair to relieve the
small detachment of various regiments
that had clung to the edge of the ridge
and to bring down the wounded and
bury the dead.

The next evening the battalion seiz-
ed a ridge in front of their last
night’s position ond consolidated it.

Then began constant trench duty,
always under shell and rifle fire.

On August 20 the battalion was
marched towards the left of the posi-
tion held by the Indian Brigade. From
here the next day the Rangers issued
out to attack and capture the Kabak
Kuzu Wells and the Turkish trench-
es in the neighbourhood. It did not
take them long. The men poured out
fom a gap in the line, shook out to
four paces interval, and with a cheer
carried all before them, bayoneting all
the Turks in the trench, capturing the
wells, and even capturing some ground
on theKaiajik Aghala. All that night
the position was consolidated and in
the morning it was still held by the
Rangers.

The next day we were thanked by
three General Officers and congratu-
lated on the magnificent charge.

On August 27 the Rangers were
called on to capture another trench
on the Kaiajik Aghala in conjunction
with the Australians. The attack was
begun in gallant fashion, but it was
stern work, The regiment gained the
end of their trench at last, but. the
troops on their right were held up by
a machine gun, and holding on until
few survived they were forced to give
way about midnight as a large force
of Turks had broken in by a communi-
cation trench.

The battalion was again congratu-
lated on its gallantry by three differ-
ent General Officers, of whom one
wired to the Commanding Officer as
follows:

“Heartiest congratulations from the
New Zealand and Australian Division
on your brilliant achievements this
evening, which is a fitting sequel to
the capture of Kabak Kuzu Wells and
will ge down to history among the
finest feats of your distinguished re-
giment. Personally as an Irishman
who has served in two Irish  regi-
ments it gives me the greatest pride
and pleasure that the regiment should
have performed such gallant deeds un-
der my command Stick ta what you
have got and consolidate.”
