The Food arid

H. F. SHORTIS.
Under the heading of the coal ques­

tion, Mr. Fred. Angel had a very inter­
esting letter in the Evening Herald of 
May 17th, and I would thank you, Mr. 
Editor, for space for a few items on 
the same and kindred subjects.

Particular attention has been, drawn 
to the ore steamers coming from Cape 
Breton in ballast, and Mr. Angel is 
quite right in stating that this valu­
able tonnage should be utilised, not 
alone for coal, but for our supplies of 
flour and provisions that are now 
coming in very large quantities via 
Cape Breton ports. The Reid-New- 
foundland Company jumped their 
rates from about twenty-five cents per 
barrel on flour last year to one dollar 
and twenty-eight cents per barrel 
from North Sydney to Port au Bas­
ques and other stations along the line, 
and they cannot handle half the goods 
coming that way. In fact there is 
almost a continuous embargo over the 
congestion at Sydney.

The freight on coal by small craft 
is enormous and the price of Sydney 
coal to our outports will soon be near 
$20.00 per ton.

With such fancy freights offering, 
the inducement to employ these Wa- 
bana freighters should be quite suf­
ficient to recompense the owners for 
any loss of time incurred in handling 
these actual necessaries for New­
foundland.

I am surprised at an engineer of 
Mr. Angel’s acknowledged ability and 
experience advocating that our Gov­
ernment should go to the expense of 
installing a plant or equipment on the 
Furness Withy wharf for the quick 
discharge of these steamers. If that 
is the only place available in St. 
John’s then the argument falls flat. If 
it be necessary for the Government to 
erect an equipment for the quick dis­
charge, then we must find the proper 
place to do it, where it can be utilised 
after the war is over, as our Govern­
ment has no money to throw away on 
temporary undertakings of this kind.

The utilizing of these Wabana 
steamers to bring coal to Newfound­
land originated with the plans for 
Iron Shipbuilding at Harbor Grace, 
which I am happy to say is now fast 
approaching an accomplished fact. 
Very few people have any idea of what 
a vast proposition we have in view for 
the Bay Metropolis.

The question before the Shipbuild­
ing Company to-day is whether it is 
cheaper to bring coal from Cape Bre­
ton to do the smelting of the iron ore 
at Harbor Grace for the manufacture 
of the steel ship plates, or whether it 
will be necessary to get the ship 
plates manufactured in Sydney and 
bring them with a smaller supply of 
coal to Harbor Grace and attend to 
only the building of ships. It means 
a vast outlay of money, but the ex­
perts now laying their plans say that

the old town of Harbor Grace is an 
ideal situation for this work, and the 
possibilities for shipbuilding cannot, 
be surpassed anywhere. The way 
they snapped up the property is proof 
sufficient for the most doubting 
Thomas in our community.

Now what I would suggest is that 
Harbor Grace should be selected as 
the proper place to erect and equip 
this plant for the quick discharge of 
these Wabana freighters, and that 
cargoes of coal should be landed there 
for distribution to all parts of the 
country. The Reid-Newfoundland 
Railway passes within a couple of 
hundred yards of where the shipbuild­
ing, plant is now being erected, and a 
railway siding will run right to their 
works. This plant for the discharge 
of these steamers would then be util­
ized for a coal supply to the great 
work in view for iron shipbuilding, 
and would relieve the whole food and 
fuel question of to-day. Local schrs. 
or steamers would call at Harbor 
Grace and get their supply of coal 
from this pier, and the railway would 
also distribute the coal and flour to 
all places in a very much more econo­
mical way than it could be done from 
the Furness Withy wharf in St. John’s. 
There are about forty-eight thousand 
people in Conception Bay, and Har­
bor Grace would become the great 
distributing centre, as nature intend­
ed it from its position. I have touch­
ed on a few questions of vital im­
portance to our countary, and I hope 
it will have the effect in showing the 
people that this Imperial City of St. 
John’s is not the whole Island.

Our House of Assembly will soon be 
in session when these vital questions 
should be thrashed out on their mer­
its, and I wish to impress upon the 
readers of the Telegram that the 
question of ships and shipbuilding is 
the most important question of our 
existence, and all the other questions 
of coal and food supply hinge on its 
proper handling. Government assist­
ance must be given to all undertak­
ings of this kind. The famous ship­
building plants of Great Britain and 
the ocean liners were all started by 
British subsidies and assistance in 
many ways. The United States and 
Canada are leading in the same foot­
prints to-day, and so must we in 
Newfoundland, so let us have the 
spirit of optimism in our blood that 
will enable us to rise equal t(*> the 
occasion and take advantage of our 
opportunities.

