The departure of the Meta-
gama and the Clara Camus from
St. John’s with but temporary
repairs effected in each 'case
should bring home to us with
force our lack of vision and en-
terprise. ‘Although St. John’s
possesses every natural advan-
tage that a haven for dxsabled
ships could desire and is situated
within a few hours of the great
trade routes across the Atlantic,
little or nothing has been done
to turn our talents to account.
We might go further and say
that our policy has been such
as to cause vessels in distress to
avoid this port if it was by any
means possible for them to do
80.

Were these ships the first
which have left here to receive
permanent repairs elsewhere,
such comments would be un-
merited and unjust, but
same thing has happened time
and again and the lesson has
taught us nothing, or at least we

have made no attempt to profit |

by it.

We have, it is true, a dock
which was constructed forty
years ago, when ships were of
far smaller dimensions

they are to-day, but no attempt |

has been made to adapt it to
modern requirements. Nothing |
has been done to bring the]
equipment up to date, and in
fact many of the appliances that |
we did possess have been per- |
mitted to fall into disrepair or |
disuse. With an up to date plant |
regular employment could be
found for a large number of our
skilled and unskilled workmen
who to-day must either find
other means of livelihood, re-
main idle, or leave their homes

to seek an occupation elsewhere. :

The harbour itself is in many
respects unsurpassed as a shel-
ter for shlps, but various im-
provements could be made to
the entrance, facilities provided
for bunkering both with coal
and oil, and the waterside prem-
isea Teave much to be desired.

The excuse always made is
the cost. It is not the cost, but
lack of confidence in the results.
Resentment is expressed ‘at the
practice of raising loan after
loan to pay for extravagance or
to meet losses incurred through
mismanagement, but no such
sentiment would be felt regard-
ing a proposal to raise money

for the specific purpose of turn- |

ing our natural assets to full
and certain account. We have to
awaken to a greater reality of
the value of our natural advan-
tages. We must cease mistaking
the shadow for the ‘substance.
We must throw off the apathy
which has too long obsessed us
and make an effort to live up to
the times.

There is a lesson for us in the
parable: of the servant' who
buried his one talent in the
earth instead of investing il, and
we might note that his action
was termed not only slothful,
but wicked.

Amandsen’s Flight
- Over the North Pole

Capt. Roald Amundsen, the discov-
erer of the South Pole, proposes next

Bowdoin. This year the Arctic will
carry, besides her long wave and
commercial transtormers, a special
short wave set which will be operated
by Choate in an attempt to communi-
cate with the McMillan schooner.

Choate will also seek to reach:
amateur operators of the American
Radio Relay League 1in both the
United States and Canada with
short wave set during the voyage. It
will be in the nature of an experi-
ment to see whether the shortt waves
carry better in the far north than the
longer ones hitherto used. The
Arctic’'s call will be VDM.

The Arctic after leaving - Quebec
will make her first stop at Bleack-
Jead Island, In Cumberland Gulf,
east of Baffin Land. From there she
will cross to the Greenland coast to
avoid the ice from the north and will
seek a passage back to the west
through the middle ice, which sweeps
down through the Northern Inlet

to navigation in these regions.
Throughout this wholé voyage every
effort will be made for the arrange-
ment, by wireless and radio, of a
rendezvous with Capt. McMillan and
it is hoped that in this way contact
with the explorer may soon be Te-
established.

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. Where the Death-Rate is Highest—
Widowers Who Do Not Like To
Marry Widows.

Romance is not wusually to be
/tound in books devoted to statistics,
';yet “London Statisties,” 1921-3 (P. S.
{King and Son), contains ‘some won-
-derfully interesting and diverting in-
formation. For instance, we learn
-that while the population of Greater
London is still increasing, soaring
towards the 8,000,000 mark, that of
the County of London is slowly and
i steadily shrinking. This is evidence
of the great migration to suburbian
y which has become so pronounced in
gthe last 20 years. The City shows
i the greatest drop in population, and
“toroughs that show it noticeably are
Chelsea, Bermondsey, Finsbury, Hol-
born, Westminster, "St. Marylebone
and Stepney. On the other hand,
Wandsworth, Fulham, Camberwell,
Lambeth, Lewisham, Hampstead and
Kensington show increases. The
number of babies born in London has
been getting smaller and smaller.
Here flgures are available only to
the end of 1922. There were only
152,795 births in 1922 in Greater
London, as compared with 193,052 in
1920. Only 148 babies were born in
the City. Shoreditch held the record
for babies in 1922 with 28 for every
1,000 of population; Bermondsey
(26.9), Poplar (26.7), and West
Ham (25.7) were close rivals. More
affluenat Westminster (13.3), Hamp-
stead: (14.8) and Wimbledon (14.1)
were the boroughs with the lowest
“irthrates per 1,000, There were
nearly as many deaths by violence
as from old age in 1922. Only 3.5
per cent. of the deaths in the L.C.C.
area in that year were due to old
age, while 3.3 per cent. were due to
suicide and other forms of violence.
More than one-third of the total
number of deaths occurred among
persons over 65. Nobody over 15
died of whooping cough. Bermond-
gsey had the highest death-rate with
16.9 per 1,000 of . population; Fins-
hury and Shoreditch were next with
16.3. .+Hampstead and Lewisham
(11.2). had the lowest rate in the
1..C.C. area, though they do not seem
to be so healthy as many of the out-
er suburban boroughs, where the
rates .are extremely low, falling to
©.7 in the case of Southall-Norwood.
On the, evidence of this most interest-
ing book widowers do nmot like to
marry widows; the widows in. turn
prefer. bachelors.  In . 1921, 4,104
widowers remarried, but only 1,579

of them chose widows, although 4,-|.

445 widows were married again in|
that year. The book talks also .in

the year. At the end of 1922 there
were 4,409 ice-cream premises in the
I.C.C. area, an increase of more
than 1,200 on the previous year’s fig-
ures. Wandsworth alone had 324 of
these, Camberwell came next with
221, and then the City with 290. The
Metropolitan Asylums Board is
sponsible for some interesting hos-
pital statistics. Of the cases of
smallpox received in the Board’s hos-
ritals in 1922, 31.9 per cent. died.
This is the highest percentage re-
corded in the book, which goes back
to 1876. On the other hand, the
total number of cases admitted in
1922 was only 72, while in the five
years 1876-1880 the number was 16,-
818. London lunatics numbered 25,-
934 on January 1, 1923, of whom only
15 were criminal lunatics. An inter-
esting table of the increase and de-
crease in lunacy during the past 30
years shows a -steady rise from 1890
until 1915, and after that an abrupt
fall, which reached its lowest point
in 1920. Since then there has been
a very gradual rise. There are 91
public libraries in the L.C.C. area.
