Incidents of tlle Great Storm in
Minnesota.

The Winona, Minn., correspondent of
the New York Herald writes a second
letter on the great etorm, in that journal
on Saturday, He says:—

“ The small we'eypapen have come
in, and every mail#frings us letters from
the interior with farther particulars of
the recent great storm, The anticipations’
of the Herald's correspondent have been
sadly realized, and there is no doubt that
the lives lost will number fully three
hundred. For instance, New Ulm order-
od nineteen. coflins on one day, and at
least fifty deaths are reported fromr that
place and Fort Ridgeley. Twenty deaths
at Morris, nine at Madelia, twenty-four
at Sleepy Eye Lake, eight at Worthing-
ton, ten at Manketo—so runs the fatal
record. . In this letter I propose giving
some disconnected incidents and episades
of the fautal Tuesday, which may be of
interest to Eastern 14.n(ler-3 Some idea
of the depth of the snow drifts may be
found whea we consider that on the
Wednesdsy the snow was piled so high
about a freight train, blocdaded on the
Davenpor: and St. Paul Railroad, near
Delaware Centre, that teams drove right
over the cars. Upon the same line there
are drfts 3,000 feet long and fifteen feet
deep. Neaf Blue Eerth men could pass
on foot over the telegraph wires, and at
New Ulm in one drift was lounc}a man
frozen to death while sitting on the seat
of his sleigh, his head being fully five
feet under the surface.

One of the saddest incidents is report-
ed from Fort Ridgeley. The schoolmis-
tress discharged her scholars, telling
them to run home. Some oscaped with
but slight injuries, but seven poor little
fellows lost their way in the blinding
drifts, and were found dead, one with his
books under his arm, and his little foot
lifted for a step—a step which had prov-
od a step beyond the confines of life.
Two others were found frozen to death in
each others’ arms ; tears, which the bit-
ter- cold or the near approach of death
had wrung from them, standing in little
beans . of ;ice on their innoe cheeks.
Hugh Jones, a teacher, near New Ulm,
kept the forty scholaxs of his school in
the school house from Tuesday  till Fri-
day, risking his life, like a practical, un-
selfish hnm évery day in a two-mile
tramp through drifts four or five feet
deep to get food for them.

At Oshawa, about. a hundred yards
from the railroad station, were found two
horses harnessed to a cutter, in which,
sitting bolt upright, were two men dress-
ed in warm buffalo coats. They were
frozen stiff and dead.

Training School of Idiotic and
Imbecile Children. .

The bill now before the Ontario
Legislature for the establishment of a
training school for idiotic and im-
becile 'children proyides among oth-
er things for the purchase of a suit.
able lot of land, on which buildings
may be erected for the purposes of
such a training school. No child
shall be received into the institution,
except under the order of the Pro-
vincial Secretary,without a certificate
from two legally qualified medical
practitioners, setting forth that after
& proper examination of the child for
whom application for admission is
made, and after due enquiries into
all the facts relating to his, or her,
case, they find him or her to be an
idiot and incapable of being instrue-
ted in the ordinary schools of the
Province. The application for ad-
mission to the institution of any
idiot shall be signed by the parents
guardians, relation or friend
of such idiot, or by .the Clerk
of the Council of the Munici-
pality -in-which-he—-or-she-resides:
Any -idiotic or imbecile child who
may have been or may hereafter be
committed .to any common gaol in
the Province as being dangercus to
be at large, and who upon examina-
tion and after due -enquiry into all
the facts relating to his or her case
shall be certafied by two medical prac-
titioners “to be an idiot;” or any
idiot child who has been committed
to any asylum for the insaneoridiots
under the provision of any existing
statute may be removed and trans-
ferred by order of the Provincal
Secretary from such common gaol or
from such insane or idiot asylum to
the said institution. If any idiot so
transferred to the institution by order
of the Provincial Secretary, is found
by the superintendent of such insti
tution not to be susceptible of im-
provement through thie training and
instruction of the same, the Provinecial
Secretary may order such idiot to be
re-transferred and sent back to such
common gaol, or such insane or idiot
asylum from which Sueh- idiot was
received.
