DRIVEN ACROSS THE BORDER

(Special to Morning Albertan)
ETHBRIDGE, May 29—
War to the finish has
again broken out be-
tween the large stock and cat-
tle raisers in this vicinity and
the homesteaders, and the deep-
est mystery has been injected
into the latest reprisals vented
on the stockmen.

Today the stockmen are send-
ing scores of cowboys into
Montana to reclaim and round
up more than 3,000 head of
horses and cattle driven over
the. border into Montana ‘Wed-
nesday night. Blood Indians
are blamed by the ‘homestead-
ers, who declare they are not
responsible for the outrage, but
the general impression among
the stockmen is that the home-

steaders themselves are the

ones to blame.
The two factions
constant since the
homesteaders ‘took up ich

lands to the south of this city.
Prior. to that time the herds of
the big stock interests. particu-
larly the McIntyre and Page
companies, roamed- over thou-
sands of acres of land. The di-
viding of this land into home-
steaders’ farms cut off the graz-
ing privileges of the stockmen,
and war was the resuit.

On the sections remaining,
the stockmen appeared to be
hali-way satisfied, but constant
complaints were being made
that the great herds were over-
running the fences and devasta-
ing the crops. Especially in the
spring time,. when -the grains

May oral testimony be given to prove
thzi happenings of a court the recorgs
of which are ordained by law: to be
taken down in writing? This was at
question argued in the supreme cour
yesterday afternoon in a case of p?‘xi'-
jury, and learned counsel and pr::n -
ing judge ransacked the mighty t’ nm
of procedure and the code for a
heur while Colonel Sanders stood in
the witness box waiting their decision
on this momentous point of law.

The case was one of perjury against
Percy Malken, a Jew, tried before
Judge Beck without a jury. James
Short, K.C., appearing for the prose-
cution and J. J. McoDnald for the de-
fense. On April 22 Malken appeared as
witness in an asault case brought by
a Chinese boy against a man named
Hansen. Hansen, it was stated, had en-
tered a Chinese restaurant with an-
other man on Fourth street east and
drank a soft drink, for w}]ich he refus-
ed to pay, and, the Chinese boy de-
manding the’ money, he made the as-
sault for which he was found gulilty
and fined by Col. Sanders.

Said He Was Present.

Malken said, in the evidence, after
taking the oath in the Jewish form,
that he was in the store and saw the
money paid. Then he said he was not
inside, and saw the fight from the side-
walk, where he was standing. Col. San-
ders then ordered his arrest on a
charge of perjury, and it was this case
that was up vesterday. The first wit-
nesses were Dr Mason, who gave evi-
dence as to the assault, and Joe Lee,
the Chinese boy, who told his story de-
claring emphatically that Malken was
not in the restaurant on that day.

Wants Corroboration.

Col. Sanders was then called. He
could not give from recollection what
the accused had said in his court, and
thaugh Mr. Short intends later to call
the clerk of the court and produce
the stenographer’s record of what was
said, he set out to refresh the memory
of the colonel from that record. Mr.
McDonald at once objected, and the
judge appeared to be ready to sustain
the objection. Then started the argu-
ment. Mr. Short quoted a number of
cases showing that such testimony had
been allowed in the past. The judge
was of the opinion that this would be
in a case where no written record of
the proceedings in the lower court
was taken.

Mr, Short was asked to state for
what reason he wished to give the ad-
ditional evidence of the magistrate
when he also intended to call the clerk
of the court and put in the records as
testimony He replied that in a previ-
ous case of a similar nature he had
been asked by judge and jury to put in
both testimonies, and the jury had
stated that without the oral confirma-
tion they would not have entered the
verdict of guilty.

Finally the judge allowed the oral
evidence of the magistrate to be taken
without stating whether it would be al-
lowed or not. He said that he would

‘consider the matter more fully, and

whatever was his decision he would
take the evidence into consideration or
leave it out of account altogether as
the case might be. He took due note
of the objections of Mr. McDonald.
