And holders of the stock of the
same bank have not recovered from the
shock of the ‘*borrow” of the Syndicate to
purchase the St. Paul Minneapolis and
Manpitoba railway. It would have been a
bad day for the bank if the deal of a number
of its directors with the bank's money had
vroved unsuccessful.

LENDING MONEY ON STOCKS.

As to the second charge of the Monetary
Times, that of Jending money on stocks,
both banks admit the impeachment, though
they think they get round the law. But

.they shall not do such a business. One: of
the best proofs of this is that the bank of
Commerce with its capital of six millions and
assets of nearly thirty millions has not one
dollar, so its manager is credited with
stating yesterday, . advanced on stocks,
Neither has the bank of British North
Americs. The Federal bank is the great
sinner in this respect, and its clever man-
ager, Mr. Strathy, is credited with being
the inventer of the scheme whereby they
get round the law.

Description of the Latest Additien to Our

ion. i 4

Assistant Receiver Fraser has received
the; first batch of the new four-dollar notes,
They will be issued to the banks to-mor-
row. The new bill, though containing no
fancy work, has a very handsome appear-
ance, It isprinted on paper of very super-
ior quality, which is obtained from England
and is made with a waterline containing the
words “Dominion’ and ‘‘of Canada,” form-
iny the transverse bars of a St. Andrew’s
cross, between the arms of which are the
rose, thistle, shamrock and maple leaf.
‘This design'can scarcely be distinguished
beneath the engraving of the bill. A well
executed portrait of the Marquis of Lorne
occupies the ceantre of the engraving on the
face of the bill and the signature of J M
Courtney occupies the place at the feot
where “T D Harrington” appears on the
old bills. Inthe lower right-hand corner
the great seal of Canada in light red is
separately stamped, thus rendering imita-
tion doubly dificuit. The reverse of ‘tha
bill contains the words ‘‘dominion of Can-
ada,” instead of the old legend “Payable
at Toronto,” or some other place, so that
the note appears to be, as it is, of equal
value in all parts of the dominion,

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THE BIBLE IN SCBOOLS,

The members of the deputation which
waited on Mr, Mowat a few days ago, to
ask that reading the bible be made compul-
sory in all schools, whether intentionally or
not, made a very unfair presentation of the
case and used some carious arguments,
Their statement of the matter as a whole
we propose to examine more fully again,
conte nting ourselves for the present with a
brief dissection of some of the arguments,

One of the most reasonable of the speak-
ers was Mr, McMullen, the chairman of the
gross joint delegation, and yet he fell intothe
fallacy of assuming that those who do not
want bible-reading made obligatory are not
in favor of a system of education based on
sound morality—as if sound morality, even
the morality of the new testament, could
not be taught without using the
bible itself as a text-book. Mr, Me-
Mullen knows very well that while
no oue ohjects to the ethics of the new
testament as uosound, there is not the sam:
consensus about the moral teaching of parts
of the old testament, and he knows also
that while Roman catholics are quite will.
ing to have their children taught new tes-
tament morality they are not willing to
place in their hands aay but their own ver-
sion of the sacred text. Are these restless
protestant clerics willing to concede in On-
tario what has been conceded to the Roman
catholics in New Brunswick—that the
teacher who is to be compelled to use some
bible may choose between the authorized
protestant and the Douay versions? Ii
not, what is to be done in public schools,
over which Roman catholic teachers have
been placed ! Do these agitators know
that thereare more Roman catholic public
school teachers than there are separate
school teachers altogether, and that the
number of the former is steadily increasing ?
And the verdizt of the laity will be 10 favor
of breaking down the partition wall of
bigotry so that separate schools may even-
tually disappear altogether. ;

Mr. Williams, oce of the delegates, re-
peated Mr. McMullen’s fallacy when he in-
sisted on making education moral as well
as intellectual, So says everybady else.
The question is how that can best be done
under existing conditions, one of which is
the necessity of maintaining harmony
amongst the various classes who have a
right to send their children to our public
schools. In our opinion education cari be
made all round without a bible being ever
seen inside of a school house, if the spirit

" and teaching of the gospels be observed in

theory and practice, We are ejually of
opinion that to force a bible itself on the
schools would lead in many localities to dis-
cord and heartburnings where there has
been for years nothing but peace und har-
mony.

