The U. §. Government Will Stop the Ship-
ment of Explosives From Thelr Ports
—Pelice Watching Saspects.

Paris, March 12.—The police are watch-
ing the proprietor of an estaminet near
Bordeaux, He is alleged to be a fenian
and the receiver of funds for the Irish
cause.

Suspicious letters and pareels from Ame-
rica, England and Switzerland are being
submitted to careful examination at Vi-
enna.

WasHINGTON, March 12.—The attorney-
general has sent all the United States
attorneys and marshals a circular setting
forth the report that certain persons are
aiding the prosecution of heinous crimes
by shipping to foreign ports explosives
dangerous to life and property, and direct-
ing these officers to use the utmost dili-
gence to prevent offences against the
statutes regulating th e shipment of ex-
plosives and detect and prosecute those
who may commit them.

Loxpox, March 12.—Inspector Moser
has returned to London from France. He
failed to find evid that the feni in
Paris make dynamite or were implicated
in the London explosions. He believes
nine \men on board the steamer Danube
brought dynamite to Lonaon. These men
the potice are tracking. .

An explosion to-night in a hotel at Ful-
ham, a suburb of London, is believed to be
another fenian dynamite outrage. A box
containing four packages, apparently cart-
ridges, was found* on the premises. One
man wae blown to pieces.

SALISBURY SPEAKS.
The Marquis l-‘avo—: u— Dissolution of Par-
liament at Once. =

Lexvox, March 12.—The marquis of
Salisbury in addressing a meeting at Chel-
sea this evening in support of the couser-
vative candidates for members of parlia-
ment predicted a complete and early con-
servative victory. The conservative pro-
gram, he said, was to appeal to the people
on public business, especially on measures
like the franchise bill,which sacrificed Eng-
land and Scotland for Ireland. He urged
a dissolution of parliament before any
change was made in the franchise system,
and declared the government’s policy had
aggravated and perpetuated depression in
industry and trade, and caused low wages
for the working classes. Radical attacks
upon . property would destroy the
workingmen’s means of livelihood. The
Egyptian disasters were due to indecision
arising from divided cabinet councils. He
was opposed to the surrender of Khartoum,
which he declared would be surrendering
to barbarism what civilization had won. A
resolution was adopted declaring that in
view of the disasters arising from the
government’s policy an immediate dissolu-
tion of parliament is desirable.

The Last of the Lasker Business.

BerLiN, March 12.—Provincial corres-
pondence says the Lasker discussion is
closed. The Germans agreed that it is no
affair of parliaments to examine into the
merits of foreign politicians and nations.
The only intercourse should be through its
supreme heads. The German Gazette at-
tributes -the fuss to the Berlin corres-
pondent of the London Times, the policy
of the editors of which paper, it says, is to
stir up strife between Germany and other
countries. -

The British Cattle Bill.

Loxpoxn, March 12.—Baron Carlingford
to a deputation which sought to learn the
attitude of the government toward the
amendment recently adopted by the lords
to the animal contagious diseases bill of
1878, said the government hoped to resist
the passage of the bill by the commons.
He said however the government woald
prohibit the importation of foreign cattle
when necessity should arise even in case
of foot and mouth disease but he was anxi-
ous this measure should be resorted to
only when positively necessary.

Gladstone’s Indispesition.
Loxpox, March 12.—Gladstone’s indis-
position is believed to be of a diplomatic
nature. The cabinet, it is said, is not
working harmoniously. (ladstone dis-
agrees with the decision announced by the
marquis of Hartington, that England must

control the Red sea ports of Egypt.

News from the Congo.

Loxpox, March 12.—It is reported that
Stanley has discovered another affluent of
the Congo. The Arabs in a recent slave
raid captured 1800 children. The natives
recently attacked the Kuropean factories
on the lower Congo, plundered the caravans
andZkilled several Europeans.

LoxpoN, March 12.—A mass meeting to
be presided over by Mr. Forster, M.P. will
be held on the 21 inst. to oppose any legis-
lative action that will increase the price of
meat.

The new
bill of wages prepared by the firm had
provided for the reduction of the 10 per
cent bonus by half and the redistribution
of the remaining 5 per cent over the whole
bill, with the object of securing a more
equitable equalization of the wages. The
bill prepared by the striking binders also
provided for the equalization of the bill,
but retained the 10 per ceut bonus. The
bill agreed upon yestérday affernoon was a
compromisé between these two, the com-
mittee accepting a bill with about 3 per
cent reduction on the original one pre-
pared by the girls, and 2 per cent increase
on the one prepared by the firm. The
strikers will resume work to-morrow.

$90,000 IN 4 BAG.

A Chicage Widow Seeks Refuge from the
Courts at London.

