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HERE are - few Improvements
possible which do more to make
farm life pleasant than an ice

touse. Its stored blocks not only
amake it possible for the farmer to in-
<rease his profits by improving the
snarket value of his dairy products,
dut also, to enjoy the comforts of a
home supply of ice.

It is so0 easy and inexpensive to have
an abundant supply of ice all summer
that it is really surprising that every
farm is mnot provided with an ice-
fhouse. The spread of concrete con-
struction on the farm has been fol-
fowed by the erection of such build-
ings in all parts of the United States
and Canada, and it i{s the purpose of
this article to give some suggestions
ahich may help those who have not
get built, to plan their ice-houses.

Concrete, being Indestructible and,
mot easily penetrated by heat or cold,

The materials may be hauled to the
site at odd times, and piled so as to
be convenient for working,

The wooden forms for the concrete
may be either fixed or movable. Fixed
forms are merely two boxes without
top” or bottom, which fit one within
the other with an 8-inch space be-
tween for the concrete. Such forms
are made of 2 by 4 inch studding
spaced two feet and sheathed next to
the concrete wall with 1-inch siding.
The forms should be held in place at
the bottom by timbers called “liners,”
and should bg well braced. To save
lifting the concr®te, the outside boards
may be nailed on as the concrete is
placed in the forms, Movable forms
require less lumber than the fixed
variety. Such forms are bullt in sec-
tions 2 to 4 feet high and in lengths
convenient to handle, usually 8 to 10
feet. The 2 by 4 inch uprights are
spaced three to four feet. Cross-cleats
at the top are provided to keep the
forms eight inches apart. Near the
bottom twisted wire ties are used to
draw the farms up tightly against the

previous day’'s concrete work. Each

Concrete for the foundation should be
made mushy wet and filled in ths
trenches to the ground level.

Set up the forms, and during the
erection, in the centre of one of the
end walls, place a door frame (3% by
6 feet clear) within the forms. Brace
it well so that the concrete will not
bulge it out of shape. Place the con-
crete in layers 6 to 8 inches thick
carried around the entire building.
in the concrete walls of each gable
end set a frame for ventilating dcors
(2% by 2% feet) in the same way as
the large door frame was placed.;

As the forms are filled, at Intervals
of 18 inches, imbed bent iron rods or
twisted wire in the concrete around
the corners of the building. Likewise
put two 3 -inch rods or an old wagon
tire in the concrete 1% inches above
the door opening. When the side and
end walls have reached their full
heights and while the concrete is yet
soft, set Y-inch bolts, 8 inches long,
heads down, 5 inches in concrete and
32 inches apart. To these bolts will
be fastened the 2 by 4-inch plates for
the roof,

After the building is a week old, the
forms may be removed and the 4-inch
concrete floor built directly on the
ground. Regin at the back of the

‘building and slope the floor '%-inch to

the foot in the direction of the drain
tile ‘at the door.
Lay the last few
sewer pipes of the
6-inch drain with
well-cemented
joints and include
a tile known as a
“trap,” having a
bend which alway?
contains water.

The
diversified forests of Ontario have,
enabled this provinece to hold its
supremacy up to the present, as
illustrated in 1901, when the chief
cut of seventeen species came from
Ontario. White pine to the value of
$17,743,074 came from Ontario
forests and formed 85 per cent. of
Canada’s white pine cut. Nearly
half of the hemlock cut in Canada in
1910 was cut in Cntario as was over
90 per cent. of thered pine. Ontario
contributed over 70 per cent. of the
hardwoods. Of the total made up:
by 28  species cut in Ontario, over.
one-half was white pine. Red pine
contributed 10 per cent, - hemlock 12
per cent., leaving 25 per cent to be
equally divided among the hardwoods
and less important conifers. To
arrive at the correct amount cut by
the lumber mills of Ontario in 1910,
there must be added to the above
lumber cut, 1,976,000,000 shingles
worth $3,55¢,211 and 851,953,000
lath worth $1,943,544.

The official nomination meeting for the
East Riding of Lambton was held in the
Music Hall, Watford, on Monday last
from 12 o’clock to 2 p.m. 4

The writ, appointing the date, and the
list of polling sub-pivisions iv the Riding
were read by Mr. William English,
Returning Officer, Mr. Morrell English
acting as Election Clerk.

Mr. R. J. McCormick’s nomination
was moved by Mr. Arch. McKinlay, of
Plympton, and seconded by Mr. Donald
L. Fisher, of Brooke.

