Pulbam, Norfolk, England, July 13,—
Great Britain's mammoth trans-Atlan-
tic air pioneer, the dirigible R-34, arrived
at the air station here at 6.06 o'clock,
Greenwich time, to-day, cqupleting her
round trip from

the British Isles and re-

turn, The return trip '‘was made in 75
hours. Major Scott, her commander,
told the story of the flight as follows:—

‘““We estimated we would make it in
from 70 to 80 hours,” he said. ‘““We made
it in 75. When we left we had a strong
wind bebind us and we covered the first
800 miles in about 8 hours. When we
circled over New York we could plainly
see the crowds on Broadway waving to
us as we passed, but we could not hear

| them because ot the noise of the engines,

“‘South of Newfoundland we encount-
ered head winds and our progress from
then on was steady. We travelled at an
average height of from 3,000 to 5,000 feet

and found much low clouds dnd fog,
Once we saw nothing but fog for 24
hours,

“We struck Ireland at Clifden and

made good progress form there, although
our steering engine broke on Saturday
morning. We started with 4,900 gallons
of gasoline and had 1,000 left

‘* We are naturally pleased with the
trip, all of us. I expect important
changes in the size and speed of future
airships, big ships that will travel 70 to
80 miles an hour and powerful enough ta
crawl through anything.”

IR THOMAS LIPTON, the
Irish baronet and yachts-
man -——and merchant — has
had his own share of wor-

ries about the labor situation. He

While the British
have ever been a seafaring people,
they have been made more so by the
demands of the enormous number of
men to operate not only the ordinary
fighting ships but the prodigious
fleets of lesser craft which did scout-
ing, patrolling, mine-laying and
similar jobs and inured their crews
to the sea in all sorts of weather.
Sir Thomas Lipton is one of the
oddest mixtures of brains and
blarney that ever came prominently
before the public. He is a survivor
of that school of extraordinarily
shrewd Irish-bred merchants who at
one time were the backbone of the
commercial world.

Sir Thomas has a head for think-
ing. He gives the impression that his
second thoughts are best, and his
head indicates that. There is a bulge
to his forehead, well above the eye-
brows, and there is a development
of the muscies of the forehead, which
are tokens that while his Irish par-
entage may make him impulsive, his
mental processes tend to keep the
impulsiveness in check and cause him
to weigh a problem carefully if given
sufficient time. His experience in
challenging for the America Cup this
vear exactly justifies that conclusion,
and he told the story himself. Said
he:

“When the armistice became an
assured thing and it seemed that the
world would settle down to peace, I
thought the occasion ripe to revive
the challenge for the America Cup.
The official challenge was already
over here, having been delivered be-
fore the war in 1914. There would
have been eight or nine months or
more before the race was held, and
I thought that would be time enough
for peace conditions to return.

“The American yachtsmen did not
think that a race in 1919 was desir-
able. Since discussing the matter
with them I accept their views en-
tirely and am convinced that they
were entirely right and that I was
too precipitate. The negotiations for
a definite peace have been indefinitely
prolonged,the economic readjustment
has been a slcw and difficult process
and the return of the soldiers and
placing them in employment will oc-
cupy the public mind for many
months. I am now glad that the race
has been postponed for at least an-
other year.”

Every interviewer who has met
Sir Thomas Lipton lately has noted
that he has affected to a profound
degree by the horrors of the war.
It is impossible to talk with him
more than a few minutes without
the conversation switching around to
the sight throughout Great Britain
of men who have lost limbs or eyes
or both, or have otherwise been
maimed and handicapped or incapaci-
tated by the war. It is deeply to be
regretted that the people of the
United States who are prone to dis-
cuss the peace proposals as mere
academic questions, because they

know nothing of the actual horrors
of war, as evidenced in Great Britain
and France, do not all have an op-
portunity to talk to Sir Thomas and
be pulled off their pitiful perches.

Speaking of-the effect of the war
upon sports generally, Sir Thomas
said:

“The heavy income and other
taxes upon the large fortunes which
formerly supported seagoing yachts
will naturally tend to decrease that
form of sport, to say nothing about
the tremendous increase in wages,
the price of coal and other factors
in the upkeep of boats.

‘““Another sport which I presume
will be hard hit will be hunting.
Keeping a pack of hounds and con-
ducting hunts was an expensive busi-
ness before the war. Many men were
employed, damages done to farmers
had to be paid for, and so on. Now
every ome 'of the Items will be
doubled in cost.

