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RATES IN TOWN 
AND COUNTRY

By J. B. Middleton

There ere men in Ontario com­
plaining because the rates for Hydro- 
Electric sendee in certain small 
villages are as much as 6 c. per kilo­
watt hour, while Toronto, Hamilton, 
Brantford and London are securing 
service for about 2c. They say that 
there is discrimination in favor of 
urban communities, although they 
must know that Cost is the oasis of 
every man's service, whether hé lives 
in town or country. The same con­
ditions of concentrated population 
which make it possible for a City to 
.maintain a professional Fire Depart­
ment and Police Force reduce the 
Cost of Hydro-Electric service. No 
man of sense complains because a 
village has no highly organized Fire 
Department. The danger from Are 
is less pressing in the country. In 
like manner the resident of a small 
-community is less hardly pressed for 
taxes and the like than the urban 
dweller and can afford to pay the 
Cost of his electrical service. 
‘•Particularly is this the case in 
Ontario where the average rate in 
the smallest municipalities associated 
with the Hydro-Electric System is 
■only about half the charge for similar 
service In Buffalo, Detroit and any 
lother large city where distribution 
of energy is wholly in the hands of 
Iprivate interests. Five cents a kilo­
watt hour compares well with the 
rate charged In Toronto before the 
advent of "Hydro." It averaged 8 
cents. In Winnipeg before the munici­
pality set about securing its own 
municipal supply of energy, the pre­
vailing rate was 20c. In Quebec 
City, seven miles from Montmorency 
Falls, the cost of lighting the City 
Hall is 7 He. There is discrimination 
in that city, for the prevailing doraest- 
c rate is So; and some favored cus­

tomers get even a lower rate. In 
JBritish Columbia the people of the 
Okanagan Valley are pleased at the 
construction of a new transmission 
line by the Kootenay Power Com­
pany. They say that their rate will be 
cut in two. Under the new conditions 
theyexpcct to pay only 5c. per kilo­
watt hour. A fruit broker told the 
-writer that 5c. was “dirt cheap.” So 
it is in comparison with the prevailing 
charge by private corporations.
®The fact is that throughout that 
part of Ontario served by ihc Hydro- 
Electric System all people are being 
served at rates which no private 
company anywhere can approach for 
cheapness, and the small user is not 
being penalized for the advantage of 
the heavy consumer. There are only 
three municipalities, of hundreds with 
“Hydro” service, where the average 
monthly bill for domestic service has 
reached $2. The first seven munici­
palities named in the Reports have 
average bills as follows:

Acton, $1.00; Ailsa Craig, $1.38; 
AUislon, $L46; Arthur, $1.81; Au- 
caster, $1.42; Aylmer, $1.44; Ayr, 
$1.40. These sums of course include 
the service charge. The average 
bill in Toronto is $1.11. The Allis- 
ton consumer is paying lc. a day more 
than his Toronto brother. It does 
not seem at fu st glance tobeaburden- 
•oms “discrimination!' '

EXAMINATIONS A THING 
OF THE PAST

Dr J. L. Hughes, addressing the 
Progress Club at the King Edward 
Hotel, Toronto, the other day came 
out broadly on the radical suggest­
ion" that “examinations are a thing 
of the past."

The development of the child’s 
individual mind is the proper educa­
tional process,” he said. “A child’s 
brain should not be used for the 
storage of facts to be sorted out and 
used for examination purposes. On­
tario is very much behind., in this 
regard and I hope that the examin­
ation system will pass out during 
my time. At presen/t, in the more en­
lightened sections of this world, 
there are places where there arc 
no normal school examinations. I 
hope that in the near future it will 
be the same in Ontario.”

At the present time 90 per cent, 
of educational time was taken up 
by endeavoring to cram knowledge 
into a child. He advocated that 96 
per cent, of the time should be used 
for individual development.

“Prevent a boy from doing what 
he likes and you destroy his self- 
deveïopmertt,” he said. “Rather dir­
ect his attention into other channels 
if he is not doing just as you wish. 
’Don't’ was the ' chief word of train­
ing in the past and it has resulted in 
making ‘stoppers’ rather than 
‘doers.’ It is not keeping away from 
evil that makes a man good; it is 
doing good.”

CONCENTRATED ENJOYMENT

ONTARIO’S BUTTER
SECOND GRADE

Ontario will have to produce bet­
ter butter if it is to wiq_the markets 
of the world, according to the view­
point expressed by speakers at the 
annual convention of the Canadian 
Producers Association at Toronto 
Monday. The trouble is the lack of 
interest on the part of the farmers 
and the creameries, and to the fact 
that there is not a proper differentia­
tion in price paid by the creameries 
for good and inferior cream.

If Canada is looking for success in 
her dairy industry it would be a 
good idea if it would look to New 
Zealand, according to the words of 
Joseph Calder, of the Saskatchewan 
Creameries of Moose Jaw.

