—The Tea Soiree given by the Indies of 
St. Mary’s Church, at Bellelsle, on Wed­
nesday, was a great success, both as re­
gards the number in attendance, and the 
sumptuous and well supplied tables pro­
vided. Many of the leading citizens from 
Annapolis, Granville Ferry and Bridgetown 
were on the grounds, and contributed to­
wards tho object in view—the debt of the 
new hall—to upwards of sixty dollars.

—Very warm weather was experienced 
in the States last week. New York and 
Boston papers say that Tuesday was the 
hottest day in those cities for many years. 
The winds of New England are described 
as like the breath of a furnace. In several 
places the thermometer recorded as high 
as 100. On the same evening the Eastern 
States were visited by a terrific tornado, 
with thunder and lightning, causing serious 
loss and damage.

Not Ripe for Prohibition.—The Epis­
copal synod of Nova Scotia regarding the 
prohibition question, resolved that : “We 
deplore the great evils produced by the 
excessive use of intoxicating liquors and 
the great need there js of the use of every 
means of suppressing their evils by educa­
tion, moral suasion and legislation, We 
arc yet of opinion that the the time has not 
arrived when total prohibition can be sue 
cessfully enforced. ”

~N. L Newcomb, general manager of 
the New York Steamship Line, has been 
visiting this and Kings County, for the 
purpose of ascertaining what encourage­
ment would lie given their boats providing 
they were to run to Annapolis and Digby, 
and is so far satisfied as to make It safe for 
us to announce that the project will be car­
ried out in a very short time. The outlook 
for export of potatoes, apples, fish, etc., 
from western Nova Scotia is very encour­
aging.

— The Windsor & Annapolis Railway 
will adopt the Canadian Joint Freight 
Classification, with some modifications, 
after August first. This classification js 
much more élaborai#? than the ORe at 
present in use and has already been adopt­
ed by the principal roads in Canada. The 
change will be more in the classification 
than in rates of freight and will be conven­
ient for shippers to long distances, as agents 
on this road will be able to quote rates at 
once on any other Canadian road.

Local and Other Matter.by steam. Much lumber is manufactured 
here yearly, and is shipped from Bear 
River, or ports on “ the bay,” as the case 
may be, to the various markets in which it 
finds a sale. The farms along the North 
Range give evidence of the thrift and suc­
cess of their owners ; neat farm hotiaes and 
other buildings line the roadsides, and are 
a standing advertisement of the home 
comforts which here everywhere abound. 
In these sections of the county, too, the al­
most universal statement; was made that 
the hay harvest, now just commenced, 
would be quite equal to, if not above, the 
usual average, and the prospects for oats 
and other grains, and for potatoes, were 
pronounced to be as good as heart could 
wish. The late dry weather and total ab­
sence of rain may, however, tend to diminish 
results if continued another week. Two 
things, very noticeable in this part of 
Digby, will strike the visitor with cer­
tainty : We refer to the character of the 
water and the highways, both of which 
cannot bo surpassed for excellence—the 
underlying slate rock being at the founda­
tion of both privileges. Having devoted 
the time allotted to this side-journey we 
returned to the head of the Bay with a 
view to a trip down “ the Neck,” and on 
Friday last we found ourself westward 
bound, en route to Westport. The whole 
tongue of land extending into the Atlantic 
from Digby to the last named town has 
been, of late years, divided into sections 
bearing distinctive names, as Ross way, 
Seawall, Waterford, Cent re ville, &c. Pass­
ing through Rossway we observed some 
good farms, on which the crops were look­
ing well. In this division there is a neat 
little church belonging to the adherents of 
the English church ; two small Baptist 
churches, and a Methodist church. Leav­
ing Rossway we entered Seawall, which 
affords some very fine scenery, the views 
of the south shores of St. Mary’s being 
worth a day’s walk to see. From Seawall 
we enter Waterford, of which much the 
same may be said, though some of the 
farms in this division seem to be better 
worked and more productive than those 
we had just passed. Here the Johnstons 
and Corn walls—old loyalist families— 
were first settlers. The graveyard here is 
full of the dust of these worthy fam­
ilies. At length we arrived at Centre- 
ville, late Trout Cove, where we now are. 
Tho hamlet has its seat on the Bay of 
Fundy side of the Neck, and contains some 
forty families, and has a substantial wharf 
in the Cove, affording shelter for vessels 
and small boats engaged in the local in­
shore fisheries which are here cultivated to 
a very considerable extent. The catch 
has this year, so far, been somewhat 
scanty, owing chiefly to scarcity of bait 
and the boisterous weather during the early 
part of the season.

