To the Municipal Council of the County of
Annapolis, convened.

GexTLEMEN oF THE CouxciL,—We, your
committee on Tenders and Public Property,
beg to report that the maintaining of the poor
of the county is somewhat less than last year,
though the number of inmates of the Alms
House has been about the same. The total
cost last year was $3,288.72; this year $3,-
362.38. 1In the latter amount is included a
sum of $184.58 for repairs upon buildings,
and $40.00 for a new stock of quilts, and 25
cords of wood, and 3 tons of coal more in
stock than in hand one year ago.

Other counties have drawn upon us to the
extent of $156.93,—an uncontrollable draft.

We called for tenders for the printing of
the Municipality, and reccived one each
from the Spectator and Monitor, and have
awarded our printing for the ensuing year
to the latter for $140.00.

I am pleased to be able to state that the
general health of the inmates has been bet-
ter, and in consequence the mortuary less
than any previous year since the opening of
the house.

Number of admissions, including three
births, 21; discharged or left, including
deaths, 19; present number, 42.

The deaths, numbering three, have taken
place at the dates and from cause= as follows:
March 21st, man, age 80, paralysis of brain;
April 24th, man, age 40, tug:rcubroonsump-
tion; May 5th, woman, age 75, ovarian tu-
mour.

During the whole year I have made 62
visits and put up 78 prescriptions, besides
performing a number of minor operations.

I must congratulate the Municipal Coun-
cil and the county at large on the comple-
tion of the very bandsome and substantial
building intended for an asylum for the in-
sane; and, so far as I can judge, it is in
every respect well adapted for the care and
comfort of that unfortunate class.

My thanks are again due t¢ Mr. and Mrs.
Clark for their prompt, willing and satisfac-
tory assistance in the care of the sick and
infirm.

—Tug New York Herald estimates that
the retaliatory tariff mmuoq-tly en-
forced against American erce by the

ious European po means & loss of
* $200,000,000 & ‘year to American farmers,
manufacturers, and labor. Following the
lead of Germany, nearly all the other nations
of continental Europe have now adopted
ringent to pr the importa-
tion of cattle, alive or dressed, from the
United States, while various other expe-
dients are being resorted to in order to
diminish the importation of other goods from
that country. To such an extent have these
retaliatory-measures been carried of late that
the leading newspapers of the United States
have recently declared that Great Britain is
now the only commercial friend their coun-
try has left among the nations of Europe.
From all other countries, where it would
pay tosend them, their cattle, dressed meats,
and certain canned goods, have been exclud-
ed. The loss of a market for the sale of pro-
ducts to sovast an extent yearly will of course
be seriously felt by the American producers,
and ought to go far towards convincing the
public men of that nation of the folly of the
policy they have for years been pursuing
toward their neighbors. - Years ago they de-
clared war against the pauper labor of
Europe, and have since been building higher
and higher the barriers against the products
of such labor. For the first time in their
history they find that their selfish policy has
incited retaliation, and their own products
are being treated as they have themselves
been accustomed to treat those of Europe.
Phis is only what they might expect, but it
is having such a serious effect upon the ex-
port trade of the country that it is inciting
national attention, and the Herald, along
with many other leading papers, is calling
npon Congress to take some action in regard
to the matter at once.

—Tue following figures are given by a
contemporary respecting the trade of New-
foundland :

Of these articles Canada, according to the
latest figures, supplied :

Pork ... 2,
Clothing ... . 35,000

Upper province ipapers of both sides of
politics are strongly advocating’ the idea of
taking Newfoundland into the dominion in
order that we might be able to secure all
of this trade instead of only a part asat pre-
sent. If it were not for the island’s enor-
mous public debt and the troublesome Erench
Shore difriculty, the annexation of New-
foundland to the dominion would meet with
little or no opposition in Canada. Still, if
the alternative were offered us of taking it
into the dominion, or of seeing the island
parchased by the United States, few on this
side would object to taking it, debt and
French Shore trouble notwithstanding. The
latter alternative is of course not at all prob-
able, as Great Britain does not sell her terri-
tory when once acquired. Newfoundland's
present difficulties makes some change neces-
sary, but of what nature will not be decided
until after the whole financial situation of
the island has been carefully investigated by
the Imperial authorities.

—DURING the pi T t
. of sendi to the English market
packed iu-eases or boxes holding one bushel
cach, instead of in barrels, has been tried on

a small scale, by some American exporters,

and it has been pronounced a marked suc-

cess. Itis claimed that the cases can be
packed more closely, thus requiring less space
in the steamer than barrels, and consequently
the freight is considerably less; that being
lighter they can be more easily handled, and
as they cannot be rolled like barrels the fruit

80 packed is less liable to be injured.

