1low te evange.,lize the lapsed classes is in

old and dcnsely peopled cotuntrics one of the
Most diflicult probîcms of the eag-e,-more
puzzling te the Christian philanthropist
than even the eyangelization of the heathien
in India, Africa, on the Isies of the Pacifie.
In the City, of London the "lhome hicatl&en"-
number a million of 6otls! In many other
large cities the proportion is cqually appal-
li ng. Bright and beautiful spots gleani.
-occasionally out of the darkuess, through
the blessing of Heaven on thea labours of
City Missienaries and Hlome Xissionaries;-
but the darkness continues te prevail ai
nround, and citent increases in the face of
energetie, emertivns on the part of the Chris-
dan Churches.

But- is there a I«lapsed population"
arnong oursclves?- Is this dreadful moral
night upon any considèrable portion of our
population? Havec we "home hecathen"
witli daims searcely less urgent than those
of the nakied savage? These questions we
must answcr' in the affirmative. The cvi-
dence is nlot far to sc&-. Any intelligent
man who opens his ecycs- niay sec these cvi-
dences staring, him in: the face.

A feiv weeks ago the Halifax Young,
Men's Chr-istian Association ninde arrange-
mnts for asccrtaining the uraber of our
population attending Protestant Churclies..
The facts; brought to liglit by this cousus
li astonish our citizeus. rrobab':v flot

inorethan one baif the nitniber of our Pro-
testant.population, wvho mught attend pjub.
leic orsghip do so iwith axny degrece of regu-

larity, while there are hiundreds if flot thont-
sands who neyer enter a ehurch door.

What is truc of Hlalifax is no donbt equal-
ly true of St. John. Smaller towns have
a larýge fallen and falling class. We know
this te be truc of Yarmouth, of ]?ictou, of
Sydney, of Charlottetown, of Fredericton.
la aIl these places it will be found that

"lhome heathenisni " cxists and is nt de-
crcasing.

More discouraging is the faet thnt in our
village and rural districts tIc sanie phono-
nienon prevails. Tako almost any district.
hiowevcr w-cIl cultivated spirituially, and you
can hardly fail to find some specimens o?
Ilhliatlienism,-" utter negleet of gospel ordi-
nances, fiorgetffulness of God and Christ and
thc intercst of tIc seul. A&lon- thé Atlan-
tic ceast, freint Cape Sable te Cape Breton
tîcre are niany dark spots that nccd the
Gospel as much as any district on thc coast
cf Africa. This assertion will perhaps;
sound extravagant te rnany readers; but it
is iiterally truc never-tlcelcss. Enets have
corne within our kýnoiwledge recently thnt
impress us decply witlx tlîe conviction that
our Churcli bas a vas! wvork befi3re lier on
our Nova Setia Shores. It is probable
that Newv Brunswvick and Prince Edwarcl
Island are net more -favourably situntcd.la
thIl respect than N'ova Scotia ; whîle it is
noterions that ŽNcwfoundland is rauch, Icss
faveurably situated.

What is the remedy t Or, are we te sit
down quietly ia tIc face cf these au-fuI facts,
and allow tic darkiness te becorne darkcer
still ? Sînil wc fold aur bands, shut aur
cyca, and allow tuis home hicathenisam to
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assume prop)ortions more gigantie still
God forbid! If there is ivork to do, our
Master has given us a commission to do it.
Rie gives us the means to do it le talcs
away from us every excuse for flot doing it.
Our Church bas flot; been iffie. Our Cate-
chisis have Iaboured with grent success, ex-
ploring crceks and coves nd littie isiets
that wero rarely if cver visitcdl before by a
gospel.workcer. These humble nicssengcrâ
of our Church have been wclcomed oficn
ivith tears, and their efforts have been own-
cd and blcssed of Ileaven tu a dcerce that
seems clearly to settle for us the path of
duty for the future. Our young students

psern in every respect well qualified Io r
pioncer work. They have tried it and sc
ceeded beyond expectation. Theér useful-
iiess is a eall t the Church from bier glorious
Head to send forth. more labourers of the
same clams to the same fid. There is
work enough for scores where at present
there is but one solitary toiler.

