PAPERS AND ADS.

Do you notice the constant mmprove-
ment in philutelic papers? It goes on
steadily from year to year. Just think
how many 6x9 four page papers there
were in the eighties, and Low few such
papers there Fave been since the dawn of
the nineties. The four page sheet has
become a rara avis. “It has outhved its
usefuliess.” \We are no longer willing to
tolerate any thing less than *eight pages
and cover,” and even the eight page
shectis becoming obsolete,  The chances
seeta all against the “lesser hghts,” and
yet Very many of these simaller sheets are
very creditable and deserving of patron-
aze. But inciperience and a flat pochet
book cannot long stem the tide with more
pretentious neighbors.  The weaker ves-
sel gees tothe wall  The paper that suc-
ceeds to day must mect the demands of
the present and keep steady pace withits
established and prosperous contempor-
aries.

While speaking ahout the improve-
ment in stamp papers, I may add a few
words concerning stamp advertisements,
There is an improvement along this Iine
also.  There is less shaoting at random,
as was formerly the case. Very many of
the stamp advertisements are * studied ”
and attractive, as they should be in this
artisiic age. But there is room for im-
provemeni. Advertisers will serve their
best interests by givirg tinme and thought
to the wording and arrangement of et ery
notice, whether large or small. The

advertisement must have snap and
novelty, and the more of each, the better.
Don’t imagine that just any wording will
draw, and that most anything will sell.
If you tarry long at such conclusions, you
will soon find the outgo in the way of
cash greater than the income. If you are
intending to advertise, and to be your
own agent, ‘nake advertising a study.
Study the wants and demands of the
times, and frame your advertisements
accordingly, and keep *framing” them
month after month.  Give something new
continually. Variety is the spice of stamp
advertising. Above all -keep everlast-
la~tingly at it, “ constant dropping wears
away stones.”

A HISTORY, INVENTION AND
EXTENSION OF THE
POSTAL CARD.

‘The first invention of the postal card is
claimed by two men, and although indeed
two men particpate in the invention,
there really is one **de facto” inventor
only, whick I will narrate for the benefit
of the numerous entire postal card col-
lectors.

In Germany, as well as in Austria
(and other countries too), the fee for
letters varied according to weight, also a
certain fee for certain number of miles.
Further, the difference in the letter fee
and printed matter fee was very large.
Now it is proved that in the year 1863, at
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the German-Austrian postal confgrence,
held at Carlsrube (Grand Duchy of Baden
Germany), the, at that time Post-director
of Prussia, Dr. H. Stephan (also founder
of the Universal Postal Union in 1878),
at this conference acquainted some post
officials with his idea of a medium be-
tween letter and printed matter, and also
submitted to some of the officials, a
written statement about bis idea. But
nothing came of it, neither ‘officially”
at this postal conference, who, as a body,
had no knowledge of it, and neither in
Prussia, in which country he had sub-
mitted his idea, but it was not accepted.
Meantime the North German Confedera-
tion was founded (1868). and Dr. Stephar
as postal director, neither done, or could
do anything in regards to his idza of a
so called open card, with writing on
same. !

In short, nobody thought more of Dr,
Stephan’s idea, until suddenly in the year
1868, Dr. Emanuel Herrmann, an Aus-
trian government off.cial, submitted to
the Austrian postal authorities a written
plan regarding a postal card, with all
specifications, as price, within Austria-
Hungary.

The Awstrian authorities had first to
confer with their Hungarian postal con-
freres (although Hunagary is dependent
politically upon Austria, affairs of both
States are separated). After some delay
Dr. Hermann was notified that his idea
was practical, and accepted.

Now Herrman claims that he had no
knowledge at all of Stephan’s idea, He
was not present at the above related con-
farence at Karlsruhe, and as nothing
contrary has been proved, the world
must acknowledge r Fimannel Hernr-
mann a< * defacto ” inventor uf the entire
postal card.

But justice demands that we give the
merit of a similav idea to Dr. H. Stephan,
In the year 1868, Austria issued the first
postal card—zkr yellow. As scon as

issued the Austrian people liked the in-
vention, and within two months the big
government supply was sold. In 1870
followed Belgium, Switzerland ana Great
Britain ; Germany in 1871, and at the
present time all countries of the Universal
Postal Union issue cards for international
purposes. The size of cards must be the
same in all countries,

INSPECTORS WILL NOT
COLLECT.

