STAGNATION IN ALL STOCKS.—
GOOD EARNINGS DO NOT
ELEVATE PRICES, ROR DO, SINIS-
TER RUMORS LOWER THEM.

Now York, July 26.

There is practioally no feature in the
market for Americans ir London. Tho
feeling abrond gencrally scoms to be rather
botter, owing to the improvement in the
outlook in the Transvael and sentiment to-
wards Americans is yaid to be friondly, but
does not find any expression in large pur
chases.

L. N, appears to bo the favorite, being
bought upon the cxpectation that whon
stock solls ex—div, it "will quickly recover
the 2 P.c.

Wall Street is starving for news of somo
gert, which will move.prices ono way or the
other, but at presont thore seems to be
nothing in sight. There is the usual crop
of vaguo dividend rumors, Foun., Goneral
Electric, and R. I, being the roads most
talked of, The earnings of the former are
said to be fairly enormous, and the stock-
holders aro hopeful of larger returns; as to
G. E. the varnings are said to be ntleast 20
p-c. uponthostock, and the fact that Flower
hag been & moderate buyer of R. 1. is taken
by many as an indication of an advance in
the div. rato to 6-p.c.

. Certainly the crop receipts from tho
territory tapped by the R.I. are most en-
couraging, and should nothing happen to
dopreciato present conditions, Kansas will
raise the largest -corn crop in its histosy.

Railroad carnings continue to be all that
can be desired. Mop. for 3rd week of July
shows a gain 0f-$33,000, whilo the Omaha
for the month of June shows an increass of
8245,941. ‘However, Wall Strect has be-
come 80 accustomod to good earnings that
they hardly create a ripple. This was
shown by the fact that noxt to no new buy-
ing developed in yestordsy’s market as a re-
sult of the extraordinary carnings of the St.
Paul road for-the-3rd week in July.

The Gas situation continues uneatisfac-
tory. Thore is a possibility that some of
the stockholders in tho warring companics
may apply to the Courts for injunctious to
compel their directors to sell Gas at a pro-
fitable figure, but the action, of course, is
proverbially slow, and it is doubiful whe-
ther rolief can be obtained from them beforo
the interests-of the stockholderz will have
suffered materially, A suspension of divi-
dends on Con. Gas, is one of the bear pre-
dictions of the day, and-has been backed by
considerable short sales.

The loan market last night showed a
healthy demand for the stock, The market
a3 & whole, requires some new stimulant.
The mos: imporiant-commission houses do
not look for active business beforo the mid-
dle or end of August, but are not advising
short sales in face of the universal prosper-
ity of the country at large. There s o say-
ing in Wall Strect that a dull market is a
dangorous ono.-to sell short, and from the
way in which the market has acted during
the last weok, it seems ag if there might he
come truth in the saying,

Thero was very littlo differenco botween

10 opounings of to-duy and that of yester-
day. London housos did little or nothing,
thoir total (ransactions probably not
amounting to 7,000 sharcs, possibly thoy
bought a littlo on tho balunce. .

The foature of tho market wuy S.S. PAl.,
which rezched the highest prico it sold at
in many years. The vauso of tho adyance
continuos unexplained,but rumors continue
to circulate, treating vaguely of pending
deals, which will result in putting the rond
on suci* an improved financial basis as to
onablo it to make somo return to the Pfd.
stockbolders,

Thero was continued buying of General
Electric by the Room, but tho charactoer of
the golling was o great deal better than
the buying. Three or four leading houses
on the Floor have sold some 12,000 shares
during the last threo days. Itis believed
that every share-of this is long stock.

After first balf bhour commission louses
becamo somowhat more active than they
wore yesterdny ; their orders seemed to be
mainly on the buying side. The larger
oporators continue to hold aloof, believing
that no material changes can tako place,
till morodefinite news is received in rogard
to the crop.

The crop nows continues to bo of a most
bullish nature. A despatch from Nebraska
estimated the corn crop at 318,970,000
bushels for that State alone. This is nearty
fifty millions more than 1896, which year
broke all previous records. “The roport goss
on tosay that the time for hot winds has
practically pasgsed and that notbing but
the most exfraordinary unusual weather
can hurt the crop. If this is true of other
States, such 8s Kaunsas, there can be little
orno doubtas tothe futureof the corn
carrying roads. At the moment the mar-
ket is strong, but professionally,
