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Induotion at Fergus.

On "Thursday the 3rd of May, according to
appointment, the Presbytery o' Hamilton mot
at Ferguas, to proceed with the induction to
the charge of St Andrew's Church there of
the Rev. Georga McDonnell, of Nelson and
Waterdown. Duating the vacancy aceasioned
by the death of the furmer Pastor, the lament-
ed Dr. Mauir, the Presbytery with much con-
sideration had supplied 1he Pulpit at Fergus,
altnost every alternate Sibbath, and bad seen
1t right to forward the views of the congrega-
tion in the teanalatwn of Me Macdounell to
what appeared o more imporiant sphere.

‘T'he mormng of the setitement was not very
pramising, buty as has happened on many arn
occaston on which nterests far less inportant
werg tvolved, the day bnghtened and not-
withstanding that thonotiee of the solemmiy
had been very brief, and only partialty circula-
ted, and that the seasen was the busy one ot
seed-time, the attemdance was respectable.
All ages were there, from those 1n the monnng
af hife, and buoyaat wuith hope, to these en-
cotupassed by the wfirmiues ofage. Sume ine-
mories thero were doubtless of other days, aund
1t could not well be utherwise, but we beheve
the prevaihing feeling was one of thankfulness
that such an oceasion had called together
those so recently left as ** a flock without 8
Shepherd.”

The Rev. W. Julinson of Salifleet, presidud,
orcaching from Dark avi. 16. < He that
belicveth, and is baptized, shall be saved . but
he that believeth aut shall be damued.”* ‘The
sermon, and the addresses to wmnuster and
people by the Reve Colin Grgor, of Guesph,
amd the Rev. Rubert Buinet, of Hamulton,
were all characierized by sunableness to the
vccasion and parties, and by the earnestaess of|
manner and expression with which the great
importance of the truths and Jduties was ably
and forcibly stated and inculeated.

The Presbytery of Glengarry.

This Presbytery met at Cornwall on the
16th day of May, and among ather things the
Clerk introdured the monrnful subject of the
decease of two of the mimsters of the Presby-
tery sincs thar last meeting, At the request
of the Moderator, the Rev Mr. Urqubart,
unnister of Curnwall, offered up a mast 1ms
pressive prayer to Almughty God, for comfon
and dirccuon under these most affliciive dis-
pensations.

After prayer the Presbytery agreed to record
the following expression of their sentiments
and peofound sorrow on this occasion.

While tlns Presbviery desire 1o humble
themselves befure God, and to recogmze in the
prosent aflhcuve dispensaunon His nghteous,
all-wiso, and sovercign decree, they at the
same tiute, with entirs submission and resigna-
uon to the Divine wiil, destre 10 mive expres-
8100 to thewr pmgnant sorrow wnder the heavy
berezvement that has ihus come upan them,
wnd at the same tume 40 record theyr deep
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senso of the high personal and inisterial
character of their departed brethren, and of the
areat loss sustained by them as individuals,
and a Preshytery, as well as by the Church
in general, m the dissolution of those sacred
bonds of aflection, of Christian brotherhood,
and ministerial co-pperation, which many years;
of mutual fellowship had strongly confirined
and united.

And this Preshytery with sincere sorrow
would take tlus opportunity, while recording
the deaths of their deceased brethren, also to
record their deep sympathy with the bereaved
widows and familics, commending them affect-
wnately 1o the grace and consolation of their
Heavenly Father ; and with the congregations
of Maruntown, Williamstawn, that kave thus
been deprnved of their pastors, guwdes and
faithful friends for a Jong scries of years,

