18 blown over land and sea, eluding the pursnit of critics, sailing high
nbove the clutch of the scandal-monger, to re-appear, now here, now
there, m a ballad for the people, an air for tho orcheetra, a group
from tho hand of the painter, or a gingle, radiunt porsonality, chiselled
in marble or cast in bronze,

It is thus that Isabelln ol Castile ro-nppears to us of to-day, close
to that snniversary which the wholo world isto celebrate on the shore
of one of our inland seas ; the surfl breaking on its beaches and sea-
wall like another ocenn, so potent uro the tides of Lake Michigan ;
with magnificent strotches of fertile prairies, of lake chains, of Rocky
Mountain rages, north und west territories, toward the Pacific ; groups
of states, each of the size of Old World kingdoms, between it and the
Atlantic to the east, and theisles of thesame Atlantic to the south,—
the anniversury of no less an event than the discovery of this Amer-
ican continent four hundred years ago. And so surely as Coluymbus
will be lionored, 8o will Isnbella ; for—weo repeat it—tho world's tra-
dition, tho world's listory, the world's heart. nre on the side of her for
whom Columbus himself penned an enlogy to lusson Diego. which
must forover be regarded us the stump of the King's signet-ring on
tho cluims of Isnbelln to our love and gratitude and vereration as
well as to the love and gratitude and veneration of Christopher Col-
umbus himself.

The graciousness of such a persouality in the bistory of nations;
of such generosity to all future generations from the ranks of that roy-
alty whose chief care of en scems to be to grasp for its descendants
the perpetuity of power, of riches, ol honor und every consid sration,
is one worthy of the bYest ages of Christianity ; worthy too, of becom-
ing a model for all who reign or exercise dominion or suthurity over
their fellow-beings. ¢ Never,' said one of tho noblest most uprjght
gentlemen of her court, ** have Iscen sogracious a lady.” And again
and again it was remarked that no one ever received o favor from
Lior that it was not doubled by the air of noble caudor, and the assur-
rance that it was deserved, with which it was conferred.

We have only to read the pages of those scholarly Protestants, Irv-
ing and Prescott, to secure o protraiture of this Queen standing 1n a
group of the most admired sovereigns that have ever lived, while she
wears a circlet with her crown as the Co-Discoverer and Christian-
izer of 2 new world. ''hey indicate to us, by documants of undie-
puted veracity, the spirit of justice making her rewards and punish-
ments toward the highest as well as the lowest of her realn; the
wonderful power of mental endurance, -fortifying the body, by which
she not only accompanied flie royal armies in the tremendous effort
to stem the tide of Islamism, of polygamy, of every enervating infin-
ence coming in its train, but becoming the actunl commissary of theso
armies, providing food, supplies of all sorts, grading rouds, bridging
chasthg for tho artillery ; while hier womanly heart is shown by orguan-
izing hospitals for the soldiers—the first army hospitals ever estab-
lished. And to heighten this picture of ¢ a valiant voman,” we find
her thq impere~nation of every domestic virtus, a conciliating and
affectionate wife, and a mother who turned from the review of the
roysal troops, to whom her presence was themost powerful inspiration
to valor, to caress her infant or soothe her sick child,—to be crowned
as no diadem of Castile and@ Leon could crown her, with the Fuith,
Hope, Charity and Humility of a Christian woman.

But hera wo must pause ; for, strange to say, ndo sooner was an
associntion projected by which to pay distinguished houor to this wo-
man of heroic virtues, manificent endowments, world-renowned bene-
factions, than from one end of these United States of America to the
othier, from ocean to ocean—this America she had helped to discover
aud give to the world as a factor in its higbest civilization; ting
America which, next to Castile, lay close to her heart in the hour of
denth—has been sent a ery . Away with Isabella of Castile!*

For four hundred years had her praise been in the mouth of the
nations, on the tongues of her people, when the so-called historians of
this generation procecded to reverse the verdict of four centuries by
one of their own ; a reversion unheard of in the bhistory of the world.
Sometimes, indeed often, a great man rr a great ruler has gone down
to his grave undor the censure of his generation ; but when the heat
of angry passions has subsided, and historians, unbiased by personal
dislike. have weighed tte actions thus condemmned, they have pro-
nounced thiem free from the malice ascribed to them; time having
cleared away tho mists of prejudice. But to-day a woman, a Queen,
+vho passed the ordeal of her own and of succeeding generations for
four hundred years, is summoned before a_self appomnted court, and
declared guilty of infamous cruelties. atrocies injustices! After four
centuries of & beneficent fama such as faw rulers have over won from
their subjects and contemporaries, she is not only uncrowned before
the nations assembling to celebrate the discovery of the continent at
whose birth she assisted, but declared unworthy to stand upon the
soil of this very continent, and her representation at the hand of the
sculptor, and the aszociation which inaugurated this tribule, shut out
from the place of hovort . .

And we, women of America, Catholic women even if it may bo—
what bave we been domng? Listening, calmly, indifferently, to this
attack upon our benefactress, who bus been regarded as standing side
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by side with Columbus in the heatt of overy true American, sido by
aide with Columbus on the page of history ?

Calmly, indifforently, can we say? Rather culpably guilty of that
sin which sliows most unnatural in a women—ingratitudo! Never
let 1t bo said that the womon of America have beon so ignorant of
history as to aceept the gross slanders which a set of so-called his-
torians, in the fuce of wuthorities vencrated for four hundred years,
have thrust upon us, to be echoed inthe columns of newspapers
pledged only to the pocket-interests of their propristorst I.et us con-
gult our public libruries to rofute these calumniators, and open our
oyes to those mon of true learning, of all creeds, who love true his-
tory, and are ready to honcr true heroism whether in men or woman ;
while we add one more motive to thint of gretitudo in onr action to-
word Isabella—viz. @ that of reparation! 1n proportion as she has
baen maligned, caluminatod, let hier now bo maguified at our bands.
With a threefold nlacrity let us welecome this woman, of an altogether
chivalrous excellence, to odr shores! Lot city vie with city to puy
her its tributo of gratelul admiration. Let city also vie with city to
place this ideal woman before the eyes of our people; Not anlone in
gallories and halls to which the people so seldom find entrance, but
foremost and especially on our beautiful parks, overlooking many a
scene like the blue waves of our own Lake Michigan, and tho homes
she helped to found on our continent, and to which she will give a
model of noble self-sacrifice, of exalted generosity altogethier forgetful
of personal interest, which is the crowning grace of Christian wo-
manhood. Let our enthuinsm inspire tho hand of the sculptor to re-
present hor us she roso before our youthful mnaginations, as she hus
lived 12 chem, 1t may be, to old age; thus transmifting her image to
future generations glorified by the daughters of America, who know
how to crown. with a circlet mare precious than pearls or dinmonds
could make it, tho brow of the noblest of sovereigns, that true-hearted
woman as well as gracious Jady whom we Lonor 1s Isnbella of Castile.

