WHITEWASH.

The enduring whitewash used in all
departments of the United States Govern-
ment where such a preparation is needed
is thus made . Take a half bushel ot un-
slaked lime, slake it with boiling water,
cover duning the process to keep in
steam, strain the hquid through a fine
sieve or strainer, and add to it a peck of
salt, previously dissolved by soaking in
warm water ; three pounds of ground
nice boiled to a thin paste and surred in
while hot ; half a pound Spamish whiting
and one pound of glue, previously dis-
solved by soaking in cold water, and then
hanging over in a sall pot hung in
a larper one filled with water. Add five
fallons of hot water to the mixture, stir
well and let it stand a few days covered
from dirt. It should be applied hot, for
which purpose it can be kept i a port-
able furnace. The east end of the presi-
dent’s house in Washington is embel-
lished by this bnibant whitewash, and it
isused by the government to whitewash
lighthouses. A pint of this mixture, if
properly applied, will cover a square
yard, and will be almost as serviceable as
paint for wood, brick or stone, and is
much cheaper than the cheapest paint

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PASSING OF AIR THROUGH CEMENT
WORK.

So far, there are but few records of the
exact porousness which would admit of
air passing through or absorption by
capillary actions of dififerent cement and
lime mortars. One of the most note-
worthy, which is dercrmined by careful
tests, was made by Professor Lang, who
made examinations of different artificial
building blocks, mortars and cements,
both in their dry and wet condition, of
which the following table shows the pro-.
portion of air passing through different
materials at ordinary pressure or expos-
ure:

Materials. Dry Wet
Lime mortar ... . 1.00 0.07
Portland cement mortar....... .. 0.15 ©0.00
Portland cement concrete......... 0.40 0.00

The above shows that there is no com.
munication of air through wet cement
work of any kind, under natural, ordinary
conditions as occurring in general build.
mgs. In the dry state, cements have
about 1-7 the porosity of common lime
mortars.

it is estimated that with the density and
nonaffinity for air the ability for drying
out or evaporation of moisture from
cement work is also lessened, which goes
forward comparatively speedy in lime
mortars.

LIGHTNING MOST DANGEROUS IN
THE COUNTRY.

PEOPLE are afraid of lightning, perbaps
to an extent dispropostioned to its dis-
astrcus effects on human life. The
Weather Bureau of the United States has
been collecting statisics as to persons
killed and property burned by lightning
stroke. According to these, 312 inhabj.
tants of that country, on an average, aie
struck by lightning each year. Twenty-
five hundred were struck during the last
nine years. Farmers suffered most,
probably because cf their exposed occu-
pation, for the danger fro hghtning is
found to be frur times as great in the
country as in the cities. January natur.
ally is the least dangerous month, and
July is the most dangerous—123 persons
were killed in July, 1893. During the
eight years ending with 1897, 7,558 build-
ings, valued at 317,672,772, were destroy-
ed in the United States by lightning ;
4,891 of these were barns. Comparatively
few churches were struck. In 1898 build.
ings valuedat $1,441,880 were destroyed.
New York State headed the list with
395. There were no disastrous strokes
in Idaho, Arizona, Cilifornia, Oregon,
Nevada, or Utah.

It will be observed that almost two-
thirds of the buildings struck were barns.
Lightning is attracted towards them be-
cause after harvest their contents of hay
cr grain cause a vapor to arise which
serves as a sort of condu:t for the electric
fluid. Better ventilation would, in a
measure, cure this. In the same year
1,842 animals, valued at $48,000, were
killed in the United States by 710 strokes
of lightning. This mortality was un.
equally divided among cattle, horses,
mules, pigs and sheep, whole flocks of
the latter being killed by single volts.

There is no means of finding out the ex-
act number of trees struck, but it is in-
teresting to learn that the list of liability
is headed by the oaks. Firs, beeches,
pines, larches, ash and birch trees are
most liable to be struck in the order
named, on account of their conducting
qualities,

STAINING LIGHT WOO0DS.

The employment of alkaline mangan-
ates for imparting to light woods in
furmture and floots an attractive, uniform
and durable walnut brown is useful, The
action depends upon the decomposition
of salt in the pores of the wood, with the
separation in them of very finely divided
brown hydrate peroxide of manganese,
and an addition of magnesium sulphate
to the soluuon is found to hasten the
reaction. In practice the following
method is said to be successful : Equal
parts of manganate of soda and crystal-
lized epsom salts are dissolved in twenty
to thirty times the amount of water, at
about 144 degrees, and the planed wood
is then brushed with the solution ; the
less the water employed the darker the
stain, and the hotter the solution the
deeper it will penetrate. When thoroughly
dry, and after the operation has been
repeated if necessary, the furmiture is
smoothed with oil and finally polished,
the appearance being then really beaut-

ful. Before smoothing, however, a carefu)
washing with hot water will have the
effect of preventing the efflorescence of
the sulphate of soda formed. In the
treatment of floors, the solution may be
employed boiling hot, aud if the shade
produced is not dark enough, a second
application of a less concentrated solution
is made; after it is quite dry 1t is
vamished with a perfectly colourless
oil varnish. On account of the depth_to
which the colouring solution penetrates, a
fresh application is not s00n required,

THE LUMINOUS PALACE.

The Luminous Palace, which, acrording
to a late issue of the Electrical World and
Engineer, is a feature of the Paris Ex-
position, is thus described by our con-
temporary.

