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Window Dressing.

It is very gratifying dind highly com.
mendable to obsorve that more incrensed
intevest is being taken in the watter of
the  tasteful decorations and proper
arrangement of goods in store windows
than formerly. There was a time, when
even in our cities and large towns, little
or uo attention was given to this impor-
taat matter, and although the store itself
wight be admivably neranged in all its
details, and everything made as atteactive
as possible, yet the windows, which, with
alittle taste and not very much labor
might prove an attractive and paying
advertisement  were  very  frequently
negleeted.

In these duys of pusk.and keen compe-
tition, when n merchant's success depends
a great deal on appearance and display of
goods, it is well that the tasteful areange-
ment of the window should receive care-
ful attention and any effort. put forth by
the amerchant to dmprove its general
appearance will, it may bo assured, meet
wich the approval and increased trade of
the costomers.  Many sugjrestions might
be made in. regard: to this question of win-
dow dressing, but as there are- ditferences
in:localitics, various classes of customenrs,
diversity of goods kept in stock, ete, it
would be a ditficult matter to give expres-
sion to the many devices that might be
suggested, sutlice it. for the present to eall
our readers’ attention to the desirability
of secing that the store windows: are
always clean and bright, that a moderate
display of suitable goods are placed in
them. and changed fiequently, that an
overcrowding confuses the speetator, and
that goods should be so placed as to com-
mand the best view from varying divec-
Care should bé taken in ‘the
selection of gouds for display, neither gilt
nor plated goods shonld be used unless
changed every day. Mivrors should not he
exposed to the strong light, and- the mys
of the sun very soon alleet thie odors as well
as destroying the lnbelsof porfumery, ete.
Attention should also he given to the
varying seasons, and goods  particuluely
sutlable for each season be shown,  This
natter is one-that veguives o little study,
sl experieree will soon prove that the
more-cite devoted to this work, the larger
will be the veturns from the labor.

Whea you seleet styles or grades of
goods for stock, ook through the eye and
pocket of your customers,

The Rela..ons Betweon thé Med-
ical and Pharmaceutical
Professions.

Wo assume that it is of importance
that the medical and pharmaceutieal pro-
fessions should be on Letter volations with
cach other, since it is obvious that the
tendency of the druggist is to be purely a
werchant in drugs and sundries, amd of
the dootor to ignore pharmacy entively,
The knowledye which the doctor, whoso
career began fifty years ago, had of the
appeirance and properties of drugs and of
pharmacoutical processes in common use,
put him within casy access of the pro-
founder knowledge of drugs which he ad-
ministered, and this part of his. education
every one recognizes ns an advantago
above that of his competitor, who, i the
sbsence of such knowladge, bases his
beliefs upon the advertising matter so
diligently _placed  within the reach of
every one,

As already intimated, tho draggist is
becoming a merchant in sundries, having
more or less special knowledge of the
pharmaceutical processes necessary  to
compound n prescription, but standing
several removes from the erude drug, inas-
much as the fluid extracts and powders,
€te., cote to him ready prepared by the
wholesale manufacturer, he asswning no
responsibility as to the genuineness of the
original sourco of 1t, heing satisfied
entively with the skill and the integrity
of the manufacturer,

The reason of this is that to the drug
business, s to the medical practice, there
are two ways of approach, one by the
commercial doar, the other upon the basis
of educational preparation.  The druggist
whose ide is solely that of = livelilood
and 2 higher degree of peeauiary cmols-
ment in his occupation, must pay as much
attention {o the profit on plush boxes,
vigars and confectionery, as hie does upon
the reeognition of a genuine specimen of
“Farkey rhubarh or the freshness of a
sunple of ergot.  The doctor, too, wheso
ambition is.to wike al once a financial
sueeess, will be forward to make such usé
of the cap-tinp of digplay in his office and
his equipssge as will dnze Wie oye of the
muftitude, his hbray at the same time
being but & lewn collection of suowy shelf-
keepets, or the more sagacious use of
dmnmies, such as Dr. Billings vecognized
in the ottice of u practitioner he visited;
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which consisted of eviscorated patent.
office bindings beaving the titles of rare
hooks which made cven this veteran
bibliographer's eyes wonder, The mer-
cenary doctor and druggist, therefore, are
not. far apart, ‘

There is a small class, though, in both
professions, who are prepaved by tho edu-
cntion to meet upon . common ground.
T'his has one practical examplein the con-
ference of the committee on revision of
the Pharmacopein, and the utility of these
meetings has in o measure suggested these
thoughts. I'he matter may be summed
up after this fashion :

The doctor, for his own sake, ought to
know more of materia medica and thera-
peuties in order to be a leader and not an
ignorant follower of any designing vendor
who may come along. The druggist
ought to he able, after hearing the sug-
gestions of the needs of the physician in
the trentment of the sick, to supply hima
finished product. Tn  practice, though,
the seductive ngent comes along with his
samples,creates a demand in the physiciat's
mind, the druggist loads up with o new
stock. ‘The doctor, upon thorough trial,
muy not find the preparation as useful as
represented—an pitfall from  which he
might have heen delivered had he been
properly cducated, or had there been
proper professional understanding between
the two. The result is, the druggist gets
« lot of stock he can do nothing with, be-
cause by this time the credulous doctor
may have found a new favorite compound
and the druggist asked to repeat the ex-
periment, and as he seems to be compelled
to do it to keep his customers, he must
make his prices higher than those men-
tioned to the doctor by the travelling
agent, and there are grumblings and dis-
satisfactions on the part of the patients.

