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REPENTANCE.

If wo have understood salvation rightly, it will
bo easier to understand repentance, and its con-
noction with salvation.

Whon the apostles went forth to proclaim deliv.
cranco to all tho world, and men asked them,
 What shall we do to bo saved 1" the answer is
first, ““Ropont ye !”

For already, ovidontly, they believed. Thoy
could not, otherwise, have asked the question.
Thoy must havo accopted the story—have bolieved
tho preaching—or they could not have reached the
point of saying, ‘‘Blen and brethren, what shall
wodof"

*“Ropont yo!" comes next,— Change your
minds ; altor your purposes ; turn right about;
reverse your aims, your motives, and your lives.
This is tho real meaning of the full and compre-
honasive Greok eoxprossion translated *‘ Repeunt.”
Whon a man ropents, it does not wean merely that
he is 3orry for a mistake ; that ho rogrets an orror ;
that he is annoyed and chagrined at his own loss
of solf-respect from a moral fall,

All theso may exist, and the man’s foolings may
bo very much agitated, vory intense, and very
deop, and yot there may bo no repentance.

Sorrow, therefore, is not repoentance ; deep con-
trition and anguish of heart are not repentanco, A
man may scek, as Esau did, ** a placo of repentance
carefully and with tears,” and may, like him, find
none. And no depth or intensity of sorrow or
contrition is repontance. That is, repentance is
not merely a more intense degree of sorrow,

Sorrow and anguish of soul may be attondants
upon repentance. They may lead to it. But,
likewise, they may not. There is no necessary
conneotion.

But to insist on them as essential, to judge of
the sincerity of a man’s repentance by the inten-
sity of his sorrow, or the abundance of his groan-
ings, is utterly to mistake the Gospol, and to
mislead the man,

A man is going on tho road of ruin, He is the
slave of sin, It is eating the heart out of him,
He is asleep, or blind, or deaf, in mere slavery to
the world, the devil, or his own flesh.

To such a man the Gospel somes., It reveals his
ruin, and the road of safety from that ruin. Tt
shows him how utterly blind, stupid, and mean his
life and purposes are. It points out separation
from God as tho one bittor curso; sin, as tho one
ovil against which he and all men are to struggle.
1t tells him Wow he can struggle successfully now,
—how ho can, by the help secured, have good hopo
of victory.

Heo believes the story. He has been a deluded
man 8o far, In the light of the story of the life
and death of the Lord, his life is madness, and its
end confusion,

So he repents. He turns right about ; that is,
changes his notions, his purposes, his aims. What
he loved, he now abhors. What he once consid-
ered harmless, he now flics as tho pestilence. A
new light has broken over human life ; a splendor
from heaven has baptized the world and the
world’s walks, He sees things as they are now.
He begins to measuro things at their real value, to
understand them in their real connections. He
roads the riddle of life backward no more. He
begins at tho right end. He turns right about to
live in the new light, and by the new knowledge
in which ho believes, and thur repents.

It may come, this reversal of his course, ia bit-
terness o soul, in anguish and sore agony, in grim
wrestle with the devil, It may come with the
triumphant joy cf self-conquest, with the calm re-
poso of determined self-control, It may como in

blinding grief for a past that has been wrong aud
false, or in high hope for a future that, by God’s
grace, shall bo right and true,

But, come as it will, the repentanco is tho turn-
ing about, tho rovorsal of a man’s position toward
God, the changing of his wholo mind about him-
self, his Maker, and the universe,

And, olearly, this is not a thing dono onte, and
ended. Ropeatanco, from tho naturo of man, is
not aun acc, but o state. It lasts, hko faith, through
life. A man bogins hia Ohristian course with ro-
pentance, and ends it with repentavee, In all
Catholio liturgies repontance is & perpetual accora-
paniment of every act of worship, a necessary
preparation for every sacrament. The young be-
ginner professes repontance at the very threshold,
The oldest bishop, gray in tho Christian service,
professvs it with tho palms and the crown before
his dying eyes, It is tho poor shallowness and
woakness of popular Christinnity, that it has
utterly lost tho very knowledge of repentance, and
its place in the Christian life, St, Auvgustine re-
pents all his life.
calm, stern and fearless, llke one of God’s armed
archungels—prays as a ponitent all the fifty yoars
that, in the Lord’s holy name, he fights the world.
In our own times and in our own Church, Xen,
tho saintliost soul in England, dies a penitont, as
he had lived. And all thko groat and holy, all the
heroes of Christianity, all the stainless names that
flame along the atory of tho Church Catholic in all
lands and times, all lived and died peuitents, re-
pentance and faith their companions to the ond.
1t is left for the poor emptiness of modern religion-
ism to make repentance a half-hour’s hysterical
oxcitement in a hot meeting-house, under blazing
gas-lights,

A man is to live all his life in repentance. He
is not only to turn about, but to stay turned ; not
only to chauge his mind, but to keep it changed.

