THE FISHERY QUESTIOŽN.

In support of the views which we have
from time to time expressed on the sub-
ject of the isbhery question, we shall copy
ashortarticle freon the-St. John Telegrbph,
referring ta the report of au interview
between a reporter for the Yarmouth
Times and a gentleman thoroughly con-
versant with the fishery business on- the
subject of the abrogation of the fishery
clauses o the Washington treaty. We
believe that the views expressed by the
gentleman interviewed are perfectly
sound, and that the lamentations, ta
which Mr. Davies has given utterance, are
as unwarrantable as they are calculated
to Obstruct the very policy which he pro-
fesses ta favor. 'aking the maOt gloomy
view of the consequences of the abrogation
of the treaty, the ]3ritish fisehrmen ill,
be in a mnc better position thaí they
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were during the periodi which followed
the abrogation of the aid reciprocity
treaty in 1866. At that time there waa a
reluctance to .9dopt protective measures
trom an impression that satisfactory
arrangement for a new treaty vere lilkely
to bespeedily effected. A tiat tie the
relations between Great Britain and the

United States were greatly strained, ow-
ing ta the filure to arrange for the satis-
factor y settlement of the Alabama daims,
and the fishery question was almost neces-
sarily hung up.

We are now able to judge hy past ex-
perience what is the best course ta follow
ta protect Our fishermen in their just
rights. The license systen bad a long
trial and was found to be a a mockery, a
'delusion, and a snare," and ivill most cer.
tainly nÔt bu tried again. The great pro-
blem, which requires early solution is
that known as the leadland Question, and
in viei of the fat that the British and
United States Governments place a vholly
different construction on the convention
agreed ta in London in 1818 there ought
ta be no difficulty in resorting ta the
arbitration of a neutral Government. The
differences of opinion are not confined ta
the two Governments, for there have been
conflicting opinions given by United
States authorities, While Mr. Caleb
Cushing in his "Treaty of Washington"
takes the most extreme view of the rights
of American fishermen a much more dis-
tinguished statesman, Daniel Webster, bas
expressed himself in the following
terms:-

"It would appear that by a strict and rigid
construction of tiis article fishing vessels of
the United States are precluded tram entering
into the bays and barbors of the British pro-

"vinces except for the purposes of shelter, re-
'pairing damnages and obtaining wood and

"vater. A. bay, as is usually understood, lu an
"arm or recess of the son, entering froma the

ocean betwuee capes and lecadiands, and thet
itern is applied. equally ta small and large

tracts of water thus situated i it le comman ta
"speak of Hudson's Bay, or the Bay of Biscay,

althougb they are large tracts of water. The
" British authorities insist that England bas a
"rigit te draw a lino from heiadland ta hed-,
"land and to capture ail Anterican fishtermen-

who may follow tieir pursuits inside of that
"line. It was undoubtedly an oversight in the
"convention of 1818 to mtake so large a coi-

cession ta England, since the United States
"had usually considered that tiose vast inlets
"or recesses of the ocean ought ta bu open ta

American fishermen as freely as the sea tself
ta 'vithin three miles of the shore."
We bave nuticeti in the Toronto Week a ru-

mark that Ithe old combination that the lino
"of exclusion should be drawn fron the head
' lands of great arme of the sea ta which the

"na!ne of bayebas been given, tbau Lochai-
"cally perhapq wtintanale can nov.er a aîi
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be insiatedn wth the cnsent of the British
" Govei amen i,
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lower than for years, is reported by thiiuthor-
ity to bd improving as the termiiatidi'of the
treaty ýpproaches, and botter sales to' thé Weit
Indies have becn reported recettly thin for two
years past. Yarmouth will send out more sbh-
ing vessels than usual this season. Sa far as
we can leara there ls a pretty gaeeral feeling
tbat. the abrogation of the iah clauses ivilil nt
in the main injure our fishing iaterests, thà
dultes in American markets, being much sàiord
than compîensated for by the exclusive posses
sien of Our fishing waters.

