that known as the Headland Question, and
in view of the fact- that the British and
United States Governments place a wholly
different construction on the convention
agreed to in London in 1818 there ought
to be no difficulty in vesorting to the
arbitration of a neutral Government. The

conflicting opinions given by United
States authorities, ~While Mr. Caleb
Cushing in his * Treaty of Washington "

perty. Indeed he counts that he will
_really lose by the operation, as he will
. gell so much the less property ¢ for cash
to tlie insurance company. 'One intent,
therefore, of this clause is to reward the
people for their exertions in the pre-
gervation of property, by shewing them
that they save for themselves twenty-five
cents to every seventy-five cents they save
for the insurance companies, practically
making & profit of 33 4-3 per cent on all
the salvage they ellect.

Another inteni of this clause is to
induce measures for efficient fire Jprotec-
tion as well as for the salvage of pro-
perty. Of all the farces that were ever
invented, the farce of fire protection
enacted in most of the places in Canada

"is the worst. The average time taken by
a steam fire engine to get to work is one
hour, then three out of every four are
unfit for work, or break down within half
an hour after they are set to work ; half
the Tose is rotten ; most of the hydrants
are frozen half the time every winter ;
there are mot half 'a dozen places in
Canada with a continuously ellicient
water supply. But two places in Canada
have salvage organisations; fire alarm
systems send firemen in the wrong direc-
tion, boll ropes break ab the first pull,

" and so through the long list of protective
and salvage appliaaces; and yet fire
insurance companies are expected to
make allowances in rates on account of
theso shams; indéed sometimes they are

" asked to contiibute directly towards their

" cost, and all this is because the fire

insurance .- companies pay the full
amounts of the losses so long as they do
not éxceed the amounts of the insurances.

So soon as every individual in the com-
munity comprehends that he must cer-
tainly lose twenty-five per cent of any
fire loss which occurs to his property, and
that he cannot by any means saddle the
whole loss and responsibility upon the
fire insurance companies, then he will
begin to take an interest in the organiza-

tion and equipment and - water supply of

fire' extinguishing corps, and will insist
" upon, and assist in: the organization of
salvage corps.

If any of our readers imagine that we
write too strongly as to the general in-
efficiency and insufliciency of protective

- ‘and salvage organizations, we would ad-
“yise him to mark our enquiry into the

circumstances of* the last fire which

occurred in hisown town, then to examine
. the apparatus for extinguishing fives, and
then to sit down and imagine what would
take place il an alarm were given in the

the second storey of a building, the first
storey of which was occupied by a grocery,
millinery, hardware or other stock which
wonld be apt to be seriously injured if it
were web. We ask him seriously : ITow
long would it take to get sufficient force
together to do anything? . What condi-
tion'is the hose in? What arrangements
are there for getting the engineto the
fire ? and how long will it take to geb it
there? TIs the engine in working order ?
or is part of it ab the foundry ever since
it broke down at the last fire ? Does the
foundryman know a fire engine {rom a
threshing machine ? When the engine gets
to the fire has the corps a spray nouzle, so
that if the fire is a small one it can be
extinguished without deluging the pre-
mises with water? Is there any arrange-
ment for the protection of moveables
from the mob ? or will half the stock be
stolen?

" THE NEWFOUNDLAND TRADE.

~+ We very much fear, judging’from a
recent- article in the Montreal Guzetls,
that the Dominion Government is deter-
thined to persevere in what can only be

‘termed a suicidal policy towards New-
foundland. Should retaliatory dufies be
imposed *there will have been fabundant
‘provocation. The recent imposition of

“duties on the fish and oil of the United
States was the natural consequence of the
‘abrogation by that country of a treaty
under which fish and its products have

been admitted into both countries {ree of-

duty, but no change had taken place in
our relations with Newfoundland, and
*yet the duties on American imports were
" imposed likewise on fish and its products
-+ imported from Newloundland, although
Canadian fishermen enjoy the right of
_fishing in her waters. 'The pretence for
this : policy is.that Newfoundland charges
duties on Canadian imports,  Such duties,
* however, are not protective, and are on
articles of a wholly different character
- from fish.. The duty on flour would not
diminish“the import from Canada by" a
_single barrel, and is imposed merely for

revenue purposes. . Our  imports from

Newfoundland consist almost-entirely of '

fish and its products, while we not only
export three times the amount that we
import, but we have a market for manu-
factures, lumber, and for animals and
their’products.  About a third of onr ex-
ports are .products of the Uniled States,
which would be diverted into other chan-
nels, should the Government policy be
continued.

