These obstacles have caused the fruit
te mature somewhat later than usual this year.

BRITISH AND AMERICAN RAILWAYS.

The report of the British Board of Trade for 1888, recently
issued, containing details of the capital, traffic and working ex-
penses of the railroads of the United Kingcom, enables an
interesting comparison to be made with the American system of
railways. At the close of last year British lines represented a
length open for traffic of 19,813 miles, and a total capitalization
and debt of $4,325,000,000; this being equal to rather more than
$218,000 capital per mile. In the United States there are
156,082 miles of road, and a total share capital and indebtedness
of $9,369,398,954, equal to $60,000 per mile.

The, conditions governing railway enterprises in the two
countries present several differences of interest.. In Englandi
the share capital has increased out of all proportion ta the
increase in mileage, but on this continent the average capital
per mile has remained almost stationery. Most of the lines in
Great Britain are employed, day and night, to their utmost
capacity, and it is thought advisable to encourage the movement
of slow and poor paying freight by canal and the ordinary
high ways. The chief increase in expenditure bas been in the
direction.of rolling stock and terminal facilities, rather .than on
new lines,tasjin Canada and the United States. English traffic
returns were even more satisfactory than in the previous year,,
the -improvement being well maintained, dividendsbeing an
average of 4.22 per cent., against 4.08 in 1887 and 8.94 in 1886.
Competition- and rate cutting in the west caused the total
dividende on American roads to fàll off $11,880,000... In England,
the increase was chiefly noticeable in freight traffic and gross
receipts were 31. per cent. greater than. in 1887, which in..turn



were 2J per cent. larger than in 1886 The gross total for 1888
was the largest recorded in the history of British railroads, due
ta the great increase in the foreigu trade of the country and the
large movement of Ifreight to and from the sea-ports. When
such facts are annouïbed"'e rIy judge how real the imploïe-
ment in British trade, industiy"and commerce bas been.

Passenger trafic contributed 42.5 per cent. of the total earn-
ings of the year and au increase in business bas been caused by
providing third class coaches on all trains instead of on a
certain number, as formerly. Last year third class passengers
contributed an amount 31 greater than first and second class
combined. Although travel has largely increased the expendi-
ture ta reduce hazards andi ensure tafety bas' so lessened the
risk that the reduction in the item of " compensation for
personal injury " has been 71 par cent. between the years 1878
and 1888.' Of the total capital invested in British railroads only
7 per cent. failed ta receive interest or dividend in 1888, and
this included companies whose lines were in course of construc-
tion. Some $9,000,000 of ordinary capital earned a dividend of
15 per cent.,. the highest rate earned in 1887 being 18 per cent.
As already mentioned the general average was 4.22 per cent.
These earnings muet have been a velcome change from the poor
profits in previous years, and it le gratifying ta state that British
trade appears ta be still on a sound basis aud railway business
consequently continues prosperous.

FRAUDULENT INSURA-NGE, CLAIMS.
Fire insurance companies are often accused of being weak-

knoed in the matter of compromising doubtful or suspicious
claims, and some of our contemporaries have even gone ta the
length of insinuating that the companies are answerable for a
large numbier of incendiary fires owing ta their almost invariably
preferring to discount a claim rather than fight it in court.
There is no doubt that considering the amount of interest at
stake, the percentage contested is less in fire insurance than in
any other branch of business, and that the companies, as a
whole, regard a claim from an equitable rather than a legal point
of view. looking at the spirit and not the letter of the contract,
but it is also equally certain that many fire losses are paid which
the companies believe ta be neither equitable nor legal, the
reason for which it is not difficult to ascertain.

Iu the first place it la almost impossible to find a jury who
will give a verdict in favor of a fire insurance company, aven
with the strongest evidence of arson, provided the premium bas
been paid, which fact in the eyes of a juryman would seem to
draw a pen through every condition of a policy and absolutely
exonerate a mabi frop burning his property. You cannot per-
suade most jurymen tMàt if a loss occurs upon goods or buildings
insured, the company which issued the policy is not bound to
pay, no matter if every condition of the said policy had been
violated by the ineured.

