ARCHBISHOP MANKING ON SCH'SM.

A lectcre in connection with the Young Mer's Ca
tholic Association was delivered on Tueaday evening
in the J-nover-square Roowms by Archbishop Msn-
ning on the ¢ History of Schiem. A large aod dis-
tingnigked andience assembled on the ocetatod, in
addition to the members of associatinrn Among those
prezent were the Marchionesa of Loodooderry, the
Duwager Marchioness of Lothisn, the Baruness Bro-
now, Lady Rllen Bowne, ¥:ss fcort, of Ancrum;
Mcs Q Moore, Hoan Mra Arbuttnot, Visc unt Oastle-
toss Admiral Manners, Hon Colin Lindaay, Mr Mon.
teitb, Major Gordon, Dr O'Cosuor, 3fr St Olsir, Mr
Eyre, the Rev A Obriatie, Mr Gniton. Mr B Tagart,
&>, The Most Rev Prelate, who ou rising was re-
ceived with great applange commenced with an
apology for baviog gelrcted a3 tke subject of Lis lac-
tore the history of schism, for be found that cn look-
ing on the right hand and the lett be was compelled
to retutu to his cveryday thems. He propoged to
confine bimeelf to the history of achiam, eo as 10 keep
aa ciear ne posaible of the theology of schism. The
history of schigm was a higtory of separation from
Oatbolic unity. The Church underwent thia prceass
juat a5 atoues and debria were falling away from a
wmountaia ; but with this differeace, that altbongh
the fallen particles might chapge the sepect of the
mountain, the Church went on expandiog, multiply-
ing itself, and abaorbing individusale jato iteelf, all
the world over. Schism meant the separating and
the falliog away from the Church. Uity was the
outward expressior of cherity, apd schism wasre
lated to it, just ae b'indners waa rilated to sight.—
By means of eight they wera abie to judge of tha
effects of blindnegs, and by the belp of unity they
were nble to jude of tha effects of schi m. Tho firat
great schism 1n the Church was that of the Donatis
Rishops in Africa, who eeparated themselves from
thn Catholic Church, and, Ia fact, claimed to be the
only real Oatholic Bistops. They grew to be very
pomerous, and their followers increased and multi
plied, bat after the lapse of 150 years they vanished
atd melted away ag if such s scct had rever exisred.
Oue of the most wonderfrl events in the Listcry of
Christianity wae tbe 8chism of the Greek Gburch.
Tue Emperor Constattine, moved by a Christian in-
slinct that it was jmpoesible for him to reign toge-
ther with the Vicar of Christ in Rome, transfarred
bimzelf and his power to Bygentiom. whici was call-
ed Cooatantioopls, or the city of Constantine. In
cours? of tima tbe bishop tecame erchbishop, snd
later on Patrigrch: and so much did his power and
authority expand under the change of Ewnpire thet
he goon began to dispute supremacy with the Romsn
Pontiffs ; but the final reparatico did nct take place
uotil the pinth centary, +od from that day to tuis
the Eait bas been separated from the Weat. Not
loag since the Holy Father, prompted by motives
of charity, addresaed o letier of invitation to the
Patriarch of Constantinople to attend the general
council ; but he would not condescend so muck 88 to
bandle the letter, telling those who hrought it that
ke knew ita conteata throngh tha news;spers, and
recalling past events in justification of bis refuesl to
attond the council., But the sun had ot gons down
that eame day ere the patrisrch had received a pro-
videptial chastizemeat in the sbape of a dooument
from the Balgariace, numberiog 5,000 €00 out of the
7 (0,000 under bis gpiritual juriedictiso, declaring
ther-gelves independent of Lis antbority, The ecemy
who had hitberto tried to desiroy the Church ex-
ternslly, tried in the middle ages to urdermine it
from wiihin., This was chiefly brecught about by the
growth of roodern languages, from which pationality
took its reot. France and Italy entered 1uto a
civalry a8 to which sbould cBoose the Pope, aod thus
there wap & French or jtalian Pecpe, as ave paticn
predomirated over sucther in the eontest. Thus it
ulso bappened that there were two Papes contendiog
with each other, while In reality ihere was bul ope
who was canonically elected. Tt waa pretty much
the same a8 bappened when tWo embers are return-
ed for & borough havicg only one seat, the difficulty
being in ench case to determine who had been duly
olected. Well, this great echism also came to¢n
end, snd no mora Juminous prospect could be given
of the Divice perpetujty of tke unity of the Church.
The Russian Ohnrch, whick was under the supreme
autharity of the Emperor, was also continually
breeking up into disgecting ep2cts. The low of
schism appeared to be a coostant crumbling away,
like the Gecomposition of members asparated from the
buman body. They saw this in their own covntiy.
By an act of Parliament in the reign of Henry v,
the Reformation was acoompliched, aod all the in-
babitsnte of the kingdom, with tbe exception of o
bandtal who sdhered to the ancient fajth, embraced
the establigbed religicn ; but, 80 sirong wag the. prir-
oiple of dislntegration when the Reformed Chuzrch
separated tself from Catholie nnity, that Notcor-

