privileges to the schools in allowing them to keep the 
libraries for 6 months without any additional fee, and this, 
of course, involves the buying of more books, as they are 
rarely exchanged during the school term.

We would like to draw your attention to the 
fact that some of the Secretary-Treasurers of the School 
Boards have refused to sign the application forms and the 
teachers have taken the responsibility themselves, but, we feel 
that in some cases, the libraries have not been ordered on 
this account. We are enclosing an application form and would 
like to know if your Department would authorize us to send 
the Libraries and take full responsibility without demanding 
signatures from them. It is really only a matter of form 
and we have only lost one library in over 20 years.

I shall be glad to have your opinion as to the policy 
which we should pursue in our Traveling Library Department 
with regard to work with schools.

The alternatives are these:

To refuse all applications from schools and 
terminate all book service of this kind.

To continue to develop school library service 
(with a view to demonstrating the desirability 
of school libraries) and ask for a financial 
contribution from the Department of Education 
for country schools and from the Protestant 
Board of School Commissioners for the city 
schools.

Your opinion will be based partly upon the relations 
between the University and these two educational bodies — a 
relation about which I have no knowledge. The other factors 
concern the Traveling Library Denartment, and for your inform­
ation I summarise these briefly:

1. The Traveling Library Department was established 
as a memorial by the McLennan family in 1901, but 
the original funds proved insufficient and annual 
contributions have been made by Miss McLennan.
This year, however, a contribution of $500.00 has 
been withdrawn - possibly only temporarily.

The Traveling Libraries were originally sent 
throughout the whole Dominion from British Columbia 
to Labrador and Newfoundland. They encouraged 
certain localities to establish local libraries 
and the McGill Traveling Library System was copied 
in some of the provinces.

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Ab a result, we have withdrawn service from 
provinces or localities which are now self- 
sufficient and have concentrated on the re­
maining sections of Canada, and have tried 
to follow the example of state library 
commissions in the United States in the 
present definite movement to establish 
school libraries.

Accordingly quite a few years ago we began to 
bring the attention of the Traveling Libraries 
to the schools, and have had exhibits in the 
High School during the Teachers’ Conventions 
and explained the system at Macdonald Collsgs 
to the regular classes and in the short special 
courses.

As a result, the effect is being felt, and we 
have at present sixty libraries sent to schools 
which would otherwise be without this equipment.

About ten years ago, through the efforts of 
Miss Carrie Derick, the Department of Education 
agreed to pay half the fees (the normal fee is 
$4.00 for a box of forty volumes for four months) 
for libraries sent to schools in the Province of 
Quebec. In 1928 Dr. Parmelee obtained a grant 
of $100.00 a year for this purpose, and Dr. Percival, 
on his appointment, agreed to continue this 
contribution, which at that time was sufficient 
for the number of libraries sent to schools.

The increase in the number of libraries and the 
necessity of buying new books (in addition to the 
reduction in revenue of $500.00 already referred 
to) makes it Impossible to balance our budget 
without an additional grant from the Department 
of Education and the Protestant Board of School 
Commissioners.

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8. Miss Hall, who is in charge of the Traveling 
Library Department, brought this matter to the 
attention of the Board in a letter dated 
January 11th, (a copy of which I attach to 
this memorandum) but at the meeting of the 
Board the request was tabled, and I understand 
that there was some criticism about this request 
for funds coming from McGill. At this point the 
matter now stands.

My personal opinion is that the educational authorities have shown a lack of appreciation of their responsibilities in 
providing oook equipment for the schools in this province and 
city and that they have assumed a narrow and unco-operative 
attitude in regard to the entirely disinterested efforts of 
the McGill Traveling Library Department to aid and encourage 
them in improving the condition of the schools in respect to 
reading facilities for teachers and pupils.

I trust that the above facts may give you sufficient 
information, but if there are any further details you require, 
Miss Hall and I will be glad to supply them.

Library Department, I enclose a brief memorandum of 
the present situation, together with a statement from 
the Comptroller showing the financial condition of 
this Department. I shall be glad if you will bring 
these to the attention of the school authorities at 
their next meeting.

McGILL UNIVERSITY LIBRARY
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Though the sending of libraries to schools has involved 
the purchase of books not already in the Traveling 
Library Department, no provision has been made to defray 
this expense, even in part, and the use of funds for 
this purpose has, in consequence, reduced the supply of 
books for other purposes.
The Traveling Library Department has tried for many 
years by exhibitions at teachers' conventions, by talks 
to teachers in training at Macdonald College, and by 
personal circulars to encourage the development of 
school libraries, and has followed the recommendations 
of the committees of the National Educational Association 
and of the American Library Association appointed to 
develop this asoect of library service.

