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A MENACE.TO THE WEST,

Mr? R. B. Bennett, M.P. for Calgary,
told the Canadian Club at Montreal
the other day that the two evils which
afflicted the west were American im-
migration and the many opportunities
there were in that country to get rich
quickly. He sald in this connection
that the American immigrants were,
as a rule, in favor of low tariff, and
brought with them a feeling of unrest.
They made first-class Canadians, he
said, but not good Britishers.

Mr. Bennett's remarks will be re-
ceived with some surprise. Every new
country holds out to the enterprising
spirits of the world the hope of ac-
quiring wealth instead of earning a
bare livelihood. It may be that some
individuals .are injured rather than
benefited by making money too fast,
but that land ig most fortunate where
e\"cry boy has a chance, or at least
the possibllity, of becoming a rich man.
Mvery goldier in Napoleon's army was
#ald to carry a baton in his knapsdck;:
he might never become a corporal, but
there was always a possibility of his
becoming a marshal. e

Mr. Bennett should know what he is
talking about, but his fear of the Ams<
erican settlers séems to bé.a t;ﬁﬂe un-
warrahted. If Canada 'is ‘& ~British
country, and they become good Ct_maf-'o
dians, what more can be asked?

To supersede the Nickle Bread Act, |
which caused such a lot of discussion
after it was Introduced a session or |
two ago, J, A. Elils, member for East
Ottawa, has introduced an amendment
respecting the manufacture of bread,
aiming at the abolition of the twelve-
ounce loaf.

deliverance of the new financial critic
of the opposition (Mr. A. K. Maclean).
I intend to take lttle notice of what
gither of them sald, other than to
compliment them on the way they
presented their cases. But 1 wish to
sdy that wihile 1 agree largely with
what has been said by tHe new minis-
ter of finance in regard to the financial
condition of Canada, I was disappoint-

importance.

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All Phases of Traffic Problem

To Be Covered in Report

Experts Who Will Investigate C&xn.di‘tibm in Toronto In-
tend to Deal With Present, Proposed and Radial
Lines, and Movement of Traffic Generally.

Outlining the nature and scope of the
proposed expert traffic report, a letter
was read from the New York firm of
experts, Ford, Bacon & Davis, whose

engagement in connection with the
city’s transportation problems has been
recommended by the board of control
Accord.ng to the letter, every phase of
the cliy’s traffic will be dealt with and
suggestions given as .to the most feas-
ible method of dealing with the situa-
tion. The report will be based upon
the present and the probable future
needs of the city.

Majority of Council Favor
Chas, Chambers—Applica-
tion to Be Made for Sub-
urban Railway Seivice,

Thomas H. Hogg, B.8c., was recom-
mended by the board of control yester-
day for the position of parks com-
missioner. The mayor and Controllers
‘Foster and Church favored the appoini-
f.-:*er_'r.. Controller. McCarthy being the
only dissenter, Controller Hocken, who |
J7vas absent from the meeting, stated
later that he was quite agreeable to the
recommendation. The matter ‘was sent
on to the council with almost no dis-
<ussion,

It is well known that the majority
of the members of the couneil favor the
@ppointment of Charles Chambers, the
bresent acting parks commissioner, and
hénce the recommendation will in all
probability be not concurred in. If Mr.
Chambers’ supporters number two-
Khirds of the council the appeintment
will be made on Monday, but if noti’
the matter will likely be referred to the
fooard of control. The name of C. H. C.
‘Wright, professor of architecture at the
University of Toronto, has also been
mentioned ih connection with the va-
caney, and it is rumored that in the
event of Mr. Hogg’'s appointment being
turned down the board will send on the
mame of Professor Wright,

Suburban Service.

The city solicitor reported that hLe
had drafted an application to the Do-
Minion RallWway Board for an order
requiring the G.T.R. and C.P.R. to es-
tablish and operate a general suburban
service between the city and outlying
points and to establish commutation
rates between such points. The city
solicitor recommended that when the:
epplication was presented the city’
should submit evidence as to the neces-
sty of s€uch a service. As to the com-
mutation rates he pointed out that for-
merly in a test case the railway board
held that the railways were not bound
‘to establish such rates.;

The controllers “decided to ask for
commutation rates 'within a radius of
ten miles of the Unlon Station, and
Mayor (;éf_iry promised to take the*
matter up with the minister of railways
the next time he went to Ottawa.

Controller McCarthy again broughnt
up his motion that the dity should own
radial lines and rights of way into tho
city which could be lea®d to the differ-
ent radials requiring them, but the mu-
tion was held over until the controller
could take the matter up with the cor-
Poration counsel.
