Simla, Aug. 30,—The Chin war! and Kahl 
police posts on the Samana range were at­
tacked, evacuated by their garrisons, and 
burned by the enemy on Sunday night.

In addition the Orakzals, on Sunday night, 
looted the Nariab, Samana, Bazaar and 
burned the schooL The Ko bat Pass Afridls 
are still loyal, in spite of the Mullah’s 
strenuous efforts to excite their chiefs. They 
promise not to oppose the Peshawuri troops 
who are marching on KohaL 

The column under CoJ. Richardson and a 
detached party, which were sent to relieve 
the police posts at Lakka and Saifaldara, 
found them hard pressed by Orakzals. A 
sharp conflict ensued between tne reliev­
ing fefee and the rebels, resulting in the 
repulse of the latter with considerable loss. 
The posts were relieved and their garrisons 
withdrawn.

Montreal, Aug. 30.—(Special)—Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier received a royal welcome to-night 
at the hands of the commercial metropolis 
of his country. The Prime Minister was 
escorted up from Vercheres by a flotilla of 
steamers, both large and small. It being 
10 o’clock before Sir Wilfrid and the Min­
isters accompanying him Searched the 
Champ De Mara, where the whole town 
had turned out to await tne arrival of the 
party.

Your correspondent saw the Riel gather­
ing, also the 40,000 who turned out to wel­
come Mercier from his ill-starred European 
tour, but those were baby gatherings com­
pared with the one this evening. Fully 
60,000 people were present, and one-third 
of those were women, who stood patiently 
for two hours to see and hear the^ Liberal 
leader.

His Majesty continued: “We may 
welcome in the illustrious person of 
Your Roy ail Highness a' contemporary 
of our departed grandfather, who always 
spoke of you in terms of the highest es­
teem and friendship, and extolled Your 
Highness' military attainments.”

The Emperor concluded by congratu­
lating the Grand Duke of Baden upon 
Ithe efficiency of the troops, adding: “Wo 
may say with a good conscience that the 
eons of the Rhineland who marched past 
to-day are as ready for duty and as effi­
cient and brave as thev "were 
time of the Great Emperor.”

His Majesty then pmjKxsed the health 
of the Fjignth Corps and its command­
ing general, tfhe Grand Duke of Baden. 
The toast was received with three hur­rahs.
.The compliments of His Majesty to 
the Duke of Cambridge and the British 
army are likely to be commented upon 
tîî with the conclusion of
Tu Busfo-French alliance, which leaves 
the bafcuice of European 
hands 01 England.

DOMINION BANK A VICTIM.

Thieves Worked the Combination and 
Got Clear Away With $32,000.

One of the Queerest Safe Bobberies on 
Becord-Whoever Opened the 
Changed the Combination and Relecked 
It—Bank Officials at Napanee Did Not 
Suspect Theft, Which Was Only Discov­
ered After the Safe Had Been Opened 
by an Expert - A Chance for a Clever 
Detective.

Napanee, Ont., Aug., 30.—(Special.)—This 
town was In a state of commotion this 
morning over the news of the robbery of 
the Dominion Bank here. The bank was 
robbed on Friday night, but the news did 
r.ot get out until this morning. The bank 
was opened Saturday morning as usual, 
and when the officials tried to open me 
safe they could not succeed, although ev­
ery means was tried. Money was borrow­
ed from the Merchants’ Bank to do bust» 

After falling completely, an expert 
trom the safe wonts was telegraphed ior, 
and, arriving in the evening, he commenced 
work, and succeeded In opening the vault 
aoout midnight, when me robbery was 
discovered. ^

The combination of the safe had ueen 
changed and a clean sweep made of the 
contents.

The hallway of the bank is built of 
tongued and grooved wood, four inches by 
an inch thick. The robbers gained an en- 
tiramp trom a shed at the back of the 

bank, boring through some three or four 
boards, and removing them. They then 
gained entrance to the hallway, and, re­
moving n panel of the door, tney gamed 
the inside. There was no trouble uppai- 
ently in getting into the vault and safe and 
taking the contents, $32,000. They tnen 
changed the combination, and,after getting 
through the opening in the hallway, they 
closed the opening so neatly that it was 
not observed. As the roboery was not dis­
covered until late Saturday night, the rob­
bers have had 24 hours to make good tbjeir 
escape. An investigation Is nelng held into 
the matter. (

Ten thousand dollars of the bills were 
unsigned.

