They decided to withdraw from Tat-
chekiao Sunday evening. Gen. Stakel-
‘perg senior resolved to take this step,
“as the Japanese were turning the
‘flank.

The Japanese forces are believed to
fnclude the whole of the armies of
Generals Oku and Nodzu. More than
geven divisions of Japanese are en-
gaged. The rear guard action between
patchapu and Tatchekiao continued
pntil 11 at night, when the Japanese
were within sight of the Russian en-
trenchments. The Russians withdrew
in perfect order, favored by moon-
lght.

Gen. Kuropatkin reports that the
Japanese column in the vicinity of
Saimatzsa, which is believed to be two
divisions strong, is marching along the
Valley of the Tatitse with the obvious.
aim of cutting the railroad above Liao-
yang. -

The evacuation of Tatchekiao was
prepared for long ago by the Russians.
The retirement is not regarded as ma-
terially altering the situation. The
Russians had strongly fortified Hai-
cheng in view of this contingency.

LOST SEVERAL HUNDRED.

St. ePtersburg, July 27.—Gen. Kuro-
patkin’s telegram recording the with-
drawal of the southern army from
Tatchekiao to Haicheng, fails to give
details of the continuous rear-guard ac-
tion preceding the retreat, but the war
office thinks the losses were severail
hundred, which would indicate severe
fighting.

The preceding determined attack on
Tantchi, ten miles southeast of Tatche-|
kiao, probably rendered the evacuation
of the latter place imperative. In an-
ticipation of a retirement from Tatche-
kiao, orders were sent July 25 to the
Russian garrison at Yinkow to with-
draw,

The demands which wil lbe made
upon the Russian government will in-
clude compensation to the owners of
the ship and to the owners of the goods
on board the Knight Commander, an,
apology for the action of the Russianl
cruisers and an agreement that in-
structions be given which will prevent
a repetition of such action.. British
ship-owners are up in arms over the
dangers which shipping is now running, :
and are bombarding the government
with representations logking to the
thoro protection of their interests.

The Gazette, on March 3, published a
statement communicated to the British
by the Russian government, setting

| forth regulations on the subject of sap- |
! tured vessels,

and indicating wvarious
exceptional cases under which a com-
mander of a Russian cruiser would bhe |
entitled to burn or sink a captured;
vessel after taking off the crew, pas-
sengers and papers. These regulations
had been in existence since 1895, and it
is believed that Lord Lansdowne did,

not protest against them on this occa-l
sion.

Problem of Accommodating Recent
Entrance Candidates as Viewed
by Inspector Seath,

With 800 new graduates from the
public schools of Toronto, the citizens
are beginning to evince some concern
as to what is to be done in the matter
of locating them where they may
continue their educations if they wish
"to. Last year there was not nearly

8o large a number of candidates for
lthe collegiate institutes, and still the
iutmost difficulty 'was experienced in
Iﬂnding places for all who wished to
i take a high school course. Of course
| there are no means as vet of estimat-

ing the number who will wish to at-
tend the high schools. The fee of $6,

which has been imposed in the first
forms of the collegiate institute, may
to some extent act as a deterrent and
i keep down the number of pupils.

| It is this state of affairs which has
| caused a large number of citizens to
ask if another high school is not neces-
sary. The educational authorities in
the city betray less anxiety, and the
remedy in which they place their
trust is the technical high school. it
is there, they say, that a large pro-
portion of the pupils who have just
passed the entrance examinations will
go- It has been found tihat a large

number of the pupils who enter in the
first year of the high schools do so
merely with the idea of getting the
business .course .‘of the first, form.
These will go to the technical high
school.

Inspector John Seath, M.A, was
asked last nightt for an opinion on
the probability of the establishing of
a fourth high school.

“I feel assured,” he said, “that we
will have some such school, but i do
not think that it will be a general col-
legiate institute, It will be a com-
mercial high school. I believe that tlLe
commercial branch at the technical
school will soon become so popuiar,
and consequently so crowded, that the
city will have to build a new school,
which will be for the commercial
course alone. At present the techni-
cal and commercial courses are in the
same school, but it will not be long be-
fore the latter will have to move to
premises of its own.”

