of some.thieves who were exercising their vocation at 
a country fair, calls them, by a most gracious ephuism.
“ Those who live rather by their wit than labour.”__
1 his designation is fa: too loose, and altogether imphi- 
losphical. It exalts the worst part of the community 
by appropriating to it a definition that belongs to the 
best part of it. The world owes much to labor, but 
what does it- not owe to wit ? It is labor alone that 

the commodious dwelling, that builds the lofty 
temple, that poises the graceful dome, and everlasting 
arch. Labor is all very well in its way, useful to in­
dividuals, beneficial to the community, conducive to 
health, comfort, and good order. But wliat is Libor 
without wit ? A pair of hands without a head, 
strength without mind ; a solitary, silent, paius-tu- 
king thing, moving through the dul! earth, and blind 
ns the earth in which it works.

the Dutch and Belgian*, the clmuccs of a general 
Peace in Europe arc very much strengthened. To 
the timely interposition of the Five Great Powers, 
and the pniQent submission of the King of Holland, 
must be awgrdçd the Credit of avoiding a terrible and 
sanguinary straggle, with the consequent entuilmeut 
of misery on thousands of our fellow creatures. Had 
the contest continued a week longer, and French blood 
bevn spilt, the pride and fiery ambition of that People 
would have prompted them to seek dreadful retribu­
tion ; and who can say when or where they would 
have stopped in their career. But now that the af­
fair is settled, and a well-grounded hope exists that the 
Independence of Poland will lie accomplished through 
the mediatioA of England and France, the aspect of the 
times is less warlike. It is with Nations us with 
smaller Communities and Individuals ;—Experience 
has been their teacher ; and they appear to be growing 
more and more sensible of the advantages arising from 
aq amicable understanding in their mutual intercourse.

Sir Archibald Camimiku. returned to Fredericton 
on Saturday lust, from his tour to the upper Districts 
of the Province.

Wo learn, from respectable authority, that the She­
riff of York County has brought down from our ter­
ritory at Matlawasko. several of the parties concerned 
iu the recent trespasses in that quarter, and who are 
now confined in jail at Fredericton, to be dealt with 
as the law directs, and as their own audacity deserves.

A 'cidcnh—On Saturday last, a seaman named John 
Wallace, belonging to the Brig Mary nf Liverpool, ly­
ing in the s*r.-.f.n, while in the act of handing deals fro m 
a scow to the brig, was unfortunately tripped by 
one of the deals, precipitated backwards into the water, 
anil drowned.—His body has not yet been found. He 
was a native of Hull.

Kino Leopold.—The New-York Albion hazards 
the follow ing remark respecting the new King of Bel­
gium :—“ YVe are mistaken if this Prince will not sigh 
after the scenes and the people lie has left : in these 
times every diadem is lined with thorns, and the brow 
of the new King must have doubly suffered, from the 
wound* inflicted by the cowardice of his subjects.”

American Tariff—A Grand Convention, com­
posed of Delegates from all the principal Mercantile 
towns in the United States, was to assemble nt Phila­
delphia on the 30th ult. for the purpose of drawing 
up a strong memorial to Congress, to obtain a repeal 
or modification of the existing Tariff—noxv denomina­
ted “ the American System." 'i he city of New Y'ork 
lrts chosen thirty delegates to attend the Meeting, 
comprising some of her most respectable citizens, at 
the head of which stand the venerable AluERT Gal­
latin, and Chancellor Kiht—It seemspmuablc that 
Congress will be compelled to listen to tlie united 
voice of the whole maritime portion of the Union.— 
The people of the United States are becoming daily 

more convinced of the necessity of an unshackled fo­
reign trade. One of the New York p ipers remark# 
*• that which is not good for the whole country ehonti 
not jie tolerated in any part of it.”—To show the in­
consistency of the Tariff, sheet iron is quoted at §vC 
per ton in the Liverpo ol market, on which the Arif- 
rican Tariff exacts a duty of §78 41, up:»n its impor­
tation into the United States.

Providenee, ( Rhode Island ),wns the scene of serious 
riots, from the *22d to the 25th ultimo, occasioned by a 
party of sailors and others attacking a house iniahited 
hv some hliiqks of a dissolute c.haractcr. The blacks 
defended themselves by firing on the whites, klied one 
man and wounded three others. The same right and 
three following days a mob of seven or eight hundred 
people assembled in the streets of Providence, setting 
all authority at defiance, and proceeded to pall down 
all houses occupied J.y blacks. A great may y were 
thus destroyed, with their furniture, &c.—On me night 
of the 24th, tho Rioters proceeded to such lengths, 
that the Governor was under the necessity »f calling 
out the military ; the riot net was read, cv/ry means 
of persuasion used to disperse the mob, and ftvo rounds 
of blank cartridges discharged without erect—The 
Troops nl length fired upon the people will ball car­
tridges. Four men were killed, and several others 
dangerously wounded. This had the dcsiied effect of

These being frankly ex­
plained to him, he protested agaimt their proceeding, 
Mid told them that if they persistai, it would be his 
duty to continue with them. Tley expressed their 
regret at giving him the trouble,but told him they 
were bound to carry their instrurjons into execution. 
He continued with them two or three days, but of­
fered no impediment to their prtfeedings. YVe hear 
nothing of the decision of the Government in relation 
to the award of the King of the Netherlands.
