This qualification is 
fully recognized, separately and conjointly, by the several Examining 
Royal Colleges of Physicians and Surgeons in Great Britain.

Under its special Act, this Medical College is represented on the 
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario, and upon its Examining 
Board, and is therefore possessed of every privilege enjoyed by any

The “ Fellowship by Examination ” Diploma entitles its holders to 
go up before the Royal Colleges of Surgeons and Physicians in 
Great Britain and Ireland, with precisely the same exemptions from 
various parts of such examinations as are allowed to holders of Uni­
versity Degrees.

In the case of students who are desirous of taking 
their Degree in Medicine, but ivho do not intend to practise in Ontario, 
Trinity University, the University of Toronto, Queen’s University, and 
I rinity Medical College do not insist upon the matriculation examination
