DELAYS RESCUE

This finding determined that it will
be long before rescue can be made by
this route. In the meanwhile, how-
ever, every available bit of en
being concentrated on this mm
other avenues, one of which is the
piercing of a hole by a diamond drill,
to facilitate the passage of food. cloth-
ing.and messages ‘to the men.

Another is a horizontal tunnel from
an adjoining mine, while the fourth
and most hazardous is from the base
of the mine shaft, access to which is
gained through a lower level. From
the shaft base workers seek to dis-
lodge the debris blocking the tunnel,
and to drop it to the bottom, thus
clearing an opening to the trapped
level.

An attempt to communicate with
the entombed men by telegraph code,
using an iron pipe as the transmission
medium, failed early today. The code
for “OK” was hammered on the pipe
more than 100 times by a telegrapher.
There was no response. One of the
entombed miners understands the code,
mine officials said.

ALL ARE CONFIDENT

Everyone is confident that the rescue
will be made. Just how long it may
take cannot be determined. .Expecta-
tions were that possibly one expedi-
tion would shove through late tonight.
The Oliver Iron Mining Company,
which owns the mine, however, issued
a statement through its press bureau
declaring that four or five days more
may be necessary.

FOR MURDER TRIAL

Clow Attacked Victim With
Clothes Pole, His Daughter
Declares

NEW GLASGOW, N. S, Sept. 27—
James Clow, charged with the murder
last Thursday night of Thomas Mec-
Coull, was this afternoon committed
for trial before the Supreme Court at
session by Stipendiary
Magistrate J. D. Fraser.

Florence Clow, 15-year-6ld daughter
of the accused, told the court that on
the night of the tragedy she was read-
ing*in bed and that, abput midnight,
she heard a commotion -downstairs.

war the German army carried out its
manoeuvres in “field grey.” The helmets
of shining leather and polished brass
were covered and perhaps the manoeu-
vres of the Germany army were more
realistic than those of any other. This
was not on account of a blaze of color
but because every movement was made
to represent as realistically as possible
what it was intended troops should
perform in the field.

Observers attending German army
manoeuvres on behalf of foreign gov-
ernments used to hold their breath
when they watched the advances of
German infantry in mass formation at
a lumbering trot against troops, in
position. Yet this is exactly what the
“canon fodder” did at Ypres and else-
where, inviting slaughter which in reali-
ty was even beyond what the observers
pictured. Another spectacular incident
in German manoeuvres was \when the
cavalry. had occasion to charge infantry,
broken or unbroken. The cavalry did
not try to rein in two hundred yards
short of their objective as ‘was the cus-
tom in the French and British armies,
but charged right through the infantry
regardless of injuries inflicted. That
was certainly a theatrical exercise.

In passing it may be interesting to
cxamine the reason given by German
military authorities for this apparently
unnecessary brutality. The German
army was a short-service army, in fact
there was barely time to train an effi-
clent cavalryman before he went to the
reserve. Therefore, in order have
cavalry of reasonable worth, the
authorities concentrated on training the
horse rather than the man. They ar-
gued that if the horse were taught to
pull up short of its objective in a charge
during peace times it would do the
same in the fleld, and therefore, c:/cn
it charging through them meant injury
to a score or 50 of German infantry-
men during each year’s manoeuvres, it
was still to the good of the Fatherland.
That this was a fallacy was proved
by British cavalry who pulled up short
on manoeuvres and did not ride down
their own brothers, because British
horsemen never experienced the slight-
est difficulty in charging right home,
88 was acknowledged in orders cap-
tured from Germans during the early
stages of the war.

View reopening in the near future
is being hailed with satisfaction by
the hundreds of fishermen of Digby
and Annapolis who earn their liv-
ing by the sea. Several scores of
motor boats have been making their
daity trips for the Ilast several
months from the fishing villages
along the coast, each boat depend-
ing upon the other in case of need-
ed protection. I
A recent accident to one of the scal-
lop fleet emphasizes most strongly the :
necessity of the lifeboat being in oper-
ation. Just before the recent stormn
the scallop boat operated by Arch Ellis
was making its way into port when the
engine went out of commission. The
anchor was thrown out and the men
waited several hours until a passing
boat picked them up and towed the
boat to Digby. Their situation would
have been precarious had the storm
overtaken them.

HISTORY OF STATION

The life saving station, opened and
closed for various reasons several times,
was built at Bay View in the fall of
1911 and the lifeboat went into com-
mission shortly after. In the summer
of 1922 the station was closed but was
reopened during the year 1923. In the
fall of 1925 the station was again closed:
and the boat taken away but, although-
preparations had been made to dig:"
mantle the building, it was not donz
and the station could be reopened with
little preparation.

FAMILIES PLEASED

The fishermen are very anxious to
have the lifeboat in commission again
and the news that they will soon have
the protection of the boat is being re-
ceived with joy by the men and their
families along the fishing villages.

He was not
reasonably sure of getting several of
his players off work on such short
notice, but was ready to play on Tues-
day.

“We tried to get Newcastle to stay
over and one Saint John gentleman
offered to pay half their expenses if
they would stay. I was present when
this offer was made,” said Manager
McLeod. “It was a sporting proposi-
tion and would have solved the diffi-
culty, but for some reason they were
anxious to get back home,” he added.

In such an important series as for
New Brunswick, he felt, he should
have been given longer notice, but even
then tried his best. Asked if his team
would go to Newcastle Wednesday,
Manager McLeod sald the matter had
not been settled. He considered it
doubtful if the Maritime champions
would engage in any more games this
year in view of Mr. Stirling’s forfeiture
of the game here.
