London, Nov. 20—There is likely to be no
lack of applicants eager to take advantage
of the Duke of Sutherland’s great colon-
ization scheme for Canada. Already a large
number of persons have asked for further
particulars of the plan.

The plan, as explained by the Duke: of
Sutherland, is to give the British settler
help and encouragemént when he most
‘needs it—at the beginning. There arg
two definite methods of doing this. One
is to provide ready-made farms to these
with a little money of their own with
which to buy their stock, payment for the
farm being spread over ten years at a low
rate of interest. Under this plan the
settler simply comes in with his family and
hig stock; there are no weary months. of
clearing and building. 5

The second plan opens Canada to the
man without capital who desires to work
on the land. A large tract of land in Al-
berta has been purchased by the duke and
those in association with him, and it will
be maintained as a model 'farm by a farm
manager. :

“It will be, in a sensé,” the.dyke says,
“a school for farming, where an untrained
man or youth may learn the farmer’s art.
The wages of the man will be double thé
amount they receive here.”

COTTON MARKET; GLANCE
BACKWARD AND LOOK AHEAD

(From E. & C. Randolph's weekly market
letter furnished by J. M. Robinson &
Sons.)

New York, Dee. 7—After making new
low records for the season last Saturday
under liquidation and bear pressure, in-
spired by expectations of a bearish na-
tional ginners’ report and the easier rul-
ing of southern spot markets, noted be-
fore thanksgiving, the market turned

over the government reports, and on re-|
ports of steadier imterior markets. At thp‘
close of business last night a recovery of,
about twenty to twenty-five points from
the low records was shown and it looked
as though the trade thought it quite pos-
sible that the forthcoming government re-
ports might not indicate quite as large a
crop as suggested by some of the private
figures the publication of which had failed
to stimulate increased selling pressure.
We still think the supply available in
the south too burdensome to permit of

trade is assured of an effective determin-
ation on the part of the south to raise a
reduced crop mnext season, and although
a position on the short side of the market
must necessarily be less attractive than
it was at the higher prices of the earlier
season, lower prices, in our opinion, will
be required to fully complete the adjust-
ment of demand to supply. while from a
speculative standpoint, sales on advances
look more in line with current conditions,
than operations for an advance in the face
of excess supplies and an indifferent trade
situation. \
