Daley, who was recalled this morning, af-
ter having been examined privately yes-
terday by Deputy Chief Jenkins, follow-
ing his taking the stand yesterday morn-
ing. Mr. Logan said that he believed the
deputy had endeavored to refresh the

witness’ memory, and the witness himself |

said that the official had “tried to fix
him, by .getting him to tell something
about which he kiew nothing.”

Daley said that he had been told by
the deputy that he knew something about
the Normansell case, which he denied. The
deputy then asked “Didn’t Stone tell you
something to the effect that he did Mrs.
Normansell? Witness said he answered
“No,” as he did to the question which fol-
lowed, “You know all about it, as sure

b as you know you are sitting on that trunk,
don’t you?” Daley could not remember,
he said, all the conversation which took
place, or the questions’ asked.

Prompt Measures Follow Discov-
ery of Smallpox Case in Phila-
delphia

sweeping quarantines in the history of the
city was put in force today following the
discovery of smallpox in the . tenderloin
district. The section was roped off and

everyone found within the police boundrl

ary was compelled to submit to. vaccina-
tion.  Knowing the custom of most of the
residents, the physicians waited until 4
o'clock this morning when every one
would be home.

At that hour 100 physicians, accompani-
ed by large details of policemen entered
the district, which includes Philadelphiaje
Chinatown, and began vaccinating. It is
estimated that 3,000 persons submitted to
the doctors while hundreds of policemen
stood on guard and permitted no one to
escape.

I was a part of it.

1t was impossible for me to discern the
boats that I knew were stationed below
in the harbor, and surrounding waters of
Key West, but before me, as in a picture,
| appeared the smoke signals of the’torpedo
boats that I knew were miles and miles
beyond me.

Having had no experience with mirages,
I could not depend upon this uncanny
guide with certainty. I therefore turned
to the compass which I carried for'assis-
tance. 1 had made tests with Captain
Sterling, commander of the torpedo boat
destroyer Flotilla, while awaiting propit-
jous weather conditions at Key West, and
could, therefore, place confidence in that
instrument. .

As the strength of the sun’s rays in-
creased, the mirage disappeared and 1

!| sighted the “Roe,” the first of the tor-

pedo boat destroyers in the line of flight.
This vessel was then about twenty-five
miles out from Key West.

Weather Ideal

The weather conditions from every
standpoint were ideal, and it was a com-
paratively simple: matter to pick up the
varied vessels stationed along the course,
In picking up the “Roe” 1 verified the
i fact that my compass worked absolutely
" correctly. The light house at Sandy Key
was intended to be one of the marks of
the course, but the mirage made it impos-
sible for me to see it at all although I
must have passed directly over it.

At an altitude of about 1200 feet, when
passing over the Roe I was able to see
very" distinctly what was taking place

Under the commission plan the men
who have authority are in session every
day, or can be got at every day, and are
responsible for their acts. ey cannot
evade responsibility by shifting it over up-
on a board or a committee. They act
promptly, and the matter is dettléd in one
way or another without needless delay.

The fact should be emphasised that even
with five nipmbers of very ordinary abil-
ity, but each of them held responsible,
every day and all the time for lis acts,
and with 'a business-like system of dealing
with all matters, better results are ob-
tained than withi three or four times as
many irresponsible’ men giving only a por-
tion of their time to civic affairs.

Them Efficient and Salaries Paid to Ensure the Thorough

Doing of Tasks

City government by commission, now
conceded by many to be past the experi-
wental . stage, is a topic of deep interest
in St. John and therefore the Times to-
‘ay presents to its readers a first-hand
u.ipion of the working of the new plan
n Des Moines, Ja.—a city that was one
of the pioneers in the cffort to raise the
standard of municipal efliciency. The
writer of the article, John MacVicar, has
been secretary of the League of American
Municipalities since its organization a
number of years ago. He assisted his
home city of Des Moines in changing its
form of government, was electel to the
first commigsion to serve under the new
system and has been reelected for a sec-
onid term of two vears. He writes: —

We have been slow fo understand that
what is neded to secure results in city
government is capacity to perform—to “do
}h}ngs." Qur business men have also
failed to see that in their efforts to build
an enterprising and prosperous city a mun-
jcipal government can be made an impor-
that factor, though mow it is usually a
handijcap.

