RADIUM, $156,000 A GRAM

Entire Amount in Existence Not Moze
fhan Grams

Lecturing on radium before the So-
ciety of Civil Engineers in Paris, Paul
Blesson said that the latest statistics on
the quantity of salts of radium existing
at the present moment in the different
scientific and medical laboratories prove
that there are not more than six to seven
grams of metallic radium in" the whole
world. .

From the creation of the radium in-
dustry in 1899 under the impetus of
Professor Curie up to 1904 only two to
three grams of radium were extracted
from thirteen tons of pitchblende resi-|
dues, and these two or three grams were'
supplied to the laboratory of M. and
Mme. Curie.

Then the Austrian government pro-
hibited the exportation of radioactive
ore from Joachimsthal, and radium had
to be extracted in France' from muchy
poorer ore containing only half to two
milligrams of radium to the ton, such
as antunites from Portugal and car-
notites from .Colorado, whereas pitch-
blende residues eontained 100 to 200 mil-
ligrams of radium to the ton.

In recent years Austria has not treat-
ed more - three - to . four, tens of
pitchblende -annually, yielding less than
one gram annually. America and Eng-
land do not yet preduce salts of radium.
The command of the production and
the market are “held ;in France. The
price of a gram of bromide of hydrated
radiom is about $80,000, which makes
the gram of pure metallic radium worth
about $156,000. s
The-industrial uses of radium are in-
creasing _greatly. In the silk manufac-
turing industry it is being used for dis-
electrizing textile fibres and the parts of
machines—New..York Sun..

GOVERNMENT AND

Injury To Empire If fustice Is
Not Done

BRITISH PAPER'S VIEWS

Demands in South Africa Two
in Number and Reasonable—
Responsibility of the Dominions
to the Races of the Empire

(Manchester Guardian.)
There are some signs that the strike
of the Indians in Natal will not last,

But its rights and wrongs cannot
be evaded without the gravest risk of|
injury to the empire. Nor must repres-‘
sion take a form which denies too plain-
ly the ordinary civil rights of by far the
most numerous class of British subjects.
! On both these heads the action of Na-
ital shows a lack of consideration for
' Imperial interests. I
i The repression of the sirike is taking
-forms that are intolerably harsh. Only
'a very small proportion of the strikers
have been guilty of crime; the great ma-
jority nave been as orderly, snd far more
submissive, than English strikers would
be. But strik:rs whose only offence is
passive resistance to the wrongs of their
race have been arrested wholesale and
thrown int> prison. i

There may be provisions in the ar
ticles of indenture which prescribe im-
prisoninent as the punishment for breach
of its terms, but it seems plain that In-
dians who are not under indentures are
being imprisoned. Moreover there s
evidence that Indians on strike are be-
| Ing brutally flogged by their employers,
;und generally, ars being treated more
like runaway slaves than as equal sub-
jects of the king. i

The first duty of the home govein-
ment, therefore, is to watch over the
reasures of repression, and to see that

{they are not illegal and unnecessarily
| harsh. Its mext duty is to ingist that
the grievances of the Indians shall be
considered, and that promises made to,
them shall be kept. 7 i

The strikers desire satisfaction for two
demands only. The first is that a tax
of £8 a head imposed on Indians whose
indentures have expired should be re-
pealed. This tax is designed to force
the Indians in Natal either to return to
India or to enter into indentures once
more. It is a measure of forced labor,
and as such is grossly unconstitutional
and illegal.

| Their second demand is that there
should be reasonable freedom of migra-
tion from one province of the South Af-
rican Union to another for Indians and
their families. It has been held by the
eourts that as Mahometans may mary
| more than one wife any Moslem mar-
| riage is polygamous, and therefore that
| a Moslem Indian may not take even his
| first and only wife from one province of
| South Africa into another under the
| terms of the compromise with General
| Smuts. Both these demands should be
| supported with the whole weight of the
| imperial government.

One or two misapprehensions need to
be removed. We could wish theoretically
that any British subject should be able

| to hold his head high wherever he may
| be, and claim as his birthright certain
elementary rights of citizenship. Glad~
‘stone in a memorable speech attacked
lLord Palmerston’s boast of Civis Rom-
| anus sum, but a boast which might be
| arro, on the lips of a Briton born
! into the full consciousness of his super-
fority would on the lips of the Indian
be more than an assertion of ordinary
| human rights. We could wish, if condi-
| tions were other than they are, that in
| every part of the empire the possession
{of British citizenship gave equal poli-
| tical rights. If it did, India would aim
the right of free immigration into South
Africa, of the vote, and of unimpeded
movement from one end of Africa to
the other. :

If they asserted that right we could’
understand the jealousy and opposition
of the dominions, They would say that
the immigration of a race with a lower
| standard of civilization was endanger-
| ing their own existence, and that it was
' necessary to exclude and even to op-
' press in order to maintain the ideal of
a white, that is to say European, South

}Alrica. But the Indians have freely
! acknowledged the: force of these objec-
| tions. They do not ask for the vote
lor for the right of free immigration
linto South Africa. All they say\is this:
“Exclude fresh incomers if you like.
Deny us the vote if you feel that you
cannot safely share it. But allow those
{ who are already in South Africa cer-
| tain elementary rights. Do not insist
| that an Indian shall leave his wife be-
ihlnd him as a condition of moving from

gens without the yote, but do not tax
us out of the country or into indentures
in which we are not quite slaves nor
yet free men.” Could demands be more
modest? Could greater consideration be
shown for the ideals and even the pre-
judices of South Africa?

These Indians were brought to South
Africa by the agency of the home gov-
ernment. It may have been a mistake,
though what Natal would have done
without the Indians we cannot fmagine.
But the obligation once contracted re-
mains, and we cannot evade it on the
plea that South Africa has now respon-
sible government and that we may not
dictate what their domestic policy
should be. The treatment of the In-
dians is a question not of domestic but
imperial policy. It is & great concession
to the status of a self-governing colony
that we . should abandon the right to
ask for equal rights for all British sub-

ects.