Bringing Coal Here.
We are glad to see that 
the suggestion of the 
News, that the ore steam­
ers be used to bring coal 

to this country, has not been uncon­
ditionally rejected, by the public at 
least, upon some first, and it may be 
superficial, objections. We have a 
strange aptitude in Newfoundland 
for abandoning ideas which present 
the slightest 'difficulty in practice. 
Mr. Angel has shown that it should be 
a matter of more or less simple cal­
culation to ascertain whether the cost 
of installing the necessary discharg­
ing plant would outweigh the benefit 
of large cargoes at smaller freights. 
We publish to-day a leter from Mr. 
H. F. Shortls in which he advocates 
the location of the plant at Harbor 
Grace and not, as Mr. Angel advised, 
at the Furness Withy's premises. The 
idea is a novel one, but It is none the 
loss souud or welcome on that ac­
count. Its adoption would have the 
advantage at least of permanency, 
end the benefit to the new shipbuild­
ing industry at Harbor Grace is, of 
course, undeniable. And that that in­
dustry deserves every encourage­
ment, including the support of Gov­
ernment which Mr. Shortis demands 
for it, we certainly agree. Whether 
lie is correct in his opinion that the 
plan would ensure cheaper distribu­
tion of coal to the Island in general 
is another question, and on the face 
of it we do not agree with him. But 
that is a relatively small matter, and 
there are many other points to be 
considered. These are days when we 
must enlarge our narrow outlook and 
think ahead. If the company at Har­
bor Grace seriously consider the feas­
ibility of manufacturing their own 
steel plates, they will of course need 
much coal. If the experiment is made 
and succeeds, the prospect is opened 
up of much greater progress along 
the same lines, including the possible 
development of our own coal fields, a 
matter which has been scandalously 
neglected. Some time within the next 
hundred years some enterprising cap­
italist may look into it and find that 
Newfoundland, rich in iron, is rich in 
coal also. We know what coal and 
iron have done for the British Isles. 
The prospect may be visionary at pre­
sent, but in the meantime, if the 
Commission and the Government 
prove lukewarm towards Mr. Shortis’ 
suggestion, there is nothing to pre­
vent the shipbuilding company from 
considering it as an enterprise of 
their own. If they can undertake it 
und increase materially our coal sup­
ply, any profit they may reap from 
if will be deserved and ungrudged.

to the war in which many of her citi­
ons doubted to the last it they should 
have any part and calling without 
hesitation every one of them to his 
apportioned task,—if these were not 
enough, we now have our great neigh­
bour and brother-in-arms preparing 
to undertake this last and paramount 
duty. If we do not follow the lead 
we shall be alone among the whole 
aliance that fights the battle of 
freedom, alone among the whole Em­
pire of which we are never tired of 
boasting that we were the beginning.

ready and willing to serve. We need 
not labor now an argument which 
admits of no arguing. When our 
Legislature assembles on May 30th our 
position and our relation to the rest 
of the Empire will be as clear as day. 
Upon the decision of that assembly— 
it should not be necessary to say up­
on its courage—depend that position 
and that relation in the future. In 
other words, our national honor.

Our Duty.
Sir Robert Borden, the 
cables say, brought back 
to Canada two messages, 
conscription and a new 

Empire. What message will Sir Ed­
ward Morris bring back to us? That 
the war has transformed our Empire 
and that peace will find its. political 
structure altered we all know. That 
Is our future, not our immediate, con­
cern. What of the task that remains 
for use to perform before that peace 
arrives? Everywhere else through­
out the Empire the time has passed 
when each part of it fought, as the 
Toronto Globe expressively puts it, by 
proxy, with the blood of her best sons, 
who needed no urging to come for­
ward; and the time has arrived when 
the national effort has been made such 
in truth by the direction and compul­
sion of those who govern the nation. 
Shall we alone retain the old unjust 
and ineffective order of things? If the

From Oar Soldiers.
Extract From a Letter From Sergeant

Will Martin, Wounded at Monchy.
Every one was ready to move for­

ward at five o’clock a.m., but a party 
of twenty-four picked men, with my­
self as Sergeant of a carrying party to 
carry the ammunition for four ma­
chine guns ahead was about an hour 
behind the rest. They had got into 
Fritz and we were well over no man’s 
land so thought everything was quite 
safe but we soon found out they had 
left a machine gunner behind on our 
right who opened fire on us. Some got 
hit, but we managed to carry on until 
it got fierce and I was shot in the 
right breast. Then the rest of us 
made for shell holes. I knew we would 
have to run for the trench behind 
some distance and there was no time 
to be lost, so I had to leave my over­
coat and pack, and we popped from 
hole to hole until we got to a dress­
ing station and I sent out stretcher- 
bearers for some chaps I missed. I 
hardly know what happened then, be­
ing used up until I got something to 
eat. When examined by the doctor by 
X Ray, he found the bulet close to my 
ribs under the left arm. Being fired 
from an angle it had slanted along on 
the ribs and got into softer flesh. 
Where and when it will be taken out I 
don’t know, it may be in England. In 
the afternoon there was a sweet little 
nurse came in looking for Sergeant 
Martin. The orderly sent her up to 
me. She asked if I was from New­
foundland, and I replied yes. “So am I. 
I am in the surgical ward.” And we 
had a very nice talk. But she had not 
told her name, only that she belonged 
to Harbor Briton. It sent for she will 
be glad to do anything for one of her 
own countrymen. Don’t worry now, I 
may recover quickly perhaps, please 
God, after a rest go back to the line 
again. We must believe all things 
are for the best. Keep praying for me. 
I am in His hands. It might have 
been far worse. Many fine fellows are 
gone I am afraid. Pray that this 
cruel war may soon be over. Send 
same news to Stan and my Sisters.