But of all the fallacies enunciated hy the
delegates the worst and the Jeast excusable
was Dr. Cochrane’s reference ts the effect
of lugersoll's teaching. It is hard to speak
with patience and forbearance of a man
who in a serious argument assumes that
those who differ with himself, not on a
point of morality, but on a point of
expeldiency, are 4bbettors of Ingersoll's
creed. Is there no difference between a
man who denies a future existence and one
who has too much reverence for the scrip-
tures to see them made an ordivary
reading book in schools, In one respect
Ingersoll has a decided advantage
over the clerical delegates ; he would not
put what is eseentially improper reading
matter in the hands of a class ot children,
while they are quite willing to do so pro-
vided the matter is found in the bible.

CAPTURE OF THE “NIOKLE PLATE" RAIL-
RO,

The latest railway event of .importance
over the border is the dissppearance of
the nickle plate line as an independent
roud, Its proper designation was the New
York, Chicago and 8t. Louis railroad, but
some enthusiastic friend of the undertaking
named it the ‘‘nickel plate’ line, thereby
conveying the idea that it was intended to
be something better thau other iron roads:
As an independent concern its career has
come to a quick and untimely end, A New
York despatch says that on Thursday
last enough stock of the company to
secure the control was bought by J. H.
Devereux and Stevenson Burke, Cleveland,
who acted for a syndicate of western rail-
road men interested largely in the Colum-
bus, Hocking Valley, Toledo and Cleveland.
Columtus, Cincinnati and Indianapolis rail-
roads. The whole capital is $50,000,080,
f which $22,000,000 is preferred. The
orice agreed upon to be paid is 87 for pre-
ferred and 17 for common stock. Vander-
bilt denies the report that he is interested in
the purchase. It is generally believed the
Seney pool has made fiom seven to ten
willions by building an.| selling the road.

Who the new owners of the road are is
not yet publicly known. On this point «
Buffalo despatch says : * One of the nickel
plate officiale in this city stated to a reporter
that he thought the sale of that road was
4 big stock-jobbing operation and expected
to hear of its being seld again. If Mr.
Deverenx has purchased the stoek, it is in
the interest of Mr. Vanderbilt. A promi.
nent railroad man of this city, who is inti-
mate at the headquarters of the nickel-
plate, st.ted that Judge Burke is the man
who mauipulated the Obio railroad deal in
the interest of Mr. Vanderbilt, and is a pro-
minent repiesentative of the Standard oil
co. It was he who assisted Mr. Vanderbilt
to secure control of the Hocking Valley
coal lands in Ohio. It is his opinion that
if Mr. Vanderbilt is not the party for whom
the road is bought then it is the Standard
oil company, The company, of course,
will not come out openly in the operation
of the road, but will put their men in con-
trol of it.”

This is the way “in whieh railways
which threaten lona fide competition are
gobbled up. It is now said in some quar-
ters that the gobbling up of the nickel-
plate line was an event intended from the
beginning of the enterprise, it having been
built by a syndicate for the express purpose
of compelling parties heavily interested to
buy the syndiaate out at a big profit to the
latter.

ENFORCING BIBLICAL TEACHING.

(To The Editor of The Werld.)

81r ; There are some who will read with
mingled sorrow and amazement the reported
addresses made by the deputation which
waited upon the premier te advocate the
compalsory introdustion of bible lessons in
our schools. This main point"was some-
what slurred over by -ewn{x‘,»f the speakers,
who dwels . chiefly upon the daily réadiny
and prayer ; bat the reselutions themselves
plainly joply the use of the bible as a les
son book ; ‘‘religious instruction based
upon the bible should form part of the
education of the youth of the country ” are
the words used in one of thesr resolutions.
It is almosc disheartening to see the legiti-
mate descendants of those various sects
whose founders boldly undertock the sting-
gle for freedom of opinion and conduct on
religions matters, now advocating that very
mental and religious oppression whose ex-
tinction is the cause of their being. After
siruggling for and attaiving the entire sep-
aration of church and state in religious mat.
ters, are we now to retrace our steps
and seek to impose certain religions
observances by the law of the lana?
Such re rogression is against the interests of
vrue religion, hurtful to the influence and
progress of the sects which urge it, and
totally contrary to constitutional law. A
test case may be made of it if such a law
is enacted. Some, possibly many, teachers
would resign rather tham comply with it ;
and it is more than doabtful if the deputa-
tion of clergy and ministers wou.d find
their congregations so whully at one with
them as they at present imply. The wish
brs probably been father to the thought,
hestily expressed without due enquiry. It
is quite as consistent with the principles of
freedom to compel every man to attend
church where che bible is read, on the plea
that ia the opinion of the majority it is
good for his morals, as to insist that every
child shall hear it read in that public school
which in niany cases he must attead if he
is to get any secular edycation at all. It is
the function of the state to maintain equal
freedom, and if naught else will restrain,
to punish or deprive of freedom those who
use their freedom only to infringe the like
liberty of others. It is not the business of
the state to become itself a criminal in this
respect b{ infringing thus a mental free-
dom which does not hinder or seek to lessen
a similar mental freedom in others,