Loxpoy, March 12,—‘‘Safety and peace
at last,” murmured a refined and elderly
lady, who breathed a weary sigh of relief,
as she seated hereelf in an easy chair in
room No. 106 of the Teeumseh house.
Since her arrival Mrs, Jane A, Brooks of
Chicago has not been able to leave her

apartment and is constantly attended by
her maid. She is a widow, and rumor
places her wealth at about half a million.
A verdict was recently obtained against
the estate of her late husband for over
$68,000, and the plaintiffs filed affidavits
setting forth their belief that she intended
to evade the service of the judgment, and
on Thursday night she was arrested on a
warrant. This upset her completely, and
she went in hysterics and lay ill for many
hours after in her rooms at the Palmer
house. In the ne exeaf case, Stanley B.
Sexton being plaintiff Judge Shepard or-
dered her release, with leave to complain-
ants to prepare a new affidavit.. The bill
wauld not be dismissed nor the writ
quaShed, but it would be allowed to stand
as a Summons.

Judge Shepard’s medicine evidently
wrought a speedy cure, and the next morn-
ing the associatel» press dispatches told
how the lawyers had been outwitted by
the widow, who had gone east on a special
train, carrying with her a hand-bag con-
taining $90,000. Mrs. Brooks will remain
here till her health recovers, or some other
development in the case appears.

IRVING’S LITTLE BY-PLAY.

How He Got His Seemery Into Canada
Puty Free,

Orrawa, March 12.—Complaints are
made by theatrical managers who visit
Canada of the heavy duty to which they
are subjected, of 30 per cent upon all scen-
ery which they import. = This heavy im-
port, they claim, is unjust to a degree. In
the production of many plays the scenery
required is of a nature such as cannot be

found in the majority of theatres in both
Canadian and American cities, and theatri-
cal combinations find it necessary to carry
their own stage settings and scenery, the
duty upon which is 30 per cent. This often
keeps them from crossing the border.

As great as this grievance is, there is a
greater. Itis an open secret among the
profession that there are means of evading
payment of these duties, but it is only“the
select tew who know what these means
are. Upon the occasion of Irving’s visit
to Toronto an application was made to the
minister of customs, who gave orders to
the customs officials at Toronto to admit
the scenery, about $10,000 worth, free of
duty. This was done, and Irving, who
could well afford to pay, got off scott free,
while in the case of struggling combinations
the duty almost to the last penny is in-
sisted upon by the government.

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Temperance Reform,

There is no doubt that public opinion is
running in the direction of temperance.
Our drinking habits are undergoing reform.
Every day sees some advance made, sees
some new proposition for reducing the
evils of intemperance; we are nevertheless
a long way from the goal of universal
sobriety. Whether we shall ever reach it
is a moot point; we may however certainly
approach it; the point of nearness depend-
ing on how we go about the task.

Just now we ‘are trying in two legisla-
tures, the federal and provincial, to reduce
the evils-of the liquor trade by requlating
it under stringent laws. We take ‘it that
it is by regulation that most progress will
be made for years to come. Suppression
is, for the present, out of the question.
What we have to take care of is that our
measures for regulation are well consid-
ered.

But besides regulation of the traffic there
is also another means that ought to be re-
sorted” to. If we can induce our drinkers
to substitute beer and light wines for
strong liquors !such as whisky and brandy
still greater headway can be made. This
work of substitution is already a fact. A
suggestion has been thrown out that might
greatly assist it. [Namely, let the liguor
laws of all kinds, whether regulative like
the Crooks and McCarthy acts, or pro-
hibitive or permissive like the Scott act,
let these laws all discriminate in favor of
light wines and beer and against strong
liquors. Let us encourage the public
houses to sell wines and beer rather than
whisky, and if public opinion in a munici-
pality is not prepared to prohibit all kinds
of drink, amend the Scott act so that they

_can at least prohibit the sale and manufac-
ture of whisky, rum, gin, brandy, etc.

Even the brewers have apprehended the
direction in which public opinion is run-

_ning and they are conforming thereto,
They are substituting lager beer for the
stronger ales. More than this the brewers
are getting ready to split with the distill-
ing interest. They recognize that their
business ought not to be. taxed with the
evils that flow from whisky drinking.
But they say that as the laws now are
they are all in favor of the distiller and
drinker of strong liquors. For instance
wherever the Scott act is enforced the sale
of beer, owing to its bulk, camot be car-
ried on illicitly, while the sales of whisky
and gin increase. The distilled liquor

_ is easily handled. What the brewers claim
then is that the Scott act 'ought to be
amended by removing lager, porter and
beer from its operation, or amending it so
that municipalities can prohibit the strong
drink but allow beer and wines to remain.
Many of our best men who have given
this whole question careful study are in
favor of such discrimination. Mr. Hardy,
the provincial secretary who has had so
much practical insight into the matter,
favors such a line of action.