Dr. J. B. Martyn was nominated by
Mr, Hugh Russell, of “Bosanquet, and

second: by Mr. Hugh A. Gilroy, of
Alvinston, 7
Mr. McCormick appointed W, S,

Fuller, notary, of Watford, as his finan-
cial agent, and Dr. Martyn named Wm,
T. Young, mérchant, Alvinston, as his.
The official proceedings closed at
2 p.m., and on motion Mr. Wm, English
was dsked to take the chair, 2Rt
Mr. R. J. McCormick, the represent-
ative of the riding for the past term, was
first called upon. The speaker said he
did not like the idea of the Government
holding the election one year ahead of
the proper time instead of holding  the
by-elections this year and the general
elections next, and claimed that some
$30,000 had been thrown away for
nothing. - The government that stooped
to such tactics was not: doing right.
Nothing would F!ense him better than to
see Sir James riding round on the rough
roads instead of travelling in his private
Pullman car, The expenses of the pro.
vince were running too high, Since the
last government came into power 89
mere officials were employed than under
the Ross regime. The estimates now ask
for text millions, when the Conservatives
decried the Ross government for asking
half that amount. The épeaker claimed
that he had refused to sign the round
robin asking for an increased indemnity
and by so doing he had saved the prov-
ince some $53,000.. He was.one of five
who wounld not sign, but three ot the five
gave in, He thought the tfarmers did
not get their share of the public expen-
diture. Had asked that 25,000 more be
granted towards Fairs,- The government
had somewhat increased the grant bt
tot so much as he desired, He. touched
lightly on the bi-lingual school question,
and then referred to the assessment act.

He spoke of Experimental Farms, saying
that Conservatives had opposed them
when in opposition but when they came
into power they fell in line and are now
doing all right. He wanted to see more
farmers elected and suggested that the
provincial government be run the same
as a county council, He would do every-
thing in his power to support what he
thought was right and hoped that on
election day they would mnot forget
“B()b.”

Dr. J. B. Martyn, the Conservative
candidate, was the next speaker. He
said he had great pleasure in meeting
such a large body ot electors. He had
been selected as the Conservative candi-
date, and altliough he did not seek the
appointment he intended to carry the
flag to victory. He had the honor to re-
present the best government that Ontario
had ever had, a government without one
single scandal, or the suspicion of a scan-
dal agatnst it, forming a striking contrast
to the old Ross government ot ballot box
stuffing, marked ballots and other corrupt
acts, There was not a prominent Liberal
in the province who had not admitted to
himself that the Whitney government
was making good. He referred to the
salary increase and said that every mem-
ber had accepted it, and that Mr, McCor-
mick had brought his $1400 home with
him. In speaking on bi-lingual schools
he explained the resolution passed that
French be used as a means of helping
French children to learn to speak Eng-
lish, and said that Dr. Merchant was pre-
paring a report covering the entire ques-

tion that would be copsidered by the ||

government. Personally he would not
have any text book but English used in
the schools. He stated that the govern-
ment intended to go very fully into the
assessment question, at next session. He
thought some improvements could be
made but was not at the present moment
prepared to give a definite opinion as to
what changes were necessary. Referr-
ing to the model schools ke believed
that the teaching profession was not what
it should be. Students of 17 or 18 went
to model school and after 14 weeks’ train-
ing and teaching abont ten lessons were
sent to teach school. Such teaching was
of little advantage to children, as good
teaching was largely a matter of experi-
ence. Under the model school system
teachers were continually changing,
much to the detriment of the pupils. A
better-system of education is needed and
the government is trying to give it to us.
The speaker said that Inspector Me-
Dougall of East Lambton had-stated to
him that the Inspectorate was never
better equipped with teachers than to-
day. Reviewing some of the work of
the government he said that they had
abolished the numbered ballot, had

“I'honestly and successfully enforced the

liquor license law, had spent $475,000
this year year on public schools and
$488,000 on Universities. The inmcome
of the prqvince had increased from
$4,464,100 in 1904 to $8,891,004 in 1970,
and through an amendment to terins of
confederation had received $240,000 in-
stead of $80,000 as formerly. - An in-
creased tax had been placed on banks,
railways and electric lines, express com-
pantes had been required fo contribute to
the finances of the province, and a large
revenue received from race tracks and
pictureshows. The speaker went into
figures showing the increased revenue
received from lands and forests, the in-
creased grants given to education and for
agriculture also showed the increased
assistance given for main country roads
by the present government over the
Ross government, etc. Ile advocated
the extention of demonstration farms and
said he believed he could get one for
East Lambton. He spoke on the en-
forcement of the liquor licence Ilaw
and the management of public in-
stitutions by Hon. W. J. Hanna, and
praised his policy regardirg the sMercer
Refuge and Asylum Hospitals where 85
per cent, of the inmates had been sent
home cured, During the campaign, Dr,
Martyn said, he had formed friendships
that would last through life no matter
which way the vote goes, The speech
was a long one and space will not per-
mit more than a bare synopsis. The
doctor  concluded with" the words,
“Gentlemen, I thank you.

J. W. Curry, X. C., of Toronto, spoke
next in favor of Mr. McCormick, and
was followed by J. H, Armstrong, M.P:

" The meeting was probably the largest
one of the kind ever held in Watford,
every inch of space in the building be-
ing occupied.