‘““Popular sports, such as football,
boxing and cricket should experience
a boom, since the whole British Em-
pire has become largely an outdoor
empire, but the sports which necessi-
tate large indivdual contributions for
their maintenance will necessarily be
curtailed.”

In this connection it is interesting
to note that the high cost of sport
is beginning to touch the pockets of
the ma as well as of the yachts-
men and huntsmen. One of the most
prominent of the British professional
football clubs has already raised the
price of general admission from six-
pence to a shilling, or will do so in
the near future.

1
cannot bring mjyself to believe that
vour Excellency would deny to my
co-workers, for whose actions I am
jointly responsible, recognition for
his genuine and earnest efforts in be-
half of the Fatherland. With assur-

ances of distinguished,” ete.
Chaneellor Scheidemann sent the
following reply:—
“Perr me to express to your

Excellency my regret that my refer-
ence to Gen. Ludendorff should have
pained your Execellency.

Enumerator for East Lambion

Ballots for the Ontario prohibition
referendum are now being printed and
the preparation of the voters’ list is now
under way. In order to be entitled to
vote the elector must be a British subject
residing in Canada 12 months prior to

Arkona B_aplist Church Celebrates

The Arkona Baptist Church squared
the last $365 of its mortgage debt Ilast
week and celebrated the event Friday
evening with a congregational banquet
and on Sunday, the 13th, by offering to
erect a ‘‘branch’ church edifice in the
Telugu City of Annakapilli, India. The
amount subscribed by the close of the
evening service was a little over $600.
This, on short notice, was creditable and
it will of course be increased when the
congregation hears definitely from the
Foreign Mission Board as to the full
amount required. The Arkona Baptist
Church now rejoices over a free-from-
debt, up-to-date, commodious place of
worship, as well as over the prospect of
helping a very needy cause into a like
blessing.

The chief guests at the Friday evening's
function were Rev. S. W. Wright, the
minister in charge seven years ago when
the present building was erected, now of
Smith’s Yalls, and Miss Anna C. Murray
who laid the corner stone, and the same
week left as missionary to India. In an
excellent report the treasurer, Dr. J. L.
Huffman, remarked that the task of the
building committee had been a satisfac-
tory and a pleasant one and that he
believed that its members would be glad
to continue in service, if needed. Miss
Murray, who closed the evening with a
stirring address, took up the doctor's
practical suggestion and proposed that
“‘this Church continue the building com-
mittée and erect a much needed place of
worship in the strategic City of Annaka-
pilli of 20,000 people with scores of
heathen temples, each a breeding centre
of corruption and discontent, but with
not a single Christian church to radiate
the beneficent, saving light of the
Gospel. That evening and on Sunday
morning there was a hearty response to
the appeal, Rey. Charles W, King, the
minister, and Miss Murray presenting
the situation more fully, after a rousing
message by Mr. Wright on ‘‘Workers
Together with God.” The Church voted
unanimously to take up the work as
both a missionary opportunity”and the
“‘best kind of Christian patriotism.”
The approved site 1s in a fine mercantile
centre, surroinded by a fertile agricul-
tural district. Annakapilli is on the
Yellamunchilli field of 690,000 inhabit-
ants, occupted by Misses Murray and
McLeish, both of Arkona, with Rev. A.
A. Scott as director., The need is very
great,

At the Friday evening gathering an
interesting historic sketch of the Arkona
Baptist Church’s life and leadership was
read by Mrs. Horatio Smith, a grand-
daughter of the late Mr. Nial Eastman,
Sr., the first deacon and founder -of the
work. The Church originally met in a
log schoolhouse, 18 x 20 ft., on.Mr,
Eastman's farm, near the present Arkona
cemetery, and is now in its 80th year of
service, ‘‘still going strong.’”’ la. 1858

VEGETABLE MARKETING

High Prlces_ Are Paid for Best
Quality.

Provide Abundance of Cool Water
for  Dairy Cows During Hot
Weather—Shade In Pasture Also
Essential — Ideal Location on
Banks of Cool, Pure Stream,

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)
EW growers realize the im-
portance of properly harvest-
ing and marketing their early
vegetables. The large major-
ity are expert enough to produce an
excellent crop,- but there is perhaps
i only about one out of ten that har-
vest and market their crop to the
best advantage. The public is to-
day, perhaps more than before, de-
manding a high grade product. They
are willing to pay the price if they
get the quality, and the gardener
that will make the greatest success
will be the one that caters to this
demand.