In dealing with the progress of 
better grading in Ontario, John 
Scott, provincial butter grader, stat­
ed that Ontario butter is becoming 
poorer in grade from year to year 
and he agreed with Mr. Calder that 
as long as the present system of buy­
ing cream prevails there can be little 
hope of real progress. Mr. Scott felt 
that about 76 per cent, of Ontario’s 
butter is second grade.

LAW MUST TAKE ITS COURSE

Ottawa, Jan. 9.—The law will 
take its course in the case of Fred­
erick Baldwin, who was found 
guilty of murdering Robert Moul­
ton, on May 9th, and sentenced to 
hang on January 16th, by Judge 
Moiwat art Port Arthur, Ont.

Baldwin was an employee on the 
farm of Moulton at Oloud Bay, Ont. 
He shot hie employer three times 
and was detected in the act of try­
ing to remove traces of the crime. 
An examination by a medical ex­
pert, engaged by the department of 
justice, led to the conclusion that 
Baldwin was sane.

Another of the early pioneers of 
Enniskillen Township passed away on 
Monday last in the person of Mrs. 
John Hume, who died at her resi­
dence, 12th line, where she had lived 
continuously since October 29, 1859, 
when she was taken there as a bride 
by her husband.

Mrs. Hume’s maiden name was 
Frances Lee. She was born in Picton 
on August 3, 1841, and in 1855 came 
with her parents to Brooke Town­
ship Where she met her husband. 
After their marriage Mr. Hume lo­
cated on 200 acres of land, which 
had been granted his father by the 
Crown The country at that time 
was solid bush and the few neighbors 

.Duncan MoLachlan, Chas. Leg- 
gott and Riobt. Dobbin, have since 
passed to their reward.

There were no roads in those days 
only Mazed trails through the woods. 
The district abounded with wild ani­
mals, especially deer, which would 
often come right up tothe log houses 
of the early settlers. Indians amd 
squaws were frequent callers. Pet- 
rolia then did not exist and trading 
was done in Wyoming until the late 
Chris. Mackenzie opened a store in 
the East End. Like most of the early 
settlers Mrs. Hume always enjoyed 
good health. Latterly, however, ow­
ing to advanced age her health failed 
her. She possessed a wonderful 
memory and was one of those old- 
time Christians who worked in the 
interests of temperance and had a 
simple, trusting faith in her Saviour.

She leaves to mourn her loss her 
aged husband, who is 85 years of age 
one son, Sidney, on the homestead, 
and three daughters, Mrs. Thomas 
Hartley, Inwood; Mrs. John Woodley 
Australia; and Mrs. William Cook, 
Point Edward. Also twenty-nine 
grandchildren and twenty-five great­
grandchildren. The funeral was 
held on Wednesday afternoon, the 
remains being laid at rest in Hills­
dale cemetery, Rev. Andrew Boa, of 
Copleston, officiating.

The pallbearers were six grand­
sons: Messrs. Albert, Sidney, Wesley 
and Lee Cook, Orvil, Russell and 
James Hartley.

COL. KENNETH GOODMAN K.C.

Parbhill mourns for one of her 
oldest best known and most loved 
citizens in the person of Col. Ken­
neth Goodman who died at the Ar­
lington Hotel after a short illness, 
on Tuesday night. The Colonel had 
lived here for fifty years, he loved 
the town and the town loved him in 
return. He was Parkbill’s Grand 
Old Man and his familiar figure, his 
kindly word of greeting,, his_ court­
eous attitude to one and all will be 
missed Iby the people of the town.

The Colonel filled many important 
offices here in by-gone days. He was 
Reeve for three terms iby acclama­
tion, was revising barrister for 
North Middlesex and he took a most 
active part in seeking the incorpora­
tion of the village, in faet he was 
one of the delegates appointed to 
urge the passage of the bill before 
the Legislature.

He formerly resided at New Ham­
burg where he was Captain of the 
New Hamburg Infantry Company. 
In 1866 it was the only company in 
Waterloo county.

During the Feniap Raid this com­
pany under Capt. Goodman was 
stationed at St. Mary’s, then at Sar­
nia and after at Goderich and 
Thorold. In the fall of 1866, other 
companies were organized and the 
29th Batt. formed and Capt. Good­
man was promoted to be Lieut.-Col. 
of the Regiment.
/ The Colonel was educated at 
Upper Canada College and Osgoode 
Hall. He was. a gentleman of the old 
school and his ideal man was a man 
whose word was never broken, a 
man who was generous and open 
handed, a m%n who was upright in 
all dite dealings, and these things 
were embodied in his own life. He 
was a capable legal advisor, a man 
of cultivated tastes, wide reading, 
extensive knowledge, an intense 
loyally for the Empire' and the flag, 
and a subtle sense of humor. He 
was of commanding presence and 
grey hairs and the advance of age 
only added to the dignity with 
which he bore himself. His going is 
our loss, and as a town we are sor­
rowful because be is no more with 
us.

He is survived by two daughters