We saw a new vessel on the stocks at 
this place, which is being built for the 
Messrs. Mortons and others. She is of 
fine model, of between four and five hun­
dred tons registered tonnage, and will be 
commanded by Capt. Loyd D, Morton. 
She is intended for service in Indian and 
Chinese waters, with which Captain Mor­
ton is well acquainted, having had consid­
erable experience in the trade of that part 
of the world.

We were the guest of D. D. Morton, 
Esq., (the son of a native of Wilmot, the 
late Abraham Morton), and his wife, who 
is a native of Granville, and were hospit­
ably entertained and very kindly treated. 
The Baptists and Methodists each a place 
place of worship here, the pastor of the 
former being the Rev. J. C. Moore, a na­
tive of the vicinity of Bridgetown ; and of 
the latter, Revd. Mr. Simpson, whom we 
heard preach his initial sermon on Sunday 
last.

—One hundred and forty-six crates— 
averaging 30 quarts each—of strawberries 
were sent from Kingston Station on July 
7th—now bringiug 20 cents in Halifax, 
equal to $876. Of all the products of the 
soil nothing pays better than small fruit.

—Mr. and Mrs. H. W. Beek, of Chicago, 
reached our town on Saturday last, after 
having visited some of the principal Cana­
dian and American cities. They are the 
guests of Mr. and Mrs. T. D. Ruggles, and 
will remain in our midst some ten days.

Higher Education.

In our last issue we briefly noticed the 
scheme inaugurated by the Church of Eng­
land Synod, for the establishment of a 
school for girls, at its last session. Since 
then, we have learned that the committee 
has met at Windsor and energetic steps 
been taken to procure the speedy fulfill­
ment of so desirable an object. Arrange­
ments are being made for the purchase of 
one of the most desirable properties in 
Windsor, viz., “ Edge Hill,” formerly 
owned by Mr. Wilson, but more recently 
in possession of Mr. Payzant, Piesident of 
the Commercial Bank. The grounds com­
prise about seven acres, tastefully laid out 
with shrubs and ornamental trees in abund­
ance, while a beautiful ever-green hedge, 
some ten feet high, completely surrounds 
the premises. The house is large, airy, 
and commodious, commanding fine exten­
sive views, and with some few alterations 
and additions can be made to answer the 
present needs. But it is proposed to be­
gin immediately to erect a building (pro­
bably a brick) with all the modern appli­
ances that will render it in every respect 
the very best adapted for the purposes 
designed. No finer situation than this 
could possibly have been procured. Its 
contiguity to church and college, its facil­
ity of access and appropriate surroundings, 
all combine to render it one of the most 
charming sites for a “ ladies’ school ” that 
possibly could be imagined, for we hold that 
the cultivation for a “ love if the beauti­
ful ” not only tends to elevate and refine 
the mind, but also insensibly leads us from 
“ worshipping nature ” to worship “ na­
ture’s God.” It has been ascertained that 
there are at present sixty-three girls, be­
longing to the church, attending other 
scholastic establishments ; and without in 
the slighgeat degree wishing to disparage 
these institutions, for all of them are doing 
a noble work, it is only natural that these 
young people should prefer a school of 
their own.

One great advantage in having the school 
at Windsor will be the facilities afforded 
for obtaining higher instruction (should 
such be deemed necessary) from the Col­
lege, and now that the restrictions have 
been removed that formerly prevented tbe 
gentler sex from obtaining a collegiate 
education, we may hope to see many of 
our girls honorably and successfully com­
peting for the many honors in the power of 
their “Alma Mater” to bestow, and as an 
incident in point we may mention that 
quite recently, in one of the most distin­
guished colleges in England, the “ Senior 
Wranglership ” was carried off by a lady. 
One of the prominent features of the new 
institution, we are credibly informed, will 
be not only a thorough preparation for 
matriculation at any of the universities the 
pupils may feel disposed to enter, but a 
special curriculum will be laid down for 
those who wish to engage in teaching in 
any of the common or higher schools of 
the Province.