It is said too that apples so packed have
realized better prices than those shipped in
barrels, buyers who have tried them being
now anxiously enquiring for more. Ordin-
ary No. 1 Baldwins in cases of one bushel
each sold readily at $1.70 per case in London,
40 cents per case covering the entire expense
of freight and all other charges.

Anything that would help our growers to
get their fruit to market in better condition
and at lees expense is certainly worth con-
sidering, and the idea of using cases instead
of barrels appears to be of this nature.

—1It is beginning to look as if we might
expect a dissolution of parliament and a
general election right off. If the proclama-
tion summoning parliament to assemble for
the despatch of business is not issued within
the next two weeks, or thereabouts, it can be
taken for granted that there is to be a
general election before the session. In that
case we may look for the election about the
middle of Marcl. Present indications point
strongly in this direction. The new electo-
ral lists will be completed by that time, and
there will be no constitutional reason why
the election/should not take place then, in-
stead of a few monthe later, as it must in
any case. It is quite probable, too, that the
new government may consider this a favor-
able time for appealing to the people, as for
a time the edge will be taken off of all crit-
icism of the late government’s actions by
the eulogies pronounced upon the late pre-
mier and the great honors shown to his
memory. A few days will decide the ques-
tion.

GENTLEMEN,— Your committee appointed
and empowered to build an Inunapr:ylnm
at the semi-annual meeting of April, 1894,

beg to report:—
g’he fuﬂo ittee, with the of

one, met at Bridgetown, May 2nd, 1864, to
consider the building of same, and. ha
made a close estimate of the erection of sail
building resolved that the work of construc-
tion be commenced as soon as satisfactory
arrang ts could be luded.

The committee, with exception of council-
lor Clarke, met to locate a site for said build-
ing, and after due consideration, in view of
question of economy, convenience, and upon
the advice of the late superintendent of the
Halifax Hospital for the Insane, decidedupon
the site adopted.

The council empowered us to construct a
building and furnishing at a cost not to ex;
ceed $6,000.

We decided to commence the construction
of the building by day’s works and contracts,
as we deemed expedient, from time to time,
notwithstanding the fact that tenders had
been received for its construction in amounts
from §8,400 to $12,000.

In looking over plans and specifications,
we decided that if we accepted a tender we
would still have to provide for additionals
which would amount to a large sum. Fur-
thermore, we would be at a disadvantage if
we deemed changes in construction necessary
after more mature consideration. Hence
the method of our operation.

We made contracts for excavations and
material. The labor on foundation was made
by day’s work and also that of the brick
work, thinking this the best for the proper
completion of the building and quite as
economiical.

We have nearly constructed a building,
with general improvements, at an outlay less
than the lowest tender ever received for
same, though more than we at first supposed
would be required.

We found when the building was well on
towards completion, that by raisiug the top
of the walls about 4 feet we would get an
addition of twelve rooms,—these we needed
for sleeping apartments.

The specifications called for 10-inch walls
above basements. We changed this to
twelve inches, as absolutely necessary for
the safety of the building, requiring seventy-
five thousand more brick.

Having space for twelve rooms more than
at first contemplated, we asked a meeting of
the Council, called by the Warden, what
should be done with these and other matters.
[v was decided that the rooms should be
completed, and this we have done.

We have received from County Treasurer,
$8,203.74, and have paid out $8,366.50.
We have $206.26G due us as a committee from
the County Treasurer. We are owing as
follows:

Building up Farm Fertility.

Much depends upon location, condition of
farm and amount of labor at command, when
considering the question of the most profit-
able stock to build up the fertility. Noone
can afford to keep stock simply for the pur-
pose of manufacturing fertility, but must
study for a protit from the stock itself. If
the general conditions are favorable we
would recommend the dairy cow as the best
soil renovator. The sheep will come next.
More depends, however, upon the saving and
proper application of the manure from our
stock than upon the class of animals fed.
Study to save the last possible pound of both
liquids and solids in the manure pile. Foran
average farmer in this section it is still more
w profitable to depend to quite an extent upon
pastures to carry ourstock through the sam-
mer. But where land is high, or the farm
small and we wished to extend our opera-
tions, we can can do better to house them
the entire year, depending upon the larger
amount of stock that can be carried in this
way as well as the larger supply of fertilizers
it gives in the manure pile to more_than- off-
set the additional labor.