Our Home Mission ivork is wideniug on
our bands. We nced many more labourers
if we are to do our part in the conquering
of our country and kceping it in subjection
Hcaven's Great King. Education is now
spreading .with unprccedented rapidity
among our youth; and this of itself pa-ies
the way for the preacber of the gospel and
the catechist. Scbools ivitbout Christ makie
infidels. The scboolmastcr is an invaluabie
co-worker with the cvangeiist. The one
cannot do bis work well withont the other.

Evcry Christian, every member and ad-
herent of our churches, should be himself
a Horne Missionary doing somcthing to pro-
mote the ftedeemer's cause. Neyer can
justice be donc to our religion in any comn-
munity tîli this boly and bcnevoleiit pro-
pagandism pervade the members of the
chnrch. If yon cannot by personal. effort do
much for Christ and for souls, then belp
others te do the wvork for you. Help the
Home Mission B3oard of our ehurch which
bas done se much alrcady, and which is
now doing more than ever. Help it to send
forth more Catecbists and preachers, and
thus to lift up the Standard of Christ in
those dark places in our land, whiere hitherto,
Bis name bas beca almost uanknown, or at

bcst a charrn to, bc used in sickuess or in
tho hour of death 1

Ail of us, the poor and the rich, the humi-
blc and the high, the young and the old,
can do something towardtsthe cvnngelization
of these Provinces, the overthrgiwing ol the
Man of Sin, the dispclling of mtoral and
spiritual darkness, and the gatbering of
seuls into the lledcemcir's fuld. Let usas,,
Lord wvbat wilt thou hiave me to, do ?-and
having received our Mastcr7 s orders, carry
them out wvith aIl diligence. It is thus
alone that wve can keepabrcast of the tide
of infidchity, superstition and wvorldliiicsà
that is rolling iu upon the country. It is
thus that we eau, prove ourselves good
soldiers of the Lord Jesus Christ.

THE SYNOD'S DEPUTATION TO NEW
BRUNSWICK.

This deputation, consisting of 'Rev. Ro-
bert Sedgvick and Rey. P. G. McGregor,
left Pictou early in Angust, and commcnced
their work, at Chatham, Miramichi, wlhcre,
in corjunction with Rcv. C. B3. Pitblado,
they dispensed the Lord's Supper on Sab-
bath the ilth. Dr. McCurdy, the pastor of
St. John's Church, Cbatham, wvas absent
in Scotland on account of iiiness. The
deputies prcached to several congregation&
of the Church of Scotland as well as to our
own people, and their services everywhcre
wcre acceptable in the highest dcgre, and
we may add, profitable. On Monday, after
the communion at Chatham, appropriate
addresscs werc delivered by the deputies
with regard to the objeot of their mission.
The result was Ihighly .satisfactory.

A member of the deputation writing te
us of Blackvilie, says:

Bcing comfortably seatcd for the evening
in t-e Manse of Biachyjile, we learn frein
Mr. Johnston that this is the smallest and
ivcakest baîf of bis congregatien, the chief
part of the population beingflomaný Catho-
lic. In fact there are sôtue tibutaries te
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thc Sontb West, Cains River, for example
ýettlEd with scarcely an exception, by peo
pie. of that persuasion. They arc tho ma
jority on the Dungarven brandi, and herc
at BLckville, were it not for the praisewor.
thy exertions of Mr. McLaggan, alrcady
xnentioned, religions ordinances could noi
hc bore nxaintained in connection with any
P>rotestant body. And the removal of thc
candlcstick from Blackville wotuld be foi-
Ioweil hy its removal fromn PerbY; fir it
requires the union of the two ta niaintain
a minister of the Gospel among tlîem. We
asket a few questions, and were.not a littHosurprisedl nt the answers. larply to a
query about a substantial well finisbed and
wvel1 furnisbied school, the answer was ?4r.
MeLaggan built it, and gives flot less than
£20 per annum, towvards its supp.3rt !-
What about the chnrch? Mr. McLaggan
'vas the chief contributor, and built tbe
tower at bis own expense! The manse ?
It wvas bilt by Mr. McLaggan! Tbe
salary ? Ho anid bis family contributed
flot much less than £40 per annum. It
will therel'ore bo seen that we have made
no exaggerated statement iu saying that
the praiseworthy exertions of this christian
mnan are the chief means by whichi religions
ordinances in connection %vitlî the P3resby.
terian Clinrùli of the Lower Provinces are
maintained in this region. And wve feel
that we oughlt net ta, pass .unnoticed the
princely liberality ivbich secures the preach-
ing of tbe Gospel arnong a people who
otberwise %vould ho in danger of becoming
beathen at home. IVe feel, tbat this rdan
ia thns contributing, and this mnister in
labouring as ho dees aver a parish more
than .30 miles long ta, mould the scattered
and scnt materials within reach iuta a
working congregation, are doing a wark as
lîonouring to, the MHaster, .and as wvorthy of
commendation, as if Figians, Erromangans,
orý Coolies were the objects of the liberality
and the labour.