We publish the following from a
Philadelphia paper for the benetit of
stamp dealers in Canada, and those in
the United States who may not know
of the new regulation :

“General Edgerton, post oftice in-
spector in charge of the Philadelphia
division, comprising the States of
Pennsylvania and New Jersey, recently
received a ruling from the Post Office
Department forbidding the collection,
by oflivers of his department, of shms
due to dealers in foreign and domestic
postage stamps, from those persons
who have ovdered stamps for sel ction,
and who fail to return cither the stamps
not wanted, or to pay for those taken,
As it is the practice of those dealing in
rare and foreign stamps to advertise
for and receive them through the mails,
it has been claimed that those who
refuse to pay therefor, are guilty of
using the mails to further a scheme to
defraud, within the meaning of the
statute prohibiting such use, but the
Attorney-General for the Post Office
Department now rules otherwise, and
in the future investigations in this line
and collections by inspectors will not
be made,

This ruling was brought about by the
representation  of  the Philadelphin
oflice that stamp dealevs throughout
the United States and Canada, have
adopted the method, widely advertised,
of sending stamps or approval, to any
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person who may apply for tuem, and
in any quauntity, No reference is ve-
quired, no deposit asked for, and no
inquiry made as to standing,

The consequence of this lovse and
unbusinesslike transactionis that quan-
tities of these stamps fall into the hands
of unveliable boys, frauds, dead beats,
and persons using fictitious names and
addresses. It is then sought to make
the Division of Post Office Inspectors
an ageney for the collection of these
bad debis, on the ground that themails
have been used to further a scheme to
defraud,

The above ruling chaages a practice
that has prevailed, and was welcome
news to the eflicers in the Philadelphia
division, as this ¢lass of business has
grown up to be an irksome and intoler-
able nuisance, and was carried on to
the negleet of more important public
service,”

Up to
the present time Canada revenues have
been listed somewhat too high, with
the consequence that a feeling of un-
certainty prevailed among coilectors
as to their real valwe. In the new
cabalogue, prices have been placed at
net cash figures. and it is thought
dealers will not be able to allow much,

if any, discount from these figures.

CoarpLAINT has been made to us of a
number of collectors throughout Can-
ada who have been acting in a2 most
contemptible manner in regard to sel-
ections sent them on approval. Too
cowardly to steal an entire selection.
they have resorted to such low methods
as substituting for good stamps the
veriest trash. Others will remit a few
cents short of the actual amount due,
while some will send damaged or
washed stamps in payment. It istime
a stop were put to these small practices
and in next number of the CANADIAN
we will give a list and short ** biogra-
phy ” of those of this character whom
we are able to discover \We will also
give as complete a list as possible of all
the approval sheet frauds in Canada.

IN the two numbers of this paper
immediately preceding this, there has
been an article on philatelic advertising,
the writer using the nom du plume of
“ Ram’s Horn,” When the MSS. of this
was submitted to us, the writer requested
that his name be not mentioned, and as
some of the points were expressed in a
pungent manner similar to that used in
discussing religious matters in the ecclesi-
astical paper called “ Ram’s Horn,” we
accordingly could think of no better nom
du plume, and so used that. Several
philatelic papers are evidently under the
impression that this article was copied
from that church paper. We have care-
fully looked over * Ram’s Horn ” and we
find that it never had an article on adver-
tising during the whole course of its
existence, One light and sore-headed
youth who essays to conduct a philatelic
rag down in Halifax, whose paper stands
alone in Canadian philatelic journalism
as a distributor of filth and personal
abuse, and whom we will notacknowledge
by mentioning his name, or the name of

his Police-Gazette magazine, says in ref-
erence to this article: ‘adapted be
imagine from a well-known periodical ”
(wherever he unearthed this specimen of
medieval English, or whether he is
unable to spell “ we” is the thought that
is still bothering us, and this gentleman
—we have to call him this, as it is cus-
tomary to reply to the attacks of only
such), who, forsooth, fain would be a
phiatelic politician, and who expresses
his idea in this wonder of grammatical
construction. “ We appreciate the relax-
tion for the Scott’s catalogue Phila-
telic Era will be laid aside for the
pleasures of a red-hot campaign.” In
his usual uncalled for and bull-in-the-

The prem in question was a parody
written by Mr. W. H. Thurston, the