Mr. J. McLaurin, Mimster of Martintown,
was the first whom 1t pleased God 10 rewmave
frowa lus carthly labours  Mr. MeLaunin was
born in the pansh of Balquindder, Perthshire,
Scotland.  When a youth of 11 or 12 years
of age ke accompamed his father's family to
Canadan 1818 ; and after rcceiving a prehim.
inary classical education in this country was
sent back’to Scwland m 1819 to enter the
Umversuy of Glasgow, and to qualify hurself
by the presciibed course of preliminary study
for the sacred office of the ministry, to which
parental picty and affection had carly dedicated
tum,  In 1837 he was lhicensed to preach the
Gospel by the Presbytery of Mull, iu the
Syuad of Arayle, and 1n August or Septem-
ber, 1838, was chosen as assistant misstunary
by the Revd. Dr. Norman McLceod, Minister
of St. Columba Church, Glasgow. In Decem-
her 1839, he returned 10 Canada, and after a few
monbs spent with hus friends, and 1 exera-
sing lus mimstenal gifts in varnous places, he
was called to be their pastor by the congrega-
uon ot Martintown, then vacant by the death
of their then late revered pastor, Archibald
Connel; and 1in August, 1840, was ordained
over that congregsuon, among whom he con-
tinued to labour with increased assiduity and
fanhfulness utl the day of s death, on the
22ud day of March last.

As a man and a minister, Mr. Meclaurin
was endued with rare quahities of mind and
body : possessed of a physieal frame of uncom-
mon power he was capable of undergoing
aregt labour and fatigue, and no man cver
spared the power, God had given him, less
than he did in the perforinance of miwmsterial
duties. He scemed to have throughly imbibed
the sentime.t and vesolution of Pauly ¢ 1 will
very ghadly spend and be spent for you ;" and,
like Paul, tuo, he had at times to take up the sad
complatat, ** ‘Thaugh the wore abundamly 1
love you, the less I be loved.”  On the whale,
however, no man’s labours could be more
ahly appreciated. Mr. McLaurin was no
less ighly favoured n his mental qualities,
especally the qualities of the heart.  His -
1ellect was at once clear and cormmanding, and
always uuder the guidance of a sound judge-
ment, and & correct taste, and nowhere was
this made more manifest than in the power and
chann which* characterized his pulpit labours.
And to an intellect of so rare a stamp, was
juined a heart possessed of all the sinplicity of
a hutle child, and of all the tenderness and
devoted aflection of the kindest nature. To
this, the warmth and steadfasiness of his
friendships, the ardour of Ins domesuc and
parental affections, and the unwearied exercise
of the tenderest sympathy with the dietressed,
and of unbounded beneficence tawards every
huian being that needed his aid or his coun-

scl, bote the most pleasing, and the cleares
testimony, |

As a minster of the Guspol, and a pastor o
the fluck, Mr. McLaunn was lughly disun.
guished. In the pulpit he had few equals ang
as a Gaelic speaker he had no superor.  From
a child hie had known the Ioly Seriptures,
and the great radical trutha of the Gospel, a
they had obtained a strong hold on his mug
and heart, consututed the great theme of lus
preaching.  1lis siyle was ot once foreible ane
perspricuous, digmfied but not pompous, plaw
but not mean,

As a pastor he was farthful and assiduoys,
indefatigable 1n Ins attention to the sick andihc
destitute, kind and affuble 10 all his fluck, ané
to nono more so then to the Jambs of the floch
tlence arose u strong feeling of wutual ad
reciprocal affection between minister and peo
ple,— and allection but tov suddenly and un-
expectedly wrn asunder by the stroke of death

It was in the arduous discharge of an ast
pastural duty, from which his high sense ufile
sacredness of an engagement already mady
wounld not allow  Liwm shrink, when even b
elements in one of our severest Canadun
March storms would have seemed a cal} fron
Providence to restrain him, that he contrag
ed thatnortal disense which, after a day an
a night of mdescribable suffering, terminated
his earthly labours.