Archibald Forbes, and Heaven knows how many other degenerate sons
of Caledonia.

Gladstono’s Home Rule policy. *¢ 1tishard to disprove a prophecy,”
he snys, ¢ but when certain p 1ple go sbout saying that the Protes-
tant minority in Irelend is gomngto be oppressed by the Catholic
majority it is fairto remember that the very sime thing was said 50
Years ago in the case ot Lower Canada. The same doleful forecasts
were then made, and the sawe panic-mongers came to the front, But
what was the result 2 From the day that Lower Canada became self-
governing to this day things have gone on smoothly and well. The
Protestants of I swer Cunada (about one-eighth of the population)
have been left in full possession of their civic and religious rights,
and have lived in peace side by side with their Roman Catholic neigh-
bors. The French-Canadian is a Celt, with a passionate devotion to
bis church and clergy. He has not orily refrained from persecuting
hig Protestant brethiren, he has become, since his country has had
home rule, the most loyal and contented of the subjects of the crown.
Again, is there aught in the policy of home rule being Rome rule, save
the jingle of sound, to commeond it? The Irish leaders in 1886 ac-
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copted the clauses of My, Gladstono's bill, which made the establish-
ment of tho Roman Catholis roligion impossibie, and when the Papal
reseript against tho plan of campuign wag issued in 1888, they obsti-
nately rofused to be gaided by it. As to the alarm respeeting educa-
tion bLeing placed 1 the lhands of tho priosts, Mr. Sexton,s demands
on behalf of the Chmstian Brothe-s were granted by Mr, Balfour.  If,
then, the Orangoemnn is wounded, he is wounded in tho house of liig
feiends.  ** When 1 look at the lrish race,” tho dean goes on to say,
¢ g0 chivalrous and wuarm-hearted, so full of wit and {un, so bright
aud quick o intelligeuce, und, above all, so free from some of the
worst vices wiueh sully our Iinglish society. 1 fool that wo ‘wve by
our side a splendid reserve of quulitios desyined to adorn and enoble
our nutional character.

Will Mr,
Gladstone then risk another appeal to the country, or will he go on
with other Inberal measures, and retain control of the government
of the empre ? The former course would put i jeosardy not on'y
tho cause of Homu Rule but the gencra’ canse of Liberahism, and
might lend to another s1x years of Tory ruie. The other achiavemenc
of the end ammed at by Home Rulers, would leave them, in conjunc-
tion with the Liberals, in the control of the government and of all
legislation, except the particular measuro rejected by the Lords. They
could make groat changes in the adwministration of Ireland, changes
which would be fuvorable to the masses of the people and would dis-
posa them to euduro patiently some delay in the consummation of
their desive for an Irish Parlinment. 'They conld puss a locul govern-
ment bill for Ireland which wzuld give the country a large measure of
home rule without giving the Lords an excuse for rejecting it.  More-
over they could strengthen themselves with the masses in England
by the adoption of the principle of one man, one vote, and by mens-
ures of social reform and increased powers of municipsl government.
Of course 1t will be impossible to do this without the co-operation of
the Irish wmembers, who are altogather likely to hold the balance of
power unless Salisbury obtains a clear mujority. ‘I'hey have nothing
w gain from an alliance with the Tories. The masses in England
would never support sach un alliance, and a Liberal party with a
programme of radical reforms would sweep everything before it.  If
Laberals und Irish Homoe Rulers togethier succeed 1mm obtaining s ma-
jority, however small, over theic opponents, the instinct of self-preser-
vaton and the desire fur power will, it is naturel to suppose, tead
them tv wamtam their advantage, to avoid a dissolution, and to await
events. 1t s altogether likely that in a few years the dominant party
will bo a radical one, with a programme of social reforms, legislation
1 tho interest of labor, liberal meuasures of local governmens in all
parts of the kingdom, and disestablishment of the churches of Eng-
land, Wales and Scotland.

The Angelus Bell has 1ts own distinctive migsion as & propagnior
of the faith, It waits for none to seek it; it dues not remain in quiot
gecurity, but itsends 1ts voice nbroad ; it makes the air vibrant with
melody ; 1t is, threo times each duy, a persuasive call to prayer, and
they who hear and do not comprehiend, pause in their mad hurry on
the wide Inghways of the world and ask tho meaniug of tho sound,
Often persons who do not believe in prayor of any sort aroe curious to
know what motive is actuating the faithful ringer of tho bell; and
many—this is said from positive knowledge—-have been turned from
mdifference and scopterem well mgh lopeless, through a love of the
patient voice speaking from the bell tower.

The Angelug! Its)ubilant tone is with the sun, as it comes anow
each day to strengthen and verily. with the sons and daughtors ot
God, as they paugo at noon for n brief respite Irom labor; with tho
world, when toilis done and tho night is getting its starry mantle
rendy. And when the oud comos, as it must como to overyono,
surely there could be no better or sweetor sound for the ours, fast
growing dull, to listen tc than that of the wple bell, Qur Ludy's Bell
in honor of the Incarnatien.—Are Maria.

THE BIRTHPLACE O COLUMBUS.

—

A rEMarkanLE tolegram {rom Madrid announoes tho discovery of a
document which, if 1t bo true, will awaken into a now life the diflicult
question of determuining which was the birthplace, among the many
cities which claim him, of Christopher Columbus. wlich, like that
of Tusso and Howmer, seomns to be wrapped in an impenetrable mystery.
The telegram 18 of tho foltowing tonor . ** Madrid, June 17.--Accord-
g to a document discovered v the Archives of the Aceademia of
History of Madrid, Christopher Columbus was born st Savona. Such
declaration emanates from his son Diego. ‘Lhe document will bo
photographed.'” Undoubtedly the photographic reproducuon of this
document will be awaited with great impatience by the students of
history, who concern themselves with Columbus at the present time
more than over before. They will be desirous of knowing if this will
resolve the dobatable guestion, and in what manner this solution will
Lo reached. Thoquestion of fixing the city in which he was born
has been the cause of many bitter atruggles in a literary and historieal
point of view. Homer is claimed as a son by seven cities ; Columbus,
up to tho present, shys Isidoro Baroni, is claimed by twenty towns,
each of whicl supplies good and appavently conclusive rensons for the
claim.  The Savona claim now established, if this newly discovered
docment prove to be accurate and trustworthy, is not novel. DBut the
hittle town of Cogoleto, ten miles from Savona, is by many acoepted as
tho renl burthplace. ‘I'radition has, in a cerlnin sense, established tne
clatin to this honor ; and, says a well-informed writer on the matter,
“if fuith is to be given te an inscriptisn on it. we may see she house
in which he was born.” It is true, on the other hand, that if title-
deeds be udimnitted as evidénce, the claim of Genon is suprome
for the house of his [ather, Domenico, can be proved by title-
deeds to have been situated in the suburbs of Genoa, and he himself
states Ut he was a trenvesve—a statetnont gquite cotspatable with his
having been burn 1n the terntory.  The svn of Coluinbus, Fernan,
scems rather to have been desirous of concealing than rovealing the
place of his father's birth. The result is that about twenty different
places claim that honor. In Liguria I may meontion the following :
Genoa, Savona, Cogoleto, Finale, Cosserin, Oneglia, Albissola,
Chiavari, Boghasco, Terrarnssa, Quintoand Nervi ; outside of Liguria:
Cucearo in Monforrato, Piacenza, Pradello, Modena, Milan, Calvi in
Corsica, and even England, according to Charles Molloy, De jure
Maritimo, published in 1682.— Roman Correspondence, Bustan Pilot,