This building possesses considerable
architectural merit, and is attractive by
day as well as by night, although its
night appearance is its chief glory.
Large masses of glass in the rough are
incorporated in the walls of the bmlding,
so that the walls may be said to be prac-
tically constructed of that material.

The glass is very irregular in form and
is used without any previous preparation
or finishing. Itis of a green color, the
shade varying according to the hickness
ofthe glass. The main entrance to.the
building 1s reached by two flights ot wide
winding stairs made entirely of glass, cut
into slabs of the proper length and thick-
ness, and of the same color as that used
in the walls. Glass is used in the con-
struction of this building wherever it is
possible to vse it. The interior of the
building 1s brilliantly hghted at night by
electric light, which, shining through the
transparent walls, presents a beautiful and
fairy-like scene as viewed from the out-
side. The glass in the walls being of
irregular shape and thickness, has the
effect of breaking the light into rays of
different intensities and shades of cuior,
which produce a2 charming effect. The
stairways glow with a soft diffused light,
the glass used n their construction hav-
ing a flat, ground surface. An -electric
fountain is erected in front of the main

entrance, glass also being used very plen.
tifully in its construction.

TAR MACADAN.

The United States consul at Hamilton,
Ont, has made the following report to
his government on the use of tar w.acadamn
for pavements :

After years of expenment, this city is
laying a pavement that for excellence,
durability and cheapness is commended
for examination to ‘hose in charge of
similar work in the United States.

The possibility of making good roads at
reasonable cost has been demaonstrated,
and tests extending over a number of
years on business streets prove that tar-
red macadam makes not only a smooth
and solid roadway, but one that can
be kept in perfect repair at nominal
expense.

The first cost in this city, where lime-
stone is abundant and near at hand, is
from 70 to 86 cents per square yard ; and
the engineer estimates the cost of repair-
ing on heavy traffic streets at less than
1 cent per yard per year, while asphalt
costs over 3 cents.

The addition of tar renders the roadway
impervious 10 water, frost proof 1n winter,
and prevents mud and dust in summer.
It is easily repaired and does not require
scraping, thus avoiding much wearing of
the surface,

One block of tar macadam laid more
than a year ago on a husiness street,
where there is heavy teaming, shows no
perceptible wear to-day. In residential
streets, these pavements have been in use
eight years without any repairs, and are
still in good condition.

The success of this method of road
making depends on carz in its execution
as in the case of all composite work of this
character, and I submit for the information
of those intersted, the substance of an
interview with the engineer of public
works, Mr. E. G. Barrow, covering details
of the process in use -here.

Either stone or cement curbing should
be placed before beginning the roadway.
Cement costs here 50 cents p-: lineal
foot, and is six inches thick, 20 tiiches n
depth and laid on broken stone or gravel.
Corners are rounded and an iron plate
imbedded for proteciion. On business
streets stone is preferable.

An essential in road-making is a hard
and compact foundation, which can be
secured only by the liberal use of heavy
rollers (12 to 16 tons), while the base is
being prepared.

The grade and cambor should be so
designed as to carry water off the surface
quickly, and all earth above the sub-grade

should be removed so as to conform to
its level—12 inches below the natural sur-
face—which sub-grade should be thor-
oughly rolled and soft spots filled with
stone.

The foundation must be compact, a
sold bed of stones not less than six inches
in thickness. 1f the soil is of a spongy
nature, large flat stones are preferred.  All
interstices should be filled with small
stone and gravel, well rolled in. Over
this a coating of gravel should be rolled
bard, and then a layer of tar-satur-
ated stone, not exceeding 2 nches
in diameter. These stones before being
mixed with boiling tar (8 to 12 imperial
gallons to the cubic yard), must be thor-
oughly dried, either in the summer sun,
or by exposure on heated plates, until all
mossture is expelled.

After thorough rolling another strata
of tarred stone of the same dimensions
and thickness is added, volled, and cov-
ered with a layer of gravel and quarnry
chips, also mixed with tar, one inch n
thickness, to be rolled down from three-
fourths to one-half an inch. A top dress-
ing of screenings is then added, and if a
light color is desired, it may be obtained
by adding cement.

Most of the stone used here is machine-
crushed, but during the winter season is
broken by hand labor and paid for per
cord, 1n furnish employment in liew of
alms to the needy.

Limestone is used, because it is abund-
ant, but granite or finc stone would ab-
sorb less tar and stand more pressure and
wear.

AN ASPHALT BREAKER.

A novel use for a pile-driver has been
fuund 1in Brooklyn, where one of these
appliances is being used for breaking up
asphalt  pavements. The pile-driver
frames about 1§ feet lugh, and is moum.
ed on a heavy cart, which also carries
a little hotsting engine used to hft the ram,
The latter weighs about 15 cwt,, and has
a chisel edge at the bottom about 14
inches long. At every few blows of the
ram the cart 1s dragged along a foot or so,
and after the can has covered a sufficient
length of pavement a gang is put on the
work to compleie by hand the breaking
of the surface.

In fact, it may
be said that water pracucally 1s, the fuel
and ccal is merely an auxiliary. The
method 1s such that a thin spray of water
is spread over a coal flame in such a way
and with such auxiliaries that the heat of
the flame is wonderfully augmented.
The full details of the secret are not yet
made public by the iaventor. The dis-
covery, it 1s alleged, can be applied to gas
and other flames.