To those who have observed this pecul-
inr course of events there must have come
a conviction that most ready made com-
pounds are a burden to druggists and
doctors and patients, and if our doctors
liad the knowledge of pharmacy necessary
or had the assurance of the skill of their
druggists, by far the majority of what are
now virtually proprictary compounds
could be made extemporaneously and at a
reasonable rate. The issue of the Nation-
al Formulary showed that there is such a
thing as putting in book form formulas
that meet the demands of the doctor, and
these could be largely increased if the
doctors would take the same pains to let
their wants be known, as.the compilers of
that formulary took to select them from
the best-sources in their reach,

The real reasons why our doctors do
not see the necessity:for some understand.
ing with the druggist is because the ex-
periment of o conference has never been
tried. We learn that such a movement
is ahout to be inaugueated and, if such
members of the pharmacal profession as
we could select were members of the con
ference, we are certain that good results
will follow,

We cannot close.these remarks without,
again urging upoi medical students the

necessity of tho practice of phrmucy in
the dispensary or drug store.  An active
student could easily put in o few weeks
during his course, and find it n mattor of
recreation as well as o source of practical
kuowledge, and if his future ficld is to he
the country, where he will be his own
druggist, he will find this knowledge in-
dispensable,

To those druggists who carry on shop
preseribing, based upon the files of pre-
seriptions of which they are the custodiaus,
we wish to say.-abandon your disrepu-
table and dangerous practice, honor the
physicinn by being his helper, protect his
reputation when you find his preserviptions
inaccurate, and your business will inerease
and you will elevnte your shop-keeping to
a profession. — Westerse Drugylist.
Pharmaceutical Associa-

tions.

Local

Atarvecentmeeting of the Neweastle-on-
TynePharmucewicl Associntion Mr, Fred-
crick Park, Presient, spoke amongst other
topics on the advantages of such associa-
tions. A portion of his address—clipped
from Zhe British and Colonial Druyeyist—
will repay perusal. He said—He thought
they all dervived great benefit from such
associntions as theirs, as apart from the
pleasure of hearing the opinivns of other
pharmacists, by mecting and discussing
subjects of interest, they tended to im-
prove their mutual welfare, and at times

-such as the present -they were enabled
to discuss pharmaceutical politics. They
also learned a great deal from cach other
in connection with: their daily busiuess,
yet not neglecting. the social side of the
question, being enabled to spend an even-
ing.in an exceedingly pleasint manner.
What was of still. more importance, the
ussociation established 2 union among
them, which in their trade was so desirable,
in order that trade interests might be
cfliciently safegunrded, and which in the
absence of combined etfort were allowed
to go to the wall. Especially those who
were students ought to reap benefit from
the association by attending the meetings
anil hearing the papers and discussions.
These were all of mutual interest, and
students would gather a considerable
amouut of useful information, which would
stand them in good stead in the examina-
tion-room, and, what was of cven more
importance, would prove useful {o them
in future, both bebind the counter and in
the laboratory. Younger members had
excellent opportunities of gettinginforma-
tion on-knotty points by asking questions
and initinting discussions, which, although
not absolutely clearing up a point in dis-
pute, yet, in all probability, would throw
some light on the subject.  They also had
am excellent oppottunity of gaining confi-
dence in their own powers by joining in
the discussions which avese.  The papers
read should be of a practical nature, use-
ful alike to qualiticd ov unqualitiecd. Their
studies should not cease with the posses-
sion of the ¢ Minor ” parchment, but cach
one ought to

TAKE UP SOME SPECIAL HRANCH OF SCIKNCE
AS A “‘uonny,”

upon which he could fall back by way of
reereation.  His own personal expericnce
went to prove the value.of such o reerens
tion.  Bven if they had their studies to
look to, it was necessary to have an anti.
dote to continual study, as it would refresh
their minds and ennble them to purvsue
their studies  with  greater zest.  An
agsistant or apprentice had excellent op-
portunitics atlorded him of engaging in a
hobby, he being in o position to under-
stand and obtaih most apparatus of «
scientilic nature on terms which were not
within reach of young men of other busi-
nesses,  The eamera and  the microscope
were admirable instruments which gavo
excellent and  unliniited scope for the
mind, and he could speak with pleasuve of
happy hours spent with them, Tt matter-
ed lttle what branch of science was fol-
lowed solong as it distracted the mind
from business and £ s. . Their educa-
tion snited them so well for understanding
all that appertained to scientific instru-
ments and most of the chemical and
physical veactions of such, that they held
an enviable position with regard to oppor-
tunity for choosing their hobby, Photog-
raphy was an excellent exampla of this,
Let him say a few words about

MAKING GUUD USE OF THEIR KNUWLEDGE.

Those who made most use of knowledge
aained were those who prove most success-
ful in business. It was of no use storing
away information in their brains. Tt was
meant to be turned to some practical
account. Knowledge hoarded up was of
no benefit to any one, not even to the
possessor of it.  The habit of observation
and reflection should be carefully cultiva-
ted, et them try and find out the
rationals of everything instead of taking
things for granted. Very often they
might not be able to apply knowledge
they possessed to any practienl advantage
at the time, but it was sure to come in
handy sooner or Jater. He would advo-
cate the value of research, and would try
and impress them with the importance of

such work. There was an  immense
- re -

field for them “in chemistry.  Thero
was no limit to i, " but it was

of just as much importance to find
new uses for known facts as it was to dis-
cover altogether new ones.  Look at the
recent rapid strides taken by science as
applied to steam, electricity, &e., the tele
phone, telegraph and clectric light!  The
s applied to pharmacy, and by extend-
ing the scope of present applinnces -they
might benelit the community as much as
though they were the discoverers of anew
chemieal law, :

ThHere is a wagnetism about earnest-
ness that convineés o nn almost every
time.  Be thoroughly in carnest in every-
thing you do, and you ar¢ a greab way in
accomplishing  what  you  undertake.
Barnestness is  epidemic. I you have
something to sell and you intensify your
belief that it is the best, you may be sure
to carry conviction.