Ropentance, therofore, is a part of that state
in which a man lives and holds himself with rela-
tion to God. Faith is one part. He must believe
that God is, and tbat Ho is a rewarder of such as
diligently seek Him. Repentance i another, He
must atand as God’s aorvant, as God’s aon.

Sin is his ruir professed. Evil is his curse.
Lies are his destruction, He faces these things as
deadly foes. Once they were friends; once he
looked for good from them. Huaven’s light has
como down upon him and the world. He has
opened his eyes and looked at things in that light,
and is cheated no more. He now atands, con-
sciously to himself, the sworn enemy of sin, He
can make no compromise. He con strike hands
with it in no truce. The wrong thing, the false
thing, the foul, the bad thing in himself and in the
world, is the thing utterably detestable and hateful
to him, utterly ruinous to him and all men.

He has turned about, changed *his mind, under
the brightness of *‘ the light that lightoneth all
men,” and holds that relation to these things, and
insists that they shall hold it towards him. Itisa
world-long war between him and these hencoforth,

Toward God tho relation is changed also, He
now looks toward God as the only tit Master for
man. He looks to Him for hope, for strength, for
roward, He turns heart and hands and eyes to-
ward his King and Captain, Salvation lics in that
divection. Damnation Jies in the other.

And all this is not changed because this strug.
gling soldier of God may be again and again beaten
down, trampled on, and bruised into the dust,
That the soldier is ridden down by overwhelming
enemies in the fierce charges of the battle, does
not make his foes any less his foes, or himself any
Jess their onemy. Wounded or captive, he is not
their man on that account. He belongs to the
othor sido atill. .

It is not, by any means, an easy position to
hold ; and yet it is tho very foundation of Chris.

Athanasius—spotloss and clear,’

tian life that a man do hold it ; that under no oir-
oumstancos he changes his opinion about sin,
wrong, falsochood; that under no tomptation he
fail to recognize these as the ono curse and ruin to
be fought with to the end,

From its first inception to its perfoct triumph,
ropentance, wo need scarcely say, is represented in
the Gospel an the gift of God, The whole illu.
mination of mind which leads to it—tho convinoing
of sin and rightoousnoss, and of a coming judg-
mont—is the work of the Holy Spirit. And the
strength to hold the conviction to the end, the
‘¢ light to seo his fcoman’s face,” and the power to
stand armed and facing him aro the gift of the
samo Spirit,

That we all take along with us. But we sosk
hoero to be clear as to what this foundation in. We
want to toll men, secking repentance under a mis-
tako laid on thom by an omasoculated popular
roligionism, what repentance really s, '

The Gospel squaves with human uaturo’s needs
and lifo's necessities. When we clear it of the
tochnical phrases of metaphysic theology, and re-
duce it to plain English, as it was preached
oighteon hundred yecare ago in plain Greek, wo
find it rocommends itsolf to practical and reason-
ble men still,

The man who sooks repentance has to turn
round on his ain, and strike at it with all his power.
Bis sorrow, his internal struggle, his bitterneas of
grief, may bo less or more. The point is, that ho
shall know his friends snd know his foes, and, in
God's name, take his place as a redoomed man.

He bas but to rise, and, looking at the ruin that
is dragging him down, face it, as God's man, for
just what it is, utter ruin to him ; and fight it, and,
if noeds be, die fighting: it, knowing that to be the
only courso of salvation for him or any being
made, as he is, in God’s iinage, and not the devil’s,
in this world, or in any world, where the Lord is
King. B

BAPTISM,

Lt has been suggested that there are three forms
of baptism, It may be argued with equal scriptural
propriuty that there are three faiths, for the same
Soripture of unerring inspiration which declares
that we have ‘‘one Lord and one faith,” also says.
that we have ‘‘one baptism.” One; not three nor
many. And it is insisted, notwithstanding specific
stutements, that baptism may be performed in a
number of ways, -