We should have ben glad if the Week
had been moe explicit, but we eau
scarcely doubt that the reference ta arms
of thesea was intended ta apply ta the
Bay of Fundy and perhaps the Bays of
Chaleurs and Miramichi. With regard
ta those bays, they certainly ought ta be
placed on the same footing as the great
bays'in the United States of the sanie
character, which have been always held
ta be inaccessible, ta foreign fishermen.
No difficulty could arise if there was a
resort ta arbitration, as there must be
ultimately ; but, pending arbitration, it
would ho unwise on the part of Canada ta
demand the exclusion of American fisher
men fron what are really "arms aof the
sea." Moreover the admission ta such
baye is of no practical importance. IL
was a grave mistake on the part of the
Imperial Government nat ta have pro-
cured a settlement of the Headland Ques-
tion at the Lime of the negotiation of the
Treaty of Washington. The United States
could not have made any reasonable ob-
jection to the submission of the construc-
tien of the convention of 1818 ta the
Geneva-Board of Arbitrators. The agree-
ment ta permit the American fishermen
ta enter our baya, and the reciprocal free
admissions of fish and oil, would not have
been affected by the settlement of the
British rights. The present time is favor-
able for a final settlement o the contra-
versy, and no proposal for reciprocity
shauld be entertained until it has been
determined by competent authority what
our rights actually are. The following is
the article in the St. John Telegropl
which bas led us ta offer these r-
marks

TIsa AnnoGATION OF THlt ptiSUERY OLAUSEs
oF Tue WSseNorToN TaEATY.-The Yarmouth
Times has publisied an interview beli by one
of lis reporters wilh a gentleman thoroughly
conversant with the fisi.ery business there. The
latter takes the view that Che abrogation of the
flisery clauses wili net injure, but ra ier
benlefit, the fishery interests of tlie.proviaces.
Mach ivill depend, of course, tipon the vigilance
ith which. the Dominion Government looks
alter our interests, but if the inshore fisheries
can bu kept as a Canadian preserve Our fisher-
men will bave a very great advantage, both in
securing bait and taking fish. As for the Am-
erican market it is claimed that very much of'
the Canadian fish now sent thither goes ta fill
orders for the West ndies and foreiga parts.
For such purposes 6es ceanbe sold to American
dealers in bond, and thus payment of duties
wili not be exacted. It is gratifuitng ta iearn
ltat well-informed persons in Yarmouth fiel
that the American markt rnsy even bé ml-

There le yet another rùle under con.
sideration which las for its abjedt the
restriction of indemnity obtainable, and
which is more radical than the one we
have been considering; this is thse ar
known as the I hiree-fouiths los cldùie,"y
and is as follows :

'In case of loses or dameageby fire t h
property covered by this pÔlicy, this 'cn
pany shall not be liable for rmore than
such proportion of three-fourths of thé
amount of snch loss or damage as the
amount of this policy shall bear' ta the
whole amount of insurance thereon et the
time of such flie."

By this clause every insurer would -bé
a co-insurer ta the extent of one-fourthl in
every case of los or damage, irresective
of the amount of insurane in faree.' *or
instance, suppose value of properfy to
'oe $8,000
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c hn, lie will not be entitled to either

thanks or to reward for saving the pro-

perty. Indeed he counts that lie will

really lose by the operatioi, as he will

seli so much the less property Il for cash "

to the insurance company. 'One intent,

therefore, of this clause is to reward the

people for their exertions in the pire-

servation of property, by shewing thern

that they save for thenselves twenîty-five

cents to every seventy-five cents tliey save

for the insurance companies, practically

making a profit of 33 4-3 per cent on all

the salvage they ellect.

Another intent of this clause is to

induce measures for efficient fireprotec-

tion as well as for the salvage of pro-

perty. of all the farces that were ever

invented, the farce of fire protection

enacted in most of the places in Canada

is the worst. 'Tie average time taken by

a steani lire engine to get to work is one

hour, then three out of every four are

unfit for work, or break down within half

an hour after they are set to work; lialf

the bIose is rotten ; most of the hydranits

are frozen half the time every winter ;

there are not lialf Ja dozen places in

Canada with a continuously efficient

water supply. But two places in Canada

have salvage organisations ; fire alarnm

systens send firemen in the wrong direc-

tion, bell ropes break at the lirst pull,

and so through the long list of protective

and salvage applianices; and yet fire

insurance companies are expected to

make allowances in rates on account of

these shams; indeed sometimes they are

asked to contribute directly towards their

cost, and all this is because the fire

insurance companies pay the full

amounts of the losses su long as they do

not cxceed the amounts of the insurances.