It is admitted by the G’azette that no

foreign market is more - desirable or more

advantageously situated than Newfound-
1wd, but it suggesis that the Government
of that Island should discriminate in
favor of Canadaand against the United
States, A more Lhoroughly absurd pro-
position was never made. A thinly popu-
lated Island whose population is about
160,000, to undertake a commercial war
with a nation of over fifty millions! "To
the United States the trade of Newfound
land is quite insignificant, while to be shut.
out from the trade with the United States
would be ruinous to Newfoundland, and
most assuredly the adoption of diserim-
inating duties by the latter country would
lead to retaliation. We have not failed
tonotice a letter in the Guazelfe signed
a ¢ Canadian Fisherman,” who has, as
we believe, quite erroneously assumed
that the threatened refaliation has been
already adopted. There is a mode of
solving the difficulty which may possibly
be found satisfactory. It is that Canada
should renounce the right to frequent the
waters of Newfoundland which she has.
hitherto enjoyed, but which we can hardly
suppose to be a valuable privilege. .Were
this. done, there would be no ground
whatever for discriminating in favor of
Newfoundland in the dulies on fish and
oil, and both countries would simply
admit the exports of the other on the
same - footing. as those of other nations
The ¢ fisherman ' will probably be able
to judge better than weecan pretend to do
how far it would be prejudicial to the
Canadian fishery interest to be deprived
of the privilege of entering the Newf'ou'nd-
land bays; but it is quite clear that we
cannot continue to enjoy that privilege
and impose duties on the fish producbs of
the country grantmg it

. THE BULWARKS OF EMPIREt

The sum of $55,000,000 (11 milliong
sterling) voted by the Government . of
Great Britain on Friday last, without a
dissentient remark, for the purpose ' of
preparing for the now probable war with
Russm, may be looked iipon as an advance
in the premium rate,—of abotit 42 per cent

—which the countly usually pays fox
insuring its great property against loss.
A writer in the Forinightly Review has a
very interesting . article’ on this subject.
He says the army and navy estimates
are the premiums of insurance on the
1mperm1 wealth, and he estimates the
vate thus : the  property assessed to pay
income-tax in the United Kingdom is
placed at 3,000 millions of dollars, while
the income of the classes not paying
income tax is estimated at as much more.
On this basis the funded value of the
property of the country should be some-
thing like 180,000 millions of dollars, and
the wealth of the colonies being con-
sidered about a fourth of this, the total
imperial wealth may be estimated at
225,000 millions.” The army and navy
estimates normally amount to 130 mil-
lions, which is only a very small premium
on the amount covered—being less than
six cents on every hundred. dollars.

Great Britain is the only country in
Europe free from conscription for the
army and navy; plenty men can always
be obtained voluntarily by paying for
them at the market rate -for labor, and
there is no question of the superiority
of men who serve -voluntarily: as-
compared with conscripts, The area
of such -a’ conflict _as that threatened
would be extensive, without reckoning .
upon other powers beingfdrawn into the
struggle. In estimating the resources
with which Great Britain could enter
upon such a war, the writer remarks that
the insular position which affords the
kernel of the empire its great security,
brings .with it some disadvantages, . The