Secondly, the legal charges (more particularly in the Province
of Ontario) made by lawyers are so beavy that the insurance
company fighting à claim generally finds that when the usual
verdict le given for the Dlaintiff for the full amdunt, witl Cests,
that s.sid coste amount ta as much as the claim itself; inééedyto
use a trite expression, the company muet enter the suit upon
the principle of " double or quits," the odds being in favor of the
former. -la it any wonder then that companies should by degres
decline ta throw themselves in the breach of public moralitiW
with the probable certainty of being slaughtered by a prejudiced
jury and-multed by grasping lawyers?

We have written strongly, but not more sa than the occasion

requires, and until some change ie effected by whicb in the first
place, a jury can be made to respect the simple justice of a con-
tract, and, secdndly, nntil lawyers come ta understand that it is
in their own interests, as well as that of the public, ta be more
moderato in thoir charges in connection with an insurance suit,
fraudulent claims will be satistied and arson and incendiarism
condoned, for it cannot be expected that companies will continue
sacrificing themeelves to uphold public morality or that they
will not weary of playing the milcli cow to the law.

In conclusion, we do not men to make a condemnation
of the whole legal fraternity, but of a few thereof who having
given their attention to the legal aspects of fire insurance,
would appear to imagine that they are at liberty ta charge a
fancy price for their knowledge, wherein, we believe, before long
they will find.themselves in the position af Othello, with their
'occupation gone."

RECIPROCITY IN CRIME.
The fact that one of the organe of the French Nationalist

party of this city bas suddenly corne out-pointefly in favor of
annexation to the United States, bas attracted very little atien-
tion among our English speaking citizens as a whole. In fact it
bas been accepted more in a humorous liglit than as a serious
political departure. The question ofanrie:alion i felt tobe to
far removed from the domain of possibilities ta be looked upon
seriously by the great bulk of our population. They regard La
Polrie's fiery editorials as simply journallstic I fakes,' or langh
at them as clever attempts to advertise that energetic newspaper
and increase its circulation. But there is one section (fortun-
ately a very small o~ne) of our citizens -down who3e spines the
very idea of annexation sende a cold chill,~and that is the colony
of distinguished American exiles who prefer ta enjoy the colder
climate of Canada because that of the United States is just ùow
a trifle too sultry for them -Were Canada ta become a state, or
series of states in the Union, or were even a reciprocity of
criminals ever ta be an accomplished fact, these gentlemen vould
be compelled ta accept the punishment involved by the infrac-
tion of the laws they bave deliberately broken, and instead of
living at the best hotels and being attired in the modern equiva-
lents of purple and fine linon they would hbe wearing the ceap
striped suit of their respective penitentiaries and passing away
their leisure time in picking oakum. Naturally they feel agi-
tated over the possibility of being banded over to the justice
they evaded by their timely escape, and therefore place more
confidence in .what is merely a bit of journalistic effervescence
than it really deserves.

True, were any such reciprocity in criminals possible we
sh'uld have onè or two Canadians ta velcome back to their ap-
propt iate lodgings in Kingston or St. Vincent de'Paul; but thèir
number is very small compared with the numnber of finaniial
exiles fron the United St ates who at present infest our Thore.,
Outeide of Mr Thomas Craig of Exchange Blanl fame, we can-
not recall a single prominent defaulter who bas left this city for
bis own good ;- but let us just run over thenames of the Ameri-
can colony and how soon we find a'number ai enforced resideni
'rhose presence ,e could do equally well without.

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No douibt, in the case of the so-called "boodle " aldermen, t
tieir sudden departare for more frigid limnes was more largely
ascribable to the heat of public opinion at the time that their
transactions were first unearthed by the newspapers than to any
legal gnilt. lI fact it seerns probable that before long they will
be able to once more revisit the domains of Uncle Sam. Several
of themn are financially interested in this city. Henry Sayles i
largely interested in abattoir stock and is also a partner in a
meat packiuic concern. John Keenan is an owner of real estate
iere, and the others live in quiet and unassuiming style until
such times as they tan once more cross the line in safety ; but
there are others whose transactions have been of a far more
dubious toue, and whom the country would be very much better
without. Ilankier" lickman's career in thisj city will be re-
membered by many of his dupes; and there are others of hls
clape whose absence wokild le a positive benefit. Even those who
spend money in tits cotintry-like John C. Eno, who ie now "ii
the swin " at Quuebe-are scarcely the cas of citizen to be
prouil of, and we have no doubt that the average Canadian woald
be glad if they could be put into the hands of justice.