formity began to rear its head apd atroggle fora

geparate existence, and the census of 18&1 sbow‘ed
tbat dissepters nearly divided the popuiation with
she mewbsrs of the Establish Chuo:ch, Atiempts
wera mada from time to tima to uoite tke Church of
Englacd with the Greek Church, but tte proposals
of the Oburch of Boglani were always repulsed.—
There was uo iostance ¢f | wo schismatic bodies uoit-
ing. There was no vitality io thets to admit of such
aonian. The Qstholic Uburch alene fulfilled the
upity predicted by ita Founder —1be unity thet woald

o oo expandicg and icereasiog until it gathered
aoto itself all who were faithful, and became merged
in the unity of tte Eternal Kiugdom, The moat
rev., lecturer was greeted wirh renewed applanss on
resuming hig seat. After the sicging of a hymuo by
the members of the mesociation, the company broke

up.

The revelations made io the
rrogress of the digcugsion were aetonishing to all who
took any interest io the history of American glavery,
and ahiboogh at the fi-st A few epthuai-siic gentle-
mep attempted by bold assertion to re-emablish the
potion that the Puritaps came to Massachneetts as
pioneera of civil and religioua liberty, thia attempt
was quickly abandoned, in the face of accomulated
evidence, and there I8 pow 0o cne to ba found so
bold a8 ta claim that any idea of liberty. civil or re-
ligious, prevailed in the gettlement asd growth of
Plymouth or Baston

That nortion of the discussion being substantially

Panis, June 12,—Tumults in the streets con-
linwe. The cavalry paraded all night, but met
with no 1esistance. Blany arrests continue to
e made. The streets became more thronged
after midoight, but strong detachments of the
military were posted in convensent places to pre-
et any outbreak, When the Emperor and
Fmpress drove thravgh Montmartyre yesterday,
they were entirely unmolested. About 200 ar-
rests were made last pight. The populace gen-
trally assisted the troops to maintain order, and
lbe atreets were cleared by one o'clock. No
outriges were committed.

A SvrreMs Court.—Noticing the action
of our Colonial Government, in that it has
drought forward a measure for establishing a
Sopreme Court in Capada, the Witness of the
23th mst. remarks that, © the proposal of such a
raeasure is just anctber of the signs of the times,
which appear lo be all ponting towards the as-
gsmplion at no very distant day, by the new na-
fhon, of all the duties of nationality,”

‘We would say more. We would say that the
establishment of a Supreme Court  Canada
meplies the absolute independence of Canada.
o long 23 Canada remaios in any sense a por-

tion of the British Empice, and so long #s Ca-
oadians remain British subjects, it will be impos-
sible to establsh a Supreme Court in Canada
Every British subject has, and ever must bave,
80 long as be remains a British subject, no mat-
ter in what part of the Empire he may be domi-
ciled, the right of appeal to the Tmperial tri-
bunais. Rob kim of this priviiege of this right
of appeal to tue House of Liards as the prne Su-
preme Csurt of the British Empire, and you
thereby disfranchise fm, you strip him of lus
rights and absolve him from his duties, as a Bri-
tish subject. It s impossible therefore for any
dependency of the Empire to setup a  Supreme
Court,” At bestit can oply establish a Court
intermediate betwixt the existing Colomal Courts
and the House of Lords,