IT IS THEREFORE RECOMMENDED THAT:

5. The funds of the Traveling Library Department have been 
reduced through the depreciation in the income from the 
original endowment from $1,070.00 in 1928 to $850.00 in 
1932, and by the withdrawal of an annual donation of 
$500.00 by one of the founders.

Since I929-3O the Department has received $100.00 
annually from the Department of Education to cover 
half the fees of libraries sent to schools. This 
amount was originally established by Dr. Parmelee 
and was continued by Dr. Percival.

The Traveling Library Department was founded in 1901 
primarily for the distribution of traveling libraries. 
jft has for the past twenty years been supplying a 7 
certain number of these to schools and has borne all 
the charges involved, except the fee.

The growing circulation and increased refer­
ence use of the Library, and the long continued and hearty 
co-operation of the University Book Club, which could 
easily double its membership if we had room for it, all 
go to show the continuity and breadth of wider work of 
the Library, which can best be represented by saying that 
the Library is the Library of the whole University.

An examination of the control of college and 
university libraries shows that faculty control, is most 
common in the smallest and least~pro^ressive colleges, 
and general re'oreeentatlviF control increases in proportion 
to the size and is greatest in the largest libraries. The 
McGill Library has consistently tried to embody the pro­
gressive ideas of librarianship, and further improvements 
at present are limited only by lack of funds and space, 
not by unwillingness or a narrow vision of what might be 
done at McGill.

In accordance with your instructions, I 
have arranged with Reverend Dr. Howard to 
occuoy a portion of their basement storage 
stack for a neriod of three years and at 
our own risk.

Our first use of it will be for the books 
on religion, ecclesiastical history, and 
the Bible, at present only moderately used 
in our own stack, and likely to be of greater 
use in the new location.

Whole Pages Extracted From
Some Volumes

Following a pointed editorial on 
the subject of library pests recent­
ly printed in the Daily, the library 
authorities wish to point out to the 
student body the extent of the dam­
age done by these persons, 
this end in view they have exhib­
ited in the case just inside the main 
door an enlarged copy of this edi­
torial, and arranged beneath it aie 
grouped many valuable books, ref­
erence ones for the most part, which 
have been shamefully mutilated.

Borrowers of these books have un­
derlined passages in ink. have torn 
leaves and in many cases have taken 
out a whole page, no doubt to save 
themselves the trouble of making 
notes of its contents. There are 
available, at the moment, no exact 
statistics showing the amount of 
damage done, but it Is understood 
that it totals a very considerable 
sum.

Hi HHÈMËÉtilifiÉious to put a stop to this wholesale 
mutilation of their property not only 
because of the expense Involved In 
the replacement of books, but also 
for the reason that these missing 
pages may cause much Inconveni­
ence to other students.

The volumes on view are mostly 
dictionaries and other reference 
works, books in constant demand 
and for which it is not necessary 
for students to sign. Thus there Is 
no way of ascertaining by whom the 
damage has been done and the oniy 
preventitive measure would be to 
place all books behind 
This, naturally, would waste 
siderable time for those who 
quire the works in question, besides 
entailing extra labour on the part of 
the staff.

A short time ago I was looking over some old papers that belong­
ed to ray father, the late Brigadier-C-eneral Joseph H. Potter, U.S.A. , and 
ran across the original of the enclosed pamphlet, 
my friends who is a student in Indian matters and he was very anxious to 
have a copy so I had some struck off and forwarded one to the Language De­
partment of my own Alma Mater, - Ohio State, and also to several of the 
Universities and Colleges located in the territory that was formerly oc­
cupied by the Sioux Indians, and as they too seemed considerably interest­
ed, I thought you might like to have a copy also.

In the late '60s, my father was in command at Fort Sanders,(long 
since abandoned), situated near where the City of Cheyenne now stands, and 
I imagine it was at that time that the pamphlet came into his possession. 
When I was a very young lad, in the middle '80s, he had his headquarters 
for some time at Fort Supply, old Indian territory, (Oklahoma), and I 
picked up some smattering of the Cheyenne language, nearly all of which I 
have forgotten a long time ago, but I would be surprised if that tribe had 
nearly as extensive a vocabulary as is listed in the booklet, 
reason to doubt its authenticity but it seems hardly likely to me that 
some of the words were in general use among the Sioux in 1866. For in­
stance, it seems improbable that many Sioux women included "chemise" in 
their wardrobe. I also note the word "gin", and I would be surprised if 
the late Chief Sitting Bull, to whom I was once presented, was a consumer 
of Martini Cocktails.

A decendant of one of the Samurai, a lawyer by profession, erected a 
building which serves the double purpose of monument to the Ten Heroes
----- and also serves to house his law library, and is used (presumably)
as a studio or study.