A detective Is here from Toronto working 
on th< case.

Mr. Gamble of Toronto, general manager 
of the Dominion Bank, stated yesterday 
that the outside estimate or the loss to the 
bank was $15,000. The thief, or thieves, 
got through the combination without break­
ing into or blowing opjen the vault. A 
broken door at the back of the building, 
through which entrance was obtained to 
the bank, was the only evidence of tne 
work of cracksmen. There were two com­
binations. and none of tne four employe» 
knew both. The vault was locked up as 
usual on Friday night. “The wnole affair,” 
said he, “ismystery to me."

UK. TARTE AND THE LIBERAL PRESS.
When a criminal has been apprehend­

ed by the pohoe he is told at once by 
his lawyer to hold his tongue. It has 
been established as a fact that a large 
percentage of criminals are convicted 
by their failure to retain am imperturb­
able Aden ce. Many a man has been 
sent to the gallows by trying to set 
up a theory that will harmonize with 
his innocence, or by explaining this and 
that suspicious circumstance connected 
with the crime of which he has been 
accused. The Minister of Public Works 
ought to retain a criminal lawyer. If 
he does so the first tiring the lawyer 
will do will be to tell him to shut up. 
If Mr. Tarte had retained am absolute 
silence in regard to the charges that 
have been brought against him he 
would have stood much higher iu the 
public estimation than he does, after 
having delivered explanations on three 
or four different occasions. His first 
explanation of the purchase of La Pat­
rie for his sons was given in the House 
of Commons. No explanation savored 
more of guilt than an absolute confes­
sion of it. The hom. gentleman's next 
explanation or reference was made in 
the columns of his newspaper. On this 
occasion he made the case worse against 
himself by setting out specific instances 
where prominent Oomservatives had been 
guilty of corruption equally as marked 
as that charged against himself. This 
explanation -had the effect of convincing 
everyone of Mr. Tarte’s guilt who had 
not been so impressed by his speech 
in the House of Commons. But to 
make a dead certainty that his confes­
sion shall be complete and to leave 
doubt at all as to his guilty complicity 
in the Drummond Comities Railway 
steal, Mr.Tarte flies into print and makes 
a third statement to the public, wherein 
he produces further evidence to prove 
-the case against himself. Mr. Tarte’s 
article in La Patrie reads like the ema­
nation of a man who is not only guilty 
of political corruption but who wanton­
ly insinuates that all the members of 
his party are of a like kidney* to him­
self. We will be much surprised if this 
last effort of the Minister of Pubiic 
Works does net incite -the Liberal edi­
tors who ere exposing him to redouble 
their efforts to relieve the Government 
of his presence. Mr. Tarte acts <xn the 
assumption that the editors of Liberal 
papers are all as subservient to the Lib­
eral party as The Toronto Globe, or at 
least that the Government has power to 
bring them info line. But the Minister 
of Public Works will gain littie by his 
threats against the Liberal editors who 
are after his scalp The press of Can­
ada has changed of late and is chang­
ing in its attitude towards the politi­
cians and political panties- The World 
is glad to know that many an editor in 
Canada, both Liberal and Conservative, 
is following the example set by this 
paper in its independent attitude on the 
public questions of the day. It is time 
that the,politicians of both sides realized 
the fact that the Canadian press is oe- 
ooming more and more independent and 
outspoken and that it is not safe to 
count on friendly papers defending 
political jobbery and corruption. In 
supplicating and -threatening the inde­
pendent Liberal editors to cease then1 
tirades against himself and the Govern­
ment Mr. Tarte is pursuing a vicious 
political principle.

Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 30. — The 
steamer Columbia, from Yokohama, 
brings Oriental advices up to July 27. 
News has just reached Hong Kong of 
the prevalence of pirates on the Canton 
River. One of the sons of Captain 
Chunk Kewi, a Straits millionaire, 
Chung Ah Phin, was the victim. He, 
in company with a few of his relatives, 
hired a boat and were proceeding to 
their native place. On the second day 
the boat stuck in the mud and could 
not proceed. During the night a gang 
of men with painted faces and fully 
armed~boarded the boat. With revolvers 
leveled at the passengers they com­
manded silence, while four men began 
at once to look for plunder. Ah Phin 
brought from the Straits jewelry 
amounting in value to $50,000 and $20,- 
000 in cash. This the pirates took, 
besides clothing, etc. When they had 
satisfied themselves that nothing was 
to be obtained they left the boat, after 
threatening the victims with instant 
death if they made a noise till 12 hours 
afterward. In the morning information 
was sent down to Canton, but before 
the authorities had time to get a gun­
boat up the river the pirates had mi>(le 
their escape. -

Kcperls of the Japanese Earthquake Con­
firmed-Bnboule Plngne In Fee 

Chow-Sugar Crop, Bart.
Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 30.—The Jap­

anese steamer just in brings news veri­
fying the reports cabled to the Associ­
ated Press of severe earthquakes in 
Japan on Aug. 5, followed by a tidal 
wave and great floods. A thousand 
houses were inundated and 200 persons 
were killed and injured. Sixty-five 
Chinese villages were inundated.

According to a Tokyo press despatch 
dated July lti. it is reported that next 
year s budget will show a deficiency of 
25,006,000 yen. even though the fullest 
economy is observed. The deficit is 
chiefly due to the extraordinary expen­
diture sanctioned by the Diet.

The Shnnghi Shepoo contains a letter 
from its Foo Chow correspondent, 
reports_ that the bubonic plague in the 
large city and suburbs is most serious, 
find the people are dying very rapidly. 
1 he centre of the plague is in the vicin­
ity of the Tratar Guild House.

"The proclamation of the Governor- 
General of the Philippine Islands, offer­
ing a free pardon to penitent rebels- who 
surrendered, has now been abrogated.

The Corean Government has sent nut 
an official notice that the ports of Chen- 
anpo and Mokpo are open to foreign 
trade on Oct. 1.

A terrible danger threatens the sugar 
planters in Japan from a widespread 
disease which attacks the roots of the 
cane. The roots and the c.*ie die. 
The plant stands helpless before the 
disease. It has Already struck four 
provinces, and has broken cut even on 
well-kept estntejr

SPAIN’S OTHER TRQUBLE.

Rebel. Attacking Town. In Manila-Many 
Lire. Mere Sacrificed In Several 

Scrimmages-An Awfnl Fined.
Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 30.—The latest 

advices from Manila papers show that 
the rebellion is still far from being 
crushed, A determined attack has been 
made on the important town of Mag- 
carlang, in Laguna Province, by a party 
of rebels under command of Miguel 
Malvar. The Spanish troops being out­
numbered retired to the convent, where 
they fortified themselves until the arri ,-al 
of the troops sent by General lmramillo, 
when, the rebels retired, leaving 25 dead, 
and carrying their W’ounded off, as usual. 
The Spanish loss is not stated.

In the Bulacan Province parties of 
rebels attacked the towns of Macan- 
yanau, Angel and Bigaa, but were re­
pulsed with losses. In San Ildetmso, 
in the same province, a party of 30) 
insurgents made an attack on the nara­
le t of Bulac, but after severe fighting 
were repuised with a loss of 40 killed. 
At Magalang, another party of rebels 
were driven off with a loss of 18 killed.

The flood which occurred in Ka Y ing 
district is now gradually subsiding. 
Nam How, Se To Cheung Tan, Tung Sai 
Cheang and Sliuh Hang are the places 
that have suffered the most. The water 
was 13 feet above the usual level. A 
good many houses were washed away, 
and a great number of lives have been 
lost by drowning. The people took ref­
uge on the tops of high trees. It is 
ported that it is the greatest flood dur­
ing the last century in that, district. A 
horrible scene has been left behind. 
Most of the people have been rendered 
homeless, and the great majority 
starving. The Tao Lai of Wei Chu Ka