AMENDMENTS TO RAILWAY ACT

Encouraged in the Commons

PARTY LINES BREAK FOR THEM

Tho Both Leaders Opposed Campsign of W, F, Maclean, Still the

New Question Received Generous Support From Rank and File,

PARAMOUNT QUESTION IN CANADIAN POLITICS TO.DAY

Ottawa, July 26.—(Staft Special.)—Three amendments to the rail-
way act, which W. F. Maclean has been pressing in the house and in
tbe railway committee with varying success, were finally decided in the
house to-day. To the friends of the proposed legislation the result was
most encouraging.. It had been freely stated in hostile quarters that the
umendments would not find enough supporters to secure a record of
the votes. The authors of this prophecy proved to be very bad guess-
ers. The amendments were supported strongly on the opposition side
of the house, and won several supporters from the government, Both
party leaders opposed the amendments, a fact which gave the result of
the divisions peculiar significance,

The first division was on the amendment making express companies
stbject to the jurisdiction of the railway commission. The amendment
was defeated by @ vote of 72 to 33, The amendment providing for
the application of the Michigan law of graded passenger rates to Cana-
dian railways was next to go down on an adverse vote of 95 to 17. A
more favorable result followed the division on the amendment com-
pelling railways to give independent telephone companies access to their
stations on reasonable terms. The amendment was defeated by a vote
of 74 to 25,

STRENGTH FROM OPPOSITION.

In each case the amendments drew the great strength from'the op-
position side of the house. Twenty-nine Conservatives voted for the
control of express companies. Only six Conservatives opposed it. Of
the thirty-five Conservatives who voted on the amendment to reduce
passenger rates, 17 voted for and 18 against. Twenty-six opposition
members voted on the telephone amendment, and of these 18 supported
anc only 8 opposed the amendment. Twenty-nine Consérvatives and
four Liberals voted for the amendment to regulate express companies.
Seventeen Conservatives and no Liberals voted for the reduction of pas.
senger rates. Eighteen Conservatives and seven Liberals supported the
amendment compelling railways to open their stations to- independent
telephones. Altogether there were nine government members who broke
away to support the amendments. 'L.ese werg:
Lang, Oliver, Puttee, Scott, Smith (Vancouver), Schell and Wallace. ,

The only member of the government who had anything to say
against the amendments was the minister of justice, and he said very
little. ™ 7. Borden took a very pronounced stand against the amend-
ment respecting express companies and the amendment providing for
the application of the Michigan law of graded passenger rates to Cana.
dian railways.

JUST SPECIAL PLEADING.

A notable feature of the contest was the fact that no member on
either side of the house attempted to oppose any oue of the amend-
ments on its merits. The proposed legislation reveled in pretexts amd
special pleading. Express companies should be conirolled, but they
should not be Controlled in the way proposed by Mr. Maclean. The
critics did not themselves suggest an alternative scheme. Railway pas-
senger rates should be regulated, but they should be regulated by the
railway commission, not by parliament. Independent telephone com-
panies should be admitted to railway stations on fair terms, but it should
first be ascertained if the monopoly contract between the Bell Telephone
Company and the C. P. R. is good or bad. That must be determined by
the supreme court, not by parliament.

The foregoing were the arguments upon which those hostile to the
amendments rested their case. Their force, as viewed by the house, is
indicated by the number of members who ignored party discipline to
vote for the amendments.

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DANGER TO ELECTRIC RAILWAYS.

It was announced .a few days ago
that the New York Central had se-
cured control of the Syracuse Rapid
Transit dnd the Utica & Mohawk Val=
ley Companfes, operating electric lines
which comgpete for the short-haul pas-
senger traffic in the territory served
by the steam railroad in northern New
York State. The Railroad Gazette
says this is the most ifmportant step
in meeting trolley competition which
has been made since the New York,
New Haven & Hartford took over the
electri¢ lines in New Haven as a de-
finite base from which ultimately to
maintain an electric short-haul ser-
vice of its own and to prevent further
paralleling of the maim and branch
lines in this district. The Gazette is
of opinion that this method of con-
trolling trolley competition by setting
a rogue to catch a rogue is undoubted-
ly the best way of taking care of the
short-haul business in the vicinity of
large cities, in view of the tremen-
dous inroads which the electric lines
have made in this territory within the
last few years.