It seems mot to have occurred to our
municipal reformers or legislators that
what is needed to secure gold resulls is
to place or concentrate responsibility ra-
ther than to divide it by devising innum-
erable ‘“‘checks and balances.” With such
direct responsibility and  power comes
oppertunity, and it is my observation
that many capable and earnest men have
gone out of municipal office dishearten-
od and almost diseredited for lack of op-
portunily to make good.

But that day of little faith in the power
of democracy to do things well has al-
most passed away. The schoolmastér has
been abroad in the land. The people are
learning to rule cities, states and nations,
and a hundred American cities, led by
(ajveston and Des Moipes, are today de-
monstrating that it is possible for the peo-
ple to rescue their cities from the dominat-

jon of the few, from the despotism of the

politician and the boss and rule them for
the people’s good.
Galvesten First Tries Plan

Galveston, devastated by a tidal wave
and threatened with bankruptey, introdue-

ed commission government as a War mea-
suie. Des Moines had no floods, but she!

Liad other calamities which in a way were '

almost as disastrous to the city’s welfare.|
Our city noted the success of the mubici-|
pal management at Galveston, and our’
commercial organization went before onr
legislature with a bill. similar to the Gal-
veston plan, which at the first session !
attracted little attention and no considgra-
tion from that body. Fhe movement fort
commission government, however, contin-|
ned, and the newspapers and interested
citizens redoubled their efforts in educating
public sentiment in favor of the move;
ment: and, at the next session of the
Jegislatyre, with the assistance of Gover-
sior Cummins the Des Moines plan, dif-
fering materially from the Galveston char-
ter, and which had been prepared with
much patriotic consideration, was made
a law.

Our commercial body believed it possi-
ble to make over the city government
from a weighty liability to a live asset
and this has been done.

The most essential and fundamental
features of the commission form of gov-
croment as embodied in the charter of
my homie city of Des Moines, are the
climination of ward and party lines, the
concentration of power and responsibility !
in a single body of five officials elected!
by the people of a united city, and the
introduction of direct legislation threugh
the initiative, referendum and recall.

Among the many advantages of this
simple and extremely democratic system
ave the shorter ballot, simplifying the
clection and enabling both the individual
voter and the community as a whole to

know just what they are doing in the
polling booth; the unification of the city
as a political organism and of the muni-
cjpality as an expression of its political
h_fe: the creation of a new and better
civic spirit, which is also expressed in a
quickened industrial and business activ-
ity, to the bepefit of all; the elimination
of partizan politics from the city’s busi-
ness; the selection of municipal employes
and minor officials by a responsible body,
havng power to make the city’s civil list
clastic, so that it contracts and expands
with the city's needs instead of growing
into an unvarying burden upon the public:
the consequent elevation of municipal em-
ployment to the plane of merit and honor,
instead of letting it fall to the level of
imefficiency or graft; the payment of sal-
aries calling for the practically undivided
time and energy of the council or commis-
sion; the transaction of public business in
Bboth large and small affairs, without de-
lay; a better quality of work both in the.
direct service of the city and in service
performed by contract, and the retaining
in the hands of the people of the entire
power of both legislation and administra-
tion through the initiative, referendum
and recall, thus putting the political ma-
chine, the objectionable ward politician
and the maunicipal boss out of business
and opening the door to every citizen who
has the desire and the capacity to serve
the city in office.

Many Cities Follow

More than 100 cities in 21  different
states have within less than three years
adopted new charters along these lines
and several hundred additional cities
are considering the ‘adoption of like
measures whenever the legislatures will
permit.