These Indians are not Kaffirs, but
men who in a few generations are ca-
pable of full citizenship. But though the
grant of self-government may carry
with it the right to prohibit future im-
migration, it cannot cancel obligations
already incurred. In assuming the priv-
ileges of self-government the dominions
also take ower its responsibilities; and
these include not only local police and
defence, but all the imperial duties to
subjects of the crown within their jur-
isdiction. The responsibilities may be
put higher but cannot be put lower.

If a historian in the future came to
write the decline and fall of the Brit-
ish Empire, we can imagine a chapter
in which he saw the beginning of the
end in the neglect by the dominions of
their responsibilities to the races of the.
empire which, though less developed
politically, were were still the heirs to,
a proud and noble clivilization. We can |
imagine his com! laining of the arro-,
gancé which rake the scripture of im-

rialism to appropriate ali its blessings !
?:r o small aristocracy of white men |
and flung all its curses to the countless
millions of India and of less favored
countries still. It was one of the vices
of Mr. Chamberain’s school of imperial-
jsm that it forgot India; and Liberals
who have corrected others of its vices
are under a special duty to correct this,
the greatest of all. The Liberal govern-
ment gave self-government to South Af-
rica; but if this self-government were
made an excuse for not defending the
rights of British Indians in South Af-
rica, the grant may g0 down to history
as an act of justice to South Africa,
as a great measure of imperial consoli-
dation, Liberals are sometimes accused
of indifference to the grandeur of em-
pire. But this is Liberal imperialism as
we understand it—to raise India to the
rank of nationhood and to encourage
its peoples to think of British citizen-
ship as an honor, not a servitude.

YEAR BOOK OF

CANADIAN ART

The Telegraph has received from J.
M. Dent & Sons, Limited, Toronto, &
copy of the Year Book of Canadian
Art, which has been compiled by the
Arts and Letters Club of Toronto, in
the belief that it will supply & need in
giving information regarding the devel-
opment of Canada during the year 1912-
18 in literature, architecture, music,
painting and sculpture. The publication
of the book, it is said, has peen under-
taken as a maker of love for the arts,

rather than with the idea of gain, the
club having received the cheerful and
unpaid assistance of many writers and
other authorities in the compilation of
the work. N

D. Arnold Fox, of this city, contrib-
utes an interesting article on “Music in
the Maritime Provinces.” He says, in
referring to what St. John has been
doing, so far as music is concerned:

“There is a creditable amount of
musical activity, and the high standard
of efficiency maintained by some of the
church choirs of the city is a feature
of the choral situation. Both in the
standard of music performed and in the
manner of performance the ideal is a
commendably high one. About two
yars ago, on the invitation of Ernest
S. Peacock, members of several of the
city choirs united with St. Luke’s in the
rehearsal of many of the Messiah
choruses, and in April 1911 these, with
most of the solos in the work, were ren-
dered in St. Luke’s church with organ
and pianoforte accompaniment in a cred-
itable manner. This performance _re-
sulted in the formation of the St. John
Choral Society.

“The Messiah and Creation were im-
mediately put into rehearsal, the for-
mer work being well performed in the
Opera House in January 1912. This
was followed by a two day’s festival in
May following, at which Haydn’s Crea-
tion received a successful rendering, ac-
companied by a local orchestra, Dur-
ing the past season a successful per-
formance of Cowen’s Rose Maiden was
given, the soloists, with the exception of
the soprano, being St. John people, the
accompaniments being sustained by a lo-
cal orchestra. In April last the so-
ciety concluded its season with a suc-
cessful two day’s festival”

Mr. Fox, in writing of the cT:oral
festival at Fredericton in connection
with the re-opening ceremonies in com-
memoration of the restoration of the
cathedral, gives words of praise to the
choirs of the cathedral and St. John
churches which, under his leadership,
took part in the festival. He also writes
appreciatively of the excellent work
done in St. John by the bands of the
8rd Regt. Garrison Artillery and 62nd
Fusiliers, and the City Cornet, Carleton
Cornet and St. Mary’s bands.

“No account of music in the province,”
he adds, “would be complete without
mention of Edward Manning and J. S.

On his return to St. John he established
himself in business as successor to John

He
et up a temporary place in King street,
moving later to the Magee building in
Germain street. From there he. moved
to the McLaughlin building in the same
street and then to the Victoria Hotel
building ,where he was in business for
cighteen years. Seven years ago he
moved into the store in Charlotte street
which he occupied at the time of his
death.

He has been known to the trade as
a skilful goldsmith, was in his prime a
ncted athlete and gymnast. He was
also an ardent musician and had much
to do with the earlier musical organiza-
tions of the city.

| will leave Montreal by the Grand Trunk

at 7.30 o'clock - this evening and will
arrive in Toronto at seven o’clock on
Sunday morning, This will mean that
they will not be delivered to. Toronto
addresses before Monday morning.
If the mails had been forwarded by a
special C, P. R. train they could have
left Sand Point at eight o’clock a. m.,
arriving in Montreal before eleven p. m.
in time to connect with the regular pas-
senger train leaving Montreal at eleven
and arriving in Toronto at 8.20 o’clock
this mcrning.
The mails would thus reach Toronto
not only twenty-three hours earlier in
actual time, but would be delivered at
least two days earlier.

The Bishop of Oxford.