mand, we should, if we awake to the 
opportunity, become a richer people 
than ever before; and then would 
Bacon’s conception of our fisheries be 
correct, when he said that they were 
of greater value than the gold mines 
of Peru.

COLD STORAGE.
(Continued.)

The most of our people have become 
so engrossed in codfish only that they 
have lost sight of the other species of 
fish which abound around our coasts, 
and which sport within our bays. Nor 
is this to be wondered at, because the 
lordly cod has been so plentiful that 
its lesser fry have been overlooked, 
and not considered worthy of atten­
tion. Because of this we have lost 
tens of thousands of dollars annually 
to our trade; but under the one­
sided policy of salt-cure it was not 
possible to have been otherwise. 
Those smaller fishes coüld not have 
been cured by the process of salting, 
and there being no cold storage plant 
there was not any other course open 
hence the neglect of these varied 
species of small fish.

Among these species of fish are 
some which, as foods, rank among the 
most delicate and nutritious; and 
which readily find a market. Such 
fish as caplin, smelt, flat-fish, turbot, 
halibut, trout, and squid, with many 
others comprise the list, but as far as 
Newfoundland goes, they are scarce­
ly reckoned as an asset to her trade. 
True it is that some of these species 
are used for bait, but even in this 
sense we do not get the best returns, 
for how often have our fishermen 
been held up for bait? Even our her­
ring and salmon have fallen short of 
what they ought to yield ; nor has our 
lobster been utilized to its fullest. 
The season is too short for much de­
tail work, but the process of cold 
storage immediately meets this diffi­
culty and provides a method of preser­
vation both clean, wholesome and last­
ing.

Not having a cold storage plant it 
was not possible to speculate to any 
degree in the catching or curing of 
these species of fish, to do so would 
have been useless, as it could only 
have ended in loss. The process was 
often spoken of, and its benefits point­
ed out, but like all other new meas­
ures it was hooted at and uncondi­
tionally relegated to the limbo of im­
possibility. Forty years ago the late 
John Angel, father of Hon. James 
Angel, told me that some prominent 
American gentlemen had interviewed 
him, and that they had then returned 
from touring Newfoundland* and Lab­
rador, and that in their conversation 
they stated that in years to come, the 
value of our -fisheries would be large­
ly increased, and that part of our an­
nual catch would be marketed in a 
different manner than was usually be­
ing done. They did not suggest cold 
storage, but they did suggest a softer

process than hard-dried. Mr, Angel, 
himself, who was a man rich in re­
search, and deep in lore, also approv­
ed of the theories of his American 
friends.

Not many of our readers knew Mr. 
Angel but they knew Mr. Nellson, the 
Norwegian fish expert, who came to 
us about twenty-five years ago, and 
who filled such a big place in the es­
tablishment of fish-hatcheries, ' and 
who, like most men of his class, was 
as much of a party political football 
ns he was a piscatorial expert. But 
Mr. Nellson was an expert, and what- 
ere he did or whatever he did not must 
be left either to the blame or the cred­
it of his political masters. As an ex­
pert he believed in improved methods 
of marketing our codfish and also for 
preserving some of our smaller and 
neglected species of fish. He saw the 
benefits of these methods and the gen­
eral tone of his reports was in favor 
of them.

Had Mr. Neilson a freer hand he 
would probably have done something 
in the matter, and by this time it 
would have been on a fair basis of 
operation, but he had not the power 
which his ability deserved; lienee it is 
that we know but little of what he 
did, nor have we any very visible 
proof of his work unless it be the 
ruins of the hatchery at Dildo.

Of late we have had the views of 
Mr. Thomson, of London, on this sub­
ject, and any who heard Mr. Thomson’s 
lectures, or read his correspondence, 
must be convinced that his theories 
contain a great deal of sound argu­
ment in them. Mr. Thomson has de­
voted several years to the study of 
cold storage, and he has had oppor­
tunities of seeing for himself the bene­
fits of its methods. In England, Ire­
land, and Scotland, and also; in Nor­
way and the Mediterranean ports ; he 
has interviewed the leaders of State 
and Commerce, and in all his inter­
course he has received hearty sup­
port. On this side of the Atlantic he 
has covered the entire sea-board of 
British North America and has made 
himself conversant with our own 
Newfoundland fisheries. All his work 
and correspondence display systematic 
investigation, and his statistics are 
proof of his minute detail.