Possibly as a sequence to such remarks
the writer may be thought insincere in add-
ing that to himself the bible is the divine
word, the very law and the very light of
life. To read it, to study it daily can in.
jure no one, man or boy, woman or girl,
%o long as it is read in freedom, To be
compelled to read it or to hear it read, is an
outrage to freedom and a serious jury to
the spread of truth. A man or & lad may
compel himself to read or study that or any
other books, anp feel no enmity towards it,
but possibly grow ¢ feel a pleasure in what
was once a task, and this because the task
is self-imposed, and the instincts of liberty
are not opposed from without. But for,
auother to compel bim at once raises enmity
within him towards the book he is forced to
study. It is not urged here that compul-
eory education is not a necessity as society
is at present constructed. Like the exist-
ence of the ballot box it is a blot upon
our civilization, but it is lesser evil per-
mi'ted in order to avoid a greater. Com-
pulsory secular elucation is also a
permitted and a wuecessary evil—an
evil of which we shall ~ yet learn
tobe ashamed. It matters little that our
children should learn to “ hate " grammar ;
to despise and abhor the multiplication
table ; 1o view with disgust from sad mem.
ories of pain, the much-abused but truly
poetic ““Marmion;” but it is a serious matter,
 national sin, that for any reason, through
any misguided and irrational sense of daty
we should rouse in the hearts of our child-
ren Dy legal enactments, enmity towards the
divine word by degrading it to the level of |
a schooi text book. Tf with all onr vast
machiuery. of churches and Sunday schools,
young men’s christian associations, bible
readings, cheap bibles and religious litera-
ture we cannot ensure that the bible may
be read and known by all who desire it,

if. we cannot thereby ruuse curiosity enough

streel ; (3) John Bell, solicitor for the
Grand Trunk railway, respc ing the repair
of the Esplanade bireastwork west of Sim-
coe street ; (4) Edward Playvier, ssking for
the ?pointment of a dejuratiin to conter

with the govermments of Canad «on the sub.
Jject of public health,
Much discu arose over the petition

of James Bond ‘askiag permission to erect
a fi on his premises Queen street west,
G K. R. Coekburn said before the
committee on fire and gas that if this peti-
tion ! were granted properiy in  that
vicinity would greatly (S«tminmm in value
and prevent better classes of buildings from
being erected, as no one would desire to put
up fipe buildings in the vicinity of a black-
smith shop.

Ald Evans (St. Stephen’s) soid that he
believel Mr. Cockburn’s grounds were
nntepable and thet we ought not to shut
down those industries which but build up
our city.

Ald. Bell said Mr. Bond had invested
perhaps all his money in this, and since he
plainly shows that he will so arrange it
that it will not be a nuisance to property
holders in tle vicimity, why not grant his

‘proposed the appearance o}’ the city ought
to be considered, yet this ought to be pro-
vided for in a by-law.

Ald. Maughan moved that the clause re-
commended by the markets and health com-
mittee and y council to uppoint
W. W. Hodgeon caretaker of the western
cattle market be delayed in its execution as
several matters detrimental to Mr., Hodg-
son's character had come under his notice,
Ald. Boustead said that Ald. Maughan
should state his reasons plainly to tke
council as the longer it was delayed the
longer the man’s good character would be in
jeopardy.