Let our temperance men [and our legis-
lators take this into consideration and if it
is possible to reduce the evil by some such
discrimination as we have outlined genuine
progress will have been made. Beer may
be an evil, whisky may be an evil, but of
the two beer is immeasurably the least.

Wheat From India. .
_ The United States farmers, and thgse of
(‘anada for that matter, begin to see a
formidable competitor in supplying wheat
in British India., The New York Times
admits . that this competition will be
severely felt in-a future not very remote.
Fertile land, a teeming population, cheap
labor-—these elements of production exist
to an extent hitherto but dimly recog-
nized. ‘All that is wanting is a sys-
tem.of cheap transportation from the in,
terior to the sea-board. This has been be-
gun, and slowly, but with
energy, is advancing, and opinion in com-
mercial circles in England is being aroused
to the necessity and the profit of making
earnest efforts in that direction. Sooner
or later they will be made, and America
must face the conditions of a new and
strenuous struggle for the markets which
have heretofore taken the greater part of
their exports. The prospect, according to
the Times, need not be alarming ; it ought

increasing

to be stimulating.

Ten yearsago the Indian wheat exported
was less than 400,000 hundredweight. In
1882 it was mearly 20,000,000 hundred-
weight, or 50 times as much. In the first
six months of 1883 it was at a rate still

greater, being nearly 16,000,000 hungdged-
weight. In four years, from 1878 to ¥882,

itincreased three-fold. Yet this remark-
able increase in exports scarcely touches
the actual wheat production. This is
variously estimated at from 240,000,000
to 320,000,000 bushels ,of which only from
one-tenth to one-eighth at most is as yet
exported. But while from 30 per cent to i
40 per cent only of the American crop is

¢

available for export, twice as large a pro-
portion of Indian wheat could be exported
without tremching on the food supply of
the people, which consists muinly of rice
or the still cheaper millet. Even from

market at a paying rate, India could spare
at least as much as, and probably one-
third more than, the total average exports
of wheat from the United States for the
past five years. The key to the future lies
in railway Grnnuportatxon,‘-ior"_ an increéase
in railways of 25 per cent. in the' last five
years has been followed by an increase of
over 200 per cént in the éxports of wheat,
A detailed comparison of the cost of car-
riage of American and Indian wheat from
the field to Liverpool is difficult, because
the cost varies greatly in each country
from different centres, but the steady ad-
vance of exports, at a far more rapid rate,
with the advance in railway building is
conclusive as to the inference that railways
will, as thé¥sare built, bring the Indian
wheat to market.

But the present capacity for wheat-pro-
duction in India is' very small:compared
with its possible production when a profit-
able market is offered. That is practically
unlimited. There are districts already
under cultivation 'capable of yielding mil-
lions of bushels of wheat, where a bounti-
ful crop is regarded as a disaster, and

to remit the land tax because “good ‘erops
brought ruinously low prices. - The central
provinces alpne are estimated as capable
of yielding a food supply for 20,000,000
more people than they contain, and there
wheat sells for 20 céents a bushel, for lack
of means of transportation. In. a land of
nearly 1,400,000 square ‘miles of area and
a population of 250,000,000, with but
10,000 miles of railway, the future which
awaits only the increase of railways is one
ot almost inconceivable progress. Its full
entrance into the markets of the werld, or
its advance in them at the rate which it has
8o far made, is.a matter in which America
is deeply interested.

During the past few months *‘ eggs have
been eggs” indeed ‘in Toronto, and even
now, near the middle of March, hen fruit
is dearer in this city than are oranges.
The same statement will apply to cities in
the United States, but it seems that the
egg growers over there think that eggs
have not been scarce and dear enough. At

Lima, O., the complaint was made that
one-half of the eggs received upon the
New York market came from Europe, to
the prejudice of the native article. It was
suggested that the American hens should
be protected against the pauper fowls of
effete Europe, but no action in that behalf
was taken, so that the citizens of the great
republic will continue to bow to the foreign
yolk. Free traders. to the contrary not-
withstanding, the American eagle would
be quite justified in retaliating npon the
oppressors of the American hog. g

‘the young man was at present harassed
by creditors, and as he had a wife and six
children to sapport by the results of his
own industry, he thought the house should
not withhold the annuity granted him.

Mr. Mowat was willing that the resolu-

Creighton, ‘‘or the premier would still
have been carrying on an illegal business
as a pawnbroker.

The ministerialists who had been restive
during Mr. Creighton’s remarks now broke
out into vigorous demonstratious of disap-
prova]

‘“Shame, shame,” scornfully remarked
Ballantyne, the stalwart agriculturist from
South Perth, “‘you ought to be ashamed
to apply such epithets to the premier of
Ontario.”