There are several factors of great
importance necessary to achieve the
greatest amount of success. Fore-
most of these, perhaps, is proper
harvesting. Few, even of our grow-
ers, realize how rapidly our vege-
tables deteriorate in quality after
they are taken from the ground.
Much of the fine flavor and crispness
is lost in the case of such products
as onions, lettuce and radishes in
only a few hours unless special care
is exercised in handling. Such crops
should never be exposed to winds or
the hot sun and if they can be kept
in a cool, fairly moist condition, the
least possible loss in quality will be
maintained.

To market the vegetable crop to
best advantage the grower must ever
keep in mind the ultimate destination
of his goods. The housewife is the
one that he must please. If she 1s
well pleased then she tells her neigh-
bors quietly over the back fence, but
if she finds that she has received
something of very inferior quality
then she proclaims her grievance
from the housetops and forever after
will be hard to convince that there
is such a thing as high quality.

The most important factors to bear
in mind are few in number and are
not hard to put into practice. The
proper degree of maturity is the first
one that must be considered. Carrots,
beets, onions, radishes and the other
bunching crops should not be pulled
before they reach the proper size.
They should be carefully pulled and
taken to the bunching houses. There
they are neatly bunched, tied and
washed and then should be protected
from the atmosphere as much as pos-
sible by covering. Lettuce, spinach,
parsley, cabbage and cauliflower
should be carefully cut and placed in
baskets or carriers. Care should be
taken that none of the dirt is taken
up and allowed to fall through the
leaves, as thi hard to remove eyen
by careful washing and will always
lower the quality.

There is perhaps not more than
one person in ten that can be called
a really successful salesman, and
herec is where a good many of our
growers fall down, and after produc-
ing a high grade product they are
unable to market it to the best ad-
vantage. The first requisite, as has
already been mentioned, is a high
grade article. An inferior grade can-
not be expected to obtain the highest
price. The proper care in preparation
is also important.. A neat, attrac-
tive package, well-packed, with high
grade vegetables will always com-
mand the higher price. Furthermore,
an attractive article will be its own
salesman, and no matter how over-
stocked the market may be, will com-
mand a good price. The proper care
in sorting and grading is also quite
important. Vegetables of poor qual-
ity should never be placed on the
market. They will not only have to
| be sold at a much lower price but
| will also have the effect of lowering
the price on the higher grades, with

the result that many a good market )

has been almost ruined by a small
quantity of inferior goods.

From this we see that the greatest
results can only be obtained by grow-
ing a high grade article, carefully
harvested and attractively and effi-
ciently marketed.—A. H. MclLennan,

Why Plenty of Water Is Necessary
for Cows In Hot Weather.

Water is very necessary for cows
at all times, because the body itself
contains a large proportion of water;
the functions of the body cannot
properly take place except plenty of
water be supplied; and milk contains
about 87 3% per cent. water. All this
makes water needful at all times to
the cow giving milk, but in hot
weather there are added reasons why
the cow should have plenty of water.
These hot weather additions to the
water supply of cows are necessary:

1. To assist in cooling the body.
When the animal body becomes too
warm, nature suggests an extra sup-
ply of water, which lowers the tem-
perature of the body of the animal.

2. The second reason for supply-
ing plenty of water to cows 1n sum-
mer is the fact that the body excre-
tions are very much inercased during
hot weather. These excretions con-
sist largely of water, with certaia
sulty materials in solution, and -to
supply this waste malerial, the cow
must be supplied with an abundance
of water. After proper and abun-
dant feed, the second great need of
the cow giving milk is plenty of
clean, cool water. Dairymen p:efer
to locate aleng the barks of a never-
failing stream. Lacking this, a dairy
farm must have a good supply cf
well-water. — Prof. H. H. Deau,

GONSERVING MOISTURE

Many Valuable Crops Saved by
Mulching.

This Season KEspecially Trying to
Cream Producers—Great Losses
Prevented by Cooling Cream
During Hot Weather In Properly
Constructed Tank.

(Contributed by Ontario Department ot
griculture, Toronto.)