We have always felt that the Church of 
England has hitherto been sadly derelict 
•rith respect to the education of the girls 
belonging to her Communion, and now we 
■are glad that the reproach is likely to be 
done away with, and with such facilities as 
now present themselves, such a wide field 
of labor as New Brunswick, Nova Scotia 
and Prince Edward Island, and under such 
distinguished patronage as the Episcopal 
Synods, we predict for the new school a 
marked and successful career, and we 
heartily congratulate the energetic com­
mittee to whom the launching of the 
scheme has been committed, upon the suc­
cess that has already attended their efforts. 
We learn, also, that when fhe committee 
met at Windsor last week, 269 additional 
shares were taken, making in all about one 
thousand shares already subscribed. It is 
confidently believed that the town of Wind- 
Bor, always alive to improvements in its 
midst, will take at least ten thousand dol­
lars worth of stock, and all we can say is 
“ Well done ! go on and prosper.”

Terrible Disaster at Dartmouth.

One of the most appalling and heart ren­
dering accidents that ever occured at Dart­
mouth, happened on Friday evening last, 
owing to the iron chain supporting the 
swing bridge of the wharf, on which some 
hundreds of people had gathered, giving 
away. The assemblage had congregated 
there to witness the arrival of a new boat 
to be used as a ferry-boat between Dart­
mouth and Halifax, and which at the time 
of the accident had reached her destination, 
lying only a few feet off from the pier. 
The fatal catastrophe, which took place at 
8.45 o’clock, precipitated some sixty men, 
women, and children into the water, the 
depth of which was about fifteen feet, and 
which caused the greatest consternation 
among those present at the scene, as well 
as throughout the city. Heroic gentlemen 
at once plunged into the water, life pre­
servers were thrown from the new boat, 
and every available effort put forth to 
rescue the many in such imminent danger. 
The scene is descrilied by the Halifax 
Chronicle as one never to be forgotten^ i 
the horrified cries of those in the water, 
the excited bemoan in gs ef those on the 
wharf, the running to and fro, the carry­
ing away of those lifted out, all combined 
to make the scene a remarkable and memor­
able one. Besides several being taken from 
tbe water almost lifeless, the following 
persons lost their lives : Miss Bessie Foster 
about 19 years of age, daughter of Edward 
Foster.

Miss Allie Synott, daughter of Michael 
Synott.

Peter Boyle, watchman at the rope walk, 
an old Crimean veteran.

John Bundy, a colored boy.

Notes on a Trip Westward.

Leaving Digby we re-visited Marshall­
town, from whose hills we again enjoyed the 
glorious views to be had of the waters of 
old Port Royal on the one hand, and of 
those of the almost equally historic St.
Mary’s Bay on the other. The change in 
this district since March was very marked 
and wonderful ; the hills which were then 
bare of verdure were smiling under a 
more than average crop of grass ready for 
the scythe of the mower, the otherwise 
universal verdure of the fields and road­
sides being relieved by the presence of the 
white and yellow ox-eyed daisies, the shin­
ing and golden ranunculus or buttercup, 
and the crimsons and reds of a great varie­
ty of wild roses, just now opening their 
delicate petals, and spreading their delici­
ous perfumes into a grateful atmosphere.
A cool breeze seems to have a favorite 
race-ground over the ancient river-bed now 
separating the head waters of St. Mary’s 
from Port Royal Basin, and sheds a re­
freshing coolness over the surrounding hills, 
most grateful to the invalid or heated 
traveler. In reply to enquiries we were 
told crop prospects were good and an 
abundant harvest predicted. After a day 
or two of delicious repose in this charming 
section of Digby county, we made a flying 
visit to the North and South Ranges, so- 
called, fine agricultural districts on roads 
running nearly parallel with that along the 
shores of the bay. Of these, that which 
runs along the South Range connects the 
picturesque town of Bear River with Wey­
mouth on the beautiful Sissiboo River— 
the latter word being a Micmac name, 
compounded of the diminutive “ sis,” Httle, 
and the generic term “ aeboo,” river.

Provincial Paragraphs.Packing Fruit for London.