Tise hast mce3ting, however, was camprised
o? persans conneeted witil bath, the contigu-
eus conaregatians. After sermon and nd-
drosses 'ly Messrs. Sedgsvick, MeGregor,
and Nicholson, the chosing prayer was of-
fereJl by Rev. Mr. McMaster.

On tise next day a meeting was held ia
Mafple Green Churcb, midwvav between D)al-
housie and Ceinpbeltan, wbich %vas respeétý.
ably attended. The Court and harvesting
togretber, having thnined the audience ta
soute extent; but the iuterest af the meet-
ing ivas great, and the wvhohe proceedings
profitable. This is also part af the exten-
sive charge af Mr. Nicholson wbo is
abundant in labors. lu point of fact ho is
naw supplying two distinct pastoral charges.

Bath Dalhousie and Campbelton are
Ô ceupied, by minustera of Ilthe Kirk" te
whom. aur commission did nat specially ex-
tend.

Mr. Nicholson drave us'in ail directions;
with biis awnýand bis people's conveyancesi.
causing our worthy father Sedgwiek ta re-
mark Maet here, truly, minister and people
certaiinly.hed Ilail things in common.2'

Wlien ai*e. M4r. Roy and Mr Waddell'
coming-to sec as, wcre questions which we.
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were askcd, but whicii we couid not anbwer
ana mnust bîand ovor te :-bose 'Brctiiren to
nswcr for tbcemselves.

Ou arriving at Chatham on Saturday
morning, wa proceded as speedly as 'possi-
ble to Riclîibucto, wviîcre we wvcre glad to
find Lazw and Gospel vcry happily united,
and the lioneficial effects evcry wviiu-re visi-
ble.

Mr. Scdgwick preaclîed liere ou the
mnrning and evening of tbe Lord's ýDay, ut
Kingston first, and a t Ricijibucto towu in
the evening. T1he audiences werc large
and this conigregation, to use our brother's
significant description, was like Judali
atmong tic tribes.

On the same day the tic Loid's, Sîîppcr
vira dispensed at B3ass River, 14 miles dis-
tant, tho 11ev. Mr. Fowler's charge. Mr.
MleGregor taking the mnrning sermon, Mr.
Fowler tic services peculiar to the occasion.
and Mr. Johinston who wvas assisting MAi
Fowler, the afternoon sermon. The build-
ing is not large, but ive nover sav one
more deuscly crowded, or a more attentivo
people.

Ou the Monday Mr. Sedgwick preacbied
to a fulîl lieuse, and wefive ail had our turri
in speaking; the laurels being chiefly borne
off by the Sent and tbe Ixishiman. Thiis
clnsing meeting withiu the -limits of the
Miramichi Presbytery wvas, lîower, (not-
withstanding the defeat of somne of us) very
deligbtful to us ail, as it evideutly -vas
Iighly relislied by the people.
- So far, then, the deputation have bad a
most cordial reception from ministera! and
people, and bave felt biessed in receiving,
as welI as in giving spiritual benefits.

The people of Bass River aûîd Molus
River bave, witbin tbe last few yeara,. coin-
meaced and completed a commodiotis dwell-ý
ing house for a manse for their miîiser-a
great wvork fur tbese vcnple; and.they are
now talking about a greater effort,, the croc-
tien of a cliurcb wvorthy of tbemselves. and
of the able and zealous minister who so
faitbfually preaches te thon, and hlabour-s
among thoný.