1own, was the next waom it pleased God 1010
move from the midst of us. Mr. McKeire
was born at Fort Augustus, pansh of Bule
kine, fuverness-shire, Scotland, in May, 179,
Like Mr. M Laurin he was from his youth s
cated to the sacred office of the munistry by 1.
devoted prety of Christian parents.  Afie
completing that simple, yet substanual ad
efficient course of prchminary education, which
1s furmshed inthe parochial schools of Seat
lands, Mr. McKenzie was removed 1o the
Umversity and King’s College, Aberdees.
and such was his pruficiency 1n his preparatay
education, that he carried the first compenue
bursary uver maty rivals an entering Cullece.
During his course lic was distinguished alite
for lus industry and exemplary deportmect.
Like most young men of his standing his v
tions were devoted 1o the insiruction of youh.
first, as teacher of the Pansh School of Urqu
hatt, inthe Presbytery of Inverness, and after
wards 2s assistant teacher in the Gramma
School of Old Aberdeen.  After fimshing b
College course, he was hicensed to preach the
Gospel by tho Presbytery of Aberdeenin 1815,
about which time he received a call to become
their pastor from the congregation of Willars




town, Canada, thea vacaut by the death, some
years b fore, of the much _esteemed and vene-
rable Joha Bethune, first minister of the Church
of Scotland settled in Canada.  The circum-
stances  of the times rendered the steps of call-
ing an unsern, an unheard pastor necessary ;
and, though hazardous and unadvisable mn any
circumstancrs, in the present case it proved a
mutual blessing. By special permission Mr,
McKenzio was accardingly ordained sn 1319 by
tho Presbytery of Aberdeen as pastor uver that
congregation, among whom he labuured with
apostohie simplicity and  faithfulness to the
pcrmd of his death, being 36 yeurs.

He found himself, on lus arcival at Williams-
town, the only wnister of the Church of Sc -
land, in Upper Canada, and was justly regard-
¢d, from thattime as bewyg next w My, Bethune
the futher of the Canadian Presbytenan Chuteh,
in connection wath the Charch of Scatland,
and accordingly on the fiest formation of the
Synod of the Charch 1n 1831, Mr. McKenze
was unaninmously chivsen Moderator.  1le hved
tnsee the Synod inereased inte 6 Presbytenes,
and its ministers 10 80 members,—a number
which, but for the calamitous Secesswn of
1841, consequent upon the disruption ot the
Church of Scotland, would have been more
than doubled.

In persan Mr. McKenzie was of a shght
frame, but of greut activity and endurance
Like his master he was conttaually going about
deing good. Inintellect, Mr. McKenzie was
more clear thea commanding,  In style he was
remarkablo for his taste and corvectness, and
his judement was sound and emunently practi-
cal.  Susceptible of strong parualites aund an-
tipathies, he was a warm frieud and & wanly
upponent.  But preat benevolence of heart
was his distinguishing characterisuc. No ane
ever appeated to his sympathy i van. s
hand was ever open to the poor. and the afilict-
edand distressed always found in him the
sympathizing {riend and comforter. Asahus-
band and a relation, he was must devoted and
dutiful.  As a neighbour and member of socie-
ty, no man ever gained more the guod will and
respeet of all who approached him, without
distinction of name or pany At his bunal,
Roman Catholics vied with Protestantsin dung
him honor.

In his wnnisterial and pastoral relations, Mr.
McKenzie was eminently successful and use-
ful, as a preacher his style and manuer were
unassuming aud unimpassioned, but always
chaste, practical and pleasing. Butit wasosa

astor that he shoane, rather than asa preacher.
n the pastoral field few had attained to great-
er success, whether that success be measur-
ed by tho salutary influence, he obtamed over
bis flock, or by the respect and affection with
which he was regarded by them in retura.

Mr. McKenzie did that which few pastors
can venture with impunity ; he interested him-
self minutely and extensively in the temporal
dealings and conderns of the pecople, and that
a3 manner that often benefitted them, while
his pastoral influence remained uninjured and
undiininished ; and all this as the result of the
desp conviction, created by all his dealings, of
his simple-hearted and disinterested benefi-
cence. Ina word he taught and influenced
his people more by his blameless hfe thao by
hus persuasive words.