I believe it is o causo in which thoe true union of
all portions of the Umted Kiugdom and the real interests of the British Em-
piro and the Anglo-Saxon race aro bound up.

I belivve it to Lo u causo not of disruption, but of truo and cordial unien. I
go to Irclund at this crisis because I bolieve it to be a duty which on no con-
sideration I should neglect. I could not rofuse the call of my fellow.country-
men to assist in such a high and glorious and holy work.

1 am glad, too, to take & humble part in the celobration of tho natal day of
Canadn. Divergont as we may bo on political lines and the pretentions of
partica—I1 myself am called a crank and a mugwump, for T cannot agreo with
either of the Canadian political partics—still we all ngreo that the prospects of
Cunadn, whether agricultural and mineral, still undeveloped, or her most
valuable industrioes, which of overy kind Cannda has tho happiness to possess,
are of the highest character. (Applouse) We allagree. howover wo may have
quarreled in the past, that our greatest hoon, that with which we would part
with the most reluctance, is the principle and practice of local self-government,
tho redress of our own grievances, tho settloment of our own disputes, the re-
sponsibility of our own errors and credit for whatover of good wo may have
achioved. : N

Those blessings have como to us not without struggle, force, rebollion, and
blood. They have been co.expansive with the reign of Victoria the Good. It
18 to this fact that Canadians attributo the great popularity with which the
Queen's namo is received in all parts of the great Dominion by those who
never saw her aud wld never will see hor, but only know of tho beneflcent
system which the Qecen, by her advisers, has adopted towards Canada, giving
Canndians the opportunity of dealing with their own atfuirs as they think hest.
(Applause.)

A STRIKING EXAMPLE.

Tre sad railway accident at Merritton, to which we allude
elsewhere in our acecount of the St. Vincent de Paul excursion,
was the occasion of another instance of the self-forgetting zeal
with which the Catholic priest is ever ready to devote himself to
the alleviation of human misery.

WHAT A HOME RULE MEASURE SHOULD BE.

In the heat of the conflict Mr. Gladstone found an occasion to
declare his idea of what & Home Rule measure should be. Be-
fore entering on the subject he could not refuse the excellent
opportunity afforded by Lord Salisbury’s denunciation of the
Land League, and of the leaders of the Plan of Campaign as
tyrants and desperadoes. In 1885 Lord Salisbury had sent
Lord Carnarvon tv treat with those very leaders, and had utilized
their support in fne elections.

As to the conditions or terms of his Home Rule mw.easure, Mr.
Gludstune declared that it would doubtless be the first duty of
a Liberal Governmeut to prepare a Home Rule Bill, but it wounld
be neither wiss nor practical to formulate al) the detuils before-
band, He would refer thyse who asked questions on this sub-
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ject to his declarations of 1886. fIe had nover rotracted, and
never dishonored, and hnd never spoken u word in the way of
reeession from any of the five conditions of a Home Rule mens-
ure he had specified in 1886. The first of these was the full and
effective maintenance of the supremacy ot the Imperial Parlia-
ment. It was monstrous—aye, almost ineredible—to bo sug-
gested that the Imperial Parlinment would remain inactive while
great injustico was being done.  The second condition was a fair
adjustment of pecunary burdens. The third condition was es-
pecial for minoritiecs. In that connection he desired to remind
the country that the Liberals in 1886 went the length of offer-
ing to Antrim and Down separation from the rest of Ireland, if
desired. Mo their credit Antrim and Down had not expressed
any such desire, and they evidently did not desire separation
from their fellow-countrymen. The fonrth condition was that
no principle should be laid down in a Home Rule meansure
for Ireland whereof Scotland would not be able to claim the
beuefit hereafter, if desirad by the Scottish people. The fifth
condition vas that the bill should not be a half-way bill, but &
substantial settlement of the controversy that has been going on
for half o contury. These conditions told much about the in-
tentions of the Liberals as to a Home Rule measure. Public
opinion had since suggested another condition—the retention of
Irish members in the House of Commons. Mr. Gladstono said
that he sccepted the condition, subject to practical details as to
the number of members, their voting powesr, etc.

Public opinion, which suggested the retention of the Irish
members in the English Commons, runs directly in the line of
the scl >utlined by Mr. Blake, four local legislatures feder-
ated undy. o central Houze of Commons representative of al]
three kingdoms and the principality. Scotland and Wales are
alrendy moved at the thought of its being possible that they
may some day have a chance of managing their local concerns
themselves, and there is not a doubt that the more practical
heads of the British Coinmons would, if the barriers were once
burned away, rejoice to be freed from the multiplicity of small
affairs which now engage them, that they might devote all their
time and energy to the affnirs of the Empire as a whole.

* TEE FRENCH-SPEAKING POPULATION.

A fnct brought out in tho last census bulletin is, in view of tho agitation of
recent years, of specinl significance. This is that the French are not gaining
anywhere outside of Quebec and New Brunswick. The proportion of French-
speaking people to all others 1n tho Domimon as a whole has fallen from 30.1
per cent. i 1881 to 29.4 in 1891. In Manitoba there has been o decroase from
156 to 7.3 per cent.. and in the Territories o still grcnt&r falling-off, from 10.1 to
2.3. That vast territory beyond the great lakes, no matter what may becomo
of McCnrthy's Dual Language Bill, is certain to becomo wholly British and
Canadian in the near fature. Even in Ontario, where s Fronch invasion was
feared a fow years ago. there were seventy-one less speaking that language in
1891 than thero were in 1881, The region that will be dominunted by an English
speaking commumty may, therefore, be extended from the head of Lake Su.
perior eastward as far as the Ottawa.—News.