Editor Gunadian Druyqist :

The snggestions of Me, Petrie re Price
Books is worthy of serious consideration,
There 15 no doubt that the ptesent con-
dition of the drug trade, to say nothing
of the profession, is such that to muintain
our position in the community, requires
the best ability to be found amongst the
profession. am not one of the “oldest,”
but within my recollection our position as
a profession and trade has become very
much infringed upon ana  restrieted,
Hence the neeessity for unanimity, not
not only in sentiment ns to the position
and rights which are ours, but uniformity
of prices ought also to prevail, which
would tend more to foster a healthy, fra-
ternnl feeling amongst the druggists of the
Province. But some one says, ¥ Show us
n plan by which to accomplish your object.”
Here is one which I have been giving
some thought to,

The Provinee being divided into dis-
tricts, let each district name three or four
of its members, who with the council
vepresentative would form a delegation to
a conference composed of the delegates
from all the districts. The district dele-
gates should secure all possible informa.
tion as to prices in their vespective
districls ; also a list of all articles kept in
drug stores, T mean dengs and sundvies ; it
is not to be éxpected that paints, oils, &c.,
can reasonably be included in a druggists’
pricelist.  This data secured, the difficulty
presents itseld, vizz— upon what principle
shall the prices be fixed. The necessity
for a certain amount of elasticity, if we
may use that term, isapparent.  The first
thing to do is to ascertain the cost of sell-
ing goods, which can be done by securing
from as many druggists as possible the
ratio of expense, exclusive of living ex-

* penses, to both cost of goods, and total
volume of business; some have estima-
ted this at from 20 per cent. to 35
per cent. of the volume of business done,
It is casier to sce that the Jarger the
volume of business the less the relative
expense of doing business.  Enquiry and
experience lead me to believe that in vil
lage and town stores the per cent. is about
25 or 30.  The next question to decide is
whether the profits to be derived shall he
estimated by per cent. or shall there mere-
ly be a re-adjustment of the prices which
have prevailed for so long.  1f the latter,
what plan will secure wniformity, There
is but one which appears feasible, that is
to adopt for cach article the lowest price
for which sueh article is sold in any part
of the provinee, this price to be  mini-
mum, and any deuggist who cousiders it
too low e increase the price The cost
of drugs is virtually the sune to all drug.
gists, subject to tho fluctuntions of the

market, which do not always fuvor the
samo individual ; freights, express, &e., to
long distances are a very smadlitem in the
inereased cost of goods, hence it may be
assumed that gools bought on the same
day from the e house will cost the
same deliverad to any pavt of the provinee.
Auy difference will be so small that the
profit sceured by the sale will be suflicient
to cover the increased cost of delivery nnd
still not put the individual at any decided
disadvantage to his competitors. Thus
the adoption of the lowest price will not
work any injustice to the druggists of the
provinee, as surely no one can be found:
foolish enough to sell goods at less than «
living profit.  Taception would have to be
made Lo prices the divect result of zutting,

The price book securved, how shall it be
placed in tho hands of the druggists, and
its universal adoption secured? This is
is the most diflicult part of the programme,
I have some suggestions, but will defer for
a time.

Tt is to be hoped that the District
Associntions will take this matter up and
thuspave the way to increasethe prosperity
and influence of the druggists of the
provinee. Our field of action is being
ruthlessly trespassed on and unless some
decided stand is taken our profession will
hecome a by word and reproach.

should be managed?  That, in “my humble
opinion” is the seeret of the matter.
What our College wants is an able teach-
ing staff, who, with their work Inid out
for them, will use their utmost endeavors
to make the College as it should be,
one of the leading exponents of pharma-
ceutical teaching on this continent, leav-
ing the work of Council management
entirely to the Council, whose province it
is to see that in its hands cvery student
has the best of pharmaceutical training
an®laboratory experience, and that the
provisions of the Pharmacy Act are faith-
fully earvied out.

Pharmacy ln Bulgaria.

The Austrinn journals are paying spec-
inl attention just now to pharmaceutical
affiivs in Bulgaria, which scems to be a

“kind of happy hunting-ground for crowded-
out pharmacists from the dual monarchy.
Some months ago we published some par-
ticulars concerning the condition of phar-
macy in the Bulgarian principality, and
we now add to the particulirs then given
some details gathered from. recent issucs
of the journal of the Austrian dpotheker-
Vereinand the Pharmaceutische Post. Bul-
garia is divided into departments, which
are subdivided into districts. In most of
the departmental capitals, towns of 9,000
to 10,000 inhabitants, but including, very
often, an administrative area of 60,000 to:
70,000 inhabitants, there is generally only
one pharmacy, which might be supposed
to do a splendid trade, and would do so0
but-for the fact that the illegnal exercise
of the craft—in spite of the stringency of
the laws which are supposed to protect the
legitimate professors of the art—is almost
openly practiced throughout the country
by itinerant hawkers, quacks and priests.
The establishment of pharmacies is only
allowed by special consent,

Many druggists ave asking about Cali
fornia bees.  The Toronto Evening News
reports the following :—California bees
are simply o fungus growth which is found
on the inside of & beer tap, and which,lika
all ather fungi, has the power to inerense
rapidly with apparently little or no sus.

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Chemical Flowers—~A Beautiful
Experiment.