Before we can determine in how many ways it
can be performed, wo st determine what baptism
18. In Paul's letter to the Romans (vi, 17) he saya
it is the form of the dootrine; not that it is the
doctrine, but it is the form of the doctrine, and we
cannot detormine of what is tho form without we
know what is the doctrine itself. In IXCor.,zv:l-
5, ho says that the dootrine is the burial of Christ
for our sins; and in Romaos, vi. 17, it is said it is
the formn of the burial and resurrection of the Son
of God. )

In the text there is one haptism, and this one is’
the form of the burial and resurrection of our
Saviour, In Romaans, vi. 4-5, tho apostle Paul, in
his address to the Roman brethren, says: *‘we are
buried with him by baptiswn, ‘that like as Christ was
raised up from the dead, evon so we alsu should
walk in newness of life,” and in the fifth verse he
says: ‘“ Weo are planted in the.likeness of the
repurrection.”  The Syriac text—and ™ this .is
subatantially the toxt of vur Saviour—reads: ** For
we ere eptombed or sepulchersd with hiw by bap-

tism,” Our English text reads: ** We arv buried.
with Him by baptism,"”. Co-
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Tt may be asked: Is there any particular form of
baptism? Iask, then, why have this in the Serip-
ture: that it is the form of tho burial of Christ? 1f
you destroy the form you destroy tho thiug itself.
The form s necossary to the existence of the ‘thing
iteolf.  Paul says we are buried with Him in bap-
tism, and Christ saya: ¢ Excopt a man be born of
tho wator and of the Spirit he cannot onter into the
kingdom of heaven.” And cortainly he cannot be
born of & cupful or half full, In Heb. x., 22, Paul
mays: ‘ Having our hearts aprinkled from an evil
consocienco and our bodies washed with pura water,’’
Theheart is to he upriukled from an ovil conecience.
In Ex., xxiv. 8, Moses took the blood and sprinkled
it on the people, 8o our hearts are to be sprinkled
with the blood of Christ.

1 In 11 Kings, v: 1-14, Naaman was told to wash

¢himeelf in Jordan, and he went and dipped himself

“ sovon times in the Jordan, and was cleansed of the
disease, Mon of more than ordinary learning will
toll you that ono of the meanings of baptism is
washing. - How do we determine the meaning of
aword? What is tho law of languags: We do-
termine it by the root mieaning. And there is not
a Greek scholat who does not know that the root
meaning of the word baptize is to dip, to bury, to
plunge. And one meaning is to wash. We have
it illustrated in the Scripture I have quoted. The
prophet commanded Naaman to go and wash him-
solf seven times in the Jordan. Aud as tho Scrip-
tures say: ‘* Having our bodies washed in pure
‘water.”

Thore are just six things necessary in Christian
baptism. The first is water (we cannot have Christian
baptism without water); the second is much *“water"
the third is into the water: the fourth is buried;
fifth, born; and sixth, up out of the water.

With reference to the firat, in Aots xiv. 47, Peter
says: ‘ Can any man forbid water, that theso
should not 'be baptized who have received the Holy

~ Ghost as well 08 wel” We must have water to
baptize.

With reference to the second, in John lii:23:
And John also was baptiziug 'in Znon, near to
Salim, because there was much wator there.”
There as much water there.

The ‘third, into the water: In Mark i, 9-10, we
have the statement that John baptized Jesus *‘into"’
the Jordan. The old translations has it: ¢ John

baptized Jesus in the Jordan *'; the translations of
1884 has it, ‘‘into the Jordan.” Butone asks:

“ Does into mean into or olose to7” We read in
the Bible that the swine ran down into tho sea and
were drowned. Wa do not undorstand by that
that they ran down close to tho sea and weore
drowned. Woe also read that Daniel was cast into

the lions’ dar, and that if we are faithful we shall’

be adinitted into heaven, We do not understand
by these that Daniel was cust close to the lions’
den, nor that we shall be admitted close to heaven.
Into means into and nothing olse. Hence, both
John aud Jesus went down ianto the water, and
Jesus was baptized by John into the Jordan.

The fourth is burial. In Rom. vi. 4, Paul says
wo are ‘ buried with Him by baptiam.” Woe all
know what death is and what burialis, God has
selected universal language, about which there shall
be no controversy.

The fifth is birth, In Johniii. 5, we road, ¢ Ex-
cept a man be born of water and of the spirit, he
shall not see the kingdom of heaven.”