So soon as every individual in the con-

munity comprelends that lie must cer-

tainly lose twenty-five per cent of any

fire loss which occurs to his property, and

that he cannot by any ieans saddle the

whole loss and responsibility upoun the

fire insurance coipanies, then he Ivill

begin to take an interest in the organiza-

tion and equipment and water supply of

fire extinguishing corps, and will insist

upon, and assist in the organizatioun of

salvage corps.
If any of our readers imagine that we

write too strongly as to the general in-

efliciency and insufliciency of protective

and salvage organizations, we vould ad-
hvise msin to mark our enquiry into the

circumstances of - the last fire vlich

occurred in his own town, then to examine

the apparatus for extinguisinsg fires, ancd

then to sit down and imagine what Ivould

take place if an alarm Ivere given in the

middle of a cold dark night, for a lire in. p

the second storey of a building, the ßirst t
storey of which was occupied by a grocery, 1
millinery, hardware or other stock which a

would be apt to bu seriously injured if it fi

were wet. We ask him seriously : Iow a

long would it take to get suficient foice i

together to do anything ? What condi-

Lion is the hose in ? Wliat arrangements
are there for getting the engine to the r

lire ? and hov long vill it take to get it s

there ? Is the engine in working order ?
or is part of it et the foundry ever since

it broke down at the last lire ? Does the i

foundrymai lnov a lire eisgine from a

tlreshing machine ? When the engine gels

to the lire lias the corps a spray nozzle, so

tiat if the fire is a small une it cin be

extinguished wvithout deluging the pre-
mises with water ? Is there any arrange-

ment for the protection of moveables
from the nob ? or vill lialf the stock be

stolen? Are there any tarpauhins vith

whichs to cover the stock so that the fall-
ing water vill not rumin it ? If it is found

necessary to reniove the stock-is tiere
any one with authority to take charge of

the operation su that it may be done with
as little breakage and damage as possible ?
Is there any place recognised as the place
to Ivhicl it shall be removed ? Or, is it
not a fact that the whole arrangenient im

connection with the extinguislinent of
lires, the protection of property fron

theft, or from unnecessary damage by
Ivater, the remnoval of property. and the
geieral conduct et fires, is a lialf-hazard
operationi,-a scenle of disgraceful con-
fusion, pillage and plundering, such as
should strike with shaie every intelligent,
mieiber of a civilized community ? Does
not all this arise froni the fact taint the
people depend upon insurance for full
protection fron loss, and would not aill
this be remedied in short order if every-

body knew that they niust bear oie-fouirth
of every loss, large or small?

During the last sixteen years, seventy-
live millions of dollars ($75,000,000) vortli
of property has been destroyed by fire
in Canada, of which at least fifty millions
($50,000,000) worth mîigiht have been
saved by ordinary care and reasonable
common-sense arrangements. Yet every-
body looks on smîiling and indifferent., as
though they lid no concern in il, simply

because Lhey are insured and expect the.
insurance companies to pay tlhîemî the full

amount of any loss i' damage which iiay

occeu to theim.
Non who will be benefited by the

adoption of e co-iisurance clause which
w vvill restrict the paynents of the isîsur-

ance companies to tlree-fourtlis of any

b loss? WVill it bie tle insurance coms-

anies? Most. certainly not; because
lie inevitable result of a reduction of
oss liability is a reduction of rates of pre-
minni, and a reduced income cannot bene-
it then. Thé insurance companies bave
cted fairly and. honestly by the people

n the compilation of the present tariff.
They have graded the different places in
six classes A,B, C, ;),E, ani F, the first five
accordimg to the lre appliances and water
upply, andi the last as having noue. They
lave a right to honest efficiency of pre-
ventive arrangements according to grade
in ecli case, but they find tlemselves
met by reduction of lmcome witlut cor-.
responding reduction of loss, and couse-
quently must secure a less loss ratio,
either by increase of rates or else by an
arrangement for co-liability which shall
open the eyes or the people to the fact
that losses do really occur, and that losses

are solemn facts.

FOREIGN ''TRADE.