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

Mr. Henry W, Darling, President of
the Toronto Board of Trade, has issued a
circular addressed to the members of the
Dominion Parliament furnishing them
with reasons for legislation on the sub-
ject of insolveney, and concluding with
an expression of an earnest desire that
the Bill reported by - the special com-
mittee may be enacted during the present
session of Parliament. Our -readers are
aware that there are considerable differ-
ences of opinion among. commercial men
in this city as to the expediency of pro-
viding for the discharge of insolvents,
gome being willing to waive their objec-
tions for the sake of a general measure
for the equitable distribution of assets,
while others would prefer Provincial
Legislation. -We regret our-inability to
publish” Mr. Darling’s letter in full, but
the extracts copied below, especlally the
last, will enable our xjea~de1‘a ‘to judge how
far it meets . their approval, We may
expect an early decision by the House of
Cothimons on the -Bill :—

In} Canada ‘there are s0 many clements
slanding in the way of the successful prosecu-
tion of commercial. enterprises of every kind,
the proportion of those who succeed to those
engaged in them is very small. It ‘would be a

misfortune, however, were even frequent failures
to deter. others from all lawful endeavors to’

aid in the establishinent and development of
those industries which haverlready given Can-
adan foremost place in the commercial nations
of the world.”

So'in like manner wmust the fair name and
credit of tbe Dominion suffer in foreign markets,
while the law remains in its present unsatisfac-
tory condition. It is asserted thatan insolvency
law will have the effect of encouraging over-

. trading and speculative ventures in the great

Readers.of the Jourvan or CoMMERCE
were not likely to be misled by the
methods of I, Brigham Bishop & Co. in
this city, or surprised to; learn of the
collapse of the concern, as recently
announcéd. The firm—if it deserved the
name—opened a branch in this city early
in the winter with a flourish of trumpets
and announcements in the daily papers
nearly fas big as circus posters. They
and others of that ilk did not advertise
in the Journau or ComMures, simply
becnuse they were refused permission—
and we farther cautioned the public
against them. The head of the concern
opened in Boston in 1877 and attempted
io corner the petty mining stocks.
After buying 60,000shares he found them
- too hoavy a load to carry, and was obliged
1o resign his position on the Mining Ex-
change. He next organized a series of
< Bucket-Shops,” which he conducted

- 4il1 1883, -when the Stock Exchange and
Board of Trade persuaded the telegraph
companies to discontinue giving them
prices. But Brigham was pothing
daunted ; he managed to lease ‘‘ private ”
wires, and have quotations sent to his own
.offices, but some of the knowing ones say
these were cked out by reports on the
street and otherwise. Brauches were

~opened all over-the couniry [and every
means adopted to secure customers, At
the time of the suspension they had some
65 branches in the United States and
Canada,~all started and collapsed within
less than a year. As long as the market
fluctuated within small limits the * pri.
vate ” wire gave them an exiraordinary
advantage—as it enabled them to hold
their customers’ orders in hand 20 to 30
minutes and execute them—it it should
prove profitable. Their wenlth grew

FIRE INSURANCE RATES.

Siz,—The following letter is taken from a

recent issue of the Montreal Guzelle, as having

been rend at a meeling of the Council of the

Borrd of Trade, aud referred by that body to

the Board of Fire Underwriters :

“Ring INsupANcE Raris—dohn Kerry, Esq.,
prresident Board of T'rade, Hontreal,  {lear Sir,
—Allow me 1o call the attention of the Board
of Trade to the enormous increasc in the rates
of fire insurance (viz., 100 per cent) and to the
recent action of those companies doing busi-
ness in this city and district. " On or ahout
November last, the ageuts of the different
comyanies met in seeret session in this city,
and, without any intimation to pelicy holders,
entered inlo a combination to exact this
extraordinary advance in the rafes, In asking
yoi to bring this matter under' the noti¢e of
the counncil of the board, I need not say how

much this will affect the general trade of the”

country, but I do hope that some way may be
devised o protect policy holders against this

-outrageous increase of rates and fur a vigorous -

molest against the action of these companies.

[-find in the Monetary Times of the 17th that |

fire jnsurance companies realized lust vear a
net profit of 9.40 per cent, after deducting. all
losses and cost of wanagement, ete., notwith-

sianding that the mxinaéeménlbf‘ some of t.he‘
companies' was extravagant ag compared with
others. .- For instance the American.companies
muade the handsome net profit; on the year's
business of 28.30 per vent, hence to them is
due the credit of economical management.