Why fot then have reciprocity in criminals? This is the era
of Pan-American Congresses and, otherr measures for facilitating
commerce betwveen the varions States of this continent; why not
suggest free trade in derfaulters? Why agitate for freer traffic
in goodis and yet leave restrictions in the wny ofan interchange
of rascale ? Canada will ceierfully consent to anry extension of
the existing extradition treaty which will fiee her of a ciase of
immigrants whom every honest mran cainot help regarding with
conteinpt, no matter how weIl their pockots may be lined with
other peplie' noney, and will gladly mieet 1r. Baine more than
balf way in any incasure wich will put a stop to the present in-
flux of American <defatilters and enrable lier to purge her cities of
a class of succeisful lawbreakers whose presence cannot fail to
work injury to thle moral seiibilities of the people.

MONTREAL AND '111E WORLD'S FAIR.

If tire is any public sentiment in favor of fairs or exhibi-
tionse in Montreal, it shroild find ex pression and practical sym-
pathy within a very short timte, as the year 3892 offers a most
ilnterestirng series of dates, calculateut to give a Canaiianr exhibi-
tion in the liiadinrg commercial city, both naine and puirpose.

Thera is scarcely any doubt, that, a credif abl world's fair will
be held ait e ,ne point lin the United States, probably in Chicago,
to commirremiorate the greant discovery made by Columbus, four
hundred years ago. Wo rouet not fo-get, howevor, that as Mont-
real was foiided in 1612 and the Confederation of tie Dominion
Was acconuplisied in 1867, the year 1802, will mark two other
important arnniversaries, the 2500h year of the city and the 25th
year of Conifederation. A "great maiy people are agreed that
soimetinurg should be donc, and also that more than a more pase-
ilg celebrat.ion is ii order. The suggestion that a statue be
arected to De Maisonneuve, the fuander of the city, is a good
onbe, butI a grand Dominion exibitior might alao be leld,- bene-
ficial ta us both socially and commercially.

As to the worl's fair, it appears that New York ias fallen
behind in the race. The suggestion to une Central Park ne the
site, the most suritable in the city, found many oppouent, and
in a11.irtioi to this, subscriptions have not been so nruimerous as
expectoil. In Chicago, there is not likely to Le trouble about a
site, aid activity and harmony have characterized the move-
mllernts of the organizers, who will have fully tan million dollars
suibscribed before thei openrinrg of Conigress. The support of
mnanry Congressinen lias alo 'beau secured. Europeans wouild
doubtless find New York the most convennent point, but tie
marrjority of the visitors will Le dwellers on this continent) and
Chieîgo is, in rea'lity, far more central. Ils facilities for travel
ani ils alccommnnodation for visitors are risurpassed. So far as
Canada ij conrcerned, Chicago is the preferable location as it is
easily accessible fo most of our people. Again, if the world's fair
is hold ait New York, the St. Lawrence route will lose mnuch of
ifs ordinary travel, for the sasiion, as toitrists and fravellers will
ratrallriiy prefer to brud thera. On the o'lier hand, a great ex.
hibition in the West woild cause considerable foreigi travel, and
manry of the exhibits, to pase through Montreal, whici would
benrelt orr shipping nid .commercial interests and the liotels.
The weighty opinion of onîr City Council having been sought,
tiat body has dechred itself impressed with the superior ad-
vaitages offered by Chicago. The Board of Trade bas also dis-
cues the subject and lias passed a resolut,ion to the effect that

be commercinl interests of Canada would be best served by a
world's fair at Chicago rather than at New York.