No doubt a really Supreme Coirt is an or-
gamsm esseohial to every true Cenfederation,
without which a real Federal Union cannot in-
deed exist: and the more the Federal element
prevads 1w any political erganisation, o mueh
the more must the fugctions of the said Supreme
Court hecome necessary and imporiant. Sot
is that the degradation of tbe old Supreme Court
of the U, Srates is one of the objects of the
consistent and logical revolulionary party amongst
our neighbors : for they sec that the existence of
a Tribunal ever aad above, both the Central or
TFederal governent, and the particular S:ate
governments, endowed with the right and the

I power to adjudicate betwix! them, to determtne

their respective limits, to say to Cangress  thus
far shalt thou come, and no fartker,” is ipcom-
patible with the strong, Inghly centralised, and
unlimited government wiich they aim at sub-
stituting for the old Federal Union of the So-
vereign and Independent States. An ommpotent
Congress,and a Supreme Court are incompatible
iastitutions : they cannot exist side by side.

‘We have no Supreme Court n Canada : we
can have po such Court so Jong as we remain a
portion of the Empire, so long as Canadians en
jny equal rights with theic fellow British subjects.
The House of Lords is, and must be, to every
Britisk subject the ultimate Court of Appeal;
and when it ceases to be so for us, Canada will
no longer be part of the Rritish Empire, and her
citizens will no longer be British subjects. The
Witness is therefore perfectly right in accepting
this proposal to establsh a Supreme Court 1n
Canada, as a sign of the fimes, as a symptomn
of the direction io whicb uobappily we are dnft
ng—that is to say, towards Independence, in the
first instance, and Anaexation ia the second.

Kor most assuredly, independence is but the
first step towards anoexation. As an iodepend-
eot nation,and left entirely to our own resources,
we could only maimntain our separate national ex

istence through the forbearance aod sufference
of the U, States, Cut oft from all direct access
to the ocean as we are curing so many months of
the year, we could only avail ourselves of the
great bigh-way of nations by permussion of our
neighbors—for we suppose that no sane person
dreams that any conceivable line of railroad to
the sea, running througheut ils course within the
territory ot the Domiwion, could, in the present
state of physical science, be rendered available
for commercial purposes, Canada independent,
its relative positton towards the U. States would
be that of Belgium towards France,af all Eu-
rope were French, if ooly France and Belgium
existed oo the maps of tbe European Contiment.
How long under such circumstances coufd Bel-
gium maiotan ber distinctive national existence ?
Therefore we look upon it as a self evident pro-
position, that independence, or the severance of
the ties which now so happily unite us to the
Bribsh Empire, implies avnexation to the U.
States, as a commercial and amilitary necessity ;
as the inevitable consequence of our unfortupate
geographical conditions, and the peculiar political
conditions of the North American Conticent,
Small States, no doubt, have existed, free and
honored 1n the immediate vicinity of great States :
but wherever and whenever this has happened, it
has been owing to the mutual jealousies and ri-
valries of several adjacent Great Powers, none
of whom would permit the small State to be
swallowed up by another. Unfortunately there
1z but one Great Power in North America, and
therefore no guaractee for the indepeadence of a
small State.

——

if the Engmeer be not able to accomplish bis
portion of the great work.

That work is to furnish ihe fulure setiler of the
Red River Ferritory with cbeap and constant ac-
cess to the other parts of the Domiuion and to the
Atlautic sea board : to construct a route, avail
able at all seasons of the jear, winter as well as
summer, which traversinz throughout its entire
length British Territory, shall at ail seasons fur-
nish to the residents of the Red River a cheaper
and speedier meana of access to the ocean, than
can be furmished by any other route, passing 10
whole, or in part, through a foreign aod naturally
bostile countrp. This s the condition size qua
767 ot a real usion of the Britisk North Ameri
cap possessions. And this must be dope at ence.
Every month’s delay is dangerous to the per-
mapence of the Uaton : a few years delay would
be fatal : for it 14 a self evident proposition thal,
if the U. States can furnish the necessary route
sooner thao we can, the fate c<f the Red River
district is poltical absorption by the ccuntry
through which its easiest lines ¢f commumcation
with the rest of the world first pass.