The Gazette naturally considers the
interests of the railways, and from
their point of view the moyvement is
quite satisfactory. What of the pub-
lic? Hitherto the electrics have been
doing a great deal to cheapen trans-
portation, reducing the rates to two
cénts a mile, and less, 1In this way
they have created a large traffic. The
Michigan Central used to ,carry 200
passengers a day between Detroit and
Ann Arbor- In its first summer the
electric railway carried 4000 passen-
gers bhetween .the same points. The
electrics had created ‘“the |traveling
habit” much to their own benefit. Tt
will. be a great loss to the traveling
publie if this development {8 checked
by the railway companies getting hold
of the electric lines.

This movement furnishes an addi-
tional reason for parliament to inter-
vene for the protection of the public
{nterest. It will be very easy for the
railway companies to invent reasons
for raising the rates, and they will
doubtless find friends in ' parliament,
who will siy that the |railways,
understand their own business, b1t}
they will be ruined if they keep up
the old cheap rates, and that all who
gay otherwise are demagogs.

But to be candid, from the min-
ute the first men started to fight I
liked it. There was a funny little
shock, a revulsion, at first. but
after that the bloed began to tingle
in one’s veins and one felt alive all
over. I'll never go to another prize
fight, but I certainly understand
why men do like to go-

There is a gain; even if the women
do not go again, they have gained in
breadth of mind; they know the point
of view of the gentle spectators of
the prize fight; never again will they
heedlessly denounce these performances
as brutal. The husband can now read
the reports aloud at the breakfast,
and the girls will grow up without
those prejudices against the prize
ring which the mother admits. What
a gain to civilization! What a debt
it owes to those bold pioneer§ who
first tried and related to their sisters
the delicate pleasures of the arena!

After the Chicago theatre fire thrzre‘
was a general discussion over ﬁre-pr'oot |
scenery, curtains, etc, the :practlcal
result of which is yet to be demon-|
strated by experience. In the samei
way the burning of the steamer Slocum |
has opened up -the question| of ﬂre-“
proof or slow burning material on ves-|
sels. The Engineering News {escribes |
the typical American passenger steam-!
boat on inland waters as a \\'ocdep or |
steel hull of light draught, with a light
wooden superstructure extending far|
out over the hull on each side and|
rising to two, three or even six decks.!
The supporting columns, sheathing,[
floors, partitions, etc.,, are of pine or|
other light lumber. The whole is plas-
tered iliberally with highly mﬂa.m-[
mable paint. |

In this The News says, buildars are
simply following custom and lrudi-i
tion. Pine was used generatipns ago, |
and builders have not thought of using |
anything else, tho it has become in-
creasingly scarce and dear. le there
be no change that would increase the
safety of passengers.

Innovation Which. is Aiding in Con-
structing Road and Proving
Beneficial to Settlers.

T. G. Southworth of the ecoloniza-
tion department] has returned - from
the Temagami district, and brings re-
ports of great activity of all kinds
going on there. The rallway contrac-
tors are working double tidés, and a
mile a day is the ordinary track-lay-
ing record. One or two soft spots
have delayed progress, and a trestle
for two kept back work for a time,
but there was no serious trouble, The
cohtractors are at work on the’grade
north of Liskeard, and the line will be
ready to Liskeard by the fall.

The work everywhere i being ex-
pedited by the telephone |line, which
is -being built, and owned by the gov-
ernment, and which follows the rail-
way. All train orders are sent over
the telephone, no telegraph system
being employed. Telephones are also
placed in the gravel pits; and else-
where where required.

Innovation Meost Useful.

The telephone runs from North Bay
to Temagami, and as far beyond as
the railway has been carried, and t}lere
is also a line from Liskeard to Hailey-
bury. The innovation is pne of the
most practical and valuable ;ha} could
be thought of in connection ‘with the
construction of the railway, and its
utility to the settlérs in the new dis-
trict gives rise to much comment. The
telephone will be carried north along
with the railway, and may prove to
be the nucleus for a govérnment-own-
ed system in the north country.

SIOW EXPERTS DETECT FORGERY

Characteristics of Writer Will Al-|
ways Crop Out Somewhere.