Many commission charters vary in
more or less essential particulars and
somne appear to have been formed with
a view to presenting novel and original
features rather than by profiting by ex-
perience already gained from the opera-
tion of the more approved forms. ¥or
example, some Colorado cities have thought
best to elect each commissioner for the
specific department in which he is to
serve, instead of leaving it to the com-
mission to assign its own members,to the
several places. So far as 1 know there
was no reason arising from the practical
workings of the Galveston er Des Moines
plans for making this change. On the
contrary, it mgkes the comunission less
elastic and deprives the city of the pos
sible advantage of a re-assignment of the
commission if the first allotment proves
not to be the best. Besides, it reduces the
responsibility of the commission as a
whole.

A still greater and more cssential mis-
take, in. v judgiment, ‘has been made
by the city of Boston, which in the
abundance of its caution, adopted several
of the good features of the Des Maoines
plan, but left out the one essential ele-
ment of the commission plan itself, thus
depriving - itself of the advantage of
having its feet firmly on the ground of
experience. A mayor of large powers
and a council of nine members elected
by the city at large and at a supposedly
non-partizan election, with certain safe-
guards real or supposed thrown around
them, is probably an improvement wupon
the old charter of Boston; but why
the Athens of the western hemisphere
close to adopt a method providing di-
vided, responsibility ~that had been
previously {ried and found wanting in
Indianapolis and ¥t. Wayne, Ind., and
elsewhere, is something an uncultured
western man can hardly: be expected to
explain,

Another fundamental element lacking
in the Boston charter, if I may be per-
mitted to criticize, is the important
power of appointment of the working
forces of the city government reserved |
by the state for appointment.by the Gov-
ernor. This is not only a further divis-
jon of responsibility and péwers properly
belonging to city officials, but also it den-
ies the people of the city the right, of

The hardest task of all was the chang-
ing the leopard's spots. The five commis-
sionere or councilmen first elected under
the Des Moines plan had previously held
political offices, either city or county, and
bad to become accustomed to the new or-
der of things. 7The newspapers of Towa
ontside of Des Moines elevated their eye-
brows when the result of the election was:
known. “The character of the men elect-
ed.” said the Sioux City Journal, ‘“‘pre-
Judes the peesibility of te success of the
plan. But within two years Sioux City,
impressed with the results achieved in Des
Moines under those men of only moderate
abilities adopted the same plan of gov-
ernment. Public opinion undertook the
task of making over the politicians on
the council. The newspapers and the peo-
ple pledged support, hut demanded ser-
vice. The new government was organized
and the duties apportioned.

The board of public wdrks already re-
ferred to was created upon the assymp-
tion that it was to be the administrative
body of the city's government, with entire
charge of the streets and all public im-
provements, street lighting, street clean
ing ‘and ‘making all purchases pertaining
thereto. 1t was the intent of the law that
the city council should act mainly ae a
legislative body, to approve coutracts made
by the board of public worke and the city
engineer, to pay the bills and payrolls, to
levy the taxes and to pass such ordinances
as might be necessary. It was planned
that the board of public works should be
wholly indepenednt politically of both the-
mayo# and council; but, with that per-
versity peculiar to the workings of muni-
cipal government, it found itself handicap-
ped by political pressure from both. On
the one hand it found itself under obli-
gations to the mayor for apppintment and
reappointment, and on the other to the
council for confirmatiop and for the funds
with which to conduct the city’s work.