The Bishop of Oxford’s specch.. was.
made at the aftermoon session. He: de- i
clared that we had arrived at a crisis|
in our industrial history as inspiring as
critical. He pointed out the failure of
the principle of the older political econo-

|
the leading idea of which was to give!
the greatest possible facilities for mak—!
ing fortunes, and the wages paid to the'
workers were to be whatever wages
they could be persuaded to accept. This
system was to a certain extent countered
by .the trade unions, but there was still
a mass of underfed, under-provided,
hopeless workers whom these organiza-
tions could not reach, and who consti-
tuted an enormous national peril,

People had been led to ask whether
the whole industrial situation had not
been calculated from the wrong end. Was
it the case that the first charge upon
an industry should be the opportunity
for making large fortunes? Or was it
the case that the first charge should be
the proper payment of the worker? Af-
ter discussing this question at some
length, the Bishop said that within the
last ten years we had seen a quite as-
tonishing change in what the country
is prepared to face, in what politicians
will welcome, in what economists “would
Jjustify, and in what the Christian con-
science of the country would demand.

A great deal had been accomplished,
and in this connection he paid atribute
to the work of Sir Charles Dilke and to
a number of living workers.” WitHin the
last year, Dr. Gore went on, an as-
tonishing impetus had been given to the
movement for applying the principle of
the minimum wage to the great indus-
try wlich had in England ranked as the
chief of all our industries—that of agri-
culture. He had read two books about
the agricultural laborer written from
two different points of view—one by the
Hammonds and the other by R. Pro-
thero.

When he read those books he perceived
certain difficulties, but one conclusion
scemed forced upon him from both alike,
and that was that there was no class of
labor in the country to which so great
an act cf reparation was due from the
country as to the agricultural laborer.
—(Cheers.) He was most thankful to
perceive increasingly that the principle
of a living wage was no longer being
urged merely from one side of politics.
Few things had given him greater pleas-
ure than the conclusion reached by the
committee of Unionist members and
others—the Unionist Social Reform

Twenty-
five paid initiation fees on Nov. 23 and
about fifty more propose to do so this
week. The Federation of Labor, with
P! F. Duffy, organizer, is behind the la-
test movement of the chorus girls to
get together. .

The Chorus People’s Alliance is the
name of the new organization. Sixty-
cight chorus girls and men attended a
mass meeting at the Women’s Trade
Union -League quarters, 43 East 22nd
street, and voiced complaints of abuses
of managers provoking the choristers to
mass for protection. The union will
move for half pay for rehearsals, full

8t. Petersburg, Nov. 24—Poetical
Grand Duke Constantine, Czar Nicholas’
cousin, is at open war with the orthodox
Most Holy Synod, and at secret war
with the ministry of war,” The cause is
his great religious musical ;and, dance
drama, —“The King of the’ Jews” The
synod, with Herr Sabler in command,
declines to allow the play ‘to be played
in public; and would like’to prevent it
even being played in private. And the
war office objects to the grand duke turn-
ing one of the finest Muscovite regiments
into a theatre and ballet ‘school.

After this act the
play chiefly centres round Pilats, In the
second act Pilate and his wife, Proculs,
are brought on the stage; and there is a

EXPENDITURES ARE

INCREASING  WHILE
- REVENUE DECLINES

Ottawa, Dec. 5LThe financial state-
ment of the déminion for the month of
November shows decreasing revenues
and increasing expenditures with conse-
quent additions to the public debt.

The official figures of the finance de-
partment for the month show a net fall-
ing off in revenue of $742,797, as com-
pared with November of last ygar, while
expenditures on consolidated fund ac-
count increased by $1,074,298, and on
capital account by $2,114,710.

The increase in the national debt dur-
ing the month was $1,987,657. At the
end'of the month the net public debt of
the dominion stood at $308,115,195.

For ‘the eight months of the present
fiscal year the total revenue has been
$114,640,295, an increase of $4,204,920, as
comparsd with the corresponding eight
months of last year.

Expenditures, on the other hand, show
a total increase of nearly - $25,000,000.

Some Scotch Marriages

(London Tit-Bits)

If you ask anyone, layman or lawyer,
south of the border to give you a cor-
rect definition of the marriage laws of
Scotland, there is the ten-to-ome chance
that he will be unable to do so. People
have been heard to gravely declare that
if. a person, even in jest, introduced a
lady as his wife to somebody else in
Scotland they were thereby tied to-
gether in matrimonial bonds, Others
who do not “joke with difficulty” have
been heard to state their belief that
many Scots do not knbw whether they
dre married-or single! Such matrimoni-
al travesties may have had some re-
semblance of reality in the romantic
days of Gretna Green, when runaway
couples were united in wedlock by the
village blacksmith, but in these days a
higher standard is placed upon the
ceremony, of marriage, both by the civil
law and the law of the church.

A’ Civil Contract

Only the other day an important
point arising out of evidence given by
o Scottish minister at a bigamy trial
in Londbn was settled by the Registrar-
General for Scotland, who has laid it
down that “witnesses are essential” to
the due observance of a Scottish mar-
riage. The essence of the Scots’ law is
that marriage is essentially a civil con-
tract. Thus, if twe parties in the pres-
ence of witnesses solemnly and deliber-
ately say. to each other, “You are my
wife,” You are my husband,” they are
indissolubly married as if the whole
ceremony of banns, clergyman, and
marriage lines had, been gone through.
Or, again, if & man and woman write,
say, on the fly-leaf of a Bible the words
“I take you A. for my wife” p.nd I take
you B, for my husband,” respectively,
and add their signatures, both intending
to marry, they are as firmly knit as if
they had been wedded by the Archbish-
op of Canterbury. Such are the unro-
mantic facts of a Scottish marriage.

The propriety of allowing marriages
to be effected in this simple way with-
out the safeguard of any religious cere-
mony has_often been questioned, but
the fact remains that the legislature al-
lows it and that “it is suited” as one
authority has said, “to the Scottish na-
tional character and circumstances,” It
cannot be said, however, that such
marriages are regarded with favor either
by the law or by public opinion.

Proclaiming the Baans.