He and those behind him have spent 
thousands of pounds in order to ascer­
tain the extent of our fisheries, and 
to learn what part we could fulfil in 
supplying the world’s markets with 
fresh fish, and as a result of his re­
search he is enthusiastic as to the 
possibilities in store for us. It may 
be that Mr. Thomson's investigations 
have led him into extremes, and that 
his pictures are too roseate ; but al­
lowing for extremes, and allowing 
that “All is not gold that glitters,” 
there is still sufficient to his credit to 
support his theories and to prove their 
utility. We may not be in a position 
to judge of the opportunity as well as 
Mr. Thomson, because he has ac­
quainted himself with every detail of 
it both at home and abroad, but we 
know enough, about the situation to 
form a fairly correct opinion upon 
it and to see that at the present time 
its adoption would enhance our earn­
ing power, and increase the* value of 
our great staple industry, and if this 
can be done it is our duty to do it. 
The narrowness of the past will not 
do for the future. We have lost too 
much in the past,, and now that fish- 
foods are bound to be in greater de-

| THE STORY OF THE CAMERONIA.
LONDON, To-day.

The survivors of the Cameronia say 
I thp vessel was torpedoed in fine calm 
weather in the afternoon. The sub­
marine was not seen.

LONDON, To-day.
Viscount Midlcton, foimer Secretary 

"for India, has written to the Prime 
Minister sayinfi, that in accordance 
with the Premier’s request he has 
conferred with Unionist Representa­
tives in the West and South of Ire­
land, and that on their behalf he can 
state that they consider the proposal 
of Home Rule for a part of Ireland 
involves a great imperial danger and 
the strengthening of the Sinn Fein 
movement, which is actively sediti­
ous and pro-German. Viscount Midle- 
ton said that those with whom he con­
ferred also deprecate the division of 
Ireland on principle and cannot sup­
port the Government proposal.

TORPEDOED 
MARINE IN 
NE AN.
Another Newfoundland merchant­

man has been made the victim of the 
deadly torpedo of the Huns in the 
Mediterranean Sea. This time it is 
the schooner Dorothy Duff, which was 
torpedoed and sunk a few days ago 
off Valcntia. A cable has been re­
ceived to that effect by the owners of 
the vessel and adding that the crew 
were safe. The Dorothy Duff was 
one of our best known and staunchest 
fish carriers and her loss will he keen­
ly felt in the Newfoundland mercan­
tile marine at this juncture. She was 
owned by Messrs. W. Duff & Son of 
Carbonear and carried a crew of seven 
all told. The Dorothy Duff left Car­
bonear in January last fish laden for 
a foreign port. She reached Gibral­
tar safely, after a good and unevent­
ful run across, but while awaiting 
orders at the “Rock” was run into, 
and badly damaged. Repairs were 
effected and she proceeded to her des­
tination. After discharging her fish 
cargo she was on her way to Valen- 
tia when she met lier fate, as men­
tioned.

Coal Laden for St John’s, Foundered
off Cape Pine—Hair-Breadtli Escape
of Crew Who Were Rescued by Lo­
cal Fish Carrier.
Capt. John Dicks, officers and crew 

of the ill-fated coal carrier William 
Edwards, which foundered fifteen 
miles off Cape Pine on Monday morn­
ing last, reached the city at 1.30 p.m. 
yesterday by the Trepassey train. The 
Telegram interviewed the crew on ar­
rival and learned from them the fol­
lowing facts.

The steamer William Edwards was 
owned by the William Edwards 
Steamship Co., of Sydney, N.S., and 
was recently purchased by that com­
pany. She was about 36 years old and 
was formerly engaged as an iron ore 
carier on the Great Lakes. She was 
registered in the United States and 
was 1,000 tons gross.

THE VOYAGE.
Shortly after daylight on Friday, 

May 11th, having on board 1,535 tons 
of North Sydney coal, the ship steam­
ed out of Sydney Harbour en route 
for this port and up till Sunday morn­
ing met with favourable weather. 
Then the wind began to freshen and 
by four o’clock in the afternoon had 
increased to a stiff gale which caus­
ed the unfortunate ship to labour in 
the heavy sea. All went well till 7 
p.m. when the wind and seas increas­
ed with greater violence and one hour 
afterwards the engineer reported that 
the ship was leaking badly. A steady 
stream was then pouring into the en­
gine room, the latter being situated 
in the aft part of the ship as is often 
the case in lake boats used for freight­
ing purposes. The emergency pumps 
were immediately put in action, but 
despite every effort by the crew to 
cope with the inrushing waters, hope 
of saving the ship had to be abandon­
ed. However, it was thought she 
might possibly keep above water for 
several hours when The unfortunate 
crew would be able to make the land 
in daylight. But at 4 o’clock the fol­
lowing morning (Monday, May 14th. 
something is supposed to have broken 
loose fn the ship’s bottom, thus al­
lowing the water to rush in with 
greater force. Seeing the ship was to 
go under in very quick time, the Cap­
tain ordered the whole crew, twenty 
in number, into a large boat, and low­
ering the same over the port side, the 
crew had barely pulled away from 
her side when the steamer gave a 
heavy lurch and sank stern first, her j 
bow rising almost perpendicular in 
the water.