ATER is one of the essen-

tial requirements for the

growth . of plants. Its

funetions are a solvent
and carrier of plant-food, a food di-
rectly or indirectly for the plants and
it helps to maintain the plants in a
turgid condition, 'thus enabling them
to stand more erect and resist the
force of the winds. Also the eva-
peration of the water from the sur-
face of the leaves equalizes the tem-
perature of the plants. Thus water
gerves the plants in no small way,
and so the farmer 'is always very
anxious each spring that his soil have
sufficient water stored within it to
supply the growing plants during the
next three or four months, when the
rainfall may not be sufficient for their
requirements,,

The amount.of water required for
crops 8 rather surprising; in humid
regions. they require from 290 to 500
pounds for every pcund of dry mat-
ter produced, and in dry climates
the amounts are about double of
these. Of the ordinary farm crops
the legumes including clovers, peas
and beans, use the most water; then
comes potatoes next; then In order
oats, buckwheat, barley, wheat, rape,
maize and millet.

The water that the plants take
from the soil exists in the form of
thin films around the soil grains. If
the soil be well drained and other-
wise in good physical condition,
these films will occupy about one-
half of the air space of the soil, the
other half being available for air,
which isverynecessaryforthe growth
of the roots. The water in the form
of films has the power to rise up
through the ‘soil grains in a manner
similar to that of the rise of oil in
a lampwick or water through a lump
of sugar. This rise takes place more
quickly and extends higher if the soil
grains be fairly fine and in a mellow
and friable condition, or in other
words, be in good tilth., Water in ex-
cess of this film water should be
drained from the soil, otherwi the
soil remains cold and the air is cx-
cluded from the roots.
1roots.

Conserving the soil moisturescon-
cists of getting as much as possible
of the rains and the meltage of the
snoy down into the lower depths of
the soil, and in the second place, pre-
venting the water that rises to the
surface during the period of growth
from evaporating. The first can be
secured by fall ploughing and in
other ways making the soil surface
as open and receptive as possible for
e casy entrance of the water and
the evaporation can be prevented to
a large degree by keeping the sur-
face, after the crops are sown or
planted, well mulched. The soil
muleh, one to ithree inches deep, is
found to be very effective in keeping
the filin water from reaching the sur-
face and there evaporating under the
sun and wind., The surface of the
oil, and this applies chiefly to heavy
soils, should not be allowed to be-
come crusted, as a crust on the top
cracks open and alldws the water
t¢ escape. The best illustrations of
mulching and its good effects are
found in every well-tilled garden,
but to a large degree the practice is
practicable on the farms by a judi-
cions use of the harrow and roller.
when the grain fields are rolled im-
mediately after seeding, the harrow
¢hould be used; if power enough be
available both may be passed over
the field at once. Even after the
grain is up 3 or 4 inches, should a
lieavy rain pack down the soil, the
roller me be used to good advan-
tage in re-establishing a muleh, The
more frequently the corn and root
fields are cultivated throughout the
seacon of growth, the more effective
the mulch will be to congerve the soil
moisture.—R. R. Graham, B.S.A,,

count of the great scarcitv of ice. In
many localities, not a pound of ice
was harvested during the winter sea-
son of 1918-19. The ice-houses are
empty and there is nothing but water
to cool the cream. On some farms
threre is a scarcity of water during
hot weather which means added difii-
culty in cooling the cream,

The first thing is to have a cool-
ing tank of some kind for holding
the cream can. One properly built
of ¢ement, or wood and insulating
madterial, is best. Failing this, a coal-
oil barrel, with the inside burned to
remove the coal-oil flavor, sunk part-
ly in the ground and having a cover
will answer the purpose. This should
be near the well so as to be conven-
ient for pumping cold water Into it.

Each lot of cream should be cool-
ed at once after separating, and be-
fore mixing with previous lots. A
geparate pail or can should be used
for this part of the cooling process.
Allow the cream to remain in this
special can set in the cold water,
fiom one separation to the next, be-
ing careful to wash it frequently, as
the warm cream will soon become
tainted with the sour cream organ-
isms, if this can or pail he not kept
sweet,

kheeping pails, cans, ete., clean,
and immediate cooling to 60 deg. F.,
certainly below 60 deg., and frequent
shipment or delivery of the cream,
are the main points in hot weather
care of cream.—Prof. H. H. Dean,
Q. A. College, Guelph.