The following extract was taken from 
the British Tixuie Journal, bearing date 
June 1st, 1890 :—

“ Now that powerful corporations are 
busying themselves with the cultivation of 
fruit ia the Colonies and in Central Amer­
ica, with a view of shipping direct to Lon­
don, general interest attaches to the result 
of the competition in fruit packing recently 
instituted by the Victorian Government. 
A priz was offered for the best packed box 
of apples, consisting of twelve varieties, 
eight of each kind to be shipped from Mel­
bourne to London, the prize to be given to 
the firm or the fruit grower whose consign­
ment should arrive in the finest condition. 
The boxes were addressed to the agent 
general for Victoria in London, Sir Graham 
Berry ; and on the 19th ult. they were 
opened and examined. Unfortunately the 
competition was limited to two boxes, one 
having been sent by Mr. S. A. Neilson, 
of Richmond, Victoria, and the other by 
Mr. Draper, of Arthur’s Creek. Sufficient, 
however, could be gathered from the two 
methods of packing adopted to afford a val- ' 
uable lesson to all engaged in the trade. 
The first, Mr. Neilson s, was undoubtedly 
superior and generally successful, although 
the selection made as regards the variety 
of fruit was not happy. Of the ninety-six 
apples which he sent only five were de­
cayed ; in four of these (Adam’s Pearmain) 
the decay was but slight. The apples 
were gathered on March the 15th last, and 
packed on the 20th, and dispatched in the 
cooling rooms of steamers. They were first 
placed singly in ordinary paper bags. They 
were arranged in layers m the Itoxes, and 
the intervening spaces were carefully tilled

Terminal City.

A company of Boston capitalists have 
been for some time developing the founda­
tions of a seaport at tfie east end of the 
straits of Cqnso, N. 8., and if expectations 
are realized it will have a most important 
bearing upon future communications be­
tween Europe and America. Five miles 
east of Port Mulgrave, the present terminus 
of the Intercolonial railway on the straits, 
the company have acquired a large area 
with some miles of water front, while 
on Cape Breton Island on the opposite 
side of the straits, they have over 1,500 
acres of land and extensive coal deposits, 
which will be opened up for coal shipments 
to New England. The company’s engin­
eers are now surveying a route for the five 
miles of railway between Port Mulgrave 
and Terminal City, els the new port is to 
be named. Terminal City is situated on 
one of the finest harbors on the Atlantic 
coast, having sufficient depth of water 
for the largest vessel afloat, being com­
pletely landlocked, absolutely free ffom ice, 
comparatively free front fog, and open to 
navigation at all times. Vessels can enter 
the harbor without the aid of pilots, for 
the entrance is twelve miles wide, without 
a rock, bar or shoal. A straight line on 
the map from Chicago to Liverpool passes, 
it is claimed, through this point, and the 
distance between them is over 400 miles 
shorter then by Portland, Boston or New 
York. It will take four days from Terminal 
City to Liverpool by the new steamers pro­
posed to be put on the route. When the 
railroad is completed and wharves are built 
passengers aud mails from Europe will be 
deljvered in New )Fork PT Montreal one 
day soonet- than by any other route. It is 
the most easterly Canadian port open all 
the year round, and appears to be a natural 
shipping port for the products of the Domin­
ion to Europe.

prop ™ 3Disease In Pigs. Daughter’s Allowance.

There is no essential of a girl’s education 
■o often overlooked us practical training in 
money matters. It is no uncommon matter 
for girls of sixteen and eighteen to know 
little or nothing about value of money. 
They remain at home, and the father and 
mother, who have always provided for their 
wants, scarcely realize that the child has 
grown to womanhood, and when for any 
reason the home is broken up, the girl finds 
that she knows nothing of practical values, 
and this she usually learns after a bitter 
experience of life’s discipline. A wise 
writer has said : “ The love of money, with 
the parallel—the looseness of management 
of it—is indeed the root of all evil ” How 
can a girl learn the management of her ex­
penditures if she has had no experience ? 
Begin while they are children and teach 
them gradually the use of money, by ar­
ranging household work so they can earn a 
few pennies, and perhaps by giving moneyed 
rewards for special excellence in schoel 
Whenever children are given money let 
them understand it is because they have 
earned it by good behavior. Money should 
not be doled out to a child as if it were a 
beggar. .It has a right to its allowance. 
One of the earliest lessons of life that a 
parent should endeavor to teach by word 
and deed, is the law of this world, that no 
value can be received honestly without the 
receiver in some way having given an 
equivalent, or in some way having earned 
the gift, if gift it be called, if only by love 
and faithfulness.