Mr. Lawv's cliturch la in ail respects befit-
ting the congregation, and tie pastor wlîo
fils its pulpit s0 mucb to the satisfaétiou of
this extensive and intelligent charge; and
we cnuld easily inmagine the spirit of the
devoted" McLearî," if spirits-do at ail takeé
cognizance of mundane tbiugs, surveying
ivith the mnost intense delight, the entire
scene prescnted on soine high communion
Sabbath in the church at Richibucto, wlîen
the tribes of tlie-Lord corne up inii.fùll force,
eand sit down together te celebrate the
Lord's. Supper.

Mir. Law lias enteredinto the labours of
a faithfuland able servant oftheLoid; but
he.bas entercd bonourably, iand! heo orIi
-reaps. while ha d«ligentIy, sows- beside aiL

waters. The congregation bears the mark
of the prescrit as wcll as the dcparted -;ork-
mari, and is probably the flrst in influence,
as it is in extent in the Province of New
B3runswick.

We bave partcdl froin our bretbren of the
1rcsbytery of Miraîniclîl. Our heuarts are
with theni stili. The Lord bless them, and
thcir people, their families and their flocks !

REYIVAL ON T1E BAY CHALEUR IN~ 1860.

Our correspondent gives some accoiunt of
the remarkable awakening in the congrega-
tions of Messrs. McMvaster and Nicholson
in 1860 :

'- The people who noiw form the congre-
gations of flev. Messrs. MeMýaster and
Nicholson in New Milis, River Cixarlo, and
Point le Nim, on the Bay Chaleur, enjoycd
wvhat must bc regarded as a special outpnur.
ing of the spirit of God, in the year 186a,
and its effects wero quito visible for several
years, and to a certain extent, tili the pre.
sent time.

The Ieading features in a movement
whichi cannot soon bc forgotten by cither
ministers or people iu that region, wvere
that the people showed great iqnxiety about
their souls, and a great desire to licar and
to be tauglbt divine truth. Indeed, tlic pre.
vailing feeling of anxiety about things
spiritual'and eternal, Was mainly exl)resscd
by a Iltbirsting fo r the Word." WVhcre-
ever the Gospel was preacbied on the Lord's
Day, thiclbouse was filled .by an attentive
and waiting people, -tvhose wbole aspect and
bearing said to the Lord's sérvan t, "lNow
are, ve ail biere present before God, te hear
ail tbings that are comnianded us of God.7

Whien the prîvate biouse was npened for
praver or for preaching on theM',%onday, or
Wcdnecsday,, or Friday, or on ail tbr-ce days,
it was filled by an audience, wlio at al
events, scemcd, by their earnestness to say,
"Sir, we would sec Jesns."

The nuinisters preached to thotn daily,
and. with the greatest freedomn and enlargç.
ment. I may ention the naines of Messr-.
MelMaster, Nicholson andý Stirling, ':vho,
were most abundant in labours, thoug-h
there wcre others who gave their '.raluable
aid as. circumstances alloNved. The ineei-
ings bceame nlot only solemn, and impres.
sive but awfully .solemn and, affecting, -a
peculiar tenderness, as it bas'.been «éeibed
to us, botb by the Pastorsand the members
of the flock, pervading :the. meeting fromn
its commencement, to its closea.

«"Many a sweet meeting bave I had
tbere,"ýsaid. Mr. N., as wo came out from a
bouse where ali was bathied in.tears as 11ev.

There were somne othier 'featuros whichshoid bie roferrod to. The impressions ofguilt and exposure to wrath wvere in manycases exceedingly vivid and often producinnfainting and prostration. These physiciîacifeets ivore not encouragod, but couid notlie proventcd. They ivere, doubtiess, te acertain extont, norvous affections> the resuitof nervous excitement, and wore conisequently extended by sympathy, and thoughthey affordcd no evidence d~ any savingchan ge, yet tiîey were indication!- of Èccpand wvide.sproad mental anxioty.
Somotimes persons 50 affcctcd spoke outin language expressive of distrcss andanxiety, and again in words descriptive ofpence anod joy; and the language wns onostap)propriate ani striking, thougli the utter-ance of persons comparativcly unicarncd

and aitogether untrained.
The singing Liîrougliout tijis entire sonsonMIS not oiîiy goneral but uroiversai, andremnarkabIy sweet and expressive; and ntdîines ivas of a cilaracter not casily acscrib.toi. Moncton is a town of consicierable sizend business ar " the Bend" of the Peti-odiac, suxfrounded by a very fertile andovelv country; and the Presbyterian bandhere, tbough flot very minmerous, are atresenit 1!,,peful of seeuring the services ofgood pastor, and itos most desirabie thatîey shouid have a faithful and regulardministration of the ordinances of religion.