As 2 member of Chutch courts Mr McKen-
ziewas wellinformed and efficient, but never
obstrusive nor dogmatical ; and as his brethren
1 days past. felt strengthened and encouraged
by his presence and counsel, so we are this
day called to mourn at seeing his seat vacant,
and o sorrow that we shall no more seo his
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face, nor hear his voico raiscd vp among us.

Famnly and imperfecily as the characters of
these twa brethren in Christ just removed from
thair mudst have thus been delineated, they
will abundanly serve to show how deep and
sulemn s the call made this day upon this
Preshytery for sorrow and Jamentation.

It causes words, wwhich
were originally addressed to hundreds, to be
heard by mullions ; and 1t .coables a gifted
tcacher 10 speak cven afier he has gone to hig
prave,—nay, 1o speak to the ends of the earth,
and to the end of ume. Bi means of thor

comforted himself in the prospect of death, by
apticipatmg Jus adnussivn to the suciety ot
departed sages and legislators.  But wali the
wrnings of the ancient worthies 1 our hands,
we redquire not to die, in order to comverse
with ¢ that divine assembly of exalted spiris,”
In the Jutle budy of thought, which iies before
us in the shaps of a1 book, we possess the
constant prescuce tad companivuship, of s
authar.  In a fuum thus shght and poriable,
we have, preserved fur our benefit, the mighty
energy of Homer, the solemn grondear ol
filwn, the eaalted piety of Pascal.  In a
single apartment, walled with shelves, we
have around us the assembled spirits of the
wise and good of all time, waiting to pour
their souls into ours, and to enrich us with
their treagures of hnowledze and expervce
Nay, it s the property of hoohs not merely
to admt us 10 the fellowship of their authors,
but to iuvest us with 2 surt of omnipresence.
With the wartior, we hie over agzain the day
and the hour and the agony of the battle.
With the traveller, we cross agmin the ocean,
and clinb the Alps, and tread with glowing
heart the classic suil.  Wath 1he philosoplier,
we trm anew the midnight lamp, and adjust
the cruaible, and watch with breathless nter-
cst for ine spark or the effervescence which is
to confirm or overthrow the favourite theory.
In books we pussess a spell to raise the dead
and he it prophiet or sage, philosopher or poet,
whom we may wish back from the grave to
instruct or charm us, we have but to issue the
smnmons, and he stands before us with his
‘¢ thoughts that breathe and words that burn.”

Of all hooks, the most wonderful, whether
as an imperishable embodiment of its authors’
thoughts, or as a vehicle of instruction to its
readers—is that whose lterary characteristics
I have undertaken to deseribe.  Irrespective
of ns peculiar claims and character as the
Record of Divine truth, the Bible stands, as @
merc book, apart and aloft from all others. The
first 1n order of tme, itis also the first—hy a
long intesrval—in point of literary excellence.
Its poetry is far in the van of all other poetry ;
uts history of all other history ; its morals of
all other morals.  Compared with the average
level of other writings, it is ** an exceeding
high mountain from whence we behold =li the
kingdoms of the world and the glory of them.”
It is the carlicst and the brightest star in the
literary heavens. He who gues for the first
time to its pages, will find himself, like Colum-
bus, exploring & new world with features and
productions immensely more varicd and beau-
tiful than the old. In a mere literary point of|
view, it is well entutled 10 its name—the Book
of Books. Nor did that unfortunate son of
genmus—the singularly pifted Shelley, speak
unadvisedly, when, in answer i0 3 friend who
asked hum what book he wauld save for him-
self if he conld save no other, hy rephed,
**‘The oldest book, the Bible.” Dr. McCul-
loch’s  Literary Characieristics of the Holy
Seriptures.