If people care to knock down their own arguments in this
way there should be none to gainsay them. The war-cry in the
last clection was that the use ot the French-tongue was increas-
ing so rapidly that it threatened the unity of the Canadian
people and should be repressed. Since the census shows that
(as was hinted at the time) the use of French, outside Quebec,
has not increased, all disguise is cast aside and the project of
English domination is plainly set forward. It was not for Can-
adian unity they contended but for ** poMination by an English-

‘“ gpeaking community.” ‘The Fronch-spenking people of Can-
ada care quite a8 much for Cunadian automony as do the
shouters for English dotvination, and havedony far more to prove
it, for twice they saved Cunada to the erown, loyally refusing
every inducomont to forswear their recontly pledged alleginnce.

A COSTLY BUSINESS.

Troveit the Liberal party has been so well mnaintained at the
palls its clection troubles are by no means ended. In the first
place it is threatened witha large numberof election appeals,
which sometimes cost more than the legitimate expenses of an
clection. In the next place it scems almost certain, from Mr.
Gladstone’s recent utterancos, that he looks for another general
election within a short time. The Lilieral organizations are
warned not 1o fall away from their prescitt'state of good discip-
line. 'The next contest, he tells them “may come like a thief
in the night,” and party agents have been instrueted immedia-
tely the elections are over especinlly to wateh the registration
of votes, which concludes at the end of August. Loceal electoral
organizations are to be maintained in full working order, as the
reform of registration is certain to introduce & “one man, one
vote > measure, which the Iouse of Lords could not venture to
reject. ‘The next session, according to the ideas current at the
Nationat Liberal Club, will see the adoption of registration re-
form, but it may also see Home Rule thrown out by the ouse
of Lords, followed by the dissolution of Parliament.  The super-
vision of the lists, the appeals in the meantime, and the new
elections (if dissolution follows this session) will cost the Nation-
alist leaders very severely. They have made so good a fight,
achicved so great a victory, that they dererve all the help we
can give them. Ifthe necessity of the situation call for a new
election, or if, that not being required, they are harassed by a
multitude of appeals, our support, as well as our sympathy,
should be something to build on.  What hagit as yet been from
Canada? They have done well across the line. Thirty thous-
ands of dollars in less than as many hours wasgood work. Had
the contest gone against Ireland’s hopes what balm would the
Canadian Irishmen who gave nothing have had for their souls
when they knew the immense value of pecuniary assistance to
an impoverished purty in a fight with the wealthiest political
vrganization on the face of the globe ® A respite has been given
thom. Their country is not yet condemned to “ the century of
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doom," which its enemies have awarded it should the present
cffort faal.  There 1s yet time for them to acquit themselves as

men who havenot forgotten the story of oppression and awful
wrong which a putriot mother pouredinto their almost unbeliov-
my ears ut was so hornble) when they were but children at her
knee,

Whatever feeling there may have been in the past contest
about Parnellite and Anti-Parnellite, that question is now a
dead question.

It is a curious hysteron-pro-
teron this, of taking for granted what more than half the Cana-
dian cducational world denies; and Mr. Hughes should know
that, though it is a very pretty and serviceable figure of speech,
hysteron-proteron is an atrocious figure in logic.

Wi long ago much adwmired W. H. Mallock. His “ Romance
*of the Nineteenth Century ™ cured us. A friend recently at-
tempted the justification of the “ Romanee ™ by the argument
that, given the same people in the same circmstances anywhere
tr with necessary changes in any century, the romance would
have run the samo course. We grant it readily. But, as we
imagined Mallock & Christian, we replied that truthful portrayal
of wrong ideas was not (without antecedent necessity) a sufficient
warrant for publication of them.

The public detailing, no matter how accur-
ately, of a blasphemy is, prima facic, uplawful. It cannot be
cveused an the plea that it is a true and accurate reproduction.

But, with all
this, we had no misgiving as to his Christianity. e had in his
1s Lifo Worth Living" s0 cloquently defended the necessity
of the Christian iden to make it worth the living, had so pre-
cised the Christian idea till it fitted with nothing but the Catho-
lic Churelt’s teaching; hiad so bewatled that modern speculation
had ** taken away his Lord and he knew not where it had laid

<

“Him,"” had so often confessed the futility of reason and the
eflicacy of fuith, that we could not believe him positively intidel ;
were indeed reandy to Dbeliove him in heart a Catholic. The
“ Romance of the Nineteenth Century " settled the latter ques-
tion, and o recent articlo in the Fortnightly Review settles the
former. e now professes adherence to a real paganism :
‘“ Aristotle’s conception of a good man may not be identicnl with
“ that of Thomas & Kempis, but the difference between them ig
‘“not that between a saint and & monster; it is simply the differ-
‘“ ence between one type of goodness und another.” Otherwise,
his Christian is only a moditied Pagan. Hesupports his conten-
tion by instancing Calvin roasting Servetus, against Nero
making torches of the first Christians. The ready answer that
Calvin was as great (if not as powerful) an enemy of Christinn-
ity as Nero was, will not confound him for he is ready to assert
that ¢ Paganism produced a Murceus Aurelius, just as it pro-
“ duced a Tiberius; and just as Christinnity was not nceded to
“ produce the one, so Christinnity was not needed to condemn
“the other.” And going back to first principles *“ it was from
« Greeco that Christianity took its philosophy; it was from im-
“ perial Rome that it took its idea of justice.” So, in his idea,
Christianity's truth and justice areof man’s devising, and not
of God's; came by human wisdom and not by Divine revelation.
So ends (after the brilliant promise of *‘Is Life Werth Living
and * New Republic **) Mr. W. H. Mallock, unless, indeed, he be
now playing at Pagan as he then played at Christian.

THE RELIGIOUS CRY IN IRELAND.

Waex Mr. Gladstone first met his constituents in Midlothian
at the very outset of the contest now past, he forestulled the
only great objection now left to be made against Lrish Xome

Rule. 1e said: : .

You may havo heard of the cruel cliarges—frivolous beyond all known friv.
olity, and cruel beyond any cruclty that the mere steel can inflict in tho bar-
barous hand—charges against the Irish nation that what they are seeking by
this change is to acquire power by mcans of which they are to trivmph, are to
trample down the rights of their Protestant fellow-subjects.  Gentlemen. if the
inventors—I won't say the inventors of there charges, for 1 belicve that the
violenco of passion induces men to imagine tlungs in the teeth of all reason, so
that it is folly aud not wickedness which 1 believe leads them astray —believein
these charges, ought they not in decency to veflect that thoe Irish members
themselves w 1866 willingly and zealously agreed in this, that we shonld insert
in tho Yome Rulo Bill & provision forbidding absolutely the crection of any
nntional Church establishment whatever?  What a strauge state of things it
in. Thoe Irish agreed to that recurity in order to disuriggl’rotestant apprehen-
sion mid suspicion, and thongh they haveagreed to it that is not strong enough,
Butwhearcthey.that arecalled upon to prosceute thesesuspicionsagains<t them to
the uttermost? They aro the people of Lingland and of Scotland~—both of them
up to this dato having Church establishments themselves—it is supposed are to
find fault even with the Irish renunciatiou, and after the Irish have volratanly
excluded thomselves from that privilege cr whatever clse any of you may think
it tobe. Even after they have done that you are nsked by the Belfast Conven-
tion and by all the Dukes aud Marquises, and 51l they people that they can per-
suade to follow them—you are asrked still to persecute the Irish on this most un-
just, most falee, most fictitions chargo of Wgotry and religious tyranny, and of
an intention to tranmple Protestant rights under foot.