Recently a very beautiful experiment
was shown in Dr. Phipson’s laboratory,
which was first pedformed many years
ago in Professor Platesu’s pliysical cabinet
at Ghent University., A certain length
of thin copper or brass wire is twisted
into loops so ag to form the outline of a
flower of five petals avound a circular
centre.  The stalk of the flower is fixed
into & piece of wood, or fastened sround o
stone, or a tile, which serves as a support.
The petals are then dipped cavefully into
a solution of glyceric liquid, of which we
give the composition below, and the flow-
er and its support are placed on 2 table
near a window in such a manner that the
light falls on the petals, and it is covered
with 2 bell jar.  Between the bell jar and
the window js placed, in & slanting posi-
tion, a slip of durk wood about three
inches wide, which forms a dwrk back-
ground to the spectator who views the
flower from a seat in front of the table
facing the window. At first the petals
appear white and almost trnsparent, but
soon they acquire the most gorgeous tints
of the rainbow, slowly varying from the

aspeet of the opal to that of polished,

labradorite, and finally rivalling even the
diamond itself in Lrilliancy of color. This
wmarvellous cffect will last a whole day or
longer, when the wire form is covered
with s bell glass that protects it from the
dust and from currents of air, and provid-
ed that the table receives no strong vibra-
tion from passing carriages, a railway
train, or by persons stamping upon the
floor of the room. The glycerie liquid is
prepaved in the following mamner: 1 part
of best quality of Marseilles soap is cut
up fine aud dissolved in about 10 parts of
boiling distilled water; when cold, it is
thoroughly mixed with pure glyceerine in
the propoition of three parts of the soap
solution to 2 of the glycerin., These pro-
portions way vary somewhat with the
quality of the soap used, but the glycerin
must be pure.  Sometimes a larger pro-
portion of water may be found preferable,
and if the soap solution isnot clear; it may
be filtered before the glycerine is mixed
with ite—Montidy Meyazine of Pharmacy.

Recent Hypnotics.

Dr. H. Dehio gives the results of trials
of various hiypnotics in the Dorpat Clinic
for Nervous and Mental Diseases.  Hyp-
noue in doses of 10 to 15 drops was use-
less, and methylal sand chlomlamide were
found of little use in the few cases iu
which they were tricd.  Paraldchyde was
and remains the most reliable hypuotic
used in the clinie. Tn severe cases a dose
of five to six grunmes was followed by
another of three to four grammes; this
was found suflicient to give a night’s rest.
As a rule the drug acted well, but some-
times only slight sleep followed, and in
other cases tolerance was soon established,
But these occasional disadvantages ave
counterbalanced by the fact that the drug,

even in large doses, does not influence the
heart or respivation.  Paraldehyde may
upset the digestion, caunsing diavrhien.
The medicine must be pure, it mut not
redden Titmms paper. - 1 kept exposed to
daylight or in badly stoppered bottles it
soon becomes acid.  After the prolonged
use of parsldehyde the following syriptoms
may appear: loss of appetite, grey colora.
tion of the face, dryness of the skin, and
loss of body weight : at the sune time the
drug does not produce somuolence.  These
symptoms soon disappear on discontinu-
ance of the drug.  Paraldehyde, however,
is the sheet anchor in the Dorpat Nerve
Clinic. Amylene hydetc was also found
of use, and bhas the advantage of not
aflecting the digestive traet, although it
may produce headache and depression.
Urethan is of service in doses of 45 to 90
grains in mild case of insommia.  Sulph-
onal was given in does of 15 to 60 grains,
1t was not found so uscful as paraldehyde
and amylene hydrate.  Drowsiness, weak-
ness and inco-ordination of gait were
noticed afterits administition.  ITnmania
it acts only slightly, also in progressive
paralysis. In many cases of excessive
motor disturbance, such as occurs in mania
and delivum tremens, all these hypuotics
are practically uscless.  Hydrochlorade
of hyoscine (.% of a grain) is the best
remedy in these conditions.—Clemist and
Drugyist.

Rapid and Simple Method of Pro-
curing Pure Gases.

Tor the mpid and simple preparation of
pure gascs, such as carbonic acid, sulphur
ous ucid, ecte, Boratrager recommends
(Zeitschft. f. Anal. Chem.) the cmploy-
ment of a neutial salt containing the de-
sired acid, mixed with an  cquivalent
amount of acid sodium sulphate m pow-
der.  The mixture should be placed in a
development tube (or, if n large quantity
of gas is required, in 2 carbonie acid ap-
paratus) and water poured over it. A
pure but somewhat wet gas is at once
evolved.  When the carbonic acid appar-
atus is used, the shell which ordinarily
contains the marble-dust is packed with
sodium bisulphate in solid picces, and the
neutral salt is put into the lower chamber.
The moistening of thesulphate with water
{distilled) causes o concentrated solution
to drop on the salte The cvolved gns
passing up through the bisulphate s tol-
erably well dried. It isentively free from
acid and other impurities.

LA\ skeeeh of the progress of the husiness
of Fvans & Suns, Limited, from the time
it commenced business in Canada to the
present date, will prove, we believe, inter
esting to ouwr readers,  Fhis Company is
an oflshoot of the large and world-known
firm of Evang, Sons- & Co,, Tiverpool,
perhaps the fargest importing and eaport-
ing drag hovse inethe United Kingdom, —
the vegistered ofticesof the Comnpany being
ab 36 Hanover Street, Liverpool, where
Messes, Evans, Sons & Co.’s chief oftices
and warchouses are situated, the London
firm being BEvaus, Tescher & Webb of 60
Bartholomew Close. )

Some time prior to 186 { Messes. Bvans,
Sons & Co,y had entertained the idea of
establishing a braneh of their business in
Canada, and as Messrs, Lamplough &
Camphell, druggists, of Montreal; ex-
Pressed z desire to retire, this opportunity
was embraced of succeeding to an alrendy
well-established  business.  The stock in
trade of Messes. Lamplough & Camphell
was purchased, and under the style of
Evans, Mereer & Cu., the new firm stanted
out, on what has since proved to be a
greatly inceeased and prosperous business.