The sixth is *‘ out of the water.” In Matt. iii.
16, we read that whon Christ was baptized he camo
¢ atraightway up out of the water;’ and also Mark
i, 10, *“Jesus went up out of tho water.” The
Son of God went down into tho water and he came
up out ‘of the watsr. * Have we not evidence here !

n, ngam, onr)e asks, ¢ How could Peter, on’

the.dafof Pentocoat, baphzo three thousand people
~sinodbdsy'?” We Haveit iu Mitt. . 10, that Jesus
uont‘for the seventy to preach, and in vi. 10, ha

sent the twelve, Sevonty and twelvo are oighty-
two—oighty-two porsons on the day of Pentocost
commissioned by the Saviour. Then we have
eighty-two into threo thousand.--thirty-six, Thus
wo have thirty-six porsons to bo baptized by each
man, Could not a man baptize thirty-six in one
day 7 I could baptize them in twenty minutes.

Then, agsin, says ono, *‘ Was thero much water
nbout Jerusalem 7" I answer that Jerusalom was
one of the best watered inland cities in the world,
Wo have tho statoment in the Bible that there wore
many pools thero, and that thero was much water
there,

Baptism is tho form of burial and resurrection of
Christ. It is the answor of a good conscience. No
word in the Bible that is ever translated bury or
sprinkie is transleted baptize. That ought to settle
tho quostion forever. And no word ever translated
baptizo is evor translated sprinkle.

Again, one asks, ¢ What of the hundred thou-
sands of people that have been sprinkled, are they
not saved 1" I answer yes, ¢ Thoy lived accord-
ing to the light they had, But we, with our light,
will be held to account.

We road in tho early history of the Church that
immersion was the practico of the primitive church
but when it becameo inconvenient it was changed by
the privats. The primitive churck kuew nothing
olse, It was changed for human ressons and not
Bible reasons, Dean Stanley says that no church
historian or great scholar would call {his in ques-
tion, but that immersion was the practice of the
primitive church, Martin Luther, the great re-
former, says that we know that our Saviour inati
stutod the form of immersing tho whole bedy in
tke water as the form of baptism. The great pur-
pose is to get back to the primitive practices which
our Saviour taught —* One Lord, one faith, one
baptism.” Ono says, *‘ How shall we know?"
Oue says this, and another says that is right. We
want to do just what our Saviour wishes us to do,
And the Bible, the word of God, says there is one
Lord, one faith and one baptism. Will you accept
his word ?

Tho question is, Had the Church of Rome the
right to change the original practice? We believe
in no ‘creed but Christ, and no rule of faith and
practice but the word of God. Follow this and
you will live right and die right.-~Christian Oracle.

And much is said sbout ‘¢ exhorting one another.”
And disciples that have life are known to pray,
and to beseech and to entreat, and counsel, and
adviso, and 8o on; all of which implies speech.
But ho was speechless of whom I now write, And
I could not but put this in as one of tho proofs that
he was dead.

4, 1pholl add but ono proof more. All the
offorts made to bring him to life utterly failed.
Thoro wero some very stringeut applications ueed.
1 saw some of the physicians in the country take
him in kand., And verily they used such agencios,
that if there had been any life in him, they must
have brought it to light. They locked up tho old
medical books, and in tho bost one of them all, they
found an account of a vory extraordinary remedy,
which was to be used in such cases. It was
‘¢ sharper than any two-odged sword, pioroing to
the dividing asunder of tho joints and the marrow,
and a discerner of tho thoughts aund intonts of the
heart.,” ‘Tho medical men united in affirmicy that
thore was nothing in their whole stock that was to
be comparod with this. And they said if this did
not restore animation, thore was au end to all thair
resources, and they must give up that the disciple
was really dead. And they tried it, anud Iam a
witness that they did it faithfolly, but not a apark
of life could they find, He was u dead disciple.
That is the whole of it.

That disciple being dead as the abovo facts amply
tostify, I shall take the libsrty to deliver a short
sermon over him.

1. He died as a fool dioth, He had no business
to die. It was his business to live. Thore was nota
human being more unworthily ocoupied than that
disciplo when ho lot the spiritual pulse stcp beat-
ing. The highest authority that is known in the
univerge had enjoined that he should bo ‘‘alive
to God ;" and he was as much bound to _obey that
injunction as any other. And not. to keep it, was
as great an act of folly as any human being could
possibly commit. )

2. He was a suicide. Poople heve to die, when
certain circumstances ocour. Thoy cannot. help it.
But it was not 8o with the disciple.- Thero was no
mote need of his parting with spiritual life than of
his committing theft or murder. And he knew it.
He was bidden to live, by voices sweet as the
angols, and louder than the waves of the sea. Aud
he ought to have obeyed them, And a shame it
was, and a great sin, that he did not obey them.
The Bible told him he must not die, and conscionce
told him to live godly in Christ Josus. And faith-
ful Christian friends lifted up their voices. But it
was all in vain. He would die.