It may be interesting to direct aitten-
tion to the action of the Dominion Gov-
ernment in regard to the commercial
treaties between Great Britain and, For-
eigii nations in which Canada had an
opportunity of joining, but froin ost of
which she has, by the desire of the Gov-
ernment, been excluded' for reasons then
existing." The apparent object of the
Canadian Government lias been tu be re-
lieved from the operation of Il the most
favored nation clause vhicli, in the case
of Germany, has secured the admission of
Canadian exports to the markets of over
forty-ive millions of people on the same
terms as the most favored nation. ILt is
wortlhy of notice that Canada has always
admitted German exports at the sanie
rates of duty as- those of Great Britain.
In 1882 the following correspondence took
place, to which ive add a copy of the order
in council of 26 th March, 1881:

doubted that Her Mlajesty's Goveriment can
readily procure the cancellation of the clauses
objected to without proceeding to a course
that miglt be iconvenient.

commerce, anid wlhere it was set forth that, as
under the British North America Act, the
entire control of both Customs and Eicise was
made over to the Dominión Parliament, it as
desirable that no treaty of commerce should be
made by tie Imperial Government whereby the
freedom of action of the Dominion Parliament

is restrained.
Sir A. T. Galt also suggested that, as occas-

sion can conveniently be fouind, the Govern
nint of Canada desire te be relieved of the
obligation of the treaties--that in fugirc, no
stipulations binding upon the commerce or

We feel assured that a greater mistake
could not be matie than" the establish-
ment by Canada of discriminating dluties,
which would most assuredly lead to re-
taliation, and whicl, if permitted by
Great Britain, in regard to other foreign
countries, would niever lie sanctioneid, if
applied either to exports from the United

Kingdom, or to any of its dependencies.
We fear that the opposition is as mucli to
blame in this matter ap the Government,
Its leaders have never2 remonsirated
against the avowed policy of the Govern.
ment, and the persistent claim whicl they
have madle for power to negotiate com-
mercial treaties enn only..li, binterpreted

as conveying a desire to establish asystem
of discriminatingduties in favor of parti-
cular nations.

THE NEW'FOUNDLAND TRAIJE.

We very much fear, judging'from a
recent article in the Montreal Gazette
that the Dominion Government is deter-
ihined to persevere in what caa only be
termed a suicidal policy towards New-
foundland. Should retaliatory duies lie
imposedetthere will have been :abundant
provocation. 'Tlie recentimposition ef
duties on the fish and oil of the United
States vas the natural consequence of the
abrogation by that country of a treaty
under which fish and its products have
been admitted into both countries free of
duty, but no change had taken place in
our relations with Newfoundland, and
yet the diuties on American imports were
imposed likewise on fish and its products
imiported from Newfoundlan d, althougli
Canadian filhermen eijoy the right of
fishing in hier waters. The pretence for
this policy is that Newfoundland charges
duties on Canadian imports. Sucl duties,
however, are not protective, and are on
articles of a wholly different character
from ilsi. The duty on flour would not
diminish the import from Canada by a
single barrel, and is imp'osed merely for

revenue purposes. Our imports from
Newfoundland consist almost entirely of
lishi and its products, while we not only
export three times the amount that we
import, but we have a market for manu-
factures, lumber, and for animals and
thei&products. A bout a third of Our ex-
ports are products of the United States,
ivhich would be diverted into other chan-
nels, should the Governmient policy be
continued.

It is admittei by the Gazette that no
foreign market is more -desirable or more
advantageously situated than Newfound-

1 and, but it suggests that the Government
of that Island should discriminate in
favor of Canada and against the United
States. A more thoroughly absurd pro-
position was never matie. A thinly popu-
lated Island whose population is about
160,000, to undertalke a commercial war
vith a nation of over fifty millions I To
the United States the trade of Newfound
land is quite insignificant, while to be shut.
out from the trade with the United States
would lie ruinous to Newfoundland, and
most assuredly the adoption of discrin-i
inating lutiins by the latter country would
lead to retaliation. We have not failed
to notice a letter in the Gazette signed
a I Canadian FisLernian," wlo lias, as
we believe, qiite erroneously assumed
that the threatened retaliation has been
already adopted. There is a mode of
solving the difficulty whichi may possibly
be found satisfactory. It is that Canada
should renounce the right to frequent the
waters of Newfoundland which she has
hitherto enjoyed, but which we can hardly
suppose to be a valuable privilege. Were
this clone, there wouli be no ground
whatever for discriminating in favor of
Newfoundland in the duties on fish and
oil, and both countries would simply
admit the exports of the other on the
same footing as those of other nations
'l'he I fisherman " will probably lie able
tojudge better than wvecan pretend to do
how far it would be prejudicial to the
Canadian fishery interest to ba depri% ed
of the privilege of entering the Newfound-
land baya i but it is quite clear that we
cannot continue to enjoy that privilege
and impose duties on the fish products of
the country granting it.

TIE BULWARKS OF EMPIRE.