Under all the circumstances it would seem to be good policy
for Montreal to make a supreme effort to do credit to herself
and the Dominion, in 1892. Whether an exhibition here, unless
confined to specialties, would suffer by comparison ils, of course,
a fit subject for discussion.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.
The monthly statements of the chartered banks for October

exhibit little change beyond what is usually characteristic of
the season. The circulation, for example, shows an increase
during the month of nearly 2j millions, due to the wants of
grain men in moving the crops. The lack of suflicient cars in
the west bas been severely felt by .deL'ers during the season.
Deposits with the Dominion Government have been withdrawan
to the extent of over 3 millions. Provincial Government de-
posits on demand have increased about balf a million, and those
after notice bave decreased about $SS0,000. Publie deposits are
almost stationrary. 'Tere is a falling off of some $300,000 in
amouats die banks in Canada, and a decrease of $237,000 in
amouits owilg banks ii the United Kingdom. The changes
above nentioned contribute with other lass important items to
reduce the total liabilities by some two and a-half millions. In
Specie there is a decrease of over $300,000, and a decrease iu
Dominion Notes of about $16,000. The elasticity of our banking
system je shown by the decrease in the item of I Due from
Foreign Agencies or Banks,'' which is less by four and a-half
millions than in the previous month, called home, doubtless, by
the requirements of the arvest yield. The total of " Available
Assets"Is consequnrtly less by the latter amount. Loans to
other corporations, which may as well be included under the
bead of public discounts, show at increase of somewhat over a
million dollars, while the item of "Discounts" itself shows an
advance of one and three-quarters millions. When to these two
items are added the amount appearing opposite ''Directors'
Liabilities," namely, eight and a-half millions (which are simply
discounts to firms in whieb Directors are partners) we fiadthe
total discounts amount to the unprecedented figure of $182,843,-
000. In other respects the subjoined comparative table will be
found sufficiently explicit, while those wlro wisi to examine the
part aci iidividial bank plays in the Statement will find it
detailed in the two page table elsewhere in tis issue:-

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ELECTRICITY AS A MOTIVE POWER.
The opinion prevails among enthusiasts that electricity as a

motive power is destined in time to supersede both water and d
steam; A few practical hints on the subject may not be out of g
place. Thera are but two ways known at the present time by
which electricity to any extent may be generated; the one, i
galvanisn by the use of batteries, the other, induction by the t
use of the dynamo. There is not as yet any form of battery
known powerful enough to generate an amount of electricity,
sufficient to be utilized to a large extent as a motive power, in
which the cost of the materials consumed and the care and at-
tention requisite ta keep them in working order will not amount
ta more than the same power if generated by steam or vater.
On the other band, while there le scarcely any limit to the
amount of electricity that mnay be generated by the use of the
dynamo, il cannot be run without a motive power either from
steam or water.

It le extremely probable that new discoveries will ho made
within a few years by which electricity se a motive power and
for other purposes will be brought more thoroughly under con-
trol; but at present we have ta do with matters as they stand.
In citles and large towns where power is desirable for light
maunfacturing purposes, an electric plant may ho located in
sone convenientplace where it would beleast objectionable, and
run by steam or vater power whichever may ho the more con-
venient, the power being carried by conducting wires into auy
part of the town or building where required. In this manner
power may be supplied ait about the same cost that a steam an-
gine of the sanie power could be maintained, provided the con-
ditions wyere such as to admit of its use. Again, there are valu-
able vater powes to be found in varions parts of the country,
where the location is sncb that they cau he made directly av'ail-
able, but these water powers may be no situated, and the sur-
roundings of such a character, that the expense of receiving the
raw materials and delivering the manufactnred products were such
as to preclude the idea of erecting the necessary buildings in
proximity to allow the transmission of the power by any of the
ordinary methods, at the sane time that aun eligible site may he
had a half a mile away offering every facility for shipment or
transportation.

Il such a case, by erecting an electric plant upon the site .of
the water power and conducting .the current of electricity so
generated to electric motors placed within the building, au am-
ple supply of reliable power may be obtained and at consider-
ably less expense than the sane could be run independently by
steain power. There ie no gainsaying that in localities where
thero je an abundant supply of water ail the year araund a well
constructed water power le the cheapest and can be maintained
at less expense than stean. There is also a factor in the use of
electricity which muet be taken into consideration, namely, that
arising from resistence and friction of the motor. This bas beau
estimated at about 10 per cent.