This should be a cauticn to those who use
that flesh for food : and f any contioue so io use
it, they should be most careful to see that 1t 1s
thorougkly cooked. OF course total abstinence
from the flesh of the uoclezn beast is the best
safeguard : but the babit of using it for food is
so general, that there is no probability of such a
dietary reform takiog place ; acdat is therefore a
consolation to pig meat eaters to know 1hat the
dangers to which they are exposed may be
greatly dimmished by a careful and thorough
cooking, At a very high temperature the flthy
parasites which burrow in the flesh of swine are
killed, and the flest of these foul animals may
then be eaten with comparative impunity.

When we think of the Ilarge mor-
tality ot Montreal we spmetimes wish thst they did,
and that it waa not true that we yearly sarcnificed so
many huadreds on the altar of stupidity and Juke.
wermnesc. Our death rate, aceording !o an sable
report recently printed by the Sanitary Assaciation
is 25 per thougand, while according to thLe game re-
port, in the six parishes adjoising Montreal it i3 only
1 47 rer thousand  As the returod in the latter cages
are probibly somewhat incomplete it wiil ba safe to
al'ow o margin, and put tue mortality at 2 per thou-
sand, which contrasted with that of the city, causes
the latter to stand out in ita awful prorortions.
Looking still more closely at 1kis rerort, we find that
only 27 per cent of the interments of last year were
of ndults, and in thia ealeulation children from 12
vears of sage are included. This bringaus face to
face with the setartl'og fict that T3 per cent, or
unearly three-fonriha cf our mortality were young cbil-
dren. This iz a sad, sad story ; aod it ssem3 to us
that those who after reading it can remain calmly,
ani not exert every energy in favor of sanitary re-
form, muset be destitate of every boman feeling.”

The 1ast clauge i3 a direct challecgato our buman-
ity. The fret question auggested ta our mind fs -
1n what way,as jourpalista, cso we advases the
cauaa of sanitary reform? Our rcady amswer is—
tbe urging upon every educated aud thoughtful man,
who wonld aweks to the importance of sanitary
questions, to do bia best t3 teach and presch in sea-
gon and out of seagan, and to insbruct, a3 far as be
can, that pablio opinion which is as yet but public
ignorance. Let him thraw, for ina‘ance, wnat
weight he hag ioto the Sanitary Asgociation. [tis
the most hopeful and practical move yet made to-
wazds the decresss of onr infint wmoriality. This
Society, whose life spriog iz Dr. Philip Oarpenter,
will teach our civic rolers that the vice so rampant
in the Recorder's Court i3 rather the effact than the
cause of pbysical misery, and th-t tbe sureat mode of
attacking it ia to improve the shysical condition of
the lower clagses ; to aboliah foul air, foul ledzing,
foul back yards, and overcrowded dwellings, in
which mo-ality {a difficulr. sod commo1 decency i3
impossible, Pure air, which can valy be oblained
by effective draining and scavengering, pure air the
poor bave a right to  1n demsuding them they ge-
mund no more than God gives freely to wild bessts
of tbe forest.

-gired to substitute Munisterial respoosibility for
the system of personal government, Parliament-
ary control of the national policy for Trmperial
action on the ¢ motu proprio’ of the Emperor.
His opponent was the represeotative of pure
Republicanism, to whom the name of the Em.
peror was au offence, the existence of the Em-
pire an occasion of mplacable ammosity. The
15sue between the two was thus clearly apparent,
and, as of to disembarrass it of all complications,
the Government candidate who at one time pre-
ferred bis claims retired some days since from
the contest. The full return of the vo'es shows
that M. Bancel bad defeated M. Ollivier by
nearly 10,000 voles in a constituency where ht-
tle more than 35000 electors voted. The Re
publican bas received 22 647 suflrages ; the
creator of the ! tiers parti’ but 12,849,
‘Whatever may be the weight to be attached
to the fact, it is plain that Paris acd Lyoas bave
declared against the Empire.—Times.

Further details have been received respecliog
the disturbance at Amiens, Lille, and Toulouse,
At Amiens (roops were obliged to be called out
to disperse the rioters, and two soldiers were
wounded.