“I am not an expert in chirography,

but I have at least made enough of a!

study of handwriting to tell why 1t is
often easy to detect the forgery of a
rame, tho even the man whose name
has been forged may declare the hand‘-
writing is a perfect replica of his own,”
Arnold Keat:ng says: “Of coyrse, vou
knnw—everybody knows, for that mat-
ter—that a man or woman never writes
his name twice exactly in the same
way. There is always a slight diffec-
ence, and where two signatures of the
same name appear identically alike it is
safe to assume that one or both is a
forgery. But suppose the signature has
been forged but once, syppose the hand-
writing of which it is an exact copy has
been destroyed or is not obtainable, cf
what avail is the comparative method
then? The exact comparison cannot Le
employed, but other almost infallible
comparisons are still avaflable. Whea
a child is taught to write, at first its
penmanship is severely stiff and
cramped; then it bécomes very much
like that in the copybook, but afte? this
is discarded the child’s character be-
gins to creep into its handwriting.
‘“There are little idicsyncrasies ap-
parent that are not to be found in the
chirography of other children, and this
manifestation of character in writing
continues to change it with develop-
ment until about the age of 25, when a
person’s character is fixed and
handwriting from that time on con-
tinues about the same. The forger's
copy of the signature or writing will,
appear to be exactly like that of the
man, but when examined under a pow-
erful microscope, the tiny etvidences of
character that appear in every loop and
line will be found to be largely miss-

ing, for the same character is not be- '

hind the pen. It is in the minute da-|
tails that the forgery is discovered.

‘““Then, again, a man's mental con-
dition will impress itself upon his writ-
ing. If he is nervous, bubbling over
with joy or depressed, the fact will be
apparent to the expert in writing. If
the alleged handwriting doesn’t show
traces of the mental condition the man
was really in at the time he was sup-
yosed to have written a rcrta'bl letier
or signed a certain letter, the signature
or the writing is a forgery. THhese nre
some of the ways by which an expert
detects even the most successful for-
gery.

‘ UNSEEN WORLD.
Gen. Buller's Experience of Psychio
FThenomena.

“Twenty Years of Psychical Re-
search,” by Edward T. Bennett, for the
twenty years. from 1882 to 1902 assist-
ant secretary to the Society for Psychi-
cal Research, is a remarkable pamph-
let. It deals with the history of the'
society, the work it has accomplishad, |
and the phenomena investigated.

When the society was founded in
1882 its object was set out in a single |
sentence. The official document ran: |

There appear tobe ., . .

an impor-
tant body of remarkable phenomena, |
which are prima facte inexplicable on!
and generally recognized hypwthesls,]
and which, if incontestably established, !
would be of the highest possible value.”

Have any new facts been incontest-
ably established? Mr. Bennett answers
the question in the affirmative without
hesitation.

Certainly the evidence he lays before
us is about as difficult to explain bv|
ordinary laws as can well be imagined.

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DANGERS OF SWEET CLOVER.

Deeply impressed with the ‘dmport-
ance of the matter The World this
week harks back to the subject of
sweet clover and other noxious weeds
which to-day threaten to work great
injury to the farmers of Ontario. The
evil is not an imaginary one; as some
writers would lead us to infer, but 175
on the contrary, a rapidly growing one
and a distinct menace- As tg the rea-
son or manner of its introduction
geedsmen are in a large measure igno-
rant, but the fact remains that in the
central portions of the proyvince the
evil is apparently entrenched and only
the most vigilant care and labor will
secure its eradication. Within the
limits of the city its preserce i{s pa-
tent to the most thoughtless passerby. |
But it is in the rural districts that |
evidences of the rapid spread of this
pest are more clearly seen. The sweet
clover is not a native of Canada, nei-
ther is it a new arrival, but it is only
within the past few years that its pre-
sence has awakened more than a pass-
ing concern. ' Herman Simmers, the
'well-known seedsman, speaking to The
World, said it was exceedlngly difficult
to assign the precise manner of its in-
troduction, but that it was presum-
ably due to impure clover seed, or some
like :cause. The weed is un@oubledly
spreading rapidly, but steady applica-
tion, as in the case of twitch grass,

said Mr. Simmers, will avail to stamp

out the evil. In the Niagara peninsula,
the very garden of Canada, its rav-
ages are yearly becoming more pro-
nounced, and in some sections it
threatens to usurp possession of the
land. Not alone when it is|in fuil
bloom, but likewise in the fall of the
year, owing to its rank growth, it is
an element of danger thru liability to
ignite and thereby increase fhe dan-
ger from fire. Complaints innumerable
have been lodged from progressive
farmers and those in a position to
judge of the situation, but railway cor-
porations, and town officials are pro-
pably the most flagrant violaters of
the law. There is a law governing the
situation, but, like many another, it is
more honored in the breach than in the
observance.