Modern ' labor-saving appliances have
been  added to the public works - depart-
ment and the former shiftless conduct,
which was eo clearly visible, has been re-
placed with a most efficient system, and
no private contractor in Des Moines gets
more faithful sewiﬁe from his workmen
than does the city. \

An intelligent system of inspection has
supplanted the inefficient inspectors of old.
The payment of extras to contractors,|
formerly a common custom, is now un- |
known, and the contractor of public worka:

DUTIES OF

PARENTS T0
 CHILDREN

What Magistrate Daley of t' e
Winnipeg Juvenile Court Has
to Report—A Timely Article

(Toronto Mail and Express)

[t is a pleasure to praise a report by
\la.','istrat(;'l'. Mavne Daly: who presides
aver the Juvenile Court in Winnipeg, and
who, as he admits, goes somewhat beyond
the bounde of his official duties to make
some remarks on the bringing up of chil-

marks that interest us, and that should
interest every father and mother in the
country who has a son or a daughter of
tender years, It may be rather a shock
to many to suppose that a police court
judge can have anything to say that con-
cerns their children, the general idea be- 4
ing that judges have to deal only with the;
children of “the so-called criminal classes.
The fact is that the vast majority. of the
~hildren who come before Magistrate Daly,
and every other judge, we suppbse, come
from Christian homes, and of respectable
parente.

What of the Preachers?

]t is. therefore, Christian parents who
<hould be most concerned in what he has
to say. It is these Christian parents whom
lie holds responsible for rowdy -sons and
sly daughters, Says Judge Dal}'; “If the |
doctrine of parental responsibility could
be expounded more frequent.ly from our |
pulpits and the hard factg driven home to
those pavents who attend our different
hurches that they ave not fulfilling their
proper duties. but by their neglect are
laying up misery and unhappiness and
even worse for their boys and girls, a
time might soon come when there would
be little need for a juvenile court.” One
might go a step further back and demand
to know what the ministere are doing?
1What parents are they arousing to a sense
of their responsibilities? "None of their
(duties can:be greater than this, to which
Mr. Daly attracfs their attention.

Father and Son

There are many theories as to the re-
Jationship that should exist between father
and son, mother and daughter. “Compan-
ionship”’ is the note struek by Judge
Daly. - “Fathers should make chums of
their boys from an early age,” he de-
clares. “A boy should feel that his father
is the very best friend he has on earth,
next to his mother. Then he can tell his
father all his troubles and childish woes,
and later on his boyish pranks. The fa-
ther: should be a good and attentive lis-
tener, and should enter into all the joys
and sorrows of his boy, comfort him, guide
him, help him. He should know how his
boy is getting on at school, who his eom-
panions are, what his play is, and where
he plays and with whom. In fact, a fat_her
should devote the most of his spare time
to his family.

Mother and Daughter

Mothers’ responsibilities are even great-
er than those of fathers, for it is Judge
Daly’s experience that girls are harder to
deal with than boys when they show a
bent toward evil, and it is naturally over
girls that the mothers can exercise the
most influence. Many of them are inclin;
ed to be over-indulgent, and too much
wrapped. up. in the personal appearance
and adornment of their girls to the ex-
clusion of character building. They ne-
glect to instill into their -daughters the
necessity of their sharing in the home du-
ties and . responsibilities.  Selfishness on
the part of the daughters is'a natural con-
sequence; and an undue desire for excite-
ment, amusement and dress usually su-
persede the old fashioned idea of home
life and simple pleasures. The end of this
road is often the ‘childrens’ court, if not
a more disgraceiul fate. Then everybody
wonders at the miracle of -the girls with
such a respectable father and mother be-
having in such scandalous fashion, where-
as the miracle would have been if she had
done anything -else.

The Real Neglect

Magistrate Daly calls attention to afact
that hae been often’ commented ou, name-
1y., that parental eonirol sems to be go-
ing by the board. The majority of par-
ents have no particular sense of moral re-
sponmsibility for their children. They may
love them, and tenderly supply all their
physical wants, but are more than will-
ing to entrust the all important work of

er in a day school, or a young lady in a
Sunday school, who sees the children once
a week. The Socialist doctrine that the
state should be responsible for the chil-
dren, and that the only function of parents
in the matter is to bring the little ones
into the world, seems to be practised to a
greater extent than one would €xpect, and
hy parents who would be horrified at the