“Another interesting point cropped up
the other day when a minister re-
fused to marry any couple whose names
had been published on the registrar's
board instead of having been proclaim-
ed in the parish church. He did not
object to the registrar’s certificate on the
ground that proclamation in the church
was a guarantee of greater publicity,
but. simply that it was a prerogative of
the minister that he was mot obliged
to' marry parties unless after proclama-
tion of banns. In olden days the fees
charged by church officials or kirk ses-

the express purpose of encouraging reg-
ular marriages), the church had to set
its house in order, and ‘in 1880 an act
was passed by the general assembly,
in which it was decreed that the fee for
proclamation of banns and certificates
should in no case exceed 2s. 6d. When
originally instituted, proclamation of
banns was made on three successive
Sundays preceding the marriage, but it
is now sufficient if proclamation is
made on one Sunday “for the first, sec-
ond, and third times.”

Mated on Friday

Dissenters of strong opinion like to
show their independence by patronizing
the registrar rather than the clerk of
the kirk session, but the women still
have the preference to be “cried in the
kirk” The marriage “lines” are issued
by the session clerk or the registrar,
as the case may be, and the minister
of any church can carry through all
the formalities of the marriage at the
bride’s home or in an hotel. A small
party of relatives, or a large assembly,
is gathered, according to the acommo-
dation of the house and the means wat
disposal. The more fashionable have
their weddings about mnoon or two
o’clock. Among the working classes Fri-
day evening is the popular time, and
in Glasgow and the other great towns
the last Friday of the year sees as many
weddings as any ordinary month. In
recent years.in Scotland marriagés in
church have become quite common
among the “better class” people, but it
is not often that a couple belonging to
the artisan population are wedded in
church.

As is the case in England, civil mar-
riages are greatly on the increase in
Scotland. They provide a lucrative busi-
ness for a certain class of solicitors in
large towns. In the newspapers, par-
ticularly those circulating in the coun-
try districts, these lawyers insert ad-
vertisements, of which the following is
an example:r— -

Marriages privately completed,
10s. ' Particulars sent free; experi-
gnced law agents; convenient all
stations.

For the modest sum of 10s. these le-
gal gentlemen are prepared to secure
the tying of the nuptial knot for any
couple according to' the law of Scot-
land. The extent of this business is
shown by the figures for one year, when
1,868 couples in Glasgow were married
before the sheriff. The ceremony is of
 the simplest form. The couple goes to
a solicitor who draws up an agreement
of marriage. He takes them and two
witnesses before the sheriff, in court or
in chambers, and here they profess hav-
ing accepted each other as man and
wife. ‘The witnesses swear that the
bride and the bridgeroom have resided
in Scotland for the required number of
days, and that they witnessesd them
agree to be married. That is sll, and the
sheriff fortwith makes an order that the
registrar shall duly make an entry of
such marriage in his register. Generally

The ‘falliig off ih customs révenue,
which began in September last, has been
going -on at an accelerated pace ever
since. 'The November customs revenue
totalled $8,101,626, a decrease of $1,872,-
824, as compared with November of last
year. This reflects a very considerable
falling off in importations during the
month. Indications are that decreases
in importations and in customs revenue
will be continued till well on into next
year.

For the eight months of the fiscal
year the total customs revenue “has been
275,001,109, a decrease of £1,088,086, as
compared with the first eight months of
the last fiscal year. : !

Revenue increases have occurred in
cxcise, post office and miscellaneous ac-
counts. The excise revenue for the eight
months totalled $14,620,681, an increase
‘of - $526,450." Post office revenue totalled
$7,678,000, an increase of $675,000.

The revenue . from . miscellaneous
sources increased by $2,627,086. One of
the largest items of increase was in the
revenue from Chinese immigration, the
total amount of the poll taxes collected
during the eight months being no less
than $228,276. That means that nearly
4,500 Chinese have settled in Canada
since April 1 last.

Royal Proclamation Issued Forbids
Importation of Arms and Amu-
nition—Making - Peaceful Over-

tures

London, Dec. 5—The British cabinet,
by a royal proclamation promulgated
tonight prohibiting the importation of
arms and ammunition into lreland, for
the ‘first time grasped the nettle of the
revolution in Ulster, which it had hither-
to ignored, although the followers of
Sir Edward Carson for months had been
advertising their military preparations
in every possible way and daring inter-
ference with them.

Almost simultaneously with the publi-
cation of the proclamation, Premier As-
quith made the longest step towards the
conciliation of the Ulsterites that the
government has yet taken by announc-
ing his acceptance of the principle for a
basis of agreement which Sir Edward
Carson suggested in his last speech.
These principles are:

First—That the settlement must not
be humiliating or degrading to Ulster.

Second—TUlster’s treatment must not
be different or exceptional from that
meted out. to the other parts of the
United Kingdom.

Third—Ulster must retain the full pro-
tection of the imperial parliament.

Fourth—The home rule bill must not
be such as to lead to-ultimate separation
of Ulster from Great Britain.

Thus the government extends to the
signers of the Ulster covenant -the olive
branch. .

Importation of Arms Prohibited.

The proclamation prohibiting the jm-
portation of arms and ammunition into
Ireland, whichiKing George signed at a
meeting of the privy council Thursday,
and which is published in the Royal
Gazette tonight, was milder than rumors
had anticipated it would be.

Instead of reviving the Irish Crimes
act, which was so odious to the old
time home rulers, against whom it was
directed, which prohibited the carrying
of arms and gave drastic power of search
for arms, it invoked the Customs Con-
solidation act of 1876.

The only reason given in the procla-
mation for taking the step is the state-
ment: “Whereas it is expedient that
the importation into Ireland of arms and
ammunition and other goods, hevein-
after mentioned, should be prohibited,
therefore,” and the proclammation pro-
ceeds to specify all articles intended for
or capable of being used for military
purposes as being under the ban. It
exempts, however, arms and explosives
designed solely for sporting or mine
uses.