RESCUED.
In the teeth of a blinding gale and 

mountainous seas the shipwrecked 
crew with but one box of biscuits and 
five gallons of fresh water, all that 
could be obtained on leaving the 
doomed ship, set out to row for the 
land. After a vain attempt to mani-

ed sailors were taken on board, 
where everything possible was done 
for their comfort. It was decided to 
land the rescued men at Trepassey 
which port was not reached till 11 p. 
m. Tuesday, wind and weather condi­
tions preventing the schooner from 
approaching the land.

On arrival at the place mentioned 
the shipwrecked mariners were distri­
buted among the various homes and 
were kindly treated by the good fish­
er folks whose hospitality is well 
known and freely given to those in 
distress. i

PART OF CREW NEWFOUNDLAND­
ERS.

Captain John Dicks is a native of 
Sydney, N.S.; 1st mate William Ben­
nett, a former resident of Port aux 
Basques, but for some years sailed out 
of Canadian and American ports; 2nd 
Mate Harry Townsend "belongs to 
Louisburg; Chief Engineer Fred. Bil­
lard is also a native of the latter 
place. Six of the other members of 
the crew are Newfoundlanders, all of 
whom belong to the outports, but were 
for some time sailing out of Canadian 
ports. All the belongings of the crew, 
with the exception of the clothes they 
stood in, went down with the ill- 
fated ship, including the nautical in­
struments of the Captain and first 
mate. The former estimates his loss 
at about $500 and the latter about 
$250.

While leaving the ship one of the 
stokers got his knee caught between 
the boat and the ship's side, strain­
ing the muscles so badly that he was 
unable' to walk and on arrival in the

Several at­
tacks in the extreme northeastern 
part of the plateau were repulsed af­
ter very spirited grenade fighting and 
all our positions were maintained.

LEADERS OF STRIKE ARRESTED.
LONDON, May IS.

Actions have been taken against 
the ship stewards who are conducting 
the engineers’ strike in defiance of 
their Trade Union by the Amalgama­
ted Society of Engineers at Sheffield.

NEARING QUEANT.
LONDON, May 18.

The capture of Bullecourt lias 
brought tlie British to within two 
miles of Queant, on the northern side 
of tlie famous switch line. Their guns 
have already encircled it at an equal 
distance to the south and east and 
only a narrow gateway to the north­
west lies open to the German gar­
rison. Bullecourt itself, over whicli 
such torrents of blood have flown,

fate of Queant seems sealed.

A TRUCE RUMOUR.
LONDON, May 18.

According to an Exchange Tele­
graph despatch from Amsterdam it is 
rumored at the Hague that truce is 
about to be arranged between the 
Russian and Central Powers as a re­
sult of the political changes at Pe 
trograd. The rumor is characterized 
as of German origin.

CZAR AMI KAISER.
PARIS, May 18.

An account of a secret pact between 
tlie Kaiser and Emperor Nicholas and 
aimed against France is given in the 
last issue of the Moscow Russkoye 
Slovo to reach Paris. According to 
the story the existence of the treaty 
was discovered by Count Witte in 
1905, while peace negotiations be­
tween Russia and Japan were pro­
ceeding at Portsmouth. Count Witte, 
furious at the deception of the Czar, 
infor: ed the Kaiser that unless the 
pai t was concelled he would refuse 
to countersign the treaty of Ports­
mouth. As German bankers were in­
terested in a loan to Russia this 
would hit them hard and the story 
goes rather than have complications 
in his economic policy the Kaiser 
yielded.

MINISTERIAL CRISIS NOT YET 
SETTLED.
PETROGRAD, May 18.

The news yesterday that, an agree­
ment was reached between the Pro­
visional Government and the Council 
of Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delegates 
was followed unexpectedly last night 
by an official announcement that the 
ministerial crisis was not yet settled. 
This morning, however, it was made 
known officially that the formation 
of a coalition cabinet had-been com­
pleted. Tlie new cabinet will follow 
the lines agreed upon previously for 
the representation of the various So­
cialist groups. The official statement 
says six Socialists are included. At 
a private meeting of members of the 
Russian Duma to receive reports 
from Professor Paul Milukoff and 
Alex. Guchkoff, formerly Foreign 
Minister and Minister of War and 
Navy, respectively, in the Provisional 
Cabinet and the reason for their re­
signations from the Government, the 
following resolution was passed: 
“The members of the Duma urgently 
call the attention of the Provisional 
Government at this moment of its re­
organization to the fact that Russia's 
foreign policy especially on questions 
touching upon war and peace should 
be based, as of old, on absolute and 
unshaken loyalty to our allies, for in­
terests vital to the honor of our coun­
try are closely bound up with this 
loyalty."