Half the trouble and vexation of the 
world is caused by a failure to recognize 
this law, and by the endeavor of individuals 
to get something for nothing. Children 
that are early taught that they must fur­
nish an equivalent for money received, learn 
the value of money, and grow up to be re­
spected because they are self-respecting.

The plan we have suggested is followed 
in many families, and each child in the 
family able to read and write is paid a cer­
tain fixed sum for certain duties. While 
the sums earned by children are trivial, 
the children are compelled to pay out cer­
tain small necessary expenses from them, 
and to contribute a penny of their earnings 
to the church contribution box each Sunday. 
As soon as they have a dollar saved they 
are urged to put it in the bank, unless it is 
near a birthday or the holidays, when ex­
traordinary expenditures are in order. In 
one family the writer remembers it is the 
rule of the mother to make a liberal allow­
ance of paper, pencils and other sundries 
for school, and if any of these articles are 
wasted or used up before a certain time, the 
child in fault is compelled to purchase 
others from her own money, a very definite 
and usually effective way of reaching care­
lessness. By gradually becoming used to 
spending money, and learning by “ paying ” 
the suffering and folly of carelessness, the 
child grows to learn values, and when she 
arrives at an age suitable may use an 
allowance given her wisely and with proper 
discretion.

ther is not so sick as that. ”

Smoking Fathers.

May I give (?) my recent experience of 
tobacco smoke ? It may be a warning to 
others. I have one child,—a little girl not 
yet two years old, a fair-haired, blue-eyed 
pet, who was as healthy as the birds when 
she was born. For more than a year past, 
ever since she was old enough to be less in 
the nursery and more with her father and 
me,—she has ailed mysteriously. I could 
not say she was ill, yet she was hardly ever 
well. I was kept in a perpetual state of 
auxiety about her. The symptoms were 
absence of appetite, complaints of sickness, 
stomach and digestion altogether vut of 
order. Last August, I took her to a 
country town, where we stayed two 
months.

After the first week, she flourished like 
a yqung bay-tree, ate and drank and laugh­
ed and played and slept, and kept me for­
ever busy enlarging her garments. I 
brought her home rosy and robust. In one 
week, all the old symptoms reappeared,— 
loss of appetite, dark lines under the eyes, 
listless ways, restless nights. Some one 
suggested that the neighborhood did not 
suit her ; and I was cogitating how to take 
her away again, when she caught a severe 
cold, and was confined entirely to one room 
for three weeks. She recovered her gen­
eral health completely. Appetite, spirits, 
sleep, all returned. It could not be the 
neighborhood.

After her cold, she joined us downstait a 
again, as usual, two or three times a day. 
In less than a week, sickness, etc., return­
ed. T was in despair. For nearly three 
months I racked my brains about drains, 
wall-papers, milk, water, saucepans, any 
and everything in vain,- -the child slowly 
wasted. The weather was too severe to 
take her away. In an agony of mind, I 
noticed one day that, so far from outgrow­
ing her clothes os I had expected, they 
were too large for her. The little thing 
was not eating enough to keep up her 
strength, and we could not coax her to eat. 
Yec she was not really ill ; she ran about 
and played in a quiet way, and looked 
fairly well to those who had not jsecn her 
more robust.

Suddenly, my husband was summoned 
iuto the country. A week after he went, 
the child began to eat with eager relish. 
In a fortnight, she was her own happy self, 
full of riotous, childish spirits. “ Her 
father has never seen her like this,” I re­
marked one evening, when she was par­
ticularly merry and mad ; and the truth 
flashed upon me. It was his tobacco that 
upset her. He has been away now for a 
month ; and the child’s limbs daily get 
firmer and rounder, and she is the merriest, 
healthiest little mortal possible. He al­
ways smoked after breakfast, and after 
lunch, with her in the room, neither of us 
dreaming it was injurious to her. But for 
his providential absence this time, I doubt 
whether it would ever have occurred to 
me ; and we might have lost our darling, 
for she was wasting sadly. It was acting 
like a slow poison upon her. This is a 
true, unvarnished statement, which my 
nurse can corroborate. When shall we 
have a parliament that will dare to tax our 
slow poisons to the utmost ? I inclose my 
card, and remain your obedient servant. — 
E. H. in Pall Mall Gazette.