And the sail-Up ther far excoeed -our expeetat.,ons; it hadoan, ûndýsuch various featurés of inter-Wewere between togreat nations,
M~eteor fiag.shewing- itself on the one-
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side and the stars and stripes on tlid other,
declaring the soif co bu ]3ritisli or Aincîricn,
andi marking the limits of both. T ie
scencery, too, wvas pleasiug and often ro-
inantie, boici headlands standing up, in
sorte cases, apparently to dispute any far-
ther progress of our steamer.

Calais, and so we had singing, and the~ mer-
ry lauigh by turas, duriag the rema'lning
portion of our prog-resa. As wve approachi
the two towvus whiehi oceupy the banks of
thse river at the hiead of Mangaben, Calais
on thse Amrerican side and St. Stephen on
the British aide, wve ivere struck Nvithi the
evidences of wcaith and taste lu the suburb-
an cottages and buntdinga of greater aize on
the river siopes. A farther acquaintance
revealed two active commercial towns with
ail the appliances of trade and commerce,'
and withi the evideacca of lucrative traffie,
as cvinced in handsome houses, elegant
ehurches, plank sidewalks exteeding for
miles, and occasiociaily ln connectior. with
oruamentai trees. V'e had expectcd some-
thing of this kind la reference to Calais,
because wve had aiw;ays hecard, it spoken of~
as a live town.' Bat 'o wvere agrecably
aurprisrd to find aIl li clements of progress
quite as visible in St. Stephien's asin Calais,
new houses and places of business la course
of erection, hroad streets, 'veli filled stores,
scores of farmers making theïr purebases,
and evcry one busy. lIow far this trade is
stimuiated at preseat h~y the lower scale of
duties payable on the New Brunswick aide,
and by the conacequent demand from the
other aide, the writer doos flot knowv, but
the atimulating effeet of this border traffic
la evideat enough.

But weo must returu to the cecclesiasticai.
Among,,, the varlous handsceme places of
worship the Preshyterian. Church la St.
Stepien, of wvhicii 11ev. 1". Morrison la the
minister, la not the least eonspicuoüs. It
atrikes the eye externally as every wvay

symetrical, and its apire la elegant;-within,
ftis a gem, ami refcts the grcatest crediît
on 11ev. Mr. Eider during ivlose pastoratc
it wvas-ereted, and by whose-efforts a larg(e
proportion of the coat 'vas raised.

Mr. Mo'rton delivered a missionary ser-
maon at the Scotch Ridge, wherc the visit
of Dr. MeGregor is still field in fond re-
membrance, and oiig to the pressur of
harvest work no other meeting 'vas hicld
here or lu St. James; the other part of
11ev.

Scotsmen indieated that thoy 'vanted uOwe

Hlarvey, as %ve have ni'vays hecard, is a
fine seulement of Scottish fariners and
Presbyterians. Tho people arc fromn tise
Souths of Scetiand, regulAr border men,
having bccn accustoed te tise frequenit
sighit et' the Tweed and the Ciheviot His.
Thecir land hiera is gooti, and the people
are industrious and skilful agricuiturist;
anti the wlsole seutlement wcars an aspect
ef tbrifc anti pregress. [t is new howevcr,
and te apearance et' the dwevciing lieuses
inferior In neatncss to 'vbat obtains in the
eider settiements eof New Brunswvick and
of Nova Setia.

11ev. D. MeICurdy paid nfiany a visit te
Hlarvey in its infancy, supplying its then
,Parse, pop)ulation ivith the preaclied word ;
anti is gratefully remembered by the fistiers
anti mothers wvio best knev te extent et'
bis efforts.