No fair-minded person can read this without fecling the full
force of the point which Mr. Gludstone makes. 1t is certainly
the height of impudence for English and Scotch Tories whe in-
sist upon maintaining their Protestant church in State-endowed
ascendancy in England and Scotland to xpuko charges against
the Catholics of Ireland of desiring ascendaney for their Chureh,
oven while those Irish Catholics are willing, as Mr. Gladstone
says. to agree to ample sccurities against any such scheme.

With this comes in the Afail’s denunciation of Mr. Blake. A
man who rises so sublimely as he above all the prejudices of
cducation and of life-long environment neede only to have his
cause stated by an enemy: ‘“Almost as remarkable as the
«position of Mr. Gladstone, though in a smaller way, is the

* to look on him as an uncompromising opponent.” The Mail
cannot indict him for lack of honesty, proclaims him elsewhere
one of Canada's must brilliant forensic lights, is sure that he
will impress the British people with his learning and ability, is
heartily proud to say that he is superior to corruption, but—he
allowed himself to be received by priests, descended to the ig-
nominy of being presented for the sufirages of *“ a superstitious
“people ” by a Catholic Bishop to wage war for a Catholic
people’s cause. Enough; the Mail washes its hands of him,
and is glad that he is called an American rather than a Cana-
dirw. 1f it must say thuat he was ever superior to corruption,
it hastens to remark that corruption is not the only political
failing though it may be the grossest. If it rejoice that Canada
can send u son to Ireland * whose hands are perfectly clean,”
it is troubled by the ghost of its own lost chances, when, the
* corruption ** having failed to come the Mail's way. its poor
itching palms were left su perfectly clean that they have itched
for nothing but a fight ever since.

THE CENTENNIAL OF ONTARIO.

Tue centenninl anniversary of the proclamation calling to-
gether the first Parlinment of Upper Canada was celebrated by
o large and enthusiastic gathering at Niagara on Saturday,
16th inst. About 2000 people assembled to participate in this
loyal demonstration. . Mr. Jas. L. Hughes enginecered the pro-
cession.  Lient.-Governor Kirkpatrick presided and was received
with great acclaim. He reviewed the history of Upper Canada,
now Ontario, marked its progress towards Provincial autonomy,
read the Royal Rroclamation (Ceo 111. 16 July, 1792) constitut-
g Upper Canada a Province. He then praised Governor Sim-
coe, whose lincal descendant (in the Governorship) he was proud
to be, culogized the Y. E. Loyalists, and concluding said: *‘I
¢ feel thankful that I should be permitted to-day, as Governor
¢t of this important, populous and rich province of Ontario, to
“ speak as one of the successors of Governor Simcoe, and I hope
¢ that the course during my term of office will be such that we
“ will still further perpetnate the name written here, and that
¢ we may hand down this valuable heritage to our children and
¢ our chil'dren’s children with its name unsullied.”

After lunchieon Sir Oliver Mowat delivered the oration of the
day. Early scttlements, the war of 1812, Union, Confederation
(he was sorry some Reformers regrettod Quebec’s being in it, but
thoughit §he would not do much harm), Annexation, were alj
discussed in his own straight-forward way. Dr. Ferguson, of
Welland hit annexation again in very nearly the same pluce,
Canon Bull presented the Pioneers’ and the Historical Socicties
addresses {o the Lieautenant-Governor, Lieut. Col. Denison con-
tributed a deliverance from & military standpoint and never was
less sanguinary, the ineviteble Oronhyatekha and a few others
made out the balance of the programme. A most interesting
ceremony, of which we may have more to say later on.

A HOME-RULE SPEECH.

Moy O'Bniex (by “ McLusine ™) is a story now being repub-
lished, which furnishes the following speech. Iiis put in the
mouth of Maurice Davoren, an avowed Home-Ruler, the hero of
the story. 1f Davoren were speaking to-night he could not better
declare the Irish mind:

The chair was taken by Mr. Maurice Davoren, who introduced
two or three well-known speakers. But la‘er some one else was
voted to the cbair, when Mr. Davoren made the speech of the

evening. He was an avowed IHome Ruler, and ho looked the
born orator--lithe, active, with a face, not handsome, but lighted
up by deep, carnest eyes-—an intellectual forchead, round which
his black and silky hair carled, cut short enough to show his
woll-proportioned head, which was not so small as to wake one
doubt his brain capucity, or so large as to make one fear for his
energy.