This preparation of iron has come into
prominence in the last few years not so
mch in this country as in Germany and
other parts of Europe.  Jtis recommend-
ed very highly in chlorosis and anwemia,
as it is more readily avsorbed by the
bloxd than other prepaumtions of iron, A
wicat many formule for the preparation
of this solution have been offered by many
prominent, chemists and pharmacists,. The
tifteenth cdition of the United States
Dispensatory gives a formula which is
highly recommended by Prof. C. L. Dichi.
Jvis as follows.  Take of

Whitcof egg.ooeeeiioennens 4 Troy oze

Solution chloride of fron..... 50 minims

Waterioaeioias o« cevveenes 12 fluid oze,
Mix the white of egg in a moriar with
cight ounces of water, and add the solu-
tion of iron previously dilited with tht

remaining four ounces of water, and filtet
through paper. A cinnamon brown solu-
tion is obtained, which s too light in
color, and after standing for a short time,
deposits o floculent, whitish precipitate,
This precipitate is caused by the slightly
alkaling state of the albumen. After
making several experiments, 1 found that
an increase in the mmount of iron and the
addition of a small amount of hydrochloric
acid-(to make the solution neutral), would
give asolution not much deeper in -color
but one that would not precipitate on
standing.  This solution I evaporated to
dryness and found the seales to be very
soluble. A formuln which gives satisfac
tion,and which is much liked by physicians,
wias furnished by Prof. Francis Hemm, of
the St. Louis College of Pharmacy. The
form of iron used in this formula is in the
dialyzed state, and is preferable to the
solution containing chlovide as there is no
astringency noticed. The following isthe

formula:  Take of
Dialyzed iront..vivnveenies.. 12, drams,
\White of cgg....... veseeess 121l drams
Cinnamon water...cooeees.. 30, drams,
VLI ITO [ eses B0Ml. drams.
Hydrochloricacid........... 13 drops.
Water to make......... +... 18 fl..ounces.

The white of egg is diluted with the cin-
namon water and filtered. The iron,
previously diluted with six ounces of
water and acidulated by the H. Cl, is
added to the filtered liquid and this mix-
ture well shaken. The alcohol is added
and then enough water to make ecighteen
fluid ounces.  This solution has a dark
ruby red color, & pleasant and agreeable
taste, and is much preferred to the one
made by using chloride of iron. This
solution is not as strong in iron as the
first, but scems to be taken up by the
blood equally as well and as much iron
absorbed:  The dose of albuminate of iron
is oneeighth to onchalf tcaspoonful.—
Druy Revicw.

The
addition of 2 grains of ;mmoninam chloride
will often be beneticial in subacute inflamn-
matory conditions of the mucous lining of
the respiratory tinct, while in more chronic
affections 2 or 3 minims of the oleoresin
of cubebs will serve 2 good purposc.—

The use of gold as n medieal agent
is of considerable anliguity, dating hack
to a very early period, aud, like mercury,
whose action it much vesembles, it was
accounted of great value by the alchemists
of old,

Centuries ngo, both precious metals and
stones were eredited with wonderful heal-
ing propecties ; and the dimmond, the sap-
phire, ruby and wnethyst were supposed
to have marvelous virtues.  The apothe-
caries of the seventeenth century used it
largely as o stimulant, also in the treat-
mend of epilepsy, and it entered as an in-
gredient into many of theiv compound
elixers and other preparations.

Culpeper, in his  “Physician,” says,
“Gold is tempurrate in gravity, 1t won.
derfully strenglhens the heart and vital
parts. In cordinls it resists melancholy,
fuintings and swoonings, also fevers and
falling sickuess, and all such like infirmi-
ties incident cither to the vital or animal
spivit.”

An ancient poet quaintly remarvks ;

“ Tor gold is cordial, and that's the veason
Your raking misers live o long a season,”
Down to the very carly part of this

ceutury it was in most of the pharma-

copeeias of Furope, and was preseribed
largely for syphilis: but like usk and

-other expensive remedies once frequently

employed in medicxl practice, the internal
administration of the precions metal has
almost entirvely dropped out of use.

The physiological action of the salts of
gold may easily be tested, and it is also
stated to have dinphoretic propertics. Tt
was frequently used by medical men fifty
years ago in the treatment of syphilis,
many of whom helieved it to be superior
to mercury in severe cases.

‘One of the oldest preparations of .gold-
was known as crocus solis, and prepaved
m several ways.  The crocus solis of Ger-
many was directed to be made by first
making an amalgam, composed of 1 part
of gold and 6 parts of mercury, and tritur-
ating it with twice its weight of sulphur.
It was then heated in a crucible till the
mercury and sulphur became dissipated,
and the gold remained in the form of a
brown powder.  Another method of pre-
pavation, also, was by precipitation, as
follows:

R=Divided zald..... .......... qe &

Acid, nitwo-hydrochlor.. ... ..q. s,
. Todissolve the metal, dilute the acid
solution with 12 parts of water, then add

a solution of potash to excess.  Wash and

dry the precipitate thrown down.

A frequent old fashioned method of ad-
ministering a preparation of gold- was by
vubbing it into the gums or over the
tongue.