A dead disciplo! There is something sad in the
thought. If it was only natural death we might be
comforted. But it was worso than that. It is
spiritual dealh. There is occasion for great lamen-
tation over him. He will take part in that lamen-
tation himsolf by and by. 1 wish to.see him weop
now, that he may not loment forever while suffer-
ing tho death that never diea ! Saon,

Thia lettor bears no name., 1t was \mtten to
Jowish Christians, who were sorely presged by
thoir unbeliesing countrymen to turn from Christ
and His religivn to Moses. It bears visible marks
of being the production of Paul, who, from his
superior talont and clear knowledgo of both Testa-
ments, was eminently qualfied to handlo the mm-
portant subjects discussed in tho letter. Porhaps
his name was withhold to gain a candid hearing
from the nation, who were prejndiced against the
apostle for espousing the cause of the Guntiles.
He choerfully awarded Moses his meed of praise,
because he loved his brethren and reapected the
great law-giver, whom he held up as an emment
typo of the Son of God. Wo aro told that God
has spoken at different times, by different speakors,
and to different classes of hearers. To understand
this subject we must keep before us the contrast
between the parties, both speakers and those
spoken to. Did Gud speak to the fathers (of the
Jowish wnation) by His Sun? WNo; but hy the
prophets. Did He speak to us by the prophets?
No; but spoke to us by His Son. Xven the
prophots did not know the things which God
afterwards spoke by His Son. The prophets are
put in contrast to the Son—the fathers in contrast
to us.

Moses was the great prophet of Israel, acd God
spoke to them by him as follows: Of the twenty-
soven-chapters of Leviticus twenty-one begin with
these words ot their equivalont: ‘“ And the Lord
spako unto Moses, saying, Speak unto tho children
of Teracl,” etc,, otc. The same is truo of twelve
of the first twenty chapters of Numbers. God
spoke unto Moses and told him what to say to
Tsrael. They were to hear Moses, and do all he
commanded them, or suffer for disobedience.
Other prophets spoke to the puople, urging them to
obey what God had commanded them by Moses,
The prophets sometintes spoke of Him who was to
come, charging thoese who should see Him to hear,
‘Him'in all things.

But it may be asked, Did not God speak to us
by the prophets, and are we not bound to do what-
thoy were commanded to do?

We will suppose n case. A wise and good man
sots up his son in business in a distant city. He
writes his son letters, which are published and
read by many. In them he tells him what to do,
what kind of goods to keep, and where to purchase
thom. Wo read those things though they are not
written to us. Ho also charges his son to be
always upright and truthful, te be obliging to all,
otc. We feel that we are in duty bound to do
o also. So wo aro to do sume of tho things he
tolls his son to do, and others wo aro not todo.
Ho wrote to him, not to us. Wo find out from
those lutters'somot'ni_ng of the fathor’s character,
and are otherwise benefitted.

God has spoken to the fathers. At one timo.he
tells thom all about a lamb which they were to kiil
and roast and eat while they sprinkled its blood on
the docr posts (Ex, xii.) At another he tells.thom
to build an altar of shittim wood, so long and so
broad (chap. xxvji.) Again hotolls them, all-about
ared he:for which they were to kill, ete., ote.
Thoy wero to do these things, but we aro not, ¢

But Moees told:them not to.steal, not to kill,
not to boar false witness, not to worship other gods.
These things wo are algo forbidden to do. We are
bound to do some things God told the fathers to do,

and equally hound not to dosome other things which
Ho told them to do, for ho spake Lo them, not to ns,
Thero is an immense contrast betwoon tho par-
ties spoken to as woll as between tho speakers,
Botween the FATHERS and us the former was
confined to one nation and to past times; the latter
ombraces all nations till the ond of time
But how different was tho effect of (God’s voice
in the two cases. In one it proclaimed death ; in
the other life (1I. Cor. iii.) When tho law was
first givon to the fathors three thousand Israelijes
woro killed (BEx. xxxii. 28). When the law of
Christ wasa first givon, three thonsand of the same
nation wore madoe alive to God (Aots ii. 4). God
speke on cach occasion to sinners—the,peculiar
-crimes of tho first were in making and worshjping
a golden calf; those of the secongd fere.in rojectipg
and crucifying the Lord of Glory. But it was by
His S¢n God spoke to them—the Son who came
not tu condemn byt to save,
Heo wears no terror on His brow,
Ho speaks inlove from Zion now.