The sum of $55,000,000 (Il millions
sterling) voted by the Goverinment of
Great Britain on Friday last, without a
dissentient remark, for the purpose of
preparing for the now probable war withi
Russiai, may be looked ipon as an advance
in the premium rater-of abodt 42 per cent

i.- which the country usually pays for
insuring its great property .against loss.
.A writer in the Fo tnightly Review has a
very interesting, article on this subject.
lie says the army and navy estimates
are the premiums of insurance on the
imperial wealth, and he estimates the
ra'te thus : the.property assessed to pay
income-tax in the United Kingdom is
placed at 3,000 millions of dollars, while
the income of the classes not paying
income tax is estimated at as much more.
On this basis the funded value of the
property of the country should be some-
thing like 180,000 millions of dollars, and
the wealth of the colonies being con-
sidered about a fourth of this, the total
imperial wealth may be estimated at
225,000 millions. The army and navy
estimates normally amount to 130 mil-
lions, which is only a very small premium
on the amount covered-being less than
six cents on every hundred dollars.

Great Britain is the only country in
Europe free from conscription for the
army and navy; plenty men can always
be obtained voluntarily by paying for
them at the market rate -for labor, and
there is no question of the su.periority
of men who serve voluntarilyý' as
compared with conscripts. The area
of such a conflict as that threatenéd
vould lie extensive, without reckoning

upon other powers beingedrawn into the
struggle. In estimating the resources
with which Great Britain could enter
upon such a war, the- writer remarks that
the insular position which affords the
kernel of the empire its great security,
brings with it some disadvantages. The
supplies required for the bulk of the
population must lie brouglit from across
the seas the upwards of 20,000 vessels
engaged in the carrying trade must bie
protected in case of war, and to this end
coaling stations must be provided and
fortified against attack. , Submarine
cables would also require protection. The
navy must be the first defence of the
country and the colonies, and the link to
maintain communication between them.
Rice may not be the only food-stuff
declared contraband of war. Orders have
already been given to strengthen coaling
stations,.and evidently;nonetoo soon.

Mr. Henry W. Darling, President of
the Toronto Board of Trade, has issued a
circular addressed to the members of the
Dominion Parliament furnishing them
with reasons for legislation on the sub-
ject of insolvency, and concluding with
an expression of an earnest desire that
the Bill reported by the special com-
mittee may be enacted during the present
session of Parliament. dur readers are
aware that there are considerable differ-
onces of opinion among commercial men
in this city as to the expediency of pro-
viding for the discharge of insolvents,
some being willing to waive their objec-
tions for the sake of a general measure
for the equitable distribution of assets,
while others would prefer Provincial
Legislation. We regret our inability to
publish Mr. Darling's letter in full, but
the extracts copied below, especially the
last, will enable our renders to judge how
far it meets their approval. We May
expect an early decision by the House of
Con mons on the Bill:

In' Canada there are so'many elements
standing in the way of the successfil prosecu-
tion of commercial enterprises of every kind,
the proportion of those who succeed te those
engaged in thom is very simali. It would be a
inisfortunie, however, were even frequent failures
to deter others fron all lawful endeavors te'
nid in the establisun'ent and development of
those industries which have already given Can-
ala a foremost place in the commercial nations
of the world.' Seeing, ticerefore, credit is indise-
pensable,and failuîres inevitable, should the laws
of the country be framed so as to ciog the wheels
of commerce, so as to encourage the fraudulent

'debtor and allow him to go free-so as to
defoat and delay the creditor, or îshould net
every protection be afforded the honest and
competent trader, surrouînding the creditors
with succli restrictions as will compel them to
deal lionestly .by one anotier, placiig at the
sane time within tieir reach the remedies and
rights against tie debtor to which they are
entitled, while providing, under proper restric-
tions, a means of ecape to the bonest butuntbor-
tunate debtor, wio can satisfy a large major'ty
of his creditore us Io the cause ofr- is failure?
In New Brunswick the law permits a debtor
lo assign in trust ind stipulates that certain
creditors are te receive a- larger slare of his
estate tian others, and the creditor r.efusing to
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If to tiese w add the Anglo-Indian
troops, numbering already about 200,000,
and fully 100,000 more which might be
raised in emergency at home, in India
and the other colonies, the total strength
of the empire in fighting men would
1 each 850,000. Finally, it is estimated that
the military strength of the empire is
quite double what it was at the time of
the Crirnean war.