The first cost of a plant of this kind for utilizing a water
power may he considerably more than an independent steam
plant, but the question of fuel will in all such cases coie up for
consideration. In the case of a certain class of woodworking
and other establishments, where shavings and other refuse ai-
ford a sufficient supply of fuel, stean power is undoubtedly the
most practical and available, for the reason that there je no cost
for fuel, besides furnishing a convenient and aveu profitable
manner of disposing of th"e refuse, which, in most cases, kwould
require to be carted away to some distance from the mill and
burned or otherwise disposed of. The comparative cost for re-
pairs and attendance between a steam plant and an electric one
operated by water power of equal efiiciency appears to b about
equal. The services of an engineer in elither case are indispens-
able, as the machinery at the plant, consisting of the water
wheels and dynamos, requires the same attention as the eteam
angine; but the motors within a factory are so simple that little
care is necessary, aside from keeping them clean and weHl oiled,
and this expense, aside from the regular engineer, if performed
by any man within the factory, would not anount to the wages
of the fireman who would be required in a steam plant of the
same capacity.

Looking at it from every point of view we do not belleve that
electricity il likely for many years yet, ta enter into competition
with steami, generally speaking. Where water power la procur-
able manufacturera and mill owners will probably prefer to util-
ize it in part for the production of electricity for lighting pur-
poses, andin this respect great developments may be expected
in the near future.

ANGLO-MAN[A.
Those who have watched carefully the fluctuations of trade

Luring the past few years cannot but have been struck vith the
rowing popularity of English manners and customs. In spite of
he persistent attacks of the comic press uponiAnglo-mniaa in its
most acute forme, it is useless ta disguise or glose over the fact
tbat every day English social habits, likes and dislikes, are
gaining ground in this country, and that, though we are still re-
uctant to admit the fact, we are steadily conforming more and
more to the rules and custome prevailing in Great Britain.
Whether this be due to the more frequent intercourse between
lie two continents, or ta the fact that many Englisi habits are
more sensible and practical than our own, we cannot say ; but
the fact remains, and in view of the changes it has involved in
the consumption of certain lnes of goods, we cannot afford to
gnore it.

Let ns take, for instance, the consumption of tobacco in its
various forme, and we find the effects of Auglo-mania at once
apparent. The statistics show that the outputof domestic cigars
grows steadily less, and that, in spite of the heavy protective
duty levied on cigarettes in order to compel Canadians to snoke
domestie cigare, the consumption of donestic cigars is on the
decline. Of course a large portion of tbis falliug off ie due to the
steadily growing popularity of cigarette smoking-a habit irn-
ported from England, where the cbeapness and convenience of
this much abused form iof tobacco consumption at once recom-
mended it ta an ecounomical and practical people. But a stili
larger proportion of the lessened demand for domestic cigare is
due to the gradual admission of the pipe into society. Gentle-
men now do not hesitate ta smoko a pipe in places where, a year
ago, it woulid have been looked upon as a sign of vulgarity.
We see !pipes smoked upon St. James street, and by gentlemen
in dog-carts on Sherbrooke street. Not only is the pipe the
earliest and cheapest forn ot tobacco using; but it in also the
healthiest. With such improvements as are now visible in the
construction of the pipe, none of the nicotine and but Ilttle of the
essential ails so often confounded with that poisonous alkaloid,
can possibly reach the system. When a habit is economical, and
healthy into the bargain, it ie certain, sooner or later, ta edge its
way insensibly mto general favor, and now that the pipe is no
longer looked upou as belonging to the masses, it is evident that
it will grow more and more popular day by day.

Not only is the pipe then pushing the domestic cigar to the
wall, but even with those who prefer using ihe leaf in this form
there is a growing preference for imported, brande. This is, of
course, an English habit. l England, the home-made Pick-
wick is a thing to shudder at. As a consequence, when be visita
this country he naturally classes Our excellent brands with those
of his own conutry, and insiste upon having an lavana. Little
by little-probably more from force of example than anything
else-many of our citizens have come also to dispise the domes-
tic cigar, and thus, while the sale of imported cigare is fully up
ta the average, the demand for domestic cigare is declining
lowly but surely.