The
present labor situation is so delicate that
the Conservatives apparently have be-
gun to fear the influence of their words.
Even Sir Edward Carson now declares
that the first duty of the army is to
obey orders. :

GRIM PILE OF THE

TOWER OF LONDON

More of It Is To Be
Thrown Open To
Public

WHERE PRINCES WERE SLAIN

ungeons Also Where Wretched
Occupants Suffered a Living
Death—Where Sir Walter Ra-
leigh Took Exercise Before His
Execution "

(Times Special Correspondence)

London, Nov. 22—People who visit
the historic Tower of London after the
beginning of the Néw Year will be able
to enjoy more thrills by many than have
fallen to the lot of visitors in the past,
for after that date, the famous Bloody
Tower and the grisly dungeons under-
neath it will be thrown upon to the pub-
lic for the first time.

The Bloody Tower to which a grim
air of mystery always has attached, re-
ceived its name from the murder of the
two little princes, Arthur and Edward,
at the behest of their uncle, Richard IIL.
which took place there. Up to now, vis-
itors to whom their tragic story appeals
have had to content themselves with a
look at the tablet which marks the spot,
in the nearby White Tower, where the
princes’ bones were discovered, the
Rloody Tower itself having been used as
guarters for some of the tower officials,
but now the work of getting it and the
dungeons ready to be “yiewed” by the
public is well under way.

In the Bloody Tower, too, is the fa~
mous torture chamber of the old prison,
the walls of which were painted with
yepresentations of men bearing and in-
flicting, terrible tortures. From the up-
per window of the tower one can enter
the so-called Constable’s Garden, where
Sir Walter Raleigh was allowed to take
exercise. After the dynamite explosion
in the White Tower in May 1885, which
fnjured sixteen visitors and for which
the perpetrators, Cunningham and Bur-
ton, were sentenced to penal servitide
for life, the historic dungeons were filled
up, but they now are being cleared rap-
idly.

‘¥0n the walls of some of them,” said
an official with whom the writer talked,
“gre carved the names of some of the
poor wretches who were imprisoned
there” These underground cells are as
deep as the famous tower moat itself,
and many of them were specially con-
structed with a view to the torture of
the inmates, One of them is called
«Little Fase” It is a cell so small that
that it was imposible for a prisoner
to stand up or lie down in it, except in
a cramped position. Another was call-
ed “The Pit” It was a frightful-place
into which little light came and pris-
oners were scarcely better than buried
alive. Others were full of rats driven
fnto the dungeons in scores at high
tide from the River Thames.

It was on April 8. 1875 that the Tow-
er of London was first thrown open to
vigitors, so that nearly forty years
will have passed prior to the Bloody
Tower being placed on view. Later on,
the Byward, Salt and Broad Arrow
towers probably will be opened. On the
wall of the second named is a quaint
draw! of the Zodiac, the work of one
Hugh Draper of 'Bristol, imprisoned
there as a sorcerer in 1561. None of
these parts of the fortress, however is
equal in interest to the White Tower,
where Raleigh was confined, where
Richard II. took refuge during the re-
bellion of Wat Tyler, and where the
Duke of Clarence is said to have met
his death in a butt of Malmsey wine.
This tower has been open to the public
for many years, and thousands of vis-
{tors have looked at the axe with which
the Farl of Essex is said to have been
beheaded, and the block at which Lord
Lovat knelt on Tower Hill to receive
the fatal stroke.

The White Tower is the oldest part
of the grim prison. It was built about
1078 and the first prisoner was Ralph
Flambard, or Firebrand, who escaped

through a window. It was strengthened

by Edward III, who imprisoned there
among others, David, King of Scotland,
and John, King of France, and his son,
Philip. Raleigh is said to have been im-
prisoned in one of the rooms on the
first floor during the time he wrote his
“History of the World”

English Author's Work So
Treated

LITERARY LONGON

Duchess of Malborough Spends an
Afternoon in Dickens Land—
Critic Who Calls Longlellow “a
Popgun Loaded With Pop-corn™

(Times Special Correspondence)
London, Nov,. 19—Eden Phillpotts,
who got into trouble with the official
censor not long ago, over a play which
he made out of his novel “The Secret
Woman,” has an unofficial one all to

himself. The novelist of Dartmoor, who
makeg his home at Torquay, has been in
town for the last week in connection
with his new book “The Joy of Youth”
and, apropos thereof, he told some of
us at the Savage Club the other night
about his private and self-constituted
censor.

"Every time he publishes a new book,
Phillpotts says, he receives, a few days
later, an unstamped letter addressed in
a hand which he is now beginning to re-
cognize, and on which he is surcharged
twopence. The envelope contains no
missive, but merely the torn-out title
page of his new novel, across which is
written, “Thank heaven, I have destroy-
ed another of your abominable ‘books!
Pay the two pence yourself.”

Phillpotts does not mind, especially,
because he gets a royalty of about twen-
ty-five cents on each copy of his books
sold, so that he is still is about twenty-
one cents to the good after paying the
postage due on his censor’s letter.

The contents of her post-bag, mean-
while, are causing, and have for some
time caused, considerable annoyance to a
certain woman dramatist, who writes to
the papers to protest. Her name is
Brandon, “D. Brandon,” it read on the
Jills of a gay of hers called “The Man
With His Back to the East” which was

In Dickens’ Land.

The Duchess of Marlborough spent a
really quite interesting afternoon in
Dickens land, this week, when she visit-
ed the Feld Lane Ragged Mission School
in Clerkenwell, and opened an industrial
exhibition. here are to be seen
the original Dickens letters to S. R.
Starey, first treasurer of Feld Lane Rag-
ged Schools. It is interesting, too, to re-
call that, speaking .at the thirty-third
annual meeting of the schools, George’
Cruikshank said: “One reason for my
suggesting the story of Oliver Twist to
the latengharles Dickens was my know-
ledge of Feld Lane.”

Canadian Empire Builders

Big Things Done and BeingDo’ne By Big
Men From the Dominion |

(Times Special Correspondence)

London, Nov. 25—One of the lessons
impressed on the two Canadian mem-
bers of parliament during their recent
tour of the empire \was the widespread
activity of Cana(n?ans.