One other enemy cruiser is reported 
by the British Admiral as badly dam­
aged, During the passage back the 
Dartmouth was struck by a torpedo 
from an enemy submarine and re­
turned to port with three men killed, 
one officer and four men missing, be­
lieved dead, and 7 wounded. There 
were no other casualties to our ships.

BRITISH TRANSPORT SUNK.
LONDON, May IS.

The British Admiralty issues this 
statement for newspapers Saturday: 
The British transport Cameronia with 
troops was torpedoed by an enemy 
submarine in the eastern Mediterran­
ean, April 15th. One hundred and 
forty men are missing and presumed 
to have been drowned.

FOURTEEN DRIFTERS SUNK.
LONDON, May 18.

The British Admiralty announced 
to-day that fourteen drifters have 
been sunk in a raid by Austrian light 
cruisers in the Adriatic Sea, and that 
the British light cruiser Dartmouth 
was torpedoed in a subsequent en­
gagement with Austrian warships, but 
reached port safely.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.
ROME, May 18.

The official statement reads: Yes­
terday our troops were engaged for­
tifying the important position cap­
tured east of Gorizia and organizing 
communication with the rear. The 
enemy atempted but completely failed 
to hinder the work of our Gorizia ar­
my. Last night the enemy, under 
cover of darkness, attempted surprise 
attacks upon our positions on the 
bridgehead at Bodrez (on the Isonzo, 
several miles S.W. of Tolmino) on 
Vodice Hill 592, and at Gazigna. This 
morning the enemy with strong reint- 
forcements again renewed the attack 
which was violent in the Vodice re­
gion and south of Gazigna. Shatter­
ed by our battery, masses of the ene­
my were counter attacked and re­
pulsed by our infantry, who at sev­
eral points surrounded their assail­
ants and forced them to surrender. 
The number of prisoners thus far 
taken is known to be 6,432, including 
143 officers. It is not yet possible to 
estimate the quantity of war material 
taken. All along tlie front from Tol­
mino to the sea artillery continues 
very active. Gorizia again suffered 
very heavy damage.

HARRY LAUDER AT THE HOUSE 
OF COMMONS.

One of the most interested and in­
teresting strangers who listened to 
the debate in the House of Commons 
on the Prolongation of Parliament 
Bill was the famous Scotch comedian 
Harry Lauder, who was given a place 
under the clock on the floor of the 
Chamber where a few strangers a 
admitted. According to gossip he was 
heard to murmur, “Man! it’s a great 
game; it’s a great game!" Lauder is 
the .highest paid performer on the 
British stage and although born in 
humble circumstances and filling his 
first years of work as a coal miner 
in Scotland now owns extensive es­
tates in the highlands. His son, John 
Lauder, who had a commission in the 
British army, has been killed in the 
war. Lauder’s visit was the sequel 
to a very interesting luncheon party 
in the dining room of the House of 
Comptons, at which Mr. Pringle was 
the host, and there were several in­
teresting guests besides Lauder. One 
of them was Professor J. Young Simp­
son, one of the chief experts on mod­
ern Russia, who lately went through 
the Caucasus with the Grand Duke 
Nicholas. Lauder will soon visit the 
front, where he will cheer and enter­
tain the Scottish soldiers.

AN ABUNDANCE OF SHELLS.
“The Arras victory was largely a 

victory for the munition workers of 
this country,” said an important offi­
cial of the Ministry of Munitions on 
April 15th. “The soldiers did mirac­
ulous things, but without the backing 
of the munition workers they could 
have accomplished little, however 
heroically they might have fought.” 
He added that the fact that our guns 
finished the intensive bombardment 
with more shells at hand than when 
they started, proved our ability to 
meet any demand it might be neces­
sary to make. The problem of 191G 
was to find shells for the guns, but 
the problem of 1917 will be to find 
guns for the shells. The output of 
guns at present is immense and per­
fectly satisfactory; the shell produc­
tion is sufficient to feed a much lar­
ger number of guns—a gratifying 
contrast to the time, not so long ago, 
when the Germans were able to fire 
ten shots for every British shell. No 
gunner is now under the necessity of 
counting the number of shells he 
fires. He need never fear that he will

find his supply short in a critical mo­
ment.

SAVING THE FRENCH ORCHARDS.
France is not unduly depressed by 

the destruction of the orchards in the 
evacuated areas of her territory, be­
cause a remedy has already been 
found for the malicious evil inflicted 
on these agricultural districts by the 
enemy. I hear that as soon as the 
wholesale felling of the fruit trees 
was announced by the French press 
an astute Norman peasant wrote to 
his paper pointing out that nothing 
was easier than to save a broken or 
hacked fruit tree at this time of the 
year by careful grafting. The Horti­
cultural Society of France took up 
the idea at once and issued detailed 
instructions for the grafting of every 
kind and variety of fruit trees. This 
work must be completed by May 15. 
At the same time an appeal was sent 
to the other agricultural districts of 
France inviting them to send selected 
cuttings to the Horticultural Society 
at Versailles, Trianon. Thus has 
French ingenuity once more defeated 
Teuton malignity in one of its most 
hateful manifestations.