A correspondent writes saying : “We 
have a pig quite singularly affected, aud for 
fear of an outbreak of the trouble write 
you for information. The little fellow is 
about three months old, in good fix gener­
ally, appetite “ pig like ” but he is utterly 
helpless in his hiud parts, or at least can 
manage to get along only by groat effort. 
When trying to walk he does so on the tips 
of his hind feet. He does not seem to suf­
fer any pain. We have given him spirits 
of turpentine internally and externally, but 
are unable to see that it has done any good. 
Some say it is kidney worm. What do you 
say?”

It is quite usual to attribute to worms in 
the kidneys all cases of weakness of the 
loins in pigs. There are, however, various 
reasons for pigs becoming weak or paral­
yzed in there hind parts. It may come 
from a blow or other injury across the loins 
or from improper feeding ; that is, the use 
of food deficient in good bone-producing 
material, or from rheumatism, or scrofula, 
or excessive fatness tending to fatty de­
generation, possibly from worms in the in­
testines, and less probably from worms in 
the kidneys themselves. The worm some­
times found in the kidneys is said to grow 
from oue to three feet loug. It causes in­
flammation of the kidneys, resulting sooner 
or later in the death of the pig. The lard 
worm is described as brown or nearly 
black, and when fully grown nearly two 
inches and about as thick as a small wheat 
straw. It is said to burrow in the fat 
about the kidneys, producing inflammation 
and resulting in weakness of the loins. 
Turpentine is the most commonly used 
remedy for all cases of supposed kidney 
worms in pigs, though where this or other 
remedies have proved effective the real 
cause of the trouble has most probably been 
worms in the intestinal canal.

In Vol. II. of the American Berkshire 
Record partial paralysis, it is said, “ may 
be caused by injuries, by kidney worms, or 
by inflammation of the kidneys. If from 
any injury Nature should be allowed to 
take its course, but for kidney worms, the 
use of turpentine in milk will be found 
very efficacious. If there is any inflamma- 
tiou, however, which may be known by the 
quickened pulse, the tenderness of the 
loins when piessed, and the scanty, high- 
colored m ine, turpentine must not be given 
If it is a chronic case it should be treated 
by a dose of baking soda, one teaspoonful 
twice a day, with, if necessary, a sharp 
mustard blister over the loins. If it is an 
acute case the bowels should be opened by 
an ounce of Epsom salts, aconite adminis­
tered regularly, witl^jhot cloths to the loins 
covered with dry ones. After the acute 
symptoms are over the treatment should be 
the same as in chronic cases.”

The best, safest, and most “ certain to 
hit the mark ” method for general practice 
is to give the pig every morning before it 
gets anything else to eat a teaspoonful of 
oil of turpentine mixed with about a pint 
of gruel or sweet milk. Give also during 
the day all the buttermilk the pig will 
drink. As a preventive of worms let the 
pigs have salt, stone-coal cinders, wood 
ashes, and charcoal within reach at 'all 
times. —Phil. Thrijlon, in Breeders' Gazette.

510War on Gypsy Moths.

PERSONS LEAVING MALDEN MUST BE EX­
AMINED BY SPECIAL OFFICERS.

Officers have been placed upon the princi­
pal streets leading out of Malden, Mass., to 
the adjacent cities and towns, by order of 
the gypsy moth commissioners of the state. 
The duty of these officers is to stop aud 
examine every wagon and all pedestrians 
leaving the town, to see if there are any 
gypsy moths upon them. If any are found 
they are brushed off with a duster and 
killed. These officers receive $3 a day, 
and are on duty from 6 a.m. until 6 p.m. 
Whenever a load of wood enters the town, 
an officer carefully brushes over every stick 
which is on the outside of the load, to be 
sure that no moths enter the town. Much 
fault is found with this order of things by 
people who are in a hurry. A force of 
tweuty-five men have been at work during 
the past six weeks, exterminating these 
moths on the various trees throughout the 
city. Water containing paris green is 
thrown upon the trees with a force pump, 
and a red placard is then tacked upon the 
tree, notifying the public that paris green 
has been used.