Mr. Jobanson, the pastor, has worked bis
way threugbi many diffleuities, and is neov
at the bead eof a united and thriving con-
gregation. We shall aiways isonour the
men wiso share the tols et' the new settie.
ent and spend the years eft' Leir early mani-
isood in moaiding te unt'ermed niaterial
inte shape. Titey sow, and others reap;
but wve feel assured that tbey tbemselves
reap also, a most precieus ward. The
Lordl knoweth isow te reward bis servants.

There is a smail body et' Preshyterians
witlsout the beunds et' H-arvey and etbers,
siortis and seuth in ]3uekway and Acton
wlto bave neyer been under Mr Johnston%
spiritual charge, and are unwilling te re.
iinquishi their distinctive cengregatien; and
they bave reeentiy applied to the Presbytery,
of Yorkc, for a portion of the services et'
Rev. Mr. Smith et' Prince William.

Away over the bills, aîvay tbrougi tise
forcsts te Miil Village, and on tisrougbi the
darknes, te Liverpool. An earhy stasrt in
tbe merning cnabled us te drive up te tise
Manse,Sbelburne,in ime for a giorieus bath.
in tise harbour before tea. 11ev. Mr. Clark
wvas absent, and being Prayer Meeting even-
ing, we met tise people, and enjloyed a
pleasant heur of social wership. Next fore-
noon we drove up te tise Manse; nt Clyde,
and received a cordial wclcome. In tihe
evening a very respectable cengregation
assembledl in tise Cisurci. Preacbied, pro.
senting the dlaims et' tise Heathen, and giv-
ing information in reference te eur neiv
Mission. 11ev. Mr. Henry, the pester, 11ev.
Rennetit J. Grait, et' Merigenisis, and 11ev.
D. MeMiilan et' Lower La Have, wvio ivert
present, foliowed in stirring speeches.
.Next evening, addressed anetîser Meeting
at Barrington Passage. The foent littie
chsureh 'vas iveli filled. 11ev. M. G. Henry
p resi(led. The Baptist, and Metisodist
Mlinisters of the place, and 11ev. D. Me-

Milian were present, and by their warma
hearted speeches, muade tise meeting quite an
enthusiastie one. Mr. Henry labors in a
îvidehy scattered fild, and lisas distances te
travel, whiei are almost a ciay's jeurney.
Clyde and ]3arringten, liowever are bis
principal stations, and Lise people in tiseso
places seeru deeply interestcd in Missions.

Left ]3arrington Head hy Coach, Friday
morning. For a few miles tise land is very
roeky, and miglit apprepriately ho tcrmed
11ockland. Then foilov nine îveary miles,
witheut a lbouse, tisea on through Pubnsco,
Argyle, and tbe beautifuli Vilaýge et' Tus-

ket te Yarmouth. Yarmouth is a fine
tewn, justly t'amed for its magnificant pri-
vate residences, and Educational inîstitu-
tions. I could net get ever the feeling that
Yarmouth needs ougbt te expiain te the
traveller how i *t came te o vhat iL is. Its
.vharves are net mumerous, and but littie
shipping is te, bo sccu in the Harber. And
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the country around, could n.>t build up
sucli a town. The explanation is that the
peop le arc public spiritcd, snd eutcrpri.sing,
and u n a large nînoant of hicavy shipping,
which is cngagcd ia forcign trade.

Prececd in the morning at Cheboque,
and iii the oecning at Yarmouth, to good
audiences who listened attcntively, whilc 1
prcsented the dlaims of our Trinidad Mis-
sion. The tirec(las I spent in Yarmouth,
enjoyin- the hiospitality of 11ev. George
Chfristio, and other friends wero very pleas-
ant and will bie long remcmboed.

Wcdnesday morning the Presbytcry met
at Shelhurne, and a missionary meeting
ivas hield in the evening, presided over by
tho Pastor Rcv. G. M. Clark, and in wvhieh
11ev. Mýessrs. Christie, Henry, Me1iah,
MeMillan, took part. The following even-
îng another meeting was held at Locke's
Island The churc*l %vas filled, althongh
there is but a small body of Priesbyteriàns
in the place. Mr. Clarýk presided, 11ev.
Messrs. -,resident Baptist Minister,
Black, Cougregationalist Minister from
Milton, Queens Co., Christie of Yarmouth,
sud D. MeMiillan of La Have, all addressed
the meceting, in sucbi words, as scexed to
warrn theo heart of cvery one present.
Lockec's Island lias pro bably'more direct
trade with Trinidad than, any other port lu
the Province; and the Brigt. " Trinidad,>
had sailed for that Island, that very morn-
ing. This undoubtedly inereased the in-
terest in the meeting, sud we have no doubt
that the people of Locke's Island -%vill b6
among tIre warmest friends of our Coolie
Mission.