“ My friends,” he began, ** perhaps my speech may bo a little
bitter to-night. 1 trust it way at least bo just, but 1 have at
this moment come from reading & particularly unfuir article on
Ireland in the columms of the London Times. (Groans) 1t
has long been my opinion, shared, T am glad to say, by many
eminent men, that until the Press of England alters its tone about
Ireland, there can be no real peace between the two countries
for we feel the injustice which in England we hear treated with
ridicule or scorn. Tuke, for instunce, such a question as the
inequality of the frav.chise in Engluand and Irelund.  If we had
Home Rale in Ircland, how long do you think would the privi.
leges of citizenship bedenied to our fellow countrymen?  Would
wz sneer at their just demands 2 And suppose even that, when
given it was ¢ made use of ,—as our Bnglish crities tell us would
be the case— Why, things would right themselves in time. Weo
must, anyway, be just, and leave the censequences to n higher
power. Some great thinker has said that-a really noble race
will prefer being cven badly governed by their own people; to
being well governed by strangers, who will then dare to blamg
the nation that unceasingly demands its liberty —liberty to'make
the laws it has it has to live by, and liberty to repeal bad laws?
No nation irritated by injustice can do its work well, any more
than & human being with a toothache or a headache can work
well . My friends, we are constantly asked to forget all these
local ailments, and * think of the Empire'— work for the Em-
pire I' TIsay yes, when that Empire is founded on justice!
(loud cheers)—when Ireland has as much justice as England ;
but we are not so blind asto admire a Govermmnent ¢ whose haud
is held out to raise the fallen and help the weak® when they are
at o safe distance, or it can gain anything by it, which has the
“far-off look * of Mrs. Jellaby, and igucres the rights of those
nearer home. No, we Irish have too keen a sense of the ridicu-
lous to fall down and worship such an image as this. (Great
laughter.) We are asked again to forget the past; but I main-
tain that to show up the past in its true colors is the first step
townrd sturting on a right basis in the present: and only when
the Englishmen of this generativa, with all their knowledge of
other countries, are less ignorant about Ireland, and know how
she was handicapped by law in the race for very existence, will
they cease to upbraid us for our backwardness in trade, and for
many other shortcomings which no true Irishman must shut his
eyes to, but which weknow were caused by the Penal Laws, which
stamped out our trade (to benefit Englund and Scotland) and
paralyzed the energivs of a sorely tried people. But we must
not be unjust. Some Englishmen and some Scotchmen have
understood the true state of the case. Hear Carlvle, when
speaking of England’s government of Ircland. e says that
Government * ought to drop a veil over its face, and walk out of
ceurt under conduct of proper officers. saying no word—expeci-
ing of o surety sentence cither to change or die.” One more
quotation L will give: “When the English people and the Eng-
lish Government know lrelund thoy will give up attempting to
govern by the sword—that old and used up instrument of des-
potsand betake themselves to justice, employing, instead of the
weapons of the soldires and policemen, the more nowerful ins.ru-
ments of redress.” That was writlen ore than thirty years
ago by that eminent wan, Dr. Saunuel Smiles. There is, at
least, onc English name which will always be received by an
Irish audience with the decpest respect—Gladstone. (¢ Ay,
Gladstone’s the man! Hurrah for Gladstone!)
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““ Mr. Giladstone has, 1 beliove, earnestly and conscientiously
considercd the past of our country, and has used his splendid
powers in our servico ; but the Land Bill which is called by his
name is not really the measure he proposed, which was much
fairer, much nearer to what we veally want. 1 will tell you a
little story to illustrate what happened to this Land Bill. In
sole parts of Afrien, where black kings still hold sway, when a
subjeet wishes to reform any abuses, or make any new laws, if
the king finds out in time, he sends the veformer a present of a
very poisonous bean, with u request that ho will eatit. The
wretehed man cats the bean and dies, and so ends all hope for
better laws fer his grouning countrymen. Now the House of
Lords ig like the African hean—it stops all reform.  (Groans and
laughter.) 1t cut and hashed up poor Mr. Gladstone’s Land
Bill, und the consequence is, we want 1 new one, but don't let
us blame Mr. Gladstone. (Cheers and eries of no, no!) But
what we want more than all is some measure of Home Rule.
(Loud cheers.) And what would we do if we had it? Not
what we are so often told by English and some Irish news-
pupers —confiscate the land and turn the landlords adrift.  No,
no, my friends, our Irish noblemen and gentlemen may have
their faults, but they have their virtues ioo. (Cheers.)) And,
more than all, they love their rights as well as the tenant farm-
mers. (A voice -+ True for you, Mr. Davoren.’) Ireland must
never forget the truth which Mr. A. M. Sullivan hus so beauti-
fully expressed.  * Cases may be named by the score,” he says
‘in ®hich the Irish landlords tin 1846-7) scorned to avert by
pressure on their suffering tenantry the fate they suw pending
over them—they went down with the ship.' (Here there wasa
silence fur more impressive than any cheers, and not mauy eyes
in the vast crowd assembled could see the speaker's fuce dis-
tinetly for some moments.) No, no; we do not want to change
our landlords. There are still many good ones among them.
We want the absentees to return to Ireland ; or if they wish to
sell the land, to let the tenants have the first clmu‘ce of purchas-
ing their holdings. that they, and not some moneyed stranger,
wmay have the road to proprictorship smoothed for them. (True
for you, sir ! came fromw a Shundred voices.) Then we want no
rents raised beeause the tenant’s industry has.added to the value
of the soil.  But these things—and many, rany more, in law,
in education, in improvements of a hundred kinds  will never
be until there 1s more disespline in the Irish ranhs! 1sit noy,
true that some of the greatest disasters which befel the Irish
cause in military engagements in this land arose from differ-
ences among themselves?  Forgive memy plainness of specch;
but lock how the enemics of the Home Rule cause gloat over
owr dissensions!  Listen while I read a few words trom an Fng.
lish paper. * That the Home Rulers, or any similar parties,
could ever succeed, no one who has studied Irish history will for
a moment believe.  Even if England were less resolved than she
is to to maintain the Union, the character of Irishwmen is such
that they are incapable of carrying on a great enterprise.” Oh,
fellow-workers, let us prove that this is a base slunder on the
men of Erin.  Shall the countrymen of the Liberator not carry
theday in secular as in religious questions?  We won Catholis
Emaueipation. Let us win Home Rule.  (Loud and long con-
tinued cheering, and cries of * We will, we will ! we will”’y But
how ? you perhaps ask.  1reply, look at the Government side in
the English House of Commons.  Wedon't like thom ; we don't
agree withthem, butwe can learn something from theru—namely,
to work.together.  There are Catholies and Protestants and Dis-
senlers in that party, bat they give their votes as Cons rvatives
aud nothing more, and that solid mass of politicians, led by a
man few of them belicve m, act together as if they had not the
least difference of opinion on any subject whatever. Now the
Enghsh huow well cnough that the way to break up an Irish
party 1s to bring mthe rehgeus question.  Again and again we
have fallen into the snare and all has been shipwrecked. Let

us take warning from the pust. Let us work together as fellow-
countrymen, whether we be Protestants or (Cutholics, The best
Protestants are not Orangemen, because the best Protestants
are large-hearted, far-gecing and liberal-minded men, who, while
they admire what is worthy of admiration on their own side, do
not withhold their meed of praiss from the heroes on the other
side, and truly honor the fidelity with which Catholies clung to
their faith ¢ with a constancy,’ as one of them (Mr. Lecky) has
said, ‘that has never been surpassed.’ (Cheers.) 'Then, my
friends, let us be charitable and patient. Let us be temperate
and forbearing. Let us be just,and all will be well for old Ire-
land for—

CHRISTOPHER COLUMBUS.

* Corumnus, the Christ-Bearer,” is the title of Maurice Francis
Egan’s contribution to a symposiun, in which his associutes were
Edward Everett Hale, Moncure 1). Conway, Gen. Thomus J. Mocgan,
Bishop W. 8. Perry. Bishop Benjamin ‘L. Tanuer, Prof. William C.
Wilkinson. We append Prof. Egan’s paper :—

Although many men of our time are delighted when iha epithet
* broad-nunded ™ is applied to them, few reahza that it 13 impossible
to deserve it unless they have attuned the precious quality of sym-
pathy. DBroad-mindedness in hustoricul matters cannot exist without
sympathy, and sympathy must depend eu knowledge ; and without
that knowledge, the Inghest form of broad-mindedness is merely a
broad-mindedness is merely a suspension of judgment. A great his-
torian, Mr. Gardiner, is accused of want of perceptive, because he is
charitable alike to the just and the unjust. He sees even the personal
characier of James 1., of England, without an attempt at making the
veriest fool m Kurope utterly odious. The ranty of this quality in
a lustorian ought to be applauded asa new reason for popularity.
Mr. Gardiner knows enough to be sympathetic—to judge auan ac-
cording to his surroundings and the influences of his time.  And that
great mun who sniled * for the back door of Asia and landed at the
front door of Amorica ™ deserves from us this symputhetic treatinent
more thun any othen genius who made an cpoch. Volwire fatally
wenkened the chnp\r‘??.r of . Freuch patriotisin when he, shrickiog
epileptically. pelted Jgan 'Z?f Arc with mud; and we should beware
how we oucoumgs-‘lﬁ!it nalional levity which is rapidly making our
wit aud humor wrreverent or blasphiemous by dragging to light the
defects of vur heroes.