Crocus solis formed the base of several
preparations, such as Kornmmaun's panacen,
in wiich it was combined with hydmgyrum
sulphuret and oil of cinnamon ; also wold
e bastshorn, that had great r('pufuti(;n as
& cordial and sudorific, and was composed
of crocus solis and prepared havtshorn,

The stannate of goldy well known as
the purple of Cassiug, was formerly pre-
seribed internally, to be taken in progres-
sive doses of o to 1 grain, from 4 to 1
grain being also recommended to he yub-
bed over the tongue.  The metal itsclf
wang used in the form known as divided
gold, made by forming an amalgun of
meveary and gold leaf, in parts of 1 Lo 6,
the mercury being taken up by hot niteie
acid, then dried, and the residunm pulver-
ized,

Divided gold wag administered in doses
of 4 to & geains daily, by rubbing on the
gums. It was used also to make the syrup
of gold, a prepavation reconnmended in
lotions for applieation to syphylitic uleers.
The formula is given as follows :

Re-Divided gold..... .. .. ... 2 o
Simple or gum gyrup 1 oz,

Mix intimately.

The chioride of gold was once frequent-
ly ordered in medicine, and usually given
in doses of 4 to a } of a grnin daily, and
was also used in making the pills.  Com-
Bined with starch it formed the powder of
chloride of gold.  The tinctura aurd wasa
somewhat expensive preparation, and made
in the following manner .

Rectified sprrit. . .ovoane . Soz

The dose of this tincture was from 5 to
10 drops.  Another form of aurate of am-
monia,-known as auvrmn fulminaris, Tt
was made by precipitating divided gold
from solution in nitro-hydrochloric acid
with ammonina and was prescribed as a
dinphoretic, in doses of from 3 to 6 grains.
It was vsed in the preparation of the bal-
salm of gold made by dissolving one purt

of aurate of ammonia in 4 parts of oil of

juniper. A popular remedy largcly used
in continental countrics was kuown as
ieneral Lo Motte’s drops, and consisted
of aurate of mmmonia dissolved in nitvic
acid, and diluted with vectified spirit. It
was regarded as a sovercign remedy in
more senses than one.

The bromide of gold has been recently
prescribed by several medieal men in eases
of epilepsy with success. It is given in
doses of 3% to % of a grain, so it i< quite
probable we way sce gold again come in-
to use in medicine, and its preparations
once more on the shelves of the pharmacy.

Before the next issue of the Cananiax
Drucaist the holidny season of Nmans-tide
will have come and gone, with its atten

dant pleasures, as well as its plethoin of

business cares.  To the busy druggist very

frequently the mere name of holiday is
all that this season means to him, but

thero is no reason why we should not all
share in the festivities of the season, to

the casting away for the time being at

least of our business and its surroundings.
To all of our readers, to the druggists
of Canada from the Atlantic to the Pacific,
we convey our most sincere wishes for “A
Merry Christmasand a Happy New Year.”

The year just drawing to a close has in
many ways proved an eventful one, if not
speeially with the drag trade, yet with its
co-lnteral branches of medical research and
scientific investigations. The early part of
the year with its visitation of « La Grippe,”
caused a1 somewhat nnusual boom in busi-
ness'and s lurgd demand for many of the
special femedies employed in its treatment;
this, as is usually the.case, was followed
by a somewhat stagnated state of trade
for some tinie, but which gradually im-
proved—and the yearon the whole has,
we believe, proved a good average one in
the drug trade.  The bacterial researches,
which last year were the cause of much
speculation as to results, have this year
proved still more interesting, mainly on
account of Dr. Koch’s treatment in tuber-
culosis, ote., and the gratifying results of
many of his operations have still further
intensitied the interest in these researches.
Of new-.jireparations, and also old ones
under-new names, we have also had our
quota, many of which, notably Auvistol,
Phenacetin, Salol, Exalgin, Orexin; ete.,
promise through past results to have a
permanent hold on preseribers.  The
“drug markel” has been' rather an un-
cventful one, some few ups and downs,
but little of hote.

Ix the November number of. this jour-
nal- there appeared a letter from A. B.
Petrie, Guelph, in reference to the de-
sirnbility of uniformity of prices, to-
gether -with the publication of a ¢« Uni-
versal Price Book” for the trade. ‘This
is a question which should commend

itself to every druggist, ns nothing per-
haps is so perplexing as the diversity of
prices which now exist in many places,
aid which frequently pluces the druggist
in an unenvinble position with his cus-
tomer. There is no doubt that taking the
retail prices of drugs on the wole, they
are too low, when cost of labor and in-
cidental expenses are added to the whole-
sule prices, realizing only # very moderate
pereentage, and as this is & matter, which

-like most - teade questions, can only be

solved by organized co-operation ; the idea
of a delegation from the several parts of
the province to discuss the matter, is, in
our opinion, the only feasible plan.  We
are glad to learn from several sources that
this letter has set our brother druggists
thinking, and we trust others will follow
the example of another corvespondent this
month, R. S, Muir, of Port Elgin, who
oflers some tangible suggestions, and that
they will express their views through the
columns of the Cananiaxy Drucaisr.

Wik discussing matters relative to
the trade, we would solicit from our read-
ers expression of opinion in regard to the
suggestion made in the letter of our
valued New York correspondent in -the
October number, viz, as to the organiza-
tion of a Cunadinn Pharmaceutical Asso-
cintion, somewhat similar to that of the
Anmerican Association. Of course, in at-
tempting anything of this kind, we could
at first only feebly fmitate that body, but
with united exertion and a determination
on the part of our leading pharmacists..to
minke it @ suceess, we helieve that a great
deal could be accomiplished in forming an
association which could not fail to benefit
theprofession in every way. Much specula.
tion might be indulged in as to the prob.
able practical vesults of an organization of
this nature, but in ouwr’ opinion, the band-
ing together of the druggists of this coun-
try for self-improvement and the regulation
of trade in many matters that now are
diflicult to handle, would of themselves be
of suflicient importance to warrant an at-
tempt of this kind.