It is the voico of Jesus’ blood
Calling pdor wanderors back to God,

God told the fathers to stone the .Subbath-
breaker till ho die—noither to pity nor to spard
.him.  Would the dying sinner foel any emotion of
love to God 7 Would it kindie one kind affection
1n tho hearts of thpse who .threw one stone after
angther at him until tho vital spark went oyt
No. 1t was the awful pyrity and justice of God | m
that was then on oxhibition. From this turn to
the,Son when in the agony of the cross, forsaken
by His own Father, yot pleading for the paydon of
His mocking murdercrs, and what is the effect on
these murderers and upon all who will consider?
Hoce the divine character in all its justice, purity
and love shines forth. Paul says, even in
his day, when Moses is read, the voil is upon their.

24.) His death would give life to many. Amon

Jesus' firat discourses was the announcement that
God so loved the world that He gave His only be
gotten Sun that whosoever bolieveth on Him
might not perish, but.have. everlusting life. Thus
God manifested His love for the world and Jesus
tells jt. But as actions speak louder than words,
God speaks to the world from the crossof Christ.

.us-were invited to partake of a repast along with

him, that wo miglit be gratified by observing his
bohaviour at a private entertainment,

H, And how did he bebave? :

I. With an admirable mixture of dignified re-
serve and engaging affability—I never before saw
much mildness and so0 much majesty fitly blended,
There was no coustraint in his manner—his dis-
courss seemed to be no way studied, but to arise
merely out of the occasson, and he uttered it with
an air, that rather enticed; than foroed attention.

Her look was downcast,
abashed ahd timid. For a whilc sho hesitated ap-
parextly whother to draw cear or not, at length
spying the couch on which the stranger reclined,
whe came forward, and kneeling bohind it at his
Foot, she bathed them with her tears, wiped thom
with the hairs of her head, kissod them repeatodly
with great affection and anointed them with some
precious oinment which she had purposoly brought,

B. How did Jesus act on the occasion 1

I, Why the eyes of all the gnests wore turned
upon the woman—all scemed at a loss what to
think of her behaviour. Our host Simon, appear-
ed theughtful, as if he was muttering something
with himsolf, as much as to say, ‘I wonder this
man who has the character of being a prophet, and
should therefore know the quality of this woman,
would allow her to use these familiarities with him,
lest any might defame him, for she is an abandon-
od women.” [Indeed the very same sentiments
ocourod to my own mind, After a sileuce of some
minutes, during which the feelings of the woman
seemed to be very acute, the stranger, to our great
surprise, as if he had known by intuition all that
had passed in our landlord's mind, addressed him
thus, ** Simon, I have a question to put to thee?”
Simon avawered, ¢ Master, say on.” On which
Jebis said, ** A certain person had two debtors;
one owed him tive hundred denarii, the other fifty.
Neither of them being in a condition to discharge
the debt he freely remitted hoth. Now tell me
Sim on, which of the two will be most grateful ?”
Simon replied, ¢‘ Most likely he to whom most
was romitted.”"—Jesus approved the reply, and
turning to the woman, who all this time exhibited
great anxiety and agitation he said, ‘Do you see
this #oman] Here is an instance of the very case
1 just now proposed to you ; you (like the debtor of
the fifty denarii) do not consider yourself as under
any great obligation to me, and therefore you have
received me, as men receive a common acquain-
tance, This poor woman again (like the debtor of
five hundred denarii) thinks herself unspeakably
obliged to me, and cannot do enough to testify her
gratitude. When I came into your house, you did
not ever show me the ordinary civility of offering
me water to wash my feet; but she has bathed
them with her tears, and wiped them with the hair
of her head. You did not salute me when I came
in, but she has incessantly kissed my feet. You
offered me not the accustomed oil to anoint my
head with ; but she has annointed my feet with
coatly vintment.

H., The language and conduct of this man
groatly surprised mo; he speakos and aots, as if he
were invested with supreme authority, Those who
have henrd his discourses in public say that he
widely differs from the expounders of our law, in as
much as he speaks with an energy and decision,
and at tho samo time with o simplicity and affec-
tin, rarely to bo found smong them, He avoids
all mystery, and briugs every thing down to the
levol of tho meanest understanding. Ho speaks of
our sacred writings with great reverence, and quotes
them as tho inspirations of the Almighty ; but dis-
regarda all the comments of our loarned scribes,
and refuses tho authority of the traditions of our
fathers,