assent to tibs arrangement is deprived of al1
participation in the estate. The Lotl Logis-
latures of the various Provinces are power-
less te deal effectually with sncb a state
Of matters. Ellbrts will be made no doubt,
and are now being made, both in Ontario
and Quebec, tO Icessen the evils existing,
but legislation on the subject of banik-
ruptcy is wiothin the jurisdiction of tie Federal
Legislature exclusively, and umtil they assume
the exorcise of their functions, the estates of
debtors are liable constantly te be swallocwed up
in a contestation involving appeals to the Priy
Council to determine Where the powers of the
Local Legislatures in dealing with civil rights
ends, and where the Dominionjpower begins.
liter-provincial commerce must always labor
under great '.disadvantages and restrictions,
while the rights and remedies of creditors are
subject te soch a diversity and complexity of
law. So in like manner trust the fair naine and
credit of the Dominion suffer in foreign markets,
while th e law romains in its present unsatist'ac-
tory condition. It is asserted that an insolvencv
law will bave the effect of encouraging over-
trading and speculative ventures in the great
distributing centres, Mlontrcai and Toronto.
This is net attempted to be proved in any way.
Overtrading and speculative ventures will take
place p'eriodically, whether buckrnutcy laws are
in force or not. The extent to. which the naine
be stinulated through ithe existence of even an
imperfect Bankruptcy law, badly administered,
and the evils resulting therefrom, are net to be
compaied with the increasing evils, consequent
upon the absence of a prope Bankruptcy Act
properly administered. How long is it likely
the .present state of affairs will continue?
Every day le adding te the nunber of undis..
charged insolvents li the cou ury. A cime must
cone when the law will be.invoked to relieve
tlese bankrupts of their loads ofdebt. In fact,
a periodical year of jubilee is openly advocated
by those opposed te insolvcncy legislation.
In the Bill* reported by the Committee of the
House of Commons, presided over by the lon.
J. J. 0. -Abbot, are to be 'found rencedies for
many of the existing evils herein pointed out.
It provides, in ail parts Of the Dominion alike,
for the attachment of an insolvent debtor's
estate-for its control by tie creditors-for
the proper rapking of claims, and its equitable
distribution-for the coinrol of the Trustee
-for hie proper riemuneration-for tie
secuirity for the safety of the estate while in
the hands of the Trustee-for its sale and réal-
ization, se as to bring the higbest price, and se
as to crente the least competition to the honest,
competent and legitimate* trader-for the set-
ting aside of fraudulent conveyances and pre-
ferences made in coeitemplaton of bankrupicy
-for the punishment of the fraudulent
debtor-for the discharge, tader certaiti
conditions, of the lionest but unfortinate
debtor, se that lie may be in a position to
earn a livelibood for hinself and family.
It does niotprovide for tlie reinstating of thie
debtor in lis estate, by menais of a Deed of Com-
position and Discuirge, under wich serions
abuses grew up under former acts. W hen an
estate goes loto insolvency now, thi assets
must b sold, independently altogethier of the
discharge of the insolveiú, se that the disgrace
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and discredit attendant upon insolvency are
greatly increascd tIhereby, and the discharge.of
the insolvent is separated from the question of
the disposal of his assets. Tt does not provido
for the relcase of the insolvent from liability to
a farmer Who may have sold him bis prodioceon
credit, but espec*ially retains to the fariner all
bis rights against the debtor on accouînt of such
a debt.

SIR AMBROSE SIIEA'S MISSION.

We cannot but think that the Toron'to
Globe is under a complete misapprelhen-
sion as to Sir Ambrose Shea's position.
We bave seen a statement of his owning
that he was deputed by the 1ewfound-
]and Chamber ofCommerce to visi t Wash-
ington, to prepare the way for the
continuance of the fishery clauses in the
Wrashington treaty. Such was the state-
ment which was made by Sir Ambrose
Siea himself- to the menibers of the Corn
Exchange of this city. We do not believe
taint Sir Ambrose Shea is a member of
the Governinent of Newfoundland, al-
though the : Globe clescribes hin as its
leaile. Sir Ambrose Shea is reported as
having stated that bis Government had
leave to negotiate direct with the Ameri-
can Government on the subject, but lie
dic not state that lie vas authorized by
hisown Government, audit is tolerably
clear that he had noteven a letter of intro-
duction to tlieBritish Minister, Mr. West,
as the Secretary of State, Mr. Bayàrd«
advised him to see that functionary aid
pointed out tue advisability of simul
taneous action on the part of.Canada.
We observe that Sir Ambrose Shea:has
hlad an interview with Sir John A. Mac.
donald on the subject of jthe relations
between Canada and Newfoundland, and
we therefore presume that he must have
obtained some authority to represent the
views of his Government. The Globe
seemis to think that the visit to Ottawa
bas been made with a view to concerted
action in regard to the fishery negoti-
ations. We should be sorry to think that
our Government was entirely neglecting
the important subject of the fisieries,
and we are glad that the Globe has copied
the advice of the Foreign Secretary.that
it was expedient "to talke into consider-
I ation without delay what course it. will
"be best to adopt, with the·view,if pos-