Even in imported cigare the influence of Engelsh taste is be-
coming apparent. Formerly Canadians followed American taste,
strictly, and preferred the "green" or moist cigar. Now they are
day by day calling for dry cigare, in imitationof the English
taste, and reject anything that dose not feel crisp ta the touch.
Even bere Anglo-mania ie gaining ground, and day by day old
habite and tastes are being ousted in favor of those ruling in the
mother land. And yet it is from no slavish aping of English
manners that it occurs. It le simply from the insensible graft-
ing of the ideas of a bard-leaded and practical people upon our
own that this slow but sure conversion is really brought about.
We are becoming as English in custom and domestie habits as
we are gradually andinsensibly drifting apart from themin poli-
tical views; but wve do so because the habite we adopt recom-
mend themselves to our common senne, and not because the'ties
between this and the mother country are in any way stronger or
more firmly knit.

THE DUTY ON SAMPLES.
The question of the duty on samples bearing a commercial

value, but which are imported at an exceptionally large discount
because of their character as such, has been debated for nome
time past,-and it ie probable that the Government will shortly
issue itsmandate on the subject.- There are a great many such .
articles imported, some of them at a discount of from 25 to 50
per cent., and, after serving their purposes as samples, are finally
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disposed of at whatever they will bring. Now, it is most difi-
cuit to appraise such goosie. Tie importer usually contends that
they should be enterod at the price which he pays for ther
The Departmont on the other hand wishes to collect duty
on their value in the chief market place of the country
where manufacturei, same as other goods. Were the
quantity of these samples smail, it would matter littie,
but they aggregate a large amount annually and in
their proportion enter into competition with regular im-
portations. A single valise, a trunk, a yard of carpet ail
have their value, and the Government seems to cling to the
belief that they should pay duty on the full market value
of trunkes or carpets at the place of manufacture. Samples of
carpets arm put to various uses : they are moade into sechool bage,
carpet bags, covers for footstools, camp-chaire and slippere,
wlhile no one but the ragman wants to use cut samples of tweeds,
worstede, broadcloths, embroideries, etc., which consequently
have no market value; and this is the argument which had most
weight with the laid of the Department in rescinding the order
prematurely issued lest suimer. It le believed, therefore, that
samples having a commercial value in themselves, such as those
referred to, will be obliged to pay duty on the full value of such
goods il quantity at fhe principal market of the country in which
they are produced.

LIFE INSURANOE.

A proiient life underwriter, says the N. S. lZuleW, remarks that
" ail the lifu insurance written was the resnt of personal solicitation,
while i greater portion of the fire insurance written cameunsolicited
to he illico." Thisinl iinqitiionably true, notwithstanding the fact
that ti average chance of dying during any given year le much larger
than tlie chance of one's property being destroyed by fire. There le
also a further listinction. IL is taint if ail the stipulated piumiums
are paid the life insuranco policy will certainly become a claim and be
duily honored, while the lire inseur nce policy may, and probably never
will be. It looks' as if mon wereâ much more anxious to protect them.
selves fron loss through lthe d struction of their property than they
are to secure their faillies from vant In the ovent of thir promature
death ..

'Tle habit of procra'tination bas much to do with this condition of
affaire. Men have great failli lu thlicr own ability to live, and they
defer fron day te day the duly of applying for a policy of Ilfe insur-
ance. They admit the need, but think that some other time will do,
An oflice In thisl city issued a policy upon the lifo of a man of moder-
ate mens. Upon prcsenting it and cndeavoring to collect the pre-
mim, the agent was; told to comle next weck and collect the money.
Tlhe reply vas "you may not be alive next week.' The retort was
l Well, I will taike the risk." The next day the applicant, who would

have been ineured under this policy, started for Baltimore. ln the
evening his body was fouid in the tunnel near tiat city. Evidently
in attemnpting to go from one car to another in the ilu light, ho
made a mis-step and was thrown fromic the train. He took the risk
with both eyes open and by so doing left lis family penniless.