“We found Canadians all over the
empire, doing splendid work and devel-
oping the resources of the countries,”
said Donald Macmaster, K. C.,, M. P,
“anfl we were surprised to- notice that
Canadian merchants ‘were- selling‘their
goods in all the countries through which
we passed. For instance, both in Aus-
tralia and South Africa, I saw many
motor cars built: in ‘Walkerville, Ontar-
jo, and a printing press from Montreal.
Then, too, in South Africa, Australia
and New Zealand, 1 noticed brands of
Canadian merchandise, which are house-
hold words in the dominion, being. ex-
tensively sold in the stores.”

Haniar Greenwood, K. C, M. P, ex-
pressed similar views. The dévelop-
ment of the cadet military service in
Australia, which is unapproached in the
empire, was, he found, due to General
Kirkpatrick, a son of a former govern-
or of Ontario, and the training college
which turned out the officers was in
charge of General Bridges, who was
trained at Kingston College, In New
Zealand, one of the leaders of political
thought. and the oldest member of the
upper house, was Captain Bayley, a
native of Nova Scotia, and in Australia
the oldest ex-senator was a Canadian
bearing the honored name of Simon
Fraser.

Other Big Canadians

If their inquiries had proceeded fur-
ther, they would have found that the
efficiency of the Victorian State Rail-
way was due to another Canadian, Sir
Thomas Tait, who, a year or so ago,
resigned the charge of this system, hav-
ing brought it to a very high state.
When he took it over, it had been op-
erated at a loss. When he left it, it
was producing a revenue. Again, if
their tour had taken them further north
in Africa, they would have become ac-
quainted in some degree with the *ad-
ministrative capacity of another Can-
adian, Sir Percy Girouatd, who trans-
formed ‘a comparatively undeveloped
area of the king’s dominions into a
flourishing province and who relinquish-
ed his appointment only when his ideals
were satisfied.

Then, too, had their tour included
India, they would have learned that the
world’s largest aerial cable-way is to
be constructed on the advice of another
Canadian, Lieut. Col. A. J. de Lotbin-
iere, a military engineer whose services
have been lent to the Kashmir govern-
ment as state engineer.

This great aerial cable-way, about
seventy-five miles long, will cross the
Himalaya mountain barriers’ which sep-
arate the Vale of Kashmir from the
plains in the Punjab in northern India.
It will be by far the longest cable-way
in the world, and will, it is expected,

solve for the Kashmir state the very'

serious present problem of transporta-
tion into the rest of the Empire of In-
dia.

The excessive expense and long time
required for transport communication
across the mountains has always been

ed. To ask a single question on the
broadest lines was to court silence; in
fact, it became the most useful method
in my daily life and conversation.”

too, found the task beyond him. It was

then that Lieut, Col. de Lotbiniere ad-
vanced the suggestion of an aerial cable-

way. A survey was made, and it has
been found that the scheme is practic-
able and not unduly expensive, and con-
struction is to be commenced early next
year under the supervision of the Can-
adian engineer.

The work will involve some of the
most ticklish engineering feats of mod-
ern times for every ton of material is
to be carried clear over the Himalaya
mountains. The cable-way, will carry
steel cars holding about half a ton of
freight.

At present nearly all freight going in
and out of Kashmir is transported on
bullock carts, which, under the most fa-
vorable conditions,- take fifteen days ‘at
a cost of about $25 a ton, raising -the
cost of the goods to two or three times
their .original price. In fact, the cost
of transportation is prohibitive in the
case of a large class of articles which
might otherwise be exported or import-
ed over the mountains. By the aerial
cable .way it is estimated that. goods
will eover the same distafice in fiftcen
hours ‘at a very low cost. At first it is
intended to use the aerial cable-way
only for goods but if it is found to be
satisfactory it will be equipped with
cars suitable for the transport of such
passengers as may be willing to try this
mode of traveling, which should furn-
ish sensations not unlike that of aero-
planing.

FIVE HUNDRED MILLIONS IN
ON PACIFIC TO
CAPTURE PANAMA CANAL TRADE

London, Nov, 25—“An engin.ering
prcject of variety and magnitude unpre-
cedented in the history of transpory de-
velopment’ ’is how the Times describes
the corstruction of the docks, harbors
anl railways contemplated or proceed-
ing on the Pacific coast in preparation of
the opening of the Panama canal.

For some months the representative of
this paper hds been covering that
ground and has gollected a fund of in-
i formation which is to be given in a
i tpecial number in a few weeks’ time. A
! brief preliminary ennouncement indi-
{ cates the importance of this work. At-
i tention has been, so centred on the con-
| struction of the eanal itself that few on
this side have considered the building of
 the doecks and harbors as approaching in
importance the carving out of the Pana-
| ma waterway which made them neces-
| sary.. But as the “Times’ ’points out,
| the cost of this harbor development pro-
i bably exceeds the cost of the canal, and
probably few readers realise that a sum
‘estimatea at $350,000,000 is being ex-
ipended hy railway and other private
{ cozpanies in building lines to the coast,
i harbors and terminal facilities, the great
| part of which will go to improve the
i ports of British Columbia.
| The. states, municipalities and port
{ and harbor boards of the United States,
assisted in some instances by the United
| States government, are spending an-
j other $150,000,000 in the work of pre-
| paring the harbors of the Pacific coast
[for the opening of the canal. Here, then,
we have a sum of $500,000,000, equival-
ent to, if it does not exceed, the entire
cost of the Panama Canal, to be expend-

{

ed in extending railways and improving
the ports and harbors of a coast line
extending from Aiaska in the north to
San Diego in Lower Caiifornia. Surely
the expenditure of so prodigious a sum
in engineering works spreading over such
a vast territory and supplemental to the
greatest engineering work of the cen-
tury, is worthy the attention or engin-
eers throughout the world.