ASSISTANCE FOR CRIPPLED SOL­
DIERS.

A suggestion is to be heard that 
the present would be a fitting time 
for the establishment of a War Ap­
pliances Maintenance Fund. This 
would certainly have the support of a 
prominent surgeon engaged upon 
much military work, who points out a 
difficulty of procedure for which no 
adequate provision for the future ap­
pears to have been made. Wounded 
soldiers are being furnished with ar­
tificial ’imbs and other appliances re­
gardless of cost, and for the time are 
receiving the fullest possible consid­
eration. Experience shows, however, 
that these appliances need the same 
periodic attention as a clock or any 
other mechanism, and it is no un­
usual thing for a man with an arti­
ficial limb—which may have cost £80 

-to spend three or four pounds a 
year on adjustments. Many of our 
wounded soldiers, it happens, are 
young working men, who may reas­
onably look forward in many instan­
ces to a long period of civilian life. 
These will be unable to pay for the 
upkeep of their special appliances, 
and it is predicted that without ade­
quate provision they will ultimately 
have to abandon them for the wooden 
stump of the past. That is why a de 
mand Is being made to establish a 
War Appliances Maintenance Fund.

WOMEN’S WAR WORK IN INDIA.
From private correspondence it is 

learned that in India women workers 
in factories engaged on war equip­
ment are earning remarkably well. 
In some of the races and tribes they 
are preferred to men on account of 
their superior resourcefulness and 
industry. The call upon their physi­
cal energy is more exacting, because 
it is more continuous than when they 
.re engaged upon their normal oc­

cupations, industrial and agricul­
tural. The earnings, however, are 
much larger than are obtainable in 
peace time, and some of these work­
ers have with a bound crossed the 
boundary between bare subsistence 
and relative luxury. Notwithstand­
ing the immense population of India, 
the demand for labor in the great 
ports and industrial centres is not 
easily met, and high wages have to 
be offered to attract the indispensable 
supply.

The Tale of Tyndareus

MORE ARMOI'It FOR SOLDIERS.
If the war lasts much longer the 

modern soldier will soon be clad like 
the armoured knights of “Faerie 
Queene” days. The British troops are 
now being supplied with a veil of 
chain mail, which hanging from a 
slender rod fixed round the brim of 
the steel helmet, protects the eyes 
and face of the wearer from frag­
ments of shells and flying debris. It 
is the invention of a famous opthal- 
mic surgeon. The veil is light, flexi­
ble, and strong enough to turn a bul­
let travelling with considerable ve­
locity; while at the same time it 
does not interfere materially with 
the soldier’s clearness of sight. With 
steel helmet, chain veil, and gas 
mask the advancing soldier must he a 
rather terrifying apparition. /

Halifax, May 12.—Back to port, yes­
terday, came the forty-four-year-old 
sealing steamer Bloodhound, Captain 
Edward Wayte, with five feet of wa­
ter in her hold. She sailed from 
Halifax the day before and when fifty 
miles from port, near Beaver Island, 
she met heavy weather, which opened 
up her seams and she began making 
water so fast, the only thing Captain 
Wayte could do was to return to 
Halifax, and she is now tied up at 
Bickford and Black’s wharf. In her 
hold there is 2,965 barrels of flour, 
and it is quite certain the lower tier, 
anytvay from stem to stern, will be 
found in a damaged condition. The 
Bloodhound is owned by Baine John­
ston and Company of St. John’s, Nfld., 
to which port she was bound, having 
taken aboard her cargo at Deepwater, 
including a deck load of oil. Her 
pumps are kept going continuously 
and the work of discharging the car­
go will likely begin to-day. The 
Bloodhound is somewhat of a curios­
ity in these days of modern built, sea­
going craft, and always attracts no 
little amount of attention on the 
waterfront when she visits Halifax, 
which is not very frequently. The 
old craft has a history as well, for 
she was formerly H.M.S. Discovery, 
engaged many years in Arctic explor­
ing. She is a wooden craft and has 
been sheathed, many times over.

These seven days, from South Af­
rica, tale of the Tyr.dareus finally 
told. Feb. 25th, 1852, on a reef off 
Danger Point, fifty miles from Si­
mon’s Bay, Cape of Good Hope, the 
‘Birkenhead’ transport broke and 
sank. Of the 638 souls on board 454 
looked their last upon the world. 
They were soldiers all, British troops; 
and they stood to attention, calmly 
facing death while the ship sank. Off 
Cape Agulhas, near Simonstown, 8 
p.m. Feb. 9th, as if history would 
have nothing in repetition not Hom­
eric—the Tyndareus struck, not a 
rock, but an enemy mine. At once 
the heroic scene began. From the 
southeast a hard gale was blowing, 
and the moment the ship struck the 
German mine exploded. It seemed, in 
the instant, that the Tyndareus must 
sink. Already she was down by the 
head, with her propellers out of the 
water.