C. HARRISON & Co. 5 20Feeding Farm Horses.

A veterinary surgeon recommends that 
those who have charge of horses, especially 
farm horses, be taught that the stomach of 
a horse is not like the rumen of a cow, a mere 
receptacle for food, but an essential orgau 
of digestion of limited capacity, which docs 
not need to be crammed in order to perform 
its proper functions, aud that it cannot be 
so treated without danger to the animal ; 
that the teeth of the horse are provided 
for the purpose of masticating the food, 
and that food which does not require 
mastication should be sparingly, if ever, 
used. He further recommends that no 
horse be put to work immediately after a 
full meal, and where a horse has done a 
heavy day’s work it should be allowed to 
stand in the stable until it is cool and com- 
fort&bo before being fed. A little water 
may be given, and if a little good hay be 
put into the rack it will occupy his atten­
tion, and besides requiring proper mastica­
tion will further have the effect to slightly 
stimulate the stomach to secretion and pre­
pare it for the reception of the feed which 
is to follow. Should a horse require more 
food than usual to supply the extra waste 
of tissues caused by hard work, give it by 
all means, but let it be in excess in its 
albuminoids or nutritious constituents, and 
let the horse be fed oftener and not in in­
creased quantities at a time.

52Honey for the Home.—Bee-keeping in 
the modern way should be carried on at 
least to a limited extent by every intelligent 
family in this enlightened age. Even one 
swarm of bees in fair condition, and with 
proper care through the spring and summer, 
will furnish 50 to 80 lbs of honey, or as 
much 03 an ordinary family will need, and 
it is one of the greatest delicacies obtain­
able. Excessive swarming must be. pre­
vented by cutting out the queen cells five 
days after the first swarms have issued. 
Success is largely due to fall management 
and winter care, particularly in the North. 
In Wisconsin, September is the best m 
in which to prepare colonies for their 
winter repose. If short of stores, 
should be given granulated syrup. If fed 
early enough the bees will have this food 
put into combs and sealed over before cold 
weather. For wintering an underground 
cellar is best, as the temparature is even. 
It should be well ventilated, should have 
few or no vegetables in it, and dry sawdust 
should be kept upon the floor to absorb any 
moisture. The hives ought to l>e raised 
from the bottom board at least one inch to 
secure circulation of air. If the bees get 
uneasy, the hives should be lifted from the 
bottom boards once a week and all dead 
bees scraped off to prevent any foul odors 
from rising into the hive and causing dis­
ease. During warm nights the cellar door 
should be opened at sundown and closed 
again at day-break. Bees cared for in this 
simple manner will pay their owners many 
times over for the money invested and time 
spent.—Rev. S. Roese, Pierce County, Wis.

Towels for the Kitchen.-A large cork 
is the best thing to scour knives with, and 
an iron dish cloth made of rings should 
hang in every kitchen to wash the bottoms 
of kettles that may be sooty from being 
used next to the fire. Some servants will 
insist on plunging towels into the dishwater 
and in using fine glass towels for drying 
coarse dishes, but such careless ways will 
usually be abanboned if a little judicious 
oversight is kept on the kitekeu. Where 
the housekeeper does her own work it is as 
necessary to have neat, strong towels in 
plentilul supply in the kitchen as where a 
servant is kept. Large towels of heavy 
crash for handling articles about the stove 
are very convenient and can be more easily 
washed than a holder. They are, moreover 
more convenient than a holder in lifting 
large baking pans and many other dishes, 
and pots and pans.—New York Tribune.

Improvements in Mirror Making.— 
Plate-glass mirrors are now largely made 
at Allegheny, Pa. Great improvements 
have been made in this line of industry in 
the past few years. Formerly it took three 
weeks from the time work was begun on a 
mirror before it could be finished. Now, 
says a manufacturer, we get the glass in 
the morning, and make it into mirrors, per­
fectly finished and ready for sale before 
evening. Formerly the backs of mirrors 
were coated with mercury ; now sheets of 
pure silver are used instead. The old 
mirror reflected 60 or 65 per cent, of the 
light that fell upon it ; the modern mirror 
reflects nearly 95 per cent. The mercury 
look-glass was very liable to rub off, heat 
and cold also affected it, the quicksilver 
would c«*ack or melt and the beauty of the 
glass would be spoiled. None of these 
dangers threaten the silvered mirror.