Having enjoyed the kind and gentle-
iwanly hospitality of Mr. Alîsu, admired
the fine scenery of the Island, and wslked
over the magnificent beach, which connects
it with tho mainland, %ve Icft after the méetr
ing for Sable River. We had cnjoyed fine
,veather uninteraptelly since %ve left home
-,With the exception of a little Barrington
sud Yarmouth fog; but the next moruiug
it began to ramn. And as we could not
wait:7for fine weather, we liadt to face it.
Our two valises and bat-box Were again in
the wagon, and spreading an unbrelîs, we
set ont through the patteringý rin, over
muddy ronds, over tho barres wastes,
througli town and villajge, forest and set-
tlement, fifty five miles to our own fire side.

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NOTE ON THE STATISTICAL TABLE.
In reference to thec alternative numbers

given in the columus exhibiting the number
ofecongregations paying Stipend underS400,
and under $500, respectively, it is necessary
to explain that there are two modes of os.
timating the amount of Stipend, one pro-
ceeding on the promise of the coagregation,
the othier on tlic way in which that promise
lias been implemented last year. Neither
gives precisely the resuit aixned at, as tho
arrears wilI probably bc paid up to a large
extent, but not wholl.y. The more detailed
statement is as followvs

*Under $400,-Dartmouth, F rencli River,
Goose River, Dundas, WTest l'oint &c.,
Loitchi's Creek, Springfield &c., Sussex &c.,
.and Prince William. la respect to actual

payment, for the year 1866, the following
have fallea into the same class-Sheet Har.
hor, New Annan, Brown's Creek, Richmond
Bay Wfest, Woodville, Parrsboro, Hlarvey,
Hampton, New Mîlîs, River Chiarlo.

Up to $400, but under S500-Annapolis,
Clyde River, Cornwallis West, Lawrence-
tow'n, Earltown, Little Harbor, St. James's
in Newv Glasgow, Wallace, Bedeque, Rich-
mond Blay East, Acadia Mines, and St.
James, N. B., besides those already mon-
tioned as having fallea into thje preceding
class. In respect of actual pnyment, the
following bave also fallen into this class-
Cornwallis Nýorth, Shoiburno, Qu'ien Sq.,
Charlottetown, New London and Summer-
field, Princctown, St Peter's East, St.
Peter's West, West River and ]3rookfield,
Maitlaad ist., Onslow, Boulardrio, Grand
River, Baddeck, Middle River, and Blackr
ville. Considerablo additions would have
to bc made to theso if the returas are more
complote, as an unwillingness to publish tho
amouat of arrears is a very -common reason
why the statistical retura is vitliheld.

REv. Joux MoutToN-, is actively ongraged
in visiting the Churches preparatory to his.
loavingfor Trinidad. HewilI probablylcavo
in Novombor. Mucli interest is xnafifcsted
by our poople in thÔ Trinidad Mission. '

More labonrers are urgently needed in
tho Homo Mission. field - Probationcrs,
Catechists; andi. Pastors.. This fact must
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bc keptprorninently before th,; Churchl that
our youing meki may corne forward in-larger
numbers to the help of the Lord, and. that
the whole Clîurchi may pray more dcvoutly
to the Lord of the flarvest to tlîrust forth
labourers iinto Ilis own wl itened fields.

It is now some Monthis since WC have
liad news from the New Hebrides MUission.
It is likely that oving to, the loss of the
JohnL Williains, the Day Spring wvill hc ini
greater demnand tlîan ever.

Tho Prsbiytrian,. publishced under the
auspices of teho ]?resbytery of P. B. Island
is making itS appearanco rcgiihirly, and, is
well filled with edifying reading matter.
WVe recommend it speeially to, our renders in
the Island, but it is weli suited to other
latitudes.