Our judicious writers have treated the life of George Washingion
with diseretion.  Surely Ghnistopher Columbus deserves at least equal
respect. But when we remember that lie not only gmve o new world
to Castile and Leon, but that this new world was given purely for
the honor and glory of the Gad of the Clrishaus, the indecency of
attacks on the character of Colummbus seems all the more shocking.
One is almost willing to accept Edmund Burke's denunciation of the
new order of things, m which a queen is but a womau, and a woman
an inferior animal, when one sees that the boast of the broad minded
among is that the feet of all heroes are cluy. Columbus is, then, a
a mere scientist, with an avarice as consuming as that of Dante's she-
wolf, and of so vile-ana hypocritical a character that he devotes him.
self to an 1llicit love while ho utters the highest Christian sentimnents.

English historians have themselves taught us how to valu® their
lustory. They have shown themselves incapable of orojectiny their
minds boyond the gulf made by the Reformation, and this has binsed
them fatally. When they try to be sympathetic they are merely
patromzing. They really believe Schopenhauer, when he says, mn
his compliment to the scarlet woman, that the Church condoned con-
cubinage until tho Reformation made her moral. This irsular nation
is at the bottom of the attacks on the morality of Columbus. This
is the reason why certain writers cry out that the feet of the prophet,
the discoverer, the hero. the Christ-bearer, are of tie vilest clay, and
that be, tyrant and miser, deserves a place in the boiling blood of
Dante’s **Inferno.” Let us be frank, their darts are aimed at the
power that inspired and enconraged Columbus, not at vhe man him-
self. Itisasif I, or some other Catholic, shiould strive to show how
deleterious Elizabethan Protestantism was by tacking evacy filthy rag
we could find to the spotless escutcheon of Sir Philip Sydney. Short-
sighted men will deny this; they are not conscidus of it; they do
not realizo how completely three centuries of Protestantized English
hterature bas cut them off from the sympathetic consideration of what
went bofore.  Again, to appreciate the motives of Columbus, one
must divest one’s self of that feeling for nationalism which has de-
veloped only of late- Neither Dante nor Columbus would have hesi-
tated to bring a foreign king into his own country, if the anity of
Christendom or the dovelopment of the Christian ideal wero threat.
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ened. Iwven with Dante, intensest of patriots, Chiristendomn was first
angd Italy second. Columbus feared only one ¢nemy, and that enemy
was not 50 much a nationul enemy ag an anti-Christinn enomy. The
Suracens threatened Spain und all Lurope; the Lurks held the
Holy Sepulchire®; the Spaniards fought both for Christ and Spain;
Columbus, who was not & Spaniard and who doubtless looked on
the campaigrs of Ferdinand and Isabella with tho impatience of a
man seoing small things impede the view of a great one, burned de-
voutly for the salvation of an unknown world of souls and for the
treasure of unknown lands, that a new cruosade might bo undertaken.
Spain was interesting to him-—only so far as it helped his great pro-
jeet. Portugal had deceived him; he had nothing to expect from
Italy ; Spain, saved from the Moors, would listen with comprehonsion
to his plan for the recovery of the Holy Sepulchre ; he appenled to
Custile nud Aragon. e desired, above all, to add a new world to
Cbristendom, not to the dominion of Isabelln.

We must remember, and all veritable history helps us to do this,
that Columbus believed that Christ ia God move devautly than he be-
lieved in his own existence; the Blessed Virgin, the buse on wlnch
the mysteay of tho Incarnation rests, was to him more real than any
earthly queen.  To save the souls of strange human beings, to make
them heirs of the Kingdom of Heaven by baptism, to have them par-
take of the Body and Blood of Christ, under the form of bread, and
to be mystically united with him was the chicf object Columbus de-
gired. In our time. when foith is as “ water untc wine.” we give
every missionary the benefit of his zeal, and why should we deny 1t
to this man who so often asserts it at a time when the childlike belief
of St. Fraucis d’Assisi was the rule 2 Did the Madonna appear mn a
dreamn, to crush one in aflliction 2 It was but natural ; had she nog
suffered, and wus she not the Mother? Why should not the Lord
Jesus cause His statue to come down from the Mother's carved arms
and pley with other children 2 If the little children wanted Him badly
enough, why should He refuse? e had been a child not so long
ago.

¢ See,” cried the Italian woman, pointing to the curling hair of
Dante, * there is he who has come through Purgatory ; his locks are
crisped by the fire! ™ It was an age of faith and of reason, too. See
how well Columbus reasoncd, and how Isnbella, one of the most re-
higious women of her time, understood his reasons. But with them
botlr fuith was above reason.

INDIAN PASSION PLAY.
AN IMRESSIVELY DRAMATIC PORTRAYAL OF THE CRUCIFIXION®

Onec of the most important religious evenis that has ever taken
place in Western Canada was the recent presentation of the Passion
Play by the Indwns of St Mary's Mission near New Westminister.

The Indians have but little imagination, and accordingly the mis-
sionaries have had great difficulty in teaching them the various Bible
stories. The plan of presenting.a Passion Play was finally adopled a
few years ego as the best means of giving the nativesa conceplion of
the leading events in the life of the Saviour. Severzl times the In-
diaus at the various missions have essayed to present the play or
various parts of it, but nevar have they given so complete and real-
1stic a production as on this occasion, and it is doubtfal if the play
has over been so well preseated on this contiuent.

A party of distinguished Roman Catholic prieets is now visiting the
missions of British Colnmbia, and the play was given in erder to show
them the advance which the Indiang of the Province have made.
The visitors were Archbishop Duhamel of Ottawa, Bishop La Fleeche
of Three Rivers, Bishop Lorraine of Pembroke, Bishop Macdonnell
of Alexandria, Bishop Brondel of Helena, Vicar-General Marechel of
Montresl, and many other well-known members of the priesthood.
The Indian tribes which took in the conclave werg the Shuswap,
]T)hon;pson River, Fraser River, Squansish, Sechelt, Stickeen and

ouglas. ’

The #thousands of Indians who had gathered from all parts of
Briush Columbia were encamped at the foot of the bluff, overlooking
the Fraser River, on which the mission stands. The tribes were in

-separate clusters of tepees, and in the center of each gronp was placed

the standard of the tribe. In addition to these standards, bright
banners were streaming from the tops of many of tho tents, and the
natives themselves were decked in their most gorgeous colors—the
flaming reds and strong yellow, as usual, predominating.