We would urge upon our local Associa-
tions, and Pharmacists throughout the
Dominion, the advisability of fully discus-
ing this watter, Loth locally and through
the columns of this journal.  One sugees
tion we might offer for consideration is
the appointment of-one or two delegates
from cach local association, or where such
does not exist we see no objection to any
druggist appointing himsclf a delegate, for
certainly the larger the attendance the
better, they to meet in some place here-
after to be chosen, when this matter might
be thoroughly discussed;, and preliminary

.arrangements made for the formation of

the Association.

The U0 S, L recog-
nizes under the above title any commereial
extract which yields not less than G0 per
cent, of matler soluble in cold water
This then permits the presence of 10 per
cent. of other material; including moisture,
As the UL 8P does not diveet any pre-
paation to be made containing this variety
of extrael, why should iL remain in that
work T If it is o commereinl article only,
ag it is defined, and  there be no better
method of deseribing it than what. propor-
tion of it is soluble in water, why should
it be recognized at all by this volume?

Ficorice root, as it enters into commerce,
is mainly obtained from the Mediterran-
can basin, that which comes from western
half, Ttaly to Spain, having a swecter
taste than the Greek or Turkish, which
comes from Greeee and  Asian Minor,
What is known as Russian or Crimean
is mainly decorlicated, and as the bitter.
ness is usually contined to the bark of the
root, this vaviety does not possess the bit-
ter taste alluded to.  This varviety is not,
however, used for making the extract, as
the labare of decorticating adds too much
to the expense,

The manufacturers of licorice extract in
stick must either obtain a very lavge pro-
portion of insoluble matter from the root,
or else vetain it in presentable form by
alding some materinl which will absotbh
thes moisture and hold the extact in eylin
drical volls.  "There ave several methods of
accomplishing this 1 Superheated  steam
or steam under pressure rvemoves the’
stareh in a temporarily soluble form, the
aldition of dextrin, stareh, and varvious
inert vegetable substances will answer the
purpass, and to keep up the color it is
even asserted that lamp black is ceailed in
to aid in the deception. In the cheaper
kinds that are offered, molasses, cheap
conumereinl extracts, as of chestnut, quer-
citron and others, ave known to be used,
and the true extract of licorice suflers in
proportion to the price that is to be ox-
pected for-the product.

Tt is also kuown that there me to Le
purchased some varieties of what is known
as mass or paste licorice, which arve quite
pure and might well be substituted for the
more expensive extract glyeyrrh, porum
of the U. 8. P.for the only purpose for
which that volume calls for its use, viz,
mist, glveyrrh., coty.., o relic of the past,
which might brcter be in the National
Tormulary, i1t is to be retained any-
wheve,  (Droview of the uurclinbility of
the spirit of nitrous cther being of any
alue whatever in ihis  preparation, why
should not this he left out of its composi-
tion?) This wass of paste licorice, to be
sure, 13 :dso Hable to be found on the mar-
ket of a vaviable character as to purity,
but it ean be had of some brands which
ave very relinble and excellent. The
tobacco mauufaotuyrers understand this

question apparently better than the phae-
mueists, and as they are the lnrgest con-
sumers of extract of licorviee, nre pretty
apl to be posted as to quality of muss
licoviee, T4 is generally supposed that the
test of producing “ ammoniated glycyrrhi-
zin” from the exteack or paste licorice
would be a goad indication of its wvalue,
but it would seem that'some of the adui-
Levants of this will also yield a precipitate
with acid and so vitiate results.  This
might with advantage receive some cares
ful consideration from the vevisers of the
U. S Pooand other investigators of «
chemico pharmaceutical turn, and we sug-
gost that some more relinble tests if avail-
able would be exceedingly desivable. From
licoriee voot the production ofgitmnoniated
glyeyrrhizin would be practiogble and ve-
liable, but the extract or mass licovice is
novery variable produet, and unless there
Lie some method of identifying the ammon-
jnted glyeyrrhizin and isolating it from
other matters that.may be precipitated by
acid, we shall need @ new depactuve for 2
relinble test. Meanwbhile it wotlld seem
that.quality is better insuved by the in-
tegeity of the manufacturver than by sowme
tests  which  lack  relinbility. - Pharm,
Record. .

Cemext ror: Inox Raranes.—Tor the
cementing of iron miling tops, iron grat-
ings to stoves, &e,, the folloning mixture
is recommended 1 in fact, with such cffect
has it been used as to resist the blows of
asledgehazimer. This mixture is com-
posed of equal parts of sulphur and white
Jead, with alivut encsixth proportion of
borax, the threr being thoroughly incor-
porafed together, so as to form one homo-
geneous miass.  When the applieation is
to be made of this composition, it is wet
ted with stroug sulphurie acid, and a thin
layer of it is placed between the two picces
of iron, these being at once pressed to
gether.

Continuethe heat until asthick
ay desived,  When nearly cold add the
glycerin and oil of cloves.—Lharm. Eva.

Glutine Pepton Sublimate.