sible, to avoid a recurrence of irritating
" disputes in connection with the fisheries
"question." It is, however, impossible
for the Globe to know that the Govorn-
mentat Ottawa lias taken no action in the
natter. ,Should such bo Vice case we
readily admit that it will deserve severe
censure, but the subjeot one which, in
the public interest, is much better left in
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the hands of the Government. After the
foregoing was in type we noticed that Sir

John A. Macdonald confirmed what isa
said of Sir Ambrose Shea's position, and

iaso stated that the Govermnsent had
taken action in regard ta its relations
with tIe United States.

THE COLLAPSED BUCKEr-SIIOPS.

Readers of tIse JoURNAL Or CoREZOc
were not likely ta ha misled by the
methods of T. Brigham. Bislhop & Co. in
this city, or surprised to; learn of the
collapse of, the concern, as recently
announcèd. The fini-if iL deserved the
nane--opened a branch in this city early
in the winter with a flourish of L-tumpets
and announcements in the daily papers
nearly (as big as cilcls posters. They
and otherls of that ilk did not advertise
in the JoUaNAL 0F OomRoniae, simply
because they were refused permission-
and we further cautioned the public
against thent. The head of the concern
opened in Boston in 1877 and attempted
ta corner the petty mining stocks.

After buying 60,000shares lie round tihem
toc leavy a load ta carry, and was obi iged
ta resign his position on the Mining Ex-
change. He next organized a series of

il Bucket-SIops," which he conducted
tili 1883, when the Stock Exchange and
Board of Trade persuaded the telegraph
companies ta discontinue giving tilemn

prices. BuLt Brigham was nothing
daunted ; lie managed to lease Il private"
wires, and have quotations sent ta his cwn
offices, but some of the knowuring anes say
tihese were eked out by reports on the
street and othterwise. Branches .were
opened ail over the country 'and every
means adopted ta secuire cuîstone's. At
the time of the suspension they hiad sanie
65 branches in tie United States and
Canada,-aill started aînd collapsed within
less than a yetar. As long as the market
fluctuated twithin smtuall limits the "l pri-
vate " wire gave Lhemi ais extraordinary
advantage-as it enabled then ta lold
tiheir customers' orders in hand 20 to 30
minutes and execute uem--t ut should
prove profitable. Their wealth grew
apace, they soon wer enabledl ta extend
their lease olerations until they covered
about 15,000 miles of wire. But tle
gambler does not always lose; and Lite
manager sof the Montreal branch found
the operators of the Canadiari metropolis
quite keen enougi ta win sometimses.
The trouble was that they Won ta mucht,
and broie the I bank." The war cloud
in the East boomed the grain msarket ;
everybody bought, and wheat advanuced
5, 6, 7, 8, 10 and 12 cents, and T. Briglian

Bishop & Co found themselves unable to
pay. lad they done sa Montreal oper-
aLors would have been $10,000 better oF,
but an offer of a fraction of their claims
would probably not find tlein unwilling.
The collapse bas dealt, a blow to the
" bucket shop " systen in Montreal fron
which il is not likely to recover for some
time. Reports from New York say Bishop
has not been a member of the firm since
January 13L. He is in Florida, is a mian
of wealth, and it is said that not long ago
he came to the relief of the firm with
$2 ,000, and may do sa again. Accounts
from various places are ta the effect that
ail agencies have been served alike.
Many of the customers who are now in-
quiring for their money are farmers, and
Lthere is nuch feeling against the New
York firm. 'T'lie Montreal operators were
not of the farming class, but some of them
grudged legitimuate brokers the small pro-
fits which tley seeied ta reap, and were
determined ta patronize an opposition
concern, which they did with the results
noted.