The disposition to put off insuring creates more trouble for -the
agent than all other causes combined, it requires tact, coupled ivith
a higl dlegrec of personual feroe, to induce mon in good health to act
promptly intthe matter of insuring their lives. It is a remarkable fact
hnt men willi protect their property against lire, their crops against

tornadoos ani hail etornis, thior animale against death or theft, and
refusec or dolay ic protection of those of their own houechold in case
of their own death by stouring a policy of life insurance.

Tilere la an Apatiy in public sentimeut which, to a considerable
degree, i the cause of tisia disposition. IL is curlons thait botli men
and animails follow eaci other. They are both essentially imitators
The current of public sentiment Sweeps away all before ILt. ILt
deomled au absolute necessity to secuire oue'e property. The move-
ment li business circles are basei upon this essumption. Hence it is
doue promptly. There ld io noeed of seeking the proporty owner, l
ca,'always be doiepended upon to find the company or its agent.

Tl MUEll WASTE.

The opening eaich year of new territory by the Canadian railroadi
and their branches menus at once greater facilities for the transporta
lion of lumber. 'Tlie large sales of timber limite male last semmer
l wel as the erection of large mille and modern m'chhiery, even tc
he hauling o! the :og8 from the stump by steam, ail point to In
creased activity and Interest lu the Canadian lumbering operations
How long our timber limite, which are each year increasing in value
cau etaud thie heavy draii lu 'addition to the enormous waste b:
forest fires, le a question which caniot be solved. Already the oye

of many extensive mill owners are turned toward the fer west, and
mille of enormous capacity are rapidly springing up,

" There are people in the United States," says the Victoria Colonist
in commenting on this subject, " who view with alarm the rapid dis-
appearance of the foreste of the country. Not only is the consump.
tion of timber very great, but the destruction of the foreste by fires le
rmost deplorable. It bas been calculatei that more timber le wasted
than is used. And a v.ry great quantity ls used. It le computed
that the forests of the States cover 450,000,000 acres. The area
denuded of trees every year le 25,000,000 acres. At this rate, makiug
no allowance for new growth, the forests of the Republic will be ex-
haueted :in about eigbteen years. It le, however, calculated that
growth. in at the rate of 12,000,000,000 feet a year,but twice.this
amount in' cut without considering what is destroyed by fire. The
people of the United States, therefore, have good reason to consider
how their forests cen be preserved and what can be doue in the way
of economising the consumption of timber. The exhaustion of their
timber supply l, within a distance of tlme, easiy measureable,
and the worst of it is that the consumpti,a ., the products
of the forest gors on et a continuously increasing ratIo. Would
it not be well if the people of Canada were ta take stock of
their timber resources? Most lamentable waste bas been going on in
ail parts of the Dominion since its settlement. The time has cone
when meesres for forest preservation are a necessity. In view of
thietapid disappearauce of the American forests it does not require a
mathematician or a political ecoribiùiât& st e that every acre of
timnber land in the Dominion ie increasing in value each year. All
that le required le to allow IL ta stand and in a very few years its
value will be increased at least one hundred per cent. It le not very
hard to imagine wllat Canadian lumber will be worth when the forests
of the country south of us are nearly exhausted. Canada's timber le
one of ber richet resources and one whieb it le well worth ber while,
from every point of view, to husband with the tutoat care."

Tue Lrav Fms.-The few business men whom busineÏs or
pleasure detained at their offices during the afternoon of Saturday
last, were rather startled on turning into Victoria square on their
evening way home, to perceive dense volumes of emoke issing from.
the building et the foot of Beaver Hall bill, for many years known
as Zion Church, but for the let two or threc years. occupied by the
flerau1 Company and some sub-tenants, The crowds gathertI on the
square wore soon compelled to fall back, owing to the pecultarly suffo-
cating strong odor of the smoke. The whole lire brigade was soon on
the.opot and battled with the faiimes within to littie effect, some of
the men being aimast disabled by the smoky vapor. The fliames
soon found vent throughi the chimney, and when the rafters caught, it
was sen that the metal roof muet sbortly yield and furnish an open-
ing to the oxygen neceseary to couvert the imprisoncd smoke and
flames lnto a clear blaze. A singular feature of the fire were the fit-
fui starts which it appeared to tako from within, for no sooner were
the efforts of the bravo firemen successful in one quarter than the
filmes buret out at another, aloug the comices and finally through
the roof, which ut length collapsed, sending up a dense shower of
sparks that were borne by the wind on andl over the roofs along
Radegonde street.