As to tne competition for the new
trade, the “Times’ ’seems to be in favor
of the Canadian ports, and that Canada
is fully alive to her favorable conditiuns,
is shown 'by the activity surrounding
dock improvements throughout British
Columbia.

“Nature has been : exceptionally kind
to builders of ports and harbors on the
Nortr. Pacific coast,” it says, “and tne
relative advantages. of the localities
where new work is in progress or in
contemplation the statement of condi-
tions in regard to such favored ports as
Vancouver, Prince Rupert and Puget
Sound, may weéll excite envy along less
fuvored coasts. But against the advant-
ages of ready-made channels, anchorages
and deep water basins of aatural form-
ation must be balanced the difficulti=g
of railway transport, and engineers must
think in terms of heights and dis-
tances, chains and levels. as well as in
terms of tides, fathoms and quay facili-
ties; for the massive inountain ranges

London, Nov. 19—To one of the luck-
iest and most plentifully honored young
men in Great Britain still another high
honor has -just come. This is Earl Beau-
champ, who, though he is onmly forty-
one, already has held such distinguished
posts as Lord President of the Couneil,
First Commisisoner of Works, Gover
nor and Commander-in-Chief of New
South Wales, and Lord Lieutenant of
the County of Gloucester, to mention
only a few; and who has just been
appointed Lord Warden of the Cinque
ports in succession to the veteran Lord
Brassey, who finds the duties, light as
they are, too/much for his advancing

ears.
% The motto of the Beauchamp family
—whose name, one of those which tick-
led Mark Twain so much, is . pro-
nounced Beechum—is “Fortuna mea in
hello compo,” which, in plain English
means “My fortune falls in pleasant
places,” and surely enough, the young
earl’s has done so. When not yet of
age, he came into the earldom, a big
fortune and one of the finest “seats” in
the country, and at twenty-three he
was mayor of Worcester and two years
later a member of the London school
board. At this time the young noble-
man was a strong Conservative and it
was the late Lord Salibsury who ap-
pointed him, at twenty-seven, to be
Governor General of New South Wales.
He was the youngest pro-consul of a
first-class colony on record, too young,
perhaps, for his administration in the
antipodes was hardly a success. Right
at the start he put his foot in it badly,
by quoting Kipling’s famous line to the
effect’ that the inhabitants of the col-
ony had “wiped out their birth stain,”—
a reference to the fact that the colony
once was a convict settlement. This in-
discretion was flercely resented and a|
newspaper humorist aroused mirth by
advising “sufferers from birth stain” to
“try Beauchamp’s pills.”

Not Sedlitz Powder

~'As he was unmarried, one of his sist-
ers went with the earl to share his soc-
ial responsibilities and the “court”
which they held was severely criticised
for its pomposity. .

C. F. G. Masterman, M. P., Financial
Secretary to the Treasury, was the chief
speaker at g recent meeting held by the
North Salford Liberal Association in
Salford, Eng.

Referring to the enormous and wast-
ful expenditure on armaments, Mr.
Masterman said that if it continued to
increase at its present rate it could only
lead to the annihilation of European
civilization.

MACY’S BEATS PUBLISHERS.

Supreme Court Breaks Monopoly of
Copyright Works,

Washington. Dec. 5—The
Court has handed down an important
decision comstruing the copyright laws.

The court held in effect that the copy-
right luws cannot be used to maintain,
a monopoly in violation of the Sherman
anti-trust law and  that the copyright
will not protect the owner in an effort
to dictate the price to be charged be-
yond the first sale.

The court construed the patent laws
Iin this way several wonths ago and the
present ‘decision on the copyright laws
iit¢ a hsrd blow to those who have been
! seeking to fix the retail price of articles
| thus protected.

The decision was a complete victory
i for R. H. Macy & Co. of New York, in
their suit to >njoin the American Pub-
lishers Association and the American
Booksellers’ Association from enforcing
an agreement with agents not to sell
books to the Macy firm, which had been
offering them to the public at prices be-
low the retail price fixed by the pub-
lishers.

The action was begun by the Macy
firm in the Supreme Court of New
York and carried to the Court of Ap-
pesls. The Macy firm appealed to the
United States Supreme Court from the
final judgment of the New York tri-

*{ bunal, which had held that in so far as

the agreement related to books mot
copyrighted it was in contravention of

York, but that as to books protected by
federal' copyright the publishers enjoy-
ed a monopoly by virtue of their copy-
;'iis'ht and that the injunction would not
e.

Justice Day reversed the decision in an
opinion which was concurred in unani-
mously by the other justices anl held
that the agreements between the pub-
lishers and booksellers contravened the
Sherman anti-trust law and that this
applied to the coﬁ'rlghted as well as un-
copyrighted books,

SILK FROM SPIDERS

Said to Be Superior in Tenacity to the
Cocoon Product

From time to time the ingenuity of
the scientists have been exercised with a
view to devising some substitute for the
silkworm’s product, to find some other
insect that will produce something very
similar at a lower cost,

It is an old idea that the spider might
be employed in this way in substitution
for the silkworm. The problem has ever
been how to obtain a sufficient quantity
of the spider thread and how. to wind it
without breaking or .tangling.

A Frenchman named Cachot harness-
ed a spider to a mtchine of his inven-
tion. This machine containg tiny bob-

! was wound as the spider spun it, not
after it had been made. The end of the
web, which was attached to the body
of the.spider was caught and fastened
firmly to the bobbin. Then the machine
was gently put in motion. The spider,
finding that its web reeled away appar-
ently of its own volition, naturally pull-
ed in the opposite direction to get away.

But, it is said, Cachot found, to .his
great delight, that the spider did not
pull with sufficient force to break the
thread, but actually seemed to enjoy
the process, maintaining just sufficient
tension fo keep the web in continual
motion. Many spiders, it is said, were
tied in this way and at last a sufficient
quantity of their produce was obtained
to be woven into a fabrie. This it is al-
leged, was superior to natural silk in
fenuity, elasticity and tenacity.