Then the “Assembly” rang out, and, 
as did the Birkenhead men of old, the 
“Diehards” lined up on deck, a bat­
talion of the Middlesex Regiment un« 
der Lt.-Coi. John Ward, Labor M.P. 
for Stoke-on-Trent.

This is no romancer’s story, but 
the plain, bare pith of an Admiralty 
record. Putting on his lifebelt, every 
man paraded “in perfect order.”

And— the roll was called.
It might have been the plain hard 

gravel of a barrack square.
With the roll finished, the next or­

der:
“Stand easy.”
And then—think of It—in face of 

gale, explosion and death, the battal­
ion began to sing!

“It’s a long, long trail,” broke out 
a man’s voice, With, perhaps, a quaver 
in it. And, in a few seconds, if there 
were hard lumps in choking throats, 
if there were faraway gazes in paled 
faces, they were gone. Every brave 
British heart was singing—singing— 
singing.

Death was underfoot,
But hearing those hardy voices, no 

man would have thought them to be 
in the midst of the shark-infested I

South African sea. They might have 
been in the soft, green heart of Home, 
cheery on parade for the last “Dis­
miss!” to a long leave.

To stand and be still 
To the Birkenhead drill 
Is a damn tough bullet to chew; 

An’ they done it.
So sings Kipling in his virile song 

of the Birkenhead. And here was 
the whole glowing stand being made 
again, chewing the bullet, and stand­
ing—STILL!

As becomes its theme, the march­
ing song died away. And what could 
come then?—what but the old, and, 
in its way, touching, “Tipperary”? 
There, in the far-away waste of 
stormy waters, our boys sang again 
the half-plaintive, half-dogged, air 
just as our first boys sang it in 
France in the dim, far-gone landing 
of 1914.

For half an hour those gallant 
Middlesex voices went on with their 
song. And, as steadily, the omen of 
fate kept time and accompaniment.

Every moment the singers saw the 
deck slant more and more under their 
feet, as their stricken ship sank down 
by her head.

“Keep it up, lads!’’ shouted the cap­
tain from the bridge, not once, but a 
good round, British dozen times, “All’s 
well!”

And, as often as he, shouted, the 
singers broke and cheered him. For 
he was splendid,” they said.
Yet, all the while, the dread “S.O.S.” 

distress signal of the sea was ringing 
from the wireless through space.

1 Boats were being lowered one by one. 
No man dies without a fight.

But who fights for dogs in such an 
hour? Not many, it might seem; But 
one man was here who did. As a 
boat went over the ship’s side it over 
turned. This heroic shipman, young; 
and not yet named, leaped without a 
moment’s pause into the heaving sea. 
There he struggled, spoil for sharks 
at any moment And he righted the 
boat!

Can we hear the broken song and 
the bursting round of cheers?

British all of it, all the world over!
Hardly had the hero finished his 

work before he was in the water 
again. Now he dived from a lifeboat 
—to save the Regiment’s pet dog, 
“Paddy," who had fallen overboard!

British again, all of it.
And he was not alone in shedding 

fresh lustre on the old name. While 
the captain, his officers, and his deck 
crew were performing labors of Her­
cules, showing that “devotion and 
perseverance” which the Admiralty 
lias praised, there were the engine- 
room company, and the “black squad” 
in the deep heart of the sinking ship.

Men on deck could lake heart from 
vision, seeing whether help was com­
ing across the troubled seas. Men be­
low could see nothing. Yet there they 
stayed, and worked the work of her­
oes.

And among the men who were sing­
ing with British courage on the slant­
ing decks, among the men who could 
see, were six privates, whose names, 
also, have yet no record. In civil life 
they were engineers. And they vol­
unteered to quit the deck above sea 
for the engine-room below. They ex­
changed khaki for overalls, and, 
caged in the most dangerous deeps of 
the ship, they worked like TrojanlF 

Shaken from stem to stern, she 
seemed to be fast settling down. 
Could help reach her in time?

What was beyond the rim of the 
horizon no eye could see. But two 
steamers were racing full steam to 
the rescue; and it was during this 
time of trial and tearing doubt and 
uncertainty that our singing men, 
faced by the probability of immin­

ent death,” as the official record says, 
maintained their steadfast courage 

and discipline.”
And, kinder, than when the glorious 

Birkenhead sank, fate heard the sing­
ing voices, smiled, and relented.

When the bows of the Tyndareus 
were almost under water the rescue 
ships arrived. From drifting boats 
and stricken ship the “Diehards” were 
taken on board the timely friends, 
and, presently, they were in the 
midst of the warmth and greetings 
of Simonstown. Not even a dog was 
left behind, and there were five.— 
Boston Transcript.