When the tmin bearing the visitors arrived oathe morning of
Thursday, Jene 2, a dnizzle was falling, but every Indian in the camp
was standing by the track to get a glimpse of the fathers from tho
East.  Ae the priests stepped trom the train a Squamish chief. Harry
came forward, and in the native tongue delivered an address of greet-
ing, which was translated by an interpreter. From the mission hill
a salute of cannon was fired, and the bluffs slong the river tossed
back a8 hundred cchoes. After the speech of welcomo was over, three
brass bands, every player in which wasan Indiun, gave some remark-
ably yo00d music.

While tho visiting clergy woro tuken into the wumasion for lunchenn
the Indinns squatted on the ground by their tents, burlt smonlderng
fires for their native cooking, und munched dried salmon,  The ram
would etop occasgionally, and then pour down again with renewed
vigor, but the Indinns pud no heed to it.

At 4 olclock in the afternoon the anrouncement was made that the
play would begin. Two chiefs addressed tho people in_the encump-
ment ordering themn to mass themselves nt the foot of the winding
path leading up tho hill to tho nussion. Tho Induns gathered like
an army on thé lowland, and at a given signal from the two chiefs the
procession moved up the steop ascent.  17rst cammo the women, carry-
ing the papooses, then the young bucks, und after thema mixed
crowd of old men and wornen, boys und girls. Slowly they moved up
the hill, chanting in Latin, broken by the gutiural sounds of ther
own language, the ** Hail Jesus.” The vong scemed o effect then
greatly, for now their voices would rise high and shrill, and now
would die away to a low moan. At the creseendos the Indians would
throw back their heads and wave their arms in a religious trenzy.
The play bud no speaking parts, but was presentud in « sevies ol eight
tabloaux. 'Pho stage wag the broad, hard boulovard leading past the
miesion buildings. The tablenux were all pluced at vnee, one after
another, atintervale ofabout fifty feet, and consequently each sceno
had different sets of actors. Only the best of mg‘:{\\gjuns were
chosen for parts, and to the houor of being in the perlormance was a
high one, and the menand women selected were regarded ns much
to be envied. The tableaux were us complete as the limited resources
of the mission would allow, und the costumes, which wore earefully
fashioned after those of pictures, were fairly correct.

At the top of the hilla chicf was stationed, giving in a low tone
the command by which the precession divided, half gomg on one side
the boulevard, and half on the other. As they marched along, the Iu~
dians still sang their weird chant, and at each tableau or staga of the
cross every one in the procession mude & profound obeisancoand
crossed himself. ) .

The first group or tableau, contamed a stalwart Indiiin, roped in a
white surplice and cloak of blue. He knelt in supplication, while
i red-gowned natives lay on the ground behind him feigning sleop.
Mhe scene was the agony in the Garden of Gethsemane. The Indiun
representing Christ hud been drilled until he seemed to have an un.
usually good conception of the part. for he threw his whole soul into
the portrayal, and his face wore 2 wonderful expression of suffering
and intercession. During the forty minutes while the spectators were
walking past, he appeared to be iua state almost hypnotic, for not a
muscle of his body moved.

The second scene was Christ seized seized by the soldiers. An
Indian, ebout the same in statuture asin the first tablean and wear-
ing exactly the same dress took the partof the Saviour. Other na-
tives withi the shields, spears, helmets, and jerking of Roman soldiers
were binding the unresisting Lord.

In the third tableau Chrst appeared bLefore Pilate. ‘The Roman
Governor who seated on adais spread with scariet, while his chair of
state wus covered with a robe of the same gofgeous color. Before
him a slave held a basin and pitcher with which he was abaut to
wash his bands,disclaiming all pact in the crime which the Jews
wished to have commitied. Beforo the Governor stood Christ with
downcast eyes and bound with chains. Near by was a group of sul-
len and angry Jews watching the proceedings of the trial.

The fourth picture, the flagellation, was hormble in its renlism.
Christ was bound to n post, and two savage suldiers were stunding
over him, +with bloody knouts upraised. The Saviour, from whose
back the blood was pouring, bent forward, his face showing both
anguish and spiritual determination.

In the fifth piciure Chinst sat in a rough chair, and soldiers vath
spears in their hands stood about . One of them was placiug on
his hend a crown of thorns, while the blood from his brow trickled
down his face and stained his white garments.  So true wus the scene
that the spectator could hardly rid lumself of the idea that the blood
was real.

Fully as real was the next tableau, the burden of the cross. Over-
come by the load, Clirist hiad shpped, and his body was pinned to the
groud by the heavy weight. The crown of thorns still pierced his
Lrow, and hus countenance was obscured by dust and blood. An In.
dian woman, as St. Veronica, stooped forward to wipe his face, and
two soldiers with blows were urging him to rise to lus feet.

In the seventh scene Christ was meecting the weeping wemen of
Jerusalem, and witha rezssuriag sns'le was telling them not to goieve
for him.

From tlus spectacle the procession, softly singing the solemnchant,
passed into the large yardof the mission. There on u platform at
the very edge of the chiff towered the cross. A waxen image of the
Saviour was nailed to 1ts arms, and clinging to the fect of the Cruci
ficd and recewving the drops ef blood on her head was a Mary Magda.
lene whose louy jet black hair streamed below her waist.  Beside ber
wag & dusky Virgin Mary, with dumb, tearless agony expressed in
every feature. Nesr the cdge of tho platform z tall, hundsome
Squamish Indian, representing St. John, sat bowed in hopeless gricf.
Soldiers with swords and spears were grouped around the cross, snd
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ono held the hyssop to the sufferer's lips.

_As the chanting Indians camo bofore this lust tableau they were
visibly affested, the song was hushed, and all eilently fell to their
knges,  The spectators who had followed out of curiosity uncovered
and Protestant and Catholic nlike bowed at the moving sight.

Tho stillness had grown oppressive, when five ot the chiefs arose,
and each iu turn culled out in his own langtago that Jesus was dy-
ing, was dyving. A shrill mournful chant, .opeated over and over,
and cchoed from the clifts acroes the river was the reply. Then, ata
signal, ull arose, filing past the crucifix ench madea deop reverence.
. After the last man Lad bowed, and the crowd was slowly acatter-
ing, tho sky grew dark ngain, and the ram began to fall.— Seattle Cor-
respondence New York Sun.