The success -which has attended the
hypodermic injection of mercury com-
pounds in the treatment of various forms
of syphilis has uttimcted wide attention in
this country, as well as on the Continent.
Two disadvantages have, however, hither-
to somewhat retarded its more general
adoption—the great. irritation caused by
injecting the more soluble salts, and the
slowness and uncertainty of the action of

- the less soluble preparations.  In the first

mstance, the sores imid inconvenienee pro-
duced are sometimes quite serious, and in
the second, the dose once given is-entirely
beyond the control of the physician, the
mereury being deposited in the tissues,
and being nbsorvoed ab intervaly, so that
the precise effect of each dose is quite un.
certain,  These serious objections are
claimed to be entirely obviated by the use
of Glutine Peptone Sublimate, snid to bea
double salt of mercuric chloride and glu-
tine peptone. It pussesses the advantage
over ondinary peptone sublimate of being
cutively non-corvosive. It is a white
hiydroscopic  powder, soluble in water,

Glutine peptone sublimate has been ex-
tensively experimented with in Germany,
with excellent results. The average num-
ber of injections necessary to procure a
complete cure is fifteen. Even when anti-
septic treatment is not possible, excellent
results may be obtained, and no abscesses
were observed to follow the puncture;
and those patients who have previously
been treated with injections of calomel or
with yellow oxide of mereury testify to
the comparative painlessness of the glutine
peptone injections.  In short, it is claim.
ed that glutine peptone sublimate is more
reliable and rapid in its action than any
other hypodermic mercurial, and practi-
cally nonirritant.—2Brit. and Col. Druy-
gist.

Lanolin Milk.

Paschkis recommends this as an “ans-
yezcichnetes kosmetisches Mittel,” a most
excellent  cosmetice, especially for skins
poor in fat. It is valuable alsoas a pow-
der base, giving the skin an almost invis-
ible covering of fatty material, which takes
and holds cosmetic powders most admir-
ably. It is prepared as follows::

Rub up § gm. lanolin with 10 cem. of
water, warining gently.  To this mixture
add 23 c¢g. neutral soap dissolved in 10
cem. of water; rub up again, and immedi-
ately add suflicient warm-water to make
100 gm., and agitate thoroughly. TIf de-
sirable, 1 gin. tiacture of benzoin or 1 gim.
borax dissolved in a little water -may be
added. The mixture must be strained,
beeause,- even when most carefully made,
small lumps of uncombined lanolin will
remain suspended in it

A Niw Svnstiture ror QUININE.—In
La Lyoit Medicale attention is drawn to
an article by Dr. Filatoff, of Moscow,
showing that the heliotrope can be substi-
tuted with advantage for quinine: The
plant; it is stated, has for some time been
in.use as a popular vemedy against fevers
in Russia, in Turkey and in Persia. In
each of these countries a tincture is pre-
pared by macerating in alcohol the leaves
andstock of the plant.

The smell of paint may be taken away
by -closing up the reom and setting in the
centre of it a pan of lighted charcoal; on
which have been thrown some jumiper
berries.  Leave this in the room for a day
and a night, when the smell of the paint
will be gone.  Some persons prefer n pail
of water in which a handful. of hay is:
soaking. This is also cffectual in remov
ing the odor of tobacco-smaoke from a
room.—2’. 0. and D. Reciew.

Rend., treats coenine or any of its
salts witha few drops of fuming nitvie awid,
evaporates to deynesy, wnd adds to the
residue 1 or 2 drops strong  alcoholic
solution of potassa, stirring constautly. A
very characteristic odor resembling that
of peppermint beeomes pereeptible at once,
even if as little as § mz of cocaine was
present.

Preservarion or Jivproces Prroxioe,
—For this purpose Kingzett recommends

In mixtures of these two
chemicals they can be readily determined
by this simple method, the relative solu-
bilities  remzining unchanged by  the
presence of either chemicall—dpot. Zet-
tnuny.

At o recent meeting of the Pavis Socicty
of Pharmacy (Jowr. Pharm. Ghim. .,
376G ), M. Tacroix stated that as the result
of experiments he had found: salol to -be
very soluble in olive oil, almond oil, castor
oil, the olearesing of copaiba and turpen-
ting, and the volatile oils of sandle wood,
turpenting, ele.  These substances dissolve
nore than a third of their weight of salol
at the ordinary temperature and the solu-
tion remains clear. Tiquid vaseline dis-
solves one-third of its weighit of salol at a
temperature of 28 deg. C., below which

point the solution solidifies, but & 10 per }.

cent. solution of salol in ligid vaseline
does not-deposit crystals even at 0 deg.
M. Lacroix takes advantags of this solu-
bility to prepare transparent gelatine eap-
sules containing salol associnted with oil
of sandal wood, copaiba, turpentine and
almond oil to the extent of one-third.

The Physiology of Sponges.

Trom experiments made by Dr. Lenden-
feld, of Inusbruck, in conneetion with the
physiolony of sponges, it appears that
absorption of food does not take place at
the outer suwrface, but in the intevior;
only foreign substances used for building
up the skeleton enter the sponge withont
passing into the canalsystem.  Grains
of ctrmine and other matters often
adhiere o the flab cells of the canals,
but true absorption only takes place
in the cilinted cylindrieal cells of the
of the cilinted, chamber.  These get qguite
filled with carmine grains or milk  spher-
ules, but stareh grains prove too Jarge for
them. Remaining in these cells o few
days, the carmine cells are then cjected,
while milk particles avre partly digested,
and then passed on to the migeatory cells
of the intermediate layer.  Any carming
particles found in these latter cells have

entered  accicdentally  through external
lesions. ‘The sponge conlracts its pores

when poisons are put in the water, and
the aztion is very like that of poisons on
the museles of the higher animals.  Es-
pecially remarkable is the cramp of sponges
under strychning, and the lethargy (to
other stimuli)- of sponges treated with
cocaine.  As these poisons, in the higher
animals, nct indivectly on the muscles
through the nerves, it scems not without
warrant to suppose that sponges also have
nerve cells which cause muscular con-
traction.

Solubility of Some Official Chem-
icals of the U. S. P.

T. W. Theisen, of the School of Phar-
macy of the University of Wisconsin, has
recently recorded in Pharm. Lundschan,
the results of a series of carcful experi-
ments.