Tins " cold charities of the world " is
what a certain life company whicl sulffered a
lapse last year of over twenty per cent. of lis
business, pn blicly designates as the condition of'
things awaiting the families of those of our
cotitry's defenders gone to the North-West,
wlio, as insurers in other companies, do not
avail themselves of its unconditional policies.
Surely Soloion. Ivas mistaken,-and there is
somnething neii w--ilder tle sut. Sucli a fling
ait the I iijority of the companies " doing
business in Canadais not calculated ta promote
that growilg feeling of kindliness and con-
sideration referred to in a recent article as
characterizing the attitude of the compaies
towards ole another.

ness in this city and district. On or about
November fast, ic ageuts of the dirl'erent
comp'anies met in secret session in this city,
and, writhout any intimalion to policy holrs,
eit ered iito a coibination to exact ihis
extraordinry advante in the raies. in asking
yioi to bring this matter Initier lie notice of
thc countiril of the boarl, I need not say how

muich this will nffect the general trade of the
country, but I do hope ihiat soie w'ay Imay be
Ievised to potrect policy holders agaiiiist thtis
outrageous increase or rates and for a vigrois
nroiet against Ile action of' iliese compaies.I find in tlie Monctary Times of tlic 1th1 thait
lire insiraice comptaies realized last year a
net profit et' 9.40 per cent, after deidli'ng aî l
losses aniid cost or naitiigemiient, etc., notwith-

standing that the management of some of the
companies'iras extravagant as compared wihli
others. .For instance the American.companies
made ile hiandsome net profit, on Ile year's
business of 28.30 lier cent, hence to tbem is
due the credit of economical management.
Nevertheless, 1 olicy holders are now called
upon tu contribute 100 per cent additional to
the profits of those companies. Hoping fur'
prompt action on tli part of' your board and
for sanie means of rescuing insurers from the
exactions of those fire insurance compalnies, I
remain yours very truly,--B. J. CooGiILIN.

Of course In realjust-
ing rates the Board of Underwriters mny, when
meeting Il in secret session"--according to the
words of lthe letter-thte. biting satire of which
is, of ' course, tremendous-have doubled the
charge upon a few risks whiici previouîsly had
been written at absur Ily low figures, but the
vast minjority of risks in Mon treal at ail events,
are accepted by %he companies to-day at the
ane price, or vith a very emal! advance upon
whliat they vere written before the Association
wacs foried. tir. Coglhlin lias apparently been
reading Mr. Cherriman's figures, and if lie will
study thle sane a little more closely, comparing
tliet with those of the year previous, lie will
find I ami correct. Sa mclh for the "oIutrageous
increase in rates " and I would suggest tit be-
fore anyone gives vent to words as random as
they are sweeping lie should exercice ordinary
care in ruîshing ioto print, otterwise whîat lie
says will anly recoil iulon himself and place
hit in a ridiculous light beibre the publie.

Fiurther, the letter goes.on to criticise tlie
results of Fire lisurance business in. Canada,
in which,li as mighît be expected from lis entire
wanîît of' conception regarding tle subject, the
writer floiiideirs about îtiserably ont of his
deptht in a swamp of his own creation.-Be
says tat during last year the companies made
a net pîrotit ot 9.40 per cent, iat is to s'ay there
was that percentage left after payirig losses and
expenses ; but of course as ta sharelioldérs'
divideids ai' reserve for the policy-holders in
the eveit of extraordinary losses, such little
trifles never occurred to Ilhe Don hilo, like
many other judges of lire insurance (as of
Cler business) by a single ycar, forgets
completely that lthe lability ofan Insurance Co.
is by ia means closed wlien the policy ja written
and premium paid. * It is scarcely Worth while
pointing out Ile asiird comparison which is
made in tise letter beiween the expenses of tIe
Aniericani and English tire insm'ance oflices, as
every one inois thtat the former bave no
branches but mîerely local agencies in Canada
and thtat itIe management expenses of these
ageicies do not appear in the Canidian returns,
as they do in lthe case et' lthe Erigl.h companies.

l conclusion-there is match wisdom ta the
c' mion scying h Let [le shoemaker stick to
lis list," and if ais insurance manager were ta
write te tîic Board of 'Trade about the -ex e
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tions" of carriage hardware merchants, for
instance, and criticise the management of a
business respecting which bis ignorance would
be patent te every reader, I presume ha woild
be ridiculed quite as severely and, I believe
quite as justly, as the vriter of the foregoing
letter.