This concern failed aiso, but securtel a settie-
ment et 42 cents, the largest creditors being Higgins, Eagle & Co., of
London, England. For a year afterwards th; firm was kno'wa as
White & White, conducted by Mr. White alone. Chas. E. Petter, of
Toronto, grocer, became a partner in May last, agreeing ta put
in $10,000 immediately, and an equal amount in a few monthe
afterwards. Petter, who, it will be remembered, was announced Io
have talen a sudden departure for the United States a fow weeks ago,
ls now said, by Mr. White, ta bave completely deceived hLim ln respect
ta the promised capital, having failed to contribute even a single
dollar. The Londonìricm. reforred ta above, sent a representative ta
Toronto lately,"athe resuit of hie examination was the assigmaent
of White & Petter. The liabilities are estimated at $75,000, chiefly to
British bouses.

A. W. Moais & Bao.-.A meeting of sone of the largest creditors
of Messrs. A."W. Morris & Brother of this oity, was beld on the 28th
!net. Mir. F. W. Thomas, of the Molsons Bank, presided. There were
present. Mr. Jrombie, of the Bank of Commerce, Mr. McDonald, of
the Bank of Nova SBotia, representing Nova Scotia' Cotton Co., Mr.

Since the announcement of varions suspen-
sions there bas leen a slightly firmer tone,
but little trading, no sales whatever -beoing
made at this mornings' bgard. Speculative
buyers seem to be wanted very badly just
now. In the present dull state of affairs it je
difficult to express a decided opinion, but
some of the 'bulls' claim that a leading in-
stitution is making large sums of monay
through the high rates of interest obtainable

and, so far, has been free from losses. The
French and Western banks bave been the
sufferers, if we may judge from the public an
nouncements of failures. Pacifie is the only
stock la which there bas been any degree of
activity, but even this shows a falling away of
orders,and a decline inprice. The latter feature
is in sympathy with the London and New York
markets, where all railway securities have
weakened. The monthly statement of the
Canadian Pacific is expected te be out to-night
and the i bulls" dcaim the net earnings ivill
show an increase of over $800,000 ; this in
itself should prevent any serious decline. At
the moment the tendency is to sell rather
than to buy all stocks. Gas after goinîg down
the scale as low as 198à, bas risen some 3 per
cent , closing around 202 bid. The strength
la attributed to the adverse decision against
the Royal Electrie Light Company in favor of
Edison, vhich, it is claimed will ultimately do
away with the competition with Gao. This
may be a rose colored view; however, the
buying bas undoubtedly been to cover short
sales, with one or two new " bulls " going in, in
the expectation of a slightly higher market.
Cotton stocks dull. Richelieu bas been traded
la to a smali extent at slightly firmer. prices,
and it le now being looked upon as a cheap
speculative security, likely to come t the front
again on any improvement in the market.
ioney probably easier but prices are not

shaded much, except on some odds and ends
coming in seeking employment. Arrange-
ments are pretty well settled for the present,
and little charge is looked for until after the
turn of the year. Sterling Exchange bas been
quiet and steady. Sixty-day bills between
banks, 8 3-16@l¼; denand, 909j; counter
rates a shade higher. Drafts on Ncw York have
been easier, and aie now about par to a small
premium. Docunmentary bills drawn from
this port are, of course, at an end for the sea-
son, but some through bills whil still be
drawn.

it 1 feared will turn out a poor one. In fact
they seem to have becn living on theaselves
for somle time back Thoir trade has bten
principally witb farmers in-the northern por.
tion of Quebec, and as two poor harvests have
tnis year been followed by awretcbed one,
they have been unable to collect fron their
custoiners. The banks have carried them as
long as they could ; in fact till one of them la
ln some $35,000; but they will do so no
longer. It is feared there are some others
doing the same Bonsecours larket kind of

trade who are li the same liole, and devel-
opmients are now being very closely watched
by' those bouses who sol largely to the
French trade.