It were superfluous to add that dress-
es of spider web are still. beyond the
reach of any save the very rich, A
species of Madagascan spider is the oniy
one that supplies. the right sort of
thread. Size for size, this spider’s thread
is tougher than bar iron. '

The Frenchman who conducted these
interesting experiments says that an-
other advantage of the spider as a pro-
ducer of silk is that having been empti-
ed of its web it can be fed and petted
back to condition, when it will submit
to another reeling without showing ill-
effects.—Harper's Weekly.

POLICEMAN'S DIGNITY

Why He Must Not Be Stared -at in
Germany

(London Standard)

A remarkable case is reported from
Breslau, where a photographer was sen-
tenced to a fortnight’s imprisonment for
insulting a policeman “by staring at
him in a vexatious manner.”

The incident is by no means surpris-

ing in Germany, where officials are not
“servants of the public,” and where the
official grade is divided by a sharp line
from that of the ordinary civilian. There
are reckoned. to.be .about 8,000,000 offi-
cials in Germany, or, say 5 per cent.
of the population. The law is severe in
regard to offence against them, because
they. are held to represent in their per-
sons the dignity of the state. This ap-
plies to ‘postmen, railway officials,
clerks, and, in fact, all. the personnel of
‘the bureaucratic system. The respect for
the uniform which-is held by all Ger-
mans accounts for the possibility of
such an occurrence as the famous Ko-
penick imposture of 1906. The German
brought up under the official system
accepts it placidly, regulates himself by
it, takes everything as “nach Vvorschrift”
and, though he encourages “officialism™
by his ready acceptance of it, he finds it
no -inconvenience because he keeps well
within the code.
Such a System.is bound to have its
amusing side, and innumerable instances
might be quoted. The Bavarian police
last March threatened to eject a man
and his' wife from a train because on
their meeting, they kissed each other in
public, and in Berlin only last Febru-
ary a code of police rules was issued
regulating housewives’ shopping cos-
tumes. Under these rules it is forbidden
to touch a carp to see if there is any
roe or to handle a fowl to test the mar-
ket-woman’s praise of its plumpness.
At Bilensbach a year ago a thief dress-
ed as a gendarme presented himself at
the public treasurer’s office and de-
manded to - inspect ' the  accounts.
These were submitted, and, after de-
claring that' they  were incorrect, he
pocketed £20 and told the chief official
to  appear ‘next day at Helibronn. He
then decamped, but on being pursued
he arrested a tramp on the road, and
with this evidence of. identity passed
several danger-spots. After releasing the
tramp he went to Geupenbach, where
he informed the police that he was on
the track of the swindler, requisitioned
the official bicycles, took the best that
was offered, and disappeared never to
be heard. of again,

AL WANTED
- T0MAKE HERO

Christopher Mathewson , kicked. a field
from the 48-yard line against the
West Point cadets. A year later he

Bv all the traditions of college life this
made “Christy” a hero, and the medals
haye hung on him ever since.

As time went on Mathewson became
a pitcher for-the New York Giants. He
had a great arm, and, unlike many in
his profession, he had a head which kept
pace with the shoots that whissed over
the plate. The gray matter co-ordinated
with the museles in his good right arm,
and therein lay the secret of his success
on the diamond. Still, once famous, it is
hard to live it down, and' that is what
has troubled “Matty” on the trip of the
White Sox and Giants.

Had Mathewson ever dreamed of the
adulation which would come his way on
the trip the chances are that he would
have remained at home, for no such hero
worship. ever accompanied a man across
the continent as was the case avith “Big
Six.” Caruso in his palmiest day never
met the reception which fell to the sad
lot of “Christy.” Not a hamlet or a
tank station, but ‘that there were calls
for “Matty.” The gumbo farmer of
Towa was just as well posted on the
history of “Christy” as were the pros-
pectors of Arizona. From the start it
was one long ovation for Mathewson.

“We want to see ‘Matty,’” was the
greeting across the conmtinent. © !

At the beginning this worked on the
nerves of the Giants’ premier pitcher. He
began to show white as soon as the
train began to slow down, but he got
used to it. Them, at the numerous din-

_ners and entertainments, the toastmaster

spilled all the Webster at his command
in introducing that “peerless athlete,
that hero of the National League, the
fman who has been a credit to the game
for half a generation, that master of the
curves—but why expatiate further on
the greatness of this master mind of
our national game? Ladies and gentle-
men, ‘Christy’ Mathewson.”

In some places the toastmaster was a
little rusty on the history of the na-
tional game and he not lnfrcquentl{
made the contemporaries of “Christy
such characters as Spalding, Anson,
Charles and “Tony” Faust, Louis Mann,
Ramsey and a few others who figured
in the public prints, past and present.
“Matty” received the honor at many
places of having invented the art of
curves, of being a..400 batter the year
around, and of being on speaking terms
with the Tsar of Russia and “Jim”
Jeffries. .

Now, all this was meant well and
“Matty” had to receive it in the same
way and be ready to become a charter
member of the Spanish athletes. No one
would dream that “Christy” had mas-
tered the art of elocution along with
his drops, but such has proved to be the
case. “Matty” was “there” on every
occasion. He handed back as good as
he received, and was never at loss for a
good come-back. In fact, he might be
classed as among the very best orators
on the trip.

There has been no question about this
being the greatest baseball jaunt ever
undertaken, but in the majority of places
the idea seemed to have taken root that
the rest of the players were simply
meant as a tail to “Matty’s” kite. This
was embarrassing-to the great pitcher of’
the Giants, for Matty is nothing if not
modest and he is the first to feel hurt
if the credit is taken away from some-
body else. Any of the other pitchers
might go along without a run being,
scored for inning after inning, but at
the least sign of weakening up went the
cry for “Matty.”

The teams played more than a score
of games, and in every single lown
where the train stopped a delegation
calléed on MacGraw as soon as the spec-
